TO PKEVE' MARINE DISASTERS.

The Anthony Pollock prize of $20,00
which “is ofiered to the inventor who
fultils one of three conditions, is at-
tracting much attention. It is neces-
sary to provide some feasable scheme
by which the loss of life and property
may be greatly reduced. The condi-
tions are (1) to prevent collisions at
sea; (2) to save the ship in case of
collision; (3) in case the ship should
be abandoned, to save the passengers
and crew collectively. Although there
have been many open competitions
for the prize all have proven failures
in consequence of the absence of sui-
ficient merit in any one of the exhibits

shown to meet the satisfaction of the |

In these days of scientific dis-
covery and ingenious invention it
seems rather remarkable that more
has not been done in devising means
of saving life at sea. Disasters due to
collisions or shipwreck can never be
wholly preventable but they can be
made less liable of occurrence than
they once were as has been already.
demonstrated. Generally when there
is a known want science and inven-
tion soon provide something which
if it does not wholly meet the neces-
sity, at least goes somewhat in that
direction, but no one development
has thus far won the Pollock prize.
It may be said that the onlw way to
make a ship safe is the old maxim eo
put her in charge of a safe man, but
it is no harm to once more review the
circumstances of the competition for
mechanical means of safety that still
invites competitors. The incident
will be well remembered. It was in
the autumn of 1898 that a disastrous
collision occurred in the North Atlan-
tic, about sixty miles south of Sable
Island, between the French steamship
La Bourgoyne, a vessel of over 7,000
«ons, and the Cromartyshire, a Glas-
gow sailing ship of about 1,500 toas.
The French vessel was so much dam-
aged that she sank, and there was an
appalling loss of life. 545 of her pas-
sengers and crew being drowned. Am-
ong the passengers was a Mr. Pollock
an American citizen, and it was to
perpetuate his memory that his heirs
are offering this prize for any inven-
tion that will fulfill one of these three
condations. .

New York, April 29—Now that J,
Pierpont Morgan has bridged the
ocean with his ship trust and taken
the first steps towards commercially
annexing Europe to America, the old
world is in a panic lest he plan to
bring all the earth under Americanm
control.

Caesar Augustus, not even Napoleon
with all his mighty armies, was such
a conqueror as J. P. Morgan with his
little “‘yes” :and ‘“‘no”’ that makes or
unmakes trusts.

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—The promoters of the Atlantic
shipping trust have a gigantic com-
bination of oceangoing interests in
their hands, and the periection of the
scheme, while it is claimed it will have
no international significance, will be a
peculiarly constructed link in. Ameri-
can and European trading concerns.
The Morgan shipping trust controls
practically every line of steamers of
any importance in trans-Atlantic pas-
senger or freight traflic, and owns by
right of ‘purchase the bulk of these
carriers. In time of peace the steam-
ship trust probably need not be brand-
ed with any uncommon significance,
but if trouble arises the situation will
then be one where the national sym-
pathies of the syndicate will need to
be reckoned with. Neutrality is a
word fpr nations, not trusts to con-
jure ‘with and ‘the controllers of the
Atlantic fleet would be forced to de-
clare-their sympathies at once. If a
preponderance of American interest
placed the steamer fleet at the disposal
of the United States government, and
this seems the most probable outcome
in event of trouble, then the advan-
tage to that nation would be incal-
culable, while the measure of disad-
vantage to the other. party in the
hostilities would be correspondingly
great. It may be’ that, by virtue of
the importance of international inter-
est bound up in its operations, the
shipping trust will prove a much
stronger factor in the promotion of
peace than in the incitement of war,
and that through its. instrumentality
hands across the sea will be linked in
a bond of peace that ordinary diplo-
matic jars will fail to loosen. There
1s room for abundant supposition, but
the people have not learned to favor
the methods of trusts or place any
confidence in their operations. It may
be well and it may be ill, this gather-
ing up the lines of commercial travel
So long as merely national interests
are involved it is the concern of one
people, but when the scheme becomes
international we predict that its char
tef will be more closely inquired into.

