FOREIGN MISSIONS :-THEIR RESULTS, AND THEIR
CLAI MS.

There was atime wlie.a Chuircli uiight do littie or nothing for Forcigut
Missions. and yet retaiv Uts respectabiiity, arnd be accounited a livingr bîunchel
of' the great fâmily of' faitli; and tilt very recently-it would be reekone t no
ground fbr iinpeaclîingr the soundness of a ma n's Christianity, or the genuine-
ness of' his lâitth, Cih:t hoe did nothing for the conversion of the beathen, es-
peeially il he %vas earef'ul to nîitnother good %'orks. But it is not se
iiow. This state of' Christian soeiety is goi.2 by forever. To be dcad to the
claim of' Missions is jiistly regarded as very strong eviden ce or being dead ieî
irespasses and sins. lu those times a unist of speculative confusion-a haze
or' cold doubt scmns to have ovcrsprcad nearly ail Christendoni iu reference to
the henthen,- their state-their dangyer-their coriversion-the means to be
employedJ for tlieir convcrsion, ýs well as in regard to the dutics of' individu-
-ils and churehes tov.rds diecm. But that rist lias been dispelled-the houe,
the darkncss and the doubt, have flcd nover to retura. Miroughout eva ugeli-
cal Christendoin there is but one opinion, both in regard to the spiritual Con-
dition of the lithen and the duty of ail Chr-istians towards thein. The kea-
lizen arc daily peris/iing for the lack of a /cnewledge whici ive possess in Mue
greatesi a/bundance, and whtcL it is in oit) power Io send to t/en.

Among intelligent C hristians there eau ho but one opinion, both as regards
the deplorable state eof the hecatiien and the duty of' ai Christians te hiasten
to their rescue. Of' the power 2nid prevalence eof this opinion, we have the
uiest gratifying and conclusive evidence in the fict that aIl the Evangelical
Citurches of' the worid have thieir Foreign Missionary associations and enter-
prises. Episeopalians, Presbyteriaî;s, Independents, Moravia ns, 13aptists and
Methodists, are all caibarkcd in this noble work. There is ne nation or chine,
te ivhich the agents of o'ae or ocher of these E1,vangelical Churches have not
gone with the precieus seed of' the kingydoni of 1-eaven. There are nov but
fuvv iugurges which they have uot nastered, and made to rihig jubilant witli
the "1good news which is unto ail peuple." Within the hist sixty years the
Bible lias been translated, through the labours eof Missionaries, iute ne less,
than eue handred laqguages. It wascomputed more than a tivelve zuonth
since. by the uiost competent authority on the subjeet, that there are more
than one rnzilzon Iwo 1atndred and fifty thousand eof living Christians who,
but for the labours eof Missionaries, would ail ho now the axiserable vietlîns eof
hecathen idolatry. lu the islauds of' the Pacifie a.one (as was mentioned in
our last) there are upwards of 250,000 Protestant Christiansq; iu NMew Zea-
]and 100,000 ; inu Bur'mah 100,000; in India upwards et' 112,000; in Africa
upwards of 250,000,-net te speac eof the iuhabitants of Asia Miner, eof
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Madagascar, of the Mauritius. nor of the aborigines of' North and South
Amierica, ainong all of whoui there is a laige and daily iccsn unce
carncst and cnligliteuled disciples. Again we have the vast and populous
empire of China, where, if' ive arc net misinfbrmied, tlic religion of'Christ bas
rceently been rnaking gretit and iiipr-ecedcnted progress. At the present 1mac-
muent ià is impossible te estiniate, oen approxinmately, the blessed resuits of
Missionary labours there, or the numnher of thosc wlho are truc Christimns.
But this we havc reason to hope,-tb.it, in addition te the progress made under
tlhcecyes and iimnaefflate direction of European and Americaii Missiona ries,
the 4, Tai' P-intg Re-voîtieno," omes its risc and success1ul progrcss te Chris-
tianity. According te the niost reliable and recent accounts thiat have renchied
us, a uùimber ef the rhtniest fertile aud populous provinces are united
together under the qw.y of' the 'l'aii l>ing revolutionists. Tlhey have cast
away frommi tbicrn thecir eld hmw, and prejudites and idelatries; they proess t,
have tah-en the Bible f-er their rule et lîlèe, and Ged ini Christ te bc their Ged
'ihey hold the great fundaniental doctrines ef the 43oqpel, arid -ire represcnted
as muost earnest and indef-atigable in their endeavours te conforni their pri-
vate lirc anmd public procedure to the recquirements of' the Word of Ced as
flîr as it is knewn te thern. They are dtficient ne deubt, in knewlcdge, and

