FORBEARANCE.

Oh the subject of forbearance T have to remark that there is no
greater misapplication of a word in our lunguage that I know of,
than-of this one. In strict pnopmeuy it does not apply at all to the
subjéct in relation to which it is commonly used. No man can be
said to forbear with another exeept in such cases as he has doue him
an injury. Now.when christians différ in opinion upon‘an) subject,
nless it can be made to appear that'the opinion of A. is injurious to
B, the latter cannot forbear with the former. There is no room nor
occasion for forbearance; for B. i3 not; injured by the opinion of A.
To say that christians must exereish forbearancs with one another
because of” difference of opinion, is admitting that they have a right
to consider themselves injured, or that enc christian has a right to
coasider himself injured beeause another differsin opinion from him.
It is precisely the same mistake which is committed by shose who
ask the civil authorities to tolerate all or any religious opinions.
The mere asking for toleration reeognizes a right which no eivil
government possesses, and cstablishes a principle of calamitous coa-
sequences, viz: that the opinions contrary to the majority, or "the
national cveed, are a public injury, which it isin the power of gov-
ernment to punish or tolerate, according to their intelligence and

account of their opinions in matters of religion. Neither have
christians a right to condemn their brethren for differences of opin-
ion, nor. even talk of forbearing with onc another in matters of
opinion. The scnpturcs speak of the forbearance of God, and teach
that.christians,in certgin cases shonld forbear with one ‘another in
cases. of injury sustained; but never, that I'can sce, on account of
mattets of opinidn. A person.might as well be said to forbear with
his natural brother because he was only ten years old, or five feet
high, or because he had grey eyes,. asito forbear with ‘his christian &

We present to our readers the following extract from the opening
serman of the Rev. Dr. Humphrey before the lastGeneral Assembly
of the old school.Preshyterian Church, United States.

% John Calvin was twenty years of age before he was converted
from Rome to Christ. When soon afterwards our theology struck
its forces into bis mind, it roused him to the utmost stretch of study,
It was like a fire in lns bones. So-vital was the new life within him
that at the age of twenty-slx he had deducted our entire system of
doctrine from the Word of God adjusted its elements into a master-
piece of logical coherance, and pubhshed it to the'World in his im-
mortal Institutes. The twenty-cight years of life that remained to

him were laden with affliction both of mind and body. Physical in-
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firmities multiplied upon him until no less than seven distinct mala.
dieslaid seige to his attenuated frame. He suffered also every private
gricf, even that domestic bercavement which le styled “ an acute
and burning wound.”

“ Itis impossible to Jook without wonder at the labours he prosecu-
ted amidst all this weariness and painfulness. The products of his
pen oxists in nine huge folios of printed matter besides several
hundred letters, and more than two thousand secrmons and theologi-
cal treatises yet unpublished. He prepared a copious coinmeutary
on most of the Scriptures; he edited a French translation of the
Word of God ; he disputed by tongue and pen with Balzec on the
doctrine of Predcstmatwn with Westphal and Hesshus on the Sae-
raments, with Velsins on Free Will, with Pighius on Free Grace, and
Servetus on the Trinity. He wrote against relics and astrology, the
Anabaptist, the Libert,ines, and the Pelagi:ms. He employed his
wit 2ud sarcasm in assailing the Sorbonne, his powers of .\rgumeuta-
if tion in confuting the Tridentine Decrees, and his noble eloguence in
{i bebalf of the E Empexor agaiust the Pope. Hecorresponded ingess-
antly with his contemporaries Farel, Viret, Bza, Mélancthon, Knox
Ji Cranmer, and the Kings of Sweden, Poland, and Navarre; projec-
ting by his long and masterly lettera his own intellectual aud spirit-
ual life into the leading minds of Europe. With an asthmatical
cough upon him, hie lectured three days in the week .on Theology
and preachied daily on every alternate week. He presided every
Thursday at the Court of Morals, attended the frequent-assembly of
the Clergy, assisted in settling the givil and essential affuirs of Ge. -
neva; he founded there a seminary of liberal learning, and when the
;| city was threatened with siege, laboured at the fortifications. He
educated preachers of the Gospel ; performed many journeys; was
consulted on all important subjects ; occupied- the pulpits of his
brethren in their absence; and did not neglect pastoral labours
in the congregation. Besides all these things he composed the dis-
sensions which perplexed the Reformers and the strifes which afflic”
ted the Churches ; and aided in settling the affairs of the Reforma.

On a beautiful evening in May, seven days later in the
month than this, the day of our solemn convocation, just as the set-
ting sun was irradiating with its purple light the waters of Leman
and the Rhone, the Jura mountains and the more distant glaciers of
the Alps, this great man rested from his labours. He gave directions
that his body shonld be buried without the slightest pomp, and that

his grave should be marked by neither monumentnor headstone. ‘His |

commands were obeyed, and no man knoweth of his sepulchre-unto
this day.

