Encourage your Minister,
BY REV. ALEXANDER CLARK.

There is just abont as much human nature
in ministers as in any ather class of men, and
they would be good for nothing if there were
any lers. ‘They are sensitive to heatand cold,
physically and apiritually, as other folks.

“T'hey understand the meaning of a smils or a
frown quite as_well as persons of other avo-
cations do. Hence the advice we volunteer
to-day.

Perhaps no other men have so many con.
flicting elements, such contradictory impulses,
to deal with as ministers, They must hear
the interior histories of domestic troubles, und
of individual wrong-doing, and must go and
come at the call of ecclesiastical counci!, or of
unknown hearers, at any time, on any busi-
ness, under any circumstances. Not an hour
is absolutely their own for self or family.
They must adjust their pasteral visits, their
private words, and their nablic recognitions,

just exactly by form and fizure, so thut there !
»hall be no possible chance for crities and!

eavesdreppers to accuse them of partiality s
and they must know every particular virtue of
every particular member of the Church, so
that, in the event of a funeral, it may be re.
hearsed and commented upon without the
discount of any conceivable mistake. Z%ey,
the minisiers, must be the subjects of perpetual
parlor twadile, and the subjects of their ser-
mons the last imaginable themes to practice
upon in life. Their wives must do exactly so
and so, and go here and yonder precisely as
some sanctified sister points. Their childsen

i

must move and talk gracefully as young
angels, with garments neat and bright as theirs.
‘Their relatives must ail be sound in the faith,
fashionable in their apparel, and sparing in
their calls. Such is the programme which
prevailing costom prints from the plate of
stereotyped orthadoxy.

Now, a minister who engages in his profes-
sion under this system of restraints and exac-
uions, wore than any other man, needs your
encouragement, if you are his fri~nd. He
needs the warm sunshine of your smiles 1o
heam through the clouds thet sentimental pro-
tessionalism has bezloomed him in. ‘Then
meet him as u r,atural man, made of the same
stuff that is worked up into ordinary sinners.
Don't put on vour holy face, and drawl out
some monotonous grievance or diatress, mere-
ly because you are talking to the minister.
Doun’t he afraid that he'll strike your name
from the Chnrch register, or that it will he
blotted out of the Lamb’s Bock of Life. if you
chance to introduce some other Wopic of con-
versation thau the languishing state of the
Church. If you meet vour pastor, it is notat
all necessary that you should inform hiwm that
somebody didn’t like his lurt sermon ; or that
somebody else said he was partial in his vis-
its, or that samebody else said that he heard
somebody tell somebady else that the congre-
zationsg were not 8o large as they used to be,
Daon’t worry yourselflest the minister shouldn’t
hear all the little buzzing insectarianisms that
may be noised about ; don't look solemn, and
say, with a sigh,—* Thiugs aren’t like thev
formerly were;” * Something’s wrang in our
Chureh 3 * Our prayer-meeting isn’t as inter~
esting as our ncighbors’;"” and all such nega-
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tive consolations,  Tnese expressions are very
g rmmor, hut very dungerous and very unkind,
Such ernicisme wonnd the prencher’s heart
like lance-theasts, and hecome the secrels of
failnre, papecially when peramted in by the
prominent wewbers of toe (hurch, who them-
selves ate prone to arget theiv responsibilities,.
and are thinning the meetings by thickening
the murmurs,

Muke yonrself the corfiding friend of your
pastor by ncting the brother toward him. Vis-
it him, whether he visits you or not, and‘you
will never have reasoa to complain of his ro-
cial qualifications. Cheer him out of his des-
pondency, if you should ever chance to find
him in such an unhappy condition. ‘L'urn to-
ward him the bright side of the picture, and
the sunlight of your couverted soul, bLlended
with his own, will chauge everything iunto
brilliance.  When any trouble arises in the
aphere of his duty, and you know it, pray for
himn, and ke his hand, and, loeking in his
face, uffer to bear part of his burden, and thus
lighten the weary heart and bless your own.
Rather than complain, let vour language be,
in dark days, ® Come. brother, these clouds
will soon be gone, Never mind., All the
brighter after they rise away. I'll stand by
vou, ptay for you, speak good words for you,
and do my part in setting things to rights.”
What strongth, what love, what glory in
langrnage like this in honrs of temptation and
trima!  Let any pious minister, however ordi-
uary his tal-nt, only be snreounded by a civele
ot triends whe wlk so and do so, and he will
e almost omnipotent in upbuilding the Re-
deenser’s kingdom.  He wild become a marsvel

of xuccess i aoul winning in 1he pulpit, in the .

sick-room, anonyg young and old, rich and
poor, all the time and evervanere, Toen the
work of the Lard will prosper in his hands
when you give him vour confidence, your in-
fluence, and your prayers.

1f vou have hitherto heen holding vour pas-
tor off arms-lengh, or have shoved him off
from sight and hearing altogetuer, resulve to-
day 1o try the better way of leve sud good-
wiil, and whoever for the future may co tinue
or be sent to labur with you in the Gospel,
sustain him from 1nis hour, and you will stand
rubed aud crowned by his ~ide at God's rigpt
hand forever when troublous times are ended.

