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COURSE OF STUDY FOR THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS OF NOVA SCOTIA.

(Subject to Amendments published from time to time in the Jovr~yaL oF EpucaTion.)

GENERAL DIRECTIONS.

65. Calisthenics and Military Drill.—As often as found expedient ; but ¢ physical exer-
cises " should be given once in the middle of every session.over one hour in length, and in
the lower grades more frequently than in the higher. Correct position, etc,in sitting,
standing and walking is most important and should in every school be mnade habitual to eac
pupil. The mare useful words of command and corresponding movements of  squad drill »
should be thoroughly known in all schools. .

66. Vocal Music.—All pupils (excepting of course those known to be organically defec-
tive as respects music), should be able to pass an examination in vocal music before promotion
to a higher grade. For the present the following minimum is prescribed for each grade. At
leust one simple song with its tenic-sci-fa notation for Grade i.  An additional melody and
its notation for each succeeding grade, with a correspondingly increased general knowledge
of music. Vocal music moy be combined with some forms of ¢ physical exercise” as in
marching and light movements. Recommended, *“ National and Vacation Songs,” for Com-
mon and High Schools. Teachers musically defective may comply with the law by having
these lessons given by any one qualified. .

67. Hygiene and Y'emperance.—Orally m all grades, and as incidents or occasions may
suggest. Text book for pupils’ use as follows : Grades V. and VI, Health Reader No. 1.
Grades VIL and VIII., Health Reader, No. 2.

68. Moral and Patriotic Duties.— As enjoined by the School Law and when found most
conveunient and effective.

69. Lessons on Nature.—The noting, examination and study of the common and more
important natural objects and laws of nature as they are exemplified within therange of the
school section or of the pupily’ observations. Under this head pupilsshould not be required
to memorize notes or facts which they have not at least to some extent actnally observed or
verified for themselves.

70. Spelling and Dictation.—1It should be strictly insisted upon that, from the'very com-
mencement in the first grade, the pupil should spell ever{'word read in lessons, and common
words of similinr difficulty used in his conversation. Writing words in the lower grades.
Transcription and dictation in the higher grades should be utilized more and more as facility
in writing increases.

71. Reading and Elocution.—1. Pupils must be enabled to clearly understand the portion
to be read, then toread it with proper expression. 2. Fauls of enunciation, pronunciation,
ete., of tone, of posture and manner, etc., must be carefully noted and corrected. * 3. Choice
assages should be memorized occasionally for recitaticn with the proper expression. Ten
nes per year at least for Grade I, twenty lines at least for Grade 1I, and a sunilar incresse
for each succeeding grade, is prescribed. In the High School Grades the memorizing and
effective recitation of choice extracts in every language studied, is also imperative on each
pupil. Reading should be taught at first, partly at least, by word building from the phonic
elements, occasiopal drills of this kind being continued in all the grades to obtsin clear
enuuciation.

72. English.—In all grades practice should constantly be given in expressing the substance
of stories, lessons, or observations, orally in correct language, and in the higher grades in
writing also. Discussion of subject matter of lesson. Attention to the use of capitals, punctu-
ation marks, paragraphing, etc.. should be introduced gradually and regularly, so that at
the end of the common school course, Ianguage in correct form can be fluently used in de-
scription or business letters, orally and in writing. The practical rather than the theoretical
knowledge of English i what is specially required in the common school, and a large portion
of the school time shoula ' _ given to it.  Pupils should be continually exercised in finding
synonyms or subatituting *¢ their own made meanings ” for difficult words in their reading’
lessons, instead of merely memorizing definitions often given at head of lesson. .

78.  Writing.—Styles most easy to read should be cultivated. Simple vertical writing is
generally preferable to the sloping styles. No exercise in writing should be accepted by the
teacher from the pupil unless its form shows evidence of care. = Should begin in the first
grade with letters formed from the simple elements properly classified, and should be taught
in the order of dithiculty.
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71. Drawing.—Langdon 8. Thompson’s * Mauual Training, No. 1,” is recommended to *
the teacher as covering Lo some extent the Drawing and Lessons or’ Nature as they may be
taught to pupils of the first five grades, The ** American Drawing Cards,” frst and second
series, may also be advantageously used. Drawing of objects studied under the head of
Nature Legsons to be constantly practised, and carried on even in the High School.

