‘‘pecessary” in such cases. Wo have
spokon with young cnthusiasts who held
that ovon torture was ‘‘necessary” in cer-
tain cascs, and thereforo commendablo.
They would justify anything in tho namo
of acionco aud 1nvestigativn.  We aro
willing to admit that to a cortain extent
viviscetion 1s not only oxcusable but ne-
ceassry. It cannot bu doubtod that val-
uablo discoverivs bavoe beon mado by its
mcaos. But 1n spito of all that has been
saxd to tho contrary, wo as yot fail to seo
tha? tho absunco of ananswmstholic can ovor
Yo justified. Vaiviscction practiced on
tho quick nerves of any animal, and es.
pecially such highly organized animals as

tho dug or cat, is criminal brutality. We
do not oertainly know to what extent
vivisoction is practiced in Torounto, but
from certain indications wo should bo
dwsposed to think it by no means an un-
known quactity. And any ono who has
a wido acquaiatanco at all awmong modieal
students knows this, that therearemen in
their ranks whoso zeal for sclence would
not make thom too squeamish about omit-
ting the mercifnl anwsthotio.

Sir John
Macdonald has undoubtedly done semo
good work for Canada, and though thero
may casily bo difference of opinion as to
what ought to bo the reward of his ser-
svices, yet no ono can deny that for the
last quarter of a century he has been ono
of the most conspicuous figures in Cana-
dian politics, and that if titles aro to be
rowards of merit, ho has as good a right
as any to bear them. But why theso
honours should descend to his son, who
has novor dono anything, nor said any-
thing, to distinguish himsclf above the
mass of his follow-citizens isnot by any
sneans so casily understood. Ionour to
whom honour is duo by all mcans, but
Jot overy man stand on his own fnoting.

A powerful support to current criticism
on tho stato of tho British Navy has been
affordod in tho shapo of a letter from
Hon, Wm, H. Smith, M.P., formerly
first Lord of tho Admiralty, who hax

written to the papers ondorsing theso
criticisms and advising that a committeo
of enquiry be formed.

Why it isoven
eaid now that there may bo much more in
the Xeely motorthan has over beon dream-
cd of byanyono exceptthe inventor, whois
worthy to be ranked among Palissy and
othoer men of genius, who havo struggled
along to success, notwithstanding tho
sncers of tho multitudo. Ileoly claims
to havo harncesed sound. Ho has a koy
by which ho can instantaneously sot in
motion molecular vibration; and Coo
Hamilton, of tho U, S, A., it is said,
admits tho motor to be an unqualified
success, so far as artillery firing is con-
cerned. Neely expecis that his inven.
tion will bo ready for practital exhibi-
tion in about two months,

Tho young Indian brought bofore a
Bollovillo magistrate on a chargo of ob-
structing tho railway, gave as his reason
for placing thereon alargeblock of wood,
a railway tie, and a fifty pound stone,
that ho wanted to see them *‘fly” whon
the engino struck them. Such enquir-
ing minds are rare, it is to bo hoped, and
when found, ought not to be neglected.
Thoy have an evident ecientific turn whicy
if rightly directed might produce very
startling and perhaps even brilliant ro-
sults,

The railroads of tho United Statos and
Canada have cost soven billions of dollars.
For their successful operation thoy need
25,000 locomotives ; 20,000 locomotivo
firemen ; 18,000 passengor cars ; 7,000
baggage exprees cars, and 780,000 froight
cats. Let any one try to cstimate tho
onormous army of workors of ono kind or
another to which this mighty aggregato
gives employmont. The minoers employed
in tho iron workors, the engiccors, tho
carponters, masons, farmors, laborers,
bakors, butchors, etc. Why tho caleula-
ticn would gbe puzzling boyond all
thought. It could no doubt be done, but
it would tako an unmentionable amount
of labor. All this springing from James
Watts' speculations and tho practical
genius of tho manywho followin his foot-
steps.

The number of lives loat by rilway
accidents is, compared with the numbers
of passengers, infinitosimally’small, Iftho
samo rate, was kopt up as held good in
tho days of old stage coaches,tho slaughter
would appal the atoutest hearts and tho
most feelingless dispositions. In 1881 in
Great Britain alone, thero wers conveyed
621,423,000 passengers. If tho sameo
proportion to mileago had been carried
in tho United States and Canada thero
would havoe been 4,000,000,000. Allowing
only ono third of that wo should havo
1,1333,333,000 and yot wo aroall up in
arms whon a fow individuals aro injured
or killed. At thelato Toronto Exhibition,
in spite of all the oxtra thousands who

were carried, thore was uot a singlo casu-
ality eithor fatal or othorwise, and how
fow aro oithor injured or killed from ono
year's end to tho other, excopt from tholr
own blame. When ono thinks of all this
and all whichitsuggests, wo may woll with
good reason, thank the railway oflicials
from tho highest to the lowest, 1Itlsall
vory woll to say that thero aro occasion-
ally acts and words that aro somowhat
uncivil, but aro wo suro thattho blamo in
such cases all lies with the ofticiala ¥ If
the whole truth were known it would bo
found that in a good many inatances it
was vory much tho reverse.

