THE PROPOSED CLEARING HOUSE.
The scheme for the establishment of a

Bank Clearing lIouse in this city lias at
last aisumed tanigible form, and, unless
some ixforeseen obstacle should arise, we
shall see it in operation before the close of
the present year. Our readers know how
long and persistently We have advocated
this inuch needed reform, both in the
interosts of the banks themselves, by rid-
ding them of the present cumubrous and
unsatisfactory niethod of making settle-
màents, and in the interests of the ci m-
mercia world to whom the weekly cleai-

ing house re turne would form a guide to
the actual position of trade whose value
could not be over-estimated. Now that
at last. the establishment of a cleaTing
bouse is au accomplished fact, we can con-
gratulate those gentlemen to whose efforts
i tg successful promotion is due, and take
the opportauity to urge upon our sister
cities the formation of similar institutions
in their midst. With clearing bouses in
Mtontreal, Toronto, Hamilton, London,
Qiuebec, Halifax, St. John, Winnipeg and
Charlottetown, ve could obtain returns
that would indicate the exact position of
trade throughout the Dominion, and thus
would form .a commercial meter whose
warnings might-prove of inestimable value
to the mercantile community.

Tha preliminary constitution provides
that each bank shall deliver (at au hour
to be fixed hereafter) all its parcels,sealed,
and with the amount contained clearly
endorsed on the cover, at the clearing
house instead of as. at present carrying
tbem round to each individual bank. It
also provides that a statement of its posi-
tion shail be given to each bank, and that
ail balances shall be paid in legal tenders
of the highest possible denomination be-
fore 12.30 of the same day. The advant-
ages of this system are perfectly obvious.
Instead of making a dozen trips to as
many different bansk, at the risk of ]oss
or iobbery while on the streets, only one
visit will be made ; and instead of being
compelled to call around to collect bal-
ances, (possibly .more than once) each
bank will receive %what is due.to it at a
fixed hour, and without fail-since the
clearing house manager will be vested
with power to declare any bank a defaul-
ter that does not pay its balances within
the prescribed time. Of course some
changes. in detail will undoubtedly be
made before tle scheme la in working
order,; but, tlese are the sallent pointe,
and it is hargd ly likely thagt they swill,
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suffer miihi modifieation. The cost t
this radical change will be rabsolutely
trifling, and will he limited to some un-
avoidable expenditure for stationery.
The Merchants Bank have offered office
room freefor the clearing house aud, until
it be found necessary to appoint a manager,
the Bank of Montreal bas volunteered to
perform the work of clearing.

Seldom las so great a reform been in-
itiatnd so speedily or so quietly. Although
the flial nmeeting his inot yet been held
to flhe details, it is certain that Christmas
week will witnesà it in operation in this
city, and, with the establishrnnt of clear-
ing housés làr Montrealî ånl Halifax,itwill
not bd long before we witnèse their organ-
izationi ii the other citis of the Dominion.
Froin thé returne thus obtainable it will
be possible ta obtain an accufate idea of
the position of trade at each of these
centres, and thus not only ta indicate the
existirg cdioditioin of trade ail over the
Dominion but alsó to forecast its im medi-
ate future to à certain extent and within
reasonàble limita. The value öf suh in-
formation to thé public woùld'then be very
great, and such as is obtainable from no
other source. Therefore we would once
more urge upon our siste- cities the desira-
bility of followlnig the example now set
them, in order that the returne thus male
available may cover as widz a busiciess
area as Possible and that, conëèquently,
tic estiniate ofthle whole situation öf tràde
be rendered more compreliensive, and
hence more ialuablé ta bùsiness. men.

CHRISTMAS GIFTS.
The Christmas hôlidays will now soon

be upon us; a seasion when (theoretically)
the entire world of Christentom abandons
itselfto mirth and jolÍity. At thisseason,
according to the illustratedperiodicals, the
hard-workiig father of a family no longer
worries ovér thé coai bill aiùd the rent;
his children o longé wear ont tieir boots
and clotheà ; and ho himsef can antici-
pate"the fldôd of bille which will certainly
pour in upon him with the first of the new
year with temporary resignation, if not
with absolite cheerfulness.

tUnfortunatély, if Christmas brings with
it oblivion of the ordinary ivorries and
cares of life, it bas sóme disagreeable feat-
ures peculiarly its o'ii; ånd one, of these
ls the heavy drain upon the resources of
the smaller tradesmien wham custoin de-
mande shall make a present at this season
to each oe of their cisetomerà, no matter
how undesirable thé particular account
may be. The practice of giving gifts at
Christmas, ühich, DO doubt, originated in
spontaneons presents in honor of the day,
has now degenerated into an axbitrary tax
to which the trade muet perforce submit.
The present from the grocer le regularly
looIgd forw4rd toi to provide a portion of

the Christins cheer, and, if the pëepèùt,
when receivëd dbes nôt meët the ôkpecta-
tions of the custdmer, that änfotunàte
tradegman la pretty certain to have his
lack of liberality freely commentëd o.,

