Large quantities of this wool are now uised in mille for
the manufacture of a line of home-spuns for ladies' dresses,
which for beauty and evenness of texture the best Scotch mills
find it difficult to surpass.

-Mit. JouN Co¶ItsTINE ofthis city, who died at his residence
on Edgehill Avenue on the 24th ult., at the ripe age of 86, was
for many years well known in business, from which, however, lie
liad practically retired during the last 25 years. lis surviving
sons, Messrs. James and Charles Coristine and other relatives
have the s>mpathy of the community in their loss. The funeral
on Monday was attended by a large concourse of prominent
citizens.

in the recent charity bazaar calamity in Paris. The counter-

manding of retes, consequent upon the period of mîourning
society has beau plunged into in the gay capital, lias led to the
discharge of numerous workpoople eiployed la the large dress
establishments during the miost lucrative season of the year.

-A LARoEù proportion of the spiuning inills in Lombardy,
Italy, work night and day. This unceasing toil las built up its
cotton industry, and enabled manufacturera to export largely.
Overproduction latterly lias however entailed the abolition of
night work. According ta the Britisli Consul at Milan the nîtuim-
ber of spindles in Italy is now little short of 1,800,000, and there
are said to be 70,000 power loon, besides al very large number
of hand looms. Calico printing is also becoiing a business of
considerable value.

-11ON. MR. Fl îtLDNG lias withdrawn the resolution giving
bounties to iron and steel, of whici the following is the text :-

Il our own tariff bides are free, and this in face of the
fact that ounr North-West producers cannot compete in the Mont-
real market w'ith hides fron Australia, Sormething follows tariff
controversy, at Washington, even adnitting that many cou-
tributors to the argumiient malke fools of themselves, a preroga-
tive by the way which Amîerican legislators are very jealous of,
probably in cunpliance witl Beecher's dictui, that it is left to
few mon to accomnplish the feat, since God iakes so many lu the
beginning and lis w'ork stands true throughout.

The heavy purchasing has been made
by American speculators, who notwithstanding that American
mils are loaded up with supplies of wool suflicient ta last for a
long time ahead, believn that by holding their purchases they
will eventually inake a lot of money. The wool scare, incident
to this large movement of the Canadian cut into the United
States, is the work of the silver senators from the'West, including
-some who are republicans as well as protectionists, who sup-
:ported Bryan the democratic candidate in the figlit for the presl-
,dency. They have insisted that adequate protection for ail
classes of wool was one of the few features of the tariff bill,
which really afforded any advantage in the West, and that a bill
without such duties would be a discrimination they would not
subnit ta. Wool is froc under the existing law.

(GROWTII OF RUSSIA.
The recent exhibition in Nijni Novgorod slowed that besides

her extensive sulphuric acid industry, Russia is opening up im-
portant manufactures of chromate saits, vitriol, phosphates, lead,
zine, tin, strontium anti copper salts and mineral dyes, and plati.
num is almost a Russian monopoly. li medicinal plant-growing
the progress in Russie is very great. Six castor ail factories, a]l
working from native grown seed, were represented at the exhibi-
tion, and ails of peppermint,wormwood, caraway, fennel, anise
and pine needles were also shown. The output of Russia's ben-
zine has grown from 31,500 gallons in 1882 ta nearly 1,570,000
gallons in 1894. The petroleum industry is the second largest
in the world. One.firm alone owns 188 miles of petroleum pipe
lines. It bas an enornious fleet and ovns 1,157 tank waggons for
the conveyance of its products by rail. The industry of the dry
distillation of wood it Russia is only just beginuing. In North-
ern Russia, away fron the railways, there are still many thou-
sands of square miles under wood, yet up ta the present only one-
half per cent of all the rosin and but a slightly larger proportion
of the turpentine used in Russiia has been of home manufacture.
-New York Herld.

A NEW INCANDESCENT.
A new incandescent material for incandescent lamps whicl

possesses remarkable properties is described in an abstract from
a German technical j ournal published in the Phildlphia ?Reord.
The chief properties of this material, which is in the form of a
powder, are that the temperature ta which it can be raised seems
practically unlimited, as vaporizatlon does net take place at 3,000
degrees ; it forms absolutely no combination with atmospheric
air or even with oxygen, and tlhe liglit given fron it requires
onily one quarter of the energy of that in the usual incandescent
lamp, thus having a light efliciency approaching that of the arc
lamp. The liglt, inoreover, is absolutely white and bas no ex-
cess of violet rays. The lamp is constructed of a plate of marble
with a groove in it, having an enlargement li the centre for the
iaterial, the conductors being carbon. A change of weight
could not be detected after 600 hours or incandescence, during
which vaporization, if there were auy, would have taken place
to an appreciable anount.

A GREAT WATER POWER.
The Rhine torrent ln its upper courses lias power enough ta

run ail the mills ln Europe. It Is ta be tapped ln August to fur-
nisi power for an electric generating plant for the Swiss town of
Basle. The chann.el whicli is ta carry the water ta the turbine
house will be about three-fourths of a mile in length. At first
7,700 cubl feet of water per second will be avallable, represent-
ing about 9,000 horse-power.

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hive bitherto beên lacking. In the recently issued
official report on thé national banks of the States, we
find ample material for contrasting the business con-
ditions as reflected therein, vith those which can be
read in the returns of Canladiau banks.

On the 4tl May, 1893. the total loa4ps and discounts
of the National banks amounted to I61,401,858. At
n1o period since then lias that figure been reached.
Tihis year at sane date the loans and discounts of
those banks were $1,923365.869. viich is $238,035,-
089 less than the total of Ma'y 18'3, that isi ini the
last four years these great banks. laie suffered a dez
cline iii active business of nearly 12 per cent. Tleir
deposits in May, 1899, weÉe $1,749i930,817, and at saine
date this year they were $1,728,083,971, a decline in de-
posits of $921,846,846. Compare these figures with
those of the chartered banks of Canada. On the Ist
May, i89, our banks had loans and discounts amount-
ing to $223,258,003; and in May, 1897, the total was
$229,700,000 being an increase during the four yeirs of
$6,442,000.

