EXCOMMUNICATION AND THE CAUBE.

A most exciting meeting in support of the
Fenian Brotherhood was lately held in Man-
chester, at which Messre. D'Olier, Austin, and
Cavonagh, three deiegates from America, and
geveral delegates from Lancashire towns, were
present.”  Members of the «Separatist
Bretbren were also in the room.

The Chairman said the excommunication
fulminated against them by Dr. Vaughan,
the Romac Bishop of Salford, had scared
away 700 of their brethren during the year.

Mr. D'Olier said Manchester was known

to the bretbren of all parts of America as
«the City of the Three Martyrs,” and of
« honest Michael Davitt, the Fenian confessor
of Lancashire.” (Cheers.) Michael Davitt
was not a native of Manchester, but that city
was the scene of many of his labours, and it
was & gource of great grief and anxiety to the
brethren of the United States that Manchester,
rendered illustrious 'by the Martyrdom of
Allen, Larkin, and O'Brien, and by the
labours of ¢ honest Michael Davitt,” should
be so far behind every otber section of the
brotherhood throughout England, Ireland,
and Scotland. He knew the cause of this
dropping off of the Manchester brotherhood.
Tnfamouns spies, false brethren, and salaried
informers had misrepresented their Ouder to
the powers spiritual and temporal, and under
these misrcpresentations their kishops bad
ranked their brotherbood with the Frascati
and other secret Orders of Italy, and so the
sentence of excommunication had been
launched against the whole brotherhood,
There was nothing in common between the
Fenian Brotherhood snd the Italian Frascati.
The principles of the latter were spoliation
and secret, and thercfore cowardly, assassina-
tion. He would appeal to any living man
who knew anr:hing of the objects aud prin-
ciples of the brotherhood; he would appeal
especially to the Separatists who had gone
out from them, but meny of whom he be-
lieved were present that evening; he ap-
pealed to them in the name of their common
bondage, in the name of their hope for their
commom freedom ; yea, he appealed to them,
the Separatists then present, in the name of
the living God, to say if anything of
rapine, spoliation, or assascination was ever
admitted into the objects and principles of
the Fenian Brotherhood. He awaited their
answer.

_For one moment the speaker paused whilst
stillness pervaded the room. Then simul-
taneously sixty or seventy men rose, and rais-
ing their right hands above their heads, cried
out, » Never, never.”

The Chairman, addressing those who stood
up, said, « Men, who and what areyou? De-
clare yourselves before this assembly. Are
you the Separatists to whom Mr. D'Olier has
appealed 7"

The same men again rose, and one hoary-
headed man, with his white locks spread over
his shoulders, answered ‘with a firm voice in
the name of the rest—“ We are Separatists;
we did not leave you because of your prin-
ciples, but in obedience to the Church,
whose mandates no man may despise.”

Mr, D'Olier, continuing, sald— What are we
to think of that? Is not that a grand testi-
mony to the purity of Fenian principles?
He proceeded to say there was mothing of
tapine or secret assassination in the priu-
ciples of the Fenisn Brotherhood. The
Fenian Brotherhood abhorred such atrocious
principles. There were three great principles
to the accomplishment of which the life or a
Fenian is pledged—first, Ireland for the
Irish; aecondly, the land for the paopls;
thirdly, the suppression of landlord despot.
ism. The first of these principles was euun-
ciated years ago by the immortal O Connell.
The second principle, the land for the people,
was but recently laid down by Mr. Parnell in
his (Mr. D'Olier’'s) own free and glorious Re-
public. The third, the suppression of land-
lord despotism, was s fundamental princifle
of their own Order. (Cheers.) Was there

-anything in these three principles of their
Order that should merit the terzible sentonce
of excommunication? (No, no.) It was
quite true that acts had been committed by
some sections of the brotherhood in Ireland
—yes, and by some also in England—which
had brought upon the whole brotherhood the
odium of their country and the canonical
censure of the Church. But the whole
brotherhood should not suffer for the fool-
hardiness of a few brethren who let off a pis-
tol or two loaded with that terrible thing—
nothiug. (Laughter.) The gross misrepre-
sentations of salaried informers and corrupt
spies had caused the brotherhood to be ranked
o8 the Frascati and ofker secret societies of
Italy, and so the sentence of excommunica-
tiol had been launched against the whole
brotherhood-—a sentence which involved de-
privation of the sacraments while living and
of Christlan burial when dead. (Sensation.)
Bat If he lived until the sitting of the next
Oouncil of Baltimore he would see that steps
should be taken by the American Executive
to obtain a reversal of that awful sentence, a
sentence which fettered all their best efforts
towards redeeming Ireland from the serf-
dom of BSaxon rule—(cheers)—and he
would counsel the Irish and English sections
of the brotherhood to take advantage of the
next Council of Westminster, which could
not now be far off, and do likewise. (Crles
of “Wo will.”) One of their friends suggested
bayousts (ohasts), bubt bayoueis had been
tried before: they were tried by Smith
O’Brien and Jokn Mitchell. In 1798 what
good did the bayonets do them? They only
served to rivet their fetters deeper and deeper.
{Another Voice—«Yes, but they might be
tried with better luck another time.”) Mr,

D'Olier—Yes, but let them try organization
first, and keep the bayonets as & forlorn hope.
They had already commenced the organiza-
tion ; money would fcllow when required,
and froin the American fund (cheers); but
God grant that bayonets might never be re-
sorted to. Ifthe lrish landlords and the
English Government would not listen to
reason the responsibility would not rest upon
themselves (hear),

Mr. Daniel Anstin, of Liberty-street, New
York, then came forward, and said thatin the
United States sections of the Brotherhood
singular unanimity prevailed as to rendering
the assistance in their power to the drooping
Order «of the City of the Three Martyrs.”
This eentence of the church had been pro-
nounced by an authorlty which he and all
other Fenians were bound to regard as in-
fallible in faith and morals, and he would
never presume to dispute the teaching of the
Church ; it were blasphemy so to do (the
whole assembly rose and cried, " Hear the
Church”). Yes, they must bear the Churcn
in matters of faith and morals, butif the
Church had condemned them asa political
body she had traveled out of her province,
and——

The Chairman—I must remind our Ameri-
can brother that we are not here to sit in
judgment upon the decisions of the Church—
(hear, hear)—but simply to consider the best
means of restoring our fallen section to its
primitive position. (Cheers)

Mr. Austin continuyed—Excommunication
had been fulminated against them on wrong
premises, and this sentence might be readily
everaed by appeal to the next or nearest Pro-
vincial Council. (Cheers). Heo had no faith
inred turfs, bayonets, orloaded sticks. These
things have no existence in the brotherhood ;
they were the inventions of the tertile brains
of paid informers, unscrupunlous spies, and
police shorthand writers. These things had
never any real existence in the [‘enian
Brotherhood. (Cries of ¢ Never.”)

A DISTRESSING ACCIDENT.

Drowning of Mr, Rovert Wilkes and
children at Sturgeon FPoint.

Lixpsay, Ont, August 16.—The drowning
of Mr. Robert Wilkes and his son and daugh-
ter at Sturgeon Point hotel, this morning, has
cast a deop gloom over this part. Mr. Wilkes
and family arrived on Saturday from Torouto
to spend some holidays, Mr. Wilkes in-
tending to return to-day. His only son and
some others were bathing nearly in front of
the hotel, oo what is called the sand bar, Mr.
Wilkes being out in a row-boat, and when
coming near the bathers, commenced talking
to them. His son, walking towards the boat,
suddenly sank, the water becoming deep all
of a sudden. His father jumped out of the
boat to try to catch him, but both went
to the bottom. His daughter, aged 15, being
near, also rushed te their rescue, and also
went down. Mr. Fremont Crandell, of the
hotel, hearing their cries, rushed down, and
jumped in after them, and tried his best to
save them, but they were past hope when
taken out, there being uo medical man there
to render any assistance in trying to bring
them to life. To add to the painfulness of the
melancholy accident, Mrs. Wilkes and the
rest of the family were sitting on the bank, and
her husband aud chi!dren were lost in her
very eight, without her being able to save
those so dear to her. This sad luss is most
heart-rending, and Mrs. Wilkes and family
have the deepest sympathy of everyone in
this vicinity. The bodies and family lett here
for Toronto at 5 p.m.

Archbishop Ejyre, at the annual distribution

‘of prizes to the scholars of St. Aloysius’s Col-

lege in the Queen’s Rooms, at Glasgow, July 28,
in presence of & large audienco, concluded an
address by expressing sorrow, In tho name of

the andlence and the whnle people of Glas,;ow,
at the outrage that had been committed in
France agalust them. (Applause ) There had
been something s0 unusual and 8o Inexplicable
about the expulsion of the members of tha
Noclety of Jesus ‘rom Krance that it had elicit-
ed the grea.est sympathy from Catholics
throughount the whole or the world. (Applatse.)
The whole of the world were not prepared to
think thatiu the nineteenth century. while all
ithe malefactors, Comnmunists, and others who
were banished should be recalled to France, the
authorities snould have, inthe same breath, he
might say, expelied the fathersof the Soclety of
Jesus., They would derive some comfort, how-
ever, fromt ekgowledge that the sympathles
of the whole of Eutope and the world were with
them. (Applause.) It was gratifyingto them
to have read in the papers & fow days ago that
at dMontreal there was a procession of twelve
thousand Catholles.headed by one of the sena-
t~rs, and after parading the town 4 solemn pro-
test was read against that inlquitous act. on the
part of the present rulers of France. (A4 pplause.)
some other outrage committed agalnst them in
the South of france was to a certaln extent
apolugised tor by the English non-Catholic resi-
dents, who, feeling the lujustice of the not, in-
vited the good fathers into their houses and
showed them all their hospltality. (Applause.)
Perhaps it was a pleasing thiog to be ablo to in-
form them that a certain number had already
received hospltality within ‘he land in which
they were now 1lving, (A}mluuse.) A colony
from France arrived at the Kyles of Bute land-
ed at Tighnabrutch, and weunt inlind to a large
house that had been put at their dlsposal by a
Qatholls gentleman in Norfolk. (Applause.)
Other residents in Scotland hud also generously
offored hospltality as far as they were able to
do 80 to the other members of the soclety who
were In exile from France. (Applause.) They

IRISH REVOLUTIONISTS SEIZE 47
RIFLES.

