The fern for the 
coarse are email, being only $10 ; there are 
also minor fern for the nee of laboratories, 
eto., but they will rat exceed eight dollars 
in all. We do rat know whether or rat the 
Ontario Sohool of Mines is open to students 
from other provinces, bat if it is, it affords 
British Colombians ra opportunity of get­
ting a knowledge'of mining and minerals 
that will be invaluable. Such a sohool 
should be established in this Province as 
eoon as possible, but, in the meantime, in­
tending miners should, if it is possible, avail 
themselves of advantages offered by the On­
tario institution.

QUEBEC’S FINANCES.

A good deal has been heard about the finan­
cial condition of the Province of Quebec. 
The world was told that its Governments had 
plunged recklessly into debt, and that they 
had, besides, kept on spending much more 
than the revenue. The Mercier Government 
added to this profuse expenditure corruption 
that was theretofore unparalleled in this 
Dominion. When the present Government, 
of which Mr. Hall ia Finance Minister, came 
into power, the finances of the Province were 
in a most deplorable condition, rad taxation 
that was both heavy and unpopular had to 
be resorted to in order to maintain the cre­
dit of the Province. The present adminis­
tration cut down the expenditure and econ­
omized in various ways, and the résultats 
that this year the revenue exceeds the ex­
penditure. The surplus ia rat a large one, 
t>ut the Government deserves greet credit 
for having so managed the affairs of the 

» Province that there is a surplus of even one 
dollar.

The ordinary revenue, according to the 
Montreal Gazette, was, last year, $4,391,- 
770, and the ordinary expenditure, $4,190,- 
248, thus giving a surplus of $201,238.

The Government, it trill be observed, has 
succeeded by careful and economical

This is the result of about a year and a 
half of honest and careful administration. 
When Mr. Mercier was driven from 
by ra indignant people whose confidence he 
had shamefully abused, the Provincial debt 
was in the neighborhood of $36,000,000, of 
whioh about $13,000,000 were embraced in 
floating liabilities. The largeness of Quo- 
hec’a debt is accounted for by the fact that 
its Government, some years ago, adopted 
the policy of subsidising railways. The 
liabilities it contracted for this 
amount to $22.365,000, and the Government 
is still under obligation to pay about $3,-

USEFUL INFORMATION.

Much has been seen in the newspapers 
lately about the English miners’ strike and 
the distress and disorder it has caused, but 
very little has been said what the origin of 
the dispute or about the rate of miners’ 
wages in Great Britain. An article in s 
recent number of the Toronto Mail contains 
information on the subject whioh many of 
our readers would, ra doubt, like to see. 
Therefore we produce the following extract 
from it :

SOMETHING SUBPRISING.

It most strike every one who thinks 
thè matter as being very singular that 
although Canadian cattle are excluded from 
Great Britain because they are suspected of 
being tainted with disease, there is not a 
trace of that disease—pleuro-pneumonia- 
in the whole Dominion of Canada. As is 
well known, it is impossible to conceal this 
pest if it onoe obtains . a foothold in a 
country. It is rat only a deadly disease, 
bat it is highly contagious. If it made its 
appearance in a district, hundred* of 
animals weald probably be infected before 
its existence was discovered, rad it would 
be necessary to kill whole herd» to pre­
vent its spreading over the country. But 
we have rat heard or read of one single 
animal being killed anywhere in the Domin- 
ion because it wae believed to be suffering 
from pleuro-pneumonia.- If the -D— 
were in any part of Canada this oould not 
have been the case. It would soon, if not 
promptly checked, make itself known in s 
terrible way. ' •

This is what the Hamilton Spectator says

It is satisfactory to have the assurance o 
the provincial veterinarian that there is no 
pleuro-pneumonia in Manitoba. It was not 
thought that there was ; but the testimony 
of a gentleman- who is supposed to know, to 
the effect that not a trace of the disease oan 
be found anywhere, within the four bound­
aries of thé Province, is nevertheless com­
forting. His opinion that there hat not 
been a case d contagious pleuro-pneumonia 
in the whole Dominion for a long time 
past may be of value, but unfortunately it 
does not dispose of the little family un- 
; ileasantness existing between the Mother 
1 country rad ourselves. The British authori­
ties persist in believing that the disease 
actually larks somewhere among our herds,

Between 1888 and 1891 prices at the pit’s 
mouth rose 3s.

six years ago. This demand has since been 
reduced (October 10) to a 15 per oent. de­
duction from the 40 per oent. increase; 
which would be 10J per oent. off the gross 
wages. If the men go back to work they 
win earn 7s., or $1.68 per day, so that 
they would earn more • than they did 
eix yean ago, and be able to work six 
days a week for many months to come.

One of the largest collieries in Yorkshire 
has published its wages bill. It appears 
that the average daily number of workers 
employed during the three weeks before the 
strike was 407. We have painstakingly fo. 
vestivated the account, and after careful 
calculations find that the average wages per 
day were $1.74. Money will go somewhat 
further In the Old Country than here. One- 
fourth of the men averaged $2 63 per day. 
The worst paid, thirty per oent, averaged 
$1.10 per day. This would include youths.

Any one who reads the above carefully 
will be able to form an intelligent opinion of 
the nature of the settlement whioh has been 
arrived at through Lord Rosebery’s media­
tion. We arrant surprised that there was 
general rejoicing to England when it 
known that the long and bitter dispute was 
settled at last. It is devoutly to be hoped

|HpiRA DECLINE IN TRADE.

The foreign trade of the United States is 
rat as one would expect—increasing. On 
the contrary, it is declining. The volume 
of the trade of that country will not be as 
great this year as it was fo 1890. It is true 
that the figures for nine months only of the 
current year era be obtained, hot they show 
a very consider*!* decrease when compared 
with the Oorretponding nine months of last 
year. The imports up to September of this 
year were $625,000,000; up to the 
month of last year they were $636,000,000. 
The $11,000,000 deficit fo the imports 
may be set down to the depression 
whioh has this year done eo mnoh injury to 
the neighboring Republic. But there is a 
far greater decrease fo the exporta whioh 
ora hardly be accounted for to-the 
way. The exporta to September of last 
year were $653,000,000 ; this year for the 
same period they were only $687,000,000. 
Part of this difference may have been caused 
by the lower price of grain this year, but 
this oan hardly account for so large a de­
crease fo the value of the exporte of the 
Stotes.

