FARM LABORERS IN THE WEST

I have heard reports that farm lab-
orers going to the west could not se-
curé work after they had arrived in
Winnipeg and points west. I have had:
twenty-thres years’ experience in_ suc-

cessful farming in Manitoba and Sas-
katchewan, and I can positively deny
any such statements, but to the con-
trary in the outer points it has almost
been impossible for farmers to secure
sufficient hzlp at the highest salaries
in previous years.

It is possible in some cases where
the farm laborers insist on going to
the larger towns, but were afterwards |
distributed to the smaller settlements
- where farm labor is required. One
week after the farm laborers’ excursion
arrives at Winnipeg, it hag always beén
impossible to find available men. The
8reat trouble seems 'to "be that the
farm laborers going to the west want
to harvest wheat on’thé principal bus-
iress streets of the largest towns. in-
stead of going to the farming districts
where the wheat is grown. '

My sons ‘and myself have some six-
teen hundred acres, mostly under cul-
tivation, and I am expressing te senti-
mentg of the entire west. The greatest
wcerry at the present time.is the fear
of not being able‘te get sufficient men
« 10 harvest the crop of this year. I.am
Pdcubtful if the 50,000 -men the rail-
roads are advertising will be sufficient
to meet the situation.

Last year I traveled thru as far as
Battleford, and I failed to see a man
who could not get a job, and it is t®

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CHICAGO UNION BARRED

Lively Incident Marks L.T.U. Con-
vention at Cleveland.

CLEVELAND, Aug. 13.—(Can.Press.)
—The strike of the Chicago pressmen
and its bearing on allied labor intereéts
continued to show prominently in the
deliberations of the convention of the
International Typographnical Union to-
day. Delegate Geo, Koop of Chicago,
not ccntent with the failure he megt
yesterday in striving to have the floor

privilege accorded to President L. P.
Straube, of thg Chicago Stereotypens’
Union, again brought up the matter,
saying word had gone out that Straube
was an officer of an independent un-
ien, and. that he thought _Straube

: be given onportunity to make
his position clear.

President Jamies M. Lynch isaid the
charter of the Chicago Stereotypers’
Union had been revoked because the
union violated contracts by going on
strike contrary to orders of the inter-
national officers. “The Chicago Union
has been suspended,” he said,- “and 1t
has no standing in the labor world.”

three ounces each, according to the re-
cipe used.

Cream cheese can be made with or
withoyt the addition of rennet; the
former system producing the highest
quality of cheese. The cream when it
comes from the dairy must be turned

a few hours so that it may thickén
naturally. It is, therefore, "8dvisable
to give orders at the shop,that it must
not be previously thickerned by any
artificial process. S

When it is thick, put the cream into
a picee of buttér njuslin (half a yard is
sufficient for half a pint_of cream)

' which:has been previously scalded and
is still damp, then tie it up after the
