! y 3 HOW: MUNICIPALITIES MAY RAIS; MONEY.

Sections 34 to 42; inclusive, of the Municipal Power Works Act deal
with the manner of financing the undertaking. The principal directions,
apart frcm those relating to form of procedure, are as follows:

1st—The municipal corporations concerned are authorized to issue de-
-bentures to the estimated amount of their respective shares of the
‘capital cost, and deliver the same to a trustee appointed under the act. The
debentures are to be sold under an agreement between the municipal cor-
porations, the construction commission and the trustee, and the. proceeds of
the sale ‘are to be-paid over to the construction commissioners,

2nd—The construction commissioners are authorized to issue bonds,
secured upon the total assets of the undertaking, to the amount of the pro-
ceeds of the municipal debentures aforementioned, which are to be held by
the trustee in trust for the municipal corporations, subject to the express
trusts governing the collection and disposition of interest, sinking fund and
other matters, as are set forth in the act. :

3d—In the event of the capital. cost of the completed works exceeding
in amount the proceeds of the honds issued in comnection therewith, the
commissioners are authorized, with thé approval of the Chief Justice of On-
tario for the time being, to issue “special bonds,” secured by a first lien on;
the whole property of the undertaking, and carrying ‘“a preference over the
other bonds,” to meet the amount of such deficit. Further, if it should be-
come necessary or advisable at any time that funds are not otherwise avail-
able to meet the cost of such extension or improvement, the commissioners
may, with the approval of the Chief Justice of Ontario, raise, from time to |
time, the amount necessary by the issue andl sals of ‘“special bonds,” carry-
ing priority over the other bonds, as aforesaid_

SUGGESTED MEANS.

Your commissioners would be remiss in their duty if they did not point
out that the borrowing of the large sum of momey necessary to carry out
the proposed undertaking—ranging from $7,000,000 to $12,000,000 on the de-
velopment of site 4, according to the scale adopted—is=liable to put some
strain on the credit of the municipalities concerned. s :

The credit of the municipalities represented herein stands, and deserv-
edly stands, high. Nevertheless, the heavy addition to the existing debt that
the necessary borrowings will-involve, and the fact that the enterprise itself
is a new departure for Ontario municipalities, will be closely scrutinized and
considered by investors. ;

Ag the immediate benefits and the ultimate fruits of the undertaking
are realized, caution will give place to confidence, and, if the undertaking
should prove highly successful, it may ultimately become a means of raising
rather than straining municipal credit.

Meantime, however, the probabilities have to be considered, and, fcr the
purpose of placing the municipalities upon the strongest possible foot!ng
against the necessary loan flotation, your commissioners recommend that:

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STATESMANSHIP FOR NIAGARA.

A welcome quality runs thru the re-
port of the Municipal Power Commis-
sion. It is the quality of statesman-
ghip. The report is-a great assemb-
]agé of facts, over the presentment of
which there is just sufficient imagin-
ative glow to "breed the enthusiasm
for a great and predominant public
object, which’ will be necessary to
iransmute statistics, arguments and
intentions into everyday achievement.

The commission’s deliverance, the
material parts of which are published
this morning, is specially welcomed 1y
The World, not so much because it is a

most remarkable justification of the |

principle of public ownership _ot'p.ublic
utilities, for which The World has been
‘glad to contend these many years; but
because at last that question is. brought
" .within the pale of practical business
by business men, who had no pre-
possessions in favor of the doectrine.
The issues, at stake are too big and
too practical to be made in the slight-
est degree the subject of discussion as
to the abstract propriety or otherwise
of public ownership and of municipal
trading. Still, the commissioners deal
with that aspect of the case in master-
ly fashion, which will carry conviction
to the minds of thousands of business

men who have not yet given the sub-_

ject careful consideration. It is of re-
markable significance that the facts
about Niagara power which confronted
the commissioners convinced them that
public exploitation of a bountiful gift
of nature is the only means by which
the people of this province can get a
square deal with their own property.

