{a large sum for a new_charter to the Mo-

“RECIPROCITY AND RETALIATION.

The Senators at Washington Passed Both
Thoese Clauses of the Tariff
Bill Yesterday.,

Washington, D.C., July 2.—Reciprocity
aud retaliation were the two phases of the
Tariff Bill to occupy the attention of the
Sepate to-day to the exclusion of all other
subjects. Both provisions were agreed to,
although the debate on the reciprocity
clause was protracted to 6 p.m.

When the bill was first taken up, the
paragraph relating to nickel was changed,
er
pound on the nickel contained there’in:
nickel matte 4c¢ per pound; nickel, - nickel
oxide, alloy, etc., 8¢ per pound.

The Retatiatery Clause.
This brought the Senate to the retalia-

tory clause, so-called, providing that when- |

ever any country pays a bounty vn any
article, then, upon the importation of that
article into the United States, theze shall
be levied and paid, in addition to the du-
ties otherwise imposed by this act, an ad-
ditional duty equal to the net amount cf

be paid or bestowed. When the vote was
taken, the clause was agreed to--33 to 19.

The reciprocity section was next consid
ered, Mr. Allison offering the new pro-
vision. It was changed sligntly by pro-
viding that ‘the reciprocity treaties '.30 niade
“by and with the consent of the Senate.
In brief. the section authorizes the I'resl-
dent to negotiate commercial treaties 1o ex-
tend not more than five years, aund grant-
ing a “‘reduction of the duties Imposed Ry
this act to the estént of n6t more than 20
per cent. thereof,” or for the transfer dur-
ing that period of designated articles from
the ‘dutiable to the free list, belmy the nat-
ural products of such foreign countries and
not of the United States. Tha umendment
was agreed to—30 to 18.

MISS SHAW AND CECIL RHODES,
Contents of Telegrams Exchanged Between
Them re Transvaal Raid.

London, July 2.—At the resumption to-day
of the siftings of the Parliamentary Com-
mittee appointed to enquire into the
Transvaal raid. four telegrams exchanged

between Miss Flora Shaw. she colonial edi- |

tor of The Times, atd Mr. Cecil Rhodes,
then Premier of Cape Colony, were pro-
duced. The first. from Miss Shaw, asks
for the date of the commencement of plans,
owing to the necessity of instrueting Euro-
pean correspondents of The London Times,
so that they might use their iafluence in
favor of Mr, Rhcdes.

The second despatch points out the dan-
ger of delay, as the European situation was
considered serious. and a protest from the
other powegs might paralyze the Govern-
ment.

The thitd message says Mr. Chamberlain
(the Secretary of State for the Colonies)
“js sound in case of the interference of
European powers, ;but have special reason
to believe he wishés vou 'to act immediate-
ly.” One despatch from Mr. Rhodes to Miss
Shaw says: .‘Inform Mr. Chamberlain 1
ghall get through all right if be supports
me, but he must not send cables like the
one sent to the High Commissioner. I'll
win, and South Africa will belong to Eng-
land.”

Mr. Chamberldin. replving to a question
of the chairman. Mr. William L. Jackson,
sald: ‘“‘There has been so much baseless
chatter that I had better state exactly’ what
happened. 4

“At the (olonial Office. in discussiig the
possibility of a riging, Under-Secretary Fair-
field remarked: ‘If the Johannesbyrgers are
going to rise, it is to be-hoved they will
do it soon.”

Anger then stated that he had received
the appointment and he was going to
assume his duties, and that those who
did not wish to remain-in the cholr
might go, as he would secure plenty of
others to take their places.

Immediately there was a ‘movement to-
ward the door, and all but five or six
left the church. % :

By this time it was half past nine,
but the score or more of choir boys, tha
only paid members of the choir, who had
been scampering on the green sward out-
side, much to the annoyance of the,Sex-
ton, were then called in, but on learh-
ing of the disturbance they thought it
wauld be fine fun to go on strike, and
a number of them also refused to jon
with the new leader.

The struggle will be a long and bitter
one’,as the operators have expected trouble
and have prepared for it as far as possible:
by accumulating stocks of coal.

Circular to Miners.

