This was most unfair, he stated. for

If President
Sise is not committed we will go he-
fore the Grand Jury to secure the
indietment of the Bell Company, Presi-
dent Sise and ether officials, In other
words, we have not started this fight
to let it drop until every resource is
exhausted to obtain fair treatment. The
country is with us, and the Bell peo-
ple must understand this is a fight to
the finish.”

The idea the Bell people are seek-
ing to. convey, that since Charles Sise,
their president, was never in Ontario
County, theq contract, even if it is in
violation of the criminal code as charg-
ed, cannot be attributed to him and
bring him within the jurisdiction of
the authorities of this county, is pro-
nounced ridiculous by Col. Farewell
and other lawyers who have investi<
gated the case. As an original prin-
ciple of lJaw it is not necessary that a
person charged with criminal conspir-
acy should have actually been within
the confines of the county where it is
charged the result of the conspiracy
was felt.

So, if the contract complained of is in
restraint of trade as defined by 'the
criminal code, it will not be sufficient
for the defence to argue that the
actual signing of the contract was in
Quebec, and that, therefore. the effect
of the conspiracy is not felt in On-
tario County, in the estimation of one
eminent lawyer.

From a legal aspect a eriminal con-
spiracy in restraint of trade is the!
most insidious of crimes calculated to
discourage commerce and trade. be-|
cause the consequences are so serjous. |
In this case, President Sise is disposed |
to take the matter rather lightly, but
it is rapidly assuming a serious aspect
in this county.

No
impurities were found in any of the
fourteen brands examined by the de-
partment of experts, Dr. Gehrmann
and Prof. Kennlicott. Exhaustive #n-
alyses were made on every brand of
cigarette found for sale .in the city.
All have been found to be entirely
frec from opium, morphine, jimpson
weed. belladona, #tropine, hyoscyam-
ine, or other substances foreign to
i pure tobacco. Neither was there any
Jead or arsenic found in the paper
wrappers.

“As a matter of fact. there is noth-
ing in any of the fourteen brands of
cigarettes on the Chicago market that
the smoker need be afraid of. The
tobaceo is the best ‘hright virginia,’
and contains only about one-fourth as
much nicctine in the tobacco—the less
likelihecd of ill-effect upon the net-
vous System.

Dr. Wallace then adduces the evi-
dence that the earth’'s position in the
material universe is special and pro-
bably unique. He asks, Are the stars
infinite in number? Then he points
out that with every increase of power
in telescopes until reecent years there
had been a propoiticnate increase in
the number of visible stars. There
are about 200,600 stars between the
first and ninth magnitude, the number
at each lesser magnitude being about
three timeg that of the next higher.
Now, if this rate of increase were con-
tirued down to the seventeenth magni-
tude, there would be about 1,400,000,
the best modern tele-
scopes, telescopic observation and
photographic charts show nothing ap
The latest es-
timate does not exceed 100,000,000, As
the instruments reach further and fui-
ther into space they find a continuous
diminution in the number of stars,
thus indicating an approach to the
limits of the stellar universe.

But there is no inclination on the part
of Canadians to change their status,
There are fewer indications of a wish
to do so than have been in evidene
in the past .

For the separate existence of Canada
the T'nited States is partly to blame.
If there had been less blundering in
the early stages of the revolution, the
Americans might have held and won
Lower Canada. If this country had
sttod out longer and more stifily when
the Oregon territory was in dispute it
might have acquired British Columbia |
and shut off the Dominion from the
Pacific. The recinrocity treaty which |

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FEAR FARM HAND UNIONS.

; —_—
Hited Men Being Organized
Demand Uniform Wages.

Chicago, March 1.—Farmers in the
States are confronted with a new ter=
rvor. The hired man, the “hand,” and
the “hobo,” who toils when stress of
circumstances compels, are forming la-
bor unions. Frederick W, Job, who
returned yesterday from a trip thru
1llinois organizing employers’' associa-
tions, says the farmers are flocking to
the new associations by the hundred
in the hope of finding protectim
against the demands of the wage
workers.

“The regular hired men have heen
going into unions rapidly. Further=
more, all the chance ‘hobos’ who will
toil occasionally, and. to whom the
farmers in all the central and west-
ern states look for help in the rush
seasons, have given in their names,

“The ‘stubble chaserss’ who roam
from one section to another, following
the harvest, are organizing. These
men-do most of the work of gathering
the graln in Kansas, Nebraska and
the Dakctas. Then there is another
class which appears, like birds of pas-
sage, with the first warm weather that
marks the opening of spring. Without
them the farmers would not get their
spring plowing done in time. The
broom corn cutters, on whom the grow-
ers in central Illinois are absolutely
dependent in gathering their crop, are
party to the new unions The men
who are needed to pick the fruit are
going in, i g

“I can't say what are the demands
of the farm ‘hands’'’ organizations.”
Nir. Job said. ‘“‘But they will probably
be for shorter hours and uniform
wages. No wonder some farmers are
excited at the prospect that they will
be able to work their help pnly twelve
or fifteen hours a day.”

RAYNOR WILL BE 0T SOOK

Personator’s Case Will Be Considered
by the Ontario Government on
Tuesday Aiternoon.

P@RDON SEEMS TO BE A CERTAINTY

His Friends Will Have to Provide,
the $400 Fine and About $40
for Tazed Costs,

Robert Raynor, the personator who
was sentenced to one year's imprison-
ment and a fine of $400, will be releas-
ed toward the latter end of this week.
Raynor's case was a peculiar one,
framed with mitigating circumstances,
but Judge McCrimmon had to follow
out the letter of the law, and thus
Raynor got what has been popularly
commented upon as a severe sentence,

It is admitted that Raynor was a
dupe. His character, as given by his
employers for twenty years, was be-
yond reproach.  His wife is very ill.
They were married only a little over a
year ago- Since his incarceration his
friends have urged these grounds for
his release,” and they have met with
consiaerable success. Now it is up to
the friends to provide $440, which will
include the fine and the taxed costs of
the prosecution,
obinette’'s View,

T. C. Robinette, K.C., who appeared
for Raynor at the trial, has made a
glant emort to secure the unfortun:te
man’s release from custody, and he has
been so successful that he understands
the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Couneil will
order Raynor's release on payment of
the fine imposed by the court.

The government will meet on Tues-
day afternoon, and Attorney-General
Gibson will present the matter to the
Council for a formal ratification of the
remission of the sentence., There will
be no opposition, and all that will be
required to give Raynor his liberty
will be the paymeut of the $400 fine
and the taxed costs of the prosecu-
tion.

o Raynor Has Friends.

Mr. Robinette says this money will
be forthcoming from Raynor's friends.
He would not say that the Niagara
Navigation Company, that 4ad made
Raynor a trusted servant for many
years, would come to the rescue, nor
would he say that the Licensed Victual-
lers’ Assocjation would get together and
pay the money., In fact, a8 to the
latter suggestion, he said it was entire-
ly. out of place, and there was wno
ground for it. He was satisfied that
the money would be forthcoming as
soon as the Order-in-Council was pass-
ed.

“The matter has been before the
Lieutenant-Govergjor,” Mr. Rcbinette
remarked, “for 1 fyled the petition a
week ago yesterday, and 1 felt sure ‘it
would be favorably considered. Of
dourse, Mr. Mills, who was counsel for
the prosecution, was asked, us a matter
of courtesy, to consent.
