MONTREAL, July 12—(Special)—
L'Bvenement (Quebec) says:

“The news which we publisied the
other daf‘g:o the effect that n. Bu~

chan had refused to listen an officer
give his explanations. in the French
tongue has caused a commotion easy
to understand. We understand that
the.facts of the case are as follows:
#Lt.~Col. Pelletier brought a charge
incompetency against a subaltern
officer, the accusation being written
in English. The officer in question, be-
lieving his honor to be at stake, gave
fn his resignation and demanded An
investigation before Gen. Buchan, and,
as the accused officer was a French-
Canadian, he naturally, as was his per-
. fect right, expressed himself in bhis
mother tongue, The general refused to
hear him. under the pretext that the
young officer could speak English, The
Jatter then offered to procure an inter-
preter, but this also the general would
not permit, :
“The two languages are official in
" this. country, and why should a supe-
slor officer be excused for not speaking
French when an inferior officer is held
to speak English? ;
“If the general does not know French
he should not occupy the position he
now holds in this province. It is not,
in fact, the first time that Gen, Buchan
has refused to allow Prench-Canadian
officers to speak French.”

CANADA'S BEEN COWARDLY:

Else Would Have Fought U.8, Fre-
quently in Past Century.

MONTREAL, - July 12.—(Special.)—
L'Action Sociale, the Quebec clerical
organ, does not take kindly fto the
proposition to erect a monument in
1612 to celebrate one hundred years
of peace between Canada &and the
United States.

“True,” says L'Action Sociale, “there
has been no war, but no European
netion would have ever endured what
Canada has endured from the United
Btatés without flying to arms. The
séttlement of the American and Cana-
dian countries have brought atout the
loss of territory to Canada quite as
Jarge as the Province of Quebec. We
have lost the greater part of the
Vslley of the St. John River, almost
the whole of the present State of
Maine, vast stretches of territory along
the Manitoba frontier, and that of the
new provinces which to-day Is a part
of Oregon ard lately a part of the
Yukon.” -

' To Be His Own.
Chancellor Now

Von Buelow Steps Out and His
Successor Will Simply Be the
Emperor’s Mouthpiece

wHE RETIRING CHANUVELLOR,
BERLIN. July 12.--To-morrow Wil-
helm I1I. will appoint his fifth chan-
cellor. Whatever personai sympathy
may be felt for Prince Von Buelow, it
cannot po denled that the nalders of
that high civic have gope in a de-
scending scale in merit. The suc-
Lcessors of Bismarck—Caprivi, Hohen-
lohe and Buelow—have marked a
growing diminution in the importance
of the office and a growing increase
in the influence of the throne,

The kaiser's personality bas, in an
ever increasing degree, cvevre'hadow_e.d
that of the imperial chancellor, and

for this reason the name of Prince
Von Buelow’s successor |s awhited
with a feeling of curiosity, nothing
more.

Whether he be 1. Von Bethmann-
Hollweg, Count Von Wedel, Count de
Monts or any other official {s practi-
cally a matter of indiffterence to the
country at large. 'The convietion that
the kaiser, to uvse Bismarck’s words,
will be hi® own chuncellor renders the
choice almost witnout importance.

With all of to-day’s testimony In
favor of Thaw and with the indica-
tion that his wife, Evelyn Ne:bit Thaw,
will take the stand in his behalf; with
District Attorney Wm. Travers Jerome
eliminated, Thaw's chances for release
appear brighter than at any time sinc2
| his commitment.

After a string of witnesses testifying
to Thaw's soundness of mind had told
their .story to-day, Roger Clarke, de-
puty attorney-gemeral, who is con-
ducting the people’s case, informed
the court that he had been so much
impressed by Thaw’s intelligent inter-
est in the case at stake he conceded
Thaw's right to a full and impartial
examination. He suggested that coun-
sel for Thaw and counsel for the peo-
ple agree to a committee of three ex-
pert alienists whose decision should
be accepted by both parties to the sult
without reservations or equivocation.

Justice Mille favored the suggestion
for a commission, but “was of the
opinfon that the state ought to nama
two of the three experts, .

The testimony heard to-day, from
jailers, real estate dealers, clergymen,
a dentist and a reporter, all called by
Thaw, was uniformly in his favor.

There will come from the press this
week an 8000 word booklet by Mrs,
Mary Copley Thaw of Pittsburg, deal-
{ing with the case of her gon Harry
| K. Thaw, whose trial on habeas corpus
| proceedings is to be resumed at White
Plains to-morrow.

HEAVY GALE IN MIDDLE WEST

Steamer With 300 Passengers In Peril
Near St. Louls.

" &T. TOUIS, July 12—A strong sale
swept this city and county late this

afternoon. :
The wind struck the steamer Alton

 as it passed with\ 300 passengers from

8.. Louis thru the draw of the bridge
at Alton, Tis.,, 25 miles north of here.
The steamer was swung around until
part of the wheel house was torn off
against a pler cf the bridge. The
boat was jammed there.

The wind here picked up wagons
and threw the horses and drivers to
the ground.

Lashed by the wind, the waves dash-
ed over the levee protecting Venice,
1lls., from the Mississippi River. Ten
thousand acres of farm land were In-
undated and 150 families were forced
to flee from their homes.

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Steamer Scott Sinks the Cowle
in Lake - Superior -
During an Early
.. Morning
Fog.

@AULT STE. MARIE,July 12.-<Three
minutes after the steel steamers Isaao
M. Scott and John B. Cowle” had col-

lied in Lake Superior early this morn~
ing, about a mile and a half off White-
fish Point Lighhouse, the Cowle had
gone to the bottom In 5 tathoms of
water, carrying with her 14 members
of her crew. The Scott, altho badly
damaged about the bows, put pback to
this port, where she arrived this after~
noon with part of the crew of the
Cowle. )

A heavy fog was responsible for the
collision. The Scott, a new boat, on
her maiden trip to the head of the
lakes, had just passed the light at
Whitefish Point and straightened out
her course up the lake, when sudden-
ly the John B. Cowle loomed up thru
the fog, broadside on to the Scott, and
only a few feet away. The Cowle was
down’ bound with 8000 tons of iron’ ore
in her hold. :

The Scott crashed into the side of the
heavily laden Cowle. For 15 feet her
bow penetrated. Tons of water rush-
ed into the great opening and in three
minutes the Cowle had séttled to the
bottom of ‘Lake Superior, R

Immediately after the collision .a

HAS-FORTUNE IN JEWELS
POLIGE THINK HE'S THIEF

Faint Idea in Pittsburg of Con-
necting Jos, Feldman With
Rebberies on This Side

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 12.—(Spe-
elal.)—Thru the arrest this morning
of Joseph Feldman, who claims to be a

Mr. Trotter had some fault to find
with the treatment accorded him by
some sections of the British public and
press, ‘He was ‘particularly Dbitter
against The London Post, which he
contended had falsified his statements
regarding emigration to.Canada, and
had also refused publication of some
of hiz letters pertaining to his anti-
emigration campaign.
