OF SHELL SHOCK

Hospital for Returned Sol-
" diers to Be Established
at Cobourg.

BY THE GOVERNMENT

Arrangements Just Conclud-
ed With Dominion Hos-

pitals Commission.

By an arrangement concluded yes-

terday between the Dominion Hospi-
tal Commission and the Ontario Gov-
ernment, the provincial secretary’s de-
partment will establish at Cobourg a
hospital for the treatment of mental
and shock cases among returned sol-
diers. : :
The’ ‘negotiations which reached a
conclusion yesterday are the outcome
of discussions which Have béen going
on for some time between representa-
tives of the Dominjon Hospitals Com-
mission and. the provincial secretary’s
department. .In effect it means that
the present institution at Cobourg will
be immediately converted into a mili-
tary hospital by the transfer of some
180 patients to the new hospital for
mental diseases at Whitby, This will
be done at once and it is expected that
by the first week in July the Cobourg
hospital will be ready to receive fifty-
five patients, and the number of cases
will be increased thereafter as they
are brought forward.

The medical staff and nurses with
the necessary facilities and grganiza-
tion -for this hospital will-#ee pro-
vided by the provincial secretary’s
department, and preparation is being
made to increase the accommodation
by the erection of additional buildings
sheould it be found that this is needed.

Following Best Practice.

“In opening this hospital,” said 8,
A. Armstrong, assistant ‘provincial
sceretary,  last night, “we are fol-
lowing the best practice as it exists
today in England, where they have|
one or two such institutions. Co- |
bourg is being made available by the
transfer of 180 female patients to
Whitby. This transfer will commence
in the ecourse of ten days. In two |
manths’ time one section of the Whit-
ty hospital will be entirely completed,
‘vhich will permit the handling of any
number of cases as is contemploted
by the new arrangement up to 500,

“The need for special facilities for
the treatment of mental and shock
cases arising out of the war has im- |
posed an unforeseen bhurden on the
medical branch of the military organi-
zation of Canada, and it is considered
fortunate that the public institutions
of Ontario are today adequately equip-
ped to render this service. The Do-
minfon Government will pay to the
province a maintenance charge of so
much per day per patient, and the en-
tire resources of the department will
be made available for the purpose of

zation. Interesting in this connection,
he pointed out, was the attitude of
the German BSoclalist party, Their
leading paper frankly analyzed the
evidence and told the German people
that their government had no con-
science if it forced the world war., Yet
of this organization of four million
people only one outstanding Socialist
maintained the principals of the party,
Dr, Carl Liebknecht. In counting out
the bravest of the brave, Mr, Beck
sald, do not fail tp include the man
who risked imprisonment and death in
an effort to show his nation the right.

DEMAND MORE WAGES
FOR WOMEN WORKERS

Trades Cbﬁncil Deélares' Female
Labor on Munitions Poorly
Paid.

The Trades and Labor Council met
last night and important business was
transacted, One matter that caused
much discussion was the employment of
women i munition factories in place of
men, The council was firmly of the opin:
fon that they should receive the same
wages as men, but on the conclusion of
the conflict should return to their na-

tural place, the home. A communica-
tion from Hon, T. W. Crothers, minister
of labor, was read, which stated that
the matter of the employment of women
in ;roronto factories was under investi-
gation,

James Simpson suggested that the gov-
ernment make it a criminal offence for
manufacturers to take advantage of
women employes by paying them less
than men,

Secretary T. ‘A, Btevenson  referred
to a conversation with Mrs. Willoughby
Cummings, by which he
that one company was advertising for
women to act as inspectors in munition
factories, This sadme company Was re-
fusing  femala laborers from other or-
ganizations because they hold out for
the same rato. Vice-President Brown re-
ferrgg to.one company which was trying
to get women for $2 A'@ay wheh: it
actually paying men $8 a day.

Secretary Stevenson &dvocated that a
deputation ‘of woemen Srocced with a
committee of men to Ottawa and de-
mand that the ' government take some
action in the matter. A committee will
confer with the women at once,

Bryan was escorted ‘to the speaker's
place while the floor and galleries
roared their approval.

