Pte. Danicl E. Littlejorn, in his day
well known as a boxer in the maritime
provinces, has fought his last great fight
and today his body is reposing in France
where he died after valiantly meeting the
Germans in one of the recent big drives.
Word of his death was received this
morning by his wife, Mrs. Gertrude Lit-
tlejohn, of 104 Brittain street, in an of-
ficial telegram from Ottawa. The tele-
gram was as follows: “Deeply regret to
inform you that Pte. Daniel Edward
Littlejohn died of wounds in No. Four

Field Ambulance, May 81.”

%vate Littlejohn left here last year
wi.n local battalion and upon his ar-
rival in England was arafted to another
well known New Brunswick battalion,
_the name of which has beéen made fam-
ous by achievements on the battle fields
of France. For seven long moénths ‘he
fought side by side with his comrades.

The name of Dan Littlejohn is a fam-
iliar one not only throughout the Mari-
time Provinces, but also in Maine and!
other places in the United States, where
be gave exhibitions of the manly art. He
met some prominent middleweight box-
ers in his time, and many of them could
tear testimony to his ability. In recent
years he confined his efforts to local en-
gagements.

He is survived by his wife and six
small children, the youngest is only six
months old; also three brothers, James
and Alexander of this city, and Thomas
of Boston; three sisters, Mrs. E. A. Cool-
en of Halifax, Mrs, Dionne of West-
mount, Montreal, and Mrs. Fletcher of
Glen Falls:

If insanitation is without influence on
the rate at which children die, how comes
it that towns notoriously insanitary
have an infant death rate four or five
times that of clean well-governed cities,
that in the certain overcrowded slum
areas the children die six times as rap-
idly as those in better class residential
districts, that among 1,000 infants born
to unskilled laborers onhly 700 survive
the first year of life, while out of the
same number of births 960 babies of
professional men reach their first birth-
day?

If the causative organism of diarrhoea
and enteritis is to be found in decompos-
ing filth, particularly that of human ori-
gin, why does the death rate from these
diseages suddenly increase " during the
third quarter of the year? The answer
has been supplied by the investigations
of Niven and other workers in the field
of preventive medicine, who have shown
that a prevalence of fligs is closely fol-
lowed by an increase in the number of
deaths from summer diarrhoea, and that
as the flies disappear, or become inac-
tive, the epidemic passes away.—Dr,
Joseph Cates in Journal of the Royal
Sanitary Institute.

BILL FOUND?:

Ottawa, June 12—What looks like a
large hole has been discovered in the con-
scription bill upon which the govern-
ment has been working for the last two
weeks. The bill declares that the gov-
ernment by proclamation may “call out”
men by classes and that men so called

port they.are “guilty of desertion and
liable to three years’ imprisonment.”

It has been diseovered that there is
no one for men called out to “report” to.

The government has endeavored to
dissociate itself from the bill. It has
gone to such lengths in this direction
that the militia department has noth-
ing to do with the application of the
measure, The administration has been
placed in the hands of the minister of
justice and there are provisions for him
to pass all authority and responsibility
on to appeal boards.

So, while there is elaborate machinery
provided for excusing men from service
on appeal there is no machinery pro-
vided for gathering them up for service,
nothing for applying and enforcing the
law, no boards or other designed author-
ities for men to report to.

RHINE WINE PRICES SOAR

Berlin, June 12, via London.—At a
recent auction of well known brands of
Rhine wine of the vintages of 1911 and
1916 at the Monastery of Eberbach, a
royal domain, about sixty butts were
sold at an average price of 17 marks a
liter. \ -

These wines were bought from the
producer, and by the time they reach
the consumer they are iikely to be

inaccessible to any but millionaires.
The present minister of agriculture,
Herr von Schoriemer, obtained nearly a

million marks at a recent auction of |-

Rhine wines, mainly of the same vin-
tages as Kloster Eberbach.

The vintage of the 1911 was the best
for many ycars, which to some degree
explains the large prices obtained, but
there are other reasons, chief among
them being the fact that speculators
have ‘got hold of the wine trade and
are sending prices soaring beyond any-
thing ever known before.

Despite the severe government rules,
some wines that cost five marks a bottle
only a year ago, cost twenty marks or
more today. Cognacs and spirits of that
character are beyond the reach of or-
dinary purses today.

The newspapers are already urging
the government to take steps before the
speculators corner all thirst-quenching
liquids except water.

GAM TASK
« BEFORE 1S

Westem Thoughts on the War
and the Outloek for Allies

(Manitoba Free Press)

After three years of war, with its vicis-
situdes, its rising hopes and its bitter
jisillusionments, our attitude has chang-
ad. The Marathon runner, it is said,
may never test his powers over the full
:ourse,. because so heart-breaking is that
»ffort that he cannot face it again. The
irst ten miles he runs light-footed and
oright-eyed; after that, perhaps, the
yusiness becomes more automatic and it
s his perfect training that carries him
hrough; but the last few miles are to
e negotiated on nerve alone—so® far as
1e can think at all, he' is desperately
ired of it all and nothing but his fixed
dea of the finishing tape keeps him
stumbling along the final course.

We did not, indeed, enter war light-
neartedly; but we could not see then
what we see now. So far as we looked!
then into the distance, we saw before
us after many toils indeed a crowning
victory. Not that we doubt even now
of ultimate victory; though not so much
for our arms as for our cause; and not
in tegms of military glory but for the
triufiph of civilization. Then, we busi-
ed ourselves with arithmetical calcula-
tions—first, of the resources of the en-
emy ; and, secondly, of how long it must |
take before our minimum effort could;
be made available to his crushing. And
we thus arrived at approximate dales
of the end of the war.

These theories had the sanction of
the highest authorities. = The present
year was fixed fairly definitely by the
‘Allied commanders for the determining
strokes. The programme was mapped
out a year ago. All was co-ordinated
to that end. To each was assigned his
part. The enemy was to be beaten to
the ground by furious blows delivered
in unison from every quarter.

