BODIES ARE
SEEN WITHIN
RING OF FIRE

Lives Wiped Out by Terrific
Dust Explosion Near
Peoria,

100 ARE INJURED

Fire Breaks Out and Keeps
Rescuers From Bringing
Out the Dead.

(By Canadian Press.)

Peoria, Ill., Jan. 3.—Thirty-
five persons are believed to have
been killed and more than a
hundred others injured in a ter-
rific dust explosion early today
at the starch plant of the Corn
Products at Pekin, Il

The explosion occurred at
3.45 a. m. and at 7 a. m. the
Pekin . fire department was re-
ported to have the fire virtually
under control and none of the
other buildings of the big plant
appeared in danger.

The Pekin hospltnl was. ﬁllndv

ast as they
were removed from the wreck-
n, ed plant.

Fire broke out after the ex-
plosion. Rescuers could see the
bodies of approximately 35 vic-
tims lying in the ruins, but the
flames prevented attempts to
reach them.

It was estimated it would be
several hours before the ruins
{ could be penetrated and the bod-
ies removed.

| Seven Bodies Recovered

At 10 a.m. seven bodies, six of them
identified had been recovered.

At that hour two buildings of the
big plant were in ruins, building num-
ber 83, the starch power house, where
i the blast occurred, being reduced to a
 mass of smouldering debris and build-

ing number 27, the starch house, still
blazing, its walls standing but giving
off heat so intense that no efforts
could be made to search for bodies.

Built 24 Years Ago

The Corn Products plant was the
principal industry of Pekin. It was
built 24 years ago by the Illinois Sugar
Refining Company, but about 18 years
ago was sold to the Corn Products Co.
and since has been enlarged many’
times. The plant was said to be
equipped with all the known safety
appliances and the explosion is the first
|serious accident since it was built.

Eighty injured, many of them badly
mangled, had been removed from the
wreckage by eight a.m, and taken to
hospitals in Pekin and Peoria. Two
hundred and fifty men were working
in the plant at the time of the ex-
plosion.

PAINTING MADE BY HERTA

(By Josephine Van de Grift.)

New York—Remember those scrawl-
ings you used to make on old cracker
boxes and the kitchen wall and the
barn door?

Maybe if anybody had taken the
trouble to preserve them they would
have carried a valuable lesson on to
posterity, for children possess an un-
conscious art that is priceless and that
is as worthy of preservation as the
works of Rembrandt, Holbein and all

the rest.
So says Professor Franz Cizek of

Vienna, and to prove it he is sending
to this country hundreds of pictures,
paintings and wood cuts made by the
children of Austria.

Almost all of the drawings were
made by youngsters under 15 years of
age. And not one of them ever had
what is ordinarily termed an art lesson.

Miss Francesca M. Wilson, an Eng-
lish woman who “discovered” Professor
! Cizek and who is accompanying the ex-
hibit to this country, tells of how these
tiny Viennese children, many of them
under-nourished and ragged, forget
want and hunger while they riot with
paint pots and scissors.

“Perhaps 70 children,” she says, “are
turned loose im a room at once. The
room is filled with drawing paper,
pencils, paint, colored papers, beads,
modeling clay, blocks of wood and car-
ving implements,

“Nobody teils the children what to
do, for Professor Cizek believes that

each child will select what 18 best suit-
ed to his temperament.

“Soon the room is quiet. Karl is cut-
ting a soldier and his horse out of black
paper. Hedda is painting an old peas-
ant woman with a basket of apples.
Josef is modeling his grandfather out
of clay.

“Once in two weeks or so Professor
Clzek assigns a set subject to the chil-
dren. After they have worked a while
the pictures are hung up and criticized.
This is the nearest that the children
ever come to having an art lesson.”

These children have attracted praise
in various parts of Europe and that
they are now to be given an extended
showing at the Metrolopitan Museum
of Art after which they will travel to
various cities of the United States.

And do these children, in later years,
become capable artists?

“Many of them,” says Miss ‘Wilson,
“but Professor Cigek is rarely interest-
ed in a child after he is 15 years old.”

«Children,” he declares, “work with
a natural feeling which is spoiled when

art of childhood is a thing apart and
should be preserved as a thing apart.”

The children, on the other hand, fre-
quently look with scorn upon their
early efforts after they have grown old-

The earth is filled with hatred, in-
tolerance.

Low superstition, among so-called
| Christians, here as well as in Europe,
| hates and persecutes the Jews.

But the day will come when this
linjustice will disappear and men will
| realize that to the Jewish race we owe

| the mother of Jesus, the care she gave
| to her child, and that Jewish religion
| was the basis of Christ’s religlous
teachings.

Vicious, ignorant hate has sought to
Iperpetun.te race and religious bitterness
| by representing the crucifixion as a
Jewish punishment inflicted by Jews
on the founder of Christianity.

Crucifixion was a Roman punish-
ment, unknown to the Jews, detested
by them, inflicted by Roméns upon
criminals, inflicted by a Roman gov-
ernment and & Roman governor in
Jerusalem upon Christ as upon the
thieves crucified on either side of him.

It was not a Jew, but Caesar, the
great Roman,
that he had caught and crucifled
pirates that once held him prisoner on
their ship.

That should be taught to the chil-
dren, that crucifixion was a punish-
ment of Roman pagans, unknown to
the Jews, and one historic lie will die

in the highest terms of appreciation
to him as a newspaper man and writ-
er. He had been away from Ottawa
quite a number of years, after giving
up his position as head of the Federal
Press Agency, in which he probably
did the best work of any man in a
gimilar capacity. Dr. Scott, in earlier
days, was a strong partisan, and al-
ways consistently Conservative, but
one of the fairest of opponents in that
respect to be found in the ranks of
journalism. He had another character-
istic, so far as political records go, of
always being accurate. It would be dif-
ficult to find in all his writings any
statement upon which he could be suc-
cessfully tripped up. He was well
known In political and newspaper cir-
cles in Ottawa, and highly respected.

The other day I was looking at the
pictures in the rooms of the Press
Gallery at Ottawa, and I saw in the
groug of the boys of 1907 the photo-
graph of Dr. Bcott. That year he rep-
resented one of the St. John papers.

