Blames Brewers for Dry Laws.

“In my opinion brewery interests are
entirely responsible for the advent of
prohibition,” said Louis Meiér, grain in-
spector for the Chamber of Commerce
and for nine years proprietor of a saloon
at Muskego avenue:and Mitchell street.
“The first consideration with them was
to get the money. It mattered little
| whether a man applying for a saloon was
clean or not. When given a stand by
the brewery he was really little more
than a bar-tender for them. 'I'hey watch-
ed his trade and income,.and when he
built it up a little they would correspond-
ibngly increase the rent and the price of

eer.

“Consequently, the saloon keeper, in
many instances, was forced to accept the
last nickel of a drunken man who may
have been depriving his family of food
and clothing. But this was of no con-
cern to the bréwery. If the saloon keep-
er got into trouble by catering to women
and minors, or permitted drunken orgies
lin his place, he might lose his license but
|the brewery would simply put another
saloon keeper in the stand and continue
to watch the business from a financial
point of view.

pair | Ostracized By Society.

“The saloon keeper, I found, was gen-
erally ostracized socially. The poor look
'upon him as the one responsible for tak-
ling the wages of the head of a family.
{ The public does not realize that condi-
{ tions under which scloons have been op-
|erated were, in most cases, duc to the
jmanner jn which breweries grippéd the
man holding a lease on one of their
places. Of course, location and trade has
much to do with the conduct of these
places, but after all it is the brewery in
the long run that controls the saloon
’keeper, no matter where he may do busi-
| ness. .

Dr. Chas. Burney, the celebrated or-
ganist of the 18th century, tells stories
of curious organs he saw on the Contin-
ent. For instance, he tells of an organ
he saw in the Abbey of St. Bertin, at
St. Omer, which was built by a country
mechanic who could neither read nor
wiite, nor play on his instrument when
it was made. He also tells of a curious
instrument he came across in the Gar-
rison Church, Berlin, with reference to

which he says:—“I found a large organ
in this church, built by Joachim Wag-
ner; it is remarkable for compass, having
fifty keys in the manuals, and for its
number of pipes, amounting - to 8,220;
but still more so for the ornaments and
machinery of the case, which are in the
old Teutonic taste and extremely curi-
ous.’

“At each wing is a kettle-drum, which

Minimum Wage

At the stabilized
price of $4.32 per 100 pounds for the
paddy, or unmilled rice, which is being
maintained, the value of our remaining
rice is around $15,000,000. This large
value, however, is due to the high price,
the pre-war price ranging between $1.50
and $2 per bag.

The early settlers of ¢he state regard-
ed the Sacramento delta as certain to
become a great rice-growing district.
This was not because they knew any-
thing about growing rice, but because
they associated rice with swamps, and
there was the swamp. Several experi-
ments were made, one by the University
of California, but nothing came of them.
because they did not know howto go to
work. Our rice lands are not the lands
which our pioneers pitched on as the
scene of our future rice industry.

The lands which we in this state find
especially fitted for rice growing are not
those of deep alluvial or peaty soils
which border the lower rivers, but the
adobe lands further up, underlain within
a reasonable distance below the surface
by a hardpan to hold the water during
the growing season, when the rice is
flooded. There was almost no use made
of our present rice lands except for pas-
ture until rice growing was introduced.
The greatest ‘advantage from the indus-
try is the utilization of these adobe
lands.
+.Of course, rice is grown in this state
on other than adobe lands, but it is
doubtful whether the use of alluvial soils
for rice growing will be permanent in
this state. Rice is the cheapest cereal
that is grown, and where the water sup-
ply is as limited as it is with us, it is
probable that it can be used more profit-
ably, except on the adobe soil referred
to, in the production of other crops. But,
at $4.32 per 100 pounds for paddy, noth-
ing can beat rice for profit, if grown by
those who know how.

“The call for the convention shall be
sent to each provincial Liberal govern-
ment, to each provincicl Liberal associ-
ation, to each dominion Liberal member,
and to each Liberal candidate defeated
at the last dominion election.

“The provincial Liberal assocization, in
conjunction with each dominion mem-
ber. defeated candidate, as the case
may be, shall arrange the date, place and
hour of meeting of the local convention
in each dominion constituency at which
three delegates for the national conven-
tion are to be elected.

“If the sitting member, or the defeated
candidate, refuses or fails to act, or, in
the evént of the death of such member or
candidate, the parliamentary general.
committee may select a resident of the
constitnency affected by such failure,
e ftlect or death to act in conjunction
vith the provincial Liberzal association in
taking the necessary steps to have a
local eonvention held and three dele-
gates ‘elected in accordance with these
regulations.

