Sir Wilfrid Laurier Presents

What at the present moment promises
to be an all week session of the House of
Commons is now on. Since the speaker
took the chair at three o’clock on Monday
afternoon the discussion of the Borden
naval proposals has been in progress in
committee.  The" first signs of a dead-
lock occurred about ome o’clock in the
morning when Sir Wilfrid Laurier suggest-
ed an adjournment, but Premier Borden
would not agree, he declared that some
progress must be made before the house
rose, :

“Well, then, make some progress,” re-
marked the opposition leader as he walked
out of the chamber. An hour later he was
back in the house and after a short speech
moved the first amendment in the com-
mittee stage. It was the addition to the
clause appropriating $35,000,000 that the
words “for the speedy organization of a
Canadian naval service in co-operation
with and in close relation to the Imperial
na.vy.”

In \support of his amendment that the
appropriation of /835,000,000 be used for
“The speedy ofganization ¢f g
navgl eervice n. wodperstion
cloge relation to the imperial navy,” Sir
Wilfrid Laurier said he saw in the ap-
proaching abrogation of the treaty with
Japan an imminent danger to Canada on
the Pacific coast, and it was there that
a Canadian navy would be needed.

Myr. Borden declared that the money was
not being given to Britain, but was to be
expended upon the construction of ships
to aid in the general defence of the em-
pire. The vessels would remain in the
ownership of Canadg. Sir Wilfrid, he
asserted, had complétely ignored the ad-
miralty’s memorandum. BEvery Liberal had
voted for clause 2 of his bill. ;

Mr. Borden deprecated they idea that
Canada required a fleet on the ‘Pacific
coast. The admiralty could send omne of
ite lesser warships to the defence of that
coast if necessary, and could retain its
largest ships in the decisive theatre, the
North Sea.

At three o’clock, Hon. Rodolphe Lem-
ieux took up the discussion, he quoted in
an ecditorial from the Ottawa Citizen,
headed “Fright and Finances,” which he
said coincided with Mr. Monk’s views as
to the incentive to this frenzied prepar-
ation. He reminded the house that this
wae from the organ of the government in
the capital of the country. He declared
himself in favor of the amendment, be-
cause it upheld the Anglo-Saxon principle
of self-government. He was followed by
Hon, Mr., Emmerson.

Then the fight which has been so long
anticipated was on in earnest. The first
batch of opposition members, who had
been chosen to lead on the fight, settled
down to work, while others went home tc
sleep. A large number of Conservative
members remained in their places grimly
determined to see the fight through to a
finish.

The ministerial-
ists fear the Liberals will epring a snap
division at some moment when their
forces are thinned out by absentees, while
the opposition members say that there is
a possibility that the government will
force matters by introducing some form
of closure. ’

At the conclusion of a long speech by
Mr. Emmerson this morning, A. ¥. Boyce
shouted in defiant tones, “You are going
down to defeat.”

“Not if I know the virility and self-
respect of the Canadian people,” replied
Mr. Emmereon. “But if we go to defeat
we fall not with the sword in its sheath
but broken at the hilt.”

rHE FECBLE MINDED

A delegation of two ‘hundred persons
representing all parts of the province ap-
pealed to the Ontario government last
week for legislation providing for the care
of the feeble-minded. There is a provin-
cial Association for the Care of the Feeble-
minded in that province, and it is fully
convinced that the legislature should take
action without further delay. About 800
jdiots and imbeciles are cared for in an
institution at Orillia, but there are also
about 5,000 feeble-minded persons. abroad
in the province, of whom from 1,500 to
2000 are children of school age. It is
caid that the whole 5000 are so feeble-
minded as to be unable to take care of
themselves and to earn a living except un-
der supervision. It is estimated that
about 200 children are born of feeble-
minded mothers every year in Ontario,
The association, asks for a more strict ex-
amination at entry ports to keep out
of Canada mentally defective immigrants.
1t asks that the provincial government
establish a bureau to keep a record of the
mentally defective. It would increase
munieipal responsibility in the matter of
the issue of marriage licenses, and would
have legislation to prevent the marriage
of mental defectives. The association also
asks the legislature to provide institutions
in various parts of the province for the
care of the feeble-minded, each munici-
pality being required to pay for the main-
tenance and care of its wards up to the
age of twenty-one years, w hen, if they re-
guired further care, they should become
wards of the provincial government. The
deputation stated that seventeen cities and
{owns were prepared to take care of their
feeble-minded . if the government provided
the institutions, while three city councils
had expressed their willingness to take
the matter up individually. The associa-

Hazen were once more somewhat hazy.
The latter read another memorandum esti-
mating a total cost for two fleet units,
when built in Canada and fully equipped
as being $66,957,356, with annual mainten-
ance estimated at $6,414,068. This was
based on an estimated increase of one- |
third more for buildng in Canada with
forty per cent over British maintenance.

The correctness of these figures was
promptly challenged. Hr. Hazen declared
¢ at the information furnished showed that
the average cost per ton for a super- |
dreadnought built in Britain was $433, as
compared with $550 per ton in the United
States, 1

Hon. Mr. Pugsley pointed out that the |
United States super-dreadnought Pennsyl- |
vania, of 81,000 tons, had just been con-
tracted for at $14,173,000, This was at the '
rate of oniy 448 per ton or $92 per ton
less than Mr. Hazen's estimate showed.
Thus on this one battleship alone the lat- |
ter's figures were apparently £3,000,000 |
out.

The government was asked to furnish de- |
tailed information as to the amount in- !
cluded in the Canadian estimate of cost :
for duty for labor, for material, ete. Mr. !
Hazen promised to submit these figures |
later. He also admitted that on the lat-
est estimate the dreadnoghts which Can- |
ada proposed to give to Britain would |
cost, when built in the motherland about |
$39.000,000 and not the $35,000,000 specitied |
in the bill. |

Half an hour after midnight the house |
was settling down for a prolonged sitting
with the Liberals still pressing for more
accurate data and the government evident-
ly determined if possible to force the clause
through before adjourning.

That “Emergency”’ Haunts Borden. ‘

drawal. As to the question of the danger
being less imminent, the honorable mem-
ber must drawn his own conclusions.

Measles

Measles is probably the most universal
and widely distributed of all contagious
diseases in the civilized world. Only a
very limited number of people grow up to
adult age without contracting it. Ome at-
tack, no matter at how early an age, al-
most invariably protects from future at-
tacks. It is said that there are excep-
tions to this rule, but, if so, they are
exceedingly rare.

Measles is a most contagious disease,
when in close contact, but its poison is
not readily diffused through the air to any
great distance. It does, however, cling
with considerabls persistence to clothing,
and it is, therefore, quite possible to con-
vey the disease in this manner.

1t differs, markedly from scarlet fever in
the length of time which elapses from
coming into contact with the contagion
until the disease makes its appearance. In
the latter case the time is very short, only
from one to three days, but in measles it
is' quite prolonged. One day to two weeks
being generally necessary from the time
of exposure to the beginning of the sick-
ness.

This beginning of the sickness is also
very general, and is a most important
phase of the disease. The child begins
to act as if it had a “common cold;” the
nose begins to discharge, the eyes become
watery and, often, a short hacking cough
develops. These symptoms persist for two
three or, perhaps, four days before the
eruption appears, and mo one can gay,
