New York, May 11—A London cable 

says:
Everybody is talking of Winston Church­

ill’s sensational journey to London to vote 
for the home rule bill on Thursday night, 
and his return tb Weymouth the next 
morning in time to join the king at the 
inspection of the fleet and witness the tar­
get practice.

Mr. Churchill left Weymouth with Mr. 
Balfour by six o’clock train, arriving at 
London at ten o’clock. After taking part 
in the home rule division, he returned by 
automobile to Bournemouth, where he left 
the car and was rowed out to the destroy­
er Swift, one of the fastest- vessels in the 
wôrld. She dashed through the early 
morning mists in the channel at racing 
speed of nearly forty knots and reached 
the fleet at Weymouth in ample time to 
join the first squadron.

His all night journey of 300 miles by 
train, automobile and warship to record a 
home rule vote, must incidentally, have 
cost money to hundreds of Unionists. The 
second reading of the home rule bill was 
carried by 101 votes.

That odd vote cast by Mr. Churchill 
meant a difference between winning and 
losing countless bets in political clubs and 
other circles that the second reading ma­
jority would not exceed 100.

Montreal, May 11—There passed away 
yesterday in the Mount Royal Eanatarium, 
one of the best known busines smen of 
New Brunswick, William Allen Hickson, 
of Newcastle, N. B. Mr. Hickson was 
born in Bathurst, N. B., in 1841, and was 
of Irish descent.

The London tailors’ strike has surpris­
ed everyone for its persistency.

Their 
union is small and very poor but day by 
day the movement spread, the strikers in­
vaded work shops, tore up material, and 
compelled small masters to close their 
shops. On Wednesday the East London 
tailors resolved also to strike. London 
tailoring today is largely in the hands of 
foreign Jews who work at home under 
unhealthy conditions. Sweating still ex­
ists as bad as in Kingsley’s days.

whether the Christian church would give 
direction to the movement, which will af­
fect great social changes, or whether the 
leadership woold- be left to those ■ Social­
ists who are antagonistic to the. Christian 
religion. (

Additional forcé is giveh to the remarks 
of Mr. Hawke by an address made by 
one Dr. Hamilton before the Single Tax 
Association in, Toronto this week. JIfe de­
clared that he cared nothing for Platoj 
Confucius, Bud'dah or-Christ; and what he 
did want was the gospel <i Henry George 

and the single tax.
It is perhaps easy to brush aside state­

ments of this kind and declare that^they 
are the expression of a narrow or dis­
eased mind, but that does not end the, 
matter. Such statements are being made 
in cities all over this continent and in 
Europe. Those who argue that either 
Socialism or the single tax would bring 
about a reformation, compared with which 
the influence of Christianity upon the 
world in the past would appear insignific­
ant, do not reckon at all with human na­
ture. They propose a cure that will not 
produce the results which they predict, 
but they are ig deadly earnest about it, 
and the situation ' must be faced by the 
Christian church.

Every 
sailor not on duty was present and oc­
cupied the seats in the centre of the hall, 
the remaining space being filled to 
flowing with sympathetic citizens. 
Venerable Archdeacon Raymond gave 
touching address, and the choir and band 
of St. Mary’s rendered special music. A 
collection was taken at the close, and the 
proceeds handed over to the local furifi 
in aid of the sufferers.

The thanks of the society is due to the 
ministers and choirs of the various 
churches, who have so willingly attended 
our services and helped us with the good 
work. -

nStop Taking Drugs English Woman to Polish Prison
Warsaw, Russian Poland, May 11—Miss 

Malecka, an English woman, was sentenc­
ed yesterday to four years’ penal servi­
tude on a charge of being affiliated with 
the Polish revolutionaries.

London, May 11—The liberal morning 
newspapers protest strongly against the 
sentence, declaring that she was convicted' 
on the flimsiest of evidence. They de­
mand that the British foreign office take 
strong action against Russia in her behalf.

Miss Malecka was arrestee} on July 4 
charged with complicity in plots of. the 
Polish revolutionaries. The British 
foreign office made representations to 
Russia, which country replied that, al­
though Miss Malecka’s mother was Eng­
lish and her father a Pole, naturalized in 
England, the father never had received 
permission to change his nationality and, 
therefore, in accordance with British law, 
his naturalization was ineffective and his 
daughter was a Russian subject.

Atherton signed a receipt for the checks 

and the receipt was forwarded to Superin­
tendent Vickers in Montreal. The witness 
identified a receipt produced as the one 
Atherton had given him. On the following 
day, Dec. 15, the witness said he gave 
Atherton Sixty American Express Com­
pany’s travelers’ checks valued at $100 
each, for which he also got a receipt. The 
witness said that on Dec. 14 Atherton had 
in his possession blank Dominion Express 
money orders to the face value of $9,900, 
and blank foreign checks valued at $4,650.

In answer to a question, he said that 
Atherton would have to account to him 
for the checks, etc. Since Atherton’s ar­
rest, according to the witness,

had redeemed travélers’ checks, re­
gularly issued, valued at $9,440, foreign 
checks regularly issued valued at $1,643.02, 
and money orders regularly issued valued 
at $80.55, making a total value of $11,163.- 

The company had also redeemed 
fraudulently issued checks valued at $8, 
200, some of them cashed by DeWolf & 
Son, of Halifax, Bank of Montreal, St. 
John, Thomas Cooke & Son, of Liverpool, 
and the National Provincial Bank in Liv­
erpool.

The prisoner had accounted for regular­
ly issued checks to the value of $3,168.- 
75 to Mr. Haycock at the St. John office 
and also for some valued at $2,119.55 paid 
into the Liverpool office. No amount of 
the fraudulently issued checks had been 

The total amount of 
checks accounted for by the prisoner is 
$5,188.30, leaving a deficit of $5,975.27 on 
the regularly issued checks.

Frederick C. Hoyt, an employe of J. C. 
Mackintosh & Co., in Halifax, said that 
in December he held the position of pay­
ing teller in the Bank of Montreal here. 
On December 15 Atherton went into the 
bank and got about $2,000 worth of Eng­
lish gold in sovereigns and half sovereigns, 
for which he gave twenty $100 American 
Express Company travellers’ checks. The 
witness identified the checks. They were 
all signed by Atherton, and were submit­
ted to the accountant and later forwarded 
to Montreal.
