Calcutta, May 19—Some striking 

facts bearing on the matrimonial 
conditions in India are contained In 
the latest census report, 
shows that marriage Is almost uni­
versal, especially In the case of 
females.

Infant marriage below the age of 
five still obtains In many parts of 
the country, and scarcely a woman 
can be seen who has reached her 
youth without finding a husband, If 
she is not physically or mentally de­
fective.

Of every thousand women of 10 to 
40 years of age only 62 are unmar­
ried. The average age at which a 
girl Is married In Bengal is 12.03 
years; while In England It Is be­
tween 26 and 27.

The marriageable age of a girl 
has been fixed In Baroda State at 
12, but It Is reduced to nine in spec­
ial cases, and even to six in the case 
of one community. In Mysore the 
age-llmlt Is eight, but there I 
provision that a man of 50 cannot 
marry a girl under 14.

Kearney, N. J., May 19.—The 

molding and plate shop of the 
Federal Shipyards is a complete 
ruin today as the result of a tre­
mendous explosion of unknown 
origin which rocked this section 
last night, doing damage to pro­
perty estimated at $1,600,000. 
The blast, which was heard more 
than five miles away, was fol­
lowed immediately by fire, which 
destroyed the building and large 
quantities of expensive machin­
ery and equipment, and for a 
time threatened to wipe out the 
entire plant. The fire was con­
fined to the bufldmg>where the 
explosion occurred.

The blaze originated in a two- 
story building more than a quar­
ter of a mile long and 300 feet 
wide, where the keel of one new 
vessel had just been laid and 
where other ships were being re­
paired. Between 500 and 1,000 
men are temporarily thrown out 
of work.

.-Section with the West Indies, particu­
larly In connection with the fruit trade, 
I» raised again by the fact that 
Jamaica is preparing to send a delega­
tion to Ottawa to urge the Canadian 
Government to take further action to 
stimulate trade between their country 
and ours. This is a matter in which 
St. John has a very direct interest, 
because it is obviously the port from 
which steamers should ply winter and 
summer carrying Canadian goods to the 
West Indies and bringing back the fruit 
which Canada requires, instead of hav­
ing that fruit and many other products 
reach this country only through the 
United States.

At the present time the whole ques­
tion comes up in a new way, because. 
Jamaica, disappointed with the aboli­
tion of the preferential duties by the 
British Government, is talking about 
cancelling the fifty per cent, preference 
It lias given on English cotton goods 
and negotiating reciprocity agreements 
with countries outside the Empire. It 
is a time, therefore, when Canada 
should naturally be on its guard not 
only to retain its present advantages in 
trade with Jamaica, but to enlarge 
them. Under the trade agreement of 
1920 between Canada and the West 
Indies the Dominion gave Jamaica a 
fifty per cent, preference on many of 
its products in return for a smaller 
preference on certain Canadian goods. 
Since that agreement 
Canada's sales of flour have risen from 
twenty-five per cent, of Jamaica s 
requirements in 1921 to fifty-four per 
cent, in 1923, and Canadian manufac­
tured goods have been sold in the 
Island to a greater extent than formerly, 
displacing mucli that was imported 
from foreign countries, chiefly the

The reputation 
of the American courts and the honor 
of the American medical profession are 
alike involved and the public interest, 
which is above all other considerations, 
lias been gravely injured and is con­
stantly endangered.

