In aildition to this, the commencement of a course of Philusophi-1 
cal and classical instruction, by placing again within the reach of the 
youth of the Church, the means of preparatory study, affords the 
strongest ground to hope that, if maintained in efficiency, our Institu­
tions, even upon their present limited scale, will afford an unfailing sup­
ply of well educated ministers, as well as a safeguaril against the dan­
gers arising from the absolute necessity, heretofore existing, of seeking ’ 
instruction beyond tho control of the Church. It may also he antici­
pated that eventually the facilities thus presented may be embraced by 
others,whose object is not the Holy ministry.

The importance, and yoùr board may add the necessity for efficient 

Home Missionary operation, is daily becoming more apparent, it is 
seen in the internal state of the Chrch-m the extensi ve and compara­
tively unoccupied sphere which lies beyond, and which it is hopei 
will "ere long foi*m an interesting part of the missionary operations of
iho Synod—nnd further your Board conceive that Oiere are other sub­
jects which might be brought profitably under its su|erintendenee.

It cannnot be regarded, your Board conceive, "«exceeding due 
bounds, to affirm, that just in proportion ns Home Missions pro"l>er< 
will the Church flourish, for such ha* hitherto been the result of expe­
rience. Taking this view, the Board beg to subjoin the fallowing re­
marks. The Missionary field is one which has more or less attracted 
the attention of proiessing Christians, particularly the Foreign sphere; 
and there are various reasons for this. Influences and feeling aro 
brought to bear upon this particular point, which are but tardily deve­
loped, in reference to destitution at home, and perhaps it is a wise ar­
rangement that it is so. For this reason it must be evident, that to de 
telim resources in reference to the common place and well unileistooi 
subject of Home Missionaries, must renuiro a degree of conscientious 
conviction, higher that, is demanded for tho more exciting and less 
understood work of heathen conversion. V\ hat then w’oulabs the re­
sult of steadily promoting the Home Mission cnutc. It would in va­
rious ways promote, far more extensively that ut present, operations s- 
liroud; because the piety which could he led to cultivate the more fami­
liar field under its own eve, and uioand which justly, perhaps, less 
excitement is concentrated, would naturally , ns n matter both of duty 

■ and of feeling, be directed with with redoubled nc ivity le «listant 
scenes. But there is another view which suggests itself to you i* oari. 
The H<mie Mission is the means of supplying vacancies, and if with

cumstances would warrant the Church' to expect. With regard to the 
general design,—the salvation of soul*—the name view may he pre­
sented ; and your Board are persuaded that by steady and combined 
effort—the aspect of the Church would, through the Home Mission 
scheme, be soon end encouragingly changed.

In the estimation of your Board, the succea of the Synods Theologi­

cal Seminary is inseparably connected with the efficient working of 
Home Missions. Tim circumstances of the country, render it difficult 
for young men to maintain'themaelves during the remiired attendance 
«t the Seminary, and the deeply worldly tendencies ol the times, divert 
the activities of those who have the means, into other chimin-la, and 
honce it becomes a necessary part of the duty of the Board, to-nid, as 
far as in their power, pious iihtl.talented young men, «ho are willing to 
devote themselves to the ministry, but who may be deterred from so 
doing, by pecuniary difficulties. To this subject the anxious attention 
of the Board has already been directed, yet, they feel themselves ne­
cessarily hampered, by the numerous objects to which their labors aro 
directed, and the limited amount of funds.

The assistance of weak congregation*, constitutes an important 
branch of the duties of the Board. But from the state of other matters, 
not much attention has been paid to this part of the constitution.

There is anotber.view of the subject tn which, however, your Board 
would direct the notice of the Synod, desiring that if deemed necessary 
specific instruction might be used for future guidance. In different lo­
calities where formation might be attempted, almost insuperable diffi­
culties present themselves, arising I ruin the limited resources of the 
people and the want of proper organization. By aiding such localities 
for a few yearn, the assistance thus given would ultimately convert 
them into srlf-sustaining congregations; while by neglect ityey are ab­
sorbed by other donominations, and here, it’-ie believed by >'dur Board, 
that the Home Mission might signally extend it* usefulness. Parties 
«brink from applying for ordinances, for fear of tailing in their engage­
ments. But if encouraged and aided, dormant energies arc moused, 
and the result is the extension of the Church. In this way by prompt 
aid, the congregation of Yarmouth ha* been added to the Presbyteriau 
Church of Novn Scoria. Similar assistance was tendered to Charlotte­
town, but from various circumstances it was deemed inexpedient to 
attempt a formation there at present.