The fate of the Webb-Meyer syndi
cate in its exploitation of ‘Canadian
industrials shows that a capitalization
of millions ‘in print does not always
prove the strength of a corporation.
The true value of® the properties held
by the syndicate in Canada has not
yet transpired, but it will doubtless
be found by the liquidators to be
!mgel_y overrated. * So long as man-
lpulators of the stock market are
trusted with the promotion of Cana-
dian industries there is grave danger
that the boom may collapse. It may
hardly be classed as legitimate busi-
ness, this trafficking in watered stock
and exaggerated prospects. If the
promoters ‘succeed someone pays a
heavy price for their success. We fancy
that it was only a business miracle
that saved the Dominion Coal and
Dominion Iron and Steel Companies
from a similar fate. The stocks of
these latter companies are now held
largely by Canadians, men who know
the value of their holdings, have faith
enough in the practical value of the
interests controlled and money enough
to retain their stock in- face of the
ups and downs of the speculative mar-
-ket. If Boston or New &ork had held
the bulk of Dominion Coal or Steel
when the break in Dominion Securities
occurred, the fall in these stocks would
in all probability have been equally
great and the real business of the com-
panies seriously discredited. Fortun-
ately men who know that the opera-
tion of Cape Breton coal and iron
mines is trading in the safest kind of
staples have their money back of these
enterprises and there is little danger
of any depreciation in the wvalue of
these stocks from present quotations.
The Webb-Meyver syndicate will cause
a loss of about $7,000,000 to investors
and the reason the loss is not greater,
a New York paper tersely remarks, is
because they did not have the money
to lose.

—Reports indicating that confedera-
tion with Canada is to be made the
principal plank in a new party in
Newfoundland politics are exciting a
revival of interest in that long dis-
cussed scheme of confederation. The
situation of the ancient colony - and
the fact that absolute independence of
government has not worked to advan
tage in the upbuilding of trade or the
development of the island’s resources,
must have by this time, created a
strong feeling in favor of a closer al-
liance with the Cadadian Dominion,
where the’ comparative prosperity and
national progress furnish the soundest
possible arguments in favor of a.com-
plete federation of the British provin-
ces in North America. Once the ques-
tion of confederation is made the lead-
ing issue we believe it will attiract a
degree of favorable consideration, im-
possible when the proposition is hedg-
ed with a dozen other schemes of more
or less political import. Federation
embraces many mutual advantages of
trade, and in Canada there would be
few dissenting voices raised to the
draiting of a compact of union. In
Newfoundland there has always been
a strong opposition party, but in re-
cent years the evidences of a change
of sentiment have been very noticeable
and it is not improbable that the peo-
ple are ready now to vot® themselves
into such a prosperous family com-
pact as the Canadian provinces have
formed.

~—Anent the question of Irish inde-
pendence, or rather the lack of it, the
“Edinburg Scotsman’’ points out that
only Irish perversity stands in the
way of Irishmen exercising the rame
influence in framing and administering
the laws of their country that Scots
men exercise with regard to the laws
of Scotland. This is of course a new
way of sidetracking the matter of
home rule, but the suggestion embod-
ies a surer method of obtaining that
measure of government freedom than
the course that is now being followed.
Bitter and senseless opposition to
every .stand taken by the British par-
liament will never create a sympathy
on the government benches or through-
out the country, for a cause that rests
with such - impracticable champions.

AGREEMENT IN RE Y7ATER EXTENSION.

This agreement made in duplicate
the tenth day of April in the yecar one
thousand nfse hundred and two be-
iween the Thwn of Bridgetown, a Mu-
nicipal corporation in the County of
Annapolis, ~incorporated under the
provisions of ‘“The Town’s Incorpora-
tion Act of 1895 (hereinafter called
the “Town”’) of the first part, and the
Water Commissioners of the Town of
Carleton’s Corner, a body corporate
incorporated by “The Town of Carle-
ton’'s Corner Water Supply Act”
(hereinaiter called the ‘‘Commission-
ers’’) of the second part:i—

Whereas the said town has recently
increased its supply of water and its
reservoir for storing the same and has
now a greater supply of water than
is at presagt needed by the inhabi-
tants of said town,

And Whereas the said Commission-
ers are desirous of acquiring the right
to supply the said town of Carleton’s
Corner with water from the water
system of the said town of Bridge-
town,

And Whereas an agreement has been
reached between the town council of
the said town and the said Commis-
sioners enabling the said commission-
ers to supply the said town of Carle-
ton’'s Corner with water from
the water system of the said town
but subject nevertheless to the appro-
val of “a public meeting of the rate-
payers of the said town as provided
by section 143 of the Town’'s Incorpo-
ration Act.