in i-ct valt f' the pleans cf instruction ; but they inanifèst the gets

anxiety fer liBurepeani Christian instruetrirs. Their pregrcss since the inaugu-
rationi of their dynasty inx 1851, bias been in the higbest degree striking. Timeir
great kîing wvas a humble student at eue cf the iissioniary establishmnents, be-

caeapreacher, was persecutcd ; became a rebel in sclf'-defcncc against the
Tartar rulers ef tUecountry-nnd iuo% lie 'vields the sceptre of royal dcmiin-
ion ever, at least seveniy millions cf' bis fUlow countrymnen. lis rule upen
the whoec is becficent,-fI'Ir iu advance ef scerai European Petentates. 1-ie
groveruls avewedly and' pcrhaps :iiueerely on Christian principles. Dis chief
Mýinister- cf Sitte is a Chinjese preacher, whe lias only left thc Missienaries at
the coact about cigh teu inonths since, and whlo was a great faveuritc with
tbem.

Is this inovenient %vithout meaning as a resuit cf missienary enterprise 1
That ail this sheuld happen iii China, the land cf innuieimble idols-the land1
of adamantine prejudices, cf arroganrt self conceit and insolent coecmpt fur
fereigan nations, ideas and babits-the land ivbich scepticismn, indolence, deceit,
treachery and hoartl2ss eruelty migbt well eall their own? It is full of* the
imost preetous meaning te t.be rhildren cf faith everywhere. What a rebuke
te jazy, heartless unhelief with its everlasting "'len in the way."-And wbat

acrierions pledge te the fithful labourers in the great Missionary enterprise,
-whether on the higli places cf heathendens teaebing idolaters the first les.
sons cf Christiauiity, or at hom'e giving cf their own substance and indueing
others te give for this cbjet,-tbat, their labours àhall not bc in vain in the
Lord !

But we shall hc equally impressed with the progrcss cf Modern Missions,
if wc glatnce at the nuinber cf agents iu the field. The Evangelieai Churches
cf Europe and Amierlea have alrcady sent forth, upwards cf one t1housand sX
hundred Missionarie$ ; while assoeiated with this noble band of veterans are
upwards cf sLxteeîl Ilwiisand uative ninisters, eatechists, seripture readers aud
sehoolmasters whose ffisly vocation is te teach the religion of Christ te their
coutitrymiefl.

Again there are the religicus tracts and the New Testaments, whicb have

penetrated niany regions fur beyond the ken cf Missionaries, enterprising as
they are, and iwhich have brought light and immortal hope te many a dark,
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lýfbie.çs and foriora hieart. Of' this f'act, the Oîîunese inov'ement rof'errca to is
a rein îrk;îbl iiiuMrtîaion' and prou?.

Thîis vieiw of the mission %work is f'ull of' hope andi encouragements and de-
mands; renewed and redoniîlcd efforts iu Misonary labours on the pa'rt 0f' ail
trite ý'hristianq. Tihe flicilitis boUm at hoame and abroad are v:msUty greater
tham thoy were fCr:«y or evoir twcnty yca-.r.4 ugto. indoed they are inrî'casin