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THE -STRENGTH:0F A CHURCH,

What constitutes the strength ofa Clhurch 8 Not.the number of
its adkerents, If so the Church of Rome would be a strong church;
the Greek would be a strong church ; the - followers of Mahomet
would make astrong church ; and Paganism would be tho sirongest
of all, as jt can boast of more numbers than all others put together.
| Vot the wealth of its members. Solomon says, * Money answereth

all things.” We admit it will do a great many things, but it cannot

make a strong cliurch. It may build costly and magnificent places
of worship,and furnish them in the most splendid style. It may
found colleges and theologieal institutions and by this means obtain
learned men to minister at her altars; but all this will not constitute
a strong church. It may possess great outward attractiens, and
draw within its pale tbe rich, the great, the gay and fashionable;
but as far as the great moral ends of the church is concerned, it may
be no better than a * sounding brass and tinkling symbol.” Such a
chureh, with all its outside splendor, may be compared to a beauti-
ful statue, gorgeously arrayed, but destitute of life and animation.
What is such a church good for but to rock men to sleep in the cra-
dle of carnal security. 'Lhe apostolic church was 2 strong church,
but it was not made so by its wealth. Peter said to the lame man
who lay at the beautiful gate of the Temple, “ Silver and gold have I
none ; but such as 1 bave give I unto thee:in the name of Jesus
Christ of Nuzareth, rise up and walk.” :

-+ Not in the learning of its minisigrs. Learning i3 valuable in
many respects, particulorly so to the minister of the gospel. But
it does ndt fellow- that because a minister is learned be must, there-
fore, be useful : nor, on the other hand, that a minister must be
learned in order to beuseful. The Apostles wero * unlearned meu”
and yet they shook.the.Jewishand Pagan world. The Pharisees
and lawyers of our Saviour’s time were learned men, but the Jew-
ish church was weik and powerless notwithstanding. Saul of Tarsus
was a learned man, but he was ignorant of .God and a persecuting
bigot. :Many of the Greeks and Romans were profoundly learned,
but with all their eruditior they did not know God. #The world by
wisdon knew not God.” The same may be'said of many in the
charch—they are deeply skilled in human science, and arc.celebra-
ted for their extensive and profound erudition,’ but alas!. they do
not know God ag s sin-pardoning God ; they are unacquainted with
the gospel in its power and soul-sanctifying.influences ; of the great

!
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principle of salvation by faith, they have no knowledge ; and conse-
quently, as it respects the great ends of the goapel ministry—the
conviction and conversion of sinners, and the buildingup of beub‘
ersin faith and lLolineas—they lack the main qualifications, and of
course, zro ineffcient, .

Not in alliance with the State.  No church was ever made strong
by its cMuection with the state—uanless it was to persecute the faith-
ful—to erect- the stake and scaffold, empley implements of torture
and # drag men and women to prison and death.” It has been fitted
for this kind of work, and but too faithfully has it, in .all ages and
countries, exercised the power thus derived. But the kiugdom of
God is vot built up by such means as these ; sinners are uot con-
verted to God by the power of the sword ; and the fact is too pain-
fully evident to ba denied, that every State church has been weak-
ened, corvupted and robbed of its moral power, by its unholy union
with the State.

No, the real strength of the church—tha t@vhich gives its moral
power—and fits it to accamplish its grand mission of wercy to man-
kind, consists in ‘the faith and holiness ofits - members. Wherever
there is a company-6f men and women, who are # truly born of the
Spirit,” #full of the Holy Spirit,” zealous, believing, praying souls,
there is strength ; they pussess supernatural power ; God himself
is with them, and in them ; and though as unlearned as the -+ fish.
ermen of Gallilee”; though poor, despised, and bated by the world,
yet their faith will remove mountains, their zeal - and love wilt sur-
mount the most formidable vbstacles—their prayers have power with
God, and by their sclf-denying and .unwearied labors they accom-
plish mere for the Redeemer’s cause in the world, than the most
talented, “learned, and wealthy churches can do, if destitute of these
spiritual gualifications.