A Chat about the Flies,

THae ¢ Indian Summer”is come. I have
sometimes had grave doubts whether this
Indian Summer was npt a myth, or a plea-
saunt tradition handed down from some dis-
tant day when as yet the plumed and painted
chiefs of the land had not quite vanished
from the woods. But here it is, fleecing the
crystal firmament with silver clouds, and
breathing balmy air from the sweet South,

and seying to the sick and tainted woods, ’

Awnke and put on thy healthful bloom.”
Aud the moen is up in the heavens,
serene and stiil and beautiful, and shining 8o
 bright that her intense splendor has quench-
ed a multitude of the stars, and only a few
here and there hang out their lustrous lamps.
This night is so shadowy pale, so still and
sulemn, that it scems the ghost of day. But
this Indian Summer is the last brief visit of
u friend—a kind and loving one—who must
nerforce depart and go upon a long journey.
His goods are packed up, and his churiot is
at the door. Very soon the grim clouds will
be scowling across the sky, and the rough
and gurly winds sweeping the dead leaves
from the trees. The birch is yellow, the
maple is blushing crimson; they are dying
in their glory; and ere another month is
gone, the blast will be singing through their
naked branches. Yet the stout and stubborn
pine, with his sober green, will keep us com-
pary all the year through, Let us be thank-
ful for that. But every joy that man pos-
sesses has to be paid for, and here again ap-
pear our old enemies the flies. They seemed
a few days ago to have been all knocked on
the head, and bagged, and carried away to
some mysterious gulf of darkness; but i'xere
they come again in busy crowds, tripping on
the table with active feet and sharp-set wings,
daring vou to approach them. If [ had met
| this fellow who is perched on my knuckle,
" six days ago, I could have mastered him, but
I be has got a new lease of life now, and reco-
vered all Lis lost faculties, and he is away
| singing past my ear with a triumphant hum,
" Oue thing is certain in this universe, that no
" creature which lives in it, whether in the air,
"the earth, or in the deeps of Ocean,
lives in va'm. It is a link in the infinite
chain of causes. The Poet Laureat puts
the truth in his own beautiful way :-—
«That nothing walks with aimless feet,
That not oune life shall be destroyed
Or cast as rubbish to the void,
Whnen God hath made the pile complete.”

We sometimes wonder whnt can be the use
of these myriads of flies which fill our dwell-
| inas and keep our life in a fever of vexation,
. sticking on our brow, our nose, our ears, our
! hands, pecking with their long proboscis at
the tough outer caticle, and determined to
tap us and bave a dram of warm liquor out
, of our veins. By the bye, the flies of Scot-
i land never suck one—never think of making
“their living in this way. They are sober,
fdecent, industrioue flies. who pursue peace-

ful avoeations, and are innocent of human
'blood. It isin the Fall of the year that the
blood-sucking propensity of our Nova Sco-
tian fly is fully developed, and the reason
would seem to be, that as the temperature of
the air begins to decline, they begin to feel
the advantage of warm and stimulating food,
and, possessing apparatus to provide them-
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welves therewith, employ it on the most con-
venient objects they meet. In this respect
they follow our own example, for, when the
heat of summer departs, and the cold of win-
ter sets in, our carnivorous propensities are
more powerfully excited. It is wonderful
how the bheneficent Creator adapts the in-
stincts and habits of animals to the circum-
stances in which they are pluced, and a very
remarkable instance of this is the fact that
in the New World, where the Summer is so
brief, and at that period of the year when the
air is getting cold, the fly is changed into a
‘carnivorous creature, But the eating habits
of the fly are altegether remarkable. e
may he said to be omnivorons, and this is
surely a very unusual characteristic of insects,
He delights in sweets, and he gloats on cor-
ruption. Tle has the tastes of a gentleman
and the habits of a scavenger. Whatever
kind of mea! you may sit down to, he is sure
to beaguest. There is an easy way of know-
ing whether your maid, after removing the
cloth, has been careful to clean the table
thoroughly. If she has neglected this part
of her duty, the fact is immediately announ-
ced by a busy crowd of flies traversing the
table and piciing up the relics. Every crea-
ture has some important function to fulfil in
the world. The crow clears the farmer’s
new-ploughed fields of grubs and insects
which would be destructive to the tender
plants and buds, The skunk must keep a
whole host of vermin at bay. The frog pu-
rifies the wells and waters which he inhabits.
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These are the filled and satisfied ones, who
are conscious of no wants and no cares.
Light is the darling element of the fly. It
stitnulates, excites, enraptures them. Warmth
also they must have, but warmth without
Jight will not ruflice to develop their energies
and talents. \When the golden sunlight is
shining full in ot the window, it floods them
with joy, and then it is that their buzz is
loudest and their flight most rapid. If a
bright beam fall across the table, this radiant
Imthwnf' will speedily attract several travel-
ers. ‘There you may observe them drinking
in the light and trimming their lambent
wings. Suddenly darken your room, and