78. Arithmetic.—Itis of the highest importance to secure the habit of obtaining accurate
answers at the first attempt. Every slip in mental or written arithmetical work is not only
unnecessary, but is a positive education in a habit which will tend to render useless the
most strenuous efforts afterwards to become accurate o1 even to make satisfactory progress
in mathematics. Accuracy is of su;l)‘reme importance from the first. Rapidity may then be
neglected to look after itself. In the ficst four %mdes the teacher will have to prepare a
great number of exercises of a nature not specially arranged for in the present prescribed
text book, so that the pupils may be accurate and rapid in their operations. )

75 and 76. Geography and Hsstory. —The verbal memorizing of these lessons at home by
the pupil is for the most part injurious to the character cf the memory and useless as practi-
cal knowledge. For in spite of all cautions and instructions to the contrary, most pupils
when left to themselves mentally associate the facts memorized with the wording, the para.
graph and the page of a book, instead of with the proper locus in the map, or with the

roper system of related facts. These lessons should therefore be Prepa.red under the cave-
ul and philosophic directidn of the teacher in the school room, at least until the pupils are
trained how to study aright. The home work would then be only the review and perfecting
of the lessons by the pupils in the proper manner by reference to the geveral items in the
text. Local or current events, historical, economic or scientific, should be skilifully used to
interpret the remote in time and place.

90. Manual Training.—(Optional). This may often be introduced as an alterative or
recreation, and without therefore materially increasing the real labor of the pupil. Clay
modelling, needle-work, wood-work, &c., as most appropriate or expedient, may be intro-
duced with the consent of the Trustees. Teachers should at all times encourage the pupils
in the production of auny specimens of home.made handiwork or apparatus, in ..cientific
experiments at home, and in the formation of collections of plants, minerals, and other
natwial productions of their own part of the country.

In many of theae lessons the whole school may profitably engege. In nearly all either
the whole senior of whole junior division of the school can take part. A skilful teacker can
thus give profitable object lessons, to several grades of scholars at once ; at one time giving
a Grade V lesson, at another time a Grade VI or Grade VII, or Grade VII1 Jesson, which
will also contain enough for the observation and interest of Grade I, Grade II, Grade IIL
and Grade IV pupils. An object lesson given to the highest class can thus to a certain ex-
tent be made a good object lessun for all the lcwer ¢elasses. The older pupils will ses more
and think more. It must be remembered that the memorising of notes or facts merely
stated to pupils is strictly forbidden under this head. Such memorising is pure cram, in-
jurious instead of being useful. These lessons are intended to show pupils how they may

nd out the facts and laws of the world for themselves. The lessons must be direct from
nature itself, but under the guidance of the teacher who can save time in bringing the
pupils to the point desired from his own more mature experience. They are intended to
train the observing and inductive faculties, to shuw the true way of discovering something
of the pature of the world which immediately surrounds us. and which is and will
continue to be reacting upon us in one manner or another. This knowledge is so much
power over nature from which we have to win our material existence,

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UNIVERSITY MATRICULATION.

The leading universitiés and volleges of the Province have agreed to accept the Grade B
or Junior leaving High School certificate in lien of their Matriculation examination. when
the certificate indicates a pass on each subject required by the particular matricula-
tion standard concerned. This constitutes a practicul afliliation of the Public High
Schools with the Universities, which will save division of energy in many High Schools,
and therefore tend to produce a higher grade of University caudidates, while it will place
each of the Universities in.the same relation to the public schools.

TEXT BOOEKS.

Commens.—In performing the duty of selecting and prescribing texi-books for the Pub-
lic Schools, the Council of Public Instruction has availed itself as fully as possible of the
knowledge and experience of those who are engaged in the practical work of education.
The sole aim of recent mudifications hds been to secure, at reasonable cost, a series of
texts adapted for use in schools. Change in authorized books is in 4iself a very undcsirable
thing.

The prescribing of new books is one of such iraportauce te the country that the most
extreordinary care has to be taken to make sure that the ultimate advantages of a change
will mors than compensate the peopls for the temporary loss or annoyance always involved
in meking a change. But change there must be. 1t is. the essential condition of all
growth : and we ought under such circumstances to be always prepared for it.