Roports continue to omanate from
certain quarters regarding transforencos of
Globe stock which are said to foreshadow
changes, if not in tho political color of
that paper, yot in its directorate and pos-
sibly also in its mansgement. If there is
any truth in theso oft-ropeated con-
fident assertions, tho noxt annual meet-
ing of the company will bo awaited on all
hands with considsrablo intercst.

M. Do Lesseps proposes to visit tho
Panama Canal early in 1885 for the pur-
pose of inaugurating a new scction of the
canal. .

It is satisfactory to know that railway
communication will soon bo cstablished
as far north as Eglinton, Very desirable
progress in the northern part of the city
may bo expected when the railway ox-
tension to Cottingham street, and the
new roud northward from thence to Eg-
linton aro both accomplished facts.

But lest we should be too muoh lified
up by pride, and forget ourselves, and the
lowly placo from whence wo have sprung,
and the great reom for progress which
still romains, it is well somctimes to se
ourselves as others seo us, a performance
which, if not repeated too freyuoutly, is
a very valuablo exercise.

A good filter bas como to bo un neces
sity—ut least in our citics and Inrge
towns, and wherover the drinking water
is druwn from rivers, lakes, punds, ete.
Into these ovory sort of impurity may
tind freo ontrance from sowors, the drain.
age of farms, dead fishand other animals,
and masaca of decaying vegotablos,  Boil-
ing tho water may kill the microscopic
parasites (bactorin) that causo infectivus
diseases, but it does not freo it from its
visiblo, disgusting matter.

A good filter nccomplishes two things :
it strains out the grosser impurities, and
it alzo destroys—so muny cininent chom-
ists now believe—much of the finer im-
purity by oxodizing it,—really burning it
u .

p.

The fact that filters actually destroy
impurity, is amoay the late discoveries of
science. It was found, when tho Thames
recoived all the seweragoe of London and
tho other towns on its banks, that the
filter-beds contained bat little impurity
compared with tho great quantity of filth
they must havo intercopted.

Tho chemists vero at firat puzzled, but
thoy were at lensth satisficd that the
great bulk of it was burnt by the oxygen
of tho air, it being known that a film of
air cliogs tomciouﬁy to all surfaces, and
hence to every particle of aand of which
tho filter consistod. Henco a filtor is a
strainor and a groat deal more.

Thoe powor of tho filturing material,
charcoal or pure white sand,—ncither
spongo nor any other substanco capable
of docay should bo used,—is lost within
from three to six months, and konco it
should be removed as often.

But much of the impurity is rotained at
tho top of the atrainer, and henco, unless
itis frequontly removed, it works down
into tho filtoring substance and all tho
water must work its way througha nass
of filth.

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Leprosy in Medireyal Times

Though leprosy in Europe generally,
and Great Britain and Ircland in partie-
ular, was not due sclolytothe intercourso
with the East brought about by the cru-
gades—for leprosy provailed here and on
the continent conturies beforo the firat
crusado was preached—it is undeniable
that thero was great increase of tho dis-
easo after the efforts to rescue the holy
sopulchre from the infidel caused constant
communication between the East and tho
West. Many recordsremain to provo tho
carly provalenco of leprosy in different
paris of Europo.  For mstance, tho Jaws
of the great Welsh Xing, Howel the Good,
decreed in 928 that if a woman left her
husband on account of his being a leper,
ahe was ontitled to thefullreatitution and
solo posacssion cf all her gocds. But
earlier than thie, in 767, Pepin, King of
France, by an cdict promulgated at the
council ho convened at Compiegne, ruled
that Jeprosy in cither husband or wifo

of Orleans specially imposed tho care of
lopers upon tho Bishops of the Galicl
Church, directinF that nono should be
left destitute in their respectivo dioceses;
but that they ahould be provided with ali
noceesary fcod and clothing from tho
funds of tho church, in order that, tho
decree—with a tenderness in strango con-
trast to tho mannors of those rude times
— continues, * non eis desit misericordin
cura, quos por dursm infirmitat.m in-
tolerabylis constringit inopia.” Thoe third
Council of Lyons in 583 laid a similur in-
junction on the episcopate regarding the
lepers cither born or dwelling within their
jurisdiction ; and it further enjoined that
lepers wero to bo faabidden to wander
through other cities than their own,

Slapping thegood
fellow approvingly on the shoulder, ho
was surprised to hear him givo a very
metallic rattle.  He was taken off to tho

ingpection room, and found to bo filled
with oxcellent brandy, which was drawn
off at tho toc. They soon sampled an
“armful” of the fluid, and the'poor slack's
day of servico was over.