JuBt why one or two particular branchès
of trade should be selécted for taxatidn
while others escape, it ls pérhape difilcult
to understand. We'do not expect the coal
dealer to furnish us wiltli a ton of coal for
nothing, or thegas company to present us
with a quarter's gas; but thé mniôrent *é
reach those tradesmen who minister to
the needs of the inner mai the unwrittëñ
code of Chrisimas taxation comes at once
into force, and l enfurced with an ironi
hand. Possibly this pectiliar liability of
certain-trades le due to otIr greater famili.
arity with thërn; to th fact that they
mke daily visits to ouIr homces and that
thus insensibly they have come to be re-
garded as more intimately connected witl
us and therefore, presumably, to take a
cldser interest in our welfare at this season.
This sentiment, hko a hard-headed nation,
we have turned to practical account by
iuisting on their displaying it in a tangible
manner; regardlese of the fact that the
neLessity of making presents out of the
most profitable articles in hie stock to a
large circle of expectant customers, renders
the Christmas of the poorer tradèsmaï
iùfinitely les$ " merry " than it otherwiie
would have been.

Tie tax upon some classes of trade fAlls
With unusual weight. Iñ the case of ilid
grocer it usually takes the form of wine¿
or spirits; the very class of goods upoñ
which the largest profit x'ccrios. Even
should it be in other groceries it je certain
to be of the more expensive Unes; aince
any gift of the cheaper order would be
certainly unfavorably commented cn. As
a consequ'ence, a certain percentgé of lose
mulet be calculated on at the very season
of the year when the groCér should be
preparing to meet the bills which wýill fàll
due a week later, and thus Christmas
becomes a season of exponse and exaction
ver' different from the season of go;od
will and happiness so strenuously inaisied
upon in the story books. We muet re-
meinber that âlthough these gifts are but
of àlight comparative value siigly, they
aggregate lmto a larger éun. than thé
sevéral recipients can realize, and ti t
thus they forin a 'in upon the réàoûrces
of the retailer at tl Jery tie when he find
it rihost difficult to make both ends meet.
At the same time they are but of slight
importance to the cistomer. Daie «-e
then siggest that the castomer, considering
that he benefits so little individually in
comparrson to the lose 'inflicted ou the
rettdiler, should offer to forego his ustial
gift? We are aware that this *old Iin-
volte an aet of self denial; but wo ie è
reniember that Chiist&iû là n åea!oói¢o
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whici an act of self-abnegation is pecu-
liarly approprinte. The relief to the
poorer tradesmen would be an immense
ona, and might bu. the neans of enabling
then to face the New Year with heavier
pockets and with ligiter hearts. 0f course
we Io not expect that such a great, moral
reforn as this can be inaugurated in a
momtent; but if once the tihin edge of the
wedge can bu intioduced, we can fairly
truSt Lo Lthe publi'c'8 innatte 8ense of justice
to drive IL home. 'The culom is a pure
aLnachronisr in these days of tierce coin-
petition, and if once the community recog-
nise its injustice nnd falliacy they will soon
cease to observe iL. Lut us then declare
war upon the Ciristmas gift, and thus
iako that greaL holiday what iL really

should be-a season for the display of the
highest christian virtues, instead of simply
at excuse for potty muendicancy and tie
gratification of unblushing greed under
tie cloak of Christnas greotings.

CO-I1NSURnANCK.

The heavy tire lusses wlich have taken
place lin this city during.the past twelve
monthe have brought the question of the
moral haizard before the insurInce coin-
planies witht unpleasant force. If the
accepted estitate bu correct that, from 25
to 40 per cent of tho fires occurring annu-
ally upon this continent tre dite 10 wilfuil
lestluction of property in order to make

a profit by selling out to thé underwriters,
il ia evident that WC have nlow existing in
Our midst an evil itat demands ai renedy,
an(d tLie 01y question that remains is In
Vhat doe that remedy consist. It ia
plain ithat the only tinte whien such de-
tstruction is profitable la when the stock
lestroyed ia iinsuried to ils full value,'or 80

elose lo it that the iniovitable depreciation
that ensues aifter il ias been kept. for somte
t.im-ot the shielves renders it at induce-
nient. to sectire tlie insurance. Cotise-
queitly Lte only logical deduction we
eau draîw is that the nost practical pro-
ventive of tlie moral aizard lies in only
insuring such ai proportion of lthe valie of
the stock thait lthe policy' holer vould be
a distinct loser by iLs destruction.

Unifortnately this course is not aIway
possible. In nutmyt3, catses iLl is alinost itm-
possible to tell whatt lithe value of a cortain
stock Vill bu lit a few mltonthits time and,
consequently, to wiant Imîtuit il would be
Raf to 0itsure il. Owitg to titis unavoid-
able uncertainty the comtipinies are coin-
pelled te rely largely oi the character and
representattiontS Of' the iatendintg inisurer,
antd thus tire alwtyS to a ce tain extent in
his power. The insurer naturaily argues
that lie ias ais much rigit to full as to
partial protection, and thus, fron the
ttart, bonds bis energiOs to secnring as

mucli insurance as bu thinks will place
him above the reach of ls. Thereby he
insensibly increases the danger of. the
moral hazard ; since, should any deprecia-
tion in his stock or premises occu, any
fire which involved the payment of the
insurance would bu a source of actual
profit to himself instead of being nerely
the indemnity for actual loss for which it
was originaIll intended.