Business in Canada undoubtedly has been de-
pressed silice the panic of 1893, but in spite of it our
banks have enlarged their active business by $6,442,000.
T'he deposits in our banks in May, 1893, were $168,758,-
000, and in May, 1897, they had risen to $196,725,000,
an increase of $27,967,000. In the States, then, the
leading banks had less out on loan by $238,000,000, and
less on deposit in May, 1807, by $21,800,000, thiu they
had in May, 1893; wbile in Canada the banks had more
out on loan by $6,400,000. and more on deposit by $28,-
000,000 this year than four years ago.

The decline in the volume of klans and discounts in
the National Banks of the States was not caused by a
sudde1"slump"-produced by panie, but is marked by a
graduai decline year after year. The total of 1894
dropped heavily below that of 1893; 1895 fell below
1894; 1896 below 1895; and 1897 below 1896. The
severity of the disastrous blow struck at the financial
and trading interests of the States in 1893, can be
judged by the business and resources of the banks
which do the bulkz of the country's business-being to-
day at a lower ebb than they were four years ago.
Canada then lias imuch cause for self congratulation in
aving so nuchi more rapidly recovered fron the
troubles of 1893 than lier ieighbour, who, indeed, is
only just beginning to show slight signs of improve-
ment.

THE PILOTAGE QUESTION.
The strike of the pilots is now a tbing of the past,

and it is not likely ever to be repeated.
[n a general way it may be said that ail strikes are

unwise and unprofitable, yet it is easy to imagine that
in extrene cases they may to a certain extent be justi-
fiable. In this strike of the pilots, however, not a sen-
blance of justification for it lias been presented. As a
body they were invested witlh privileges that no other
class of our citizens possesses. They are fortunate in
hîaviiig an honourable and healthy business that does
not press heavily on their time, even during the season
of navigation, and during half the year they live at
home without anything to disturb theni. Many of the

leaders in the late trouble have earned as niuch during
their short season of work as many hard-working pro-
fessional men do in a year, and it is safe to say tha.
putting the earnings of these fifty pilots ail together
the average is more for their short season than the
average ear nings of all other classes of men in the
country-froi the higlest to the lowest-for a full
year's work.

In their folly they have acted like spoilt children.
They thouglt they had a political pull that would, in
addition to their privileges, give them povers that
would enable thei to control and throttle the naviga-
tion of the river in tlieir own interests. In this they
were disappointed ; and in the course of tic discussion
in the 1-louse of Comnions on the Pilots' Act of Incor-

poration Bill the Hon. Minister of Marie-now Sir
Louis Davies, who we may here congratulate on the
honours conferred upon him, by her Most Gracious Ma-

jesty-struck ile kzey-note on the whole matter wlen
he said that i inmight become his duty to recommend
the abolishmienti of the compulsory pilotage paynent.

When the Bill reacied the Senate, with its worst fea-
tures enasculated, enougli remained to cause: it to be
tlirown out.

Forthwith the pilots vaxed wroth, and, as they
thought theiselves indispensable they, without any
notice, refused in a body to act as pilots. They have
found out their iistake. The service is indispensable
for tlien, but they are not indispensable to the service.
During the eight or ten days of the strike the naviga-
tion lias gone on without interruption, but at soine
inconven ience and loss to the trade. This, however, is
well conipeisated for by the deionstration of the fact
that there are plenty of -men on the river that know
the channel as well as the pilots.

The shipping interest lias shown that the resources
at their command have enabled theni successfully to
meet the energency and the Harbour Conmmissioners
have done ni uch towards bringing this totally uncalled
for and rischievous strike to a termination.

Muchi is duce to those nien who voluntarily stepped
forward to fill the temporary gap caused by the refusai
of the pilots to work,.and their services should not be.
lost sight of by the slipping interest and the Ilarbour.

Commissioners. • They are fairly entitled to be given a.
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license to pilot. This would be the first step towards
breaking-up the existing family arrangement, and the
removing of conpuisory payient of pilotage would
coiplete it.

TITLES EXPENSIVE TO CANADA.

The advancement of two Canadian citizens to the

peerage was dotbtlcss iniended as a mark of special fav-
our to ths Dominion, as well as an honour to the two
persons sinîgled out for this distinction. This nay be
said, that, if it is expedient to confer titles of nobility
on Canadians, tIhere could not have been a worthier
selectionl made than those whon we henceforth know
respectively as Lord Mount-Stephen and Lord Glencoe.
But the expediency of this course is open to very grave
question.

Early in the history of Canada it was proposed to in-
troduce a systemi of hereditary tiLles which was strenu-
ously opposed and abandoned as being certain to prove
contrary to the best interests of the colony. On the
23rd Marcli, 1791, Mr. Lymburner of Quebec was heard
at the bar of the British House of Comnions on behalf
of the ierchants of Eastern Canada, protesting against
a Bill which conferred hereditary titles in Canada,
which Bill was defeated. The abolition of seignorial
land tenure, withi its privileges and social rank was a
very iarked step to the constitutional freedom We now
enjoy. Those who stood so firmly against a titular
unobi!ity being establishied in Canada contended so clear-
ly that such a class w'ould be an incongruous feature in
a niew country. Experience has proved this view to be
sound. Ailthotgli we do not sec any serions objection
to knighthood being conferred upon men in Canada-
thoughi the incongruity of il; is apparent enough-still,
the elevation Lt wvhich a Litile of this class raises n man
is so very moderate as to be more in naine thian in sub-
stance. (hne Canadian knight said, on hearing of his
new honour, " I don't care a bawbee for the title ny-
self, but my wife is iniicuisely delighted, for those
things arc just wv'haL womnen appreciate, so I took lte
tiLle to please her."

Tite first-an'uîd often a chronic-egeet of a title is to
create a desire to travel in the old world, or to live
there wvhere a certain degree of dignity attaches to a
title which is especially fascinating to those wlho ac.
quire one in, late life. Hience there lias arisen a habit
of spending sone time in Europe every year on the part
of those who, before getting a tiLle, were contented to
spend their mîîoney in their own country.