Great Excitement in England.

PLANS OF THE FENIANS FOR THE
LIBERATION OF IRELAND.

Arming and Drilling for the Op-
portunity.

THE LAND AGITATION DENOUNOED.

LoxpoN, August 12.—News of the robbery
of arms committed from the Norwegian ship
Juno at Cork this morning created consider-
able excitement here, notso much on account
of itself as for what it may indicate as to the
state of affuirs in Iveland. It is believed by
well informed persons that the whole affair
was manipulated by American emissaries, who
are known to be in Ireland working Fenian
sgitation. How these men came by the in-
formation that the Juno had cases of rifles
on board can only be guessed at, but the pre-
gumption is that American agitators grined a
clue in some way or other to the bill of lading
of the vessel, then arranged a plan for the
capture of the guns,whose position among the
ohip’s cargo they seem to have known with
great nicety. All reports agree that the
Government are very anxious, as they are in
possession ot information going to show that
tho agitators in Ireland have thus far been
successful in organizing sedition. The con-
viction is gradually gaining ground that the
whole of Ireland is ripe for revolution, and
outrages here and there only serve to indicate
with what thoroughness and secrecy the work
of organization and dril) has been carried on.
Although the policy of soothing public feel-
ing upon the state of Ireland prevails in all
Ministerial speeches upon the subject, there
is no concealment of the fact that the Govern-
ment is more than ever apprehensive of the
Fenian Brotherhood and the possibili-
ties of more being accomplished in
Ireland than ever before in the whole history
of the movement for the past 10 qr 12 years.
No traces of the Juno robbers have yet been
found.

In the House of Commons this evening
Mr. Forster, Home Secretary for Ireland, in
reply to.a question, confirmed the news of the
geizure of arms from the ship Juno at Cork.
Mr. Forster said that the ship Juno was en
the way from Antwerp to New York, and had
taken refjuge through stress of weather in
Cork harbor. She was boarded by sixty men,
and muskets were seized and carried away.
The police have already arrested 6 men on
suspicion. Mr. Forster ndded that no am-
munition had been taken from her. The ex-
citement ceused by this audacious act of
piracy is very great, and it is intensified by
rumors which are flying about concerning
the extremely dangerous condition of aflairs
in Ireland. Government is understood to be
in pessession of information which leads to
the opinion that the Skirmishing Fund raised
in the United States by O'Donovan Rossa and
his followers is being wused in Ireland, that
plots for isolated uprisings aud acts like
those ot this morning have been formed all
over the Kingdom.

LoxpoN, August 13.—Some further details
of the Fenian raid in Cork Harbor bave been
received, but owing to the fuct.that the Gov-
ernment has monopolized the telegraph wire
for its own use, particulars thus far received
have been meagre. Fenians, it is stated, rowed
to the side of the Juno with muflled oars, and
arrived alongside without being 8een or
heard by the luokout on the ship. They
made fast their boats on each side, and sud-
denly boarded her, taking every one on board
by surprise. They quickly overpowered and
bound the captain and crew and two custom
house officers who were on board, but were
not brutally violent. No lives were lost, and
after taking the 47 muskets the Fenians left
the ship as noiselessly as they came, leaving
tbe officers and crew still tied and helpless.
Ths coast guard throughout Ireland has been
ordered to obgerve extraordinary vigilance,
and an additional supply of ball cartridgoes
has been served out to them. The affair has
caused a great seneation throughont Ireland,
and in London the sale of newspapers con-
taining accounts of the raid is enormous.
Genuine Fenian excitement is working up,
and the greatest apprehensions are enter-
tained.

The following i3 clipped from the Irish
correspondence of the New York Herald :—

Cork. July 31, 1880.

The peaceful people and, the newspuper
correspondents of Englaud and Ireland are
occasionally much exercised by the reports
which rometimes creep into the press of
Fenian plots, the drilling of men in the dead
of night, the Importation of arms and other
mysterious indications of incipient revolu-
tion, Tbis would ssem ¢o bo ths exteut of
their knowledge of what is daily passing
under their eyes, and it certainly spenks
well for the secrecy and sense of honor per-
vading the organization of the Fenian
Brotherhood that nothing definite appears to

te publicly known of ita working, Yet there

does exist an organization, powerful and de-
termined as it ever was, and under its present
programme of operations more likely to suc-
ceed than any previous movement. The fol-
lowing statements are not intended in any
sence as revelations. There are probably few
facts among them which are not known to
the government and the constabulary through
accident or by the aid of spies, or at leasi
guessed at. The real secrets of Fenianism
are, however, a sealed book to any but Irish-
men, and to them oaly after taking an oath
which is seldom, if ever, broken, and which,
if brokeu, might be followed by unpleasant
consequences. DBut thess statements, so far
as they go, may be absolutely relied upon.
Every fact has been submitted to proof, atd
they who may be the quickest to deny are
they who best know the sccuracy of what is
here stated. One of the chief objects in
making the facts public is to show the pre-
cise relations existiug between the Revolu-
tionary Brotherhood and the Land League.
They reverse completely the popular concep-
tion, so far 23 Ireland is concerned, of the
connection between the swo parties, and show
how little satisfied Irish nationalists are with
Parnell and the men of his clique, who are
s#neither sweet nor bitter ” on the question of
Irish independence. The ultimate idea of
Michael Davitt and a few of those associated
with him may be to strike a blow for the
national cause, but the determined opposition
of the actual revolutionary leaders to the
agitation method of appronching the final
goal is clearly proved by Davitt's recent ex-
pulsion from the Supreme Council and the
threateningly hostile attitude of the secret
organization against the Land League.

It was at this time (1867) that that branch
of American Fenianism known as the “Senate”
party deputed a gentleman, now member of
Parliament fora Western county constituency,
to gather the scattered links of the Irish Re-
volutionary Association and put them into
place. He did his work well. Commencing
in England with the aid of Michnel Davitt
ana with another gentleman who is member
of Parliament for a Connaught county, and a
thira gentleman who was a well known writer
of seditious songs, and now, I believe, con-
nected with a leading Irish daily, he succeed-
ed in bringing the disconnected branches of
the gociety into communication and placing
them in working order. 1n Ireland, assisted
by a literary free lance, now Asiatic corres-
pondent of & prominent English journal, and
by others whose names 1 cannot mention, .-
they are still «in the gap,” similar work was
done. The rank and file of the circles were
called together and they elected centres. The
centres of each county in Ireland or each dis-
trict in England met and appointed county or
district centres. The three countries were
divided into seven provinces—Ulster, Mun-
ster, Leinster, Connaught, North of Eagland,
South of England and Scotland. In each
province of Ireland the county centres as-
sembled in conventivn and elected a provin-
cial executive of three provincial members,
military secretary and civil sacretary. ‘I'he
seven provincial members now conatituted
the central governing executive of the move-
ment styled the Supreme Council. The
Supreme Council framed & new constitution
and adopted rules for the management of the
circles. The entire work of reorganization
was completed about the end of 1868, and
since then the I. R. B. bave made slow but
steady progress, which has met but two serious
interruptions—the inception of the home rule
movement in 1871 aud the land agitation of
the last and present year. Each of those has
to a greater or less extent injured the pros-
pects of the revolutionary party and checked
jts progress. Of the two the more damage
has been inflicted upon it by the land
agitation. The personnel of the Supreme
Council has of course been much changed
since its first formation, but its constitution,
core of laws and methods of election remain
the same. I am compelled to maintain
silence respecting its present members, but I
may mention that of its former ones two are
members of Parlisment, one is now a Town.
Councillor for a southern borough, two wore
priests, one a dietinguished barriater, now
dead, and journalists of more or less fame
have been and ure among its members. ln
additicn to the seven elected members there
are three or four honorary ones, chosen by the
elected representatives, and voices not un-
known in the House ot Commons may still
be heard in the deliberations of the Supreme
Council, altbough there is a strong feeling
ag inst members of the I. R. B. who take
part in Parliamentary agitation, and two
Supzeme Councillors have been expelled the
ranks since they ventured to take the oath of
allegiance. . :

There 8. probably no part of freland where
the revolutionary feeling is stronger than in
this province “¢t Munster, and nowhere are
there bolder or more desperate spirits thanin
the city of Cork.. I chanced some time agoto
meet here a gentleman whose opinions are
most decided on the question of physical
force in dealing with England, and who is ap
active worker in the ranks of the revolution-
ary party. Onpe night last week I met him
in a retired honse in the suburbe of Cork, and
chancing to refer to the revelations at a
murder trial in the west of Ireland by one
Clarke, who was stated to be a Fenian
traitor, I asked the gentleman «if the active
party in Ireland were really so strong as had
been ropresented 7

4 Yes,” he replied, #it is making steady
progress, though it has been considerably
weukened by the land agitation' and the ne-
cessary expulsion of some of our own leaders,
in consequence of their active co-operation
with the land agitation.” .

#Do you not, then, sympathize with the
land movement ?” I asked, considerably sur-
prised. , .

«QOn the contrary,” said he, “ the Fenian
Brotherhoed totally obiects to land agitation;
as the agitators w'll find to their cost very
soon.” . .