The ponibility of Minister Willis not be­
ing able to carry out the programme peace­
ably of the restoration of the Queen and 
amalgamation of the Provisional Govern­
ment with her Administration, makes all 
interested in the movement ill at ease. 
Confcqnently news from Hawaii is awaited 
with more earnestness ky the Administra­
tion than the general public. It is learned 
that the forew of the Provisional Govern­
ment, though small, are well organized 
and disciplined, and most of them are 
sharpshooters. It ie ea’d 2,000 picked men 
are provided with arms at Honolulu and 
enrolled in drilled companies. They have 
been trained for two months past as a safe­
guard .against any royalist uprising in the 
islands. Three companies are made up of 
white men largely. Eighteen rapid firing 
gone are included in the militia, the equip­
ment of arms being Winchester rifl». This 
force would be superior to what the men-of- 
war at Honolulu could put on shore, hut no 
one Deems to believe that any resistance will 
be made should the marin» actually be 
landed.

.San Frampsco. Nov. 17.— Charl» R. 
Bishop, one or the most prominent residents 
of Honolulu, who ia on a visit to this city, 
when asked for his views on the situation at 
the islands, said ;

“Should the Queen be restored to the 
throne it is doubtful whether the mon­
archy could be maintained without the 
support of the government of the United 
States. Even with that backing there 
might be disturbance. From what I tin 
told, I think the feeling fa Honolulu is 
very strong against the restoration of the 
Queen. But had it not been for her efforts to 
overthrow the oonstitution and to reject a 
cabinet in which the people had confidence, 
she might be reigning still. It looks now 
u if the bwt way ont of the difficulties there 
would be annexation to. the United Slat» 
and the wtablishment of a territorial form 
of government. There is more unity of senti­
ment at Honolulu against the restoration of 
Queen Lilionkalani than against a mon- 
archial form of government. Associated fa 
the movement that resulted in deposing the 
Queen were a number of English boefaew 
men and others who do not favor annexa­
tion to the United States. They would 
much prefer the creation of a regency to 
govern until Prince» Kainlanl shall come of 
age, if snoh an arrangement could be 
brought about.

TO VISIT ITALY.

New York, Nov. 15. — Edmund Yates 
cables the Tribune from London : The 
Queen has been anxious for several years 
past to visit Naples, and it is probable that 
she will carry out her wish next spring. 
King Humbert has placed the famous royal 
palace of Capodimonte, which stands on a 
mil commanding a splendid view of the city 
and bay, at the Queen’s disposal. Capodi­
monte, which was built by Charles III, j8 a 
vast rectangular structure containing nearly 
sixty rooms, which are hung with modern 
paintings. The interior was redecorated 
and refurnished a few years ago when 
the sanitary arrangements and water 
supply were overhauled.

freight waa taken on at Victoria, this being 
principally salmon and pickets. Tha War­
rimoo was to have left Vancouver at 5 a.m., 
but on account of fog did not leave until 
9:30. She docked about 3 p.m., and it was 
more than six hours afterwards when the 
cargo from this port waa stowed away and she 
waa able to go on her journey. She took the 
mails brought by the Premier in the evening.

A ROCK IN THE RACE.

The defaulter was described with charming 
indefiniteness at 35 years of age, dark, with 
blank moustache, and «lightly lame—a

I un- 
derstood from one of the owners of the pack 
train that they will be compelled to increase 
their stock in order to keep the ore away 
from the dump.

” One claim to the Grady group has been 
bonded for $75,000. It shows seven feet 
eight inches of clean ore in the tnnneL It 
is to be fully developed this winter, and 
will probably ship considerable ore. A 
large amount of work is mapped out on the 
Noonday I did not learn whether the 
Mountain Chief or the Noble Five will ship 
this winter or not.

On Boyd creek, also a tributary of 
Fish, and ten miles from Lardean, a dozen 
claims have been located on a wide ledge, 
whioh assayed several hundred ounces to the 
ton. Three colored prospectors, a little fur­
ther on, discovered a veritable mountain of 
galena, the ledge being over eighty feet 
wide. The assays from the croppings only 
went 20 ounces in silver. The deposit, 
however, may prove a bonanza to its discov­
erers. There were

Mr. Richardson to of opinion that the veins 
of silver in this district are fully equal to 
•the Sloean and quite ae numerous, ana is also 
assured that next year will see a large 
advance in their development. At Lardean 
matters have been dull the greater part of 
the season, in sympathy with other parts of 
Kootanay.

The Story of Hardship Belated by 
the Survivors of the 

Trading Craft.

The Nanaimo correspondence of the Col- 
nist yesterday contained news of the wreck 
of a small trading vessel from this city, on 
the West Coast, last Sunday, but did not 
give the name of the unfortunate craft. 
Later information to to the effect that the 
wrecked veaael was known as “ La Paloma," 
and that she left Viotoria about November 1 
with a full eargo of eupplies, her owners, 
captain and crew being Meeers. Stanley 
Fraser and Jamee Jamieson. These gentle­
men are enppoaed to be now in Victoria, 
though they could not be located at toy of 
the oity hotels yesterday.

Strange to say, the La Paloma to not 
known at the Custom House, and certain it 
to that she did not olear in the usual way on 
her last voyage. Circumstances point to 
the oonolueion that she to no other than 
the loet Seattle eteamer Paloma, whioh so 
myeteriouely disappeared. The story of 
the wreck to thue told by Fraser in the 
Nanaimo Telegram :

“ We left Victoria at 7:20 a.m. on the first 
of November in the sloop La Paloma of Vio­
toria. After leaving we had a fine run 
down the Straits aa far as San Juan. It 
waa a bright clear day, but at nightfall the 
wind began to increase and kept freshening 
the whole night, so that in the morning we 
were in the middle of a perfect gale with a 
wicked sea, the weather also was thick 
with a heavy fog and rain, wind 8.E. I 
may say that we were on a trading expedi­
tion np the West coast, the sloop was laden 
with generel merchandise" of the value of a 
few hundred dollars. The weather was 
thick all night.

“At break of day we could eee the out- 
lime of a point which to at the entrance of 
Paohena Bay. We ran into the bay and 
dropped our anchor, but as there waa no 
holding ground we dragged ashore on a 
ledge of rocks, and as the sea kept pound­
ing her on the rooks her whole side aoon got 
smashed in and she became a total wreck. 
The tide was ebb at the time—and we held 
on to the mast until we were able to jump 
off her with safety. We gathered up a 
couple oi blankets and with some apples 
saved from the wreck walked along the 
beach towards Cape Beale.