The commissioners present a tremen-
dous business proposition to the gov-
ernment and to the province. They
are prepared for the criticisms of in-
terest and of igndrance. They have
considered beforehand the objections
Lkely to be raised. The terms in
which they state their willingness to
- ®bide by the judgments they have

formed, have a ring of dogged confi-
dence about them which is too often
abseht from the reports of commis-
sioners. -

No great business man ever started
& big enterprise who did not see ditfi-
. culties and disadvantages-in the way.
No public ownetrship project could be
set going in any country into which
no element of risk entered. He who
would achieve mueh has to strike a
potential balance between gain and
loss, and then having made up his
mind as to what he would fain induce
the future to bring forth, he goes in
with a large courage and. a cheerful
mind to secure those things which his
reason and instinct and experience tell
him are to be obtained if he pursues
his object with diligence ang capacity.
The. ‘municipal commissioners are in
exactly that, position.

Around the commission’s report the
battle of public ownership in practice’

may be fought once and for all in
Canada. Upon the success with which
the men who have hazarded their re-
putations upon the municipal utiliza-
tion of Niagara power lead the move-
ment, which they have brought to
svch a critical stage, the whole future
of Ontario may depend.

WILL CANADA GET CHEAP TEL:-
PHONES ?

From recent developments in “the
telephone situation in Great  Britain
it is now evident' that the new gov-
ernment is not inclined to depart from
the policy outlined by the late post-
master-general. But for the uncer-
tainty which has hitherto attended the
outlook it is certain that many muni-
cipalities would have established local
services in competition with that of
the National Telephone Company. A
few, including Glasgow and Hull,actu-
ally did so, but for the reason stated
their action was not generally fol-
lowed. A few months ago the late
postmaster-general formally intimated
that the Jicense of the National Téle-
phone Company would not be renewed
after its expiry on Dec. 31, 1911, and
an agreement was suhse ' entar-
ed into by which the compdny under-
took to maintain its systems in good
working order during the term of the
license still to' run. The government
on the other hang agreed to take over
the plant, etc., at a valuation,

The Unionist - postmastﬁr—general
openly declared his preference for the
nationalization of the whole telephone
systems, but declined to fetter in any
way the ultimate decision of the gov-
ernment which might be in ofﬁge when
a final decision had to be made. Some
protest was made by those who favor-
ed government ownership and opera-
tion of trunk and rural lines, and local
ownership and control of municipal
systems, and it was thought the Lib-
eral postmaster-general might prove
more sympathetic towards this policy.
But when the corporation of Hull ap~
proached him with an offer to transfer
the municipal system on repayment of
the capital expended, it was met by a
refusal and a recommendation to enter
into an arrangement with the Nationa]
Company by which the duplication of
plant would be prevented. In an in-
terview between the Hull council and
the postmaster-general, at which ‘the
whole question was fully discussed, the
latter finally stated that “his own opin-
ion was thoroly in favor of the present

policy of the postoffice, namely, that

What
nationalization is expected to do for
the motherland can be gathered from
Mr, Henniker Heaton’s scheme of a 25-
cent house to house telephone, which
is not the dream of a Utopian vision-
ary, but the conviction of a sound re-
former and business man., It is the
conviction also of the government of
the commonwealth of Australia, w_ho
are no less convinced that every man
in that dountry can have a telephone
in his house at a cost of a quarter a
week.

“But,” he added, “we cannot
hope to make the change until the
postoffice obtains complete conttrol of
the telephone work of the nation. What
we want is telephoning by registration
and signal.”