Columbus, 0., July 2.—7The officers of the
Union ‘Mine Workers sent out this morn-
mng a general order for a strike in all the
bitumiubq;s coal mining States to go into
effect on Jiy 4. The strike was decided a
week ago Ei&fay. but it was the intention
of the- officidis to-keep it qui€t up to the
last minute, The circular is in part as fol-
lows:

To the mine workers of the country, greet-

ing: ;

Fell%w Miners,—At the last annual con-
vention of the United Mine Workers of Am-
erica held in the ecity of Columbus, Omio,
Jan, 12-16, 1897, after a full and careful re-
view of the distressing. condition of our
craftsmen, brought on by the continued
reductions in our wages; in order to pre-
vent any further reduc¢tion fron® taking
place and to secure for us a living rate of
wages that will enable us to live as Ameri-
cans ought ‘to, so as to realize from our la-
bor at least a sufficiency to provide the ne-
cessaries of life, it was determined that
the scale of prices should be advanced to
the following rates:

It was further agreed that the time for
enforcement .of the scale be left with the
National Executive Board and the district
president to determine when it would be
most opportune. . 4

*1i.ne Comsidered Opportune.

Therefore, pursuant to the instructions
of the Natiomal Convention, the*National
Board and Ristrict Presidents met in Co-
lumbus-on June 24-26, and declded that in
their judgment the time was opportune to
suspend on July 4, 1897, for the enforce-
ment of the before-mentioned scale rates.

Thereforq mine workers everywhere will
take notice and govern themselves accord-
ingly.

In eonclusion, we would urge upon the
mine: workers everywhere the necessity of
constituting themselves into local commit-
tees, for the purpose of seeinf-that aetion
is at once taken to give efiect and main-
tain the objects sought to be accomplished.
“To ensure sueccess great care:should be
exercised by all that no breach of peace oc-
curs at any, time or place, or under any
circumstances.

LOOKS LIKE A BACKDOWN,
The decision of the United - States
Senate to reduce the duty on white pine
lumber from $2 to $1 per thousand feet
was, no doubt, a direct sequence of the
lcgislu_tiou recently /passed at Ottawa in
virtue of which the Government is em-
rowered to impose an export duty of
$2 on saw logs in the event of the.Am-
evican lumber schedule being fixed nt
$2. The action of the Senate is an ad-
mission of the fact that the United
States is to a considerable extent de-
pendent- upon Canada for its common
lumber. If its. supply of white  pine
was sufficient for the needs of the peo-

| ple the Senate would never have altered

the duty, especially in the face of a
threat from this country to retaliate in
degree and in kind. The American game
of bluff has proved a boomerang, and is
to be withdrawn,

Canada,_ should profit by the United
States’ expose of its own weakness, The
lesson for Canada is, impose an export
duty on saw logs and pulp wood, ro
matter what the Americans may '‘do in
the way of reducing its duties on lumber
Our saw logs and pulp woo.l
are raw materials, which the Americans
must have: The Government will be
wanting in its duty to the people if it
does not make the exports duties on
these s articles unconditional and imme-
diately operative.

p&NlToBA‘S INCREASING WHEAT ACRE-
AGE.

We learn from a bulletin just issued
that Manitoba’s wheat acreage this sea-
son beats the record. Last year the
number of acres seeded. in wheat was
999,598. This year the area is 1,290,-
882 acres, an increase of 30 per cent.
The total area under all kinds of crop
is 1,958,025 acres. The bulletin goes on
to say: ‘“The increase in the acreage un-
)'k-r wheat is gratifying. - This increase
is not confined to any one distriet.
While old settlers are *slightly increas-
ing the area cropped by them, new set-
tlers are locating in .all parts of the
Province, and thereby adding to the areva
under cultivation. The Dauphin district
has added several new townships to be
reported, on account of the number of
new settlers and the general impetus
given to agriculture on the advent of
the railway.” Although the weather
was unpropitious during May, and :the
crop prospects. were not encouraging,
there was an agreeable change during
the first half of June, and the pro§pects.
are now said to be greatly improved.

THE PRESS AS A DETECTIVE AGENCY.

The utility: of the press in detecting
crime was clearly established in New
York during the past few days. The
body of a man, mutilated with atrocious
fiendishness, was discovered in that city
a week or-10 days ago. The police de-
partment rattled their brains to solve
the mystery, but they were completely
nonplussed. Under these conditions The
New York Journal took up the case on
its own accord. . It organized dn extem-
pore detective foree, published far and
wide the faets concerning the murder,
as far as they were known, and in three
days the mystery was solved, and the
murderer found himself behind prison
bars. . The police of New York freely
acknowledge the supremacy of the press
in the unravelingof this mystery, and of
other crimes., The chief of the New
York police force, Peter Conlin, pays
the following tribute to The Journal in
particul®r, and to newspapers generally.
He says: :

LARGE EXPORTS OF WOOL.

The wool exports from Toronto have been
very large, being about ten times those of
last year to date. 'Fhe shipments in June
were 943,932 pounds, valved at §134,490,
while for June, 1806, the: were only 93,-
245 pounds, valued at $18,517.