Senator James introduced Mr. Bryan
as ‘‘one of the leading citizens of the
world, and America's greatest demo-
crat.” ‘
Bryan Backs Wilson.

Mr. Bryan's speech was a ringing
endorsement of President Wilgon's ad-
ministration, -‘He alluded to differ-
ences of opinion that may exist, or
may have existed as to particular
measures or particular acts, but de-
clared the party stood reunited in any
state and ready for battle. Touching
on Mexico and the European war, Mr,
Bryan said:

“We in herite from a Republican ad-
ministration an insurrection in Mexico.
This administration has dealt with that
situation, and the Republican party
dare not challenge a verdict before the
country on the Mexican situation.

“We have a few men interested in
ranches, and a few interested in mines,
who would use the blood of American
soldiers to guarantee prots and their
investments in a foreign land. But
that is not the sentiment of the Ameri-
can people. The people of this country
stand back of Woodrow Wilson in his
determination not to intervene in the
affairs of Mexico,

“But, my friends, the president not
only has had to deal with war to the
south of us, but with war to the east
of us. I have differed from our pres-
ident on some of the methods employed
n ths war, but I am one of these who
desire sincerely that this nation sahll
not become a participant in the
dreadful conflict.”

Mr. Bryan finished “at- 10.00 p.m.
and nominations for president began

" FOR CURTAILED LICENSE

Decisio‘n of License Board in"

Hotelmen’s Dispute Not
Made Public.

Two liquor men agreed between
themselyes to abide by the decision of
the -license board over thc delicate

matter of the value of good will for a
license as affetced by the Ontario Tem-
perance Act. The board coinsented to
act as arbitrators, and the case was
argued befyre thiem yesterday. Their
decision followed a couple of hours la-
ter, but was not made public.

A. W, Hawley of Toronto #old his
gtoro business in Trenton toc W, W,
Emeregon, formerly of Whitby. Emer-
son agreed to pay $7000 also for Haw-
ley’s equity in the license. He kept up
his payments until the act was passed,
Py that tima he had paid for the liquor
in stock and for the fixtures; but he
halked at paying in full for the good
will in a license to be curtailed earlier
than either he or the vendor had anti-
cipated.

Hawley took out a chattel mortgage
on the goods in stock, which, however,
he would have difficulty in disposing
of without a license. Again there were
several legal points with regard to tha
seizure to be decided. He agreed with
Fmerson that he should not claim the
full amount of the $4000, but they could
not agree as to the exact proportion
due. What proporticn did the.period
from October to Sept. 16 bear to the
reasonably to be expected currency of
o license They decided to avoid costly
litigation by arbitration and they chos2
the license board as arbitrators.

Public Ownership in New Zealand

New Zealand has always been the
most progressive of the overseas Bri-
tish dominions, If Canada had the
laws and the policies of New Zealand
it is not too much to say that the citi-
zens of this country would be without
taxes, or the need of them. A great
boast is made of the revenue derived
by Ontario from her lumber resources
and from her mines, but {f New Zea-
land's plan were adopted all the lum-
ber and all the mines and all the other
resources would be owned by the
people angd developed for the people
by themselves, Perhaps we are not
as smart as the New Zealander,. or
perhaps some of us are too smart for
the rest. At any rate we all pay
taxes.

The latest enterprise of the New
Zealanders is the development of 750,-
000 acres of Kauri gum territory,
Kauri gum is used in varnish making,
and the lower grade quality in making
linvleum, In 1914 $3,000,000 worth
was exported, and Germany before‘the
war used to take $300,000 worth a year,

The acreage is valued at $900,000,000, as
each acre ylelds about $1200 worth of

gum. It is found three or four feet
below the grotind in the Auckland dis-
trict, and 5000 men are employed in
getting it out,

Shall Judges Rule?

R. M. Wanamaker, who was electea
to the Ohio Supreme Court bench on
the Bull Moose ticket in 1912, would
deny the court’s power to declare laws
to be unconstitutional.