Bat, as Thucydides said, war is the
last thing in the world to go according

to programme. The failure of Russia
and the relative success of the submar-
ine campaign has made this a year not
of victory but of disappointment. We
put to the proof, indeed, our armies on
the west front, proved - their perfect
temper and satisfied ourselves that the
wonderful weapon we had forged was
not to be denied. If the war could be
won on the west front alone, it were
won already. But the defection or the
impotence of Russia imposed on us the
task on the narrow west front of beat-
ing the massed strength of the enemy.
That may be done by measured strokes,
but the idea of rushing him there while
he was so engaged on the east front as
to be unable to throw in reinforcements
came to nothing on the day that the
Russian army lost cohesion for ‘offense.

Russia may come again; it would be
miraculous, but these things have hap-
pened. Neverthless it is a contingency
on which our commanders darc not re-
ly. They are confronted with the en-
tircly new problem of beating the en-
emy without active support from Rus-
sia. Russian defection had been.even
more bitter had we not had at the
same moment the promise of American
support. But that support cannot make
its weight felt for a year at least, and
perhaps two years. Meantime we have
to hold the west front—France and Bri-
tain, with such help as we may get from
Ttaly. But to hold the line is entirely
insufficient to our supreme objective,
which is the wearing down of the
strength of the enemy. Therefore, we

| must continue to engage in the great

and elaborate offensives that perhaps
offer so little in the way of square miles
of territory gained, but are our best
means to our end. Such offensives, as
we know, entail heavy casdalty lists. We
pay the price in blood.

What we have to do then is to con-
tinue to throw our youth into the ter-
rible slaughter-house. 'They go willing-
ly. But on ourselves, the older genera-
tion compelled to stay at home, 1s now
imposed a harder resolution than even
theirs. They go blithely for their coun-
try and. their cause. We send them,
sorely, sadly, to fight with their bright
young lives our battle, to pay for us
the price of our victory.

In this there is something unnatural
and repugnant to us stay-at-homes; why
should they alone, the best of us, pay
their lives in a struggle from which we,
the saddened and the disillusioned, must
reap the good? The old French sea
captain who with his own hand nailed
the flag to the mast at least went down

We nail to the mast our
uncompromising flag of no peace with-
out victory, and we. send forth our sons
to uphold it. We pledge their lives to
our faith. ‘

If it was, then, a simple question of
war or peace, few of us there are .but
would vote for peace and’for the lives
of our youth. But it is not so simple.
We are persuaded of our righteous
cause, and the very course of the war
has shown us again and again and again
how dire is the evil arrayed againsT us.
We fight, and our young men and boys
fight, not alone for us or for themselves,
but for generations unborn, for the free-
dom of the world as we know it. They
fight also for all the great generations
that have passed; their courage is as
firm and uncompromising as that of the
Roundheads, the Switzers on their Al-
pine peaks, or the Hollanders amid their
dykes, the stout New England settlers,
the free born men of. every age and
every clime who have put the cause of
freedom before their lives, who have
fought against great odds and won great
victories sustained by the faith that
was in them.

Peace on any terms short of victory
over the forces of evil and paganism that
have been unloosed in Europe is un-
thinkable. Our resolution is unalter-
able. We may not know the worst yet
of the road we have to travel, but there
can be no shrinking, no talk of compro-
mise. In Canada especially our claims
to nationhood are to be tested, and woe
for our future if we fail in the ordeal.

THAT HALIFAX
HOUSING PLAN

Of the Halifax housing scheme a writ-
er in the Recorder says:—

“The housing plan, which has been
in course of preparation for some time,
has at last reached a practical stage. ‘A
company has been formed and is obtain-
ing corporate powers enabling it to con-
struct houses and deal generally in real
estate. - The company will first under-
take the construction of one hundred
four-roomed apartment (fifty  struc-
tures), upon several acres of land pur-
chased by a private citizen and offered as|(
a free gift to the company for this pur-|
pose. The rent chargeable for these
apartments will be about fifteen dollars

' and

per mouth, which is a smaller rent than
is being paid by many of the working |
classes today for accommodation in two.
or three rooms in an environment and
under conditions where the decencies of |
life can scarcely be regarded. |

“There are various reasons why this|
latest housing movement must succeed. '
A special guarantee of its success is the !
fact that its management will be in the
hands of directors who are for the most
part young as well as successful in var-!
ious lines of business. The promoters of |
the new reform arc so confident of the
success of the plan—from a business
standpoint—that they do not propose to|
ask the civie authorities for any muni-|
cipal aid from the civic treasury. This is |
a gratifying feature of the scheme. |

“The details of this housing project|
will be submitted to the public within a
week, and there are substantial grounds
for believing that the movement will!
meet with merited success. If the pro-:
ject succeeds, additional locations in |
other portions of the city will be select-|
ed, and the reform extended from time|
to time so as to gradually overcome the |
deplorable housing conditions existing
now in this community.”

THE KNDERGARTEN A
THE FRAARY SO

Some Observations Follewing Th;:
Recent Important Gathering in
Besten

During the International Kindergarten
Union held in Boston in May, a mass
meeting for kindergarten and primary

teachers was held in Tremont Temple on
May 10. This huge building was secur-
ed for this meeting of such magnitude,

d.ergarlen workers in earnest co-opera-
tion and sympathy.

Practical suggestions were offered for
closer connection between Kindergarten
and primary in a very able address given

of schools of New York citv. Three of
the most important phases of Kinder-
garten influence were dwelt upon by Dr.
Franklin B. Dyer, superintendent of the
Boston schools; The Transformed Ele-
mentary School, by Miss Ela Dokks,
chairman of the national primary coun-
cil and Miss Annie E. Moore, chairman
of Columbia University. All of these
people, after many years of experience,
tell us the Kindergarten is no longer
a porch attached to an elementary build-
ing, but a strong factor in American-
ization. All the big cities are commic-
ting themselves to the policy of Kinder-
garten in the public schools.

Why is it, the educators in St. John
are allowing this good work to go on in |
its pioneer stages only? Why cannot.
we get rid of this inertia and be forward
men, so many of us are still ruled by
ghosts of dead traditions. It has been
said by some prominent scholariy. people
in their criticism of the Kindergarten
“you play too much.” With all due re-
spect to these people, we are afraid that
they have been so buried in their books
that as Rousseau says: “They do not
understand children and think of what
it is important for them to know, rath-
er than what children at this age are in
a condition to learn.” Plato says: “The
plays of the little children and the laws
in these plays have a great influence on
the man.”