So far as I can remember, at the
time of his death, Dr. Scott was one
of a quartette of outstanding old-time
newspaper editors. The other three are
R. S. White of the Montreal Gazette;
Sir John Willison, representative of the
London Times and a writer in the
Canadian Magazine; and C. H. Macin-
tosh, who, though a long time divorced
from active journalism, still writes oc-
casional articles and stilf r&vains his
mental vigor. White and Willison are
perhaps more spectacular as writers
than Dr. Scott was; that is, they have
a more literary style, if one can express
it that way. Bob White, as he is known
to the gallery, is very lucid, logical and
at times quite brilliant. The Montreal
Gazsette is always editorially convinc-
ing, and is one of the few papers in
Canada taken for its editorials. Willi-
son is a little more ponderous, and
many of his periods reminds one of
Macaulay. His Life of Sir -Wilfrid
Laurler was very well written, indeed,
and as a biography ranks well with the
comparatively few good biographies.
Charlie Mackintosh, as he was known
of old, was probably the most acts”,
nimble-witted  and versatile of the
editors of his day. He combined with
the editorial instinct a politically con-
structive ability which quite early
brought him to the fore, not only as a
politician, but as an adviser to political
leaders. Probably no one possessed to
|the same degree the confidence of Sir
John Macdonald as he did. It is prob~
ably known to very few that largely
he was responsible for that wise old
statesman adopting as an infant the
National Policy. "

But above all the men of his day,
Dr. Scott had the faculty of expressing
in the fewest words exactly what most
of us would bave liked to say, if try-
ing to convey the same meaning, a gift
which Pope, I think it was, defined as
wit. And above all he was the most
informative of editorial writers. The
late Martin Grifin, who contributed
for years to the Montreal Gazette, “At
Dodsley's” was wonderfully .ywell in-
formed and excelled all others of his
contemporaties in style, but he dwelt
almost ai \ﬂether in the era of the
Georges. '1.% late Mr. Reld, who wrote
“0Old and New” in the Montreal
Gazette, though not in any sense a
stylist, was encyclopedic and in anti-
quarian and classical lore was quite
equal to Andrew Lang or Hazlitt. All
in all, however, Dr. Scott ranged a
wider field, and from political and per-
sonal reminiscences to mythology
seemed to be equally at home. Adapt-
ing lines from Goldsmith’s “Village
Schoolmaster,” I have often marvelled
how one small head could carry all he
knew. I suspect that he kept a scrap-
book all his life and probably a diary,
but from the intimate way in which
he discussed Canadian personalities, it
is evident that he owed most to a
prodigious memory. I can pay him no
higher compliment than to say that for
years I have read and preserved his
“Week-End.” I always on Saturday
looked the first thing to see what
“Luclan” had for my delectation. If
suitable selections were made from the
Week-End, several volumes of rare in-
terest and value could be printed, a
real contribution to Canadians. I only
remember once, Dr. Scott skipping his
Saturday article. When for the last
three issues of The Province béfore his
death I did not see the familiar name
of “Lucian” I came to the conclusion
that he must have been ill, a conclu-
sion which was confirmed by a de-
spatch I read in the papers
later. The reader gets but little idea
of the man from editorials he writes.
His personality is obscured from all
but a few of his intimates, but “Lu-
cian” was a real personage, a treasured
friend to many thousands of readers.

I may be old-fashioned in my views
of things, but it seems to me while
we may be bringing up a more utili-

There is a technical institute, or|
vocational school in Hamilton, Ontario.
There were in attendance in Novem- |
ber last 1,176 students. Of these, 740
were full time students. Why should
St. John lag behind Hamilton, and

The latest departire in the Hamil-
ton school is an agrccment by which
the Canadian Westinghouse Company
will send its apprentices to classes.
It is agreed that hereafter all ap-
prentices taken on by the Company
must have an educational standard
equivalent to a high school entrance,
and all apprentices are  to attend
classes at the technical institute four
hours per week during the day, fore-
noon or afternoon of one day as may
be arranged, and evening classes two
hours per week (one evening). The
Company will pay the apprentices for
the time in attendance at school in
the daytime, and will pay the regis-
tration fees for the evening classes.
The schedule of work to be taken up
will be prepared jointly between the
principal of the institute and a repre- |
sentative of the Company.

This arrangement will benefit both
the students and the Company. The
former will get better training and the
latter will get better work. The Ham-
ilton branch of the International Lypo-
graphical Union has a similar ar-
rangement for its apprcn(ices, who re-
ceive instruction in the day-time and
are paid by their employers for the
time so engaged, just as if they were,
at work. The Spectator observes that
the scheme is an excellent one, which
“marks a step forward in the indus-
trial life of the city.” s

What is true of Hamilton would be
equally trie of St. John. Local indus- |
tries would benefit from the operation |
of a well-equipped vocational school, |
and it will no doubt have their hearty |
support. But the chief benefit, and the |
one to be kept most clearly in mind, |
will be to boys and girls who now
leave school at or before the eighth
grade because there is no vocational
course to attract and benefit them.

HON., L. P. BRODEUR

Hon. L..P. Brodeur did not live long |
to enjoy the ease of Spencerwood, and |
the honor of being l.ieutenant Gov-
ernor of his native Province of Que-
bec. Lawyer, ~ journalist, stutesmun,‘l
jurist and governor, he had lived a
life of great activily, and had won an
International reputation. He was M@

He was the author of
the first Canadian Naval Bill; in 1910,
and was later put in charge of the
Department of Naval Service. He held
the office of Deputy Speaker and then
Speaker of the Commons, was Minis-
ter of Inland Reveniie and later of
Marine and Fisheries; and was one
of the Ministers who negotiated the
Franco-Canadian Treaty in 1907. He
was at the Imperial Defence Confer-
ence in 1909. As Minister of Marine

Elect-
ed to Parliament in 1891 he sat con-
tinuously until 1911, and for twelve
years he was a judge of the Supreme
Court of Canada, going from the
Bench a month ago to Spencerwood.

SINGLE TAX BAD IN A SLUMP.

(Finangial Post).

It is not neeessary to go out of
Canada to learn how single tax, such
as is proposed for Toronto, works out.
Medicine Hat, Alberta, a few years
ago went into this innovation, farther
perhaps, than any other Canadian city.
It was not a success. It has been
abandoned.

Medicine Hat discarddl business and
other taxes to raise revenue by a land
tax. A depression came, tax payments
fell off. Tax sales attracted no buy-
ers; they proved a bill of expense.
At one sale, about 1915, 750 parcels of
vacant land were offered. Less than
one-third were sold. The rest revert-
ed to the city.

Not only did the city not get the
taxes, but it lost heavily in advertis-
ing, etc. Single tax failed to produce
the necessary revenue. A business tax
was the first step back to the old
order. Tax sales were abanlioned.
The city feared that it would come
into ownership of further vacant land.
To clear up the heavy arrears it wisely
got special legislation to collect through
the courts. Only in this way was it
able to clear up the arrears owed by
residents of Alberta. Those outside
the province are immune, and many
of the latter owe more taxes than
their land is worth today.