“In each constituency in which there
is an active Liberal association, the sit-
ting Liberal member, the defeated candi-
date or the resident selected as in the
next preceding paragraph mentioned,
may request the president of such asso-
ciation to co-operate with him in cll
matters relating to the calling and hold-
ing of the local convention for the elec-
tion of the said three delegates.

“A local convention shall be called in

New York, May 9—The heirs of Jay
Gould, railroad financier, who accumu-
lated one of America’s greatest private
fortunes, are in a ‘quarrel over the ad-
ministration of the $88,000,000 estate he
left them.

Canada already has granted credits .of
$25,000,000 each to Belgium, Greece,
Roumahia and France, making ‘4 total
of $100,000,000. Other credits are under
discussion. Large advances also have
been made to the mother country to en-
able her to pay for products for herself’
and: her-Allies. ot e

Canada is operating in the foreign field
through a well organized system of trade
commissioners. This has been supple-
mented by a trade mission in London
and a branch mission’in Paris. ‘Fhis
machinery is designed to get into close
and quick touch with European neces-
sities with a view to placing Canada’s
natural and.industrial resources at the
service of the countries over here for
reconstruction. The results thus far
achieved have given rise to great optim-
ism in regard to Canada’s immediate
future in trade. i

A large part of Canada’s war-time in-
dustries are said to be convertible for
peace-time manufactures. Canada’s war
industries were, as a matter of fact,really
an organization of her peace fatilities.
Sir George Foster estimates that the
losses which will be sustained in the con-
version will be a minimum.

Coupled with the quick return to
peace conditions industrially has been
the successful working out of the de-
ymobilization scheme for the troops.
These men are rapidly being absorbed
into their old occupations. All the
Canadian troops remaining on this side
will be back home in about two months,
it is said, ready to take up their pre-
war work.

Government

Shipbuilding Plans

Has Big

Pafli‘ament Asked to

- Millions for Construction; Forty-four Steel
Ships Now Under Contract

Vote Another Thirty

Ottawa, May 8—An important state ment on the government shipbuilding
programme was made by Hon. C, C, Ballantyne, minister of marine and naval
affairs, who asked the house of commons this afterncon to vote another thirty
million dolars for the construction of ships. He said there are now under con-
tract in the shipyards of Canada from Halifax to ‘Prince Rupert, forty-five
steel ships for the government of Canada and twenty-five of them are to be

. placed in commission this year.

$42,000,000 In Contracts.

The value of the contracts placed is
forty-two millions and up to the end of
August $20,000,000 will have been paid
out. In addition to the ships bejng con-
structed for the Canadian government,
meny are being built for the govern-
ments of other countries. At Victoria
(B. C.), fifty wooden ships are being
turved out for the French government at
a cost of $200 a ton deadweight.

Mr. Ballantyne said prospects for the
exvansion of Canada’s export trade were
never brighter than at present and ships
were absolutely necessary.

The government has placed contracts
at $180 to $200 a ton deadweight which
is $25 a ton lower than-the prices secured
by the American government, said the
minister. He added theat all theplates
used in construction of the ships in
Canada have been imported from the
United States. Touching on the future

% . of. the goverament he announced
that it had not yet been decided how
many more ships would be ordered. The
thirty millions he was-asking for ctv‘ms to

% complete the contracts:already.

40,000 Men Eployed.

He scid there. were  thirty thousand
men engaged in the shipyards of the
Dominion and another ten thousand in
Allied industries producing boilers, en-
gines, etc. If the government ceased
building ships, forty thousand men
might be thrown out of employment.
For that reason the government proposed
to order additional ships to keep the
vards busy throughout the year 1919 and
probably during part of 1920, but they

could not go on ordering ships because
there will be a limit to everything and
they were getting very near that point.
The shipbuilders must not expect there
would be many more government orders
to fill, still he realized the Canadian ship-
builders could not compete with the
world and the question of bonuses or
production of some kind would have. to
be taken into consideration. The min-
ister referred briefly to the sensational
decline in the price of steel plates from
4Y; to 2% cents per pound since the
armistice and said negotiations would
be carried on with a view to the modifi-
cation or cancellation of government con-
tracts. A quarter of a million tons had
been contracted for in the United States.

Disfranchise Defaulters.

Ottawa, May 8—Hon. Arthur Meig-
hen presented in the house this afternoon
his bill to disfranchise defaulters under
the M. S. A. The classes covered by
the bill comprise all those who failed in
their ' obligations under the act. They
are disqualified in 'the following respects
for a period of fifteen years:

1. From holding office under :the
Crown.

2. From being a member of parlia-
ment or a member of the senate.

.8 From voting in any dominion elect-
ion.