Dr. Carlos F. MacDonald, a leading 
alienist, in addressing the American 
Society of Medical Jurisprudence made 
a scathing reference to the Thaw 
case, speaking of the “scandalous mis­
use" of expert testimony “in a murder 
trial, which in its various ramifica­
tions has been a stench in the public 
nostrils for more thqp fifteen years, 
the last chapter in which has only 
recently been exploited in a nearby 
city.” He invited the members of his 
profession to fix a standard of qualifi­
cation for physicians offering them­
selves as experts. Weed out the “hot­
house alienist,” he urged. That is u 
difficult matter, but the Herald- 
Tribune believes a great betterment is 
likely through the plan, advocated at 
the medical meeting by Dr. MacDonald 
and by Federal Judge Francis A. 
Winslow, of eliminating the insanity 
defence from criminal trials. “The 
question of sanity,” it says, “would 
not be argued before the jury; it 
would not enter into the verdict. It 
would be left for determination to a 
commission appointed by the court 
after conviction. Sham insanity could 
seldom cheat justice under such pro­
cedure. On tile other hand, a post­
trial examination might reveal insanity 
that a jury of average men would not 
recognize. Substantial justice would 
he done both to the state and to the 
accused. At present the slighest color 
of abnormality in a defendant means 
a long drawn out battle of alienists. 
The issue of guilt or innocence is 
obscured by a smoke screen of hypo­
thetical questions."

Halifax and St. John, 
both washed by the waters of the 
broad Atlantic, were their main stop­
ping places. A right royal welcome 
was accorded them. City clubs, Boards 
of Trade, civic and Provincial' Gov­
ernments, vied with each other in ex­
tending the hand of fellowship. Har­
bor fronts and transportation facilities 
were inspected. Problems and possi­
bilities were set forth around the ban­
quet board. National hopes and loyal­
ties found eloquent expression as hosts 
and visitors exchanged viewpoints and 
learned many things of each other. It 
was all well. East, centre and West 
cannot get along without each other, 
and this friendly intercourse, of serious- 
minded men. with Canada in their 
view, tended to a better mutual under­
standing and appreciation, and thereby 
another strand was woven into the 
strengthening cord of national unity.

Young English Engineer and 
Wife are Planning Ad­

Stockholm, May 19.—Swedish air­
men, anxious to prove to the public 
that there is a remarkably small mar­
gin of danger in their occupation, have 
just figured oufc that the aviators of 
Sweden have actually flown a distance 
equal to encircling the globe 14% times 
for every fatality.

This record of safety surpasses 
of the United States, according to Col. 
E. C. Erikson of the Swedish Army, 
who says deaths in airplane accidents 
in that country are more than three 
times as frequent for the same unit 
flown. Stated in terms of time, the 
Swedes fly 8,800 hours without a fatal 
accident, as against the Americans 
1,170 hours.

Commercial flying in Sweden has 
been given a new impetus by the de­
cision of the Postal Department to 
support and utilize the new air service 
between Malmo and Hamburg. The 
flying time to London will now be 
only six hours.

“breaking his pair” and thus adding a 
vote in opposition to the budget, to­
gether with the expressions of feelinç 
from manufacturers, indicate that a 
clearly defined tariff issue has been es­
tablished and he proposes to be with 
those who favor greater fiscal freedom.
In Favor of Budget.

It is known that Mr. McMaster im­
mediately after the presentation of this 
year’s budget, «(pressed himself a: 
strongly in support of it and that he 
would probably be compelled out of 
consistency to rejoin the Government 
ranks. He did not deem the time to be 
opportune, however, until the tariff" 
resolutions themselves were submitted 
to the House, and that time is likely 
to be Tuesday or Wednesday of this 
week.

Again, Mr. McMaster does not fee’ 
free to take this action until he has 
had an opportunity of consulting with 
George W. Kyte, the chief Liberal 
whip, who has been out of town dur­
ing the week-end. A letter has, how­
ever, been written to Mr. Kyte by Mr. 
McMaster announcing his intention. It 
is known that Mr. McMaster during 
this week-end conferred with two or 
three members of the cabinet, includ­
ing Hon. Ernest Lapointe.

Speaking of the harbor system in Aus­
tralia, he said that the piers were all 
Government-owned. They rented a 
pier to a steamship line and included 
a shed and everything necessary for 
the handling of freight. If a ship of 
another line entered the port a berth 
was assigned it for which it paid rental 
while in port. The system was work­
ing successfully he said.
Electrical Energy.