OF THE BOARD

At tho annual Session of our Supreme Ecclesiastical Court, the elate 
of tho Church nt home and its operations aliroiyl come naturally, di­
rectly and forcibly under consideration ; and it devolves ujton Uih 
Hoard of Foreign Missions, in common with their brethren, to whom 
have been entrusted the oversight of special departments of the business 
of the church, to send in an account of their past years’ proceedings, 
u„,| t„ submit such information as they have obtained, that may have 

influence in guiding future operations.
When the last Report of the Board wna submitted, intelligence had 

reached us of the sate arrival of our mission band at the Navigator's 
Mauds, and of their arrangements to confer with the Missionaries there 
ns they had been directed, respecting a permanent location in the Mis­
sion field.v As had been anticipated by some of the brethren with whom 
our Missihiniries had already held correspondence, the proposal to 
settle in New Caledonia wn<t not recommended to be carried out. 1 he 
principal objections urged, were communicated by Mr. Archibald, and 
published in the Eaitem Chronicle. Among those that had the great­
est indiMNire upon our Missionaries, were

1. The woht of co-operation of the London Missionary Society's 
agents there, Xml their own inability without assistance to take up and v- 
occupy efficiently, such an extensive field.

2. The expetidiyeness uf the situation.
S. The proposed occupancy of that field by the Protestant Bishop of 

New Zealand, with a determination 6n hi* part to resist the interference 
of tmy other chnrcK

None uf the rensoXa, probably not all of them together, would hive 
♦"deterred our Missionaries frotft taking Up the ground to which their at­

tention had I teen firsf turiped, had not a do* been opened to them else­
where, which orfeiWl a wider entrance, and efficient co-operniiou.— 
They found the L*vlon Socie'y’a agents about to establish n seulement 
on tlie New Hebrides group of Islands, and received a most cord ml hi- 
jMtation to join them in that enterpriadXTheir object being to labour

Be­
sides Iwing associated with ihe I.nnThwÈI issionaries, who receive no 
more salary than barely suffices in enalde'tiieiu to devote all their time 
to the missionary work, they would require, were it practicable, to he 
placed on a salary equivalent !n theirs. When the calculation was 
made of what salary they would require, it was previnied that fruits 
mid vegetables of spontaneous growth would afford them subsistance; 
but they are oldiged to get their provisions front Australia or to buy 
them ut-exorbitant prices front passing ships, and Mr. Ceil,lie mentions 
that to meet this outlay the salary they have been receiving is inade­
quate. Care must be taken henceforth ro provide for the expense of 
freight of supplies from England, as well as from Sydney ll.tltertq 
tiff provision has Iwen made for that, and of course remittance* .are 
proportionally reduced. These deficiencies will require to let supplied, 
mid a «uni to meet expenses of transit made in all time to route.

Il is almost too early to report progress nliout our schools; some few 
lu»ve learnt Ilie alphabet ivt some of the station», ami this is nil that I 
can any. I he iiHeiiilnnee of the scholars is very irregular. At tliiÿ
station will have 2 nr 3 one iluv, ami perhaps upwimls of 20 the
iip*t. I lien we «lare not exercise discipline of an kind, <ir our 
Kchmds would lie aliamloneil at once. The parents it is said, do not 
encourage their children to attend, lest they should lieemne wiser than 
themselves.

I regret that I cannot speak favourably of the healthiness of tlm is­
land. 1 here is much low and marshy land, and during the hot and 
rainy season, miasma is generated in these localities. The present sea­
son Inis I Mien unusually unhealthy. Most of the foreigners have lieen 
laid up with fever, and several of >ur Samoans have suffered from fe­
ver .and ague. "1 lie health of all the mission families has hitherto lieeu 
n.crciloliy preserved. There is an extensive marsh in our neiglilmr- 
liood, but our premises are on the windward side of it, and I trtt-t that 
with a little precaution, we will not sutler from prevailing disorders.

In n previous communication, I mentioned the presen-e of Roman 
Catholics on this islaml. 1 hey number 7 or 8 n^ present, including 
priests and laymen. Theyytre a part of the company settled on New 
Caledonia, about two years ago, but who were driven front then •« by 
the natives. 1 hey have done nothing here in the way of attempting to 
proselyte the natives, and unless their outward conduct is materially 
changed, they arc not likely to tlo much. It is their practice to make 
the Lord’s day a day of sporting, and the heathen around tip 111. with

At the present time it might be premature to speak much respecting 
the probable procedure of the Brethren. However, they would in the 
first plsoe take nil early opportunity of making a tour of the Island that 
they may acquaint themselves with the number, circumstances, local­
ities and dispositions-of the people in the different districts. When 
they have accomplished this important object, they will lie in ciVciim- 
stanccs to decide upon the nature of the operations ipost suitable to the 
sphere of labour. .