And Whercas it is desirable to set
down in writing the terms and pro-
visions of the said agreenient in ifull,

Now Therefore this agreement wit-
nesseth that the said town, at the re-
quest of the said Commissioners and
in consideration of the promise of the
said Commissioners to pay the town
annually for a period of ten years now
next ensuing, the sum of two dollars
and fifty cents for each kitcheh tap
which may hereafter at any time
within the said ten years be connect-
ed with the extension of the water
system of the said town herein pro-
vided for, and in the further consid-
ération of a guarantee by the said
Commissioners that there will be at
least twenty-five such kitchen taps so
connected when the said proposed ex-
tension shall be completed, does here-
by agree to and with the said ' Com-
missioners to extend the water system
of the said town along the “Lane’”
so called, and from the end thereof
eastwardly to the mouth of the Morse
Road and westwardly to Frank Fow-
ler’s house and to make contracts with
the inhabitants of the said town of
Carleton’s Corner for supplying them
with water at the same rates.'and up-
on the same terms as the water is
now or hereafter may be supplied to
customers living in the said town and
also to put in the said extension hy-
drants every six hundred feet fronx the
last hydrant in the present system in
the direction of the proposed exten-
sion.

And the said Commissioners hereby
agree to and with the said town to
furnish the said town with the money
necessary to carsy out the proposed
extension and the said- Commissioners
hereby grant to the said town all
rights, powers and privileges and here-
by give to the town leave and li-
cense to do all acts and things nec-
ry to be done for the purpose of
water system of the
said town as aforesaid. And the said
Commissioners hereby guarantee that
there will not be less, than twenty-five
kitchen taps put in ‘and connected
with the said extension by bona fide
customers in the said town of Car-
leton’s Corner and within the dis-
trict through which the proposed ex-
tension is to be made wken the sai”
extension shall have be:n made and
completed and further that the said
Commissioners will pay the town an-
nually for a period of ten yezars now
next ensuing the sum of two dollars
and fifty cents for each kitchen tap
which may hereaiter at any time
within the said period of ten years be
connected with the extension.

And the said town hereby agrees to
apply to the local legislature of the
province of Nova Scotia at its next
session for legislation -ccnfirming this
agreement and giving the said town
all enabling powers necessary to en-
able it to make the said proposed
extension and the said Commissioners
also agree that they .will join in such
application if necessary and it is also
agreed that if and when such legisla-
tion shall have been obtained then
the said town will return to the said
Commiissioners the money hereinbefore
mentioned with interest thereon at
the rate of four pef ceutum per an-
num for the time such money shall
have been in the hands of the officials
of the said town.

It is hereby mutually agreed that
the bylaws and ordinances of the said
town of Bridgetown now or hereaiter
in force in the said town shall apply
to and be binding upon the said pro-
posed extension and the customers
connected herewith and that the said
town shall not be liable in damages
for any interruption in the@supply of
water to the said extension by reason
of any break in any pipe now or here-
after used in the said system or said
proposed extension  thereof nor shall
any such interruption work a breach
of this agreement but no customer
shall be required to pay for the water
during any such’ interruption.

It is also mutually agreed that the
said extension shall consist of not
less than four inch pipe except west
from the Lane which may be one inch.

fifty cents per tap or any sum whatev-
er in respect to such taps after the
expiration of the period of ten
years but the same then cease
and determine.

1t is a further condition of this a-
greement that it shall be approved hy
a meeting of the ratephyers of the
said town of Bridgetown as provided
by section 143 of the Town’s Incorpo
ration Act before it shall be binding
upon-the said town.

ST. PIERRE A BURIED CITY.

St. Thomas, D. W. 1., May 9-—It is
now estimated that forty thousand
persons perished as a result of the
fearful volcanic eruption in the
Island of Martinique. The British
schooner Ocean Traveller of St. John
N. B., arrived at the Island of Dom-
inica, British West Indies, at three
o’clock this afternoon. She reported
having been obliged to flee from the
Island of St. Vincent, during the aft-
ernoon of Wednesday, May 7th, in
consequence of a heavy fall of sand
from a volcano which was erupting
there. She tried to reach the Island
of St. Lucia, but adverse currents
prevented her from doing so. The
schooner.arrived opposite St. Pierre
Martinique, on Thursday morning, the
8th. While about a mile off. the vol-
cano of Mont Pelle exploded and fire
from it swept the whole town of St.
Pierre, destroying the town and ship-
ping there including the cable repair
ship engaged there.