Such was the primitive chiurch. It could not boast of numbers;
they were a feeble band, with the world against them. They could
not boast of wealth; * silver and gold they had rone.” They could
vot boast of learmn" ; they were « ignorant and unlearned xen,”
that is,as far as buman scicnce i3 concerned ; but they knew God,
aund the power of bis resurrection, and Lere was the sceret of their
strength. They had no political influence, they neither sought nor
obtained any help from the 'State ; ou the contrary the whole civil
power was excrted to crush them. Tbey were strong nevertheleas.
Their weapouns were mighty, shrough God, to pulling down' the atrong

\
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holds of sa.trm’s kingdom. They were endowed with supernatural
power, were filled with the Ioly Spirit, and in the name of their
divine Leader they went forth from conquering to conquer. Here
we have a strong church, and we see in what its strength consisted.
Neither its ministers nor members were rich, or learned, or great;

but they were full of the IToly Spirit ; they trusted in God they
. weremade strong in his strength ; they lived and walked in tho Spmt
| and hence wherever they went (;1'0(1 was with them ; his word by
them was ¢ quick and powerful ;” men and women were convineed
. of sin and brought to know God as a pardoning God ; darkness fled
before the light of truth; error and superstition were vanquished ;
i pagan idols fell; heathen temples were deserted; and a glorious
revolution was effected in the religious belief and moral condition
of the people throughout a large portion of tlie habitable world.

But still the people listen, and gazo
supposing they know all about it, bat never suspecting that they do
not understand themselves ! They ave filled with profound aston-
ishment ! .
,And still the wonder grew
That obe small head contained all e knew.’

We know of no better illustration for such efforts than nmay be
found in an instance we bave heard concerning the preaching of the
apostate Rigdon, whobecame a Mormon apostie. He cares not wheth-
er he is iu the old Testament or the New. whether in the law or the
gospel.  While be ranked among Christian preachers, he was deliver-
inga discourse in the prescnce of an old and practical preacher.—
Mr. Rigdou bursted forth in one of his oratorical flights, and spent
some fifteen minutes in desceribing the horse of some Q1d .Testament
hero, in which he spoke of the stately stepping of the horse, his ex-
tended nostrils and cyes flashing fire, etc., and when he had reached
his climax, the old preacher who had Leen noticing the bearing of
this ridiculous burlesque upon pre}ebing the gospel, exclaimed, at
the top of his voice, ¢ Glory to the horse! Who would not be a
Christian ¥ Thousands of sermons deliverdd in high places descrve

" asimilar compliment. They contaia neither law nor gospel, Ghrist or

Mahomet, and bave no more to do with the ¢onversion of the world
than the stories of Sinbad the Sailor. ’ l

Still, many of them are very Jearned discourses, clothed in mosat
elegant language, and delivered in beautiful style. They are as at-
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tractive and pleasant to the ear asa lecture upon astronomy or geolo-
gy, and not any more spiritual and effectual in reforming the world.

But still they please an audicnce of worldlings. They are catried !

along without the conscience being awakened from its comfortable
slumberings. They stir not the souls of men with the awful requive.
ments of the Lord, such as that men must believe with all the heart
that Jesusis the Saviour of the world, or be lost ; that they must
rerent or perish ; and that they must ¢ be baptized in the name of
Jesus Christ for the remission of sins.’ They do not disturb the
good feelings of their audiences with such minor matters as minis-
tering to the necessities of saints, walking in the ordinances of the
Lord blameless ; and living soberly, righteously and godly in this
world. These things they call doctrinal matters, about which, they
say they never wrangle.

Such preachers may and do entertain fashionable parties and un-

¢ converted church members, but to think of converting sinners or

reforming men, is out of the question. They do not realize that the

* world is in alost condition, that it must be regenerated or lost, and

that it is their solemn duty by all means to save some. Their high-

: estambition is to please the people that they may please them. They

*. have no such care upon their souls, as Paul mentions when he de-

! clares that he remembered the churehes day and night with tears.—

They have never known what it was tchave the great cause of Christ
upon their souls. Any man who is acquainted with this class, will
easily recognize them. You will find them in their selections of
Scriptures and bymns of praise for publie *worship, as far from

i Christ asthey can get. They will read three times from Moscs or

Solomon for once from Jesus and the apostles. Rspecially wiil you
find that they avoid the company of the Saviour himsel, bis last suf.”
ferings, his death and resurrcetion.  All men have a right to guard
against all preachers who shun the cross of Christ, who shun his death
and his resurrection. Men who can say nothing interesting on
these themes may be fiue speakers and talented men, but not gospel
preachers. . “

We heard it said of one of the most successful preachers we ever
knew, that it was no matter what his text was, he always run into
the death of Christ. —The sentence that ¢ he died for our sins, aec.
cording to¢he Scriptures,’ is the great text out of which all our
themes sheuld flow, aud into which they. must run, if they are Christian
Fine talent, learning, good oratory and graceful manners are great
instrumentalities, but not, when eonsecrated to God, to be relied up-

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on and arrayed before the world, in the placo of the cross of Christ
These instruments are gifts of God and should be employed to bring
the Saviour before men, but never should be plased between men
and thé Saviour. The preacher’s heart should be filled with the

greatuess of his Lord, and his cffort should not be to bring himself -,

béfors the people, but to bring the Lord before them.

Ho said; “ Why look ye so stcadfastly upon ws, as if by our own