though all before was bustle and hilarity,
rin a few minutes you will have univers
| sal silence. We need not wonder at this,
| since they have each more eyes in their
head than you could count. Where such
ample provision has been made for the
reception of light, we may conclude that it is
an essential condition of their existence. A
fly cannot move its head about at will in any
direction as we can move ours, and it is pre-
sumable that it wants the sense of hearing.
To make up for these defects, on each of
these large projecting lobes which we call
eyes, it has a multitude of small mirrors, so
that no object can approach from any quarter
without sending its image before into one of
these mirrors. The instant the image strikes,
the insect is off, and it is a difficult thing to

icatch a fly by surprise. Most insects are

{ similarly furnished with ¢ complex eyes,” and

numbers would make them formidable to the
husbandman. The louse is a Sanitary Com-
missioner, whose office is to enforce the law
of cleanliness; and the fly is a Scavenger
who removes a thousand impurities which
escape the sight of man and woman. Ile is
most active in his calling just at the season
when he is most needed. But our house-fly
does not spend all his time eating. He has
a good deal of leisure on his hand, and he
leads a merry and a happy life. Cast your
eye upward towards the ceiling, and you wiil
see how he employs his vacant hours. There
is always a grand ball going on there, a select
comnanyof dancers, dancingto their own hum-
ming music, and going through a regular set
of quadrilles. They sail through the air with
steady expanded wing, making, as they go,
symmetrical figures, crossing in transverse
lines, often lotting a slap at each other as
they pass, and bounding off, but always pre-

serving the order of the dance as carefully
as any company that ever footed it on the,
springing board to the harmony of measured ;

sounds. Ihave often watched these fly dances
with great pleasure. There is a manifest and
unmistakeable sense of enjoyment in all their
movements; they clearly meet together to
carry out a social frolic, and, for the time
being, have no food-seeking ends in view.

1f the flv is a useful Scavenger, we know he
is apt to be too prosperous. Wherefore the
office of the spider is to keep him within
reasonable bounds, so that the balance of na-
ture mey be preserved. This is an office
which man performs for himself in relation
to his own species. That he may not be re-
miss in this duty, he exercises a great deal of
ingenuity and perseverance. Take a walk
into an Arsenal or a Distillery, and you will
see the engines and the apparatus by which
he makes sure that the earth shall not he too
narrow for him. Barbarians, in pursuance
of the same end, eat one another. Civil-
ized men create monsters which perform
their work for them, and the deep-mouthed
Cannon devours, and the fiery demon of
Drink destroys, thousands of the species ev-
ery year.

The microscope is necessary for the proper
study of the Insect kingdom. It is a new
sense to the body, a newarm to the intellect,
and has opened up to the human eye a world
of wonders, of which man had not dreamed
before. But before attempting to describe
what the microscope reveals of the structure
of the fly, I must borrow from my scientific
friend, the Rev. Mr. McKinuon, the beautiful
instrument he owns. The wing is an object
for a week’s study.

I am just writing to some friends, and I
esteem it a privilege to include you among
the number.

It is fifteen weeks to-day
since we sailed from Liverpool, and we expect
to complete our voyage in one or two weeks
more.

> Iexpended in Glasgow the £30 sterling
entrusted to my care by your Comnmittee, in
the purchase of such articles as we give to
our native teachers. If God spares me to
reach the islands, it will be one of my first
efforts to settle some teachers for your Church.
We have always found them valuable pion-
eers in the missionary cause. They are at
first received by the lLeathen with less sus-
picion than missionarics ; and their adapta-
tion to the climate, their acquaintance with
native modes of thought and habits, and
their fow wants and simple customs, emi-
nently fit them for the early stages of a mis-
sion.” Their knowledge is limited at best,
bat it is of the right kind. We have much
satisfaction in our native teachers, and in-
stances of failure among them are rare. God
has given the sanction of His blessing to their
labours on many islands.

1 trust that your Church will make an ef-
fort to send one or more missionaries to the
New Hebrides. Thereis room for usallthere,
and a loud call to us all to go over and help
them. 1t will require fifty missionaries for
that group alone; and when the work of
evangelization is completed there, then there
are hundreds of islands beyond which have
never yet been visited by the Christian mis-
sionary. If you provide the means and look
to ¥God in prayer for the man, He will no
doubt raise up some one who will be willing
to forsake the endearments of home, an
labour for Christ among the heathen. If you
as a Church do your part, God will reward
your faith and do His. Don't fear that the
caase of religion will suffer at home by slpe.r-
ing a minister for the mission field. It is
when Churches, as well as individuals, endea-
vour to hecome a blessing to others that they
are usually blessed themselves.

Iintend to write an occasional letter ta
your Mission Committee. If you wish infor-
mation at any time about the missionary
work on these islands, I shall be glad to fur-
nish it. It is my praver to God that He may
bless your efforts to give the Gospel to the

ENGLAND.—On the 29th June last, a most
interesting meeting was held at Highbury,
London, in connection with the Church of
Eugland Missionary Society. Its purpose

Let people who cherish
still the idea of missicnaries being men who
leave poor prospects at home for a comfort-
able settlement abroad, think of this! And
as we compare such an exodus for the truth’s
sake at one meeting from one society, shall
we not be ashamed to think of our own poor
mission to the heathen and its few agents?