Inspectors and teachers are reminded :

1. That the Course of Study for Common Schools encourages an economical expendi-
ture for text books by providing a system of oml\ instruction for jumior classes. Too
mauy teachers try to satiefy themselves in respect to' their more youthful pupils by placing
in their hands text-books not needed in any case, and worse than useless when usaccom-
panied by proper oral exposition. A text-book shounld not be required for & child until he

Tar AssessMENT Law.—The general Jlaw for the assessment of pro-
wperty for the benefit of the Section in which the owner resides, while his
property or & portion of it is within another Section, has been found so

undesirable that many Sections have had the general law modified for
their ¢wn benefit. The question is now suggested: “ Would it not be
“better to have the general law changed, than be constantly granting by
-legislative enactinents exceptions to it2”

It is desirable that Inspectors or the Superintendent should know the
«mind of the public on this matter, in view of an opportunity of legis-

lation this winter.

If the change should be made, there would also have to be correspond-
‘ing wodification elsewheré. TFor instance, the general assessors of
property must state its value in such portions as it may be parcelled into
~by the legal boundary lines of the School Sections. Secondly, the School
~Commissioners should revise the boundaries of some sections bearing in
mind the changed condition of the law. Butstill there would be difficult

-gpecial cases ; and- perhaps some thch could not be so easily remedied
as those mentioned.’

~

ScroOL CoMMISSIONERS.—Members of the various Boards of Sechool
~Commissioners have often a great deal of work, worry and even travel- .
“ing to do withont any. remuneration. Some Boards have petitioned to
<be abolished. Can their functions, the most important of which is the
‘bounding of School Sections, be as well performed by the Municipal
~Couneils ?

ILLEGAL ScHOOLS ())—In the JOURNAL of April, the attention of
teachers and trustees was called to the new system of recording and re-
yporting the inspection of Schools for the Education Office. The Inspector’s
estimate-of the teacher’s work in each subject, such &s Calisthenics, Musie,
Hygiene and Temperance, Drawing, ete,, of the trustees work. in providing
7proper accommodation, apparatus, play grounds, outhouses, etc., are very.
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T

fully recordéd, and at the beginning of every month are also promptly
reported to the Education Department. ..

Notwithstanding this notification, it would appear from the Inspectoral.
reports for last month—September, that many schools stand now-
disqualified, as neither trustees nor teachers can truthfully affirm that they-
are being conducted in accordance with law. If teachers have neglected
to qualify themselves in one way or another to have instruction in Music,.
in Drawing, in Hygiene and Temperance, given in their schools, they will
not only render themselves liable to loss of public money, but to further-
penalties-if they should make a statement o affidavit thut the school has
been conducted in accordance with law when it is not so conducted.

Let teachers and trustees consider the responsibility placed upon schoo}
officers by the Act requiring the study of Hygiene and Temperance. No-
matter whether that law is one we consider good or otherwise, it is our
duty to see it enforced so long as it is law. It isan immoral aet for an offi-
cer, whose duty it is to carry out the law, to wink at its non-observance
. instead. Only by enforcing the law can it be practially demonstrated to
be either 700d or bad. 1f, when it is enforced, it i¢' found to be too painful
for the community, the Provincial Legislature may repeal it—or it may not.
In either case ic is" the duty of an officer who is not ready to enfores it
when the law is clear, to resign without an instant’s: delay’; or if be is-
not ready to resign, he should be prepared for dismissal with all the-
glory iavolved in the martyrdom. Suficient time has been given every
one concerned at this date, October, 1894, to be prepared to do his or her-
duty. Henceforward no excuse need be offered.

This is how the last clause of the Act reads, as can be seen in the
JOURNAL OF EpycATION for April, 1893, in Part II., on page 3:

«Tt shall be the duty of school officers and sechool inspectors to report .
to the Council of Public Instruction any failure on the part of the trus-
tees or teachers of the section under their control to carry out the pro-
visions of this Act. Upon its being shown to the Council of Public
Instruction, either by said school inspectors or school officers, or any rate-
payer, that any teachers or trustees have failed to carry out the pro-
visions of this Act, any such failure shall be deemed suffictent cause for
withholding wholly or in part from any such teacher or trustees, provin-