Cleanliness,

Our advances in civilization and knowl-
edgo have onabled 18 to correct many
false thooriea and the custows and prac-
ticos to which they gave rise: but, unfor-
tunatoly, now ones are rapidly advanced
and patronized, quito as pornicious and
unsound. The ancients ascribed diseaso
to tho wrath of the Guds. premature death
iz now considered a disponsation of Di-
vino Providonce. Tho practico of at-
tompting the cure of diseaso by chants
and teantations has givon way to rational
mothods, but often sv irratioually applied
that wo aro loft in duubt as to tho value
of our improvemonts.  The uncertainty
of the action of medicine and the admitt
ed fatubihity of vur judgwment in its ad-
mimstration, recalls the hicmely Lut wise
old proverb, “An vuuce ot prevontion is
botter than a pound of cure.” Diseaso
rarely fails to leave a permanont token of
its promise to return, and however valua-
ble curativo measures may prove to bo,
the dehicato machinery of the body but
tardily resumes its wonted activity, Our
conviction that a large number of diseases
sro preventable is overy uay growing
atronger, and the proofs of this fact have
becomo 8o numerous that it has engaged
tho attention of governments, and sani-
tary precautions aro enforced by authori-
ty of law.

Filth and civilization have over been at
war. Puro air and pure water are Na-
ture's great disinfecting agonts. They
como to us untaxed and unsolicited, bear.
ing tho elements of life, and convoy fram
us the germs of discaze ag they exist in
the products of decay. All the component
parts of our bodies aro in a state of con-
stant change: with constant growth thero
co-oxists incessant wsste and decay.
These noxious and cast-off substances aro
nearly all soluble in tho perspiration of
ourbadics, and must mevitably be absorb-
ed by articles of clothing or bedding,
vitiating the atmosphere with polsonous
matter which may bo cither tnhaled by
the lungs or absorbed by the sk,  Itis
a noteable fact, not generally understood,
that the skin plays an mportant partin
tho renovution of our bodies, Boades
tho worn-out material thrown off in pres

iration tho skin cxhales about 40 cubic
inches of carbonic acid gas per hour. It
is cstimated that one quart of fluid is
thrown off from the body by prespiration
overy 24 hours. Can it bo doubted that
this excreted material, thrown off in such
quantity, can fail to provokoe discase? ls
it not reasonable to suppose that when
brought into contact with tho animal mat-
ter of our feather beds and hairmattresses,
under tho influence of tho heat and moist-
uro of vur bodices, that chemical changes
and dccomposition occur?  Miasmatic
discases result from vegetable decompo-
sition; dyphoid fever from the decomposition
of animal matter. Quinine, and a judici-
ous removal cures tho former disease;
whilo for the Jatter cleanlines, goud food,
and puro air, is hoth the preventative and
curoe. Although “*3leep is nature’s sweot
reatorer,” it is often a botrayal to our
natural and exer-watchfui enemy. Under
tho influence of sleep animal temperature
falls, volition ceases, respiration becomes
less frequent, and for the timo resistance
to disturbing causes is less vigorous and
less successful. A cold draft of air pro-
duces a catarrhy marsh miasma more aurcly
produces ague; and tho abtorption of do-
caying animal matter alow grade of fever.,
Awake, wo take cognizance ¢f noxious
odors ands unwholestmo  cenditions;
asleep, their very presenco more fully
blunta our senmbiities.  Wo wash our
floors with acrupulous care, whitowash
our ccilings, disdam the seccond or third
ugo of an unwashed towel, are shocked by
a speck of rust on the batter hmfe, and
aleop happy on beds and mattresses up-
on which wo took eur natal merning nap
—quito unmindful of tho fact that mearles
and whooping cough, scarlot fover and
mumps, our graudmother's todious ty.

phold fover, and our grandairo's fatal
orysipolas wero all suffered on that samo
anciont bod—tho only thing of family
relics left unwashod for forty years. A
propor regard for cloanliness, although a
woighty considoration, is by no means
tho moat important. It is ostimated that
more than ono million of our population
aro constantly sick, and of this immonso
numbor a certain proportion are tho vic-
tims of contagious and infectious diseases.

This fact alono constitutes a powerful
plea for disinfection, Tho most available,
and at tho samo timno tho moat oflicient
disinfectant, is heat, It is an establishod
fact that tho cuntagious propertios of
small pox, typhoid and scarlot fevers, aro
completoly destroyed by a tomperature of
from 140 to 200 deg. F.  Tho same de-
greo of heat will also destroy the noxious
properties of oxcreted mattor thrown off
1n all othor discased cunditions. Blankots
aro preferablo to quilts for bods, as they
can ho washed. It ia well to havo a thick
blanket spread over the mattress, and
tho sheot ovor that, so that tho mattress
will be in a great measure protected from
tho body of the sleeper, and from con-
tamination from various disnases. Dlat-
tresses and pillows should be aired for
several hours overy day, and during
warm weathor they should be laid in the
sun for an hour or two weokly, and whip-
ped and brushed to free thom from every
particlo of dust. Mattresses and pillows
that hava not been proporly cared for
should bo mado over. The covers or
ticks should be washed, and the hair and
feathers cleansed. The hair may be
beaton with sticks, and tho feathors may
bo put into & sheet-iron cyhindor, which
is made to rovolve over a fire, and thus
cleansed by heat.