Frqn this point of view then it would
seem as if the true remedy for the recent
growth of the moral hazard lay in Co
insurance; that la, in compelling the
policy holder to aissune a portion of the
riak himself, and thus puttingit out of his
power ta reap any advantage fron the
destruction of his gooda. No.doubt this
denial of the power to covea his goode
completely against loss is ait instance
where the honest insurer is compelled to
suffer for the Bine of the dishonest; but
throutghout civilized society we find a
similar condition of a'ffairs prevailing
'J'te honest man muet pay for the cost of
the penal institutions, it which the dis-
honiest are iacarcerated, and for the sup
port of the oflicets and judges who arres
and punish thei. This la a tax upon the
honest for the sake of the dislonest which
civilization bas tauglt us is inevitable,
and in a sinilar manner the average iii-
surer must pay, by asetaning a portion of
his risk limself, for the growth in the
moral hazard that has resulted front the
abuse of the privileges of insurance by his
dishonest confreres. The broad principle
of tlte greatest good to the groatest nium-
ber, whici underlies the laws of modern
civilization, applies with equal force to
insurance, and. Lterefore, it seens eviden
that the prittciple of co-insurance must
eventually bu adopted by the companies
in spite of the fact that it taxes the into-
cent ta make p for the losses of the
guilt.y. The apparent injustice thus indi-
cated will be more than compensated for
i other ways. • As society is recouped for

its outlay in YOprepssing criminals by i-
creased security to lire and property, so
will boti the ionest insurer and the
companies bonefit in the long run by Ie
adoption of the principle of co-insirtrace.
Tite reduction of lie percentage of losses
to preinimnts it would bring about would
bu ai source of profit to Ie insurance
coiptnies while the reduction in premu-
jum rates that would surely follow any
diminution in lie volume of the fire los
would bo of equal advantagu Le the public
We have on.former occasions treated tiiis
subject at exhaustive length,. but the
renewed attention to given it recèntly in
Chicago, would sen to call for te Se
rentarks above.

THE FRUIT TRADE.
The increased population and: trade. of

this city during recent years bave caused
a muci. larger business to bu done in
frlu4 both foreign and domeatic. Three
or four steamers py direct to Lhis port
every fall with raisins, currants and other
foreign goods front the Mediterranean, and
we have a large trade in oranges. lemons,
peaches, grapes, etc., from California,
Florida, Jamaica, Spain, and other distant
places. This year an attempt was made
te do a direct trade witlh Delaware in
peaches instead of buying supplies at New
York or Boston the largest fruit die.
tributing centres, but the venture was not
a success net being generally supported.

IL is now becoming a serions qnestion
why Montreal with its largely growing
trade shtould not take a mnuch more promi-
nent position so fair as fruité of ali kinds
are concerned. With perishable goode
quick tratasit facilities are indispensable,
but there is no reason for complaint on
this score so that thiscityoughttobeone
of the chief centres for the trade on this
continent. Large quantities of stuff are
daily consigned to New York and Boston
and auction sales are held where prices
are constantly being regulated. Instead
of our dealers going regularly to the States
tu buy for this market, Florida and Cali-
fornia oranges, grapes. etc., ought to reach
this. market direct, for sale throughout
Canada, and no Canadian dealer need go
beyond Montreal for any tropical or non-
tropical fruit known. To achieve this
object there will bave to beu United and
determined effort and the expenditure
of capital, but there is io reason why
there should not be tiltimate and great
saccess. New York and Boston have
built up an immense fruit trade whiclh is
bighly profitable both te the carrying
companies and the dealers, and the sanme
-system of auctioit sales and systematic
management ia it vognue at London, Liver-
pool and Glasgow.

It ias been remarked that this city
should not only be a centre for foreign
fruits intended for consumption on this
aide but that our iomestie fruits chiefly
apples, ehould here met the European
buyer instead of being picked up in ait
irregilar sort uf way and sent forward to
the Englisi saile rooms. Just how thie
change is to bu efl'ucted is net readily
to be seen but we notice that our increas-
ing exports have attracted more frequant
visits titis year froin foreign representatives
seeking consiguménts. The favorable
season for fruit has caused unprecedented
exporte of aliples from this continent

i Last week to date they were 986,924 banÏeli,
against 415,711 last year. This winter the
record has reached a million b arrels
lUnfortunately these higi exports do not
represent immense proits. -' ià-rge
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quantity of fall fruit sent early in the
season reached England in poor condition
and thousàhde of barrais of splendid win-
ter apples, shipped late, were frosted. A
great proportion of the shipments sold at
low average prices owing to the immense
supplies from this side. How the British
Isles have absorbed so many apples
seems a miracle, but the home supply w as
unusually light and poor lu qnalty. Mont-
real shipped this year the enormous total
of 291,692 barrels. while Halifax lias
shipped about 75,000 barrais and Portland
about 20 000.barrels. The balance of the
continental exports consisted of Ameri-
eau fruit.