Il the case of the Lwo Canadian noblemen We caunot
but deplore their withdrawal froum Canada, and, more
especially, fromîî residenice in this city. We need ien
like Lord Mount-Stephîei and Lord Gleneee, not for
their spendings so much-thodgih that is a serious as-
pect of this maitter-but for teiir example of public
spirit, of beinevolence and worthy citizenslhip. It is a
very grievous loss te Montreal-and indeed to ail
Canada-for two such eminient citizens o transfer
theiselves to the old country as pernaient residents.
We have no.one to take Lthe place of Sir Donald Smith,
as ie will ever be kcown liere, and ever ionoured. .1e
was like the rich capital vielh crowns eaci piliar in
front of- the bailk over whici le prosides-ithe whole
architectural beauty of the facade woluld bc destroyed

were one of those] adornments to be removed. Mont-
real will lose no little of its charn, of its dignity, of its
social prestige, by the withdrawal. of its wealthiest,
niost hospitable, most generous and iost genial, and
its best beloved citizen. " Glencoe" will have further
associations of gloom by reminding us of our loss.

ln se far, then, as the conferring of titles upon
Canadians is conducive to the removal froin Canada of
any of its more worthy and more wealthy citizens, it is
a very expensive policy to this Dominion, and we doubt
whether there is anything at ail to compensate the
country for their withdrawal. The curse of Ireland
lias been, and yet is, absentee-landlordism ;-there is
no shooting from behind ledges in Canada to drive
themn away. It is certainly no blessing to Canada for
its most distinguished, high-minded, public-spirited,
wealthy, and Warm hearted citizens to be drawn away
from the service and the society of Îhe Dominion to-
settle in the old land. While holding these views, we
wislh Lord Glencoe every possible, and long continued
lappiness as a peer of the realm.

A MULTI-MILLIONAIRE.

The suicide of Mr. J. Israel Barnato by a plunge
f rom a steamer off the Coast of Africa a fortnight ago,
is still the subject of comment in the press on boli
sides of tie Atlantic. Mr. Barnato, like the " Couet of
a Season" was the observed of ail observers in specu-
lative business affairs during the last few years. He
was what is termed in England " the commeonest of the
new mîillionaires," and at one time it seemed possible
that lie might become one of the biggest. Personally
Mr. Barnato was an insignificant, plain ian if ever
there w'as one-" a little Jew froi Petticoat Lane" as
lie is termed in the London Spectator-with no educa-
tion, but with linancial courage rising soinetimes to
Napoleonie audacity-vith no qualities beyond such as
are cominon to the thousands whom lie left behind him
in the squalor of the purlieus from which lie emerged
and from which lie rose to the top of the shadier side
of the financial world. Barnato lad been an adven-
turer in South Africa without a penny, bte odd man in
a Kimtberley circus, a pedlar in diamonds, and a small
jobber in shares ; yet before lie was 40 he was reputed
to be worth 80 millions of dollars ; and probably if his
shares in his ownt companies lad maintained their
value lie would really have possessed from 30 to 40
millions. He entertained in the most lavish profusion,
built a nalace for himiself (not yet finished) in Park
Lane, London, and was understood to be first and fore-
nost the one who had nost influence as a speculator
with the governing group in South Africa.

Anybody, as pointed out by an English conteinpo-
rary, iighit be a " Barney Barnato," an"d as he got so
far ahead of the ruck, everybody felt interested to sec
what would becomne of hini ; lie imiglit die a Peer, or in
a ditch, and the news that lie did die a suicide-that
the pressure of the immense and risky transactions lad
broken down even lis nerve and worn out even his
hopefulness, came on the man in the street to whomi
the stock exchange is so uiell, of a mlystery, with a
recognizable shock. That kind of career thien was not
so pleasing after ail, for it is hardly Worth while to
mrake inllions an die so, and this wvs Ihe reffectioti
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spoken or unspoken of thousands, who while the great
speculator was alive, regarded his career vith a feeling
,which, if it was not envy, was something exceedingly
like that "dirty passion."

There are many people who believe that rapid coin-
nercial fortunes are always obtained by fraud, but

there is no means now of knowing wlhether Mr. Bar-
nato ever stepped over the lUne which divides sharp-
trading from deception on investors. It is geuerally
believed in London that his biggest feat of pronoting
was accomplished without the issuing of any kind of
prospectus, the promoter trusting entirely to the magie
of his nane. It is questionable in the minds of iany
business men wlether the rise of new millionaires is
economincally beneficial or not. Most of them are
nuisances socially, because they promote the worship
of wealth for its owu sake, but they are also nuisances
f ronr the economie point of view. Many keen-sighted
people say that maminoth fortunes are made only by
taking enormous risks-that such risks turn both con-
ierce and associated enterprise into mere gambling,

and that the effect of their transactions is to take
away fromn steady industry much of the profit which
alone makes it attractive to the majority. " Why" as
a contemporary expresses it "keep cows if sonebody
else is to bave most of the milk and all the cream"?

It is undoubted that bankos would do as reservoirs of
capital just as well as millionaires. They would not
have the saine interest in crushing out small men, or
the saine means of establishing ionopolies, which lat-
ter must be by the very law of their existence dedue-
tions froml the temptations to industry, and the oppor-
tunities for it. If one man owns all the pap er mills
paper-mak-ing ceases to be one of the industries on
-which-the-average man can embark. A sort of hope-
lessness is spread through the industrial world by such
conpetition, and because " one Rockefeller goes in for
oil-dealing, 10,000 families are shunted out of a profit-
able and beneficial mode of earning a quiet living."

The small men, whether acting singly or in coin-
bination, shrink from great risks, proving that the
courage without which no man becomes a millionaire,
nay be a very useful, ecônomie quality. The work of
building railways, for exanmple, is highly useful to
mankind, and while the great lines were being built it
was discovered by actual experiment that the inillionaire
contractors were the best to employ-that even if tley
charged extravagantly their railways were built, while
those who lacked their courage were pausing or
falling before unexpected obstacles. The contractor
with 4 millions eau "pitch three into the swamnp," first
because they are his own, and secondly, because if his
judgnent prove faulty, lie lias still enough left for
luxury or for beginning again. " If I lose a million"
said a considerable contractor-quoted by our contem-
porary-" over that infernal bridge, I am ruined ; but
if Brassey loses it, lie will just build it again ; that's
the use of Brassey",-and it is difficult to sec where
the answer to that rough apology for the nillionaire is
to be found. There are big risky things to be donc
which are also useful things, and lie is occasionally, at
all events, wanted to do thei.