« But it is generally believed that the re-
volutionary party arc st the bottom of the

“entire land movement 7 -

ult is a mistako. In ihe first place, the

revolutionists’ simple and rola object is a
complete separation from Lngland by force,
believing that to be the only hope for attain-
ing their object. You may not belisve in
our cruse. You may point to our previous
failures, and may have no faith in our suc-
cess. You may thiuk us foolich to persist
in our endeavors. But you cannot deny that
our movement is purely patrictic, and that
the more hopeless it is the less we have to
gain. The lnnd movement is, on the other
hand, a purely selfish agitation, appenling,
not to the patriotism of the people, but to
their pockets. The land agitators teach the
people a fallacious idea that the land is theirs,
and that they may bave it for nothing, and
that the landlords are their natural enemies.
We teach them that liberty and independence
is theirs, and that some of the landlords may
be won to our side and hecome our most
valuable friends. Many landlords in the
past have been Keniana. Smith O'B:ien,
Edward Fitzgerald, Emmett, John Mitchel—
all landlords—were connected with the cause.
The landlords have money and could buy
arms, and would make splendid officers, and,
altogether, we havoe no wish to uttorly alien-
ate them. We havo had connected with onr
organization within the last two or three
yenrs the sons of several large landlords in
the various quarters of Ireland—young men
whose izfluence, ability and daring promised
to he of the greatest wvalue, and the
source of much strength to tho national
cause ; but they have seen some of our
leaders rallying to the standard ot Parneli and
observed our rank and file attending the land
meetings, and have consequently withdrawn
their support, angry that the Hrotherhood
should be apparently assisting an agitation so
hostile to their interests, and besides we do
not favor & peasant proprietory, for pensant
proprietors would inevitably become a powar-
tul yeomanry and be the worst enemics of our
cause. These are reasons why we object to
the land agitation., It is, moreover, imr ossi-
ble to blend a secret and a public organiza-
tion, for the former is certain to sufler by the
contact. For instance, Parnell knows all the
icentres’' of two provinces where he has been
agitating, and has used them, and through
thom has used the rank and filo of
our organization to advanco his agitation.
Heo has no business to have this knowledge.
He told a correspondent ot the New York
Herald last January that Davitt was a
Fenian. How did he know that? The
truth is he gathered about him ». number of
our leaders whose love for notoriety and
political distinction is gieater than their
love of country, and whose vanity he flat-
tered by promises of political rdvancement,
until they consented to the use of our dis-
ciplined organization for political purposes.
These men used our county centres to got
up the agitation and meetings, and our rank
and file were degraded and disgraced by
being induced to parado around the country
with imitation pikes and woaden guns.”

midable body of Panthon and Neuri robbers
attacked an escort between Kacholi and Gun.
dakin. The escort was commanded by Cor-
poral Duff. He and his men made a gallaat
tight, but they were outnumbered, and, to save
themselves, were compelled to abandon their
tredsure waggon and ull their baggage. Thirty-
six Europeans aud Sepoys were killed in this
disastrous engagement.

News from Candahar is to the effect that
the garrison have not as yet had any immoe.
diate attack from Ayoob Khan, and make fre-
quent successful skirmishes with tribesmen
who are hovering in the neighborhood in
isolated bands. Reports from the column
under Gen. Roberts, whn is advancing to the
relief of Candahar, uro favourable.” The
northern Ghilzais, with whom he anticipated
trouble on his marcl, are sald to have remain-
ed thus far quiet,and be has established helio-
graphic commupication with Killa Abdullah.
The feeling at the War Office and in Calcutta
is not wholly cheerful, and requiring the
abandonment of Cubul,aithough it is no more
than the carrying out of the prograrume agreed
upon before the late defeat ot Geoneral Bur-
roughs, opens the whole of the northern part
of the country to insurrection and may bring
many years of further struggle, while, on the
other hand, to lose Candahar may signify loss

From Counter To Crosier,

A GROCERY CLERK BEOOMES A RMEGH
DIGNITARY OF THE COUHUROH,

Happening on Saturday morning to meet at
the City Hall Mr. W. C. Ruymond, that gen-
tlemen narrated to a representative of tha

«James Gibbons was in my omployment
arbout eightecn months. Hy was without ex-
ception, oune of the most energetic, intolligent,.
und strictly consciontious youngz men I hava
met in tke whole course of my life. Honest
as the sun, and strictly uprightin all his con-
duct, I do not beliove that a purer man than
Bishop Gibbons exists to-day. Iiscareerin
life aud exceptional good;fortuns might be
compared with that of those well known in
history, and I have learaed to look upon him
as the Napolean of the church.

wAfter a service in my store of cight:zen
months, young Gibbons announced to mo that
ho intended to quit work, conceiviug it to be
his duty to attend the theological seminary at
St. Mary’s, in Maryland, and study for the
priesthood. A bright studont and n man ot
enrnest convictions, he carly won the esteem
of his prolessors, and not only this, but the
fuvoranle notice of the Right Reverend A.rch-
bishop of the Diocese. 8o high an opinion
wag held of Father Glbbons by the church,
that after his ordination be was selected to
to tako charge of the parlsh of Canton, just op-
posite Baltimore,

«In this parish several pricsts had pre-
viously failed utterly to create an interest in
tho church or even to establish a parish of
any numbers or influence whatever, With-
fntwo years Father Gibboys had not only
created a splendid temple of worship, but had
created one of the largest and most influen
tial parishes in the entire meighborhood.
His great succesa in this induced the arch-
bishop to retain Father Gibbons as his
private secretary, s position which he held
for some years.

« During this time it became necessary to
choote a missionary bishop for the diocese of
North Carolina, a State which, at that time,
had but one Catholic chursch within its
borders, that of Wilmington.

son James wag born. They returned to lre-
land with the child, and James did not return
to America until he became a youth, but is
really a American born, and a citizen of the
United States. :

« "['his circumstance removed every obstacle
to his appointment as missionary bishop of
North Caroling, and he became among all
classes one of the most esteemed prolates

‘who ever officiated in that State.

« The demise of the Bishop of Richmond
elovated Bishop Gibbons to his See, and
made him the legatee of one of the wealthiest
bishoprics in the country, and the more re-
cent death of the Archbishop of Baltimore
has elevated this foriunnte prolate, who was_.
also his grace’s heir to tha archbishoprie, an{
the highest position of the Catholic Cbutin
in America. All this has happened in. tha
couree of comparativaly & very few years.”

RAILWAY DISASTER.

A Coach Filel with Excarsionist:f
Telescoped by a Locometive. ¥

Two Persons Xilled and Tweniy live
Othera Injmred.

Arraxtic City, N.J, August 11.—At half
past six this evening, the second gection of
an excursion train which left Atlantic City atf
six o'clock, ran into the first section, telescop-
ing the rear car, and killlng two persoas nudj
injuring about twenty-five others. The pas
sengers on the ill-fated train, who arrived on
5.30 exproess-from Camden at midnight, give
the following account of the disaster .—Th:}
excursion train consisted of twenty-six cars,
sixteen in the first and ten in the second sec-
tion. The train was filled with 5. Ann's
Catholic excursionis’s from Kensington,
Philadelphia. The first section left this city
at six o'clock, and the second followed scon
after. When the first section reached Mary's§
Tanding the engineer slowed and started to
Tun on the siding to allow the passage of the
5.30 express from Camden. Al the carshad
passed the switch except iwo, when the
second section came thundering on behind.
The engineer of the latter se-tion whistled%
down brakes as he approached the awitch,
but when the brakes were applied they failed
to work, owing to their being wef, and the
rear locomotive crashed into the last car of
the first section, telescoping it and causing s
feartu! wreck. As the locomotive forced its
way into the car, the cylidder heads were
forced open, and dense clouds of steam poured
through the cars, acalding mnearly every pas-
senger in it. In an instant there waea scene
of fearful excitement. The sound of hissing
steamn and the shrieks of the terrified pas-
gengers were blended and carried through the
cars, striking terror to the hearts of all. The
crowded cars were speedily emptied, and
every effort made to aid the wounded. Thel
express-train arrived just as the accident oc-
curred, and the passengers from it also hur-
ried to render assistance. The wo:k of re-
moving the injured was immediately begun
and medical ald summoned. The wounded
were taken to neighbouring houses. The
best cars of the express train were ewitched
off and fitted up as hospitals, ahd attached to
the excursion train. In these were placed
the Teast injured, and the train went onto
Philadelphia. Physicians from Camden, whe

Their talk and actions excited sus-
picion, which was further strengthened by
their answers to questions asked them. They

88 to who they were and where they were
from ; said they had lived five or six yecars
smong the Indians; that they bad been up
in-the Niobrara country, and that they were
not the Benders., Sheriff Gregg was called.
‘He started on their track. At Schuyler he
caught up with them. He passed them two
or three times, and finally turned around and
met them with drawn vevolver. He said to
the woman, ¢ Hello, Kote,” and she was con-
siderably srartled, and replied, “ I am not
Kate Bender.” The old man didn't offer any
resistance, and the officer had no difficulty in
landing him and his wife in the Fremont
jail. In the jail the couple had a conversa-
tion, which was overheard. The old man,
who is apparently over 60 years of age, said
tc her: ¢ I knew if we came to Kansas that
they would hang us before we were there two
bours. We would not stand a ghost of a
show. If I have to die, I want to die with
you and be buried with you. I am going
crazy. I know I have to die. 1 want that
razor in here before I start for Kansas.”
« They would not let you have it. They are
afrai¢ of losing their reward,” she said. He
continued: “T know youll give me away,
but you cannot save yourself.

—This makes a grand total in England, Irc-
land and Scotland of 47,000 men. Of the
number in Ireland fully twelve thousand are
armed with Snider rifles, purchased or stolen
in England or hought in America, with
American, English and Australian contribu-
tions.”

« Do you have any trouble in getting these
arms into the country ?”

« None whatever. Our arms agents have
no difficulty in supplying arms as rapidly as
the circles desire to purchase, The arms
ngents have in Dublin, Belfast, Cork and
other large towns stores of arms awaiting
purchage by the circles.”

«Are you at liverty to say how they are
smuggled into the country ?”’

# No, that would rot be advisable; but
they are brought into the country constantly
in such quantities as they are needed. The
Snider rifle and bayomet is supplied to tho
men iz Ireland at £1 apiece, the extra cost
being defrayed by the fund of the Brother-
hood.”

« How large is the fund ?”

« Well, about £20,000 in three countries,
the division of the North of England being
the richest.”