“We struck a Siwaah shack half a mile 
from the wreck. It was uninhabited and 
we stopped there five days, the weather 
being eo bad we oould not very well leave. 
We lived on apples all that time. From 
there we walked to the lighthouse, where 
Mr. Cox, the lighthouse keeper, took ue in 
and treated ue very kindly. We stayed 
there five days, and on the arrival of a Si- 
wash in a canoe with the mail for the 
lighthouse we took passage with him for 
AlbernL The trip there was slow, with a 
head wind all the way. It took ue twe 
days to reach AlbernL From Alberoi we 
walked here, and felt pretty weary when we 
got in. We return by train to Victoria.”

STATE TROOPS.

The Army and Navy Journal, of New 
York, in a recent issue says :

The official roster of the National Gnard 
of Washington, on Got. 1st, Consisted as 
follows : Cavalry, one battalion of four 
troops; strength, 265. Infantry, 21 com­
panies, (two regiments and one separate 
company), strength, 1,403. General staff 
(commissioned and non-oom. ), 34. Total 
strength, 1,702.

The authorized strength is 4 troops of 
cavalry (recently inereWed by 2 troops) and 
30 companies of infantry. It is not proposed 
to increase the infantry strength by 9 addi­
tional companies authorized, until authority 
is obtained from the Legislature, for one 
battery of artillery and one naval battalion.

The National Guard of this State claims 
to have a larger number pro rate of war 
veterans among its officers than any other 

‘ State excepting New York and Pennsyl- 
1 vania. The adjutant general and brigade 
commander, Brig. Gens. R. G. O’Brien and 
A. P. Curry, served with distinction as com­
missioned officers of the volunteer army 
daring the war. Twelve other offioers 
seived daring the war, ten in the army, one 
in the navy, Lient.-Col. Kane (twice 
wounded), and one, (Maj. Johnston, the 
mander ot the cavalry battalion, served four 
years in the Confederate army with gal­
lantry. Of the fourteen war veterans, 
eleven were commissioned officers, five offi­
cers have served in the army since the war, 
and two were cadets at West Point bat are 
non-graduates. One officer is a graduate of 
the Royal Military College, Sandhurst, 
England. One served in a Scotch regiment 
in the Engljsh army, and eighteen other 

° officers first served -in the National Guard 
of other States.

The total strength of the National Guard 
of the United States is but 115,000, and ihe 
army 28,500, total 143,500, exclusive of 
the enrolled end active militia. The ex­
pense of maintaining the National Guard is 
divided between the Federal Government 
and the several State Governments. The 

’ Federal Government maintains the entire 
was ,aPPort °f the army and one-seventh the 

pro rata support and maintenance of the 
National Gnard. The States bear the add! 
tional expense in severally maintaining the 
strength of the National Guard. The Fed­
eral Government, in addition to maintaining 
a navy, is charged with a burden of $156,- 
000,000 a year for military pensions.

The several States also pay their veterans 
pensions^ not for service, but for wounds or 
disability only. Section 129 of the Military 
Code of the State of New York (and which 
in substance is almost the same that prevails 
in the other States) provides, that disability 
shall be construed to have been incurred — 
etc.—such as in riots, tumults, breach of the 
peace, resistance of process, invasion, insur­
rection or imminent danger thereof, or 
whenever called upon in aid of the oivil 
authorities, or while engaged in any law­
fully ordered parade, drill, encampment or 
inspeotion—shall, upon proof of the faot, be 
placed on the list of. invalid pensioners of 
the State, in addition to whatever pension 
allowance from the Federal Government the 
applicant may be entitled to receive, etc. 
In contrast to the above it may be men­
tioned- that Canada does not grant military 
pensifs either for service or disability.

A United Press representa­
tive who boarded her from a tug was ques­
tioned as to the truth of the rumor that two 
members of President Cleveland’s cabinet 
had resigned because of the administration’s 
Hawaiian policy. The passengers were 
taken by surprise when asked if 
the Queen had been restored. Ex-Consul- 
General H. W. Severance said : “Affairs on 
the Island are progressing slowly and with, 
ont any sensational developments. The 
Provisional Government is so firmly estab­
lished financially and otherwise that it can’t 
be destroyed. It is supported by the very 
best element, the orderly, the law-abiding 
citizens, who have large Intereste at stake. 
Generally speaking the country is prosper­
ous, even though there it a slight business 
depression owing to causes existing else­
where.” X,

The United Press correspondent at Hono­
lulu, writing under date of November 11, 
«ays President Dole received United States 
Minister Willis on the 6 th. Mr. Willis sup­
plemented the presentation of hie creden­
tials with a brief address.

President Dole replied : “ Your assur­
ances of the continued friendship of yonr 
Government for me and the Hawaiian peo­
ple add to the gratification which a long ex­
perience of the generous consideration of 
the United States for this country has 
fostered. We heartily reciprocate the ex­
pressions of interest and good will which 
yon, on behalf of the American people, have 
conveyed to ns. We have become accus­
tomed to regard the United1 States as our 
friend and ally, and have learned to look 
first to them for help in emergencies.”

In the autograph letter of credentials 
from President Cleveland, the only words to 
which any special importance has been at­
tached are: "He is well informed of the 
relative interest of the t 
our sincere desire to cultivate to a further 
extent the friendship which has long sub­
sisted between ns. My knowledge of hit 
high character and ability gives me confi­
dence that he will constantly endeavor to 
advance the interest and prosperity of both 
Governments and to render himself accept­
able to your excellency.”

8,000 CONTINENTAL AFFAIRS.
Berlin, Not. 18.—The guarded reference 

whioh the Emperor, in hie speech from the 
Throne, made to foreign affairs in nowise re­
lated to the growing of sentiment in the 
Foreign Office, thet an entente with Russia, 
commercial or political, is not probable.

Washington, Nov. 17—A cipher tele­
gram received by the Navy department this 
evening from Captain Picking, under to­
day’s date, from Bio Janerio, is looked upon 
as significant and possibly indicating a 
weakening of the strength of the insurgent 
fleet under Admiral Mello. The transla­
tion of the despatch was as follows: “Repre­
sentatives of eight nations, including your 
own, hsve decided not to permit muni­
tions of war to be landed at Rio 
Santos, whioh is * still in possession 
of the Brazilian government, and connected 
with Rio Janeiro by railway. Munition» of 
war for Rio Janeiro can be landed at Santos.
Yesterday the insurgents dressed ship. The 
Brazilian government forces fired a national 
salute in honor of the anniversary of the es­
tablishment of the republic.” The obly 
interpretation to be put upon this de­
spatch is that the national represent­
atives at Rio have -decided that 
there shall be no interference with commerce 
and have formally informed the insurgent 
gentleman that they will prevent it. The 
probabilities are—and this is the view taken 
by Government officials here—that this 
action weakens Mello very much, for if he 
cannot close the port of Rio and bring that 
city into subjection, it cannot be conjectured 
how he can make his rebellion successful.
It looks to naval efficers very much aa if 
Mello had been badly crippled.