Since the Dominion government has
rejected the policy of nationalization
favored by Sir Willlam Mulock and
has delivered itself over to the corpor-
ation influences with which it is =so
closely allie@ it is all the more neces-
sary for the municipalities of Canada
to support in the most strenuous and
forceful manner possible the memorial
of the Manitoba legislature dealing
with the ‘telephone systems of that
province. A petition has already been
forwarded to the government by the
Union of Canadian Municipalities ex-
pressing their unanimous sentiment
that “each municipality should have
the control of its streets, public places_r
and local franchises connected with
the occupation of streets and asking
that the principles of the recommenda-
tions made by the select committee of
the Manitoba legislature may be con-
ceded. These recommendations asked
that doubts should be sét at rest as
to the authority and power of the leg=-
islature and municipal authorities of
Manitoba to expropriate their tele-
phone systems, and also that the capi-"
tal of the Bell Telephone Company be
not increasgd unless the company is
willing to submit to municipal regu-
lation and provincial control. In this
connection it is significant that among
the resolutions adopted at the recent
Manitoba Liberal convention was one
to the effect “that the public should
control all public utilities such as
waterworks, lighting and telephone
systems, and that in granting fran-
chises and charters for such the right
of their ultimate ownérship by the
people should be provided for.” If the
supporters of public ownership and
control are vigorous and insistent at
this important stage of the country’'s
development, the people of Canada will
yet secure the great and valuable
benefits attending the supply of cheap
telephones.

* The municipal power commission was
formally ‘constituted in January, 1904,
by independent action of the muni-

About four years ago the movement
for some method of securing cheaper
power became decidedly strong, and re-
presentations were made to the On-
tario legislature in 1903 with the resuit
that an act was passed providing for
the construction of municipal power
works and the transmission, distribu-
tion ang supply of electrical ang other
power and energy.

After the passage of the act the agi-
tation continued. There was a clause
empowering the appointment of com-
missioners to report on the scheme. Tt
provided that the council of any muni
cipal corporation, or the councils
of any two or more municipal corpora-

The council may extend the system
into an ndjoining municipality and
may enter into agreements for the
connection of such system with any
other system owned or controlled by
any individual, company or munici-
pal corporation,

Kitchens and Their Personnel on a
Modern Ocean Liner.

The new giant steamer Kaiserin Au-
guste Victoria, which will sail on her
maiden voyage from Hamburg for
New York May 10, will have a catering
establishment of really astonishing
dimensions. The steamer will have no
less than seven kitchens, Of these the
two main kitchens for passengers of
the first and second cabins are located
near the two main dining salgons on
the union deck, the fifth of the seven
decks of the steamer. Being of impos-
ing. spaciousness they have each, be-
sides a large first-class double-cooking
range, two steam cookers, roasting
ovens, iron plate warmers, large .ide-
boards, etc. A separate kitchen. also
of considerable dimensions ang of the
most perfect appointment, is installed
for the Rits Carlton Restaurant, locat-
ed on the second or Kaiser deck,which
has also separate storerooms, refrig-
erators;, etc. 'The kitchens for the in-
termediate and steerage classes are on
the fourth or Kronprinze deck, one each
fore and aft. They have each four re-
spectively, . six steamer cookers and
one large range. Adjoining thé kit=
chens for first and second-class are two
large baking rooms, also a fancy bak-
ery, an ordinary. bakery, a confection-
ery and a butcher shop with large re-
frigerators. Attached to each kitchen
are large pantries and dishwashjug
rooms. The pantry for the first-class
is especially spacious . and contains
large closets for silver and porcelain,

warmers, dishwashers and knife-pol-
ishers, operated by electricity; eleetri-
cal egg cookers, coffee and tea mae-
chines, waterfilters, etc. For wines,
cold meats and fruit, separate pant:-ies
are provided.
pantries are located near the smoking
roomg of the first amd second-classes
on the Kronprinz deck.

Storage rooms of more than 800 tu-
bic meters are provided for the pur-
pose of keeping the immense provi-
sions needed for each voyage of such
a ship, The daily supply is forwarded
from the storerooms directly to tihe
kitchens by means of elevators, and all
the kitchens, pantries and storerooms
are connected with each other by tele-
phones.