Germany Aﬂ‘r‘Loot Trade

That German manufacturers are
making ready to flood the markets of
America, and elsewhere at the con-
clusion of the war is the warning
issued by The Philadeiphia Bourse,
Germany s very well aware of the
efforts being made to capture all the
trade which she had built up during
the last quarter of a cantury, To off-
set this her manufactufers are stor-
ing up all kinds of mandfactured goods
w};‘h which they hope to rush into
the markets of the world with cut
prices, in the double expectation of
recapturing the lost trade and getting
quick cash returns for their depleted
coffers. ;
Organized action is being taken in
Germany among groups of producers
of instruments, electrical machinery,
ready-made clothing, underclothing
and toys. Factories are also standard-
izing, and instead of turning out.two
classes of goods are specializing In
one, Canadian manufacturers have as
much need to take note of this program
as any one else, Forewarned is fore-
armed, '

Why Gasoline is High
The inquiry into the high price of
gasoline just concluded by the U, 8,
Trade Commission, at Waghington, re-
sults in the conviction that the spec-
tacular rise in price has been arbitrary
and extortionate, and that the respon-
sibility therefor rests with the Stand-
ard Oil Company. That gigantic trust
was dissolved into its component parts

e time ago, but those component
&a* t once coalesced and are work~
ing 'in perfect harmony. Instead of
one great corporation we have a num-
ber of companies, but they are all of
them substantially owned by the same
people. The Standard Oil Company, of
Indiana, for example, does not compete
with the Standard Oil Company of
Ohfio,

When, on the outbreak of war,
there was a sharp advance in the price
of gasoline no one complained, There
was apparently an uneéxpected and al-
most insatiable demand from the
allies, and the puklic naturally sup-
posed that it would take the Standard
Ol some time to so increase produc-
tion as to make the price again normal,
When, however, the price continued
to climb, the authorities at Washington
decided to Investigate. They found
there was a falling off in the export of
gasoline and also a falling off in the
production of crude petroleum. The
high price therefore resulted not from
an uncontrollable increase in consump-
tion, but from artificially restricted
production,

The inevitable result of monopoly,
as Lord Coke pointed out three cen-
turies ago, is to limit production and
enhance prices to the consumer. The
Standard O.H companies had of course
some competition to overcome, but
they seem to have whipsawed the in-
dependent jobbérs and refiners to the
same old way., The Standard Oil Co.
of Ohio, for example, fixed a price high
enough to attract the crude petroleum
from Texas and Oklahoma., If the
local refiner bought at all, he paid a
pretty good figure, but when he went to
sell he found the Standard Oil Com-
pany of Indiana quoting a price for
gasoline to the consumer against which
he could not compete. Hence the wide
fluctuations in price in different
localities. The Standard Oil Com-
pany of Indiana might lose a little
money for a time, but when the inde-
pendent refiner went to the wall, the
Standard Oil Company of Ohio came
along, fixed the retail price for that
locality and reaped a golden harvest.
The same interest owning the stock
in both companies netted a big profit.
Some producers and some consumers
benefited for a time by the operation.
They played as usual into the hands
of the big trust and helped kill off
competition,

The Standard Oil under its many
aliases will play the same role in
Canada as in the United States. It
never lacks apologists and defenders in
high places. There are a lot of public
men and journals that have blind eyes.
No doubt honest men are sometimes
deceived by specious arguments and
are influenced unconsciously. At the
last session of parliament it was seri-
ously argued that the phenonemal rise

TRY TO' CUT OFF FOE| |

Progress in . North - Against
Kovel Still Meets With -
/ i« Delay. ,

"LONDON, June 15—A despatch to.
The Daily Chronicle from Petrograd
sAys:

“In Bukowina the Russians are pro-
gressing -vith lightning rapldity,
which is particularly astonishing
when one rocalls the slow and stub-
born fighting on the approaches to
Czernowitz during_the December of-
fensive last year~~ The Russians al-
ready hold the right bank of the
Pruth from their own frontier up to
Nepokokouts, 16 miles beyond Czer-
nowitz, on the main railway from the
Bukowina capital to Kolomea.