All children play, that is all normal
and healthy children. Childhood with-
out play and happiness seems too un-
natural for toleration.. Dr. Dyer told
us: “We do not require much more edu-
cational machinery, but let us not rob
the little children and have more con-
fidence in the Kindergariner and an un-
derstanding of the real value of play.
Dr. Dyer would like to see first and
second year teachers spend some little
time in the Kindergartens to become ac-
quainted with the methods and also
with little children before they enter|
the primary,.and the need of more in-

sight on the part of primary teachers in
the principles of child training, for
which the Kindergarten stands.

At this meeting many tests were
given, where experiments had been made
with children who had attended Kin-
dergarten, and others who had not. For
example: The children were told to put
two soldiers in a tent and to make enough
tents for ten soldiers. The Kindergarten
children went right to work, handled ma-
terial better and not one failed. They
say the children having had Kindergar-
ten training average one year younger
than children deprived of it.

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A HALF MEASURE.

The terms of the conscription bill are
now before the people of Canada. It was
s0 unsatisfactory to one Conservative
member of parliament, Capt. J. H. Burn-
ham, who has seen service at the front,
that after hearing Sir Robert Borden’s
speech he wrote out his resignation as
Conservative candidate in hig constitu-
ency at the next elections. Capt. Burn-
ham wants more than conscription of
men, and evidently feels that this thought
should also have been in Sir Robert Bor-
den’s mind when he appealed to the
members of the house to prove them-
selves worthy of the men who were
fighting and dying even as ‘he spoke.

Not only does the bill fail to provide
for more than conscription of men, but
it is only to be put in force at the will
and pleasure of thé government. Sir Sam
Hughes says he fears the bill is too cum-
bersome and will not provide quick ac-
tion. A Liberal member from the mari-
time provinces charges that it is an
election measure, and gives the following
reasons for that belief:—

1.—The bill is not to come into force
when passed but only after proclamation
by governor-in-council.

2.—Three pages of the bill are taken
up with creating legal tribunals to enable
& man with money enough to escape be-
ing enlisted.

8.—Anyone who can show to any one
of these tribunais if he has the money for
appealing that it is “in° the national in-
terest” he should be exempted, can get
off. !

4—Under the legal machinery pro-
vided, the county court judge will be
kept doing nothing else for over a year
but hearing exemption cases.

5—A man who does not want to go
to the front can fight in the courts for a
year and a half before he can be taken.

6.—No definition is given as to what
“expedient in the national interest”
means; any local board can give what-
ever meaning it pleases.

7.—There is no provision of any kind
for registration of available men, and it
is an unworkable measure in this respect.

8.—It would take over a year to en-
list 10,000 men. let alone 70,000 under the
bill. The whole measure is bristling with
defects and bears the evidence of its in-
sincerity and lack of good faith on its
face.

The noisy demonstration of a section
of the Conservative party during Sir
Robert’s speech gives color to the be-
lief that those members at least were
thinking more about a political campaign
than about mobilizing an united Canada
for war purposes.

All that Sir Robert said about the
need of sending more men to the front is
granted. All that he says or could say
in honor of the men who have gone to the
front falls far short of what is in the
minds of the people. But has he pro-

 vided the best solution of the problem?

Is this that he hag proposed an adequate
response to the cry from the trenches?
Or is it a half-measure, designed as much
for political purposes as for the purpose
of throwing Canada’s weight more fully
into the war? Is it simple, comprehens-
ive and workable? When is it to be put
ir. force?

It is the plain duty of parliament to
get the answers to these questions, and
to forget partisanship for the time in a
great effort to secure mnot merely con-
scription of men but equality of service
Captain Burnham, M. P, is right:—
“There must be sacrifice all round or
Canada cannot throw herself unitedly
and whole-heartedly into the mighty
struggle.” What the country would like
to see, at least the major portion of it,

' would be such a measure of conscription,

wisely introduced and enforced, as would
marshal all Canada to service in the
name of democracy, in utter disregard of
party lines or partisan appeals. If ihe
men at Ottawa are big enough for their
job they will give the country something
better than Sir Robert Borden has yet

proposed.

THE HUN'S PUNISHMENT.

The manner in which the labor inter-
ests of England regard the terms which
should be impased* upon Germany is re-
fected in an article by Secretary Apple-
ton of the General Federation of Trades
Unions. He writes:—

«Jt 4s impossible to state or even to
estimate the value, in terms of money,
of the millions of lives sacrificed to the
ambition of Germany’s military caste, or
the mental and moral agony of the pro-
ple ~whose countries she has occupied,
or of the deferred and ultimate conse-

> quences of her fight for world domina-
tion. But it is certain that she has im-

, poverished the world and filled human-
ity’s cup of sorrow to overflowing. It is
obviously impossible to extract from a
Germany teaten even to her knees such
indemnities as will restore to those she
has outraged the material resources and
artistic treasures they enjoyed prior to
August, 1914; but it should be neither
impossible nor unjust to exact such terins
as will keep her so occupied in making
restitution and reparation that she will
have no time during the present century
to dream of or prepare for further mili-
tary adventures. The world owes this
much to itself. To absolve the aggressor
from all material penalties is to invite
future and better prepared attacks.”

Only within the last few days we

have heard of horrible t;ea,tment given
British prisoners, and of the brutal sav-
agery with which the French girls of
Noyon were outraged by German sol-
diers. All Germany willed this war—
and not the Kaiser alone. The punish-
ment must fit the crime. We do not
parley with the tiger, and this human
race of tigers must be rendered incap-
able of further menace to humanity at
large. -

Attorney-General Byrne yesterday
replied with force to his predecessor’s
criticism of the budget speech. He was
quite right in saying that both Liber-
als and Conservatives were shocked
when they learned how. great was the
provincial debt and in how bad a state
were the finances of the province, He
did well to remind the province that
the gentlemen who are now applanding
and attempting to glorify the late gov-
ernment were the same who whitewash-
ed Flemming, and the value of their ex-
pressed judgment may fairly be gauged
by that act. It was also worth while
for the atterney-general to recall the
history of the Southampton Railway as
but one illustration of the wisdom and
good faith of the old government; and
to recall the pledges made in 1908 and
since, which were continually and in the
most brazen manner violated from year
to year. Neither.the debt nor the inter-
est charge can be talked out of exis-
tence,

Mr. Robinson’s exposition of provin-
cial finances was undoubtedly the most
masterly that the legislature has listen-
ed to in a score of years. He is a man
of keen business.acumen who has long
been identified 'with provincial politics.
He knows mare of; the intricacies of pro-
vincial finance than any other man who
sits in the, legislature, and his words
will carry great weight with the people
of this province, more particularly with
thoughtful business men. The state-
ments which he made in regard to the
debt and liability based on an interim
report of one of the most reliable firms
of chartered accountants in Canada,
show conclusively that the government
kicked out of office on the 24th of Feb-
ruary was not only extravagant and in-
competent, but that it studiously prac-
tised gross deception upon the people.