Calgary and some other Western
centres also own considerable property
as a result of single tax experiments.
Now they are trading off inside lots
for outside ones hoping to curb ex-
penses by eliminating possible exten-
sions of local improvement of which
the city would have to pay a share.

Single tax may work well in boom
times but the deflation period in the
west showed up its weaknesses.

SIR AUCKLAND GEDDES

(Montreal Star)

Although it has been indicated for
some considerable time past, the actual
fact of the resignation of Sir Auckland
Geddes from the post of British Am-
bassador to the United States carries
with it something in the nature of a
shock, in part because it signalizes a
departure from the new diplomacy and
in part because it comes at so eritical
a period in British political history.

Sir Auckland Geddes took up the
Embassy in succession to Lord Bryce,
and thus followed in the steps of a

Howard will fill his new appointment
with dignity and ability. He will take
it up with the good wishes of Britain

NIFORM MARRIAGE-DIVORCE CODE!

Women Clubs

Washington — “Forty-nine marriage
laws—and no two alike!

“Conflicting divorce laws which make
children by second marriages, while
legitimate in some states, illegitimate in
others and men and women lawfully
married in some states bigamists in
others.

*“I'his situation presents a problem
which the women of the United States
must see solved,” says Miss Lida Haf-
ford, director of the General Federa-
tion of Women’s Clubs, who will have
charge of the fight for a nationally
uniform marriage and divorce code.

“Senators and representatives agree
that, socially, this condition is intoler-
able” Miss Hafford adds. “But, po-
litically, the right of the individual
states to fix their own marriage and
divorce laws must not be infringed,
they contend, even though this state
right results in a national wrong!

“Qur problem, therefore, is to im-
press on congressmen the view that
human rights are above state rights.”’

Present Marriage Laws.

The need of uniform marriage and
divorce laws may be understood from
a study of the conflicting laws now
in force. Take the laws governing
marriage:

Seventeen states have no legal mar-
riageable age.

In nine states the common-law age
of 12 for girls and 14 for boys is
formally recognized and twe states fix
the marriageable age at 12 for girls
and 14 for boys, while three states per-
mit the marriage of girls of 16 without
parental consent,

Twenty states prescribe no penalty
for issuing a certificate of marriage to
a minor below the specified age with-
out parents’ consent. In three states a
marriage license is not needed if the
marriage has been announced previous-
ly by bans. Only five states require
both parties to apply in person for a
license.

Eighteen states do not forbid mar-
riage of feeble-minded and 88 do not
definitely forbid marriages between
blacks and whites.

The Divorce Tangle,

The conditions governing divorce are
no less varied.

One state permits divorce on 14
grounds, while one state does not per-
mit divorce on any ground. Between
these extremes the grounds for divorce
range from 8 to 11. Requirements for
legal residence are as varied. In many
states this is purely perfunctory.

The results of these laws present
many ludicrous, many tragic pictures.

There is no more delightful way of
entertaining during the winter months
than with informal dinners. If you
must cook and serve your dinner
yourself, the weather is not so hot as
to’ ruin your complexion during the
performance and the nip in the air
whets appetites.

In placing, the guests gt the table
the clever hostess thinks well and
carefully of the conversational powers
of each guest. Distribute your good
talkers among your good listeners.

In the first place the persons invited
should be congenial and of similar
tastes. This insures common interests
of some sort and makes conversation
easy and fluent. The best dinner in
the world as to food will be a bore
and a strain on the hostess if the
guests are unable to do their share
conversationally.

" Husbands and wives, and even en-
gaged couples, are separated in the
seating.

Whom to Serve.

The honor guest is seated at the
right of the host or hostess, This
person is served first unless the dinner
is large and  two waltresses are in
attendance. Then the “head” waitress
serves the hostess first and the assist-
ing waitress goes first to the honor
guest. The service continues to the
right. The walitress serves on the left
of the guest.

At the ordinary dinner where there
are but a few guests the greatest
stranger is served first to the various
courses.

VWhether you have a maid or not it
is permissible to mix and serve the
salad at the table. This is done by
the hostess, the host attending to the
sarving of the roast and serving the
vegetables. If you must serve the
dinner yourself the crispness of the
salad is assured if it is mixed and
served at the table. :

The salad bowl should be filled with
carefully washed and crisped lettuce
and the “makings” of the salad. The
dressing is ready in a separate bowl
or, if French dressing is used, this is
made at the table.

The dessert may also be served by
the hostess at the table. A ‘molded
dessert usually adds to the beauty of
the dinner if unmolded and garnished
with whipped cream, candied cherries,
crystallized flowers or fruits.

Before Dessert.

All unused silver, all plates and
dishes, salt and pepper shakers are

o
S

Bon-bons and salted nuts remain. The
table should be crumbed jwith a folded
napkin.

The centerpiece for the dinner table
should be of flowers in a low arrange-
ment. The view of persons opposite
cach other at the table should not be
obstructed by a high bouquet.

Dinner napkins are usually about 24
inches square. . They are placed to the
left of the forks.

Correct Positions.

While butter is never served at the
formal dinner, the informal dinner re-

quires it and small pats of butter are
placed on the bread and butter plate
placed at the top of the forks. The
butter spreader is laid across the right
side of the plate.

The knives and spoons are placed at
the right of the “cover,” the silver
needed for the first course at the ex-
treme right. If oysters or a cocktail
or canape requiring a fork is served,
this fork is not placed with the dinner
and salad fork at the left but on the
right with the knives and spoons,

The pleces are placed with the
handles an inch from the edge of the
table in a straight line, knives with
the cutting edge toward the plate.
More than three forks are never plac-
ed on the table and for the informal
dinner of few courses this usually
takes care of the dinner fork, salad
fork and pastry fork. If more forks
are needed they are placed with the
course.

Candle Light.

Candle light is always kind to guests
around a dinner table and adds a de-
cided charm to the table. The candles
are used unshaded and are arranged in
a square around the centerpiece. For
a long table more than four may be
necessary.

The water goblet is placed above
the knives. :

If individual salts and peppers are
used they should be placed in the
center above the plate.

Large salt shakers should be placed
between every two covers, making
reaching unnecessary. :

Small dishes holding salted nuts or
bon-bons, olives or radishes are placed
conveniently near the covers for pass-
ing.