The bill provides that any defaulters
who have satisfied any conviction law-
fully obtained and the punishment im-
posed, shall not be included. Nor are
those included who came in under the
amnesty proclamation of August last,
nor any having been apprehended, actu-
ally served in the military forces. Fur-

ther, any who subsequently satisfied the
terms of any legal conviction thereby
become relieved of the disqualification
provided by the act.

Militia Auditor,

James A. Robb was tqld by the min-
ister of militia that on Feb. 8, 1918, an
order-in-council was passed providing
for the appointment of a general auditor
for the militia department responsible
to the deputy-minister, but on May 22
of the same year the general auditor of
the militia department was removed
from the jurisdiction of that district and
made responsible to and under control
of the auditor-general. He was informed
that the auditor;appointed was Lieuten-
ant-Colonel D, F. Pidgeon, who joined
the C. E. F. on Aug. 10, 1914, as a lieu-
tenant, was promoted to the rank of
captain, .and ‘' served overseas twelve
months, nine months of which he was in
France. His salary was stated to be
$4,182, the same as the general auditor
overseas, - His previous occupation was
a financial and real estate broker.

Washington, D. C., May 8—Latin
America rapidly is producing notable
aviators. Every encouragement to fly-
ing is given by numeétous private clubs
that look upon aviation as a sport and
as the solution of difficult problems of
the . transportation of mail, passengers
and merchandise. Frequently only a
few miles of air line separate two im-
portant towns between which communi-
cation except by wire is a matter of
days, if not weeks. This is due to moun-
tainous topography, lack of railways and
the rough and winding character of the
few roads and trails, These handicaps
seem only to stimulate the young South
American to greater feats in the air and
the governments to overcome them by
estatblishing regular service as a matter
of business, Together these forces are
working a development of aviation in
South America of whi¢h North America
has but little conception.

At the moment when interest in flying
in centred on the proposed transatlantic
trip from Newfoundland the particulars
of the recent flight across the Andes of
Lieutenant Dagoberto Godoy, of Chili,
have come to the Pan-American Union
for publication in its next bulletin. As
the ocean adventure will be the greatest
straightaway flight ever attempted, so
was the accomplishment of the young
Chillian army officer the breaking of the
world’s xjecor?l"for height in crossing
mountain ranges. There are higher
mountain chains than the Andes, but
none, it is held, so difficult to cross by
flying. To pass over the highest peaks
has long been the ambition of Chillian
and Argentinian aviators. The daring
engineer George Newberry, of Argentina

was the first to be killed at the foot of

one of them in an attempt to accomplish
the feat. Another Argentinian engineer,
Senor Mascias, also_ was killed.. Lieu-
tenant Zani next got within a few miles
of the divide and was forced to come
to earth. Fiueros, the popular Chillian
flyer, failed in turn. Bradley and Zu-
loaga, two aeronauts of Argentina, a
year ago crossed the Andes in a baloon
and Luis C. Candelaria crossed the south-
ern ridge at a height of 2,000 meters
from Zapala to Cunco still later in an
airplane. i
Godoy’s flight was made from San-
tiago to Mendoza, a distance of 210 kilo-
meters, in one hour and twenty-eight
minutes at a height of 17,300 feet. He

Rails' To Unite \
Oceans In South

Peruvian Government Makes Announbe-
ment That Railway Will be Built
Connecting With Amazon's Head-

walers :

g

Washington, D. C, May 9—An offic-

al announcement has beén made that
the Peruvian Government has undertaken
an ambitious project designed to connect
the Pacific with the Atlantic in the
widest part of South America. This pro-
ject, work on which has actually be-
gun, embraces the construction of a rail-
way line from a point on the Cerro de
Pasco Railway to the navigable waters
of the north on an affluent of the Am-
azon, whence boats will be run to the
Atlantic by that great waterway. .
i Government officials heré are greatly
interested in this undertcking becauseof
American interests in Peru'that will be
benefited, and because of the practically:
unknown territory that' will be opened
up. About all that is known of much
of this territory, both in Perd and Brasil,
i that it is rich in agricultural possibili-
ties and virgin forests of lutaber of many
kinds and of vast extent exist in these
regions.

An American company ~owning the
Cerro de Pasco mines in Péru has been

e

the mines and for the constiruction of the
buildings at the mines, in spite of the
fact that these extensive forests are so
¢lose at hand. The lack ‘of communi-
cation with these forests has prevented
the owners of the properties from get-
ting the lumber necessary for their work
without shipping it from . far distant
points.