At present electrical energy was being 
generated with success from brown coal 
in Australia, Mr. Ross said, adding that 
there was under construction, some 75 
miles from Melbourne, a generating 
plant which would use brown coal to 
generate current that would supply 
the City of Melbourne with light and 
power. There was only one plant on 
the continent where electricity was gen­
erated by water.

Business conditions in Western Can­
ada were not quite so bright as they 
were supposed to be, he said. The peo­
ple were living on optimism, he said, 
hoping that a little of the same spirit 
would be injected into the people of 
the east.

Quebec,1 May 18—The largest ship­
ment of mail brought to this port since 
the opening of navigation season was 
carried bv the C. P. R. steamer Mont- 
rlarc, which arrived here Friday even­
ing from Liverpool. It consisted of 
2,740 pieces, including over 60 pieces 
for the Orient.

Within three hours the shipment had 
been placed in four cars attached to 
the midnight train for Montreal .

At Montreal that part of the ship­
ment destined for the Orient was 
transferred to a trans-Canada train 
which will make rapid connection with 
the C. P. R. steamers plying between 
Vancouver, Japan and China.

Charles B. Townshend, famous as the 
defender of Kut-El-Amara when he 
was commander of the British forces in 
Mesopotamia during the world war, 
died here today after six month's ill­
ness.
er-in-law, Countess Cahen d’Anvers 
at the time of his death.

Major-General Townshend was born 
in 1861. He entered the Royal Ma­
rines in 1881 and saw extensive mili­
tary service in Egypt, India and South 
Africa.

Is Given Command.
At- the outbreak of the world war, 

he was given command of the Britisl 
forces in the attempt to take Bagdad 
from the Turks. After a few initial 
successes the Turks, who greatly out­
numbered the British, drove back Gen­
eral Townshend’s forces to . Kut-El- 
Amara, the British suffering heavy 
losses in their retreat. From Decem­
ber 1915 to April, 1916 the British gal­
lantly held Kut-El-Amara, but final­
ly were compelled to surrender.

During the seige British aviators 
several times flew over Kut-El-Amara 
and dropped food to the starving 
troops inside. General Townshend 
declared afterwards that 
Amara never was captured by the 
Turks, that the town fell after 145 
days of siege of starvation and physical 
hardships which were indescribable. 
The Turkish commander permitted 
General Townshend to retain his sword 
when the town fell. The British offic­
ial report at the time of the capitula­
tion announced that the British force 
numbered 8,970 men. General Towns­
hend was released by the Turks when 
Turkey signed the Armistice on Oc­
tober 30, 1918.

Chief Rival. Promising Hammer Thrower.
Finland, review of the records of 

previous Olympiads discloses, has dis­
placed Sweden and Great Britain as 
America’s chief rival in track and field 
sports, though this season there are 
also signs of a Britisli come-back. 
From 1896 to .1898, the United States 
swept overwhelming victories in the 
international meets, but since then the 
margin of triumph has been narrowing 
rapidly. Great Britain formed the stif- 
fest opposition in 1908, Sweden jumped 
into second place in 1912, while Fin­
land, just beginning to come into 
prominence in 1912, gave Uncle Sam’s 
star a strenuous fight four years ago 
at Antwerp.

America’s unbroken records of track 
and field triumps have been scored at 
Athens in 1896 and 1906, Paris in 1900 
and St. Louis in 1904, in addition t6 
those at London, Stockholm and Ant- 
werk.

At Athens in 1896 American athletes 
won eight out of fourteen events con­
tested, with Great Britain, Greece and 
Denmark dividing the remaining six. 
The triumph at Paris in 1900 was even 
more marked. Out of 22 events, the 
United States won 17 first places. At 
St. Louis in 1904, due largely to the in­
ability of foreign nations to send strong 
representative teams, the Americans 
swept all opposition before them, win­
ning 23 of 26 events contested, with 
Canada carrying off two and Greece 
one.