Regarded ns an insoliiteil|f>pot, Aneitemn would lie considered a con-' 
tracted sphere of labour, though still affording sufficient scope for the 
energies of one or two self-deriving and devoted men. But taken in its 
relative position to the other islands of the group, it is at 'he present, 
time a place of great importance, it forms a good post of observation 
for the other islands, and will most probably nfford great facilities for 
extending a superintending care to the stations now occupied by iiiulvo 
agency, nml frequent opportunities of communicating with them. This 
will all have a fostering nail invigorating influence, which hvlll tend 
greatly to the establishment nml progress of the work. We hope also 
that the Providence of God will very soon point out incrensVi!} openings Z“ 
at other places for occupation hy European ngenry, ami then too, Anel- 
teum miijht have ndranihges for the printinj; press, and thus pour forth 
streams of knowledge for the inhnhiinnti or tne group. We hope that 
hy the next visit of the vessel we may have tho happiness of conveying 
other labourers to the field. We have heard of two from Scotland open 
for the service, to whom Mr G. has written,-—nml in that case the Bre­
thren on the spot with the deputation who may be appointed to the 
voyage, will consult as to the beet arrangements for occupying other 
stations.

In concluding this short communication, wc heartily congratulate you 
on the actual commencement of ynur “work of faith and labor oTT&vw,” 
among those degraded people, and we trust in the Lord that it trill only 
be the beginning of great things. We hope that you will soon realize 
your expectations of sending out a reinforcement to unite with our dear 
tiro. Ueddie, your much valued agent now in the field. Let them be 
men of the tame ttnmp, so judicious, energetic and devoted, and under 
the blessing of the Loril of Missions, we shall expect great results.-—
The New Hebrides field is ample enough for the devoted exertions of a 
large band of faithful men. There are many fine Islands, nml at a mo­
derate computation, taking the apparent population of the Islands with 
which we are acquainted ns a guide, may he considered as containing 
not less than 150,000 inhabitants. To us, then, is this grace given that 

, we should hear some humble part in endeavouring to evangelize this 
teeming population, ahd bring them to Jesus, that to hifh their knees 
may bow and their tongues confess. May the Lord increasingly give 
tfi your churches and lire churches of your fnther-land^liowels of com­

il unto g customs among them is that of strangling 

willows. It is the invariable practice to kill a woman as soon as it is 
known that her husband is dean. The teachers have in one or two in­
stances been successful in their attempts to save the lives of females in 
these circumstances. The natives ore rather diminutive in size; their 
limbo and joints are very smull, but they are plump and fleshy. Their 
faces are so completely covered with mud or paint that it is difficult to 
know what is their complexion: they are, however, considerably darker 
than Samoans. The hair is of a reddish brown colour, and is divided 
into a great many minute parts, and each division is closely wrapped 
with a fine thread made from the bark of a tree. It is generally allow­
ed to grow long enough to reach half way down the back. The females 
always cut theirs short. It is the general custom among the men to 
bore their ears and the central division of their nose. In these they in­
sert plugs of wood in order to enlarge the aperture, and when'll is large 
enough to please them, the wood is removed and tortoise shell rings are 
substituted. The rank of a chief may be pretty correctly estimated by 
the number and weight of these rings: a chief of respectability will not 
bave less than a dozen at a time. I'ne bore of the nose appears de­
signed to admit a plug of wood in order to spread the nostrils. The 
men are entirely destitute of clothing; but the women have girdles of 
leaves around the waist, and sometimes they wear another around the 
shoulders. The natives live in miserable huts, not high enough to 
stand in nor long enough to lie down in. The island is very fertile and 
the scenery beautifully variegated. Foreigners have introduced horses, 
cattle, sheep, goats, fowls, fe. The chief Nohoal, under whose care 
the teachers were left, has treated them with respect, but has given him­
self but little trouble in providing for them. He promises for the time 
to come to treat them more kindly. They gave him a present, which 
he received with the air of a man accustomed to such things. He ap­
peared, however, pleased and satisfied, and requested that another 
might be left with him. W ben the vessel was here on the preceding 
visit, four teachers were left. A few months ago, a chief came from 
Tanna with a request that two of the teachers there should go to his 
land;—they complied and went. After leaving bt. Patrick’s Bay, we 
went round ami placed other two on the station vacated by these two 
leaving for Tanna.
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