Fort De France, Island of Matinique
May 10—Advices received here from
the vicinity of St. Pierre, ten miles
from here, contain further details of
the terrible volcanic upheaval which
resulted in the utter destruction of
that town and the death of nearly all
its inhabitants. The crater of Mt.
Pelle had been wearing its ‘smoke
ap’ since the third day of May but
there was nothing to indicate that
there was the. slightest danger. On
that diy a stream of boiling, lava
burst ‘through the top of the crater
plunged into the valley of the River
Blanche, overwhelmning the Guerin
sugar works and killing a number of
people. i

About eight o’clock on Thursday
morning a shower of fire rushed on
St. Pierre to Le Precheur, a district
having a population of 40,000, burn-
ing up everything in its path. St.
Pierre is an absolute smoke waste,
concealing- 30,000 corpses, whose rap-
id decomposition necessitated in some
cases, instantly completing their cre-
mation, which was only partially ac-
complished by the lava.

The inhabitants of Fort De France
were panic struck the morning of the
disaster, when the sky suddenly. dark-
ened until it was as black as mid-
night. The sea shrank back thirty
yvards, hot rain began to fall, while
gravel, the size of walnuts, poured on
the town. This lasted about fifteen
minutes and then the town began to
assume its normal aspect. i

THE BEEF TRUST PROSECUTION.

. (New York Outlook)
‘Whatc\'er the outcome of Attorney-
General Knox's proceedings against
the combination of the packing-houses
—and these are being pushed with vig-
or—the present crisis ha¥ occasioned
an executive order which promises to
remedy one of the greatest abuses in
l!xo meat industry of this country.
For years, as-is widely known, graz-
ing on the public lands in the Far
West has been practically in the
hands of great cattle companies em-
ploying large forces of cowboys. And
these companies, Secretary Hitchcock
has found, have illegally fenced in
large areas, claiming that it was nec-
essary for the protection of their
herds. This claim is of course dis-
puted by the small herdsmen and set-
tlers, who are ‘fenced out’ by the il-
legal wires and the Administration
has taken the ground that- the rights
of the settlers are to be protected,
and the law against the fencing in of
the public domain to be enforced im-
mediately and absolutely. The Presi-
dent has issued an order to this ef-
fect and the power of the military is
at the disposal of the Interior De-
partment is executing the order. It
is not true, as claimed, that this or-
der will have the effect of reducing
the price of meat except in so far as
small farms in the long run raises
more live stock per acre, than the
companies which depend on the mere

zing of their herds, but the order
indicates the determination of the Ad-
ministration to take away the unfair
and illegal means by which the great
companies have established their pow
er. Ii grazing is permitted in the
public domain, it must be on terms
which are as open to the - smallest
herdsman as to the largest’ cattle
company,and a just fee for the priv-
ilege should be paid into the public
treasury. The legal = proceedings
against the Beef Trust have not yet
resulted in any geduction in the price
oi dressed beef, Hut the spontanegus
action of innumerable housekeepers
in finding substitutes for beef has
greatly reduced the demand therefor,
and the price of cattle has also fal-
len.

Toronto, May 9—Information has
been received at the Ontario Depart-
ment of Agriculture from Washington
to the effect that the Agricultural De-
partment of the United States is con-
templating introducing the Chinese
Lady Bug across the border for the
extermination of the San Jose scale.
The insect feeds on the scale, and it
isheligved that when introduced into
in sufficient nambers, it
will exterminate the pest. A repre-
sentative of the United States Agri-
cultural Deuartment recently secured .
in China sixteen of these bugs, but
only two survived the trip across the
ocean. These have multiplied, until
now they have about fifty. The exper-
iment - will be watched with interest
by the Ontario sagricultural offigials,
and if it proves a success the bug
will be introduced into Ontario.

NEWS OF THE WORLD.

The Dominion government will ask
for permission to vote $5,000 for the
sufferers from the Martinique disaster.

Six hundred seats have been pl
at the disposal of the Canadians at
the Ccronation, at a cost of ten
shillings per day.