ScorrAND.—Some curious statistics, with
a direct missionary bearing, are given in the
U. P. Record for August, as to the divinity
stedents of the U. P, Church. 1In 18 years
(from 1847-1864) 471 students have been
licensed ; 352 have been ordained at home;
95 (including 27 joined from other Churches)
sent abroad as missionaries; and 5 have ob-
tained no appointments. The average at-
tendance on the Divinity Iall has been
167 2-3; the average number licensed every
year has been 28.  The attendance has, since
1856, been steadily decreasing from 202 to
130, while the congregations have risen from
514 to 579. And, what is still more remark-
able, during the 18 years, 603 have studied
in the Hall, while only 471 have been lictn-
sed ; showing a loss of 132, or 7 every year,
in the progress through the Hall. 'The num-
ber needed for home work has for the 18
years averaged nearly 20, with an average of
520 congregations. Those sent abroad (in-
cluding two exceptional years) averaged
nearly 5 a-year.

PRussIA.—A correspondent of Christian
Work, writing from Berlin, states that the
King of Prussia is a man now living under
the strong influence of religious principle.
He repeats a story, which he says is quite
trye, that, immediately before setting out for
the-seat of war, he was found in his apart-
ment ;m&ﬁ‘hi&jgnees in prayer, in which he
continued for neirly an hour, supposing him-
self to be unobserved: .. And when the war
was over, addressing the army chaplains on
the 31st July, he said to them, “ This is not
our merit, it is God’s gracious help. I know
how many prayers have been offered on our
behalf both at home and on the field. We
are now reaping the fruit of these prayers.
We ought to thank God on our knees for
them. But let us beware of exalting our-
selves. No haughtiness, but humility: gen-
tlemen, preach that.”

Bririsu CorvMnis.—The Bishop of this
Province, writing from Vancouver's Island,
uarrates the haptism by him of no fewer than
82 persons, of whom 65 were adults, and 17
children of Christian parents. The adults
were baptized on Whitsunday, and the chil-
dren on the following day. “The greater
part” of the adults had, we leara, # been pre-
paving for this step for several years.” And
the Bishop states that “ most of these were
sincere and intelligent believers in Christ—
as worthy converts from heathenism as have
ever been known in the history of the
Church.” Most interesting were the speech-
es delivered by some of the chiefs at a meet-
ing held a week afterwards. One of them,
speaking of the difficulty which they felt in
living Christian lives, after their long contin-
uance in heathen practices, uses this lan-
guage :—* Being old, and long fixed in sin,
how are we to obey? We are like the canoe
going against the tide, which is too strong
forit. We struggle, but, in spite of our ef-
forts, we are carried out to sea. Again, we
are like a youth watching a skillec workman.
He strives to imitate his work, but fails. So
we. We try to follow God’s way, but how
far we fall short! Still, we are encouraged
to persevere. We feel we are nearing the
shore. We are coming nearer to the hand
of God—nearer peace. We must look nei-
ther to the right nor left, but look straight
on and persevere.” And the chief said:—
“Qur forefathers were wicked and dark;
they taught us evil; they taught us ahlied
(sorcery). My eyes have swollen; three
nights 1 have not slept. I have crept to the
coraer of my house to cry, reflecting on God’s
pity to us in sending you at this time. You
are not acting from your own hearis. God
has sent you. I am happy to see so many of
my brothers and sisters born to God. God
has spoken to us; let us hear.”

Avustraria.—The Lpiscopal diecese of
Adelaide bas become self-supporting, and has
declined farther assistance from the Propa-
gation Society. An interesting account is
given by the Bishop of the steps by which
this result has been attained. A Home Mis-

parishes are every year included in the list of
endowed charges.” The minimum stipend
throughout the diocese is n.w £250, and in
the city cuurches it reaches £400 or £500.
In 1847 there were 5 ministers and & church-
es, now there are 38 ministers and 60 church-
es, with 22 parsonages. A collegiate school
has been established at a cost of £20,000.

New Zearnasp.—The census returns for
1864 state the European population of this
colony at 172,158. Of these, upwards of
70,000 are Episcopalians, upwards _of 40,000
Presbyterians, and 20,000 omanists. The
Wesleyans, Independents, Baptists, and Lu-
therans, emabrace some 20,000 more, and the
list is complete by about 800 Jews.

Narar.—We {earn that the Rev. F. H.
Cox, now at Hobart Town, Tasmania, has
been selected to be the new orthodox Bishop,
to take the place of Bishop Colenso. The
new title will be Bishop of Maritzburg. By
the decision of the Privy Council in Colen-
so's case, neither bishop will be recognized
by the State; and it will be for the local
clergy to accept as their bishop whom they
will; with fwn exceptions, we think, they will
all yield obedience to the Bishop of Maritz-
burg.