. ¢ial or county grants.” -

Teachers and truste.: who are aware, from the visitation of the
Inspector or otherwise, that in any respect the school had not been con-
ducted fully in accordance .with the law, should send evidence of their
complete compliance with the law to Inspectors before the time of the
first payment of the Provincial Grant—before the end of the first half of ~
the school year, on the 1st of February next.
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Mustc AND DrawiNG.—With respect to bath Music and Drawing, for
a number of years past, every opportunity has been given for voluntary
instruction in these subjects. Drawing has been‘in our Provincial
Course of Study for fifteen years; time enough for every teacher
in the provinece to acquire something. of the art. Music has
always been encouraged, has always been taught at the provincial
expensy in the Normal School; and for some time prior to the
presént time the Government paid the expenses of an instructor in the
simple tonic sol-fa systetn to visit the principal communities throughout
the whole provinee. If there are teachers now who cannot see that their
pupils obtain the privileges and advantages which the law intends they
should have, they belong to the class who should no longer have indul-
gence granted them. For the pupils who are now passing through the
lower schools especially, will forever miss the favorable opportunity they
now have of making an early, and possibly for many, any start at all in
these arts, to a practical knowledge of which they are entitled. The loss
of the Provincial Grant for one year will have a more awakening effect
on these teachers than the fifteen years of recommendations and prayers,
without enforcement.

ScE00LHOUSES AND QUTHOUSES.—There are still occasionally found
in remote parts of the country, schoolhouses which the Inspector has
more than once threatened to havé condemned, but which with the desire
of not being considered too severe, he stills allows to exist. Sometimes
it is because the teacher is already engaged and he hesitates to- have
action taken which might injure a party not responsible for the state of
affairs. But is not a teacher more or Jess responsible if he engages to
teach in a schoolhouse where proper sanitary conditions cannot be main-
tained 2 If the trustees “know no better,” he should. He holds a
certificate stating that he has' studied ‘the principles of Hygiene and has
been found competent.

The conditions of health are most frequently disregarded in connection
with the outhouses. If & teacher engages to teach in a school where the
trustees will not do their duty in this respect, he should promptly notify
the Inspector, under which circumstances, the Inspector might be
justified in recommending the witholding of the County Grant alone. It
is but fair forthe country to know, that if the sanitary conditions of any
school remain for any length of time defective, that the Education
Department will hold the Inspector also, as well as the trustees
and teacher responsible.” The Inspector is not doing his.duty if he passes
as approved the “ return” from such & school until he has received satis-
factory assurance that the premises are in the corndition required by law,
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1f the Inspector does his duty there is no fear that the Council of Public
Instruction will authorize the paymient of public money to the teachers
or trustees of & section, in the words of the statute, » failing to make
reasonable provision for the lhealth, comfort and progress of the
children attending school.”

ProvinciaL ExaminaTions, JuLy, 1895.—Candidates going up for High

School Certificates will not be admitted to examination without evidence

of proficiency in all the imperative subjects of the previous grades. For
if & candidate-should commence his course of examination, say with that
of Grade B, he might know nothing of Botany, which is not carried
beyond D, nor of Chemistry and Drawing, which are not carricd beyond
C. And if he were admitted to the Grade A examination he could add
to the list of omissions, Practical Mathematics, Physics and Physiology, not
to speak of Geography and History. An unconditional admission to the
examination of every grade would open the way to the “scamping ” of
imperative subjects in the course of study in a manner very unfair to
honest people,-and very injuridus to the character of the higher certifi-
cates, the great majority of which would ke wwon on the full course.

To add to the higher grades all the subjects not carried up from the
lower grades into the higher, would make the number of papets for the
higher ‘grades so numerous that the loss of time entailed on those pur-
suing the regular course by any possible scheme of examination time

table, would be an unfair xmpositibn on the. wmajority for the doubtful

benefit of a doubtful minority.

After the present year candidates should be prepared to submit to the
conditions they find existing in our colleges and universities. Vhen a
candidate fails in passing his year, let him take it over again.
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. At the introduction of the present system, every one had not the
opportunity of taking the various grades in order. Hence the necessity
of the present arrangement of accepting the certificate of o licensed
teacher as well as of thé candidate himself, that .no portion of the im-
perative course below the grade o be written for was neglected by the
candidate. ! r

The discrepancy between the recommendations certifying to the
scholarship of some candidates and the opinions of the Provincial Ex-
aminers, as shown by the “results” of the examination, have been so
striking in some cases as to suggest the necessity of ‘the modification or
checking of this mode of admission, if not its abolition altogether in
favor of the strict simple plan of admission to the exawination of one
-grade on the presentation or accurate quotation of the certificate of the
grade next below.