Instead of having aleeping rooms car-
poted it is better to havo matting on the
tloors, or have the floors stained and var-
mshed and rugs put n front of the beda.
Shades for the windows are preferablo to
curtains, becauso they are ecasily kept
clean, Many porsons object to having a
window and door of a sleeping room left
open at night, for fear of taking cold; but
cold air is safer than vitiated alr. It ie
only whon a curront of air blows directl;
on tho back that a person takes cold
something that will scrve as a screon be-
tween the bed and tho window will pre-
vent takiong cold. Avoid sleeping on tho
ground flooi, as rooms thus located are
hable to be damp, and tho air not so
wholosomo as higher up.

In view of the many calamities that
have occurred from fire, it would scem
only a reasonable precaution, and ono
that costs but a trifle, to provide evory
sleeping room above tho sccond floor with
a strong cord or ropo that will roach to
tho ground. Ono end of the cord should
bo kept fastened to a atrong staple at the
sido or top of tho window, and tho cord
coiled up and hungon apeg wheroit cin
bo easily thrown out as soon &s the win-
dow is raised. Every porson who travels
much should carry a simple applianco for
cacaping in caso of firo. Ono should al-
ways find out bofore going to bed, the
avenues of escapo in ¢aso of fire, in what-
over building ho is to sleep.

Why, to
toll tho truth, if I conld not arouse you
to a senao of your condition unleas I tor-
riticd you a littlo, I would rather do so
than sce you an inmato of tho insano asy-
lum. You soo this to bo quite in nccord-
anco with tho reat of nature’s Iaws. Tho
body cannot subsist on ono kind of diot,
it muat havo moro ar leas varioty; and be-
hold how plentifully our Creator has pro-
vided for thi great need in tho abundant
fruitfulneas of carth, air, and sca. How
soon tho palato tires of onoarticlo of diot.

How soon tho body atarves when fed up-

on ono thing. Dear frlend, I bescech
you give this subjoot your most caroful
consideration, for I percelve you are kill-
ing yourself with the constant strain
brought to bear upon mind and body,
and unleas you consent to rolax that strain
you will autior vory soriously in conse-
quence,  Your “nervous headaches" aro
sont perhaps as warnings whioh, if heed-
ed, may prove your salvation from moro
serious trouble.

I have found it exccedingly injurious
to work Guring tho ovening. You have
beon busy all day with ene duty or an-
other, tho night has como; you can find
no warrant in Scripture for continuing
your labors, but you can for resting from
them. Solot tho werk-basket remain un-
disturbed, let the needlo rest. You will
bo all the more ekillful with it on the
morrow. Spend the evening reading,
conversing, playing interesting games
with your children, or in vlsiting your
friends; or better atill, if you feel ablo, in
attending an intereating lecture or con-
cort., Then, when you retiro you will
slesp sweotly, and awake rofreshed and
equal to the performanco of the day’s du-
ties.

Nover eat heartily whon ‘‘tired to
death.,” Drinka cup of tea and cata
cracker or two, or beat upan egg in half
a pint of mulk, sweeton and flavor to tasto,
and drink it. This will strengthen you,
and will not make any demands upon
your weary stomach or digestive organs.
Aud anothor thing: Do not rise in the
early moraing and trot all ovor tho houso
dotng this and seeing to that for hours
before you eat anything. Put on the cof-
fee, if you use that beverago, or tlho tea
if you use that, as soon as possible, and
puur yourself outa cop just as soon as it
is in condition for drinking, and add
whatover light, easily digested article of
food you like best. This done, and you
must eat slowly and at your ecase, you
will find that you can roturn to your
work and fairly “make things fly.” You,
will catch yourself singing, porhaps, and
when your husband and children como
down fresh from their pleasant slumbor,
they will moot a smiling faco and ait
down to breakfast prosiged over by a
cheerful hostess. Forco yourself to try
uls plan once or twico, and I know you
will be pleased with it. I havethegreat-
ost faith in it, bocause I proved it in my
own caso, and this is truo of all tho sug-
gestions I havo given in this letter.

Infected Water.

A romarkablo inastanco of the intonse
liability ot water to infection by cholera
has just occurrod in Lombardy. Tho first
caso in this part of Italy was that of a la-
borer who had just returned from Franco
to his nativo villago situated neoar-tho
sourco of tho River Brombo. The village
authoritics ondeavoured, it scems, to con-
ceal the caso, and thoro is rcason to bo-
liovo that his oxcroments wero thrown in
thoriver. Certain it is that within twon-
ty-four hours tho cholera had broken out
in a numbor of villages situated along the
course of the river to an extont of forty
miles.  On tho othor hand, nono of tho
villages woro infcctod which, though
situated on tho rivor, desivo their drink-
ing-water from tributary atreams. An-
other fact has boen ostablished, which is
cqually note-wurthy—namoly, that the
cpidomic was brought to tho town of Bor
gamo, situated four miles from tho Brem.
bo, by linon that had beon washed in it
on tho day of tho first outbreak at a placo
distant somo thirty miles from tho origi-
nal sourco of tho contaglon.—St. James'
Gazeile.