One or two observations gleaned from
this year's experience may not ha amies.
l the first place too many early soft
varieties were shipped which have no
keeping qualities and so had to be slaugh-
tered at low prices immediately onlanding
in England. Some years ago money was
made on early grown apples almost ex-
clusively and the sooner they reached the
the market the botter. Now things are
different and orchards of early fruit ought
to be replaced to a great extent by good
sound winter varieties! There have been
less complainte about disbonest packing,
thanks, no doubt, to the warning of the
commercial press. The shipments were
BO heavy this year that many valuable
consignments were sent forward in open
cars and got frosted. This, of course, only
occurred to lots intended for the last
steamers but it should be a warning for
the 'future. We are of opinion that the
phenomenal exporte of this year are mostly
due to the.opening of feeders 1to the Cana-
dian Pacifie in Ontario and also to improved
Grand Trunk connections, though the sea.
son was certainly favorable for the growth
of pples Owing to improved facilities
for transport many sections will in future
ship fruit which in past years allowed
vast quantities t rot on the ground.
There is an unlimited demand for apples
in Great Britain, as the experience of this
year proves, and Canadian fruit, like Cana-
dian cheese have won a reputation 'vhich
promises to last. It le therefore ail the
more important that the few hinta and
suggestions contained in this article
should be taken to heart by growers and
dealers.

CREDIT SALES.

It lis evident that the advantages of a
purely cash business are not so great in
someof the branches of the dry-goods and
other kindredtrades as social ecònomist?
woui have us believe, or we should. not
find large stores where the payment of
cash je steadily discouraged and where all
the efforts of the establishment are con-
centrated ou pleasing and extending the
number of theiri credit eustomere. In

these stores no risks are taken or favors
granied to cash customers, For credit
customers almost anything they ask is
.done. In fact so far is competition . for
this class of cnstom carried, that sonie
bouses do not hesitate ta write to any
address, where they are sure of their
custoner' solvency, and offer to put them
upon their credit list.

The advantages gained by securing this
class of custon are perfectly obvions. The
fact that they are -not expected to pay for
their'purchases until some distant date
encourages their customers not only to
buy ail that they need, but in many cases
a good deal that they otherwise would do
without. When the question of purchas-
ing some little luxury means only the
addition of a dollar or so to the total of
the account, the customer rarely .hesltates
about taking it. The bill will not come
in for six months, perhaps not for a year..
and then it means only a payment (n
.account, and not the forcibleswiping out
of every dollar of indebtedness. Under
these circumetances the customer usually
takes it at once and lias it charged to the
ever convenient account, and thus the
purchases go on until by and bye the
taite for these luxuries becomes fixed.
What was at first a mere gratification
of a passing fancy soon becomes looked
upon as an actual necessity, and thus the
volume of purchases le permanently en-
larged. Not only this; but the customer,
knowing that he need not pay cash, gets
in the habit of going to that store where
lie rune his bills only, and passes by all
others on hie road thither. Thus, in
time, the obliging storekeeper secures bis
exclusive custom, and can reckon upon the
amount lie will yearly psy into hie coffers
with almost the certainty of an annuity.

To offset thse advantages we muet
remember that to prosecute this sort of
business succesfuilly le only possible to
large and well known stores. It calls for
a very large capital or credit in order to
carry the volume of unpaid accounts and
balances; as well as for the utmost tact in
discriminating among customers. Bad
debte, naturally, are frequently made,
(although by no menus so frequently as
many people imagine), aud il is necessary
to incur a certain amount of loss in en-
deavoring to propitiate cuatomer. Goode
must be sent on approbation and cheer-
fully received back, no matter if injured,
so long as they are not permanently dis-
figured. Ladies bave been known to
bave dresses sent home on approbation in
order ta wear them on special occasions
and to order bric-a-brac, pictures and
portieres, ostensibly to get their husband's
consent before purchasing, but in reality
only 'ta deck out their houses for some
ball or reception. Ail this thestorekeeper
knows and quietly winks at; since ho

prefers hie customers ta come to him for
these favors rather than to go elsewhere.
So far is this complacency carried that
even if the goods be seriously damaged
it l more than likely (if the account be a
good one) that no charge woald be made,
lest the customer should transfer her
trade to another store; while if the dam-
age is only slight it l simply charged to
wear and tear.

All this goes to show the impossibility
of laying down any cast iron rule for the
guidance of commercial men. A practice
which ensures succees to a powerful and
wealthy house would mean inevitable
disaster to their poorer competitors. Each
firm requires to be guided by its own sur-
roundinge and to adapt its methods of
doing business to the class of trade it
desires to cater for. It le the measure of
ability to thus conform with the require-
mente of different.localities and descrip-
tions of trade that marks the successful
business man, since in -this country we
cannot lay down any rigid rule for our
guidance in these matters, but muit per-
force at times consult expediency ratber
than the true.lawe of commerce. The
successful man simply mak 1) best of
the materiale lie has at han lie finds
out the neede and tastes of his customers
and endeavore to meet them sa far as il
compatible with hie own prosperity. The
education of his constituents in the higher
laws of commerce lie wisely leaves to the
social economists and the daily press, who
fulfil that task by laying down a set of
beautifully clear and concise rides for their
guidance whose only weak point is their
utter inadaptability to the present con-
dition of commerce in this country.