The trouble is that the inillionaire or billionaire lias
no conscience left-that is in tie very magnitude of
his transactions-aud they are tempted to act as if they

were the powers of nature, and sweep on to their end
regardless alike of huiman mnisery and of right or
wrong. There is a man in theUnited States, it is said,
who crushes a dealer once a week by underselling, and
all the while in his own judgiîent is only keeping the
price of his article so steady that production iever
slackens.

There is little syipathy for iillionaires " who tend,"
as a conteumporary observes, " like despots, to go mad."
They suffer largely froin nerve disease, or contract
habits of living, as Barnato is said to have donc, to keep
down nerve troubles. Nervous strain, fierce anxiety
and over-work bring the revenges wlich nany people
think they deserve, but there is on the other hand the
satisfaction of great success, which is admitted by the
doctors to be one of the greatest factors of longevity.
The following table, showing the principal Barnato
issues, with the subscribed capital and comnparisons be-
tween the market valuations in 1895 and 1896, will not
le without interest :

One of lis great mistakes in mining operations, was
to continue the crushing of ore long after it ceased to be
profitable.

The four following borrowed noney from the invest-
ment company, as follow, while eiglt or ten others of
a smialler calibre borrowed very substantially also

The Consolidated Investmnent Co., which was Bar-
nato's chief financial corporation, was much. over-capi-
talized; and it advanced nore money to mines than it
was justified to do. It is highly probable that I3ar-
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nato's resolve to end his life as he did, arose through
inability to finance through the difficulties which were

environing and increasing around him at an alarming
rate.

One of the most singular incidents in connection with

the suicide is the claim of Israel Barnett, well-known

in Toronto and Montreal for some years in connection
with the Central Bank of the former city and its liquid-
ation a few years ago. It is believed there is still suffi-

cient wealth in the Barnato estate to satisfy the most

exalted dreams of avarice indulged by any of his rela-

tives on either side of the Atlantic.

SOUTH AMERICANS AND THE U. S. TARIFF.

For some weeks back a considerable number of

prominent men and merchants from South American

countries have been the guests of New York business

men. It had been felt that the proposed new U. S.

tariff would endanger the American trade with those

cou ntries and divert it elsewhere. It was expected that

the presence of so many representative men from the

southern continent would have influence with the

Senate to mitigate the harshness of the Dingley Bill.

As might be expected the visitors had a right royal

time, they have been banqueted and shown all possible

attention to make matters agreeable until the Senate

should make the desired changes in the tariff. Time

passed on, and any Ichange proposed affecting those

countries, as well as the world at large, tended to make

trade with them more ditlicult than before. From the

speeches made on the many public occasions so gener-

ously provided for them, the visitors did not refrain

from expressing their feelings of disappointment at the

proceedings at Washington. They were advised to

wait patiently, and that in the end the tariff would be

all right. The end is now close at hand and the tariff

is certain to be as unfriendly to South America as to

all other countries, and those special visitors are very

free and outspoken on the subject. Before anything
still more unpleasant is said, the New York Erein/n

Post advises that the guests should be hurried home, in

the following quiet but pointed article -

" The rapid progress of the tarif bill makes it very

very desirable that the visit of the South American

merchants should be shortened. The time chosen for

this visit was extremely inopportune, but it bas been

possible hitherto to give our guests indefinite assur-

ances that the tarif when finally completed would not

be so bad as they feared. But if the visitors stay they

cannot be quieted with these assurances. The bill will

be enacted, and it will be worse than they feared. They
will go home bearing the news to their respective

countries that they were received by our merchants

with great courtesy and with many homilies on the

advantages of trade, but that our government bas done

its best to keep their products out of the country.

The grim spectre of the tarif bas been present at all

the banquets, and the greatest diplomacy bas been

necessary to keep it from interrupting the festivities.

After the bill is enacted, it will be impossible to ignore
it. It will not down. and it is, therefore, the part of

hiospitality to speed these parting guestsq"

LUMBER PROTECTION.

In the clamor to put an export duty upon logs,
which bas been conceded by the government, another
want bas been forgotten namely, the placing of an im-
port duty on lumber at a rate corresponding to that
imposed by the Dingley tarif. The need of such a
duty is apparent, in a large quantity of sidewalk timber
for Toronto city street repairing, having been brought
in recently from Grayland, Mich., at a price which
local lumbermen could not touch. We also recall a
contract for Norway pine to be used in building a big
mill and stores in the Georgian Bay country, having
been given to Michigan suppliers, because it could be
bought cheaper there, than actually laid down by a
Canadian firm whose mill was alongside the proposed
building site.

It would appear in explanation, that the accumu-
lated stocks of yellow pine from the South. have
grown excessive across the line, and there has also been
a heavy accumulation of white and Norway pine. The
marketing of this low grade lumber is less easy than
better quality timber, and during the recent depression
it bas not been wanted, hence Michigan holders have
been willing to make sacrifices. This competition is al]
the more acute, because there is a large surplus of this
class of lumber at the p'resent tinie in Canada, and
pending the return to something like an active demand
springirg up in the States for low grade lumber, or an
equally happy era of things opening up with us, it is
clear that slaughtering will continue in the Canadian
market whenever Michigan dealers get an opportunity.

Retaliation would perhaps not be necessary to pursue
any further, than what bas already been determined
upon in the export log duty, but this point of conserv-
ing the home market to Canadian dealers is not retalia-
tory, so much as it is a safeguard and protection. Of
course, it is likely, when the full effect of the export
duty on logs is felt by our competitors, that they will
require all the cheap stuff they have on hand for their
own wants, but this contingency is somewhat distant
in face of the heavy surplus of low grade lumber now
being carried in Michigan and Minnesota, and in the
interim, considering that we have ourselves enough to
fill all the wants of our own market for some time to
come, it is only reasonable to take necessary steps to
offset the case. It is well said in the connection,
that whilst the oublic may derive a certain benefit now
from the prevailing circumstances ruling. that no per-
manent advantage can accrue to the country by one
section of the community profiting from the loss sus-
tained by another, and the Canadian lumber industry,
employing a vast amount of both labor and capital, is
eminently entitled to every assistance within the
power of the Legislature to grant.