# Are the men in England armed, too?"

# They are all armed with revolvers. It is
not necessary to arm them with guns vet, ag
they can be got easily if wanted. In Ireland
it is different, and ‘arms must be cbtained
secretly. Of course, the number named above
as that of those under arms in Ireland does
not represent all, as many are privately armed
with weapons uot received through the or-
ganigation. It is impossible to get the exact

to report the number of arms, as they are
men and money."

« Have yon ever had any communication
with the Euglish republicans?”

« We have on one or two occasions been
in negotiation with Bradlaugh and the re-
publicans, who have shown considerable in-
terest in our obje:ts, bat the commuuications
have never come to anything, as the English-
men do not mean fight.” .

« Have you any connection on the Con-
tinent among revolutionista there?”

«No, we have not. Stephens had en
understanding with Continental revolution-
ints, and in 1867 a number of Italian officers
came to Eagland, but they returnad, and since
then there has been & kind of contempt
among Continental revolutionists for the
Funian movement. The strong Catholicity of
Irish 1evolutionists must al.ways be a bar to
i gonoection with QOuntinentals having the
same rim, for the latter are mostly infidels.”

“« What possible hepe have you of succerd-
ing single handed in an encounter with Eug-
land ?” .

t We never intend to try it. We will

never repent the blunder of Stephens, who
' was forced tuto a vising by the importunitics

number armed as the centres are not obliged y

of Irish friends and common patriots in
Aumerica, who insisted on fighting. We can
afford to walt. 1n fact that is our only
chance, England must sooner or later be in-
volved in a great war,’and that will be our
opporiunity. In 1877, when a war was threat-
engd with Russia, overtures were made in
America to the Russian Ambassador, at
Washingtun, and also to the Ambassador, in
Puarls, by Irish agents, offering assistunce and
asking for war material and officers. As no
war ensued the negotiations of courre came
to nothing, but the overtures were not de-
clined, only postponed.”

% Are the constabulary of Ireland at all
connected with the organization ?”

% No, taking the onth ot allegiance dis—
qualifies & member of the Brotherhood while
that body remains iu its civil state and with
fow excoptions this bas applied even to mem-
bers of Purliameut. Of Parnell’s active party
in the present Parlinment nearlv every ome
of them have been m-mbers of ¢our firm.'
Onc of the exceptions is the parlinmentary
tdisciple of Hartmann,’ who, however, took
the secret oath, but when called on for dues
refused to pay.”

% Has Stephens anything to do with the
present organization 7"

“Nothing. There are, however, small
circles in Dublin and Cork, recruited chiefly
from expelled members of the organization,
which profess to be working with Stephens;
but it is doubtrul waether they have any con-
nection with him.”

This ended the conversation, The inter-
view sums up concisely aud trutkfully the
facts regarding the organization of the revo-
lutionary party in Ir¢land. No onecan doubt
the desperate and daring determination of
thousands of these men, and it would be hara
to precict the result should Eogland ficd a
revolution on her hands while engaged in a
great European war. What might not a few
thousand reckless menin Englaud doin these
days of dynamite und Nihilists? It is cus-
tomary to laugh at such things as these, and
for the purposes of the revolutionists it is as
well that they should be laughed at, but it is
hard to believe that generation after ge era-
tion Irishmen will risk their lives and liberty
for the amusement of the thing, and bundreds
of them are now risking at lenst the lutter in
in the endeavor to arm and organize their
countrymen to meet some emergency in the
fature which may cost them their lives.
Every week brings into Irelund quantities of
military stores of every description, most ot
it of excellent quality. It is brought in,
stored and despatched to every part of [re-
land, under the very eyes of the police. Oune
capnot travel in any of the distucbed parts ot
Ireland without observing one or two of the
constabulary nurrowly watching all tha
strangers who pass through—«looking for
Feunians,” an inspector in Mayo once told me,
They know that arms and ammunition come
into their towns, but how and when they
would be zlad to explain if they could. A
consigunment arrived in Cork only this week,
and in due course fouud its way to , from
which place I was supplied with some in-
teresting specimens. As a guarantee of gond
faith I forward you by this mail two rifles,
both Snider's, which less than three days ugo
were surreptitiously lanited in Ireland by the
arms agents, and theremainder of which con-
signment is now in the hands of a Fenian
military company in the province of Muaster.
These riflus ure fuir specimens of the arms of
the revolutionists, and are the munufacture
usually favored by them. One of thomis a
short skirmishing rifle in excetlent coundition,
and to which belongs a sword bayonet, now
in my possession. The other gun is aregula
military rifle of the Snider pattern. Both are
government rifles, a8 will be seen by the
crown stamped upon the lnck, and have
either besn bought at suction or stolen—the
latter, I imagine, from the dutes 1877 and
1879, for it wus before these that the Martinl-
Henry's were adopted by the British regulsa
army and the Bniders abunduned and sold at
auction. The Spiders are now used by the
Volunteers alone, and [ do not donbt the
guns [ send you have heen stolen from wome
.uckless volunteers. Thore rifleg bad baen
taken apart when I received them snd the
stock of the long rfle is, you will see, sawed
into two piecwes tor the greater sufety of secret
transmission, but in such s manner as not to
impair its nsefulness in the slightest deure -,
This latter gun has evidently bad a precarious
passuga to Ireland, for it is slightly rusted,
but it would have been placed in prime condi-
tion in the hands of the arms agent. I have
also & new Colt’s revolver, which is the kind
served out to officers of the orgauization,
All the arms bear the private murk of the
Brotherhood on the stocks and would be
easily recognized by friends of the cause in
America.

Regarding the operations of the organiza-
tion in the immedints future it may be relied
upon thatthe othject «f the Brotherbood now i,
and will be for some time to come, t: organize,
arm and finally to discipline from eighty
thousand to one bundred tbLousand men in
Ireland, and to rick trom the Englisn und
Scotch organizations from three thousand to
four thousand of the most determined men
for action there when the proper mrment ar-
rives, but the nature of whose duty bas net
yet been dec ded wpow, though it may be
guessed. A8 Hoon a8 the organigation is com-
pleted and has approached the perfoctinn
which is desired, and has suffi-ient funds on
hand, the Supreme Council will cease to exist,
and the organization will become purely
military. Each county will be placed under
an officer, each province uander & genersl and
the entire body under a military executive,

the American organization being  ex-
pected to supply offlcers. But even
then no revolution need be anti-

cipated, for the Irish ravolutionists have now
no hope of fighting England alone. The or-
ganization iu its chauged form will simply
await events.

T am gure that the Canadian scheme will
never again be tried, and, indeed, the lesson
of the lust firgro has not been thrown away in
any sense. But whatever is done will depend
upon circumstances. One thing, however, is
certain, from everything I have seen and
heard, aod from what I krow—there is no
bazard whataver io predicting that whenever
England bicoymen cogaged in a war of any
magnitude Ireland will be the seat of a
bold and serious revolntion.

THE LAND AGITATION.

The Land League fs the last hope of the
Irish people. 1f that formidable organization
fails to accomplish anything material for the
tenant, despair will come and the deluge.
The people have absolutely and entirely lost
all faith in the British Parliament and all
hope in Home Rule. The Home rulers them-
selves are split into factions and no longer
exist asa party. It is sad when a people
lose fuith in & Government, and when they
have no immediate means of righting their
wrongs through legislation. A measure of
temporary relief was introduced by the Irish
members, which after considerable modifica-
tion was n‘tfopted by the Government, but
ignominously squelched in the House of
Lordt, at which, perhape, the treacherous
whigs were only too well pleased. The Gov-
ernment next proceeds to appoint a Royal
Commission, a step which raises a smile
of contempt even on the face of the perplexed
tenant who remembers that Royal Commis-
sions in Ireland are frauds almost as great as
other things that have been royal. There is
therefore nothing but the Land League in
which to trust, and if that fnils, well then, as
we have remurked, the deluge, or a general
exodus, and by the deluge we mean a re-
volution. The people have cause for trust in
the Land League, for up to this it has render-
ed services of incalculable value, services
which must be known to be appreciated. It
has in the first place fed the people, after
firat soundipg the note of alarm thata famine
was coming. It has prevented thousands of
evictions, it has been the means of reinstating
some of those already evicted, and is now
engaged fighting the landlords in the law
courts, often with remarkable success. « Reep
a grip on your lands,” said Mr. Parnell, # and
don’t let your harvests go,” is the latest advice
given by the league to the tenants. The
result of this advice is beneficial in the highest
degree. Tenants refuse positively to bid for
lands from which others have been driven,
and the land agitation bas indeed become
formidable. It is doubtful if the farmers
will suffer the harvests to leave their hands
as they did in 1848 and the succeeding years,
to fatten slothful men they have never seen,
while they themselves have.to die or emi-
grate. Canadians and Americans who have
so generously subscribed money to tide the
famine-stricken over the summer, will hardly
be pleased if they hear that their benevolence
bas been in vain, their money wasted, and the
barvest they indirectly helped to sow taken
away by the bailift and landlord. It is this
the much abused Land League is trying hard
to prevent, and from past experience it would
look as if they were to be successful. They
have established branches all over the country
which promise to yield obedience and keep
their creps from the land robbers, nay more)
even some of the landlords are beginning to
fall under the influence, if not of the league,
at least of the public opinion it has created.
On a late occasion a Mr, Webb, a landlord,
appeared before the Land League Branch at

the meantime the good parish priest comes
out of the affair with great credit to himself.

Mostofus will have been on the other
side of Jordan before then, and great changes
will have taken place. Perhaps Montreal
will have a population of 300,000 in 1920,and
we know that that means fortunes to those in
possession of the street car monopoly. The
aldermen who recommended the charter are
tieing the hands of posterity, and giving one
clas of citizens a chance to make a fortune at
the expense of future taxpayers. One would
think that the giviog away of the City Pas-
senger Railrond charter for forty years is a
matter of suflicient importance to call for a
vote of the people, but those intrusted do not
think so, and hence the citizens are to be com-
pelled to go, it bind in spite of themselves.