This action is in line with that indicated 
in previous despatches from CapL Picking, 
to the effect that the foreign representatives 
had, after conferences, notified Admiral 
Mello that he must respect the nationality 
of any lighter engaged in unloading vessels 
end flying the flag at its bow indicating its 
nationality.

Liverpool, Nov. 20.—The gale whioh has 
been sweeping the coast has done a great 
deal of damage. Several wrecks were re­
ported from various points. The Cynthia, 
of Liverpool, foundered with all hand. At 
noon on Saturday the gale struck this city, 
and increased as the day wore on, crippling 
the telegraph service. At night the gale 
continued, and reporta, arriving after many 
hours’ delay, indicated that an immense 
amount jaf damage had been done to 
shipping throughout the country. At Holy- 
head twenty lives had been saved up to 
noon, ten of them being from a French 
brigantine whioh went- ashore near that 
place. At Scarborough more or less, damage 
has been done to a number of houses. At 
Sunderland several houses have been par­
tially wrecked and one building completely 
collapsed, killing a woman. The chimney of 
a paper thill fell near Kendall during the 
storm, killing three people. At Dundee a 
pilot cutter was wrecked in the Tsy, and 
the crew olung to the rigging for several 
hours before they were rescued by the life­
boat. The steamer Union was wrecked near 
Dundee and four of the crew were drowned.

London, Nov. 20.—After a brief lull on 
Sunday- the gale throughout the United 
Kingdom burst forth with increased fury. 
Snow fell in some parts of England, and 
trains were blocked in drifts twelve feet 
deep. From all along the ooast towns 
and villages come reports of wrecks with 
loss of life. A body was oast up on the 
beach at Margate to-day and identified as 
that of the captain of the brigantine Econ­
omy. It is feared the vessel has foundered. 
The British ahjp Garsdale, that arrived some 
time ago at Hull from Tacoma, is probably 
lost. She was being taken to the Tyne in 
tow. When off Flamborough Head in the 
North Sea, the tow line parted and the 
Garsdale went adrift. She was very short- 
handed apd sailing light, and wat known to 
be in no condition to battle with the storm. 
The tug tried to get fresh lines to her, but 
failed, and the vessel rapidly, drifted to­
wards the rooky shore under the lee of 
Flamborough. The tug made port, but 
nothing has since been heard of the Gars­
dale.

Reports received from many points along 
the Coast this evening show that the gale 
has spent its fury, although heavy seas are 
still running. The list of disasters grows 
rapidly. Between Calais and Dunkirk fifty- 
eight vessels were ashore at 6 o’clock. Most 
of them were fishing boats, only two were 
steamers, and seven or eight are barks. 
Along the coast, near Calais, seventeen more 
dead bodies were recovered this afternoon. 
In Calais and Dunkirk the streets were% 
swept dean of obstructions. A lifeboat 
went out from Dover this afternoon and 
rescued eight men from a sinking schooner.

PRINCE PIERRE OF BRAZIL.
London, Nov. 20.—Le Debate, a

Pierre, Dom Pedro’s grandson, who is said 
to have been.proolaimed Emperor at Brazil 
by Admiral Mello, took the train from the 
St. Lazar station at 11:30, yesterday 
ing for St. Nszaire, where he was to embark 
for Brazil.

The correspondent 
went to the Noustadt Military school this 
afternoon, and in company with the Gover­
nor, Count Blome, visited Prince Pierre in 
his apartments. The Prinoe, the 
pondent says, is a lively, healthy yonng 
man, with dark hair and eyes. His

STEAD’S DRINK CURE.
London, Nov. 20 —Editor W. T. Stead, 

of the Review of Reviews, who attained 
world-wide fame a few years ago by pub­
lishing In the Pall Mall Gazette the details 
of the Cleveland street soandsl, and who 
has since identified himself with many plans 
tor the social amelioration of mankind, be­
fore his departure for Chicago, where he has 
been ventilating his ideas for the present 
week, secured eight representative drunk­
ards and placed them in the hands of a phy­
sician for treatment for alcoholism. Four of 
the patients were men, three of them wid­
ows, or married women, and one a spinster, 
all of whom were yesterday announced as 
cured, with the exception of one of the 
women, who had not followed directions. 
Mr. Stead first became interested in the 
medical treatment for drunkenness through 
the Keeley treatment, bat he considers the 
method adopted in his experiment superior 
to that advocated by Dr. Keeley. The ex- 
act nature of the remedy has not been dis­
closed, but it is said to be a powerful tonio 
of extreme bitterness.

The line con­
tinues through Crow’s Ndit pass and up the 
Kootenay, passing close to Fort Steele, 
through Cranbrook, down Palmer’s Bar 
creek and the Moyea river to reach West 
Kootenay.

“The other is the British Columbia South­
ern, which will connect with the Canadian 
Pacific near the coal fields on Elk river. It 
rune down the Kootenay, through Tobacco 
Plains, and joins the Great Northern at Kal­
is Dell.

“I think that both roads will be built 
next year. Thé Canadian Pacific 
business and the Great Northern is backing 
the British Columbia Southern beoeoee it 
taps the coal fields which it is extremely 
anxious to reach as soon aa possible.”

The interests represented by Mr. MoVit- 
tie are large placer fields. His company haa 
completed development work and is ready 
to begin washing gold as soon as spring 
opens, and he is on hie way to his home in 
Barrie, Ont, to spend the winter. Speak­
ing of the mining interests of Fort Steele he 
observed :

“ Two separate gold leads, right in the 
vicinity, have been located, one by Dough- 
erty Sc Griffith and Banks Sc Yonng. It is a 
four-foot lead with porphyry and elate 
walls. What it assays I shouldn’t dare to 
say. Yon know how gold quartz is. One 
piece will assay $3,000 and another 30 cents. 
It is a good claim, however.”

(Spokane Chronicle.)
This has been a pretty good year for rail­

road building in British Columbia, but next 
year promises to be still better. There is a 
general belief that the Great Northern 
Railway company is getting ready to enter 

field. The people of Kaalo are certain 
that the new road to Three Forks is really 
one of President Hill’s enterprises, and the 
people who live east of the Upper Kootenay 
are equally certain that another branch of 
the American line will pass through their 
country next year.