The number of the kitchen attend-
ants and waiters is proportionate to
the immensity of the catering estab-
lishment.. There are two head cooks,
two first, 14 second and two third cooks,
three steam cooks, one ritual cook,
nine other cooks and assistants. four
confectioners, six bakers, four butchers,
24 cook’s mates, also 22 dishwashers,
silver and brass-polishers, etc, One
master of provisions, two comptrollers
and five inspectors have the/supervision
over the supplieg of provisions. At the
head of the waiters are two head stew-
ards, one steerage head steward, ome
baggage-master and five head stew-
ard assistants. Subordinated to them
are 238 stewards and stewardesses. The
entire kitchen personnel and waiters,
therefore,” will reach the respectable
numhber of 363.

Now then the object of hav-
ing these cans verified is this: There
are tp-day a great many cans in ex-
istencé of different capacities, and it
would -be unfair to compel dealers to
discard all these, and to say that the
cans must hold only eight gallons. I
presume that in future, as the cans
are made, they will be made exactly
to hold , eight gallons, no more and
no less. But those that are in exis-
tence, it will be necessary to verify
them, and have them inspected by an
inspector of weights and measures,who

will show that they hold eight and a
haif gallons, or seven and a half, or
nine and a half, whatever it may be,
and thus you are injuring no one -and
avoiding disputes. The producer may
say: This can holds eight and a half
gallons. The dealer may say, No, it
only holds eight gallons. How are you
going to settle the dispute? - By tak-
ing it ‘to the inspector of weights and
measures., He measures the can and
determines ‘exactly what its capacity
is, and this settles any difference as to
the capacity of the can. Now as I
have pointed out, bills similar to this
have already been. passed by this
house. I have no objection at all to
making it apply to the Province of
Ontario alone. I do not wish to im-
pose. upon Quebec or any other pro-
vince a law that they objected to.

Fruit and Shade Trees Require
Special Treatment to Prevent
Disease and Loss.

v

Below will be foung information re-
-garding the spraying of fruit and
shade trees for the prevention of fun-
gus and insect diseases:

The greatest success will come in
preventing rather than in attempting
to cure. Sometimeg spraying does not

seem to be necessary, but the time nas
come when the may who does spray,
regardless of appearances, will not
suffer the losses of his legs careful
neighbor, :
' Be ready to spray this year, It is
good insurance and Will pay good re-
turns on short time.

Begin to spray the orchard and vine-
yard before the buds swell in the
spring, and repeat the operation every
two weeks for at least four times and
the result will be a saving of from
85 to 95 per cent. on the crop.

If spraying solutions are correctly
made and applied there need never be
<ny dangsr of poisoning the fruit for
iood. Fruit to be placed on the mar-
ket should be sprayed the last time
with a solution that will not lis-
color it. i

Bordeaux mixture will destroy fungus
diseases ang paris green will kill .in-
Sects, These two 8prays may be easi-
ly combined, making a solution called
paris green-bordeaux, which, when
sprayed upon the trees, will have the
same result as paris green aud bor-
deaux mixture when sprayed on sepa-
rately.

Look over the following groups of
trees to see what to do, and when to
do it for that particular group.

Apple Orchgrd.

1. Spray with copper sulphate just
before buds 'start in the spring, for
Litter rot, black rot and scab. .

2. Spray unfplding leaves with pa
‘green-bordeaux for bud moth and ap-
ple scab.

3. Spray as soon as the blossoms fall
with paris green-bordeaux for codling
moth, curculio, canker worm, caterpil-
lars, scab and sooty blotch..

4. Keep the toliaqe well coveredg with
paris green-bordeaux until fruit is
rearly grown, for the succeeding
broods of insects and further fungus
troubles.

When the fruit is\searly matured, a
spraying with ammomacal solution of
copper carbonate will have nearly the
same effect as paris green-bordeaux
and will not discolor the fruit,

Do:not put copper sulphate on the
trees after the foliage is out.

Flat-headed and round-headed bor-
ers burrow in the base of the trunk.
‘Watch trees and cut out borers when-
ever castings appear,

Keep all windfalls picked up and
destroyed or fed out.
Cherry,Plum,Pear,Apricot and Peach

1. Spray with bordeaux mixture be-
fore the leaves unfold.

2. Spray with diluted bordeaux mix-
ture just after the blossoms fall,

3. Spray with diluted bordeaux mix-
ture two, weeks after the second spray-
ing.,

Diluted@ bordeaux mixture is used for
the second and. thir@d sprayings be-
cause of the tender foliage of this
gYoup of trees. Pears may be, how-
sever, sprayed each time with bordeaux
mixture.