“As to Czernowitz itself the Aus-
trians are defending it desperately,
probably not with any hope of prevent-
ing the advance of the Russian army,
but in order to guin time to secure
the retirement of their terribly battered
army. Whether this army can be
saved seeins highly problematical,
since the Russians are not only ad-
vancing aleng the Pruth but along the
lower Stripa, have forced the Dniester
at several points, have taken the im-
portant bridgehead at Zaleszczyky and
advancoed along the Zaleszezyky -
Kolomea Railway as far as Horoden-
ka, twenty-three miles from Kolomea.
Even now General Pflanzer's Buko-
wina army is' apparently cut off from
the main Austrian army in Galicia and
the only way of retreat open is down
thru Bukowina and over the high Car-
pathians.

Delayed in Volhynia,

“In Volyhnia the Russians are not
rushing on with such amazing speed
ns in Bukowina, but they are making
steady and rapid progress. Forcing
hack the Germans, they have ad-
vanced- from Rojistche to the River
ftokhod, 20 miles from Kovel, which is
the junction of the railway leading to
Brest and Cholm, and serves as the
main link between the Austrian and
German fronts in Russia, In view of
the great importance of Kovel the
Germans are dofending it with
energy and there is fierce fighting on
the’ Stokhnd due west of Lutsk: ¢ ;

“On the road. to. Viadimir-Volynski
thé Jiussians have advanceéd #s far'as
'Torchin, and from Dubno they have
swept on to Kozin-and even, according
to private report, to Radzivillov, a
giation on the frontier of Galicia on
the main railway to Lemberg.

“All the prisoners declare they never
experienced such a terrible fire as
that dealt out by the Russian artillery,
Vye-witnesses say the smoke of the
bursting shells darkened the sun ard
made the work of the Austrian aero-
planes impossible.

HAVRE, via Paris, June 15.—8ub-
stantial progress for the Belgian forces
invading German East Africa, giving
them control of the entire northwest

section of the colony, is claimed in an
official statement issued by the Bel-
war office.today, The statement fol-
lows: .

DEMANDS OF EMPLOYES
REFUSED BY RAILWAYS

Big U. S. Systems Give Final
Answer After Two Weeks’
Discussion.

OFFERED TO ARBITRATE

But Men Refused and Strike Vote
Will Now Be
Taken.

NEW YORK, June 15.—~The railroad
managers today notified the heads
of the four railroad brotherhoods of
employes that they could not meet
their demands for an eight-hour day
and time and a half for overtime
work. They proposed arbitration by
the federal arbitration board as a
solution of their difficulties, or sub-
mission of the dispute to the inter-
state commerce commission,

This was the final answer given
by the raflroads to the men after
nearly two weeks of discussion in
joint conference with the brother-
hood heads and means that a strike
vote of the employes will be taken.

A. B. Garretson, head of the con-
ductors’ association, said the ar-
bitration proposition was not ace
ceptable, and that the interstate
commerce commission was disqual-
ified to act because of its fundamen-
tal powers in the making of rates,
a question which is deeply involved
in the details of wages.

The companies said that the grant-
ing of the demands would increase

the wages paid by the railways about

$100,000,000 annually and that
was nothing in the demands of the
men to warrant such‘a heavy addi-
tional outlay.

Judging from the ewtent and fero-
city vf the present fighting, we see
that the Russian forces are twice as
great here, and that the enemy's
southwestern army ' has hufled at
least 600,000 men, not counting reserv-
es, against our defensive positions be-
tween the bend of the Styr and Czar-
torysk, and the zone of Czernowitz. In-
volved in the struggle are Germans in
the region west of Rovno, as far as
the army of Count Bothmer, this lass-
named army, and the army of Gen.
Pflanzer-Baltin.

“All will be forced to struggle hard,
but at present we need not give cre-
dence to the Russian reports, That
fable of the great number of prison-
ers and great losses was ever a Rus-
sian characteristic.

“The general situation of the war
forces us to seek the impulse for the
Russian attack in agreements reach-
ed at the Paris conference, The
purpose of the Russian offensive
from the standpoint of great strat-
egy would be attained if the armies
of the central powers were forced to
stop their own offensives and weaken
their forces, This, however, is not
noticeable, nor will it ever be achiev-
ed by the Russian attack.

“For a short time the Russian
spring offensive against Von Hinden-
burg showed .some small success,
Four weeks later it ended in defeat.
We hope the same’ thing will happen
to the Russian offensive in the south-
east.”