It will be remembered that during the
Jate election opponents of the then gov-
ernment frequently made the statement
that the liabilities of the province were
not less than $17,000,000. The office
holders and others who made it their
duty to defend the administration,
strongly denied that this was the case,
and accused the opposition of attempting
to deceive the people. Now we have the
report of the independent auditors which
places the capital and current debt of
the province at $17,102,960.86, and the
total liabilities at the enormous sum of
$20,665.960.80. .

In the light of this startling informa-
tion the people might well ask them-
selves who it was that practised deeep-
tion upon them during the recent elec-
tion. 'The total liability, it might be
explained, does not include the cost of
building the Valley Railway from Cen-
treville to Andover, a contract for which
has already been let.

For a number of years young McKen-
na—a gunner in the artillery-—had been
in South Africa with his regiment, and
! was sent to France shortly after the be-
| ginning of hostilities.. Unknown to him
‘ his father—an old soldier—had at the
| first smell of powder re-enlisted, and
was also sent to the front.

One day Driver McKenna was driving
his- gun-team over the rough ground,
when suddenly a sturdy young Tommy
took a flying leap’ and ‘larided beside him
{ on the gu ncarriage. “How are you get-
<tmg on!” shouted the newcomer, with
ldlfﬂculty making his voice heard above

i The second battle of Ypres was the
scene of a meeting scarcely less remark-
‘able A platoon of Canadians was on
! its way to the trenches when it came
across a wounded colonel lying on the
ground unable to move; and two of the
men were detached to carry the officer
back to the field hospital. The colonel,
recognising something familiar in one of
the bearers, asked him his name. A few
more eager questiéns followed; and the
truth flashed simultaneously on both.
The father had at last met on the bat-
tlefield the son wha had gone many
years before to Canada, and of whom he
had lost all trace.

Probably stranger still is the story told
of a youthful private of Hussars. While
enjoying a few days’ rest in a village be-
hind our lines after a spell in the
trenches, he made the acquaintance of a
Canadian sergeant some twenty years
his senior. During conversation one day
he discovered that his new friend was a
Yorkshireman. “So am I,” he said.
“What part do you come from?” “From
Bradford.” “That’s odd, I come from
Bradford, too. Do you happen to know
John B——, of Manningham, he’s my
father.” “Know him! I should think
s0,” was the startling ansyer, “he’s my
father, too!”

Thus by the whirling of war two
brothers who had never before set eyes
on each other, were brought together;
for the Canadian had left his Yorkshire
home just before the birth of his broth-
er, whom, until that day, he had never
even seen!

Imagination can scarcely conceive the
| unbounded amazement and absolute joy
of some of those totally unexpected
meetings. They ocecur, too, in such a
casual, yet thrllhngly dramatic fashion
at times that it really makes one marvel
at the strangeness of it all.

The First Man in the Trenches, -

Take that remarkable family re-union,
for example, on the battlefield até Ypres,
when Bandsman FEttridge, a Selby re-
servist, met his two brothers in the
trenches. A few days after his arrival
in France, Ettridge and his battalion
were ordered up to the firing line. The
first ‘man he saw in the trenches was
his brother Alfred, whom he had neith-
er seen nor heard from for years. 'They
were both overjoyed ta the meeting; but
to cap all a younger brother, who be-
longs to the Red Cross Corps, came on
the scene, and the family re-union was
complete.

Sometimes—Ilike “ships that pass in
the night, and speak each other in pass-
ing’—it is just a grip of the hand, a
word or two, and off again. This, too,
after maybe not having seen each other
for years!

An incident of this kind is related by
a corporal in the R. F. A. when writing
to his wife. He says:—Today we pass-
¢d 1wo batteries from India. They were
spick and span, in grand condition, and
their horses were a revelation. Each
battery is accompanied by a number of
natives, some driving and others acting
as grooms and artificers. These wear
their. native costumes, which give a pic-
turesque effect to these units. Many
of our men re('()gm/(d old chums with

whom they had served in India. Years
and years had p:ls&(-‘(l since then: but a
“Hallo Bandy !” or “Hookey.” or “Jack,”

and a hurried shake of the hand, and we
passed on. One casc stuck in my mind.
I had dismounted and walked to the
head of our column, when a yvoung fel-
low in the Indian battery asked me if
we had a Bombardier ——— with us. [
replied that we had a corporal of that
name in the rear of the column. “I'm
his brother,” he said, “and we haven't
met for five years.” And they were both
voungsters! [ passed word down the
line, bui the boy from India did not
wait. Ile made a bee-line for the rear.

1 did not see the meeting, but it could
not have lasted more than five minutes,
and then they passed on. Such is the
manner of soldiers—five years’ separa-
tion, a shake of the hand, and off again.

One day when she had driven
to the hospital, a man who had lost a
leg was brought out to her. The nurse
said he was a sad case, as he had com-
pletely lost his memory.

A glance showed the samaritan “side-
carist” that the man was her husband!
He had been frightfully injured by a
shell, and the shock had tcmpomuly de-
stroyed all memory of his previous life.
He had been picked up on the field al-
most naked, his identification dise had
been lost, and practically all his com-
panions had been killed. His wife
nurse:d him .back to health—and now
when the two are seen together it is she
who always drives.

A Hospital Meeting.

The long arm of
played not a few strange pranks
throughout the war. One was the re-
cent meeting of two soldier brothers in
Oakbank’ Hospital after having been
parted for years. They were in different
regiments, ‘but, wounded about the same
time, were actualy brought over in the
same boat and train. They were both
taken to Oakbank Hospital without
meeting. Still ignorant of each other’s
presence they were installed in different
wards. It was only the inquiries of the
chaplain that discovered the clue which
brought them together, when they were
put into beds side by side. As one of
the sisters remarked, “They hardly slept
a wink all that night—they were 6o ex-
cited.”