Madison, Wis, Jan. 8.—(United
Press).—With a campaign of adver-
i tising which is expected to double the
| present list of policy-holders, Wisconsin
is going into the insurance business on
'a wholesale scale.
| Pioneer in a number of other co-
| operative fields, Wisconsin has had for
{ten years a provision for a etate lity
|insurance fund, in which anyone may
be insured at cost, but few policies
were sold except to State employes.

With the recent appointment of W.
Stanley Smith as insurance commis-
sioner, a campaign was planned by
which it is hoped that the present
$500,000 in policies outstanding will be
raised to a million or a million and a
half.

Wisconsin is the only state in the
union to go into the insurance busi-
ness, according to Smith, who was for
many years representative of a large
insurance company in Wisconsin.

No soliciting is done, thus eliminat-
ing the cost of agents. Any citizen of
the state may make out an application
for either the $500 or the $1,000 poli-
cies sold by the state, and by simply |
mailing it to the office of the insurance
commuissioner, with the first premium,
he is insured.

Premiums may be paid quarterly,
semi-annually or annually, but to avoid
interest charges, Smith advises pay-
ment on the annual basis.

Four types of premiums are sold.

GIRL FREED;
MAN HELD AT
BEAR RIVEK

Bertha Potter, 22, Prisone:
in Lent’s House for
Five Years.

TIP COMES FROM U, S.

Girl Becomes Hysterical on-
Being Released—Her
Windows Sealed,

Halifax, Jan. 2—Bertha Pot-
ter, an attractive woman of 22,
walked out into the sunshine to-
day for the first time in five
years and told the authorities
that she had lived that entire
period in a potential dungeon a
virtual prisoner in the hands of
William Lent, 62, in the centre
of the town of Bear River, Dig-
by County, 150 miles from here.
The story of the girl's life, her
incarceration and her ultimate
release coincident with the arrest
of the man in the case on a
charge of seduction, bears all the
remarks of fiction but has been
vouched for by special agents
sent out by Hon. W. J. O’Hearn,
Attorney-General for Nova
Scotia.

Her Disappearance,

Bertha was taken from an alms-
house at the age of three and given a
home by Mrs. Potter, of Bear River,
who also gave her her name. Shd
lived with Mrs. Potter till 1914 when
she went out tb work in a nearby vil-
lage where she remained a year, leav-
ing her occupation in February, 1915,
to live with William Lent in Bear
River. Lent was living alone, having
been separated from his wife who lives
In Massachusetts. -

The girl was seen in and arotnd
Lent’s place until 1918 when she sud-
denly passed out of sight.
rumors of her fate were afloat, includ-
ing suicide and murder, but the gen-
crally accepted explanation was that
she had left the country, and she was
finally forgotten.

Two weeks ago a letter was received
by a prominent resident of the village
from a man in the United States. In
it the writer stated that in 1917 he had
seen a girl, scantily clad, in the home
of William I.ent. He said the girl had
explained that her clothes were being
kept from ler and that she was being
detained against her will. No explan-
aticn was given regarding the delay
in communicating this information . to
the authorities. 'I'he letter was passed
to the sheriff of the county who sent
it to Attorney-General O’Hearn at
Halifax.

Force Way into House,

Various

The Attorney-General sent a ' ¢ al
agent, accompanied by a police woman,
to Bear River to conduct an investiga-
tion. T'he officers went to Lent’s house
and after some difficulty forced their
way inside. They asked the man what
he knew of Bertha Potter and he re-
plied: “I have not done away with
her’

Pressed for further information he
finally called out the girl’s name and
she walked out of the adjoining room.
She was neatly dressed and appeared
in the best of health.

It was noticed that the girl kept her
eyes fixed upon those of Lent as she
calmly explained that for five years
she had not been outside the doors of
the house and that the greater par
her existence had been lived in the ad-
joining room in which the windows
were completely sealed. An apazing
feature of the story is that the house
in which the girl has remained a pris-
oner so long is in a thickly populated
district and directly opposite the main
hotel of the town.

Once out of the house the girl be-
came hysterical. She was placed in
the care of the police woman and the
man was arrested charged with seduc-
tion. He admitted that the girl had
been with him during the time men-
tioned and that he was not married to
her. He will be given a preliminary
hearing Friday.

Bays Ladder in New Place.

The ladder
was not there on the day previous when
witness visited the house, he said. They
then looked in through the living room
window but could see no one.

He took the flash-
light and his brother, Fred, went in
ahead of him and they both went up
through the trap door into the room
above. The dog growled, but later

* wagged its tail to them and did not
appear to be weak.

Witness turned on the electric light
but could see no trace of his sister. He
than turned on the light in the hall
from a switch in the kitchen, opened
the door leading from the kitchen to
the hall and saw his sister lying on
her side with her head near the kitchen
door, near a place where the dog had
been scratching and had torn away a
section of the door casing.

Discovered Body.

At this stage of the proceedings, on
request of the coroner, Mr. Cairns
drew a rough sketch of the interior
of the house, showing the rooms, doors
and windows. Witness; proceeding
with his testimony, said that he found
his sister lying on her right side. He
could see her shoulder and the rest of
her body and part of the left limb.
She was attired in a blue blouse and
an ordinary black skirt, such as she
would wear while working about the
house. Wrapped round her head was
a puff which, witness said, he had

¢ bought and left in the house. Witness

! sald that his first thought was that his
sister had put the puff over her
shoulders, and taken a weak spell and,
in falling, had struck her head.

Blanket Spread on Vestibule.
There was a great quantity of blood. !
Witness opened the front door and in/
the outer vestibule found a blanket
-pread out smoothly on the floor. He
thought that perhaps his sister had
left the blanket there for a walf dog
to sleep on, but later he thought that
the murderer had left the blanket there
to keep the blood from coming out
under the door of the hall into the
daylight. Witness said that he left his
brother, Fred, at the house and went
to Mr. Sheehan’s place and telephoned
to Coroner Porter and notified him of
what he had found.
Witness and Mr. Emerson then pro-|
. ceeded to the home of Coroner Porler|
in the automobile and on the coroner’s |
suggestion they proceeded to police |
headquarters and got Sergeant Detec-
tive Power. Then they went to Broad
street for Detective Biddiscombe and
_returned to the home of Mrs. White-

side in East St. John.
When the coroner and detectives ar-
mimad they meved the guilt from round

Mrs. Whiteside’s head and then wit-
ness saw that it was not a fall that
caused his sister’s death but murder.

Door Bolt Shut, He Says.

Witness described the outside vesti-
bule door as being weather-beaten and
said the lock did not work well. A
carpenter had fixed the door but thc{
iock was not working well and wit-|
ness said that his sister used a small;
ho't to fasten the door. When he first,
arrived in the house on Christmas
night he found the bolt in this door
was shut.