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WATER SUPPLY AND STORAGE IN THE SOIL

Much study has been given to the
question of the gquantity of water nec
essary to maintain satisfactory prog-
ress and growth of plants. We have
seen what large amounts may trans-
pire through the plant during the
season, and we have noted the extent
to which evaporation may take place
from the surface of the soil. During
the time the plart is growing, water
is being taken out of the soil by l_mll\
of these means. Many observations
have been made as to the extent ol
the loss in these two directions. Am-
erican observations indicate that h_’um
234 to 522 tons of water are utilized
in these two wgys for each ton of dry
substance produced by the crop. It
is equivalent to from 2.14 to 4.76 in-
in these two ways for each ton of dry
matter grown. As the various crops
produce from two to five tons of dry
matter per acre per year, we see that
the possible demands upon the water
supply for the proper maintenance of
a growing crop may vary irom 8 to
over 20 inches of water per season
or 900 to 2260 tons per acre. Foreign
obsgfvations substantiate those of

ican experimenters.

tn considering the quantity of wat-
er which a soil should contain at the
beginningof the growing season, and
which should reach it by precipitation
during the spring and ‘summer months
we should keep in mind certain rela-
ted facts. It must be recognized, in
the first place, that a plant cannot
use all the water started in a soil.
King,of Wisconsin, states that in the
clay soils of his state plants are not
able to use the water below 9 per
cent.,.and in sandy not below
6 per cent. 1f, therefore, the upper
five feet of a soil contained the gener-
ous amount of 2400 tons per acre, or
about 21 inches, only about 1468 tons
would be available to the plants,
provided no exaporation and no per
colation were to occur. The loss of
water by evaporation is certain, and
by percolation probable, so that the
available supply of water is reduced
below the figures given.

We must remember, in the second
place, that if a plant is to grow:un-
der the most favorable conditions, ‘the
water in the should not be re-
duced below 50 o¥ 60 per cent of the
point of saturation. sWhile vegetation
may use water below this point, the
limitation of the supply places ser-
ious limitations upon the thriftiness
of the plants. The plant, therefore,
not only must use the large quantity
of water for growth, but for its best
welfare the moisture of the soil ought
to be kept up to a generous percent-
age. It is probable that a clay soil
starts in the spring at the peint of
saturation, and if the rainfall during
the growing season which actually
percolates the soil to the area where
it may be utilized by the roots of
growing plants is from 12 to 15 in-
ches, satisfactory vnlants may be pro-
duced. It is seldom, however, that
these conditions prevail. A soil does
not always become saturated in the
spring, especially when a severe dry
spell has prevailed the preceding seas-
on, and the fall and winter precipi-
tation has been small. Moreover, the
rainfall which actually becomes avail-
able is often greatly less than 12 in-
ches. For instance, in 1900 only 11.4
inches of rain fell at Geneva during
the four months of May, June, July
and August; 63 inches of this fell in
July. While the number of precipita-
tions during these four months was
large, the quantity of rain which fel
at one time®was in a majority of in
stances so small that little or no good
was accomplished. Not enough water
fell to percolate to the roots of the
plants, and in one sense these smali
precipitations may be said to have
done harm, because of compacting and
moistening the extreme upper layers
of the soil and increasing capillary
of the soil and mMcreasing capillarity
and thus causing greater evaporation.
As we all know, 1900 was not a pro-
ductive vear because of the lack of
water, some crops in some localities
being almost an entire failure.

We need to consider, therefore, i
there are any means by which the sup
ply of water, whether that stored in
the soil or thatmywhich is precipitated
during the growing season, may b
conserved for the use of plants.

In considering the means by which
we may economize the water used for
plants, it should be said that there
are few rules for universal applica
tion. All that can be done in this
connection is to present a few of the
important operations or conditions
which tend to increase the storage of
water in the soil and prevent the
evaporation that which became
stored. is any universal ren
edy for a deficiency of soil water it
is tillage. If it is « red to use a word
of more general significance, We may
gubstitute for tillage the term mulch
irg, because tillage, properly regarded
ia this connection, is simply providing
an carth mulch. The pringiple which
operates in- preventing |,-‘.’uﬁ«>rulinn of
water from the soil by tillage has al
ready been explained. It consists, as
before  stated, in breaking up to a
cortain depth the «fine capillary tubes
whick in a compact soil extend to the
surface and rapidly pump moisture
te the point where it may be evap-
orated through the combined action
of the sun and currents of air.

Acother, and what ‘may be called
a neeative or indirect means of con
semving soil moisture, is to prevent
the uvse of this moisture by one et
of plants when it is desired to retain
it, as available to another set; as fw
instance, allowing' a crop of grasscr
grain to-utilize the water in an or
chard =o0il which should, be saved for
the trees.