INp1a.—The famine in the north of India
is attracting more and more painful atten-
tion. It has called out much fuithfulness
and energy on the part of various mission-
aries. Among those e-pecially noticed have
been the Baptist missionaries at Orissa.
The chief bearing of the famine on mission-
ary work is the number of orphans who are
left behind by dying parents. Writesa mis-
sionary to the Zimes last month :—¢ Parents,
after disposing of all their available property,
actually offered their own children for sale,
and I could myself have purchased boys and
girls for the most pallry sums” These
children are sold partly to obtain food for
the parents, and partly, no doubt, that they
may be provided for by those who buy them.
But there are two, and it may be said only
two quarters to which they are taken. Some
are bought by those who have very vile pur-
poses in view; others are taken over (not
bought) by missionaries, who undertake to
put them into orphanages, and provide for
them afterwards. Besides these, many or-
phans are left perfectly destitute, with none
to care for them. It is obvious, therefore,
what a great opening for work is left hehind
by the frightful scourge of Indian famine.
It was so on the last occasion of its ravages,
it will be so now. And it remains with the
Churches to make a great effort to supple-
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ment the funds of all existing orphanages,
and to establish others to provide for the

poor children the blessings of home, educa-

tion, and Christian guardianship,

CutiNa.— My, Wolle, of the Chureh of Eng-

land Missionary Society, reports the baptism
of a man and a woman at 1“00-Choo, ou the
218t May. He adds, “ The members of our
little flock scem to show increased anxiety
for the souls of their own immediate rela-
tives. I have never seen this desire so great
as at present, and I have known no period,
sinceY came to Foo-Choo, when there were
more encouraging prospects of this desire
being realized than nuw.” 1le mentions al-
80, a8 a remavkable fact, that the lecturer ap-
pointed by the Viceroy to expound the six-
teen “Sacred Kdicts,” has publicly recom-
mended the ¢ Religion of Jesus" to the con-
sideration of the people. Unfortunately, al-
ready these heathens have learred to make
the distinction between the ¢ Religion of
Jesus” and the “ Religion of the Lord of
heaven.” They associate the one with all
that is good, and the other with much that
is evil. By the one they mean the faith of
the Protestant missionaries, by the other that
of the priests.

In Sada Goda, a solitary
Jewish town in a desolate region of the Bus.
covine, there resides a family from which the
Messiah is expested ta come according to the
belief of two-thirds of the Jews residing in
the Slavonic countries. The present patriarch
of the family is represented as an old idiot,
who is reduced to the lowest siate of stupid-
ity, and who has amassed willions by means
of his superstitiovs act. Many consider it a
sacred duty to visit the chief of their Measiak-
ic family at least once in their life, each one
tehing a tributary gift, never less than a pound
sterling. Every possible kind of magnificence
and luxury is stored up in the chambers of
his palace, and the elegant mansions of his
daughters and sons-in-law, who are selected
{rom the richest of the rich. The palace con-
tains a solverroom, with all conceivable articles
of plate, reckoned to be worth several hundred
of thousands of roubies. "The most magnifi-
cent Turkish carpets and the heaviest damask
curtains are piled in the sitting-rooms, all the
votive offerings of the deluded Jews.

The Committe or Bills and Overtures re-
ported that they had met according to in-
structions ; when there was laid before them
“ A Draft of a propecsed Minute” from the
General Assembly’s Colonial Committee, and
other papers, which they had agreed to trans.
mit to the Synod. The Synod resolved to
take up these, after the business on their
Minutes shall have been exhausted.

The Moderator here ccnveyed the cordial
welcome of the Synod to Dr. Inglis, as Cor-
responding Member of the Synod of Nova
Scotia, and invited him to take his seat a»
a member of the Court, expressing also the
deep regret the Synod felt thet unavoidable
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civcumstances prevented their enjoyment of !
the presence and valuable nssistanée of the)
Rev. Allan Pollok, of New Glasgow. !

Dr, Donald, as substitute for the Rev, Dr.
Brooke, who was appointed Corresponding -
Member to the Svnud of Nova Scotia, report-
vd that neither Dr. Brooke nor he could at-
tend the Meeting of that Synod, expressing
also their deep regret that they had not found
it in their power to fuifil that duty.

Dr. Henderson moved, Mr. Wilson second-
ed, und it was agreed to, that the Synod,
while regretting the inability of these gentle-
men to go to Nova Scotia, in terms of their
appointment as Corresponding Members, sus-
tain the reasons given hy them.

On motion, the Moderator and Dr. Hen-
derson were appointed a Committee to revise
the Minutes at the close of the Svnod.

Dr. Henderson moved, and Dr. Donald
seconded the motion, that a Committee, con-
sisting of Dr. Brooke and Mr. Keay, be ap-
nointed to make arrangements for the print-
ing of the Minutes.

Dr. Henderson moved, and it was second-
ed by Mr, Wilson, that a Committee, consist-
ing of the Rev, Dr. Henderson, Mr. Ogg,
and Mr. Xeay, be apoointed to draw out a
Report of the proceedings of this Synad, suit.