For 1895, the certificates of application and of the candidate at
examifation will be accepted,’as last year. There are very few cases,
however, in which a teacher would be justified in recommending for B
exgmination in 1895, for instance, a candidate who. failed to take C in
1894 on account of falling below 400. If the candidate made the aggre-
gate necessary, but failed in one or more subjects merely, and was mature
in body and quick in mind, it might be quite possible to work up the few
subjects failed in of the old grade, and to do the whole work of the new
grade in one year. But licensed teachers should be careful to avoid the
reputation of testifying to such unverifiable miracles as, for example,
that a veritable dunce at the examination of 1894 should suddenly
become.a genius who did the work of the past year and of the present
" year all in one, only to relapse into the normal examination state in
July, 1895. Of course, there are always some singular exceptions f:jom
which we should not be too ready in drawing general conclusions. But
the point is this, If all our teachers exercised firmly and fearlessly good
Judgment and honesty in recommending candidates to the proper grade
of examination, the few curious exceptions would not really cell for a
change in our present method.

PROVINCIAL EXAMINATIONS OF 1894.-~The list published in this
number of the JOURNAL proves, when studied closely, that the exami-
nations were not &t all found to be difficult by some schools; for at some
of the stations the percentages of success are very high. Of the old
standard subjects, Arithmetic was one of the most unexpectedly severe, to
_judge by the number of candidates who failed init. This is undoubtedly
due 0 a systematic neglect of the caution given under “ General Direc-
tions "—“ 78 Ar‘ithmgtic,-” in the Course of Study for Public Schools,
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Drawing is still a new. subject, when viewed &s an ‘imperative one,
although it has been fifteen years now on our Course of Study. The
“Scientific” subjects on the whole appear to be the least scientifically
taught. In Botany, for instance, the questions were framed with the:
view of giving best chances to the practical student and giving as few
mnemonical hints as possible to suggest memorized answers from the
book. So with the other “Science” papers. Still there appears to be too-
much of pure memory work, especially in thé snswers on Chemistry and.
Physies,according to the Provincial Examiner. ]

It may be to the advantage of both teachers and students to take them:
into our confidence in this matter. We therefore quote a lengthy exiract
from the report of Professor MacGregor vc the Department, as ipdicating:
generally the lines on which it may be. expected both questions and
valuations may be made at the next examination :

“ T write, in accordance with your instructions, to draw your atfention
to a serious defect in the answering of candidates at the late examina-
tions, viz.: Answering by quotation (more or less accurate) from the
text-book, indicating a serious defect in the preparation for the examina-
tion, viz. : preparation by memorizing the text-book..

Unfortunately it did not occur to me, until it was too late, to keep a
record of the number of cases of obvious answering by rote, but the
number of cases was so great thai I am safe in saying that very exten-
sively candidates have evidently prepared themselves largely by commit-
ting portions of the text-book to memory. While this remark applies to
all grades it is more particularly applicable to the lower grades,ard while
it applies to all subjects, it is more particularly applicable to such subjects
as Physies and Chemistry, in which it is especially difficult to frame
questions which do not admit of such answers. )

The fact that a correct answer is given in the words of the text-book
does not ,of course, show that the subject matter has not been understood,
though it leaves a doubt in the mind of the examiner and does show that
the candidate has been trusting too much to his book. But an answer
consisting of a quotation in which slips occur which make the quotation
nonsense, or' of one containing obviously irrelevant matter, shows that the
candidite is trusting to memory altogether.

The great bulk of the answers by quotations are of this nature. For
example in deseribing the preparation of Chlorine one candidate says:
“ Put into a t. t. 52 of fine granular Ma So and 10¢ ¢. Hel. Apply heat
carefully and collect the gas by downward displacement. Do wot inhale
the gas. If you have accidentally done so inhale alchohol from a hand-
kerchief. Note the color.of the gas and compare its weight with that of
air,’—an attempt to give in slightly condensed form the statement of
Williams’ Introduction, page 98. That this candidate was giving 2 mere
parrot answer is shewn, (1) by his substitution of MaSo for MnO, (2) by
his pretending to know the relative qualities of the two substances which
ghould be mixed, (8) by his fear lest the examiner should inhale the gas
and his kindly offer of information useful in the event of his doing so,
(4) by his command te the examiner to noté color and weight of the gas
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- In some-cases -the attempted quotations are very ludicrousase. g. in
the case of the candidate who asserts that Hydrogen Sulphide is an im«
portant bleaching apent and gives as evidence the story of the skipper
(Williams, page 121) who “one night anchored his newly painted vessel
near the Boston gas house, where the refuse was deposited with its
escaping HS. In the morning to his consternation, the craft was found
to.oe black. HS had come in contact with the lead in the white paint
forming black PbS. ,

There were not wany, answers as glaringly absurd as this, but there
were large numbers which contained internal evidence of being simply
answers from memory. X ’

Now, science is not intended to be & memory exercise. but to be a
means of training the powers of observation and reasoning If the text
bock is to-be wholly or partially committed to memory, it would be far
better to abolish the study of science, and to commit to memory passages
from Shakespeare’s plays, or from the Rook of Psalms, rather than from
Williams’ Chemistry or Wormell’s Natural Fnilosophy.