A wooden church and schorl houso have
boun built near tho town of Djita.  Nut-
withstanding the oupposition of the lumas
and their adhorents, more than three
hundred heathons and  Mohamnedans
wory bap:ized, whilo in the povernment
of ‘Tomsk moro than four hund.ed Kir-
ghizes, chiofly Mohammedaus, are roport-
cd to have ombraced Christianity.

Somo Famous Polsoners.

Tho crimo of scerot poitoning is ono of
romoto antiquity. Tho old Greok and
Roman writors abound in mention of
poisoning and poisonera; but tho firat
habitual murderges of this cluss who ap-
cared in tho théatro of crime was the
infamous Locusta. Poisoning was her
profession, Nero had become acquaint-
od with hor through her having given
evidonco against othor persons accused of
hke practices, and when sho had dono
his bloodthirsty business for him by
poisoning Brittanicus ho rowarded her
with a larg. estate, placing somo disci-
ples with her to be instrubted in her
trade. Fortunately for humanity, tho
Emperor Galba subsequently caused Lo-
custa to bo put to death with other male-
factors] of Nero's reign. A Locusta was
flourishing at Naples in tho first decade
of tho 18th century. This was tho noto-
rious Tofna or Tophiania, who camo from
Palormo to Continentsl ltaly, aud real-
izod largo sums by tho sale of poisonous
drops onclosed in small glass phials bear-
ing the inzeription **Mauna of St. Nico-
las of Bari,” and bearng tho imago of
that saint. Tho pretended sanctity of
horlittlo assassination bottles wero the
most ar*ful of subterfuges on the part of
La Tofna; and it was for a long time
completely successful, the custom-house
officers having too deop a veneration for
St. Nicolas of Bari to examino his oston-
siblo products vory closely. The death.
dealing drops, however, soon came to be
known as ‘*Acquotta di Napoli,” and ul-
timately as **Aqua Tofna,"” and the poison
way distributed by the inventress on the
specious ploa that it was only intended
for tho use of married ladies who wore
desirous of changing old husbands for
new ones, From four to six drops wore
suflicient to destroy lifo, hut it was as-
serted that the dose could be so propor-
tioned as only to operate fatally withina
certain timo. At length La Tofna, find.
ing that sho wus watched by thoe Govorn-
ment, took sanctuary ina nunnery; and
the German travellor Keysler, who visit-
ed Naples in 1730, states that in that
year sho was still living, and ‘‘visited by
many strangors out of curiosity.” But,
according to another traveller, Labab, it
was as carly as [1709 that La Tofna was
torn from hermonastic asylum and thrown
into prison. The clergy and the lazzaroni
were much incensed by this violation of
sanctuary, but tho latter were appeased
by an oflioial assertion that La Tofna had
poisonod all the wells in the city. Sho
made a full confession under the pressure
of torturo, and was afterwards atranzled,
although, characteristically onough, the
Government, to appease the archbishop
of Naples, who was still indignant at the
disrespoct shown to thoright of sanctuary,
caused tho prisoner’s corpso to bo flung
at night into tho courtyard of tho con-
vent from which aho had been taken,
Thero had been, howevor, many other
criminals in league with her; and tho
“aqua Tofna” continued to bo manufac-
tured at Naples and distributed through-
out Italy for many years after heor death.
Sho must havo been a very aged woman
when sho was brought to justico, for, so
carly as 1659, in tho Papacy of Aloxan-
dor VII., an old fortune-toller named
Hioronyma Spara was discovored to beo
tha prosidont of a sccioty of young mar-
rind women, whosd diversion it was to
poison their own and other women's ] .us-
bands. La Spara, after undorgoing all
tho rofinomonts of judicial torture, was
hanged, togethor with ono Gratiora, her
assistant, aud threo other fomales. It is
#aid that La Spara wasa Sicilian, and had
acquirod her knowledgo of poisons from
La Tofna at Palmero. The ingredionts
of tho poisons used by La Spara and La
Tofna, and of their too celebraved Fronch
procursor, tho Marquize do Brinvillicrs,
woro for a long lime, in what was boliov-
ed to bo tho common intereat, kopt a pro-
found sccrot by tho judges who condemn-
ed tho criminals, Yopo Aloxander VII.
caused all tho rocciptsa of Hioronyms
Spara to bo put away in the vaults of the

Caatlo of St, Angolo ; and tho murderous
formulas of the Marquise do Brinvilliors
wero, it i8 said, burned in tho samo firo
that consumed her own body to ashos.
In Paris it was long bolioved that Brin-
villiora' favoritopowder wasdinmond dust,
n thoory too harshly ridiculed by Vol.
taire, who doclared tho dust of diamonds
to bo as harmiess as tho dust of coral.
Had tho IFronch sceptic ovor visited
India, he might have found reason to al-
ter his opinion. It was known, howovor,
that] in tho cisket of Sainto-Croix, who
hau been the instructor of the DMarchio-
noss in that art of poisioning which ho
had himsolf loarned from an Italian
named Exili, thoro has beon found corro-
sivotublimate,opium,regulus of antimony,
and vitriol. But thoro was also a large
quantity of poison roady for use, tho
compunonts of which tho unskilful anal-
ysts of the timo wore unable to detect.