FASHIONABLE FURS.

The blizzard which we experienced in
the early part of the week, although it put
a stop to shopping during ite continusnce,
has bad the effect of stimulating the fur
trade. Montreal bas now put on ber
wintermantle of snow, and with the pros-
pect of good roade and settied weather the
holiday trade lias picked up weil and the
movement in, furs and fur-llhed or trim-
med wraps shows signe of the long-looked
for improvement.

[n furs, séalskin, of course, retains ite
position at the head of the list. Le high
cost effectually prevents it over becoming
common and the possession of a sealskin
le, therefore, generally- looked upon as an
indication that the wearer enjoys a fair
share of this world's good thinge. Fashion
demande that long .wraps of Lealskin this
year shall reach nearly to thé hem of the
drees, and that the front shall be double
breasted; but this renders the wrap
exceedingly costly, and, as i i sealskin it

Ji more thàn, usually necessary to cut the
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coat accurding to the cloth, we tind
usually that tho length of the wrap is
exactly proportionate tu the depth of the
inwnding wearer's purse. A lues expent-
nive wrap je the smnall sealskin jacket,
closely litting in the back, with either
close or loosely litting fronts;tbe latter being
the faslunable shape tLis winter. A
novelLy for these jackets consists of a tiny
niodul of a seal's head. One le placed
whero the jacket ls fastened across the
neck, one on each flap of the pockets, and
une goes to urniment the muif. Tiley are
prutty little heads, and have a really gond
ellct. Very littlu trimninxg le used in
thee garuents, and, if any, bands of
sea.ottur or Rludson Bay sable are pre-
forred.

Fur-lhned circularis are not so much
worn this wiuter as liual. The mont
fashionable are those made in maroon or
dark cardinal cloth and .ined with gray
squirrel fur. Thesu wraps usually lit in ai
the back and aie enbroidered with black
Russia braid. bilk sicilienne, cablmeres,
and cluth are also used on thene garments,
aud either mnink or aquirrel ja preferred
for the liining. Victorines of fur, princi-

pally of plut ked otter, are also inueli callud
for andi are uîsually trimmed w ith pon-
potn of the saute fur; but the round boa8

o miuch worn ast season secon to bu
neglected tiis year and a preference has
been exhibitet for those which lit round
the neck lko a high collar and have long
flat ends langing down the front. The
ruling furd show no change from hast year,
the only nîovolty shown belng fine raccoon
dyed by a procees that rentiers it an ex-
tremoly liglit and glossy fur. It ie claimed
that this is tho most durable long black
fur yet introduced, and that it vili prove
a serious rival 10 bear and Alaska sabe;
but whether these bright anticipations
will be fuililled reiaine yet to be seen
Tho trade reinenber manîy of these now
furs, introduced with a llourish of trum-
pets, which imîmediatoly afterwarda sank
into oblivion.

In mon's fur cape the ultra fashionables
this yoar will patronize a dog-stealer
shapo made in natural seal. As it lE both
ugly and lînbecoming, bosides having a
comnion look, owing to the fact that it ie
the fur usei by somte of the militia regi-
mente in this city for their winter caps, it
is hardly likely to takeouteide of acertain"
set. For the botter chies wear mink-tail
wedges are a pretty novelty,butwe still find
that unplucked otter le the lur usually
chosen for wedges, and that for collars
and cutis on fashionable overconts it ýis
alost universal. Persiau lamb le very
little called for as it i now looked upon as
the official fur. Since the pollee sergeants
and Lire brigade ofliciils shave worn it as
part of their uniforme, it has been steadily
neglected by the general public, excep,

when the entire coat is made of it. For
fur-lined coats mink ie almost exclusively
chosen ; but for other purposs thtis fur le
neglected, and now-that beaverhasbecone
too expensive in proportion to its real
value for ordinary wear, the use of natural
otter ie every day growing larger.

AR. WIMANS CIRCULAR.

The circular issued by Mr. Erastus Wîman
on behalf of the G. N. W. Telegraph Com-
pany asnnouneing the intention of that com-
pany to reduce the amount of the dividetd
it now pays to the shareholders of the Mont-
real Telegraph Company from 8 to 6 per cent.
fas naturally met with disappruval. Althougb
this step has long been anticipatetd in comn-
mercial circles, since it was simply owing
to this conbtant feeling of insecurity as to the
continuation of the 8 per cent. dividend thît
the stock never iucceded of late in reachhig
par vaine, it is noue the lues to be regretted.
No doubtIf the figures given by Air. Dwiglit
are correct, viz,:-that the revenue of the
leased lines only reached $186,360, wvhile the
expenditure, even when cut down to ttie
lowest point, could not bu brought under $242,-
00-it becarne inevitable tlatsome reduction

in the rent should be made, unlees the G. N.
W. Ou. wure prepared to face an annual deficit
of $56,000; but coming at the time it doues, it
le especially unwelcome. It le, of course, the
competition of the Canadian Pacific Raiiway
that has largely tended to bring this about;
but, at the saime time, no matter what the
cause may be, the fact remaine that at pre-
Sent a dividend of eigit per cent is not being
earnetd, and that there is very little likelihood
that it ever will be again. Under these cir-
cumstances, however oupalatable ILt may b
to Caniadiui stockholders, there seems to be
no possibility of avoiding the reduction un-
less au open rupture and the resumption of
the line themlsulves be decided upon.