It is evident that the dutyheretofore imposed by our
neighbours in the United States upon Canadian wood
products, manufactured or unmanufacttired, wasnot a
one-sided benefit or arrangement.

TRUSTS AND COMBINES.

The subject of trusts and combinations appears to be at-
tracting nearly as much attention in Germany as it is on this
continent. Mr. Fritz Kunig of Dresden has sent an extract
from one of the German papers to the Chronicle N.Y., giving
an outline of a decision of the Reichsgericht in a case in-
volving the legaliiy of contracts for the regulation of prices
and production. The decision is of interest in this country
as showing the views held by the Judiciary in Germany on
this all important question. The Reichsgericht is the highest
tribunal in the Empire, and its views are necessarily impor-
tant. The Reichsgericht holds that trusts, price agreements
and other similar combinations are binding. More than
that, from the language of the decision it is evident that the
Court regards such arrangements as beneficent agencies in
modern commerce. When in any industry, the consequences
threatened must be harmful, not alone in that industry, but
to the whole community. Obviously, therefore, it is to the

public interest that a situation where unduly low prices may
permanently obtain shall not be allowed to develop. The
Court notes, too, that the lawmakers have often attempted to
advance the values of certain products through the adoption
of a system of tarif duties. Hence it cannot be regarded as
opposed to the general welf are when those interested in a
special branch of trade combine with the view to averting or
modifying the effects of unbridled competition. On the con-
trary, when values really drop so low as to threaten disaster
to an industry, such coinbinations are not only justified but
they are a wise provision in the interest of the whole com-
munity. For many reasons consequently the formation of
syndicates and trusts must be looked upon with favor as a
means calculated, when reasonably applied, to promote the
industrial welf are, such agencies being peculiarly adapted for
preventing over-production, with the losses and other disas-
ter3 involved in the same.

There is nothing in this view of the (4erman Supreme
Court which cannot apply to trusts and combines in Canada,
but unfortunately we have a different conception of trusts
and rarely find that these are engines of capital to protect
themselves in a fall of prices, but on the contrary, are aggre-
gations of wealth which combine and conspire to put prices
away up above the normal, for the purpose of enriching
themselves by taking millions of dollars from the pockets of
the people, and it is this feature of their operation in the
business of the country that parliament has wisely decreed is
to be controlled in the future, after the courts have estab-
lished such conspiracy to exist.

JUBILEE STAMPS.

The decision to issue a set of special postage stam ps to
commemorate the Diamond Jubilee, will make a material
gain to the revenue of the country, as many of the stamps
will be bought up and put aside for collectors albums. The
sale of the stamps has been going on in the post offices
throughout the Dominion for a week or more, the favorite
denominations in demand being the ic and the 6c, of which
comparatively few have been printed. It is said that the 8c de-
nomination has been recalled for some reason or other, and we
hear of speculators asking $4 for this issue. If the Jubilee issue
were to wholly displace the ordinary postage stamps, it would
supply the ordinary wants of the country for between two
or three months, but as the use of the ordinary postage stamp
will proceed concurrently with that of the Jubilee stamps, it
is expected the latter will last beyond this period. The fol-

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MA GAZIN ie Sh1ANDER.
The Cosiopolitan Magazine in its July number, furnishes

its readers with sone photographs of the famine in India,
taken by its splcial coinInissioner. The illustrations represent
the orthodox enaciated bodies one bas been accustoned to
see in print, depicting famine in India, aver since thei unhappy
recurrence of starvation confronted the improvident
natives of tie Queen's Eastern Empire, so often as the ex-
pectod monsoon failed, and becane looked upon at last
by the outside world as a material condition having as vell a
psychical origin. ln these illustrations however, which the
"Cosmopolitan" eirculates to iLs no doubt symipatbetic
readers, occasion is taken to point a satirical moral, having as
its kernel the vast expense involved in the late Jubiles cere-
inonial in London. Tlie starving wretches in the picture
are facetiously referred te as a soine of Her Gracious
Majesty's Subjects," whilst in an opposite corner is repre-
sented the inagnificent statue areetëd to the Queen-Enpress
in Bombay. IL is opulence and grandeur, contrasted with
attanuated poverty in the highest degree, and needs no spec-
tacles to detect the underlying irony conveyed, indeed the
representation borders upon vicious spleen. if, perhaps,
the special cominissioner of the " Cosmopolitan" or the in-
dividual whose intellect shines in the phrasing eiployed,
knew even the rudimentary facts as to India's economic situa-
tion, no doubt bis pen would be less smart to cast such a slur
on the British people, for if we inust call a spade a spade it
is nothing elsa. If lie renmbered as well the superhuinan
efforts Britain lias made in that land te counteràet the
ravages of famine by the building of immense irrigation sys-
teins, and could for a moment with unprejudiced vision, re-
gard the noble efforts made by Her Majesty's subjects in all
parts of the world, to alleviate the sulterings of its fellow
citizens in India, his satire would doubtless be-
come subservient to common sense. It is nthing shoit of
prostitution of magazine journalisn, for whiclh its author,
whilo yet the supareilious sting is still wot froim the press,
will stand condemned before every enliglitened mind. Nor do
we believe that aven the rapturous applause of the narrow
cult te which the " Cosmopolitan" ostensibly cators-if this
is a type of its customary illustrations-will be sufficient to
itlliate the conscious shame which is in store for it, when re-
moto time establishies its claim-if it ever does-to wear
honestly its assumption cf erudition as per its title. " Cosmo-
politan," (citizen of the world) damands rather more
parspicuity tlian is exhibited by our contenporary, who is
scemingly

"Peevislh cross and splentic.

COST OF TROLLEY POWER.