The iniquity is not as yet complets, and the
people have some hope left that their repre-
sentatives will open their eyes even at the last
mouwent. They should consider when reading
over the report of the pliant sub-committee,

that it is far easier to create a monopoly than

‘to"abolish it; that competition is good for the
city, and they should ask themselves what re-
compeuse are they likely to obtain in vetwn.
for such a valuable gift as a charter for forty
"years.

fromthe toilers of a long summer’s day from
sunrise to sunset. The Government, which
should be the natur 1 protector of the people,
does not interfere in their behalf, and hence
some power must act in its place. This power
is the Land League.

Argument on our part to prove that the
government of Greai Britain can be oppres-
sive and unjust would be as absurd as it is
unnocessary. We have only to point to its
action in China, where it has demoralized and
ruined millions by forcing opium down their
throats at the bayonet’s point, so to speak,and
to Afghanistan, where, without cnuse, it hag
reddened the fields with the blood of its
patriots, as well as that of the gallant soldiers
forced into the quarrel. This government is
ruled by the lords, witness the scornful
throwing out of the Irish Compensation bill,
which is just as ready to deal out injustice and
bullets to Ireland as to Afghanistan. The
landlords caanot see that they are moving
against & tide which is cver increasing in
strength and volume, which will most as-
suredly carry them down to destruction if
they persist in slemming it. The lrish Land
League is only the beginning of an organi-
zation which will ramify through the British
1slands and destroy an aristocracy whioh is as
proud as it is wealthy, and has set it8 mind
upon learning nothing.

TORONTO WEST.

ArperMAN Ryan, of Toronto, has been
pominated by the Reformers to contest the
western division of that city in their interests,
Alderman Rysn is a native of Lancashire
England, though of Irish extraction, and is a
Cuntholic. Heis a wealthy man, an exten-
give lmpoiter, a vigorous speaker, is
thoroughly posted on Canadian affairs. The
fact of his having. been elected alderman for
St. George’'s ward, the voters of which are

mostly Protestants, during his absence in

England, is a sufficient proof of his popularity,
but it remains to be seen, if it will carry him
‘through the coming election trinmphantly.
It hes often been charged sgainst the re-
formers, and, indeed, against the Conserva-
tives as well, that when they despair of carry-
ing a constituency,; they nominate an Irish
Catholic to show their liberality, and in case
of his Jefeat, which is genemlly: a forégofle
conclusion, to be enabled to shake their heads
in mysterious fashion and eay, “well you know.
nothing else could have been expected,
Ryan, (or O'Donoghue,) is,a splendid fellow,
but he is a Catholic, and our peopleare a leettle
prejudiced against members of that Church.”
We sincerely Lope that it is through more
generous motives Mr. Ryan has been nominat-
ed. Butatall ovents, west Toronto is a pretty
hard constituency to be carried at the present
time by a reformer, were he ever so firm a be-
liever in the doctrines of Calvin. Thereisno
manner of doubt that the country is prosper-
ing, whether though tbe influence of the
nationsl policy or other causes we shall not
stay to enquire, and Torontois enjoying the
full benefit of the good times. The success of
Sir John A Macdonald’s new mission to Eng-
land will also militato against the success of
the liberal party; and aboveall, Toronto west
if a conservative constituency, generally
speaking. If the reformers give a loyal sup-
port to their candidate, it is possible he may
win, notwithstanding the chancesagainst him,
butif they do, times and opinions must have
changed since the party bolted fiom John
O'Donoghue atthe very polling booth, when
he was running for Toronto east, six years
ago. The Globe says of Mr. Ryan :—

«Mr. Ryan is o member of the Catholic
« Church. Ho has not been selected asa
«candidate because he is a Catholic, or witha
t«tyiew to secure Catholic votes. He has been
uchosen because heis agood speaker and an
‘intelligent, well-informed Liberal politician,
«and we bespeak for him from the Protestant
uelectors a cordial reception. It will be a dis-
ugrace if at the present crisis any Liberal elec-
utor refrains from the poll because the party
ucandidate is a Roman Catholic. The anti-
«Catholic cry will doubtless be raised by the
«Government party, but it should be frowned
«down by Reformers. Mr. Ryanis a fit and pro-
uper person to present West Toronto in Parlia-
«ment. There are great questions at issue
swhich he is competent to deal with, and not
tone on which his religion will influence his
taction. But few days remain before polling.

THE STATE OF IRELAND.

1n another page of this impression of the
True WiTness will be found copious extracts
taken from Thursday's New York IIerafd,
having refereunce to the troubled state of Ire-
land. It will be seen by these extracts that
the energetic correspondent is master of the
situation ; knows cverything, has handled
the war material of the I. R. B., has come in
contact with one of the *A’s" and pumped
him to his heart’s content, can lay his hand
upon all of the active section of the Irish
Parliamentary party who belong, or did be-
long, to the Revolutionary Brotherhood, and,
in a word, is ope of those extraordinary
newspaper correspondents peculiar to thne
present age. The Irich Republica. Brother-
hood is one of the most dangerous and im-
penetrable organizations the world has ever
seen, but it cannot elude the vigilance of the
N. Y. Iferald correspondent. Nothing can.
Defore him, with card in kand, secrets unveil
themselves, the pyramids of Egypt open out
and surrender their precious rmysteries;
Kings, Emperors, statesmen and literateurs
talk to him with a childlike simplicity, and
the dark and gloomy Irish republicans tell
him ‘everything; nay, have surrendered to
him, as. a guarantee of his correctness, two
rifles and bayonets. Wonderful creatures
are those Herald correspondents,ubiquitous,
omniscient, above all created mortals, And
yet the whole exhaustive report could have
been written in the Herald office. We do not
say that it has been, only that it is possible,
for it could have been. There are a good
many brilliant newspaper men on the New
York IHerald staff whose imaginations are
none the less inventive because they are
Irish. There is Johnny Devoy, for instance,
a young man almost capable of any enter-
prise where glory is to be gained or the
prestige of his paper to be maintained, and
there are others equally ambitious, equally
enterprising, and cqually conversant with
Irish Revolutionary affairs.

Not, however, that we doubt for a moment
that Ireland is a8 the correspondent has pic-
tured it. Indeed, we seriously believe his
guesses, or his informant, are rather below
than above the mark as to numbers, effi-
ciency, and the resolve to give trouble of the
revolutionary party in Ireland,  as how rould
it be otherwise in a country which offers such
a fair field for conspiracy, and where con-
spiracy is justifiable, if it ever was,—a coun-
try which is governed by English and Scotch
agents, and owned by Irish and Epglish
absentees,—a country which sees its Sove-
reign every twenty years, but sees armed
constabulary and bailiffs and agents, and evic-
tions, every day in the year and every hour in
the day? If we permitted ourselves to
doubt the existence of an armed organization
in Ireland which is ready to drive out the
foreign element when ‘it can, the telegrams
from day to day would be sufficient to make
ue believe ; and, after all, what does it mat-
ter whether an inventive correspondent at
this side gives the intelligence or it is
flashed over the Atlantic as the result of a
royal commission? It is all the same. The
shooting of landlords or agents, or bailiffs
or Crown solicitors nlmost every other day
is quite sufficlent to convince the mosi per-
severing optimist that the country is ina
vory unsettled state; =ns, also, that notwith-
stunding the pumerous arms and coercion

acts in force, tho people are possessed of a

considerable supply of arms. It is doubtful,
however, if the- Imperial Government has
any cause to fear from any particular organi.
zation. The whole of Ireland—except the
privileged classes—is disaffected, and if an
opportunity presented itself would rige in
arms to obtain the justice denied by an arro-
gant aristocracy. If, for instance, there be
an outbreak in lndia, which would tax the
resources of the Empire, there would be a
gpontaneous rising in Ireland, not of the
I.R. B. nor of this or that organization, but of
[the pecple, assisted by their countrymen in
the United States and elsewhere. The
United Irishmen of the Ninety-elght times
possessed a formiduble organization, but it
collapsed when it was most required, and it
was Wexford peasants who shook the Empire
to its base; men who knew nothing of secret
societies or republicanism; men who only
knew that they were sorely oppressed as are
their descendants in this year of grace, 1880.
As regards the morality of rebellion, a good
deal might be said for and against, but &
good deal would depend upon the ultimate
chances of success. In the first place, wounld
a rising be just? In the second place,
would it be successful ? These are the two
grand questions. We do not know as to the
success, but we do know it is as just for an
Irishman to defend himself, if attacked, as it
is to go out to Afghanistan to kill the
natives, who are doing nothing but defending
their hearths and homes irom unjust spolia-
tion and invasion. Bat, it may be said, it
would be treason, and trenson i3 not good.
It is, however, sometimes successful, and then
by common covsent the word is changed to
patriotism :
“Treasonodoth never prosper: What's the rea-

For 1rs ;’tn;;rosper, none dare call it treason.”
Now, this is the time for Mr. Gladstone to
gshew his genius. He can take his choice,
allowing the landlords to work their will, or
giving justice to the tenants and preserving
the Empire intact. The correspondent
speaks truly when he says the Land
Leaguers ave injuring the Revolutionists. It
should be Mr. Gladstome’s business to pre-
vent them uniting and becoming too for-
midable.

THE PACIFIC RAILROAD.