John White, who has been prospecting 
about Fort Steele for several months, is 
registered at the Columbia. “ There is no 
lack of railroad men in our country,” he 
said to a reporter. “ The Canadian Pacific 
surveying party haa been working all sum­
mer, selecting the new route west of Crow’s 
Nest Pass. Their line crosses the Kooténay 
a few miles south of the fort and follows 
down the Moyea valley, crossing the river a 
second time not far from the boundary line.

“ Another parly of engineers has been 
equally busy all summer. They have been 
laying out the line for a railway from the 
Coal fields near Crow’s Neat pass to the 
Great Northern railway. These fields have 
never been developed, but it is claimed that 
they contain large veins of a good quality of 
coal.

^Nominally the road is to be built by the 
British Columbia Southern Railway Com­
pany. In reality it is understood to be a 
Great Northern enterprise. The line aa 
surveyed ruos nearly aonth along the Elk 
river valley until it approaches the Kootenay 
river, and follows along its eastern bank 
across the Tobacco plains to Jennings, 
where it joins the Great Northern. At first 
it was proposed to run south-east the Kalis- 
pell, but I understand that plan haa been 
abandoned.

“This road will cross a fine farming 
country. The Tobacco plains contain some 
of the best agricultural land in Montana, 
rich bottom ground, easily cleared and re­
quiring little drainage. At present there 
are only a few settlers living on the plains, 
but as soon as the railroad is built there

NNew Westminster, Nov. 21__(Special)

—Attorney-General Davie appeared before 
Justice McCreight at 11 o’clock to-day, and 
applied for a change of venue, to Victoria, 
in the case of Albert Stroebel, who is 
charged with the murder of John Marshal 
at Huntingdon on the 19th of last April. 
This was ths case in which the jury, after 
a trial lasting ef$ht days and concluding 
last night, failed to agree, and were conse­
quently discharged by the presiding judge.

The Attorney-General supported his 
application on the grounds that the assizes 
on the Mainland were all conolnded, and 
that it was Important to have the new trial 
proceed promptly, whilst the witnesses were 
available. That the assizes opened in Vic­
toria on Monday the 28th instant, and 
would afford a convenient opportunity to 
try the case.

Mr. Morrison, counsel for the prisoner, 
strenuously opposed the application, and 
protested that the Court had no power to 
make the order.

The learned judge granted the Attorney. 
General’s motion, observing that it was of 
the highest importance to the Administra­
tion of Jnstioe that the case should be dis­
posed of at the first opportunity. The order 
was therefore made, changing the venue to 
Victoria.

The Attorney-General stated that the 
trial wonlflbe brought on about a fortnight 
after the opening of the„asaizea on Monday 
next.

Interesting Shipping News From 
Japan Mystery ” Safe Home— 

To Load Salmon.as of

Manila newspapers received by the Em­
press of China yesterday morning, are full 
of earthquake and volcano. “ The history 
of early October,” says one of the number, 
“ is written in streams of lava. The terrors 
of the dreadful week subsequent to October 
5, were those of ’71, and laet summer inten­
sified ten-fold, for to the people of Albay 
and Tabaco the very heavens seemed to be 
vomiting fire and destruction, and the ter­
rified inhabitants ran helplessly hither and 
thither or crouched, white and trembling, 
expecting each moment to be overwhelmed.” 
The first signs of the impending danger 
were apparent during the afternoon of the 
5th, when subterranean thunders alarmed 
the citizens of Albay. At 7:30 that evening 
the crater of Mayon was seen to be in flames 
and lava and aehra poured in a torrent from 
a new outlet to the north of the old crater 
and not so near the summit—threatening 
the homes of those who, in fenoied security* 
had built upon "the mountain tide. Smoke 
was also seen issuing from the old crater, 
and most alarming subterranean noises were 
heard on every hand. It eeemed as though 
the very earth was splitting in 
twain. The eruptions reached their 
greatest height inclining in a southwesterly 
direction, and the torrent of devastation 
continued to flow with unabated fury until 
the eighth. Over Albay that morning all 
waa strange, unnatural darkness, broken only 
by the fire of Mayoris great torch, for the 
cloud of smoke and ashes hid the enn and 
sky. The accumulation of lava up the 
mountain side reached and grew below the 
limit line of former years, and like a ser­
pent commenced its descent upon the village 
of Banquerohan beneath. The inhabitants 
seemed for therinoet part petrified with 
terror, and watched as if fascinated the 
great molten mass creep nearer and nearer. 
A few of the braver spirits moving amongst 
them exhorted them to action for the pro­
tection of life and property. The result of 
these efforts was a very light death list. 
Little property was saved, however, and 
toe greater part of the town now lies 
beneath a lava lake. The whole surface of 
the valley by the 11th was buried deeply in 
ashes and lava ; one Urge stream had spread 
to the westward and another to the south­
eastward. The sky was still obscured by 
ashes and smoke, bat the eruption was de­
creasing in intensity though the robter- 
rannean thunder was still audible.

MARINE NOTES.

The outfit required for the repair of the 
damaged pumps at the San Pedro arrived

A great leak, not before discover­
ed, was noticed while the ship was np, and 
repaired es well as possible. There seems 
to be little doubt but that the capacity of 
the pumps to sufficient to clear the ship of 
water, and unless heavy wind, such as that 
of yesterday, again damages the coffer-dam, 
the problem of whether or not the vessel -ar 
be saved will soon be decided.

The Singapore Free Press states that the 
island to be ceded to Russia for a naval 
prat in the Eastern seas is not Palau Bat- 
tarn, but Koh Samit in the Golf of Siam, 
which to at present occupied by the French. 
The avowed friendship between France and 
Russia would seem to render this not im­
probable—rad It would be so French to 
oede to Russia an island that belongs to 
Siam. If there be truth in the report of 
the Russian acquisition of Koh Samit it 
will point to the fact that what Russia 
would have in that island would not be so 
much a coaling-port for her mercantile 
marine, as a local depot for her naval 
squadron in the China Sea.

Paris, Nov. 21.—At the opening of to­
day’s session of the Chamber of Deputies,

'!The British Columbia Indians who have 
been illustrating the manners and customs 
of the Canadian Pacific Coast tribes at Chi­
cago, returned to their northern homes yes­
terday. They oan still talk of nothing but 
the great fair, and the subject, will be de­
bated and form the text of their camp fire 
stories for many years to oome. The little 
party of natives numbered sixteen in all ’ 
and their stay in Chicago was not only 
pleasant but profitable.