These sprayings will be effectual for
leaf spot, mildews, leaf curl, scab,

pbrown rot and plum pockets.

In case of pear blight, winter prune

'all diseased branches, cutting off sev-

eéral inches below the diseased areca.
Several weeks after blossoming, re-
move all young dead twigs in the same
way. Use .a knife that is sterilized
from time to time by wiping it with a
cloth saturated with carbolic acid. The
disease occurs also on apple and
quince. Use the "same treatment,
Shade Trees and Ornamental Shrubs
‘ All leaf-eating insects can Dbe de-
stroyed by spraying with parig green
the foliage they eat.

Leaf lice ang other sucking insects

should be sprayed with soap or kero-

sene emaulsion. {

Borers in maple and elm can be suc-
cessfully treated in September by in-
jecting carbon bisulphide into the bur-
rcws and stopping them up tight,

In the following groups of plants
are given their respective treatmeats.
Blackberries, Raspberries, Dew-

berries.

1. In fall or winter remove all canes
infested with cane-borers, orange rust
and crown-gall and burn.

2. In spring, before the buds swell,
cut off and burn all canes badly spot-
ted with disease and spray  the rest
with pordeaux mixture, repeating'the
spraying when the young shoots are
atout six inches high, and again in 10
to 14 days. Aim to cover the young
shoots with spray. This treatment is
for anthracnose, cane-blight and leaf-
syot disease.

Strawberries.

Spray with' bordeaux mixture before
blossoming and twice after the fruit-
ing season,

In fall run over badly infested beds,
add a little straw and burn,

Frequently renew beds.

The arsenic compounds+n the form of
paris green are the standard poisons
to be used against the leaf chewers,
while soap and kerosene are the stand-
ard substances to wuse against the
plant-sucking insects.

Hogs Show a Very Firm Front—
~ Export Cattle Are Not of
‘Good Type.

Prices for fat cattle are remaining
fairly steady in the eity and Junction
markets. All well finished shipping and
butchers’ cattle find a ready sale at
good prices considering the state of
the British markets. About one jyc¢ar
ago the  cattle market took a sudden
rise. The reason for that rise was due’
to the fact-that the supply of winter
stall-fed stock -had become almost ex-
hausted on the one hand, while the
demand on the other hand'was remarks
ably strong. This combination had tne
effect of sending prices upwards from
75 tents to $1.00 per.cwt., on the To-
ronto markets inside of three weeks,

That there will be no such improve-
ment in the trade this year ig certain,
ana dealers or farmers haviag tatle
to sell should feel reasonabiy satisfisd
it they can  nold tne markect steaay.
ine present outiook is not ravorable
for a rise in vaiués of, shipping catue,
because the demand is not up to iast
Year's standard, . Receipts of .caltle
that are well-finished are not aeavy
and the blame for the slowness of trade
cannot be gccounted 10r on that ground.
'The opinion seems to prevaii that good
to choice steers wili zell well and pos-
gible higher in a few Wweeks: to cume,
but there is little chance for tne half
finished cattle such as are being rush-
ed on the market just now to advance
in pricee. Mawuy of the drovers are
complaining of iosing money, but they
have only themselves to blame, as irhey
and they alone are responsible for tne
present high prices in the ¢ountry,
which are out of all proportion with
those paid on the city and Junction
markets.
The bulk of shipping cattle are sell-
ing from $5 to $5.12 1-2 per cwt. But-
chers’ cattle range from $4 to $5 per
cwt. for good cattle to prime cattle,
Stockers and Feeders.
The demamnd from the country. for
feeders and stockers has been very
uncertain. One week it is good and the
next it is poor. On this account deal-
ers scarcely know what to do. Neither
the demand nor the prices are as strong
as they were a fortnight ago. There
is'a feeling abroad that shipping cattle
are not goinmg much, if any higher, and
farmers do not want a repetition of last
year’'s .experience, when many of ihem
paid prices that, after feeding their
summer’'s grass, they could not realize,
The continued marketing of calves
during the past year is likely to nave
an effect on the stocker trade in that
the supply will not be as large as it
‘hitherte has been during the spring
months. One factor that has and will
contribute materially to a scarcity of
stock cattle is the high price of veal.
When a farmer is able to dispose of a
veal calf from 150 to 200 lbs, at 7 centsg
per 1b. he has nothing to induce him to
carry that calf until it is a year cld
at an added cost of several doljars and
then sell it as g feeder for less money
than_he could have obtained for it as