DEMAND MORE WAGES
FOR WCMEN WORKERS

The Trades and Labor Council met
last night and important business was
transacted. One matter that caused
much discussion was the employment of
women in munition factorics in place of
men. The council was firmly of the opin-
fon that they should receive the same
wages as men, but on the conclusion of
the conflict should return to their na-
tural place, the home. A communica-

tion from Hon, T. W. Crothers, minister
of labor, was read, which stated that
the matter of the employment of women
in Toronto factories was under investi-
gation.

James Simpson suggested that the gov-
ernment make it a criminal offence for
manufacturers to take advantage of
women employes by paying them less
than men.

Secretary T. A. Stevenson referred
to a conversation with Mrs, Willoughby
Cummings, by which he was informed
that one company was advertising for
women to act as inspectors in munition
factories. This samo company was re-
fusing female . laborers from other or-
ganizutions becauvse they hold out for
the same rate. Vice-President Brown re-
ferred to one company which was trying
to get women for $2 a day when it was
actually paying men $6 a day,

Secretary Stevenson advocated that a

deputation of wemen procged with o
committee of men 1o Ottawa and de-
mand that the government take some
action in the matter. A committee will
confer with the women at once,
. President James Richards was ap-
pointed delegate to atiend the opening
of the new office building of the Am-
erican ederation of Labor in Washing-
ton on July 4.

The municipal committee urged that
the question of daylight saving be sub-
mitted to the ratepayers for a decision.

Bearish estimates on the world’'s avail-
able supply of breadstuffs tended also
to weaken vaiues, as the probable sur-
plus in the U, 8. on July 1 was figured
at 211,000,000 bushels, the largest total
in f"caru. However, when toduay's set-
back in prices had widened to more than
a cent beyond .previous losses, opinions
began to show signs of a decided clmnie
favoring the bull side of the market. It
was--al this - juncture that wveports .of
heavy rains in Minnesota received gen-
eral:attention, and avere ‘sm
predictions 'of uaumrdv&:
night and tomorrow, ard by fears of a
wet harvest in the southwest,

Assertions that two foreign govern-
ments were enquiring for export wheat
at the American seaboard helped to
rally wheat prices here after the early
decline, Italy was mentioned as one
would-be purchaser, but reports differed
as to whether the other was ¥rance or
Greece. In no case, tho, was any actual
sale to Europe confirmed.

Liberal shipping sales gave strength
to corn. The market was also bullishly
affected by the smallness of receipts.
In oats trading the July option hardened
with corn. Other deliveries were easy on
account of favorable crop reports.

Advanced prices in hogs made the pro-
vision market average higher.

Dressing That is Always Appro-
priate for Meat and Fish
Dishes.

HOW TO HAVE IT NICE

Some Suggestions and Rules to
Govern Housekeeper in Pre-
paring for Supper.

For every meat sulad and many fish
salads, in fact, for every heavy salad,
‘mayonnaise dressing is nappropriate,
Few pebple know that there is more
than one kind of mayonnaise, how-
ever: and even with the sorc most
frequently made one must cope with
the difffculty of curdling, This is usu-
ally very simply overcome. In the first
place, the eggs must be fresh, and in
the second place, the ofl must be at
about the temperature of the room in
vhich H is to Le served. Thirdly, Ll
vii mugt not be added too rapidly at
the stari,  Never use ongeuled oil;
even too cold an oil is apt to produce
curdling, Again, one must guard
ugainat an excess of oll' in proportion
to the number of yolks of eggs, The
right proportion is two and o half
ounces of oil to each egg. One may use
three ounces of oil if the dressing is
served immediately.

Very often mayonnaise that has
separated .may be brought to the right
consistency by adding it {n spoonfuls

to a beaton cgg yolk, having the volk
both fresh and freshly .beaten, and
heating the mixture after euch addi-
tional spoonful.

For the ordinary mayonnaise dress-
ing, in sufficient quantity to serve 12
persons, ullow three egg yolks, one tea-
spoonful of salt, a third of a tea-
spoon of paprika, three(tablespoons of
lemon juice, one and half cups »f
oil, and one tablespoon of boiling wa

the sult and pepper, and beat the lem-
on Jjuice in with the egg beater, Add
the oll graduvally, beating hard im-
mediately, The bolling water s nlso
added gradually to prevent separation.