Here is another hospital coincidence
arising out of the crash of arms. A
young soldier was severely wounded in
one of the big “pushes” in France. He
lost consciousness and when he regamcd
it he was lying comfortably in a hed in
a ward of a large hospital. His firsl
words were “Where am I?” The nurse
told him that he was in London, that
during the period of his unconsciousness
he had been transported across the
Channel, and that his wounds had been
tended.

He asked the name of the hospital,
the number of the ward, the day of the
week, and the hour. The nurse told
him. “I say, nurse, you might tell my

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dad I am here.”” The nurse looked at
him, thinking the poor lad was in a de-
lirium. “All right, nurse, my dad’s in
the next ward now.

The father was in the
next ward performing his work, think-
ing all the time that his son was in
France. He did not even know that the
boy was wounded, far less that he was
being tended a few yards away.

There can be no hope of genuine re-
form in Germany until an overwhelm-
ing majority realize and admit the ab-
surdity of their present belief that their
country, after exhausting every possible

means of kecping the peace, was forced
to defend herself against a ring of jealous
enemies. That delusion is the founda-
tion stone upon which the government
have reared their whole gigantic struc-
ture of falsehood. People will fight
equally hard for their beliefs, whether
those beliefs be right or wrong, and
uniil this foundation stone is torn away
the combination of millions of blindly
obedient industrial human -ants, putting
all their faith in a set of unscrupulously
ambitious leaders, will continue to be a
firebrand in the society of nations. This
stone is so firmly set that it cannot be
moved until Germany is forced to admit
that she is defeated.

While the majority of Germans whine
at the British blockade of the German
stomach, they delight in their own gov-
ernment’s blockade of the German
mind.

At
that time one of the few great editors
of Germany said to me: "Our govern-
ment may yield to the United States
this time, but sooner or.later unless our
e€nemies come to terms, unrestricted war-
fare will be ordered. Not only do Count
leventlow
through it we can win, but our govern-
ment is in the awkward position of hav-
ing educated more than eighty per cent.
of our people to believe that our U-boats
can defeat any combination of enemies
if we use them without scruple. We
have got to the point where it would be
a calanmity to the spirit of resistance
of our people if they felt that the war
is being needlessly prolonged or that
they are sinking to defeat while this
weapon is being held back.”

The frightfulness war is the people’s
war in Germany. “Hold out, and the
submarine will bring England down,” is
their motto. While they believe this—
end they will believe it for a long time
yet—they will not rise in revolt. A lit-
tle innocuous ‘egislation may be passed
in Lheir favor as a sop to their sacrifices,
but the Hohenzollierns will not go the
way of the Romanoffs for the present.

Deminion Official There — Co-
operative. Wool Marketing in
Manitoba

(Fredericton Mail.)

Wool collection and grading was car-
ried on this week at Sussex. M. A. Mec-
Leod, of the provincial agricultural so-
cieties, superintended the collection,
wool from Kings and Westmorland
counties being secured in considerable
quantities and also from other sections
of the province. The grading was done
by Mr. Jennings of the live stock branch
of the Dominion Agriculture Depart-
ment. The wool collected is to be sold
co-operatively according to grade.

Up to date there has not been the
amount of wool collected for grading and
marketing which would be expected
from a province the size of New Bruns-
wick. However, next spring a regular
campaign for the co-operative marketing
of graded wool will be inaugurated by
the provincial department of agriculture.
Grading and marketing of wool on the
basis named always has acted as a great
stimulus to the industry of sheep rais-
ing AMd it is expected that it will prove
no exception in New Brunswick.

so again this season.

Increase of Three Years,

In 1915 over 69,000 pounds of wool
were disposed of in this way; whereas
in 1916 over 160,000 pounds reached the
department, selling at an average price
of 3225 cents per lb., according to the
estimates of the live stock branch of the
Dominion department of agriculture,
whose expert graded all the wool hand-
led through the department.

While it is difficult to accurately esti-
mate at the time of writing the quan-
tity that will reach the warehouse, it is
anticipated that fully 200,000 pounds will
be marketed this season in this way.

Manitoba has over one thousand
flocks of sheep in the privince, aggregat-
ing nearly 100,000 head, with an aver-
age weight of seven pounds per fleece.
This should produce 700,000 pounds of
wool.

Already a few shipments have reach-
ed the warehouse and an advance pay-
ment has been made of thirty cents per
pound, the balance to be paid as soon as
the transactions are completed and the
expenses incurred are ascertained. Last
vear one cent per pound was barely suf-
ficient to cover expenses, but, with the
prospect for an increased quantity, it is
confidently expected that this amount
will prove ample to cover all expenses
in handling. :

To Take Charge

of Fusl Supply

Ottava, June 11—The government has
appointed C. A. Magrath, chairman of
the Canadian section of the international
joint commissions, to take charge of the
| fuel supplies of the dominion. Mr.
Magrath is clothed by order-in-council
with authority to control coal distribu-
tion and prices throughout Canada. The
coal situation and the outlook for next
winter is so critical that the government
has decided that there must be a cen-
tral authority having drastic powers of
regulation of supply and demand. The
action was taken under the war measures
act. Mr. Magrath will enter upon his
duties immediately and will work in
conjunction with the railway commis-
sion in equalizing distribution.

MORGANS SUBSCRIBE HEAVILY

J. P. Morgan & Co,, it is announced,
have subscribed $50,000,000 to the Lib-
erty Loan. ‘'This is the largest single
subscription yet reported, and represents
the amount of bonds which the bank
firm will take. It does not include any
subscriptions received from customers.
Of the £50,000,000, the New York bank
takes $40,000,000 and Drexel & Co., the
Philadelphia branch, $10,000,00.

‘THE GROCERY MARKET

The following comment on the market
situation as regards fool stuffs appeared
in Canadian Grocer last week:—

Flour was again on the downward
trend during the week, a decline of 50c.
a barrel having been recorded in Mani-
toba first patents. Ontario winter wheat
fiour showed a similar downward tend-
ency for the most part, but in some in-
stances was quoted during the week with
demand still light. Encouraging reports
continue to come forward of the way

production is mounting in raw sugar in
Cuba. There are a larger number of
sugar factories grinding than there were
at the same time last year. If the rainy
season holds off a while longer there is
every possibility that the production of
raw sugar will be fairly heavy.