The blanket on the vestibule floor
was laid out smoothly like a carpet|
filling up every space. Both doors|
were closed and had glass in them but’
the blind was down on the vestibule
door then and the day before when he
vicited the house.

Water Not Frozen, He Says.

Witness said that on his visit Christ-
mas night he noticed that there was
a basin about two-thirds full of water!
on the floor of the kitchen near the |
sink and, in addition to the dog, therei
was a small cat in the rcom. He could|
not say how fresh the water was, but
it was not frozen and his sister’s body
was frozen.

Saw Blood in Hallway Only

At the head of the hallway was a
hat tree on which he found a small
lantern. To the jury, witness said
that the dog was not in a weak con-
dition, as had been stated, and had
chewed the window sashes in the kit-
chen through to the glass. It could
easily reach the window as there was
a table under it.

The blood was frozen on the floor
of the hall. Witness said that sev-|
eral years ago he had bought the house
which had once been an office for the
Norton Griffiths Company. As to

Dr. H. L. Abramson.

Dr. H. L. Abramson, provincial pa-
thologist, was called and testified that
he performed an autopsy on Dec. 26 on
the body of Mrs. Clara Whiteside. He
had been asked to perform the autopsy
as soon as possible. It was several
‘hours before he could perform the
work as the body was frozen. He found
Mrs. Whiteside’s hair matted with
blood. The sleeve of the shirt was
stained to the elbow. Round the neck
was a band of cotton, twice wound
round, and on one end was a blood
stain. On the right hand little finger
was an abrasion 1Y% inches long and
three superficial lacerations on the right
hand.

The left hand showed a fracture of
the third finger. The left arm was set
in a position as if to shield her from
her assailant and the right hand was
bent over the top of the left. Both
breasts indicated that she had been ly-
ing face downwards.

Four Blows at Least, His View.

The left eye was swollen on the up-
per and lower lid, and over it was a
large laceration exposing a fracture of
the skull. There was a laceration 8%
inches long, 1% inches at the widest
part. The skin was not completely
separated by the laceration, but when
lifted up witness could see the lacera-

the quantity of blood in the hallway,
witness said that it extended from the|
living room door to the front door, |
and it looked very much as if the body |
had been shifted after the murder.

Nearby Houses

The height of the cellar was between
five and six feet. There were steps
leading from the ground to the trap
in the kitchen floor. Mr. Cairns said
that he figured that it was a friend
of the dog or somebody that was ac-
quainted with the dog that had visited
the house. The cellar door was in
view of the County Hospital on the
south end of the house, about a quar-
ter of a mile from the Hospital and
could not be seen from the road.

The nearest residence to that of Mrs.
Whiteside was that of Mr. Osmon,
which was down in the hollow about
100 yards distant. James Gorman|
had resided in a hollow on the other
side of the road but much farther
away.

To the jury, witness sald that his
sister painted pictures but he had
never heard of any person bothering
her about pictures and that she had
said that she would get the police.

Going to Pay by Checks

The last day witness had seen his
sister, she said that she was lonesome
there, and said that she would come
into the city and get a couple of
rooms. Witness said that he offered
to get a good dog for his sister, but
she said that he need not because Mr.
Gorman was going to give her his dog
when he left the city.

On Nov. 9 witness spoke to his sis-
ter about a cot and she said James
Gorman had asked for it. Then on
the eleventh she said that she had giv-
en the cot to Gorman.

At one time she left the vestibule
door open to allow a waif dog in for
shelter and it would bhrk if any per-
son came round the house, he said.

Witness said that his sister would
consult him about work to be done
about the house, and recently she said
that she was going to pay bills by
checks. Her money was in the Royal
Bank in King street, and at one time
she told witness about Gorman fix-
ing the steps at the front of the house.
One time she sald that she lost a
watch, that was in the summer, and
told Gorman that she had detectives
looking. Later the watch was placed
back and left in the place where she
had missed it. Then she said that she
had Mr. Osmon working for her, but
took Mr. Gorman back later as his
work suited better.

Not Man Working For her, Report

On the last Sunday that witness
saw his sister, she said that she was
going to complain to Mr. Osmon
about his children, ithat she did not
feel like cleaning up the messes after
them about her place. This conver-
sation took place on Sunday, Dec. 9.

It was the week that the Protes-
tant Ophans’ Fair was being conduct-
ed in the city that witness had a
conversation with his sister. She sald
that one night not long ago & fellow
knocked at her door and she had ask-
ed “Who is there?” 'The man would
not answer and she said, “If you don’t
go away I'll telephone to the police.”
She said that then she turned on the
lights and played the organ and the
man went away. She had informed a
cousin of witness that the man who
had been about the house was not the
man who had been working for her,
as it was not his footsteps that she
heard.

Some time in the summer she told
witpess that an old man had called at
the house and got something to eat.
He said that she was good looking and
gsome day he woild come back and
marry her. For these remarks she sent
him away from the house.

Witness said that some cans of milk
and a barrel of apples were sent out
{o her some time ‘in November. She
was in the habit of giving the apples
to children for running errands for her.
Witness sald that his sister was not in
the habit of keeping much money
about her house.

No Moaey in House, He Knew of,

It was on Dec. 11 that Mrs. White-
side bought $150 stock in the Purity
Ice Cream Company. She informed
witness what she had done and said
that she made the purchase from a
Mr. Brown who told her she could get
her money back whenever she wanted
it. Witness told her to get the money.
She later told witness that she tried
to get the money back from Mr. Brown

{that had been used. From the char-

He could
not say how long the woman had been
dead as the body was frozen, but an
examination of the intestines showed
that the body had been dead for some
time.

Any one blow across the temple or
back of the head weuld have caused
death. He made a note about the
wrapping of the cotton about the neck.
It was tied in front with one knot but
was not tight. There was no sign of
any outrage or an attempt at outrage.
Sergeant Detective Power was granted
the privilege of recalling Dr. Abram-
son if wanted.

James P, Gorman.

James P. Gorman,
is being held by the detectives for fur-
ther investigation, was called. He
testified that he used to reside in East
St. John in a little house in a hollow
on the right side of the road going to-
wards Courtenay Bay works, about 800
yards ‘from Mrs. Whiteside’s house.
Witness said that he used to do some
work for Mrs. Whiteside. The last
time he worked for her was about
Dec. 1 when he fixed the double win-
dows and pit on the outside door, he
sald. He (ﬁd work on the steps about
the same time. He had been doing
work off and on about the place for
about a year. When she had a little
job she got witness to do it for her.
He worked probably about 20 days in
the year. There were no big jobs, and
the biggest would be three or four
days. He built a cupboard or china
closet inside the house and took off the
double windows in the spring and
worked on the steps and platform.