It is fair to enquire whether exper-
iments justify the statement that til
lage conserves moisture. Many inves-
tigations along this line have been car
ried on, and I will mention only onc
or two as illustrative. King, of Wis
consin, experimenting with soil in
pots having a depth of 4 in l'* caus-
ed a saving of from 20 to 72 Per cent
of the moisture, gecording to the kind
of soil and the conditions under
which these pots were located. Hil-
gard, of California, one of our best
authorities along this line, relates an
instance where in the case of two ap-
ricot growers located side by side on
similar soil one cultivated his or-
chard and the other did not. Inves-
tigation showed that in the cultivated
orchard the percentage of moisture in
the month of July was 6.3 and in the
uncultivated orchard the percentage
was 4.2. This was equal to a differ-
ence per acre of 244 tons of water in
the upper six feet of soil, practically
all of which would be available to the
trees. The effect of this difference in
the condition of water supply was
seen in the fact that the cultivated
trees made a growth of about 3 feet
and the uncu,tivated trees of about 3
inches. Photographs of the fruit of
the two orchards showed a difference
comparable to the difference in growth

As bearing upon the influence of
grdwing a crop in an orchard, exper-
imets conducted in an apple orchard
in Illinois showed that the percentage
of water in the upper 27 inches of the
soil where clean cultivation was prac-
tieed, was 12; in the soil where oats
were allowed to grow, 8, and where
grass was allowed to grow, 8 per
cent. This means a diffierence in the
the cultivated part of the orchard
the cultavated part of the orchard
and the part where oats or prass were
allowed to grow. of 420,000 pounds
of water, or 210 tons all of which
would be available to the trees. Il-
Justrations of this kind could be mul-
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Something should be said concern-
ing the character and depth of the
earth mulch which is produced by til-
lage. It should by all means b«; a
perfect mulch through having the up-
per layer of the earth completely un.(l
uniformly stirred. The reverse of this
condition often pertains, as  is seen
when a harrow or cultivator is run
over the surface of ‘the ground in a
way which simply cuts grooves in the
hard soil, and leaves ridges which are
not broken up at all, Such cltiva-
tion may even do more harm than
good, because it renders more com-
pact a part of the surface which is
exposed to the air, and also increas-
es the evaporating area. Some form
of tool should be used which breaks
up and stirs every particle of thuvup»
per layer of earth. Probably no fixed
rule should be Yaid down in -regard to
the depth of cultivation. Experiment-
al work gives conflicting res

the most desirable depth, ju

should expect. If the soil i

ughly and frequently stirred to
depth of from two.to four inches, the
result will in general be satisfactory.

Plowing the land in the fall may ex-
vt an important influence upon the
storage of water. When the land is
broken up into ridges-in a loose con-
dition, which greatly increases the
capacity for retaining the rain which
falls or the snow which melts, thro’
the greater looseness and uneven sur-
‘ace of the earth, a larger storage of
water is accomplished. On soils need-
ing more water, and where surface
Irainage is rapid, fall plowing is un-
loubtedly desirable. Fulton at the
Michigan Experimental Station, in
omparing  the effect of fall plowing
vs. spring’ plowing on the percentage
of ‘moisture in the soil during the suc
ceeding season, found a decided ad-
vantage in favor of fall plowing. This
increased moisture made itself felt in
the larger yield of crop on the land
plowed in the fall. In very wet soils,
where drainage should be encouraged
and overwetness likelv to occur,
plowing would not be advisable.

The spring of the year finds the sur-
face of the soil frequently compacted,
and therefore in condition to lift wat-
er from below with the maximum ra-
pidity of which a particular soil is
capable. If an uncovered soil is al-
lowed to lie in this compacted condi-
tionp until late in the season. the loss
of water is enormous. This indicates,
in a general way. that tne cu,tivation
of the soil in the spring should be at
the earliest date when this can be
done without producing an undesir-
able merhanical condition because of
over wetness. Prof. King of Wisconsin
cives instances where comparison lm\:
been made between the effect of early
and late spring plowing, upon soil
moisture. In his book on ‘soils’ he
mentions one instance where a soil
plowed April 28 was compared with
one plowed - May 6; the former was
found to contain later in the season
over nine inches more water in the
upper four feet than the latter, a
most important differenee. In another
experiment” performed by Prof. King,
one plat of soil was plowed April 12
and another May 12, which resulted
in a retention of 420,000 pounds more
of water in the upper three feet ofthe
early plowed than in the same volume
of the later plowed. This is, of course
a casé where judgment must be exer-
cised as to whether of water
should be encouraged or niscouraged.