Inglis moved, Mr. Keay seconded, and it was
unanimously agreed to, * That the members
of this Synod bring under the consideration
of their Kirk Sessions and Ccngregations the
subject of union with the Synod of Nova
Scotia, and that a Committee be now appoint.
ed to make the requisite preliminary arrange-
ments affecting the civil relations of this
Synod, with the advice of Counsel, if neces-
sary ; and within six months from this date,
to open a correspondence with the Synod of
Nova Scotia, with a view of effecting a union
of the two Bodies, at next meeting of Synod,
unless a majority of Kirk Seesions, within
three months, make returns to the Convener
of Committee, opposed to the union,”

The Synod appoiated, as a Committee for
this purpose, the Moderator, Dr. Henderson,
Dr. Brooke, Mr, Ogg, and Mr. Caie; Dr.
Henderson, Convener.

The Syned proceeded to consider the pro-
posal of establishing a Divinity Hall at Hali-
fax, when the Convener of the Committee on
this subject reported that nothing had been
done in the matter during the past year, and
asked the Committee to be re-appointed, con-
sisting of Dr. Donald, Dr. Brooke, Dr. Hea-
derson, Mr. Ogg, and Mr. Kidd ; Dr. Donaldg,
Convener,

The Synod now engaged in the considera-
tion of * The Foreign Mission to the Islands
of the South Seas,” and called for the report
of the Committee appointed last year on this
subject, when the Convener, Dr. Henderszn,
reported. (Appendix 4.)

A collection was o1dcved to be made in aid
of the funds of this Mission, and the follow-
ing members were appointed a Committee :—
The Moderator, Dr. Henderson, and Dr.
Brooke ; Dr. Henderson, Convener.

With respect to the Jewish Mission Fund
of this Synod, amounting to twenty-five dol-
lars, the Rev. Dr. Donald moved * That the

‘The Synod now called for the Report of
the Home Mission Fund, when Dr, Donald,
in absence of the Rev. Dr. Brooke, Convener
of the Committee on this Fund, gave in the
Report, which was aporoved of, and ordered
to be kept in retentis and printed in the Ap-
pendix. (D.)

After discussion, it was moved by Dr.
Donald, and aeconded by Mr. R. Robertson,
“ That, after the claim against the Home
Mission Fund has been dischargad, this Faad
be discontinued, and Presbyterics be author-
ised to estahlish Presbyterial Honie Missior
Funds, which shall be under the direction of
Preshyteries,and be wholly at their disposal.”
After discussion, this motion was adopted.

The Synod now called for the Report of
the Bursary Fund, when Dr. Donald, Con-
vener of the Committee on this Tund, gave
in their Report, which was approved of, and
ordered to be kept in refentis, and printed in
the Appendix.

same orphanage ; and of the Sabbath School
in connection with St. James’ Church, New-
castle, for the support of Beki, a little girl
now baptised, and named Rebecea, in the or-

The sum of £3 sterling from the Sabbath
School in Dalhousie was also transmitted by
the Convener, in February last, to John Neil-
son Cuthhertson, Esq., Glasgow, for the sup-
port of Kutb-uddeen, in the orphanage at
Gyah.

The Sabbath Schools at Wondstock and
Northampton continue to make collections
for the support of an orphan at Gyah,

A photograph of the arphan school at
Pooua, containing the orphan supported by
the children of St. James’ Church, Newcastle,
was lately received and exhibited to the chil-
dren attending that school, and has greatly
added to the interest felt by them in their
young Hindno protege. .

The Committee feel this scheme to be one
of very great importauce, and earnestly con
mend it to the support of all the ministers
and congregations within their bounds, as
well caleulated to train up the young to
habits of Christian benevolence, as to promote
the spread of Christianity among an extensive

1st.  To collect accurate statistics concern-
ing the different charges in connection with
our Synod, to he transmitted to the General
Assembly’s Colonial Committee. 2nd. o
consider what can he done to lessen by means
of Funds raised in the Synod, the amountre-
quired from the Geaeral Assembly’s Colanial
Committee for supplementing the salary of
ministers and missionaries already employed
in districts which are not self-sustaining.

The Synod further resolve that no supple-
ment shall be requested for any district un-
less the people belonging to it shall show, by
entering into subscription suitable to their
means, that they are eavnesily desirous of
obtaining a minister. Further, that the
Colonial Committee shall not he request-
ed to guarantee to any missionary the whole
amount of £150 sterling per annum, but only
what shall be necessary to raise the sum of-
fered by the district to that amount.

THE CHURCH IN NOVA SCOTIA.

Presbytery of Halitax.

The Presbytery of Halifax met,according to
adjournment, in St. Matthew’s Church, Hali-
fax, on Wednesday, 26th September. Sede-
runt, Rev. G. M. Grant, (Moderator), Rev.
J. McMillan, Dr. Avery, and Messrs. James
Thomson, John A. McLean, and Charles
Sprott, Representative Elders,—Mr. Sprott
having handed in his commission as Repre-
sentative Elder for St. Andrews, Musquodo-
hoit.

The meeting havirg been opened with
prayer, Mr. McMillan, in the absence of the
Clerk, was appointed Clerk, pro tem., and the
_minutes of the last meeting were then read
and sustained. .