It would, therefore, be desirable to take steps to stop this memorising
of science text booka as much as possible. To a certain extent this can
be done, by selecting quesiions with this end in view; but such a course
would unduly restrict the range of questions to be asked. I would sug-
gest that notice should be sent to teachers, and through them given to
candidates, to the effect that henceforth answers which are quotations
from the text book, and which, though partially, even largely accurate,
show internal evidence of having been written down from memory, will
be regarded as of no value; and that answers which are quotations from.
text books, and which though entirely accurate leave the examiner
in doubt as to whether or not the candidate really understood what
he has written, will be regarded as of little value. Such a regu-
lation as this would show teachers and candidates that memorising
is of no avail and that a little intelligent work will not only be
educationally better than a large amount of memorising bubt will
also go farther on examination day. The latter part of the regulation
suggested may seem a little hard, viz: that a perfect answer should get
low marks because expressed in the words of the text book. But it is
the business of the eandidate to convince the examiner by his answers of
his mastery of the subject. A mere quotation from the text book is not
thusconvincing; while if the candidate really understands the passage
which he quotes he can readily give the substance of it in his own words.

Should the above suggestion be adopted, while the questions set at
examinations were maintained at their present order of difficulty, it
would probably result that the number of passes would be much, perhaps
very much, reduced. As the study of science would thus be discouraged,
it would; be desirable at the same time to make the questions simpler than
they have usvally been hitherto. To one who judges of an examination
by the difficulty of ‘the questione asked, the standard of the science
portion of the ‘leaving examination’ would in that case appear to have
been lowered. In reality however it would have been raised, and as the
methods of teaching improved it might gradually be raised still more,
until the real standard became what the apparent standard now is.”
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MARCH ANNUAL ScHOOL MEETING.—In some ﬁshmg districts it may
be found desirable to take advantage of that provision of the law under
which the Council of Public Instruction may fix for a given section an
earlier date for its annudl school meeting than the last Monday of June.
If any such cases exist, it is very desirable that these early annual meet-
ings be held on the same day. The last Monday in March is suggested
as likely to be the most generally convenient date.

Sections feeling the necessity of an early date for the annual school
meeting should, through their trustees, make an application to the Coun-
cil through their Inspectors before the end of February, so that the
Inspector may be able to transmit all such applications with recommenda-
tions or comments thereon, to the Council of Public Instruction on the
1st day of March, when it is probable action could be taken promptly on
them, and due notice given in tlme for the ho]dlng of the meetings on the
last Monday of the month.

This suggestion, it is hoped, will enable cases of this kind to be arranged

easily and without the delay otherwise necessary.

~

BriND AND DEAF MUTES.—At the beginning of the term the number
of blind and deaf under 20 years (and over 5) belonging to the section,
“who have not been in attendance at the schools provided for thém in
Halifax, is required by law to be accurately entered in the Register by
the Secretary of the Trustees. To neglect this at the proper time is a
suffidfent reason to cause the loss of public money to-the section.

" When such cases are recorded in the Register the teacher is hereby
requesl;gd“to send on a postal eard the names and' ages of these children
wiph ﬁffgx parents’ addresses to the Principal of the School for the Blind or
of (he Instlt:utxon for the Deaf and Dumb at Halifax, according to the
a4 -’”'@F case. These gentlemen, whose addresses are given below,
| ’form parents concerning what these Institutions (now forming
a partof the public free school system virtually) can do for their children.

This notification should be attended to by the teacher as socn as the
information can be obtained for the Register, and Inspectors are re-
quested to enquire if it has been done.

Partial as well as total blindness or dea‘ness will entitle such persons
to the privileges of these institutions—if the blindness cr deafness is only
severe enough to prevent the full enjoyment of the benefits of the
ordinary public schools.