The Depopulnted Highlands

‘Lhoro are few Higfvhland glens that do
not contain traces of the banished pupula-
tion. In Lochaber, along the shores of
Loch Arkaig, tho homeo of the clan
Cameoron, tho romains of what were onco
extensivo townships may yot bo seen,
Tho celebrated Glencoo formerly teomed
with a hardy population. Famous Glen-
garry is a shoopwalk, and tho powerful
clan Macdondell are now in Canada.
Round Fort Augustus and far into the
country of tho clan Fraser is naught but
desolation. In hundrods of straths in
Roas-shiro tho wild heathor has not ¢ven
yot obliberated the green pastures and
cultivated fiolds that once belonged to
the MacKenzies and Munroes, and from
whonco the different battalions-of tho
gallant Ross-shiro Buffs marched to con-
quor at Maida, at Scringapatam, at As-
sayo, and Argaum. So latoas 1849, when
the prosont Prime Ministor had already
obtained political eminenco, Hugh Mil.
ler attempted, but fruitlessly, to draw
tho attention of tho British public to the
work uf destruction that was going on.
Ho eloquently proclaimed that ‘‘whilo
the law is banishing its tens for terms of
soven and fourteen years, the penalty of
deop-dyed crimes, irresponaible and in.
fatuated power is banishing its thousands
for lifo for no crimo whatever.” A largo
number of the disposacased tennntry wero
sent to America : tho remainder settled
L on tho seashore, whero thoy wero cramp-
od into small holdings, and have sinco
lived in the condition described by the
commission. Tho tourist steaming
along tho wild coast of the Waestern
Highlands and islands may seo perched
on overy cliff, in tho most oxposed situa-
tions and subject to the fary of Atlantic
gales, tho wretched hamlots that now
contain the remnants of the Highland
clans. Probably ho will wonder how a
population can at all manago to exiat
under such conditions, But thero thoy
are, olbowed to the vory vorge of their
country. For largo tracts of that coun-
try the proprictors even now canshow no
scrap of document, thoir claim to pos.
scasion rosting solely on tho fact that it
has never been contested. Treated and
looked upon, like tho foxes, as mero vor-
min that interfered with sport, discour-
aged and thwarted in overy direction,
theso people, notwithstanding their
poverty and tho hardships of their lot,
havo maintainod unimpaired tho noblest
attributos of their race. Crimo of any
kind is almost unknown among them.
Their moral standard is tho highest in
Britain, contrasting in that respeet most
markedly with thoir lowland neighbors ;
and not a fow of tho leading British
statesmen, Iawyors, divines, and soldiors
of tho past 80 years first saw tho light in
these croftors’ huts. Far bohind the
strip of inhabited littoral atretch tho
bluo mountains tho anug and ofton fortilo
glens from whenco tho clans woro banish-
od, now turncd into silont wildernoas,
innabited only by shoop and door and an
occasional shopherd or keepor. There
aro tho yast tracts rented by the Amori-

can, Mr, Winans, nsa hunting ground,
to bo visitod by that alien for two or
threo months, and abandoned tu soli-
tudo for tho romaindor of tho year, whore
not ovon a native of tho aoil may plaut
his foot.—2'he Nineteenth Contery,

cios in houscholds. Whon the bodics are
burnt out tho ashes arc thrown on the
Ganges, and the stream runmng mshoro
mingles portions of thom with tho Lath.
crs.  From somo of tho ghats wooden
stagos aro built out ovor thy rivor, thug
multiplying the accommodation for the
worshippors. Here is an old man, his
wrinkled faco aglow with devotional feol.
ing, on his knoos at the cdge uf tho stago,
ladling up tho water with %us hands and
muttering incessant prayer. Close by is
a fino, slalwart young Brahmiu going
through tho ritual with a rapid case that
botokons long practice and no disinclina.
tion to get through with it as quickly as
possiblo. Here is another Brahmin up
to his wairt in water working his fist n
an energotic fashion, which at a short dis-
tanco looks as if ho woro wanting somo
ono on tho opposito bank to ‘“‘come on
and havo it out” in gnod <1l English
fashion. On closer inspection iv is seen
that ho has a picco of atring around his
neck, and that holding 1t out firat with
ono hand thon with tho othor ko is vigor-
ously washing it. Ioro is a woman
whoso matronly figure is boldly autlined
under the cotton drapery that clings to
her as she comes up, wholly unliko Ven.
us, from her third dip ; & man closo by
scoops up tho watorin tho palms of his
joined hands and pours it out as if offer-
ing o libation, thrico repeating the cere-
mony and crying aluud his potition to the
Preserver.