Thue president, Mr. Andrew Allan made a
bold stand oni behalf of the. company ho re-
presents, aînd at once wroto to Mr. Wiman to the
etfect ilat the contents of the circular having
been found to b misleading and incorrect,
the directors were constrainedto withhold their
consent and countenance to the distribution
of matter evidently intended ta create un
easiness in the minde of iiesharholderse, any
reson for which the board believe does not
exist ; but, it le evident that they are in no
condition to fight, and that the G. N. W.
Company with the existence of ihe Dominion
Co. could easily force them to accept th eir
terms or drive iheim fron the field. Where
tlhey once lad two thousand offices under
thieir control the iontreal vill now have only
four, in Montreal, Queubec, Toronto and Otý
tawa. Ail the others, and ail their employ-
ees, are tnder the control o! the G.N. W.
company or of the Dominion Company, which
AIr. Wiman will use ta fight th Montreal
Company with. The Dominion compi4ny has

exclusive contracts witlh the Western Union
for American, and with the allied cable con-
panies, for European connections. The Mont-
treal company has ouly the Canadian bus.
ness left to fight for in competition with the
Canadian Pacifie and the Great North Wett-
ern, and it would take, Mr Wiman telle it,
months to Etraighten out its affaire and put it
in a position te do a general business. Under
these circumstances theres l ittile doubt of
the result of so one-eided condict as this, and,
therefore, Montreat Telegraph stock le now
selling at 88 in anticipation of only a. 6 per
cent. dividend being received in the future.

THE i HERALDI" CASE.

The judgment given by Mr. Justice John-
son in the Important case of the Eerald vs the
Northern Insurance Company, bas naturally
provoked much comment inlu insurance ciroles.
The facts were as follows. The Herald cen-
pany took ont a policy wereby their pro.

perty was insured in the Nortbern against
los or damage by fire occuring letween the
26th August, 1885, and the sanie date in 1886,
both days Inclusive, to the extent of $3,000.
This policy was renewed, on the sane terms,
for another year, elthough the company after-
wards sont a notice to the Herald, some days
before the lire occurred, to the effect that the
policy vould expire at noon on the day men-
tioned. On the very day of the fire, but many
hoeurs bufore it broke out, another company
(the Scottish Union and National Co.) gave
an insurance receipt te the plainilffs for a like
um of$3,000, ta taike effect from the expir-

ation of the risk with the Northern. Ead no
fire taken place the transfer of the risk would
bave been made from the one company to the
other without comment; but curiouslv enough,
on the 26th of August, 1887, betweon 7 p. m.
and midnight, the property insured was des-
troyed by fire, and the Eerald company
claimed at once on all its insurers for the
amount of its indemnity against loss. The
aine other insurance offices lnterested paid;
but the Northernrofused on'the ground that
their policy lad expired. at noon; and also
afterwards contended that the amount paid by
the,,other companles more than covered the
loss. In addition to this the provision o the
policy, that no further insurance shouli bu
allowed without notice, had been violated in
the case of the Scottish Union. On both
points the judge decided against the company
and in favor of the Herad. 31r. Jubtice
Johnaston held that the agent's admission
that the forme of the Northern company's
policies had bean changed so as to tormilate
the- risk at noon since the difficuilty arose
in the present case, was a practicat admission
that there was no binding custom, and that
the stipulation shonld be made li order to
bind the parties. The notice which the
agent sent some days betore the lire, -that
the policy woald end aî neon of thé 26th,
ont>' intimated the will of one 0f tiè'panres
to the contract, :an coäonrsé co'tïld not
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alter It without the assent of the other.

If st could, he might just as Wei have Said 'it-

would terminate at any other bour, or any
other day. lie alto beld that it was expressIY
agreed that the risk ln the Scottish, was onl"y
te take cfect from the expiration of the insur-

ance with the Northern company, and that

midnight of the 20th; therefore it became

matter of precise understandinig thit th Scot-
tish Union risk wouild only commence when
the Northern's ri6k ended. Under these cir-
cumtances lie declded that the policy in the
Northern held good. With regard to the

value of the property destroyed the learned

judge declded also in favor of the IIerald: o1
the ground that the boter coupanits accepted
and paid on the same schedule as that disd-

puted by the Noithern and that this, though
not absolutely conclusive, gave at ai events
th'e opinion of ail the other companies, nine

in utnber, that were on the ri[k, and ought
to be a tolerably safe -guide. He therefore

gavejudgment for plaïntiffs, for $3,000, iiiterest

and costs.
NZaturally enough the Northern are not

satised with thi judgment. Theyclaimithat
as a matter of fact, notice was given the as-
sured of the time of expiry, and acted on in so

far as the insurance was placed with the Scot-
tish Union, whose policy took effect from 12
o'clock noon.