The aninual reports of the Railroad Comtuissioners of New
York and Massachusetts, for nearly all of the street railway
properties, show the cost of the eloctric power required to run
a car one mile under average conditions of Joad, etc. The
table gives the number of cars owned, the car milcage per
year and the cost of the electrie power per car mile and per
passenger. Of the 19 comipainies operating less than 250,000
car miles four are obtaining power at a cost of less than 2
cents por car mile, six between 2 and 3 cents, flive between a
and 4 cents, ona between 4 and 5 cents, and three at more
than 5 cents; of the five companies operating over 5,000,000
car miles per year one obtains the power for less'than 1 cent
par car mile, thrce between 2 and 1 cents, and one between
2 and 3 cents; other similar figures are also given between
tLhes limîtits. The Brooklyn Heights Company bas the cheap-
est power, 0.86 por car Mile, followed by the Binghanton
with 0.94; the cost of power for the Massachusetts'roads in-
cludes repairs and depreciation of the station plant, which is
not the caso for hie New Yortk roads.

NEW 13LEACHING PROCESS.

The Philadelphia Record describes an iiproved process for
bleaching cottons which dispenses with boiling or subsequent
beating, diminishing the time for bleaching, and producing
stronger, softer and more supple goods. Lime and soda are
miiixed, ground to powder, placed in a vat with boiling water,
stirred and allowed to settle. The clear solution is then
drawn off and placed with the goods for an hour in a vessel
with a perforated false botton. The goods are then taken
out, drained 20 minutes, washed and wrung. They are then
subjected once or more to the usual " chemiking" and sour-
ing processes, being lef t an hour in each solution, drained 20
minutes, and washed and wrung after each operation. Yarns
thus treated are said to have much more life than the ordi-
nary yarns, and are better adapted to weaving, lape-making,
etc.

THE CITY PIRE BRIGADE.
A business man looks upon even a pageant fron an econo-

mie standpoint. Insurance and other business men could
scarcely refrain from words of high praise on witnessing on
Monday, the 21st ult., the fine appearance of our fire brigade
as departinent after department wheeled by, and men and
horses, freed froin dust and smoke, looked their best and
brightest. They certainly looked able to cope with and van-
quish the severest fire that ever threatened a down-town
warehouse. The readiness with which on Tuesday night
one or two trifling conflagrations of bunting were extinguish-
ed by the fire reels, showed that the irigade-invin'ible
everywhere-were on the alert for accidents demanding
their prompt attendance.

SUIT FOR DAMAGES.
We read in the New York Insurance Journal that the

New York Life has entered suit in the United States Circuit
Court at Pittsburg against the D)ispatcl of that city, asking
for $100,000 damage' for libel. The suit is based on a story
published in the Dispatch on Iay 9,1896, in which the state-
ment was made that rules of life insurancecompanies would
be changed on account of the death of Hamilton Disston, of
Philadelphia. The Dispatch published that Disston took out
a policy for $600,000 in the company, and that a couple of
days after he was found dead in bed, and that the company
was going te iake an investigation as to why the examiners
who had examind him shortly before death, when the policy
was taken out, did not discover that he had heart trouble. It
is denied that Hamilton Disston had any such claim with
the company, and that ail the insurance he -held with it was
$135,000, which had been taken out as far back as 1880. It
is stated that four-days'irior oýthe publication of the article
the company had-paid the Hamilton Disston estate all claims
as soon as the executors were qualified. It is stated that the
publication held the company up to the 'Public dfid tO those
.with whoii1 it has büsiness dèalings as being careless ià'thè
donducting of business. lnuthediiturrer filed by the'difen-
dant it is'claihned that the uiiblication on it's'face;is iot'dé-
fanatôry or libelous, and that it cannot be liresuinéd ,ait
daniage resultei frei it, and thit the laiiguae ceiistrhea
in its natural iiieiiing and cotaiion interprètation is âit
calculated te injur'e.

THE WOODS ARE PULL OF TiIiEM.

A number of city papers, launched from time to time, te
supply a "long felt want"-in the- pockets of the enterprising
owners-are finding it uphill work. Onie of them was süed
sone tine ago for about $2, and the costs amounted te near-
ly $40,-by whicl it may be inferred that law can be -pur-
chased on easy ternis like mercantile commodities.

MANTLE FOR OIL LAMS.

As a great proportion of the people of every country eau-
not possess the advantages of electrie light or gas, inventors
bave been keeping busy on improvements for oil lamps. The
use of what is known, more or less modified, as the Welbach,
the Drexel and the Auer inantles applied to a kerosene (coal-
oil) lamp bas become almost comilon in Germany and
France. The buruer is round, and the lamp is otherwise the.
same as the old patterns. The metal ring whicb bolds the
glass cylinder is easily detachable and also holds the mantle,
which is taken off with the glass cylinder when the lanp bas
to be lighted. The wiek is lighted and for about a minute
the wick-holder is allowed to get heated, when the metal ring
with the mantle and glass is placed over the wick and fasten-
ed. The wick is thon slowly raised until the flame has
reached the proper height. The cost of liglht with this lamp
is very small and does not exceed balf a cent per hour. The
proper light is only forthcomuing if the cylinder is at least 13
inches high, -which is necessary for the development of suffi-
cient drauglit. The lighting needs great care, and the chimney
the nicest adjustment to prevent its smoking. The flane
which shoots up the chimney when being fastened down is
not dangerous, though startling to some people at first.

GROCERi NOTEB.
Halifax advices say that the catch of lobster this season ias

been the shortest ever known, and sec ms ta be about all In.
Prince Edward Island, which, a month ago reported the fishing
fairly good under an unexpected vlsit of the crustaceans, accord-
ing t later news is in the sanie dilemma, whilst at stations in
Quebecthere is again no better encouragement. It would seei
from this, -remembering ihat because of cleaned up stocks. in the
-arge-American cities, these will be active buyers of the new
pack at high figures, and also recogniziug the possible factor of
a repetition of shipping live lobsters ta England, as was done
last summer, the surplus for house consumption caunot be large,
and indeed ia most likely ta fall below the exceptional reserve of
'last year. It lis neither naval then, or brilliant to suggest that

canned lobster-wlll romain higi, but what is more to the point,
thore is every appearance that it will be higier In price than it
has yet reached.