The Pacific Railroad is once more the sub-
ject of conversation throughout the length
and breadth of Canada, as well it might, for
it is the greatest undertaking ever entered
into by this country. The idea was first en-
tertained when the Americans had completed
their trans-continental railroad, in 1868, and
was discussed pro and co» until in 1871, when
the Conservative Government of the day gave
it a tangible shape by negotiating with cer—
tain parties for its comstruction, which, in
fuct, was made necessary by treaty with
British Columbia as a condition of that pro-
vince entering confederation. The ¢enormous
expense attending the construction of the
proposed railroad alarmed the country. The
Liberals took advantage of public feeiing, and
of the alleged sale of a charter to Sir Hugh
Allan, and the Government was defeated in
1873 on the question, The succeeding ad-
ministration, however, much as it might have
disliked the idea of a Pacific railroad for im-
perial purposes, or to please a small number
of people in British Columbia, was obliged,
by treaty, to carry on the work, but in itsown
way, of course, wWhick was as slowly and
cautiously as the finances of Canada could
afford. In fact it iz doubtful if the Mac-
kenzie Government would not bhave thrown
the whole thing overboard and told British
Columbia to go if it were not that millions
of dollars had been already spent on surveys,
chiefly from the west of the Rocky Mountains
to British Columbia. The slow proceeding
of the Liberal Government did not at all suit
the few thousand dwellers on the Pacific
slope, and many a time did they threaten to
gecede unless the work was begun on the
Pacific coast, threats which, if the truth were
known, Mr. Mackenzie would not have been
sorry to see carried out, The Reformers were
ousted in 1878, and on Sir Jobn regaining
power once more he commenced to pursue
what is termed a vigorous Pacific railroad
policy. British Columbia was placated by
the contract for 127 miles of road being bé-
gun, besides the construction of a graving
dock at Esquimault. Other contracts had
been given out previously, or were given out
subsequently, and at the present time there
are 822 miles of road either finished or un-
der construction, which consist of the sec~
tions:

Counting a line of telegraph, surveys,
graving dock and 822 miles of rilroad at
$10,000 a mile, at the least, we may set down
the cost up to the present time as something
resembling fifteen million dollars.

But, of course, we
shall not obtain those two favors for nothing,
It, is proposed to follow the example of the
Tnited States Government .in .their Pacific
Railroad policy, an¢ give the English com.
pany possession of an enormous amount of
the magnificent land which undoubtedly lies
along the route between Lake Superior ang
the Rocky Mountains together with
money subsidy. The traunsactions entered
into between our Government and the
syndicate will put the latter in possession of
about eighty million acres ot arable land,
This is certainly part of the nation's inherit.
anco given away, but it is not wasted : it is
in Canada all the same, only it belongs, or will
shortly belong, to an Enpglish company
instead of to the Government of Canady,
We have to pay something for our whistle,
and we pay it in land. Baut the transfer will
have its advantages. The company will find
it to their interest to so advertize the North-
west and its resources as to make it ring
throughout Europe and attract hither hun-
dreds of thousands of those who are in-
clined to emigrate, English, Irish, Scotch,
Germans, French, Italians and Scandivavians,
all who are earth hungry or who are oppressed
by the despotisms of Europe, "They will both
assist in building the road and supporting it
when it is finished by local traffic. Canada
would bhave to wait a long time before she
could operate as well as this company to de.
velop her resources. It is true there will be
a land monoply created, bul, qui voule: rous ?
You can’t get something for nothing, and it
must be considered the syndicate is risking a
large amount of money. Taking all things
into consideration, 8ir John de.serves well of
his country; he is a successful statesman, if
we are to judge him by his works instead of
what political opponents say of him, and we
doubt very much if the most ultra Grit is not
rejoiced in his heart at the new turn Pacific
Raijroad affairs have taken.

CAVING IN OF A BUILDING.
LOSS OF LIFE,~~INQUEST.

The clly was startled on " Wednesday last by a
report thatat about haifpast threeo’clock a large
building in the cast end of the city, in which
fifteen boys were employed, haa fullen in, bury-
ing them in the ruins. A perfect craze seemed
to seize upon the citizens as they hurrledto the
scene of the accident in thousands. It turned
out that a two story bullding atthe corner of
Mignonne and Amherst streets, used asa feed
store by DMr. N, Brosseuu, was being stored with
bran. It became necessary to stow the bran
away in corners in order to inake rcom for more.
For that purpose & ¢crowd of lads had been sent
in to fill up the corners and to stamp the bran
with their feet. While they were thus engnged
the south'wall af the building fell out and the
whole collapsed, enveloping the bnys in brar,
bricks and mortar. The north wall stood firm
or not & soul would haveescaped. The firealarm
sounded and the firemen were quickly upon the
scene. Before this had happened a man named
Joseph Bruyere, assisted by others, managed to
111t the roof off sufficlently to eunable the boys
upon the top floor to escape.

RESCUED ALIVE.

The edge of the rooflay upon the neck of Ovide
Polvin, who was first helped out badly brulsed
and partially suffucated. Hubert Brosseau, a son
of the proprietor, was next rescued, unhurt.
Hubert Rivard was talen out also uninjured.

D. Deguere, thirteen years old, had his fore-
head laid open, was contpsed apout the body,
and escaped without ald, C. Charbononneau
was cut on the head, has a bad brulse on the
neck and his legscrushed. N, Brosseau had his
hend split in two places and & flesh wound on
the neck. J. B. Mongren had his head and neck
bruised with bricks. Isidore Brosseau had his
left arm fractured and was contused in the body.
All of the above are badly wounded, while
A lfred Brosseau, John Lawrie, Danfel Archam-
bault, J. Ethler, G. Lamontagne, H. Brosseau,
B. Grimard and a lad named Adelard were
geriously shaken, scratched and hurt.

Three Deacons Ordoined into the
Priesthood.

‘Cn Sunday,at St. Michael's Cathedral, the
solemn and impressive ceremony of Ordination
took place, vhen Rev.James Connolly, Morgaun
O’'Brien and bMichael Lahy wore admitted into
the priesthood of the Roman Catholic Church.

The Archbishop then demanded, ¢ Do you
know it he be worthy 7" To which the Arch-
deacon replied, ¢ As far as human frailty will
permit me to judge, [ know and attest that
he is worthy of this sublime office.”

The Archbishop then responded, « Thanks
be to God,” and made an address to the
assombled clergy and people, which was
followed by a prayer. The Archbishop then
blessed the kneeling candidates thrice, and
the ¢ imposition of hands” was performed by
His Grace and the clergy in stole, by placing
their hands upon the candidates’ beads.

OUR LONDON LETTER.

(From our own

Cofreapondent.)

: Loxpox, August 15,
T am not aprophet nor the son of & prophet,
but some time back I predicted in one of my
letterst» the TRUE WiTxess that the Afghans
would not be as easily beaten as people
imagined. The war has already cost us
twenty niillions sterling, and thousands of
men have been killed, to make for England a
scientific frontier in the mountains and val-
leys of Central Asia. The other day when
the wires flashed to Londun an account of the
defeat of General Burroughs by Ayoub Khab,
the greatest excitement prevailed all over the
city. Men could not believe that a British
army under a trained English general could
be beaten in 4 pitched battle by hillmen and
irregulars under an Afghan chief, but they
were, and mo-t terribly beaten into the bar-
gain. How much like the battle of Benburb,
fought on the 4th of Juune, 1G42, between the
Irish general Owen Roe 0'Neil and the English
general Monroe, was this battle between the
British and Afghons. Tuey were both fought’
*in the cause of right and patriotism against
unscrupulous invaders. They wero fought by
patriot troops on the one side, and largely by
mercenaries on the other. The victorious
generals in both battles were men who came
back to their native country to draw their
swords against her enemies and invaders. In
both cases they had to raise armies in the best
way they could, and also to depend upon
arms and supplies got into the country ina
surreptitons way, while the British were sup-
plied with the best of everything. The patriot
wenerals in Loth cases had by stratagem to
lure the enemy tu attack on ground not of his
own choosing. Mounroe was the first man to
carry news of his own defeat to Lisburn, So
was Burroughs to Candabar. At Benburb an
immense booty fell into the hands of Owen
Roe, and in the {same way Ayoub Khan at
Ruskinaknd, captured & deal of arms
and supplies. The parallel is in
every way complete. The Irish were
fighting for homes and liberty, so are che
Afghaus. The Irish had among them
trimmers and men who would make peace
with the merciless invaders, so bave the
Afghans. Among the Irish there were crowds
of nameless chiefs who kept afloat the banner
of ind.pendence. So there arein Afghanistan,
and in a moment when least expected the
Irish in 1642 gained a masterly victory, so
have the Afghans to-day, and well may they
exclaim with the poet :
Come trample down theilr robber rule, and
sinite [tsvenal spawn,
Thelr foreign laws, thelr foreign church, thelr
ermine and their lawn,
With all thelr specious fry of fraud that robbed
us of ourown,

And plant our ancient laws again beneath our
Iineal throne.

BANK HOLIDAY

is over, and a lively time we had of it in this
overgrown city. On Monday, the 2nd, it was
truly a g8ight to see the multitndes that were
leaving by each of the twelve great systems of
railways for the country and the seaside,
Anywhere awny from London, anywhere to see
grass and green trees. From early morn
crowds werc moving outwards by trains,
omnibuses, pleasure vans, hut mostly by rail
to various places. At the Crystal Palace,
seven miles on the southgide ot l.ondon, their
were seventy thousand people, and at the
Alexandra Palace, on the north side an equal
distance, there were one hundred and ten
thousand visitors. Around l.ondon there are
some charming places, and locomotion is ex-
ceedingly cheap at holyday times, as for
instance, from London to Southend and hack,
the fare on Monday was only three shillings,
and Southend is forty-five miles fromn the
city ; Brighton, tour shillings, fifty-six miles,
Hastings, five skillings, seventy-two miles;
Wind-or, two and sixpence, thirty miles, sad
all other places similarly cheap, Steamers on
the river also did a roaring trade, every boat
being crowded with excursionisis going to
different places to got a mouthful of sea nir.
Where the carrion is there, also, will
be the vultares, and so it is at the
excursion resorts round this largest city
in the world. There are cottages whers
tea can be had for so much per head, steam
swings and round-abouts for young people
who might fancy that kind of amusement,
bronzed gipsy women ready to tetl the for-
tunes of languishing eirls anxious about their
settlement in life. By crossing the gipsy's
palm with silver she would tell them the kind
of man they would be married to, the number
ot happy children each would be moather of,
and the other leading incidents of women's
lives.