“ They formed a conspicuous feature of 
the Department of Anthropology,” says Mr. 
James Deans, in whose charge they were,
Mr. Hunt being his assistant. “ Indeed, 
they made a better ahowing for British Co­
lumbia than was made by any “ American ” 
Indiana, or by those representing any 
other section of Canada. The department 
of anthropology, aa the name implies, was 
devoted entirely to man and hia works—a 
very comprehensive subject with many sub­
division» of course. It is safe to say that 
nothing coming under the general head at­
tracted more attention than did our red- 
men ; certainly there was not a state in the 
Union that gave as creditable a representa­
tion of Indian life and customs, past and 
present, as did British Columbia.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 21.—The plan 
of Capt, Edmund L. Zalinski to go to Brazil 
on the new cruiser Nictherey as instructor 
in the management of her pneumatic 
dynamite guns was thwarted at the
last moment by the War depart­
ment.

The Prime Minister promised that bills 
would be introduced providding for 
hygienic reforms ; the care of abandoned 
children ; the establishment of co-operative 
societies in which .the laborer should share 
in the profits ; the ‘conversion of four and a 
half per cent, rentes, a reform of the alcohol 
tax ; the settlement of the Bank of France 
question, a reorganization of the police so as 
to give the public solid guarantees against 
the anarchiste, and the regulation of the 
manufacture, sale and transportation of ex­
plosives. Measures respecting the liberty 
of association were also promised.

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London, Nov. 21. — A dispatch front 
Meshed says the town of Kuohan, Persia, 
was destroyed by an earthquake shook on 
Friday, and 1,000 persons perished.

Within the past three weeks there have 
been 10,000 oases of mild influenza in the 
borough of. Blackburn, Lancashire.

The arrival of Canadian apples in Eng­
land continues small ; the fmit is not yet 
wanted and therefore fetches very low 
prices. The highest rates are, however, 
obtainable for beat qualities. At Doptford 
to-day, 180 second quality Canadian cattle 
fetched 3s, 8d. to 3. lOd. per eight pounds.

Hon. Edward Blake, who ia keeping his 
engagements in England within the narrow­
est possible limita, hopes to sail for New 
York on December 15 or 16, returning the 
beginning of next Besson.

The Scotch miners have taken heart at 
the euooeee of their English brethren in 
their long fight against reduction of wages, 
and at a meeting of the minera’ delegates 
held in this city it was decided that the 
Scotch miners stop work to-morrow unless 
the mine-owners agree to advance their 
wages one shilling a day.

At Torrento, six miles from Valencia, 
Spain, yesterday morning an attempt was 
made to blow up the office of the Mayor. 
There is no cine to the authors of the out­
rage. Two bombs were exploded, bat the 
damage done was slight. The police of 
Barcelona and elsewhere are atill conducting 
an active search for the anarchists. At 
Huerta they came aoroaa a bomb manufac­
tory.

The mnnioipal elections in Madrid 
ed in the return of nineteen Monarchiste 
and nine Republicans. The government hat 
also been successful in the provinces. The 
political campaign was unusually active, 
especially with the Monarchiste, who gained 
three seats.

William IL and Francis Joseph had a 
chanoe to exchange views during the 
Hungarian manoeuvres.

The Beginning of Charity.
To how great an extent general philan­

thropic and religions matters have a, 
claim on her time and purse is a con­
tinually recurring question in the mind 
of many a kindly and conscientious 
woman already overburdened by the re­
sponsibilities entailed by her immediate 
family and a limited income. The Sun­
day school superintendent wishes her to 
take charge of a class; some wealthy 
friend, who in the absence of household 
cares has taken to “slumming,” as the- 
English so aptly express it, tacitly re­
proaches her for her lukewarmness in 
the matter of district visiting; she is 
bidden to “teach the orphan boy to read 
and teach the orphan girl to sew,” and 
to buy and sell tickets for everlastingly 
recurring church fairs and to contribute 
to philanthropic enterprises of all sorts.

If she constantly refuses to give time 
and money to those who ask in the name 
of charity or piety, she feels that she ap­
pears mean, selfish and indifferent. Yet 
her own family have certainly the first 
claim upon her. There are her children 
to be clothed and educated, her house­
hold to be kept in order, her husband’s 
income to be administered to the best 
advantage, and quite likely it is hardly 
earned and there is a use for every penny 
of it.

Under such circumstances she will do 
well to ask herself if she is justified in 
giving her attention to those outside de­
mands which multiply in proportion as 
they are satisfied. If she is reasonable, 
she will come to the conclusion that jnst 
so far as such demands encroach upon 
her duty to her family and herself—and 
she must not forget that she does owe it 
to herself as well as to them to keep 
abreast of her husband and children in­
tellectually—just so far are they to be 
disregarded.

She will find many opportunities of 
quietly assisting others by word or deed 
without committing herself to the direc­
tion of any complicated philanthropic 
system, which, however beneficial in its 
general results, involves the waste of a 
certain proportion of individual time and 
money by reason of the very mechanism 
by which it is kept up. And she will 
leave the presiding over committee meet­
ings, the, promoting of fairs, the peddling 
of tickets and the slumming to unen­
cumbered women or those wealthy ones 
who employ a nurse and housekeeper to 
attend to their home duties.

meeting for the discussion of civic affairs 
and the choice of candidates for the next 
City Council, some sixty representative 
men and ratepayers, including Mayor 
Beaven and a number of the aider- 
men, gathered at the Board of Trade rooms 
last evening.

Senator Macdonald being chosen chair­
man, spoke briefly in regard to the reason 
of the meeting and called upon Mr. H. 
Dallas Helmcken to explain more fully its 
objeot.

Mr. Helmcken remarked that the present 
condition of civic affairs was most unsatis­
factory, and it was considered advisable by 
a great many people that a change should be 
made. For his part he would like to see 
candidates chosen for tbe next council 
who would not be swayed by private 
cliques, but would vote for the best 
interests of the city. He had been solicited 
by a number of ratepayers to see if the pres­
ent unsatisfactory way in which civic af­
fairs were running oould not be cheeked, 
and it was only right, he thought, that the 
citizens of Victoria should discuss matters, 
draw up a platform and select candidates. 
It was with a view of having a proper rep­
resentative body at the forthcoming elec­
tions that the meeting had been railed.

Mr. Beaumont Boggs having been selected 
as, secretary, the chairman invited those 
present to air any grievances they had. He 
had no. doubt that many of them had 
grievances, owing to the disgraceful 
tion of civic matters.