im- #a calf.

This condition of the veal market
has doybtless - deprived the feeder of
a lot of raw material that would other-
wise have been available. During the
past year an incredible number eof
calves in Ontario have gone to the
butcher. Some of them doubtless rep-
resent the dairy industry of the pro-
vingce, but the run has carried a goodly
share of beef calves that would have
be: candidateg for the feed stalls of
Ontario farmers., Prices are not any
stronger than they were a week ago,
but shotild thie démand increase so aiso
would prices.

i Sheep and Lambs.

Receipts of shéep and lambg have
been light and prices are higher than
at any time thig season, There is a
brisk demand for export sheep as well
as yearling lambs. Export ewes have
sold at $5.76 per cwt.,” and yearling
lambg of prime’ quality, as high
as $7.75 per cwt. Sheep and lambs
are likely to rule high ‘in price for
some time to come.

Hogs.

Hogs are evidently scarce in the
country, or there would surely have
been larger deliveries when the farmer
can get $7 per cwt at his nearest rail-
way station. Prices have advanced an-
other 25 eents per cwt., apd Mr. Harris
quotes $7.25 for selects, and $6.75 for
lights and fats. Prices at Montxjeal
are nearly at the $8 mark and in.fact
we may say they are $8, as one of the
largest dealerg stated that he would
not ship a car of hogs under that price.

Feeding Young Turkeys.

For food the first few days give hard
boiled eggs chopped fine, bread softenad
in milk, cornmeal wet up in milk, ete,
three or four times a day. They must
not be allowed to go hungry or be al-
lowed to sat food that has soured.

It happens, however, that on foreign
account there is an equal enquiry, and
it is largely in the better types a mat-
ter of the best price offered. A promi-
nent city firm had dn order to suppiy
five extra carriage horses for New York.
They got them, but.in the meantime
several local buvers came along, and

{ they felt compelled to let them go. The

situation is that, automobile and every-
thing else to the contrary, there never
was 80 good a demangd for the pledsure
horse, as. there is to-day.
shows are doing it all
ddalers affirm that they are full up. In
heavy horses the market ‘is  almos¢
equally #ctive, owing to fthe great
amount of construction work that is
geing forward. Naturally contractors
arg anxious to maintdin a limit, and
they steadfastly refuse to go beyond a

certain point, with the result-that fancy-

heavy horses are hard to sell at remun-
erative figures, but good, active workers
are closely enquired after,
and express horses the demand. is also
good, :a .manifest disposition existing
arnong merchants to make a good shuw-
ing in their rigs. Driving horses are a
speculative quﬁntity- During the winter,
owing-to the absence of snow, the en-
quiry hasg hardly been as brisk as it
otherwise would have been. In ponies
prices are decidedly soaring upward,
they- sharing in the advancing market
for show purposes.

At the regular Tuesday’s sale in the
Repository there was a large attendance
from first to last. Prices for the ordi-
nary kind were good, but there was a
bit'of dwelling on extra qualities, How=-
ever, the recognition theéy reeeived

promipted bidders, with the result that.

in the long run they found purchasers,
but at'times below the prices paid the
first - holders. Dealers naturally com-
plained, but it is the average that tells,
and while the margins may have been
close on some lots, on the average it is
safe to say none of them suffered very
much. It was dpparent from the com-

They were purchased of a
Yonge;street firm, who also report the
sale to-a Montreal gentleman of the
prizé-winning mare Sweetbrier. Sweet-
brier was a winner in New York and
wag awarded championships at Syra-
cuse, Galt and Brantford.