In any mayonnaise, never add onion
juice when the dressing is to be used
for fruit salad; if vinegar s replaced
by lemon juice, a whiter dressing Is ob-
tained,

For Russion muyonniiise, use a sen-
soning of mustard and tarragon vin-
gar. To one pint of the dressing, add
a quarter cup of peppers choppad
small, one pound of chiopped capers,
one-half cup of chilli souce, and half
a takiespoon of finely chopped chives,

To turn the Russian dressing into a
French mayonnaise, add to one pint of
a «dressing that has been heavily sga-
soned with paprika, mustardsnnd (ar.
cagon vinegar, half a cup of clonped

af o cup of olives chopped with some
pickles, a little minced parsliey, one
tablespcon of chives chopped fine, and
a teaspoon of horseradish,

to o pint of the finished dreseing, just
vefore using, the stiffly beaten whites
of two eggs, or a half cup of heavy
eream, beaten stiff, and a quarter tea-
spoon of salt,

Rev. Dr. Wincheafer Says As-
sembly’s Vote Hasn't
Settled Issue. |

WINNIPEG, June 156.-——About fifty
of the opponents of church union from
among  the *delegutes to the Presby-
torian Goneral Assembly held a meet-
ing thiz morning and made prelimin-
ary plans for their continuation as the
Presbyterian Church of Canada. They
took the ground, it is understood, that
the majority of the wssembly had
voted themsclves out of the church,

‘The minority = decided to organize
u. committee for each presbytery and
nocommittee for each province, fo keep
in touch with a central committee to
izl church union, Each provincial
comamiittee will ongage logal advice to
fight the leginlation thut is necessary
to consummalte union,

Dr.. Campbell’'s Claim.

Dr. Rohert Campbell is quoted as
mating: “We can  defeat them (the
unionists) in Quebec and in the Do-
minfon Parliament, By their vote
they have cut themsslves loose from
all rights to property in the Presby-
terian Church, . Property is » matter
for provincial Jegislation., Large funda,
#uch as the Widows' and Orphan#’
JFund, and Pension ¥Fund for Aged
Ministers, are a matter of Dominion
legislation. : .

“Our friends have been fatuous in
tleir blunders. They propose to go
to the Dominion Parliument to coun-
summatoe union, In the PDominion
Parllament and in the Provincial Leg-
iz'atures, Catholics and members of
every denomination will have a say
in the mattes, Provincial legislation
for union should have been secured
first, with its coming into effect being
contingent upon various. denomina-
tions voting for union.,”

To Meet in Toronto.

The anti-unforistg will hold a gen-
eral meeting in Tordnto the first week
in September. ’ :
i After their separate -meeting the
“antig” took places in the assembly
and coutinued to share in the delib-
erations under protest. Routine busi-
ness was taken’'up and no reference
was made -during the morning session
to church union.

Rev. Dr. Winchester's Views.

Rev. A, B. Winchester, pastor of
Knox Chureh, Toronto, and one of
the most outstanding opponents of
church union in this ecity, was asked
if he thought any legal retion would
lbe taken by the anti-unionists In view
of yesterday's vote in Winnipeg?

“This is not tha - time
legal action,” declared Rev, Mr. Win-
chester, “The courts never interfere
with the Internal administration of
churches;, but as the property of a
church is held in trust, then the mo-
ment that any ezction that imperils
that trust is taken, it is time for the
minority to safeguard their interosts,
i There are’ other matters to be met

hefore ‘the question of legislation
comes up, namely, the resubmission
| of the question*to the-other negotiat-
1ing churches, and thereby hangs o
tale, The other churches agrced to
nnjon all right, but since that the basis
of union has bren changed and they
many not accept it now.”

Have Legal Advice.

Asked whether, in his opinion, the
praperty of the church was {m-
periled by the action of the assembin
he replied: “T am waliting' for private
fnformation from the non-unionists
before T can say anything. All the
same, we have had the higheit legal
gdvice both here and in the old
country, Both declare our case is
very strong.