All dairy products were in easier tone.
Production of butter is heavier under the
stimulus given by plenty of grass feed
to the milk producers. Production of
eggs is also greater and there was a tend-
ency to lower prices. Cheese was quot-
ed down. During the week the purchas-
ing commission for: the British govern-
ment named the price they would pay
for Canadian cheese at 21 8-4c. a pound.
Commission men take it for granted that
this price will establish the basis at
which the factories will sell their product
In some guarters lower prices prevailed.

Advances have been recorded in num-
erous soap lines, including laundry soap,
washing powders, and soap chips. Bak-
ing powder, soda and yeast have been
altered upward. Rices are quite gener-
ally quoted at Higher levels. Teas were
quieter under the stimulus of recent ar-
rivals, but the situation has not changed
materially. Business in wholesale groc-
ery lines was slower during the week
than it has been for several months past.

HARDWARE LINES

Hardware and Metal, June 9,-said:—

Advances in prices of hardware lines
have, if anything, been more numerous
than in .recent weeks and higher prices
in other important lines seem likely to be
recorded in the near future. Everything
wherein steel or iron enters can be said
to be in a steadily firmer position. Prices
on these commodities are largely nomin-
al as the large mills are sold up far
ahead and to continue to take care of
their regular trade must refrain from
quoting in the open market. Smaller
mills, on the other hand, that are able to
make deliveries are quoting various pre-
miums according to tonnage and deliv-
ery. Some indication of the trend of
the iron and steel market may be gath-
ered when it is pointed out that the av-
erage price of pig-iron in the United
States f. o. b. furnace, June 1, 1917, was
about $48.75 compared with an average
of $12 to $12.25 during the last two
months of 1914. For finished products cf
steel the average price of Pittsburgh on
June 1 of this year was 4.59¢c. per pound
as compared with the low point of 1.42¢c.
in December, 1914. 3

Advances have been made in black
stecl sheets during the week, while gal-
vanized sheets are very scarce and deal-
ers find it almost imnpossible to place or-
ders for same with manufacturers. List
prices on sand and coal shovels have been
advanced. Scales are in very firm market
and advances are highly »nrobable in the
near future. Readjustments have taken
place in the list_prices on curry combs, in
some instances advances having been re-
corded, while lower list prices were
made effective on two numbers. Other
lines in which increased prices have been
made effective include cotton wrapping
twine, whips, crosscut saws, malleable
fittings, malleable unions, charcoal, val-
ves, machinists’ and parallel bench vises,
cut nails, hand shears, hand clean-
er, oakum, shaving soap, breast and hand
drills. Linseed oil was in firmer mur-
ket with an upward movement from the
lower levels. Turpentine was weaker and
declines were registered. Certain lines of
wall finishes were increased in price.
Business was somewhat slower during
the week, owing to damp, unseasonable
weather. The freight situation at To-
ronto is improving as the railways are
now accepting all out-going freight, but
incoming freight to Toronto is still un-
der an embargo from some points. |

ST. JOHN’S DEBT.

In speaking recently at the annual|
meecting of the Dominion Improvement
League at Winnipeg, Commissioner C. J.|
Yorath, of Saskatchewan, told of thej
heavy indebtedness of the municipalities
throughout the west, which, in consider-!
ation of the heavy war debt of Canada,'
he considered would be a heavy handicap
in years to come. He made comparison,
between cities of the west and those of |
the east. The per capita debt of St. John,;
he said, was the lowest in Canada, being |
only $11, while in Saskatoon it was $140'
and the debt of most of the western:
towns was over $100 per head. The com-
missioner expressed the belief that the
debt of the western towns had been,
largely increased by @vic ownership of
public utilities, such as street railway,
lighting, ete., and the effort to serve ex-
tensive and thinly populated districts.
He questioned the wisdom of public
ownership of these utilities but admitted
that the trouble was largely due to lack!
of proper control in the sub-division of;
land. He favored the appointment of
trained experts for the administration of!
civi¢ affairs.

Maire’s Governor Wires From

" Washington That Department of

Labor Will Wave Examination
Under New Immigration Law

Augusta, Me., June 12.—Maine farm-
ers will be allowed all the help from
Canada that they can secure, "despite
the literacy test for immigrants in the
immigration law passed by Congress
last winter. Further than that, it is
certain that enough Canadian woodsmen
may come into the country to aid in
cutting the guantity of timber that will
be necessary for the mammoth ship-
building programme.

Official assurance of these facts was
given in a telegram sent by Governor
Carl E. Milliken to Private Secretary
Hart. Governor Milliken was summon-
ed to Washington for a conference with
Secretary of Labor Wilson. In the tele-
gram Governor Milliken announces that
the department of labor has made ihe
ruling in which gomplete exemption
from the literacy test is given in the
case of farm laborers.

It has been impossible to secure com-
plete exemption of Canadian woodsmen;
on the other hand a careful examina-
tion of the law shows that Canadians
who have worked in Maine and who
may return after,an absence of not more
than six months will not be required to
take the literacy test nor pay the “head
tax.” The department of labor is con-
fident that this will meet the needs of
the situation and that sufficient labor
will be sé®ured for both timber' and agri~
cultural operators.

Maine timber operators and the big
farmers feared that if the literacy test
were applied this year when labor in
these two industries is needed so great-
ly Canadian help would be shut out
and Maine would suffer. It now seems
as if all difficulties have been ironed
out and that all programmes for ship-
building and farming will be carried
through.

than was Napoleon’s France. Let us
strive for the peace of justice and of in-
ternational right. Did they but know
it the German people themselves would
benefit by . our victory; ‘and cs ccially
the people of South Germany and Aus-
tria, who would be free fr:m the: ty-
ranny of Prussia and wou.. be guaran-
| teed. their rights.
“Belgium and France must have re-
{stored all that has been taken from
them. The Turk must leave Europe—a
| democratic Russia at Constantinople
would threaten no one. Armenia should
be free and autonomous. Austria is not
a country but a knot of nationalities, of
which two tyrannize over the others.
Let the Hungarians keep Magyar Hun-
gary and the Austrians German Aus-
tria. Let the Italians have the Tren-
tino and Trieste. Let there be a great
Serbia, a great Bohemia, a great Rou-
mania.