Gave Her Dog, He Says.

He saw Mrs. Whiteside last on Dec.
11 or 12 at her house, he said. He was
there to give her his dog. Witness said
that Mrs. Whiteside paid him for the
last job previous to these dates. He
was there but a very few minutes when
he gave her his dog. He had prom-
ised her the dog about the time that
he was working for her.

Gorman said that he left St. John on
Dec. 18 and had planned to leave the
city when he was through with the
work at Courtenay Bay about Nov.
17. He then set out looking for an-
other job and applied to Mr. McDon-
ald who is an employment agent in
Main street. He did not apply to Mr.
McDonald tntil about Dec. 11 and got
a job right off. Between Nov. 17 and
Deec. 11 he did not make any applica-
tion for a job, as he was looking
around to see if he could get work.
He got his ticket on Dec. 12 and left
the next day and went to Swan Creek
and remained there until Dec. 27. He
had not been in St. John between
these dates. He went to work for a
Mr. Aiken in a lumber camp and had
never been away from the works
where he was cutting lath wood with
axe and saw.

Had a Few Words, He Says.

Regarding Mrs. Whiteside, witness
said that they had a few words one
time. She had a qiuck temper, but,
the few words did not amount to any-
thing. That was in the spring and
was about the steps which he was fix-
ing. She had mislaid a watch and
thought some person had taken it and
said she thought witness was the guil-
ty person. It was not abce tve watch
that they had the words. He wantéd
to fix the steps one way and she an-
other. e

Told of Man, He Says.

Never Gazed at House, He Says.

To Juror Jones, witness said that he
moved from East St. John three or
four days before he went to work. He
met the cook and two men by the
name of.Williams on the train bound
for Swan Creek. When he saw the
paper about the women being mur-
dered and his name implicated he came
to St. John. He said that he had fre-
quently passed the Whiteside house
but was never in the habit of standing
in front of the house gazing at it. He
used to go to the house to get water.
He said that he had no suspicion in his
mind how the murder was done. Os-
mon made a remark that on Dec. 17
he saw her feeding a dog. He (Os-
mon) had said that on Dec. 19 he got
no response and he went home and got
a flashlight and Mrs. Whiteside was
lying in the entrance, Witness at this
stage was interrupted by Detective
Power, and Coroner Porter said that
Osmon had not stated that he had
seen the body. Witness said that the
only information he got was from the
paper.

No Quarrel With Osmon, He Says.

Continuing, witness said that hehad
no suspicion who killed the woman and
did not know of any one having ill
will against Mrs. Whiteside. He never
had a quarrel with Osmon but he did
not know how Osmon felt about it.
Witness did not know where the wo-
man was now who had lived with him.
When he returned to the city he was
going to the house of Mrs. Sullivan in
Brook street, where he had a room,
when he was accosted by a police of-
ficer and taken to the station. He was
in East St. John on Dec. 13 and left
that afternoon for Swan Creek on the
4.40 train. He gave up his house in
Fast St. John about Dec. 12 and had
his furniture moved to Breok street,
he said. He did work about the house
for Mrs. Sullivan and was paid $10
and given his board and room.

Juror Worden asked witness about
a cook stove that had been moved
from his house, and witness replied,
“What has a cook stove got to do with
this case? This is a chance for a man
to clear himself on a criminal case, not
a stove case.”

Witness said that when he bid Mrs.
Whiteside good-oye he gave her his
dog and they parted on friendly terms.

To DeWitt Cairns, witness said that
Mrs. Whiteside had given him a cot.

Detective Herbert Kilpatrick,

Detective Herbert Kilpatrick gave
evidence that he went to Swan Creek
to check up on the movements of James
Gorman. e saw men in the camp and
learned from a man named McCarthy
that he and Gorman arrived at the
camp, worked together dnd slept to-
gether until the night of Dec. 19 when
McCarthy went to cook. McCarthy
saw Gorman at every meal hour be-
tween those dates. McCarthy was due
to leave the camp today but did not
arrive. He said that he had a severe
cold and was coming home.

Witness interviewed Mr. Aiken in
Fredericton. Mr. Aiken conducted the
lumbering work at Swan Creek and his
officihl time sheet showed that Gorman
had three meals at the camp every day
from Dec. 13 until Dec. 27 when he
left for St. John.

George F. Babbett informed witness
that he saw Gorman every day from
Dec. 18 to Christmas and then Mr.
Babbett went home for the holiday.

John Hanson had told witness that
Gorman, with McCarthy and two men
named Williams, arrived at the camp
on Dec. 13 and had been there right
along. Willlam Sowers, a foreman,
presented an official time sheet to wit-
ness showing that Gorman had- been
at the camp from Dec. 18 to Dec. 21.
Mr. Aiken said that Gorman drew $3
from him Dec. 27 when Gorman was
leaving for St. John.

Mr. Mullins, who was-at the camp,
said that he arrived there on Dec. 17
and had seen Gorman there every day
until he left on Dec. 27.

Tan ‘McLaughlin,

Jan McLaughlin, who works for the
St. John Dry Dock and Shipbuilding
Company, Ltd., told about being sent
to do work for Mrs. Whiteside. He was
at the house on December 17 but could
get no response after knocking at the
door. He was at the house three or
four days previously and could not get
any response when he knocked at the
door. They had work to do on the
chimney and on Dec. 17 went to the
house but did not see Mrs. Whiteside.
William Richards accompanied witness.
They went to work on the chimney and
took two tiles off it. There was no
heat in the chimney when they took
the pipe off and there was no smoke in
the flue. They were at the house for
about three-quarters of an hour be-
tween 12 and 1 o'clock on Dee. 17.
‘They went away and returned about 2
o'clock and worked for a while, and,
finishing up the work qulck’y returned
to the Courtenay Bay works. They
did not see Mrs. Whiteside during the
time they were at the house and could
get no jresponse on knocking at the
door, nor did they see any dog.

William Richards.

William Richards, who corroborated

the evidence given by McLaughlin. He
said that he rapped on the door but
could get no response. He also rang
the bell pushing the button near the
torm door.

Chasles Osmon

Charles Osman, a provincial con-
stable, residing at East St John, was
the next witness called.

He
last saw Mrs. Whiteside alive on
Dec. 17, at noon, he said. “1 waited
for a car to go into the city about 1
oclock,” he sald. “She was feeding
three or four dogs and was standing
on the stoop outside the front door on
a platform. I know it was the 17th
because my children said the next day
they were going to school and said
Mrs. Whiteside was not about that
day, as the dogs were locked in and
she must be out.”