In a season where there a scar-
city of water, one rule should be in-
variably observed, viz., to cultivate
land bearing crops, whether fruit
otherwise, as soon as possible imme-
diately following rain. If enough rain
water falls to percolate to the soil re-
gion where the root !are feeding, its
evaporation should be retarded as ful
ly as possible. Moreover, because the
rain compacts the upper surface of the
soil and increases the rate of evapo-
ration, this compact condition ought
to be immediately broken up. It is
realized, of course, that with the pres-
sure which often comes from . various
kinds of farm work during the busy
season it not alwsys possible to
cultivate large areas of soil at the

irable time.
i land has a mixed effect
to soil moisture. One ef-
fect is to increase the percente ca-
pacity of the stored water.
nd effec )/ the ca-
pacity of the soil for conducting wat-

r to the surface, or in nlho,/r words,
tends to retard loss of water/by evap-
oration. Still another eficct [is to de-
crease the feeding area of the roots
of the plants. Without discussing this
factor at any great length, it may be
said in .a general way that the resul-
tant effect of subseoiling favorable
an increased supply of water to
the plant.

The popular notion is that rolling
land after sowing seed the
soil moisture. This is true if we con-
sider only the very upper layers of
the soil. It is also true that the sum
total of water contained in the upper
two or three feet of carth dimin-
ished by rolling, because this™ opera-
tion compacts the upper stratum
that the capillary power «of the soil is
increased and water is pumped to the
surface faster. It should be said, on
the other hand, that the compcting of
the upper stratum of earth has a fa-
vorable efiect on the. germination of
seed. The farmer who covers corn
or garden seeds by hand recognizes
this fact when he compacts the carth
over the seed by giving it a tap with
the hoe. We have all noticed that in
the early morning the spot which is
made compact with the hoe
moister than the surrounding
earth.

It is generally understood that when
ever the humus of a soil is increased
its water-holding capacity is increased
So far, then, as water storage is con-
cerned which are liable to ‘be
deficient in water are greatly benefit-
ted by the liberal application of farm
manures, or by the addition of vege-
table matter in any other form.

It follows from what has just been
said, that when a {ruit grower fre-
juently turns under in his orchard
heavy cover crops, he increases the
water-holding capacity of the “soils,
because he increases the proportion of
humus. This is not the whole story,
however. It is undoubtedly possible
to defraud an orchard of water thro’
the injudicious management of cover
crops. If, for instance, an early sown
and vigorous growing crop ike cow
peas matures on the land, and is uti-
lizing water during the late fall weeks
when the water should be stored for
use during the succeeding season, the
crop may, so far as water is concern-
ed, do no positive harm, Again, if a
crop sown in the late summer is al-
lowed te take up vigorous growth in
the succeeding spring and remains
growing c¢n the land up to maturity,
possibly as late as the Igtter part of
Mayor early June, much water has
been withdrawn from the soil, thereby
diminishing the supply which later the
trees will sorely need. It should be
said, however, that the early turning
under of a cover crop probably tends
materially to reduce evaporation. The
way in which this is accomplished
casy to understand. This crop, when
turned under, practically constitutes a
mulch below the surface, because it
forms a layer of coarse material thro
which the moisture from below is
transmitted very slowly. ¥ the feed-
iug ground of the roots of vlants is
below this subterranean mulch, then
the result is favorahle; if above, the
result is unfavorable.

Doubtless seme are inclined to ask
the question whether deep tillage con-
serves or wastes soil moisture. No
ile can be laid down in this partie-
ular, What is desirable in the way
of depth of tillege  depends very
largely upon the character of the soil.
The same should be said of flat cul-
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soil is deficient in water, flat ~culture
is .desirable, because it offers the’
smallest posible evaporating surface.
If water is in excess, then hill culture
or ridges is preferred because here the
evaporating surface is' increased

Hedge rows tends to couserve
moisture by diminishing the rapidity
of the currents of wind. JFheaore
rapidly wind blows over the soil, the
more moisture will be evapurated
within a unit of time. Soil dries
most rapidly during a windy day and
less rapidly during a quiet day.

It is easy to see frem this now a
hedge row will diminisk the evapor-
ation of moisture from the arcas
which it protects.—Coulntry Gentle-
man.

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JHOW TO PAPER WHITEWASHED WALLS.!