The Rev. Charles M. Grant appeared and
laid on the table an extract minute of License
from the Presbytery of Ayr, Scotland; Com-
mission from the Colonial Committee to the

Presbytery of Halifax ; and an extract minute
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of Ordination from the Presbytery of Ayr—
all of which were read.  Mr. Grunt was then
cordially welcomed as a Probutioner within
the bounds of the Presbytery.

Mr. McMillan reported that he had hept
the appointment for the 2nd day of Septem-
ber at Truro. The Rev. Mr. MeCunn then
eatered, and was invited to sit and deliberate
with the Court.

The following appointments were made for
the next two months :—Rev. C. M. Grant to
supply Salmon River and Truro on the th
October ; North River and Truro on the 14th;
St Andrews, Halifax, from the 21st October
till the end of November; and Richmond on
the 2nd and 9th of December.

Rev. G. M. Grant was appointed to arrange
=upplies for St. Andrews, Halifax, for the 7th
and 14th October, and Mr., McMillan to
preach there on the 2nd day of December.

The Clerk was directed to write to the
Ileverend the Presbytery of Pictou,—to men-
tion the arrangements made by the Court as
10 the supply of the vacant stations withinits
bounds.—and respectfully but earnestly to
1equest that Reverend Court to transfer the

lev. Messrs. Gordon and Fraser, or at least
one of them, to the Presbytery of Halifax,
also, o jutimate that in the event of their not
complying with this request, not only will the
congregration of 'I'ruro receive very imperfect
supply, but the other important stations with-
in the bounds. such as Richmond and Law-
rencetown, will have to be left almost, if not
altogether, vacant,

The Court then adjourned to meet on the
first Wedunesday of December, at 8 o'clock,
. M, Closed with prayer.

Sabbath School Report.

WE have much pleasure in acknowledging
‘the receipt of a document which very seldom,
—at least in connection with the workings
of the Church within the bounds of our Syn-
od,—finds its way into the hands of the peo-
ple. The Sabbath School Report to which
we refer is from the Superintendent and
‘Teachers of St. Matthew’s Sabbath School,
Halifax, and gives a statenient of the condi-
tion of the Schooi, as well as that of the two
mission schools in the suburbs of the city,
-conducted by the Teachers’ Association—a
anion of St. Matthew’s and St. Andrew’s—
during the past six years. The following table,
made up to the 30th Sept. in each year, ex-
hibits the number of Teachers and Scholars
on the roll, with the average attendance, and
-the amount contributed by the congregation

to defray working expenses :

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The money thus contributcd is “ spent on
hymn books, catechisms, printed schemes ¢f
lessons, uscful periodicals (which are given
gratuitously to all the scholars), and to re-
plenish the library from time to time.” The
scholars themselves, by a weekly collection,
raise a sum of about $14¢ annually, which is
devoted to very useful and praiseworthy ab-
jects, such as ¢ Colportage in the County, a
Ragged School in the city, aud to the sup-
port of a native agent in the South Seas.”
The Report also states that an amount equal
to that mentioned in the table, is given every
year for the summer pic-nic and the New
Year's day fete.

With respect to the two district schools,
situated respectively at Richmond and the
North West Arm, the Report presents the
following statistics :—

“These schools pay their own working
expenses. It will be noticed that the North
West Arm School seems stationary, while
the Richmond one has increased wonderfully.
The chief, perhaps the sole reason for this
difference is, that we have no building at the
Arm suited for the purpose, and have to use
a room in a mill fitted up and given to us by
the Messrs. Hosterman, whereas at Richmond
the Association three or four vears ago erect-
ed a handsome Mission school, which we now
use. We are very anxious to put up a simi-
lar building at the Arm, and Eave procured
an excellent site, and $500 of subscriptions;
but we cannot proceed until an equal amount
additional is placed at our disposal.”

Obituary.
~ Dratn or THE REV. DR, M'LETCHIE.—
The death of the Rev. James M’Letchie, D.
D one of the ministers of the High Church,
took place at his house, Regent Terrace, on
Tuesday evening, after a severe and protract-
ed illness. Dr. M'Letchie is the fifth minis-
ter who has been removed by death from the
Presbytery of Edinburgh within the past few
months, and was the last of the three city min-

isters whose chirges, under the Act of 1860, !

are not to be filled up. He was a native of
Maybole, and received his early education
at the parish school of Dalrymple. After
poing through the usual course of study, at
the University of Glasgow, in which he great-
ly distingnised himself, Dr. M’Letchie was
appointed to the Churca of Larkhall, in the
Presbytery of Hamilton. He was shortly
afterwards transforred to the parish church of
Gartsherrie. where he laboured with so much

acceptance that his congregation, on his}

leaving for St. Thomas’s Church, Leith, pre-
sented him with 200 volumes of books,
which formed the nucleus of the extensive
and valuable library which he has left.
From Leith he was called to College Parish
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Church, Glasgow, where he remained for

several years. In 1844 he was appointed to
. the High Church, Edinburgh, as colleague to
l'the Rev. Dr. Arnot. Dr. M’Letchic was an
fardent student of the classics, and as a lin-
'gruist he was excelled by few. His style of
. preaching was noted for purity of style and
{ vigour of logic; it was in a sense too good
! to be popular. Tor several years past, how-
I'ever, he has seldom preached, owing to the
! delicate state of his health, and the duties of
; his charge bave latterly been performed by
f the Rev. Mr. M’Bride. as ordained assistaut,

His weak health also prevented him from

taking part in the public business of the

Church; but he was held in the greatest re-
i spect by his co-presbyters for his thorougn
. manliness and honesty. Dr, M'Letchie was

sixty-four years of age, and was unmarried.