A numbor of physicians assembled ro-
cently, in tho oflico of Superintendent

Canring Fruit,

All suzial duties that aro aot obligatory
aro put ando just uow, also all houschold
routune that is not absolutoly necessary,
for this is the “‘canning scason,” when
fruit fullows fruit so rapidly that one kind
18 hardly stored before another presents
jtself for consideration.

1t 1s surprising huw few know how to
can fruit pmpcr?y—to retain tho original
flavor and freshness peculiar to cach kind.
Trmg beforo the happy idea struck somo
ono to dreat fruit in such o manner as to
retain the flavor of the freshly plucked,
preserving it meant bailing it for an jn-
definite time, with apeund of augar toa
pound of fruit, till it becamo a jellied
1nass which would sometimes bo vory diffi-
cult to label if it wero judged by its
tasto and shape. That chould have been

called, mure properly, a confection of
fruit. Tou make the distinction clear bo-
tween the old and thonew method of pro-
scrving fruit, so that tho original flaver
would bo 1o2ained in allits delicacy, puri-
ty, and piquancy, ths word “‘canning”
waguwd, Greatly & the deterioration
of all kinds of fruit the meaning of tho
word canning is often misunderstcod or is
carglessly lust sight of. It is thought by
many that the ean ¢ jar is simply an air-
tight reetacle fur cocked fruit, just as
tho ate-ne jars and little pots wero in tho
jelly and jam making days «f our grand-
rasthert.  Itut that is a mistakenidea, 1f
caraed fruit is wanted, it should no! Gt
be cockedin n vessel and poured into the
canx. It spoils the appoarance of tho
fraie; very v{ten, after a good deal ef care
and atteati-n has been bestowed npon it,
tho result is . wishy washy, mushy, un-
siphiy -l king mess,

say that sugar is not nocossary for tho
prosensation of fruit, that it is mmply
used to mako it more palatable, just as
the majority prefor sugar and cream with
their peaches and strawberries.  Others,
cyually well versed in  gastronomical
nicotics, say that the quantity of sugar is
a very cssontinl point, as an insufliciont
quantity may ii.terfere with tho keeping
of tho fruit, and too much will kill tho
flavor.  If the fruit contatns much acid,
it will bear moro sugar thansweoter fruit,
without interfercing with tho flavor, and
at tho samo timo asmst in the keeping
process.  Bfuch also depends upon tho
stato of npencess of tho frut, whother 1t
be under or ovor ripe.  “I'ho maturity or
unwmaturity of tho fruit affects not unly
tho quantity of sugar, but the timo of
boiling. Bat theso aro details which can
ouly bo understood and consigered after
somo practical cxpericnco in putting up
fruit.  In this homely work, as in high-
or things, practice alono inakes porfect.
Fruit should not be cooked any longer
than is absolutely necessary to pravent
fermontation; tho larger fruhs are, tho
moro they should be cooked, and rice
wrsa.  Tho littlo table given below will
bo found a good and reliabloe guide to fol-
low in regard to the quantity of sugar and
timo of boiling of ordinary fruits.
Now for a few practical directions.
Tho sclection of fruit ir a very important
matter. It ghould always be, perfectly
ripo and fresh. AN thau ir bruised or
slightly decayed should bo rojectod. It
can be used to make jam, and as filling
for pics, or prepared for tea, to bo caten
with sugar and cream  When tho fruit is
ot hand, it should bo immediately attend-
ed to. Nothing ahould bo allowed to in-
terforo with its immediato putting up.
As somo kinds discolor rapidly in tho pro-
ceuses of preparation, the command should
be, *“All hands ¢n dec).!” so that tho work
bo dono as expeditiously as possible. Af-
ter tho fruit is selected and prepared by
peeling or otherwise, according to tho
kind it may be, it should beplaced in the
jars in nico layers neatly arranged; then
tho tablo should bo referred to to ascar-
tain how much sugar 13 required to the
uart for that particular kind of fruit.
ho sugar should then bo dissclvod in hot
water (which makes a syrup), and poured
slowly and carefully over tho fruit. Care
should bo taken not to stnko tho glass
with tho syrup: it should bo poured on
tho fruit dircetly in the centro of tho
mouth of tho jar.  If there is not suffi-
cicnt syrup to cover the fruit, hot water
should bo added ©ill tho jar is full; but
caro must bo taken to prevent tho syrup
from runaing over tho jar.
Tho rubber should then bo moistened
and placed cn tho shoulder ofthe jar. If
the Tubbers are brittlo and hard, their
clasticity can bo restored by their being
soaked for a fow minutes in ammonia and
water—two parts «f water tooao of am.
monia. Beforo placing tho rubber upon
it, it should bo seen that thoe ahoulder of
tho jar iz perfecily clean and freo from
small pasticles of fruit, ctc.  Tho captor
stopper should then bo applied, and  he
acrow Ting fitted, but not too tight. 3
o tho cooking: About tho most expedi-
ticus way is tn placo & wash boiler ujpon
tho slove, with a ittlo water in tho Is o
tom to provent its burning. Clean shin-
gles should then bo placed upon theladge
wihin, and 23 many jars zet upen them
23 tho beiler will convenientdy held.
Slightly warmed water should then bo
ured slowly in, tillit cames within an
inch of the canar siopet, and the water
watched till it exmos to thobedling peint,
and tho fruit cocked accenling to the