Previoush to the formation of the Combination,
good brands sold at 24s por tot, but t.he price
soonI wenlt up to 29s, and, it i said, a furtier
advance of 5s per toin twill seon ha ordered.
Ameisrican sait ci, of course, bu readily ob-
taiied, but tlie farinera in the States say that
for many uiirpsoses tue quality is nstdesirable,
particulariy for buitter-umking. For some
unexplainedi reason, a considerabie mPortion of
Americani sait is damp nud moist4 whercas
dhe foreign prodnet I thoroughly kilin-driedi,
and, though niaking a sei voyage, comes te
hand in a dry ani desirable condition. Pro-
iucers heru have yet considerable to tearn ln
the nanmufatcire of thill indispensable article,
and if they expect te control the market upon
this side of ihe Atlantic they have got to

produce an article fully as good as the foreigi
and ait sa price equally as low.

A olruiario ios of managers of loani coin-
pauies, have Ihaid ai interview withi lon. Mr.
losier, Minister of Finance, with reference te
the caies of secumrities now accepted by the
finance departmnent lis deposit requireI by the
Government. The deputation wiched the
milnister te accept certain securities, which
ire not ait preent taen by the departmeint,
and althoughi the miumater promised the mat-
wer sbould receive attention wu trust his
reply may ba ea ine negative. There le no
reason why any of the aiready sufficiently
liberai regulatime under which these compa-
nies work should bu in any way ralaxed. They
have iow secured such a grilp upon te agri-
cultural community as te bu a veritable pwcer
la the lantd and therfore anmy encroachmnuuts
on rhir part should be jeialously watchled and
sany change in tie laws affecting them should
bu in tihe direction of furiither restriction rahller
hitan of concaesion.

IT CsUsD Hmu.-A certain prominient Can-
adian msnufacturer, in thiis city, who was dis-
posed to occasionally oblige his friends by solu-
ing then bis goods for their own use at
wholosale prices, was oe day approacied in
the followiug manner by a medical gentleman
who bad been se favored, and who came to

settle his accouint: I Say, Mr. X,, that cole-
brated patent range that 1 bougit fron you
did nlot tIuri out quite as well as i expected.
Can you net manage in view of times facts to
take off a liberai discount from my bill 2"
Mr. X. bland ly replied, 'I hear Doctor, that
several of your patients have recently died,
and others have not turned out as well as
you lad thei to expect. Have you ln view
of these facts takein a liberal discount
off Ilitir bills?" The doctor murmured,
a Conparùon tire adiois," and paid up.
Moifal : 'TIis a poor rulle tliat won't work both
ways.

Tus Audden change te wintry weather, coin.
ing just before (hristmas, has hadl a wonder-
fui effect on the holiday trade. People have
rushed Io buy prements and necessaries, and
tue result lias bean fiat the stores have bue
thronged with customers. In the larger re-
tail dry gonds stores, like Carsley's, it has
liea difficult to tiread one's way between
the crowds of purchasers at the counters, and
even the smallest shopkeepers are bonefit'ing
by the change. Altbough, owing te the un-
seasonable weather, the holiday trade did
not begin this year tilt iata, our citizens are
evidently dutermiied te mako up for lost time'
aud the storekeepers are, now reaping the
benefit of the long expected revival in de-
niand.

Ts chief significance of the new iussian
loan lies in the fact that It was so enthusiastie-
ally taken up lu Paris after both London and
Berlin iad refumsed to touch It. Stibscriptions
were asked for 100,000,000 francs at 86, with
four per cent, interest, and more than three
tines the amount was subscribemd on the
Bourse, the unthusiasm of livestora being
grenier tihan at any time since the national
subscription to cover the German indemnity
wis asked. The plain meaning of ail Ibis is
that the way is thuis openei for a diplomatie
alliance betwemn France and Russla as a
counterpoisea to lhe, triple alliance between
Gernmany, Austria, and Italy. France has not
forgotten 1870, and uvidently trusts to Russia's
sid to regain the lost provinces,

IT hi report(d fron St. Cathatines, Ont,,
liat the Cauadian Pacific Railway have

defluitely decided te bring li main lina of
the Canadian Pasciflo road from Chicago te
Niagara Falls through Hamilton, St. Catha-
rines ind Murritton. The location of the lino
beitween Hamilton and the Niagara river bas
net been finally arrauged, but it le Mr.
Van iorne's intention te carry the track
under hie new canal by means of a tunnel.
The only favor the Canadian Pacifia wants of
Si. Catharines le the right of way through
tlhe city.

AT .the session of the Miller's comnvemntion,
ln Milwaukee, resolutions were adopted, cau.t
ing for a curtalment of the output of the

miile of the country for the month of January
to one-balf the average capacity, naming a
committee of three to regulate the output on
the advice of three-quarters of the mills of
the country, asking railroads te make the ex-
port rate 3 per cent. less than the Internal
rate, and forbidding the consignment of gour
by milla for threc months after January 1,
1889

Tus annual meeting of the Montrent Elevat-
ing Company took place on the 17th. The
report did not show satisfactory condition of
affairs. It stated that the volume of business
of the last year was the Emallest which had
been trausacted by the company for a great
number of years. sud after a very poor year
the break lu the Cornwall canal at the con-
clusion of the season very much aggravated
the depression. The board of directore was
re-elected.