Whilst touching upon the known scarcity of lobster, and the
probable famine in the article before long, if signs of recent
years count for anything, there is evidently bere the gravest kind
of a question for our Departiment uf Fisieries ta grapple wlth.
Undoultedly even the prolific lobster bas been unable to contend
against the wholosale extermination of his species, whicb has
gone on unchecked by the vicious practice of scouring the sea
bed of millions of undersized crustaccans, and also the ruthless
cooking of spawning lobsters by canners, instead of throwing
those back agalu, unaidlul of the loss such depletion would
certainly cause in the future. Another shortsighted policy
which bas tended to bring about the prosent lobster failure, is
the careless modes adopted by lishernmen, who l plying their
avocation in other lines of lishing, allow thousands of yards of
line hook to remain swishing with stinking bait days upon days
together, at all states of the Lide. The lobster, being of a timid
nature, is thus not only frightened away trom the feeding
grounds but is poisoned as weli.

This source of trouble respecting the lobster iisiery is also re-
sponsible, we believe, for the remarkable absence of mackerel-
the cleanest of fish, but in the scope of these renarks it is un-
necessary ta pursue the matter furtier. Somue curiosity is how-
ever timely in the present aspect of the lobster outlook, as to the
success of the replanting experiment on the British Columbia
Coast attempted last year, which our readers will nu doubt re-
inember the JOURNAL oF CoMMEncl roported. lu a later issue
we might be able to print correct data as to the outcone of the
scheme, which if sanguine of good results will prove not a little
valiable ta the country.

The arrivals of Japan tea on the Pacific coast froin May Ist up
ta June lOth totalled 1,855,057 pounds. During the next seven
days a further quantity of about 2,000,000 pouuds was landed,
and between that date and time of writing, five more steamers
have arrived bringing aven groater bulk, because of the botter
opportunities for securing cargues at Yokohama, incident ta later
sailing, and heavier deliveries of new crop. The number of
steamers carrying tea to the Ainerican market since May 1st to
date shows twenty arrivals at the various Pacifia ports, and it is
computed that not less than 6,500,000 pounds of new Japan has
reached these shores already of whiclh Canada's proportion is in
the neighborhood of 350,000 pounds.

During July aud August the due arrivals comprise ton vessels
chartered for tea consignmient, which is double the number ex-
pected in that interval under normal conditions of the trade. Now
tht the proposition of a duty on tea in the United States is likely
ta be ignored, tbere mnay be less urgency in hurrying tea forward
in vessels not yet sailed, but iowever it is,.the quautity of tea sao
far come to hand, and the collapse of the recent advance, lias
knocked interest out of the market, and as Canada's total impor-
tation of Japan teas annually since 1892 bas not averaged 1U,000,-
000 pounds, there need be no anxiety that any dlflculty will be
experienced in purchasing to the full extent of our usual invoice,
and aveu assuming that stocks are particularly -well cleaned up
of old teas, there is not any strong appearance of values being
higher than usual, indeed there is one feature about the new
crop that must electually check this, viz. the pour quality of the
crop both in leaf and cup.

From the beginning of the scason the receipts of Sultana
raisins at Liverpool are aboutl1j,000 boxes under last year at same
date. Indications point ta firn values ruling for this fruit when
the tine arrives for seasonabl eonquiry ta set in.

From the beginning of the season to .June 5th the shipmnents
of currants froi Greece tu consuming markets amounted to 138,-
246 tons, against 152,180 tons for the saine period last year. This
season London received 31,104 tous, against 33,003 tons in 1890,
Liverpool 22,984 tons and 18,722 tons, United States, 11,022 and
12,326 tons, Canada 1,220 and 1,440 tons. France, 5,657 tons and
24,042 tons, North of Europe, 30,550 tons and 29,900 tons, Trieste,
3,147 tons and 3,815 tons, Australia 2,672 tons and 1,755 tons,
Russia 21,553 tons and 20,531 tons, and the Englisi outports
7,038 tons and 0,171 tons, for the two seasons ta June 5thi res-
pec tively.
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L Canadian canned fruits and jams, the packlng of which should
be well under way ut this time of the year on many varieties, has
not yet fully begun except in favourable districts in Ontarlo.
New packed goods are likely to be firm and high.

'l'le olive ail crop in the Lucca district, Italy, is small this year,
and in consequence the olive oil imaiket l firmer, some houses
abroad have already advanced their quotation 10 lire per 100
kilos.

Receipts of Brazil coffece at primal points continues large, and
ls one of the principal depressing features in the genieral situa-
lion of the market.

Mainie packers are cancelling contracts, as they will be un-
able to put p ithe requisite quantity of corn owingto the failure
of the growing crop.

New crop California apricots are being freely offered on the
coast at GMc in bags, f.o.b., July shipment. We hear that
samples received show the quality to be poor and the fruit small
in size.

ln anticipation of the change In the United States tariff large
sales of sugar were made in Barbadoces at $1.50 per 100 Ibs. for
810 degree test.

'Tie California prune crop is expected to turn out a fair yield.
Washington territory will be a proportionately large shipper this
season, the cultivation having been extended very rapidly, but
facilities for irying are meagre. Advices from Budapest indi-
cato a large crop of prunes in Busnia and Servia. Reports from
France indicate only an average crop. So far as Montreal sup-
plies ut the moment go, thiese are practically nil, but the deiand
for the scason is over. Wlat little is held by the retail trade
will disappear before now and November, when the earliest ar-
rivalIs if European prunes cone due, and concerning California,
the mnoRt thorough cleaning up on record is anticipated.

DRY GOODS NOTES.

"l'ie prospect for good times in the couitry," remarks an
Anerican exchiange, is decidedly slim owing to the vast quan-
tiLy of foreign gonds whîicl has arrived during the last month or
so. ILt is frequeintly reiîarked that all the articles which go up
to inake a wardrobe were never so celiap as at the present time.
This is truc, and the main reason for It la the continued pressure
if foreign goods on the market by holders who have been weak-
ened through interest, storage and other charges. This causes
voryseriouis damiage to the interests of United State manufac.
tirers.''