We regard the preseat
action of the French Government as a blow
aimed at the liberties of the Church, believing
a5 we do that religious orders, it not essential
10 the existenco of the church, sre still
necessary for her well-being, and for the due
discbarge of many of her most important
functions. In your own eloquent words we
elieve that * among the religions institutes
there is one which has been more before the
world ‘than the others, which has done
splendid servire in education, which has shed
lustre on literature, which has formed savants
of the firgt rank in every branch of science,
which bas sent missioparivs to the extremities
of the earth, which bas carried civilization into
the most barbarous countries, and which has
madc every shore red with the blood of its
martyrs. Marke} out by its importance and
its succers as an ohject of the hatred of the
enemies of religion, the Society of Jesus has
always confounded calumpy by the splendour
of its virtues, its intellectnal power, and its
work.) In ope word we believe that is the
present confiict the canseof the Jesuits in the
canse of freedom, of education, of civilization
ay and of religion itself. We commend these,
our views, to the great mass of the French
nation, proud, generous, and brave, not in a
spirit of rebuke or reproaek, but combined
with the assurance that the heart of
Catbolic Ireland watches with absorbing in-

IRISH NEWS.

The double occasion of the coming of age
of Lord Killeen, heir to the Fingall estates,
and the -return. of the Earl of:: Fingall to
Ireland after several years' residence abroad,
was calebrated on 27th July, at the Castle of
Killeen, County Meath. Congratulatory ad-,
dresses were presented by the tenantry ot the
eatates to the noble Earl and hig son, and the
latter was presented with a further token of
esteem and good will in the shape of a beauti-
ful piece ot plate.

The Irish University Bill provides that the
honours and degrees of the new Irish Univer-
sity shall be open to women ag well as to men.
A society has been formed to procure the en-
dowment of scholarships and other means of
aid for the higher education of women in Ire-
land. It will also take measures to obtain
for women in the principal cities of. Ireland
the university education which will enable
them to avail themselves of the privileges of
the new university. The President of Queen's
Cullege, Galway, has announced that as soon
as & sufficient number of ladies have entered,
the classes for arts ag well as in science will
be opened to ladies.

On Saturday night, 24th July, or Sunday
morning, some thirty men, armed with
scythes, assembled at Drumdoolaghby Farm,
situate between Enxnis and Spancelaitl, and
cut down and destroyed five or six acres of
meadowiog. Thelandis part of the estate ot
the Macnamaras, minors, sens of late Colonel
Francis Macnamara, D L., Ennistymon House.
An sjectment had been brought against the
former tenant for non-payment of rent, and
the Innds were being preserved with the view
of letting them with profit to some other
person. ‘The action of the ‘midnight
moweras was evidently intended to deter aov
new comer- from taking the farm.—JIrish
Times. -

Evicrions.—Two evictious are reported as
having taken place on the Jands of Druma.
corabane and Errew for non-payment of rent.
Constabulary were drafted to the scene early
on Saturday morning, and it is rumored that
the persons evicted were reinstated again, but
the report is not confirmed. The townlands
whera the evictions occurred are within a
distance of seven or eight miles from Castle-
bai. Three carloads of police, with Dbec.
Hacket, Sub-Sheriff, left Boyle for the pur-
prae of evicting six families for non-payment
of one year's rent on Colonel Taafle Ferrall's
property at Doneen, Mayhing. The coming
of the police was unexpected, but on their
approach men with whistles and horns col-
lected the people, whosurrounded the houses
of the tenants, and their dvmeabnour was Bo
threatening that the sheriff deemed it right
to return to Boyle. ‘

Expectation rans high that the present re-
vival of trade will tend to further develope
the manufacture of Irish poplin, which the
late Lord Lieutenant and the Duchess of
Marlborough did so much to encourage.
When the Duke of Marlborough entered upon
his vice-royalty, the depression of trade was
unususlly severe, toth in these countries and
on the Continent. : The poplin weavers,
affected by the widespread stagnation, were
compelled to desert their looms here, looking
elsewhere for the means of subsistence. This
decay of the native jndustry was mainly at-
tributable to the want of patronage extended
to it by Irish ladies, and the Dachess of
Marlborough lent her kindly aid in gathering
the Irish Court to wear Irish productions at
the Castle gatherings. When balls were
given, the invit«tions were accompanled by
an intimation that her Grace would be much
gratified if popliu were the fuvoured texture
The reception rooms of the Castle were hung
with the same, and when the present Lord
Mayor of Dublin entered upon his present
mayoralty he caused his state coach to be
lined with Irish poplin. The taste of Irish
Iudies generaily, however, has not been
changed in the same des.rable direction.
From some unexplained and apparently in-
explicable cause, they would not adopt Irish
tuxure as either fashionable or in approved
tustz; and, while in Paris poplin was being
profasely used by the artists ot the Rue de la
Paix, the Dublin mercers were displaying
materialg for which purchasers could not be
found. Precisely similar causes have of late
years contributed to the decay of the Irish
lace trade. The Limerick lace, too, which
was at one time larguly patronised, is8 now
superseded by inferior imitations from other
countries. Irish manufactures complain
that they have no demand for it here, and
when upon & late occasion it was, with the
best intentions, worn atan {rish drawiugroom,
the ladtes here lelt no ingenuity untried to
set mside the unwelcome ordinance.— Textile
Manufacturer.

MorpER ANp HoMicipk.—On 27th July in-
telligence wag rece1ved at Limerick thata-man
named Lacey waa stabbed by auother named
Curley, near O'Brien's Bridge, and that a mun
named Power had been fired at by & farmer
named Roche, near Now Pallas, and nsrrowly
escaped death. The outragen were stated to
arise out of land disputes. The Coroper first
held an inquest on Tuesday on the body of
Lacy, aged 7¢, occupler ot vightacres of land,
who resldes near Killaloe. He and Curley
met at the fair of O'Brien's Bridge. They
drauk together, and on the way homae & dis-
pute occurred about Curley's wite. Carluy
tken drew a knife and killed Lacy oun the
spot. The inquest was adjourned for evi-
dence. The prisoner was brought before
Mesars. Studdert and Willlam Spaight, of
Derrycastle, and formally remauded for a
weuk, in order that the constables might ob-
tain fresh evidence as to the murder. The
details of the attempted homicide in the dis-
trict of New Fallas ave as yet imperfect, the
perpetrators being still at large.

Fenianisy 18 MaNcaEsTER.—We predict
that the Fenlan revival in Munchester of
which we now hear, will furnish an argument
in the momentous debate which comes on
next Monday in the House of Lords. [udeed,
we expect to hear the subject muntioned be-
fore then in either of the Chawbers. It is
known very well that Qottonop-1is, the “City
of the Martyrs,” is the headquarters in Eng.
land of the Fenian movement, which seems
to have been rooted thers by the executiou
of Allen, Larkin, aud O'3rien. Qur readers
will remember that ahout a yearago Dr.
Vaughan, tho Roman Catholic Bishop of Bxl-
ford, directed the terrors and disabilities of his
Church on the brotherhood, and with very
signal success. He retused to admit any in-
dividual confessing himgelf a member of the
conspiracy to the rights of his religion, and,
by the judicious employment of spiritual
weapons, detached many hundreds of the
brethren. from their accomplices, and prac-
tically crippled the organication. Those
who held out denounced the bishop, but they
did not venturs upon any resistance to his
action more open and definite than
the writing of anonymoux threataning letters
warning him to cease his interference with
an association having for its end so
bigh aod holy an object as the libera-
tion of Ireland. Dr. Vuughan paid no Leed
either to the resolutions pussed by the indig-
nant brethren or to the menaces and warn-
ings with which they fluoded him.

OBITUARY.

There died in this village on the 17th ult,
one who deserves more than a passicg
notice, namely, the late Jamented Patrick
Gillen, Esq.

M. Gillen was one of our oldest and most
respected citizens. He lived here for almost
forty vears, and during tbat long period of

time won the love and respect of all who
knew him by his many actr of generosity and
kindness. Before the village grew to its pre-
gent dimentions, Mr. Gillen’s house was al-
ways open to those who bad to come here
from long distances to do their business.
Many a settler in the northern townahips can
recall the open-hesrted hospitality with which
he was received by the deceased in years
gone by, when we had none of our present
commodious hotels, and when, in fact, the
stroggling settler had scarcely wherewitb to
pay for his lodging. To be in need of assist-
ance of any kind was the only passport re-
quired to enlist his sympnthy, and the many
who often appenled to him will now remem-
ber him with grateful hearts for his namerous
acts of kindness.

Mr. Gillen was a native of the county An-
trim, Ireland, and came to Madoc when only
nineteen years of age. By pluck and perse-
verance he conquered the many difficuities
ke had to encounter, and, in consequence,
goon acquired considerable property. At his
death he was owner ot that beautiful resi-
dence and splendid farm of 150 acres just
outside the limits of cur village corporation,
which are & standing monument to show that
the things required to succeed in Canada
are patience and perseverance. Mr. Gillen
was greatly esteemed by all who knew him,
and his familiar face will loog be missed on
the streets of our rising village. His death
was a surprise to all, as he was ailing ouly two
days, and most persons never knew he was
unwell. His funeral, which took place ou
Sunday. 18th ult, was attended by almost the
entire village, and many from a distance came
to pay their last respects to his memory.
Rev. Father Collins conducted the foneral
gervice, and preached a most excellent and
aioquent sermon suituble to the occasion.
Hé left behind him his widow who has the
heartfelt sympathy of the whole community
in her sad bLereavement. Mr. Gillen was a
most energetic and enterprising citizen, and
I am sure I speak the sentiments of all who
knew him when I say, «it will be long be-

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HOUSE OF PROVIDENCE, DUNDAS. |

. From the Hamllton Times.