Hon. A. N. Richards started the ball roll­
ing. The want of funds, he held, waa the 
whole trouble. When the city paid the in­
terest of the civic debts there was nothing 
left for streets or other works. For 
his part, he did not know /how the 
city was to get rid of the debt, but as for 
grievances he had a little one of his 
He knew that when they wanted 
street improvements in bis part of the city, 
they were met with the reply, “ Do it your­
self.” (Laughter. ) What he would advo­
cate as a mode of getting more revenue was 
for the Government to turn the income and 
personal property tax over to the city. If 
that could be done, there would be money 
to build roads and maintain them. He con­
sidered that a mistake had also been made 
in reducing the two-thirds majority vote 
required for money by-ltws to a mere ma­
jority, as had been done last session—be­
cause it was well-known that the average 
ratepayer was careless, and when a money 
by-law came up it was the men who were in­
terested in it that worked hardest. A resolu­
tion, he thought, should be passed asking 
the Government to change the law back to 
the two-thirds vote. With regard to the 
personnel of the Council, he thought a com­
mittee should be appointed to select candi­
dates for the next civic term.

Mr. B. W. Pearse agreed with Mr. 
Richards as to the oity getting the personal 
property tax. He could not say what the 
etto* amount would be ;j but he knew It 
would give a considerable sum.' Though he 
disclaimed any intention of making a per­
sonal attack on the Mayor or the present 
Council, he felt certain that the way in 
wbinh the Council mismanaged things oould 
not be permitted to continue or the oity 
oould not longer “rub along.” He had his 
grievance, too—the want of police protec­
tion in his part of the oity. He believed in 
doing away with the Council altogether, 
and the appointment of three commissioners 
instead. Then there would be more econ­
omy and better management of affairs. 
Touching briefly on the wantq of the oity 
and the necessity for electric light exten­
sion, Mr. Pearse passed to sewerage matters 
claiming that the three separate .sys­
tems, as at present entered upon, 
had reunited in a large sum of money 
being absolutely wasted. This showed 
gross mismanagement. Hero they had a 
separate system laid down and only a few 
connections made. The fact was that the 
sewer system was, to a large extent, useless, 
and if things were going to keep on sa at 
present, he, for one, was going to get out 
of the oity. Turning to civic salaries, he 
did not mean to say they were outrageous, 
but the oity oould .not afford to pay gpme of 
them, x

IsOne of the most remarkable escapes on 
record of an entire ship’s crew from a 
watery grave in mid-ocean is 'chronicled in 
mail advices just to hand from the Orient. 
The steamer Swordsman, bound for Maur­
itius, and'the steamer Gelderland, on her 
way to Aden, came into collision just below 
the equator. The Swordsman sank, but the 
Gelderland managed to reach Colombo after 
an experience probably unparalleled in the 
history of navigation. The story ran hard­
ly be appreciated without illustrations 
showing the Gelderland’s condition after 
the disaster, and when at last she 
reached port Imagine a big ship 
— 2,000 tons, with her
torn clean away, with her starboard 
plates completely stove in, and with the 
enormous hole stopped with planking held 
in position by bags of rice banked against it. 
On the port side all the bowplates were dis­
placed, for in the collision the non of the 
steamer was torn right round and bent com­
pletely out of its proper position. To keep 
then plates from escaping, great iron chains 
had to be passed out through the port side 
and carried around the non of the steamer 
and back again through openings in the 
starboard side, as one would bind 
up with ropes the ^ loon staves 
of a broken barrel Bearing this 
conditions of affairs in mind, the reader can 
understand what a terribly arduous time 
the ship’s crew must bave gone through, 
and what great tactical skill must have 
been displayed by her commander, Capt. 
de Boer, in getting her and the bulk of her 
cargo safely to port. The Captain states 
that in the emergency her bulkhead ar­
rangements did not fail to nrve the pur- 
pore for which they were intended, but they 
alone were far from sufficient. To stop np 
the hole, cargo was taken out of the fore­
hold an<L placed against planking that had 
been placed against the remaining 
plates, bat two or three times this cargo 
and the temporary stay were completely 
washed away. When at length a stop-gap 
had been effected, the voyage could only be 
undertaken with the greatest caution, and 
thé; dexterity of the officers was nverely 
tested in so encountering the waves that 
they, should not injure the patched up part. 
Rough weather waa twice met with in the 
voyage of 3,200 miles, which occupied 13 
days, and for safety the ship had to be put 
broadside on to some real, and nearly stern 
fitjJ. 4o others. The Gelderland was owned 
bytfce Rotterdamsohe Lloyd ; the Swords­
man carried every soul on board to the bot­
tom with her. ,
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Agent.au25The third of the winter series of lectures 
at St. John’s church was given by Rev. 
Canon Beaolands last evening, his subject 
being “Anoient Coins.” He succeeded ad-, 
mirably in entertaining and instructing the 
audience, hie interesting address being 
illustrated with msgio lantern views.

In his opening remarks the lecturer said 
that very few people realized the fact that 
for hundreds of years mankind was living 
and transacting commercial affairs upon a 
Very extended scale without any kind of 
money. Neither the Egyptians, the Baby­
lonians nor the Jews, nor indeed any of tbe 
Eastern raon, had evolved the theory of 
money. It was left to the quiok-witted 
colonists of the Greeks on the coast 
of Asia Minor to pereeive first the 
advantage that their respective governments 
would gain by guaranteeing with a real or 
stamp tbe small pellets of precious metal 
which were used by their merchants as 
media of exchange. This occurred 
where during the eighth century before 
Christ, and so that kind of money has been 
in nn for about 2,600 years. The relative 
value of silver to gold at that time was in 
weight about one to ten, from which it ran 
be snn how comparatively stable' the two 
metals have been until recent years.

The lecturer then procraded to explain 
the method of striking a coin and the mean­
ing of tbe terms “obverae” and “reverra.” 
After exhibiting by the aid of a magic lan­
tern a series of Greek and Roman coins, 
dating from about 500 B.C. to 300 A.D., 
illustrating the art employed during that 
extended period, he drew attention 
to the comparatively little expenn 
of forming a collection of anoient 
coins, their very great interest and 
educational vaine, and related several 
stories to sho* how almost impossible was 
the effort of forgers to deceive specialists. 
He pointed out the ridiculous attempt made 
to convey a fictitious value to the Columbian 
half dollars, and advocated the collection of 
postage stamps^rather than coins as illustra­
tive of modern history and geography.

In closing his very interesting and in­
structive lecture, Canon Beanlands advised 
the young people on this aide of the world 
to put themselves in touch with the life of 
the nations which had gone before, by the 
study of such interesting objects as anoient 
coins.