The owners of Present King II, the
winner of the championship and Shire
Horse Society’s gold medal at the Peter-
borough, England, Spring Stallion Show,
recently refused 1600 guineas ($8000) for
him.

Anybedy who reads the English pa-’
pers must be convinced that while the
prices received for the imported and
registered shires at the Morris & Wel-
lington sale in the Repaository last week
were not phenomenal, they were fairly
entitled té6 be considereq good. The
vendors, however, were not altogether
pleased,and are rather disposed to think
that the vaunted cry for broodmares
consists more in the vaunt than in ac-
tuality.

It has been saig by supposedly -high
authority that we do not import the
best. Possibly we don’t, and, consider-
ing the weight of money in England
angd other countries. we can hardly be
expected to, -but that such importations
have been made,and along with the an-
nually recurring - shows- have done a
world of good, is abundantly proven im
the immense improvement that has
taken place both in the pure-breeds and
in the general heavy draught stock
during the past fifteen or twenty years,

Sir Walter Gilbey, perhaps .the. fores
most ‘authority on horses outside the
thorobred in England, writes:

“We cannot shut-our eyes to, the
fact. that competition has arisen be-
tween horsepower and motor-power,and
| thig is a serious considération for the
. horgebreeders of this country. While
'not. for a moment disputing the fact
 that motor  traction for guick transft
and for business purposes wil] super- |
sede, and ‘is superseding, the ordinary
harnesg horse; I think _we may safely
leave it to the public taste to prove that
for visiting and driving in the park,
especially for:ladies, the horse convey-
ances will still be found to more than
hold their own. On my . recent two visits
to France I witnessed ample proof. of
the increaseq popularity of both riding
and driving horses. In Paris, I found
ith fhat-fashionable part of the city, the
Bois de Boulogne, a large number of
| beautiful carriage horses and riding
| horses ridden by both sexes—more than
i I ever remember to have seen on pre-
| vious occasions. This may be consider-
ed the more remarkable as France was
the first country to create the fashion
for motor-cars. Under all circum-
stances, I do not think that the efforts
of our hackney breeders will suffer in
the future as-some people would have
us believe. A good deal has been said
lately as to the predominance of the
chestnut. color in our hackneys, but,
from my: forty years’ experience in
breeding; T can state without hesitation
that such horses can be bred to dany
color by using a hackney sire and care-
fully selected mares as to color, and
bays, browns- or chestnuts produced as
may be desired.” 3

As touching upon the question of the
future of motor-power, the opinion is
interesting of Sir Albert- Mun#¥z, presi-
dent of the Shire Horse Bociéty of Eng-
land, who says: “I attach little or no
importance to motor-power as a sub-
stitute for shires, and in confirmation
of my view upon. this subject T find that
large brewers and othefs, who had
adopted motor-power on trial, are dis-
carding it in favor of the poor old

shire as more economical and more effi-
cient.”

At a sale last week in one of éur city
marts, a prominent horsebreeder was
asked what he thought of breeding to
Xery young mares. After exclaiming:

For heaven’s sake don’t quote me as
an authority!” he said: “Breeding from
immature animals cannot be conducive
to their physical development. A two-
year-old filly is far from being full
grown, and to iprove upon it the de-
velopment of a.foetus and expect hot®
to attain a maximum of growth is
scarcely reasonable. .  Animals should
not be breg from until they have pretty
nearly attained their full physical de-
velopment, which in the case of the
mare will vary according to cifcum-
Sstances. Of course, two-year-old fillies
are bred from, and if they are strong
and well-developed it may not do them
much perceptible harm, but they would
have been all the better had: they been
exempteq from this tax on their system
until they were at least three Years
old. -And this refers,” he added, “about
equally to every class ¢of horse.”