“Poland should once more be a na-
tion, which should include all of the
Polish lands, and have an outlet to the
Baltic through old Polish Prussia, old
West Prussia. FEast Prussia, which is
German, would be unavoidably separat-
ed from the other German lands, but it
could be kept united with them poli-
tically by arrangements for through rail-
way traffic, such as we have with Can-
ada on our international railroads.

“The Germans would keep Germany,
would lose nothing but the right to op-
press others, would suffer no injustice.

He was protected by three
tribunals: first the local tribunal, then a
second court of appeal, and finally a third
court, all including judges.

((By Lord Northcliffe in the New York |
Tribune.)

This war is not one war, but a series
of wars. Already it has produced a re-
volution in Russia which makes that of |
1793 in France look very small. It may
produce revolutions in two neutral coun-
tries, and it is completely altering the

r relations of capital and labor wherever
jt touches. The world revolt against |
Prussianism will, in my judgment, be
long and full of surprises.

Since the defeat of her plans to cap-
ture Paris in six weeks and dictate
terms from there, Prussia has been re-
sorting to a long series of makeshifts,
including the attempt to capture Calais |
and dominate England and the second
attempt to get to Paris by fay of Ver-

» dun. Both were foolish and ghastly.

Prussianism Now Desperate.

“My brother William,” said
Queen of Greece, the other day, refer-
ring to the kaiser, “is fighting for his
dynasty.” He has the full backing of all
the powerful land owners. He has the
somewhat shattered backing of the army
and navy. He has complete control of
the newspapers, which every day tell
their docile readers that if they only
hold on a few months longer the war
will end by ‘the capture of Calais, the
opening of the road to Paris through
Verdun, or the starvation of England
and France by the submarine.

People, in my opinion, dwell too much
upon things which, after all, are only the
passing events of the war.' At the pres-
ent time many people in the United
States are dwelling upon the inertia of
the Russian military forces—a series
factor, no doubt, but not an overwhelm-

ing one.
The Three Great Factors.

The three greatest factors of the war
were: ;

Firstly, the magnificent defence put
up by the practically unprepared French
republic.

Secondly, the entrance of the five
British nations into the war on the side
of England—Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, South Africa, and the minor
colonies and India, and,

Thirdly, the slow arousing of the
United States and their entrance into the
war in defence of world liberty.

We allies are all agreed that the do-
mination of the world by the Prussians,
as Belgium was to be dominated, would
make the world a place in which it
would be wrong to create children.
But Prussia knows how to have her
hands in every-nation’s pockets, and she
still has hopes to make some side-step-
ping peace which will enable her to pre-
pare to start out again.

If you imagine that a nation which
prepared for forty years with an all-
dominant dynasty at its head is going
to quit in less time than it fook you
to settle the Civil War it is, from my
individual point of view, sheer folly.
That Germany was beaten the moment
she..turned her back on Paris in Sep-
tember, 1914, is agreed by most stud=
ents of the war, but between a beating
and a final decision in war there have
been periods of fighting extending over
Yyears.

He has been financing
most of* his allies and now you have
come to help him in this. In 1918 we
shall have 8,000,000 extra acres under
wheat and potatoes, and should be self-
supporting.

The help of all the allies should now
be given to France. It is on her farms
and in her cities and towns that the war
is being fought. Her manhood has been
drained to a degree not realized by the
outside world. She needs help and we
must give it generously and bountifully.

Germany, by her enslavement of Bel-
gians, French, Poles, and Serbs and her
armies of Russian prisoners, is able to
do much in munition work, trench dig-
ging and harvest gathering and leave her

! manhood free for fighting. She has to

boil up her corpses to obtain fats to
make glycerine for the manufacture of
explosives. She needs ofl of all kinds,
but until the last twenty-five years she
was unaccustomed to comfort on an Am-
erican or English scale.

Give UP Luxuries.

The very fact that our reserves are be-
ing so slowly exhausted by the German
submarine blockade and the very fact
that the United States are going into the
war so slowly are indicative of what the
final end will be—long distant though I
believe it to be. In my opinion Britain
ought to have its 750d rationed, just as
France rationed her sugar. We ought to
be’ reserving every kind of food now, if
only as a factor for safety in the far
future. ‘The world’s food supply is lim-
ited. The industrial population of the
world will be affected by the food
shortage and this wil result in labor
troubles, all making for a longer war.

A Long War,

On the basis of my belief this strife
will be drawn out to an extent not an-
ticipated by many people. We are satis-
fied with the position of the allies, but
wish we could do more for France in
food, ships, coal and above all else, in
men. .

If . Americans are infested by light-
hearted optimism concerning the dura-
tion of the war they must not blame the
censorship, which on this side of the
water at the present moment is behav-
ing, to the best of my belief, quite nice-
ly, even if dnly temporarily.

WHEN YU CAN'T SLEEP HAMBUEG S SUFFERD

MCST AMONG GERMAN GITES

Dependent Upon Shipping Trade fo,
Its Prosperity, Its Losses Are Such
They Cannot be Restored i

Although efforts are being made in ev-
ery direction to show that Germany and !
Austria are far better off in an economic |
sense than is generally believed abroad !
to be the case, yet convincing evidence
of the true conditions whicn . prevail|
there has just been furnished by the|
Hamburg national legislature, which isi
composed of the senate and the house |
of burgesses. For Hamburg, it must|
be remembered, is a sovereign state und!
figures as such in the confederation |
known as the German empire. In fuct.i
Hamburg is a republic, and its presi-|
dent, who is elected each year from!
among the members of the senate, bears|
the title of Oberburgomaster, and is en-
titled to be addressed as “your Magni-
ficence.”

Now the president and both houses
of the legislature held a. meeting the
other day in order to concert measures
for the reconstruction of the trade, ship-
ping and industry of Hamburg after
the war. The proceedings, which have
‘been published in a number of the lead-
ing German newspapers, including Prince
Bismarck’s old organ, the Hamburg
Nachrickten, sheds an extraordinary
light upon the complete decay of Ham-
burg through the war. .