When asked by a juror, “How about
it being a week before?” witness said,
“dates may vary.’ He said that those
at his home saw Mrs. Whiteside almost
every day. If they did not see her
in the day time they would see her
go out in the' evening. She had a
habit of going out quite a lot in the
evening, sometimes to town and some-
times to Mr. Sheehan’s. Once or twice
recently Mrs. Whiteside went over to
Little River. She usually went over
to visit Rev. Mr. Lawson. Many
nights she went out and left the lights
buring in the house. She went out
three or fourenights a week for an
hour or two. Dec. 17 was on a Mon-
day.

Witness did not notice Mrs. White-
side on the Sunday but thinks she
had a visitor as there was a small
child at ‘the house on Sunday, Dec.
16.

Witness, continuing, said. “I did
not speak to Mrs. Whiteside on the
seventeeth. I was in my kitchen and
saw her from there, I am almost
positive it was the seventeenth and-it
was on Monday.

The inquest was adjourned until
this evening at 7.80 o’clock.

ELECTION PROTEST
INQUEENS COUNTY

J. A. VanWart and Ray-
mond Magee Claim Coun-
cil Seat From Hampstead

Gagetown, Jan. 2 — Complications
have developed in the election of a
councillor for the parish of Hampstead,
there being two claimants for one seat
at the council board. No court action
has been taken, but it is expected the
council will deal with the contest when

it meets here on Jan. 15.

The regular councillors election was
held on October 9 last when G. Bay-
ard Slipp and J. Arthur VanWart de-
feated W. T. Inch, the only Liberal
running, and Harry W. Scott. All ex-
cept” Mt, Inch are Conservatives. Mr.
VanWart, it is claimed, neglected to
file notice of taking his oath of office
with B. A. Adamson, county secretary,
within the 30 days as provided by law.
It was thought that Mr. VanWart did
not care to act as councillor, and steps
were taken to have the special election
called. Two months after the regular
election the parish clerk posted notices
calling a special election on Dec. 26.
About the same time Mr. VanWart fil-
ed notice he would take the oath. The
notice was held to be too late and amid
considerable excitement an election was
held, polling taking place at Hibernia,
with the result that Raymond Magee
defeated Caswell Vallis, Mr. VanWart
not being a candidate.

Result of the Year in United
States—The Pound
Sterling,

New York, Jan. 3—(United Press)—
Toward the end of the year an interest-
ing phenomenon with historical import-
ance was registered in the security mar-
kets. The pound sterling in its flight |
from probable increases in tax levies as '
an aftermath of the recent election m;
Berlin, has found its way into the Am-;
erican investment markets on a com-
paratively large scale. The substantial
gains made by the Labor Party in Eng-
land at the last election carried the
threat of a capital tax, 8o much of a
threat that the British security markets
were greatly disturbed and British bal-
ances in foreign lands were increased.

Before the world war in August, 1914,
American business and industry were
“going great guns.” Prosperous condi-
tions ruled in most sections of the coun-
try and predictions for the future were
optimistic. However, the security mar-
kets did not reflect this prosperity.
Bonds and stocks were being quietly but
steadily sold. That was before murmur-
ings of political complications began to
reach America through the public prints.
But European investors began system-
atically to turn their securities, the ac-
cumulations of decades, into cash.
Naturally, our choice rail stocks and
bonds and our seasoned industrial is-
sues were unable to hold up under this
pressure. European funds were fore-
saking our markets and we were feeling
the results acutely.

Capital Coming to uU. 8.

Now, for the first time in history, we
find European capital fleeing to America
on the eve of a conflict, this time a po-
litical conflict, with threats of worse in
he offing. War threats on the contin-
ent had already sent German funds, as
well as loose funds of the weaker coun-
tries, into the London market for sanc-
tuary, but now the general exodus is to
America.

Rail bonds are well known in Europe, |
and it is in these that much of the for- |
eign buying has occurred of late. Sea-|
soned industrials, such as the steels and
the coppers, have been well taken. The
Canadian Pacific bonds enjoyed the in-
itial purchases since the securities of the

regard to the existing marketing prac-
tices which enable farmers to form a
fairly definite estimate as to the chances
of success of thelr prospective co-opera-
ttve associations.

One of the principal objects of co-op-
eration is to replace inefficient methods

The data that is avaflable as a result
of studies and investigations make it

keting function can be more effic-
jently performed by a co-operative or-
ganization or wheéther it should be left
to the initiative of private middlemen.
In this way many failures are avoided.
Data is also avaiflable in regard to
forms of organization and business prac-
tices, such as financing, storing and
merchandising, and the information is
spread and popularized by various offic-
fal and unofficial educational agencies

Blg Business Done.

The result of all this is that the coun-
try is covered with a network of suc-
cessful local co-operative associations
and marketing federations. Census fig-
ures show that a business of $806,000,000
in cp-operative marketing and buying
was done through farmers’ organiza-
tions in 1919, One farm out of every
twelve in the United States marketed
agricultural products through farmers'
organizations, and one farm out of every
twenty reported co-op tive purchasing
of supplies,

The total number of farms selling
products through agricultural co-opera-
tion associlations was ©6511,383. Sales
through the farmers’ marketing organi-
zations ran up to $721,983,000, which is
an average of $1,412 for each farm re-
porting. The most important products
s0 marketed were grain, milk, oream,
fruit, and truck crops. Since the census
figures were published many more co+
operative associations were organized,
such as the great tobacco pools in the

'e most important tobacco producing
states. These pools control from 65 to
85 per cent. of the tobacco raised in
their respective states.

This short sketch of the progress of
agricultural co-operation proves that
farmers are determined to have somo-
thing to say regarding the conditions of
the sale of their products and not to
teave it entirely to the discretion of the
buyers, as has been the case in the

igt. The rapid growth of the co-opera-
five 1dea heralds the coming of the time
when all marketing will be conducted in
‘am orderly manner,

Reduces Expenses.

Co-operation, by bringing the farmers
together, enables them to market their
products on a large scale, thus propor-
ionally reducing operating expenses.
Besides this advantage, co-operation de-
velops acumen, initiative and a spirit
of solidarity whereby farmers get accus-
tomed to working harmoniously toward
the improving of their condition.

While co-operation is an invaluable
factor so far as the improvement of the
ccoromic and social conditions of farm-
ers is concerned it is far from being, as
many people believe, a panacea for all
farm ills. There are many forces at
work in modern society thwarting the
good effect of co-operation as well as
all other legitimate business activities.