It is difficult to make paper stick
to walls that have been made smooth
by frequent whitewashing. The finish
may be scraped off or the-surface ke
changed with a coat of paste.

Put one pint
of flour in a sauce pan and beat into
one quart. of cold water. When
smooth add two quarts of boiling
water, stirring all the time. Let this
boil up once, then strain and cool.
Brush this paste over the walls and
allow this to dry. When you are
ready to paper, wet the walls, spread
paste on the paper, and hang it in
the usual way.

CONSUMPTION SANATORIA.

The appalling part that consumption
plays ir decimating the population,
and the comparatively recent discov-
eries that it is curable and prevent-
able, combine to impose upon society
the duty of battling against its as en-
erergetically as we assail small pox
or diphtheria.

It is entirely possible to put a ring
fence about consumption and exter-
minate it. Just as most communities
are, on all ordinary occasions, free
from small pox, so might they be free
from tuberculosis. And, in the lat-
ter case, the cure is only fresh air and
good food ; and the danger of contag-
ion so slight and circumscribed that
it can readily be removed with prac-
tical completeness.

Under the circumstances we should
have sanatoria for as many people as
will use them. Retirement to a sana-
torium means that the the patient will
have his best chance of recovery, that
he will not remain in the city to in-
fect other people, that he will live un-
der ‘a scientific regimen which will ef-
fectually prevent him from reinfecting
either himselfi or any of the other
patients. Dr. Knopp, in a discussion
of this question in the North American
says that ‘‘ sanatoria are not only
healing institutions, but veritable
schools of hygiene, and serve as ex-
amples to the community in which
they are located. Statistics show
indeed, that the establishment of a
consumptive sanatorium in a place ac-
tually reduces very considerably the
quanity of tuberculosis among the
members of the resident. community.

Consumption is to be classed as a.
communicable rather than a contag-
ious dis That is the presence of
a consumptive is not a peril to other
people if care be taken to destroy the
sputum and not to inhale the breath
of the patient. Sir James Grant, of
Ottawa, estimates that the danger
circle within three feet of the
sick man, even when he is coughing
talking  Thus it oasy get
into too much of a panic over the
matter. A conscientious consumptive
may feel that he not imperilling:
his friends.

But sick people are apt to grow ne-
glectful, and few living: houses are suf-
ficiently drenched in fresh air to heal
a diseased lung. Hence the great need
of sanatoria. They cure the sick and
they prevent the spread of the dis-
cuse.  Public money could not be bet-
ter spent than in supplying them to
the éxtent of the public: need.—Mon-
treal Star.

FOR THE GIRL OF DEAR FIFTEEN.

Confident in what she considers her
own great fund of knowledge ths girl
of fifteen has arrived at a point in
her young life when she really needs
to be told how little she knows. And
it is when a daughter has come to
this time that the mother should
deeply sympathize with her and rea-
lize that her own responsibilities have
not lessened, that, indeed, they have
increased and that her child, now
standing ‘‘where brook and river
meet”” never before so much needed a
mother’'s care and confidence. All the
tact and abiding love of motherhood
will not prove too great a safeguard
against the perils that are likely to
beset the girl’s pathway.

At an age when she ig most likely
to be flattered and bcgui%d by unsafe
companions, one of the best guards
is employment; - something that will
be congenial and carry her thoughts
into pleasant channefs; in fact, some-
thing she may think about to the ex-
clusion of silly ideas and fancies that
may appeal to her undeveloped mind
with the result, perhaps, of making
her, later, a laughing stock for her
companions who have taken up a
more sensible course. Someé girls like
to take up embroidery, lace making
or china painting, and possibly the
mother thinks the occupation useless
or too expensive; but it may cost far
less in the end than debarring your
girl from her innocent desires.

HOW TO BUY OILCLOTH.

In buying an oilcloth for a floor en-
deavor to obtain one that was man-
ufactured several years before as the
longer it has been made previous to
use, the better it will wear, from the
paint becoming hard and durable.
An oilcloth that has been made with-
in the year is scarcely worth buying,
as the paint will be defaced in a very
little time, it requiride a long while
to season. An oilcloth should never
be scrubbed with & brush, but aften
being first sweept it should be cleaned
by washing with a large soft cloth
and lukewarm or cold water. On no
account use soap -or take water that
is hot, as either : of them will cer-
tainly bring of the paint. When it
has dried, you may sponge it with
milk, which will brighten and preserve
the colors, and then wipe it with a
soft dry cloth.