The Throne of Solomon.

THE tollowing account of this remarkable
piece of mechanism purports to be taken
from the Persian manuscript called ¢ The
History of Jerusalem.”

“I'ne sides of it were of pure gold, the
feet of emeralds and rubies intermixed with
pearls, each of which was as large as an os-
wrich’s egg. The throne had seven steps; on
each side were delineated orchards full of
trees, the branches of which were of precious
stones, representing fruit ripe and unripe; 0a
the tops of trees were to be seen figures of
plumage birds, particularly the peacock, the
etauh and kurges. All these birds were hol-
! lowed within artificially, so as to occasiorally

utter melodious sounds, such as the ear of
mortal never heard. On the first step were
l delineated vine-branches, bhaving bunches of
grapes, composed of precious stones of vari-
ous kindy, fashioned in such a manner asto
represent the various colors of purple, violet,
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green and red, so as to render the appear-
ance of real fruit. On the second step, on
each side of the thione, were two lions of
terrible aspect, large as life and formed of
cast gold.

“ The nature of this remarkable throne
was such that when Solomon placed his foot
on the first step, the birds spread their wings
and made a fluttering noise in the air. On
his touching the second step, the lions ex-
pandecd their claws, On his reaching the
third step, the whole assemblage of demons

- and fairies, ard men, repeated the praises of
the Deity. When he arrived at the fourth
step, voices were heard addressing him in the
following manner :—¢ Son of David, be thank-
ful for the hlessings which the Almighty has
bestowed upon you,'—The same was repeat-
ed on his reacning the fifth step. On his
toucaing the sixth, all the children of Israel
joined them; and un his arrival at the seventh,
all the birds and animals became in motion,
and ceased not until he had placed himself on
the royal seat, when the birds, lions, and
other animals, by secret springs, discharged

| a shower of the most precious perfumes on

' 8olomon, after whish two of the kurges de-

'scended and placed the golden crown upon
his head.

¢ Before the throne was & column of bur-
nished gold. on the top of which was a golden
dove, which held in its beak a volume bound
in silver. In this book were written the
pealms of David, and the dove having pre-
sented the book to the king, he read aloud a
portion of it to the children of Israel. It is
further related that on the approach of evil
persons to the throne, the lions were wont to
set up a terrible roaring, and to lash their tails
with violence ; the birds also, aad the demons
and genii, to utter horrid cries; so, for fear
of them no one dared be guilty of fals.hood,
but all confeesed their crimes,  Such was the
throne of Solomon, the son of David.”

Music in Solomon’s Temple.

The disentombing of Assyrian sculptures
and the decyphering of Assyrian and Egyptian
irscriptions, have opened new fields of investi-
gation in almost every department of know-
ledge. Among the branches of science which

[ have ghared in these discoveries, that of musie

| hus been benefited largely. ‘The accounts of
| ancient musical instruments were vague, and
‘\‘our ideas. especially of Hebrew musie, were
 confused, till recently sculptures and paintings
-have been brought'to light which deliaeate
the musical instruments of the early Oriental
nations, and in a number of cases of veritable
speciments have been disentombed. Such,
for example, is an Egyptiau harp found in
l_hehes, with its strings yet perfect enough to
vibrate again, after a silence of three thousand
vears,

The more recent investigations prove that
the parent of all known musical science was
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Assyria. From the Assyrians, the Hebrews
and the Egyptiaus, and, indeed, all Eastern
nations, derived their knowledge of music.
The unveiled mcnuments show that in thetims
of Sennacherib music was a highly-cultired
art, and must have existed through genera-
tions, This polished nation used & harp of
twenty-one strings, the frame of which was
four feet high, which accompanied ministrel
songs, or was burne in the dance. The lyre
of tortoise shell, the double pine, the trumpet
drum and bell were common, Even of the
bagpipe representations have been discovered,
though none of stringed instruments like the
violin played with the bow. .
In all delineations of social or worshipping
assemblies, musical instrumenta very like our
modern ones have a prominent place. The
Hebrew music at the time of the Exodus, was
purely Egyptian; but it was much modified
subsequentiy by association with Asiatie na-
tions. In the Temple of Jerusalem, according
to the Talmud, stood a powerful organ, con-
sisting of & wind-chest with holes, containing
ten pipes, each pipe capable of emitting ten
different sounds by means of finger holes, so
that a hundred sounds could be produced by
it. It was provided with two pairs of bellows
and ten keys, 8o that it could be played with
the fingers. According to the Rabbins, it could
be heard a great distance from the Temple.