quickly to a boil, and kept at the samo
temperature till tho fruit is cuvked.
Wheu tho jars aro nearly culd, tho scrow
ring should bo turned as tightly as possi-
ble with thoe hand, and the jars stored in
a dry, cool place whoro thoy will not bo
oxpused to a strong light.  As therolsno
placo on earth whero tho processes of do-
cay may not entoer, tho jarsof fruit should
bo inspected occasionully, with as little
disturbanco as possible, and any showing
the slightest taint or cloudiness used im.
muodiately to prevent loss.

Whero the famuly s small, pintjars are
tho best to uso, as fruit fromn a jar re-
opened 13 apt to tasto msipd, if not
worse.  In proparing small fruits, such
a3 cherries, borries, or currauts, caro
should bo tuken nut to mash them in
steamiug, otc., as it gives a razged ap-
p-caranco to tho fruit and spoils tho clear-
ness of tho syrup. And for tho samerea-
son fruit should not bo cooked auy longer
than is absolutely necessary.  In prepar-
g pme-apple, which :sdelicious canned,
it should Lo cus to suggest a mouthful,
and peaches should be quartored.

Although theso ditoctions ontail a great
deal of work, and oxact forethought from
the housekeeper, all things that tond to
})rovcnt awkwardness 1n tho scrving of

ood and to creato pleasurablo cmotions
(aids to digestion) throw a glamour of re-
finvment ovor tho process of proparation,
whoso delicato radianco is reflocted upon
the weary face of the tired hosteas as sho
takes her place at tho head of tho table.

TRUTH.

Amboergrls.

Tor a serios of ycars thero raged a hnt
controvorsy as to what this valuable sub-
atanco really was, tho most oxtraordin
opinions being offored rogardi~y ite ori-
gin, composition, and usos. Ouno atate-
mont, dated 8o far back as 17062, says that
amborgris jesues from a troo, which
manages to shoot its roota into tho water,
secking tho warmth thoerefrom in order to
doposit therein the fet gum of which it
is tho source. *‘When that fat gum Is
shot into tho soa, itlis so tough that it s
not casily broken from tho root unless by
tho strength of its own weight. If you
plant such trees whero tho strcam sota to
tho shoro, thon tho stroam will cast it
up to groat advauntage.” Anothor author-
ity, Dr. Thomas Brown, in a work pnb-
lished in 1686, shows that an idea then
entortained was that amborgris was only
found in such whales as had como upon
tho substanco floating in tho sca and
swallowed it. In courso of time it was
found that this precious commodity
was generated in tho whalo itsolf. An
Amoerican doctor residing In Boston made
it public in 1724 that somo Nantuckot
whalemen, in cutting up a spormaceti
whale, had found about 20 pounds of
the valuable substance, which, they sald,
was containod in & cyst or bag without
cither outlet or inlet. As a matter of
fact, ambergris, which is an important
drug, is a morbid secretio nin tho intes-
tines of tho sporm whale. Capt. Coffin,
in a atatomont ho mado at tho bar of the
Houso of Commons, said that ho had
lately brought home 362 ounces of that
costly substanco, which ho had found in a
sperm whalo captured off tko coast of
Now Guinea. At tho timo of Coffin's cz-
amination ambergris was of the valuo of
25 shillings rn ounco. Tho Pacific whalers
scarck keenly for this commodity, and
large finds of it sometimes bring thom a
rich reward.—Chambers Jouraal.

Has Ycous a Moont

1t is not impossiblo that & new planct
has been discovered, a vory small mem-
ber of the solar system, revolving outside
of its orbit of Venus and ncar her do-
main. 3. Houzeau, tho dircctor of tho
now obscrvatory at Brussols, an astrono-
mer and writer of ronown, has an ingen-
ious thoory which will bo catltled to caro-
ful consideration as coming from tho pon
of a distinguished man of scienco.

Thero was formoerly a general belief
thal our fairneighbors was,ﬁiko tho oarth,
accompanied by a satellito, and ono of the
finat objects looked for after tho invention
of tho ¢elescopo was tho moon of Venus.
Scven times at lcast sinco that important
ovent a small object has been seen near
Venus, presenting o simular phaso and
bearing ovideneo of beoing a satellito of
tho bright planot. Tho first obaervation
was mado in 1740, and tho last in 17G4.
During tho 120 years that havo passed
since, though diligent scarch has been
unremitting, no vestige of tho mythical
moon has been found.

M. Houzeau has rovived tho themo
by tho preseatation of a curions and
somowhat startling thoory upon tho
following basis: A planct e
volves around the sun  outsido
of Venus and near to her. It is very small
in dimensions, and is possibly an cacaped
stellite.