Wc hear of the assignient of two farmera
la the vicinity of Newmarket, Ont., Richard
Harper and T. Plxiton. It la stated that the
assets of the latter are all pretty well mort,
gaged te his brother-in-law who is aise the
assignee. In view of this case local opinion
seemes te bc that it would be well if. some
steps were taken whereby the privilege of
choosing an aseigneo were restrleted. Of late
it has been apparent that this privilege has
been abused ard that it bas been made the
means of unduly fav Jring one creditor at the
expenso of the others.

OUa correspondent at Madawasha, N B,
writes ls follows :-Men rather scarce; wages
fron $14 te $20; Oats 40 cents; Iay'$8 00.
About one-third of grain damaged by the
beavy frost. Potatoes an average. Hay half
damaged but would net have been much
below au average growth. Puas, beans and
corn a failure, but not much raised any year.
On the whole the country ia prosperous, and
we have plenty te live on; beef 4 cents and
plenty at that. The heavy freshet destroyed
several saw mili dams, but owners don't be-
lieve ln the word they caret build again, and
as uani, arc vigorously at work repairing
damages.

Tuc case of the Manufacturers' hife Insur-
ance Company. versus Zingsheim, bas beene
amicably settled at Hamilton, each party pay-
ling their own costs and the action being
withdrawn by mutual consent.

GLAsGoW, SCOTLAND, will build a second
undrground railway 7 miles long, 26 feet
wide and 18 tu 23 fet below the surface, witb
the steepest grade at 60 feet a mile, at a cost
of about $5,600,000 on which a return of 6
per cont. is expected.

THE DUTY ON LOGS.

To the Editor JoonNAL OF COMMRucE--

Bia,-Tbe editorial in your issue of the 30th
ulto., on the subject of the ex ,ort duiy on loge,
la must timuely, well put, and deserves the at-
tention of every well-wiselir tu our Dominion.
Our motto must always bu u Canada for Can-
adians" or else we shall soon degenurate ilto a
mere slaughter ground for Aniericnis without
receiving the leabt equivalent for the natural
weathî of which they are roubing us. No one
can dispute the truith tif the paragraph iW/
which you say :

iThe sole object in..imposiug a duty upon
saw logs ls to eneure their manufacture in this
country. No Canadian wishes to se our
national forests eut down and towed acroas,
the fruntier tu bu manufactured in the United
States. As Canada turninhoe the raw material
it is only fair that the wages paid and captai
expended in its manufacture inito the flinihied
product. shail inure tu the profit of ber own
sons.,

Now, since you have laid bare the .truc
object of eV ing an export duty on timuber
slaughtered out of our forests to bc taken
across the lines to be mauufactured in order
ta evade thi American tariff, would it not bu
wise for our Ministers ta examine ail lte
minor points of thu case, leàt SOme small
point bu overlooked which would prevent the
main isýue having its desired effct?

I can, mention some glaring . faute which
cannot bu denied. Il Vanuburen, MAe., just
across our frontier, there ara extensive shingle
mills, cliaptoanii and rotary saws expressly
built for the purpose of mnîufacturing tub ber
eut in New Briuswick foreras and carried
across the rontier ta be mnuifiiutured simplv
to save the Ameriuan duty of 35 cents on
shingles and $2 per thousand on other lum.
ber. Tbis oie cotUblishuent alone manu-
factures yearly 25 to 30 million shingles bu-
side claptioards for export, besides supplying
their home demaud. Il fent otten our own

people have to cross the lines and purchaîse
lumber ait an exorbitant price and then pay
the Canadian duty on it wlen that very liumber
was cut f. om Canadian trees on wbch not one
dollar of export. duty was ever exacted by this
contry.

You further veryjustly.remark :-' Sine a
duty of $2 did not iutlice to coinpel the Ameri.
cas to investibeir money in Canadian mills,
aun advauce of 50 per cent has been enforced,
simply with the patriotic iritention of giving
the advantage accruing from the manufacture
of the timber to the land that produced it."
Tais is bonest and fair. It seemus diflieult te
undurstand why ane Ainerican concern sBhulld
bu pernitted tu cut in our forests, year ifter
year, sutlicient lumber to make 30 iillions Of
shingles, purfecty free of duty, wuheu hand they
been compelled to pay a duty in any Way

.equivalent to the.American luty agaiist us
they would have hnd to pay into the Canadian
treasury $L0,500 annually as duty on the
elingles alone.

I unay further state that this lumber is
driven over *a mill dam owned by a
Canadian having sufficient power ta drive
n ille thut could eut ail the timuber that ever
grew on ts btanks, and yet year by year our
4urests arc stripped of their wealth of luntber
witbout one lair of the profit of iti nutill-
facture acciuing to the natives of the country
that grew it, Unuless the publie prudes lake up
this caue Our foreste arc duomed, and, there-
fore, I thank you for the plain and patriotic
stand you have taiken ou te subject.