The decroased shipnents to India, which becane a factor in
lhe weaving and spinning induistry in England, contemporary
with the famine and plaigue is estimated te be equal to the cap-
acity of 20,000 loons working full tine for the past four
nonths.

Moire velours are well pronised of for fall, says an importer
and jobber of silk goods, with every indication that consumers
will take more liberally to theose than hertofore, it being a strict-
ly fall falrlc.

Thursday Ev'g., Julylst, 1897.

BOOTS AND SHoEs-Wo refer the trade
te corrected values in our prices current,
margins of which have been drawn ta meet
present buying. Manufacturers report
business quiet because of inactivity in the
llie market, which breeds among con-

suîmers a want of conildence as to the
stability of leather generally. Travellers
are only doing moderately well. It is
however, spiritedly admitted. if the price
of raw material continiu*es until later in the
year, that bath better prices and botter
business will prevail during the coming
fall season, and in tlis hope, together
with. enough grist; coming in daily te keep
things inoviig qiotly, manufacturers are
not complaining.

CEIENT.-Purcliasing both on Western
and local account reaches fairly large
volume, the bulk of the buying running
towards Belgian brands at inside prices ex
wharf. The cost of English makes is a
shade lower than formerly, and it la ex-
pected, that wlien this is takei !ite account
together with the tariff rebate in its favor
a larger consuimption will take place. We
quote Englishx brands $2 to $2.10 ; Belgian
S1.00 ta $2 pur bbl.

CHîEMICAs---Little now bas transpired
in cheiicals, importers are still idle owlng
te the impossibility of gotting business
throug English houses in consequence of
abuormal independencey Bleaching pew-
der, caustie soda 'and heavy chemicals
generally, are alnost at a preinium se far
as Canadiau supplies are concerned.
Cream of tartar is higier at primary
points of shipmîent, and as stocks held on
spot are not over abundant, firmnmess is the

word. In the drug market there is a con-
tinuation of movement in summer lines.
Bismuth has now come in for extra en-
quiry, and prices within the wEek have
advanced 10 p. r cent at $1.80 to $2.00.

Dat GooDs-There is quite an improve.
mient to note in this market, consequent
upon a number of buyers visiting the city
for Jubilee, and remaining over to look
around. Activity, however, covers small-
wares, chiefly for "ready to wear," summer
trade now on. Laces (Valenciennes), in
cream, black and white are good sellere,
but embroideries of all sorts are dull.
The demand for ribbons, particularly
satin, is large, the new slades of green
being in favorite request. Veilinga in
plain and Chenille spots sell fairly freely,
chiefly blacks. The warmer weather has
induced considerable purchasing of light-
weight underwear. There is a strong de-
mand for colored silk gloves, and als for
white chamois gloves, stocks of both
being small.

FEED--The advance in bran last week,
when prices enhanced $1 a ton, la still
maintained, and in some instances the idea
la even stiffer. We quote $11.50 te $12,
for Manitoba, bags included. Shorts are
worth a dollar more. Receipts of Ontario
bran continue nominal, holders in that
province being still engaged supplying
markets closer at hand.

FLoUR AND MEAT--The domestic trade
is quiet. Enquiries from abroad are re-
newed this woek, but we hear of no busi-
ness of any size being negotiated. Oat-
meal is steady, but in less request, at $2. 00
per bbl. in car lots and $1.40 per bag.

GnAiN---Oats is still the leading feature,
28a having been bid for No. 2 White this
week in store. and it la not Improbable
that this price will become common before
long. Supplies of buckwheat are amall
and quotations firm at 40 tu 4034c. Peas
in car lots are selling at 50 to 50'/pc in store.
Liverpool cable quotes Canadian peas
worth 4s 1d.

GRocEniEs-Sugars are lower, as was re-
marked in arecent issue would bc the
case, and to-day the quotetion for granulat-
ed at factory stands at 4c. The lateness of
the preserving season is responsible for
very little doing, and ln the inoantime al.

though stocks in wholesale grocers liands
are smali, they are enough te fill current
orders coming in from the country, and con-
sequently reßners, even under the drap,
experience no commensurate business as a
result. Yellows are lower, and more ac-
tivity l noted in these at the price, viz.
83j to3% as to quality. Thetea market is
very dutl, and we hiear of no large sales be.
ing made. A little local interest lias been
given to tho sale of fire and water damag-
ed teas at auction this week, but prices
realized were pour, and will have probably
uo effeet at ail upon the usual trend oi
things in the direction of now parcels. Up
ta date, enougli new teas have come ta hand
te cover the usial request only of curiosity,
but it is likely July will see fairly large
arrivals. In coffece and spices we inay say
nil. Canned goods at date are upperiost,
and for sahnion, sales totalling a thousand
o'd cases have been made at $3.50 f.o.b.
coast. It is worth mentioning here, tlat
as a result of negotiations going on for
saine time, practically the entire B. O.
cannery industry to-day is monopolized by
Englisli capitalists. In canned vegetables,
what stocks of cori and tonatoes re-
main in second land are firinly held. It
is expected, nevertheless, that the new
pack, allowing the " bull" temperament
ta lie a natural death, will not be appreci-
ably higher. Lobsters are firn at $9.50 ta
$1100 per case. There lias been no
lieavy sales of molasses, but in this head
prices are diflicult ta quote, because of the
fact tlat it ls getting te he the fashion in
wholesale circles, te eut on molasses ta the
utternost of the buyers views, recompense
being found in putting a cent or two more
on saine other lino in the bill. Nominally
we quote 24 ta 26 for Barbadoas, with
round lots going into consumption at 22o
ex wharf At the island the price la again
up toec.

LEAriiER AND llDrEs-Business la very
slow for all kinds of staple and domestic
leather, and new business is diflicult ta
bring ta the pointao buying. The hide
market shows more dullness than could be
expected inder the strong tone outside,
and altogether the week lias less all round
movement thian for same time. We quote
green hides, No. 1 at 8c; No. 2 at 7c; No.
3 at 6c; clips are worth 15c at the moment,
but will miost likoly go te 20e before a
weeks time. Lainbskins are also selling
at 20c, with a 5c adeance looked for at any
moment.