This magnificent property occupies a situa-
tion perhaps the most picturesque in the
province. It commands a view of the entire
valley fiom Burlington Beights to the Flam-
boro’ crest, and from the Barton mountain on
the south to the peak and its extensions on

thenorth, The grounds are beautifally laid |

out, rising in successive terraces from the

leve! of the town to a widely extended plateau

on which the building is situated. Gravelled

walks, amply arbored with fully developed

shade trees, meander-in all directions, afford-

ing abundant means for asthetic study, calm

meditation, or relief from the fatigues of cli-

mate or labor. Everything here flourishes—

the emerald grass-plot, the plethoric fruit
tree, a8 wall as the luxuriant flower-bed. The

building itrelf,always promineat, has become

more imposing by the numerous additions and

improvements . already completed, or now in

progress. It stands three storeys high, and

consists of a main building 140 fvet by 40

broad, and two wings 110 feet by 40 feet. The
greatest economy has been exhibited in
making the improvements. The flat roofs
of the original building have Leen utilized by
throwing na ordinary angular roof over them,
affording additional storage, etc., with very
little expense. Though the sume discretion
has been exhibited in every addition and al-
teration the spirit of economy bas nowhere
crowded ount the necessary adjuncts of com-
fort and convenience. Baths and their col-
laterals, 80 extremely beneficial irom a sani-
tary standpoint, are found cn every flat; the
facilities for ready communication from one
story to the other are or will be complete,
and every department is set aside for its par-
ticular use with the utmogt attention to the
saving of time and labor—matters very much
to be considered in an ipstitution of such
moment as the House of Providence. In the
basement are two boilers of sufficient power
to force hot water for heating purposes
through the entire building. In every apart-
ment where light is needed are the requisites
for supplying gas. Water, both hard and
goft, is in abundanoce, the former being forced
by a bydraulic ram across the creek up
through the grounds aud into several large
tenks in the top story, from which it is cir-
culated to every part of the building. This,
it will be seeu, is a great convenience in a lo-
cality lacking the means of & water supply
such as Hamilton possesses. To give addi-
tional strength to the building the wooden
pillars in the basement bave been replaced
by iron ones, each weighing 650 pounds.
This portion of the Institution, like all others,
has been vastly improved, the most notice-
able ‘eatures being more abundant meass for
tlight and ventilation. There is room here
almost nnlimited—a large dining hall 40x60,
cook house, bake room, coal bins, milk and
meat pantries, root cellars whose supplies
are chicfly derived from an ample kitchen,
garden without. A dumb-waiter takesits be.
ginning in the basement and rises to the top
flat, having communication with the different
doors &y it proceeds. In the fitting-up of the
#chool rcom on the first floor, mnodern desks
and apparatus are being introduced and all
necessary attention given to the securing of
popular ventilation, light and heat, Educa-
tion of youth is one of the greet duties of the
institution; not that mere education that
dwarfs the intellect by teaching it that man’s
sole end in lite is the accumulation of dollars
and cents, but that education which is the
baadmaid of religion, and which, when pro-
perly developed, makes men not only useful
citizens, but also good and falthful Christinns.
In & quiet secluded part of the building is
the usval neat little chapel where the in-
mates daily assist at the sacrifice of the Mass,
and where the constantly burning lamp de-
notes the presence of the Blessed Eucharist
to receive the adoration of the pious at all
hours of the day. Clese by is the belfry, in
which a silvery-tongued bell, like angel’s
voice, announces regularly ¢the hour for
hymu and payer, for the rules of convent
hife are ourried out here in all thei: integrity
The Sisters of St. Joseph have charge of the
whole, and certainly show excellent tact and
judgment in the various arrangements, and
saperior skill in the general management of
the institution. As before referred to, the
various apartments are located with the
greatest nicety. In one part are the dormi-
tories and other rooms for the use of the old
people, in anotber those for the children,
class and recreation rooms have their proper
places, a¢ well a8 the Sisters' apartments,
studios, library and drawing-roowss. When
all the necessary improvements are finishea

‘| the House of Providence will certainly be the

most complete institution of the kipd in
western Oatario. It patrons have every
reason to feel proud of it, for having secured
8o perfect a refuge for the maintainance and
comiort of the feeble and helpless, and so
good an alma mater for the true training of
those little ones who, but tor such institu-
tions o8 this, would be exposed to the davger
ot losing both faith and morals. The veperable
Father McNulty, who may justly be culled its
tounder, has erected for himself a monument
more lasting than brass.

Butchers’ cattle
sold at 3c to 4c perib. Mr. Robert Jones, of
Mitchell, had about the best lot of beeves on the
market. Aldermsan McShane bought 226 head,
and Cralg & Kennedy about 150head. Mr.J. C.
Coughlin was also looking for shipping cattle.
The receipts of llve stock at Polnt St. Charles
during 1he past week were 104 cars of cattle, 25
cars of sheep and 5 cars of hogs.

TITE GREEN FRUIT TRADE.

The apple crop of Canada promisesto be large
in yleld and tine in quality. Advices from
drimsby and Mt, Catharines State that large
quantities of rall fruit will be sent forward from
those distriets during the present season, and
that the winter fruit will be much superlor to
last year’s growth. Reports from the orchards
between Coboury, Toronto and Hamlilton also
betoken a gooa yteld, Shipmentsofappleshave
already been made from this city to Liverpool,
about t0 bris leaving on last. week's steamers,
bLelng the earliest exports of the mew crop on
record, Last year the first consignment left
here about the beginning of SBeptemuer, costing
$1.80 per bbl. on this market, and on arrival in
Liverpool they fetched 33s to 358 per bb!., netting
srhippers a. han.some profit. ‘1he guins on the
first arrivals in England last year have induced
shippersto forward their fall fruit thus early,
and the chances are that if they land In goad
condition they will strike a good market, latest
advices from Llverpool reporting very small
supglles. Abour £40 bbls. were shipped to Kng-
land from New York last week. The market
here contlnues steady, and owing to tight sup-

lies at the moment, Jmces are firm at $2.25 to
$2.75 per bbl for good to choifce frult Single
barrels of cholce Astracans have sold at higher
figures. About 700 barrels which should have
arrived here this morning by boat were left be-
hind. Bartlett pears are in moderate supply
and sell at $8 to $10 per bbl. Canadian peaches
are worth from %3¢ (0 $1.25 per baskel, as to
quality, In grapes the demand is not very
brisk, Cincinnati stock moving off slowly at Sc
per 1b. by the drawer. A few baskets of early
Concord from Rochester met with fair sale at
lic per 1b. The favorite Delawares will soon be
on the market. California plums, 3250 and
$3.00 per box ; Canadian plums, $1.25 10 $1.50 per
box. Owing to cool weather the demand for
lemons is light, but thesupplies coming forward
are also light. IP’rices are firm.

FARMERS’ MARKET PRICES.

In such excellent harvest weather most of the
farmers fina it more profitable to be engaged on
thelr farms saving their grain and putting it in-
to barns, rather than 1n bringing it to the
market. The market gardencrs, however. are
regular atlendants, and 50 far as they are able
make up for the small amount of produce
brought by farmers. .The price of grain con-
tinues unchanged, and the same may be said
of most kinds of roots and vegetables, except
potatoes, which, owing to the diminished sup-
ply, have advanced 1n price. The cabbages
shown are of very flnequallty, and have become
s0 cheap that they are being bought in
considerable quantities to ship to other
markets upand down the river. Cucumbers
are still offered In considerable quantities,
but are difficult to_sell ; melons are petting

moroe plentiful and lower in price. The
fruit market {s abundantly su %lled with
apples, pears, peaches, plums, an lueberrles,

the latier being of very fine quallty and un-
ususally low-priced. Tomatoes also have be-
come very plentiful and cheap; & lew rasp-
berries, blackberries and a considerable quan.
tity of chokeccherries are sold at moderate
figures, Very litlle poultry of any kind were
offered, and prices are without change ; eggsare
more plentitul and slightly lower in price; but-
ter Intubs was very scarce, probably not over a
dozen tubs of butter were brought to the market
to-day by fuarmers; pricesare higher; print but-
ter wasd in falr supply at firmer rates. The
suppl of hay has been very light for some days
past, and prices are higher.

FEED WIIOLE CORN.—Upe fruitfu! source of
colic In horses is cracked corn. If corn istobe
fed use whole corn; it is more likely to be per-
fect!y masticated than crackedcorn, and itsim-
prriect mastication caunses the colic. Itisalso
unwise to feed grain to a hungry horse, for
then g large Froporl.lon Is very apt 10 be swal-
lowed without being properly masticated. This
chn be seen in their voldings. Always let the
edge of a horse’s hunger be taken off wita a
feed of hay before feeding grain. Half an hour
extra spentin feeding, when on the road, will
bring you home half an hour earlier at night—
Kunsas Farmer.

The Delawaie perch crop this season will, it
is estimated, reach 4,000,000 baskets, and the
growers will make a profit of over $1,501,000.
The crop for 1875, which wae the largest ever
known, reached 7,000,000 baskets, The crop this
season isconfined to the kelt of territory betweer
the two bays, and boundedon the South by
North Murderkill Hundred in Delawnare, and
the Northern part of Queen Anune’s county and
Cectl county, Marylana, and Pencader and Licn
Hundreds in Delaware on the North. Besldes
the 4,000,000 baskets that will find tonelr way to
market, about thirty per cent. of the fruit will
be consumed athome by the drying establish-
ments and canning factorles, more than was
consumed last year. The home consumption
will be at least 550,000 baskets,

It 1s often the case when a helfer has her first
calf, says the Indiana Farncr. that the farmer
thinks she will not give more milk than will
keep her calf in good condition, and lets them
run togetherto teach her the mystery of belng
milked when she bas her next calf. In thisde-
cislon there are two mistakes that go far to
gpoil the cow for future usefulness. Cows are
largely the creatures of habit.and with their
first calf everything is new and strange to them,
end they readily submit to being milked and
think itis all right; but sufter them to run with
the calf the first season and a vicious habit Is es~
tablisbed, that they will hardly forget in a life-
time, If they ever submit to being mlilked
quietly it isevidently under protest. But there
is a greater objection than this. The calf run-
ning with the cow drawa the mlilk every hour
ortwo, s0 that the milk vessels are at no time
dlaten&ed with milk, tbougb the quantity se-
creted at 8 given time may be large, But thisis
the natural time to distend the milk ducts and
expand the udder to & good capacity for holding
milk. When, with her next calf, you require
the milk to be retained twelve hours, the udder
becomes hard and painfu], and the milk leaks
from the teats, or, more hkely, natore accom-
modates the quantity of mllkc secreted to the
capacity to retain 1t; and the cow becomes per-

manent]y & small milker, Much of the future
character of a cow, therefore, dependa on her

treatment with her first calf,