A hearty vote of thanks was accorded the 
lecturer, and in tenderirifc this Venerable 
Archdeacon Scriven, who presided, ex- 
preeeed his own appreciation of the enter­
tainment and in striction afforded. It was 
announced that tue next lecture of the 
reriea, a fortnight henoe, would be by Rev.

Montreal Star : Robert Maohray, of this 
oity, who went reoently to investigate the 
silver district of West Kootenay, B.C , in 
an interview yesterday laid : “The Koote­
nay district is divided into two sections, 
East and West Kootenay. With the east­
ern section I am not personally acquainted ; 
bat I have spent several weeks in the west­
ern section, especially investigating the 
Kaslo-Slooan mining eamp. Kaalo is at 
present the chief town of the district, and, 
notwithstanding the slump in silver, it is a 
lively little burg. Most of the mines lie 
within twenty or thirty miles of Kaelo. Of 
then the most important are • Slooan Star,’
‘ Mountain Chief/ • The Washington,’ ‘The 
Idaho,’ • The Dardanelles, • The Payne 
Group,’ • The Chambers Group,’ * The 
Noble Five,’ ‘The Blue Bird,’ ‘The 
Reaoau,’ ‘The Reid,’ ‘ The Robert- 
son,’ ‘ The Eureka,* and others. This 
mining oamp ]s one of the richest in the 
world and so far Is not half prospected. 
Bodies of ore laid bare by the swift descend­
ing glaciers are plainly exposed on the 
mountain sides. A low average of silver in 
this district is 100 ounces to the ton. In 
most oases in developed properties the re­
sults are very much larger. One shipment 
from the Dardanelles mine of twenty tons 
yielded over 600 ounces to the ton. The 
general character of the ore body is galena 
with from 65 to 80 per oent. of silver-carry­
ing lead. .Tho general geological character 
of the district Is a dark limestone or schist 
with dykes of porphyry. These mines, so 
far as developed, have yielded ore so rich 
that the depreeeione in silver may become 
even more marked, and yet they can be 
worked with a very reasonable profit. Of 
oonrae there may be many disappointments. 
Every proepeot is not a mine. But enough 
work has been done to show that the Slooan 
oountry il almost the richest in the world.”

San Francisco Bulletin : A ponderous 
watch of antiqne pattern displayed in the 
window of A. W. Stott’s jewelry establish­
ment, on Montgomery street, attracts the 
attention of the onrious. The timepiece is 
four inches in diameter and weighs 2J 
pounds. Its case looks like old gold, bnt is 
a composition of base metal. The chain at­
tached to this watch is proportionately pon­
dérons and bears a seal ring, large enough 
for the finger of a giant. The watch was 
made by John Bittieèon, of London, two 
centuries ago. It was, no doubt, a marvel 
of workmanship in those days, and is still 
a time-keeper. It probably cost £100, or 
$500 in our money. The hands upon its 
ample dial mark seconde and fifths of sec­
onds, as well as hours and minutes. The 
dial also shows the phases oi the 
moon. This remarkable relic is not 
for sale. It is owned by a gentle­
man of this city, who has a collection 
of such curiosities. The old watch has a 
history of some interest. About two hun­
dred years ago an English sea captain ob­
tained from the King of a tribe of savages 
in the South Seas some valuable trading 
privileges. The King showed him many 
favors, and one day the captain asked the 
insular monarch to say what most he would 
like to have sent to him from London. It 
pleased his royal highness to intimate that a 
fcig watch would snit him well.

Accordingly a watch was made to order 
on a «ale benefiting the royal personage. 
And great was his pride therein. When 
the King died his sons succeeded to the own­
ership of the watch. They sold it to the 
captain of an American ship, and he dispos­
ed of it in Philadelphia. Some time ago it 
fell into the hands of its present owner, who 
prizes it highly.

FARMING IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The Hon. Robert Watson told » Winni- 
» peg audience the other day that Mr. Foster, 

replying to a deputation of British Colum­
bians who asked him to take the duty off 
mining machinery, said most urbanely : “ I 
think yon had better go in for mixed 
farming.” This is not snob a bad story at 
all, and it is not surprising that it brought 
down the house. “ Bob ” did not invent 
it, for his imagination is ^either lively nor 
prolific. He must have t^rowed it for the 
occasion. It was not the finance Minister 
who talked; about mixed farming in Victoria, 
it teas Mr. Angers, the Minister of Agricul­
ture, end it was not a deputation of business 
men whom he advirod to go in for mixed 
farming, but the agricultural settlers in the

The tdvice given by Mr. Angers was

in great abundance.

But this Province, in spite of ■ all its 
disadvantages, and in spitoef its having to 
go abroad for a great part of its bread and 
its butter, ite meat and its vegetables, is the 
richest of all" the provinces. Its Customs 
receipts are more than three times as great, 
in proportion to ite population, as {foe aver­
age of the provinces east of the Rooky 
Mountains, and if Ite inhabitants 
the produce of the East and the South, they 
mast in «me way make money enough to 
pay for every pound they use.

Bnt it is not desirable that the people of 
the Province should continue to import what 
oan easily be raised at home. There are 
large areas in the Province of as fine agrieul- 
tutal and pastoral land as there is in the 
Dominion, and the climate Is peculiarly 
favorable for the operations of the farm. 
The farmer here has ot the long 
winter, which such a disoonragefnent to 
the Eastern rettler, to contend with. In the 
East the farmer’s stock consumes in the 
winter pretty mpoh ell he oan rain in the 
summer. Here the winter is short and mild 
and the stock can get feed off the land for a 
much larger proportion of the year than they 
oan in Eastern Canada.

INDIA’S POPULATION.

The population of India is very great, it 
is indeed hard to realize how^eat. On that 
peninsula which does not occupy a very 
large zpaoe on the map, are crowded, accord­
ing to the census of 1891, 287,000,000 of 
people. Although famines in India have 
been « frequent and so terrible, it is shown 
by the census that the population is not yet 
too great for production in India.

’the want of means of intercommunication 
that caused many of the famines by which 
the country was afflicted. There 
railroads, and the high roads were by no 
means good, so that the inhabitants of a dis­
trict in which the crop was short oonld not 
avail themwlves of the plenty that was 
enjoyed in districts where the harvest was 
abundant.

Although the population in proportion to 
area is so great in India.it shows no signs of 
becoming stationary, 
countries is the birth rate so great It is 
forty eight to the thousand, which is much 
greater than in any country of Europe ex­
cept, it may be Russia. The death rate is 
forty-one in the thousand, so the population 
of India is still increasing at a rapid rate. 
Infant mortality in the East is very great, 
tally twenty-six per cent of the children 
born not seeing the end of their first year.