The president in opening the session
declared that Hamburg had suffered
more from the war than any other Ger-
man state or city. He went on to say:

“Even the hardly tried eastern provin-
ces of Prussia are, as regards their loss-
es, in an advantageous position as com-
pared with - Hamburg. Houses which
bave been destroyed or burned out can
be rebuilt; losses of cattle can be made
good and the fields can be sown again
if the necessary money is there. But
what has been destroyed in Hamburg
cannot be restored with money. Ham-
burg’s prosperity depends upon trade
and shipping. Both have been com-
pletely destroyed. Restoration is im-
possible because all the threads have
been severed which united Hamburg with
the whole world.

“The resumption of these communi-
cations will be infinitely difficult in
view of the hostility of the whole uni-
verse and in view of the pitiless com-
petition of our enemies. In the future
Germany will have to rely upon the in-
ner European market. Hitherto Ham-
burg has had only a comparatively small
share in this. The main feature of our
new policy must be to restore Ham-
burg by making it an important indus-
trial centre, so that it can make a living
out of the home market, instead of out
of the foreign market. For this we shall
need new -terriory, above all new indus-
trial  territory, along the broad
stream of our River Elbe. We shall
need the surrender of certain Prussian
territory, and also a number of conces-
sions for railroads, for waterways and
for other similar objects. How will the
German empire and above all how will
the kingdom of Prussia be disposed to-
ward our hopes, our aspirations and our
demands?”

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SAVING OF WASTE MATERIAL

Paper, Rags and Rubber Are

Sources of Revenue When Sav-
ed by Heuseholders

It is an old axiom that “‘some people
grow rich on what others throw away.”
This is especially true in regard to waste
paper, rags and old rubbers.

In the last year much progress has
been made in the saving of waste paper,
but as yet a very small proportion of
this material is available for reclama-
tion.

Many reports of su.cess in this work
aand of extensions of the waste paper
collection movement have reached Con-
servation, and no doubt it only requires
initiative on the part of a few public-
spirited citizens to promote a proper col-
lecting sheme in many of our muniipal-
ities.

The old fashioned rag-bag is almost
a thing of the past in Canada. 'I'rue, the
incentive to collecting rags, in the re-
muneration received for them, was not

tion, but under present conditions we
find that a considerable economic loss
has been sustained by 1ts discontinuance.
Rags, after thorough disinfection, are
used for many purposes. The cotton
rags are used mostly in the making of
the better grades of paper; black stock-
ings, after being macerated are used for
coloring the grade of paper known as
granite. Woollen rags are mainly used
for the making of shoddy, a common in-
gredient in woollen goods. It is first
disintegrated; the short fibre- is then
mixed with new wool of longer fibre
and again spun into yarn. Much the
greater portion of our woollen rags was
imported prior to the war, but with the
embargoes on export the supply was cut
off; prices of woollen goods have, there-
fore, greatly advanced.

Another discard is old rubber material.
This is valuable, and, by means of col-
lecting boxes, is vasily saved. One in-
stitution recently placed at its door a
box to receive old rubbers. and was sur-
prised to find how soon it earned ten
dollars by this means. >
. If Canadians were more particular in .
saving the cents, represented \tb_\‘
waste, many more dollars would ‘he

Philip J. Dwyer is Dead

Philip J. Dwyer, one of the notable
figures of the American turf, died at
the Hotel Wolcott, New York, on last
Saturday, just about the time that 20,-
000 persons were acclaiming the victory
of Boots in the Suburban Handicap at
Belmont Park. This was the only Sub-
urban Handicap that Mr. Dwyer had not
seen decided since the race was insti-
tuted in 1884. It was his devotion to
the sport of kings that brought about
the death of the faithful racing man.
When the Belmont Park meeting opened
on May 29, Mr. Dwyer braved the damp
chilly weather in order to see the race
for the Metropolitan Handicap. He
caught cold on that day, and the cold
developed into pneumonia. The end
came when his nephew, Charles Dwyer,
and his daughter, Mrs, Miriam Collins,
were in attendance at his bedside. The
news of the noted turfman’s death was
telephoned to the Belmont Park race-
track, casting a gloom over the later
races. .

The death of Philip J. Dwyer removes
the last link of the Dwyer confederacy,
composed of himself and his brother,
Michael F. Dwyer, which was one of
the most potent factors in racing half a
century ago. It was brother Michael
that paralyzed the betting ring with
the magnitude of his wagers in those
days. Philip was content to race horses
for the sport, and prospered so that at
the time of his death he was president
of the Queens County Jockey Club with
large holdings in the Gravesend and
Aqueduct racetracks. Philip J. Dwyer
was in his seventy-third year, and dur-
ing the greater part of his life had been
an owner of race horses and a staunch
supporter of the turf.

The greatest horse the Dwyer brothers

of Virgil, sire of Hanover. At a dinner

 given to Mr. Dwyer at Saratoga on his

sixty-first birthday@the dining tahle
contained a bronze of the star. Many
of the turfmen present insisted that
Hindoo was the best horse that ever
looked through a bridle.

The Dwyer Brothers began life as
butchers and had amassed a consider-
able fortune when they entered the rac-
ing field. That was away back in 1874
It was regular then for butchers to
drive fast horses, and the brothers start-
ed out to make a clean-up with the trot-
ter Independence. The trotter failed,
and the Dwyers switched their allegi-
ance to the thoroughbreds. Their first
success was with Rhadamanthus, bred
by the late August Belmont. Later they
owned . Charley Gorman, the best horse
of his day. Bramble and Luke Black-
burn were other noted horses owned by
the Dwyers in the days in which they
held supremacy on the turf. Then in
1883 they campaigned a champion trio
—George Kinney, Miss Woodford, and
Barnes. The horses of the stable at this
time were trained by James Rowe, the
man who now conditions the horses of
Harry Payne Whitney.

While Mike Dwyer wagered heavily on
his horses Philip was more conservative,
and the consequence was that the one
brother died in poor circumstances while
Philip was prosperous to the last. The
strain of racing became too great for
Mr. Dwyer as the years rolled on, but
he never lost his interest in the sport.
A year ago he gave his racing colors to
Price McKinney and James Corrigan,
and these are being worn today by the
jockeys mounted on the horses of the
Wickliffe Stable.