Among these forces are various mo-
ropolies, such as the monopoly of land
and other natural resources, which in-
crease the farmer's cogt of production
and at the same time lower his income
by decreasing the purchasing power of
the consuming public.

Until farmers understand and apply
the remedies that are needed to cure
these basic evils they cannot hope to
bring about a permanent improvement
in the agricultural situation either
through co-operative marketing or by
any of the other means that are com-
monly advocated. /

In
the reign of Henry the Eighth, he said,
more than half the wealth of England
was in endowments, mostly ecclesias-
tical, but was tied up by restrictions
that were too severe.

The first real blow for freedom, he

asserted, was struck by Russell Sage,

who invested independence of control

in the trustees of the Sage Founda-
tion. Large scale endowments men-
tioned by him were the Rockefeller
Foundation with a capital of $175,-
000,000 the General Education  Board,
also a Rockefeller institution, with
$125,000,000; the Laura Spellman
Memorial with $80,000,000, and the
Carnegie Corporation with $125,000,-
000. In addition, there were the

YOUNG STRBLNG
BEATS ROSENBERG

Georgia Lad Meets Oppon-
ent’s Rough Tactics and
Wins Handily,

New York, Jan. 8—The first day of
the new year turned out to be a most
felicitous ome for the Striblings, of
Georgia. Nineteen-year-old William
L. (Young) Stribling, Jr., dealt out an
almost annihilating pasting to Dave
Rosenberg, of Brooklyn, in the ring at
the Newark armory, while “Pa” Strib-
ling, “Ma” Stribling and a younger
brother, Herbert, looked on with ap-
proving eyes.

Stribling
was entitled to eleven rounds, with
only one, the fifth, going to Rosen--
berg.

Perhaps the most surprising part of
the whole thing was the manner in
which the Georgian roughed the bull-
like Brooklyn boy around the ring.
Rosenberg is notorious for his rough
tactis. But no sooner did he begin to
play his tricks than Stribling showed
he was Rosenberg’s superior in that
department as well as all others.
Seeming to say: “If you want a rough
house fight you can have it,” the high
school lad threw his more experienced
opponent around like a sack of wheat.
When Dave got mean Stribling would
shove him off with both hands and
pail him with a right to the jaw as he
went spinning back.

Stribling also got Rosenberg into all
sorts of awkward positions at close
yuarters, turning him half-way around
at times. Never before in his career
has Dave been pushed around and
slapped around and pasted in general
as he was yesterday. However, be-
Yore going further it is only fair to
point out that Rosenberg claimed.an
injured left hand before he went in
the ring and that his infrequent /e
of his left gave the color of truth to
the injured hand story.

The youngster from Georgia skip-
ped about as lightly as a lightweight.
Rosenberg, what with Stribling’s su-
perior footwork and boxing ability,
had only one feasible mode of attack—
to work in close with as little damage.
to himself as possible and pound away
at Stribling’s. body with his right ~
hand. That was the plan he adopted
and he stuck to it religiously until the

last round, when he realized that his
only chance for victory was to score a
knockout. So Dave began trying to
reach Stribling with long lefts, none
of which found their mark.

PTURE FEATURE

Actors Work With Govern-
ment Fighters in “The
Ninety and Nine.”

Few directors and few companies
are called upon to go through the
gruelling, heart-breaking work that
Director David Smith of Vitagraph
and his company stood up to in the
filming of “The Ninety and Nine,”
which was shown at Queen Square
Theatre last night.

Hollywood, Dec. 81.—The fastest plc-
ture that has been unreeled on the Uni-
versal lot, and on any studio lot, for
that matter, this season is “Sporting
Youth,” a Byron Morgan story of the
roaring road.

Meshing the action with a real auto
race over the famous 80-mile dirt
course at Del Monte, California, Direc-
tor Harry A. Pollard gave orders to
the athletic and intrepid Reginald
Denny to step on it.

The race, in which flashes of Denny
are interwoven with the authentic
shots of the Del Monte speed event, is
replete with thrills, including the start-
ling and unstaged smash of a car which
hurtles the driver into a crowd of spec-
tators. That accident, caught by one
of a score of cameras Universal had
mounted along the course, kept the
driver in the hospital for weeks and
injured several bystanders.

Interlarded with the thrills is the

Missing Girls Are
‘Lured by Movies

Los Angeles, Jan. 8—(United
Press).—The lure of the movies is
glven by the National Assoclation of
Travelers’ Ald Socleties as the rea-
son for more than twice as many
women and girls dropping out of
sight In Los Angeles than In any
other large city in the country In
proportion to population In the an-
nual compllation of statistics.

In Los Angeles alone, according
to their figures, 1,120 women, most-
ly under the age of 21, were report-
ed missing In 1822. All but 900,
however, had been located, elther
dead or allve, up to Dec. 81.

Reports from thirty-seven other
cities glve a total of 31,638 men,
women and chlidren who disappear-
ed, of whom 2,500 were never found.

Among Indlvidual reports of cities,
the statement sald, police reports
show that 2,446 girls and women
were reported missing during the
year In New York; 1,849 In Chic-
ago; Phlladelphia, 1,006; St. Louls,
798; San Francisco, 471, and Detroit,
311. About 92 per cent. of the miss-
ing were finally located.

Commissioner Bullock said there was
one very important matter which
should be disposed of before the ap-
propriations for 1924 were made up,
and that was provision for some men
who had been for many years in the
employ of the city and should be re-
tired, and he moved that a report be
placed before the next committee
meeting showing the number of men
80 years of age, the length of service
and rate of pay.

When this information had been
furnished the several commissioners in
whose department they were found
could make arrangement to retire
them on half pay. He knew of some
in his department and in S0me in-
stances the place made vacant would
not be filled.

Commissioner Wigmore said he had
given a great deal of thought to this
question and was prepared to support
the resolution. He had gone a little
further in the matter and had made a
suggestion at one time that all civic
employes who had been over 25 years
in the city employ and not phrysically |
able to perform their duties, be retir-
ed at the age of 65 on half pay. He
had in his own department four men|
who had served from 25 to 40 years

and these men were entitled to retire- H

ment on half pay.

Mayor Fisher said these propositions
made no provision for the man who
had been 24 years in the employ of
the city and who might have to retire
from active work.

Commissioner Frink pointed out
that a bill had been passed, giving the
city power to pass a superannuation
by-law and suggested that the city go|
ahead under it. !

Commissioner Wigmore pointed out!
that the men under discussion would
fdot come under the ordinary super-
annuation scheme as they could not
be expected to contribute toward it.
