Nichole Opposed to I ho Measure.

New Orleans, La., May 15.—Mr. John 
A Morris, speaking for the Louisiana 
State Lottery Company, today offered the 
state Legislature, now in session at Bat­
on Rogue, $1,000,000 a year for the ex­
tension of the charter of the company for 
25 years—$25,000,000 for the entire term 
—the annual bonus to be divided as fol­
lows : For the public scheols, [$350,000 
a year; for the levees $550,000; 
for the drainage of New Orleans 
$100,000; for the charity hospitals at 
New Orleans and Shreveport, $100,000; 
for the insane asylum at Jackson, $75,- 
000; for the deaf and [dnmb asylum at 
Baton Rogne, [$25,000. To extend the 
charter of the company,an amendment to 
the constitution must be passed by two- 
thirds majority by both branches of the 
state Legislature, and must then be 
submitted to the popular vote at the 
next state election in 1892, and carried 
by a majority of votes;

Gov. Nichols has declared very em­
phatically against the proposed exten­
sion of the charter, and in his message 
to the Legislature to-day reviewed the 
subject at length, more than one-third of 
the message being devoted to this ques­
tion. It monopolizes political attention 
and will occupy the time of the Legis­
lature until disposed of. The fight in 
that body promises to be a long and 
bitter one, entirely free of party lines 
and with the chances at present in favor 
of the lottery company. All the city j. 
papers urge the acceptance of the bid, 
but a new journal, the Delta, has made 
its appearance supporting the Governor 
in his opposi.ion to the lottery.

Rumored Secret Association of Irish 
and French Canadians—War to be 
Waged Against British Rale—Dyna­
mite Scares on Both Sides of the 
Ocean Hinted at.

[The Boston Herald.]
Montreal, Que., May 13.—It is rumor­

ed that a new secret Irish association 
has been formed, with its head centres in 
this city and Quebec, its object being 
antagonistic to British rule. The new 
league is stated to already consist of 
10,000 members, and is composed of all 
classes, principally Irish and Canadians, 
and money is flowing into the treasury 
in unlimited supply. Many promi­
nent Irishmen deny the existence of the 
league, but one well known man, on be­
ing interviewed, stated that he was in­
terested in the matter, and explained 
that the society was being conducted on 
lines somewhat similar to that of the 
Clan-na-Gael, which it appears to be in 
reality. Great caution is observed in 
admitting members as it is feared that 
some one might “squeal.” It is thought 
that the principal object is to obtain 
money in Canada for the benefit of the 
Irish home rule party at the next Eng­
lish election, and it is hinted that the 
real business of the league is
to wage warfare against 
rule, with the final object of
separation and the annexation of 
Canada to the United States. A strange 
feature of the organization is that there 
are as many Frenchmen members of the 
league as there are Irishmen. A French­
man who is supposed to be a prominent 
member stated that the organization was 
founded in Toronto by an Irish suspect 
named McBride, who had fled from his 
native country and was at present resid­
ing in Buffalo. He added that if the 
aims of the league were not quickly ef­
fected, drastic measures would be taken 
in England as well as in Canada, by 
which he is supposed to mean that there 
would be dynamite scares on both sides 
of the Atlantic.

Explorations In East Africa Promise 
Extradordlnary Success—Maj. Lie 
bert Speaks Highly In Favor of 
Mol* Wissman—Em In Pasha’s Ap­
pointment Considered Important.

Berlin, May 13.—The debate on the 
colonial estimates was resumed in the 
Reichstag today. Maj. Liebert, com­
missioner for East Africa, defended the 
colonial policy of the government. The 
possessions now held by the Germans in 
East Africa and their explorations in 
that country promise extraordinary Suc­
cess. He spoke highly in praise of Maj. 
iVissman’s services in forming a model 
force and establishing stations in the 
acquired territory. He regarded the ap­
pointment of Emin Pasha to a mission in 
the German service as of great impor­
tance. Missions, he said, were highly C 
important in colonial development 
Military rule on the east coast of Africa 
was securely established, and German 
capital and enterprise, which he declared 
would yield a handsome profit, would be 
protected. Herr von Bennigsen also 
spoke warmly in defence of the colonial 
policy. After the debate the House re­
ferred the colonial estimates to the bud­
get committee.

ITALY’S POLICY.W-AXjXj paper. THE TROUBLES IN PORTUGAL.
Premier Crlapl Outlines lbe Foreign 

Relations of tbe Kingdom.
Rome, May 13.—In the Chamber of 

Deputies, today, Premier Crispi stated 
that the policy of the triple alliance 
was unchanged. It was a policy of 
peace, and menaced no one, being solely 
of a defensive character. “We have al­
ways protected the independence of the 
Balkan states. In Africa we remain 
where we are and go no further. 
Onr accord with England is com­
plete, and we shall never do anything 
except in accord with her.” Sig. Crispi 
said he was confident there would soon 
be formed an Italian East Africa Com­
pany. Speaking of the condition of the 
workingmen, he said the government 
had under consideration a measure which 
would reform existing regulations re­
garding emigration. The fact that the 
number of emigrants was decreasing 
showed that the reports of the misery 
existing among the working classes in 
Italy were exaggerated.

The bill to amend the pilotage act was 
again amended by the senate this after­
noon, and as passed now reads as follows:

The paragraphs of section 59 of the 
pilotage act lettered (C) and(F) are here­
by repealed and the following substitut­
ed therefor:

(C) In every port in Canada in which 
ships propelled wholly or in part by 
steam employed in trading from port to 
port in the same province or between 
one or more of the provinces of Quebec, 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia or Prince 
Edward Island and any other or others 
of them,or employed on voyages between 
any port or ports in the said provinces or 
any of them and the port of New York or 
any port of the United States of America 
on the Atlantic north of New York are 
now by law exempted from the compul- 
sary payment of pilotage dues, similar 
ships employed on regular voyages 
between any port or ports in the said 
provinces and any port or ports in the 
United States or in the West Indian 
Islands, or on the Gulf of Mexico or in 
South America, shall also be exempted, 
except only in the ports of Halifax, 
Sydney pilotage district, Miramichi and 
Pictou, as respects each of which ports 
the pilotage authorities of the district 
may from time to time determine with 
the approval of the govemor-in-counci 1 
whether any, and which, it any, of the 
steamships so employed shall or shall 
not be wholly or partially, and if partial­
ly, to what extent and under what cir­
cumstances, exempt from the compulsory 
payment of pilotage dues-”

“(F) All ships registered in Canada of 
not more than two hundred and fifty 
tons registered tonnage.”

Cod Liver Oil
A BIG STRIKE THREATENED.

The Cowl Shovelere and Stone Handlers 
Have Grievances.

New York Sun
The strike of coal shovelere and stone 

handlers employed by the Hurricane 
Island Stone Company, which was order­
ed this morning, bids fair to be of great­
er importance than at first appeared.

There are strong probabilities that a 
number of other trades with which the 
strikers are indirectly associated will be 
implicated. But 150 men were ordered 
out this morning, but it is not improbable 
that ten times this number will join in 
the movement The strike is a peculiar 
one and is the outcome of a nine 
months’ struggle.

On Nov. 13, last, at a joint meeting of 
delegates from the Paving Cutter’s 
Union, No. 13, New York; Protective Star 
Association of coal shovelere and Stove 
Handlers and the Boss Stevedores, the 
latter agreed that in future they would 
employ none but union men from the 
Protective Star Association. On the fol­
lowing day with one exception the ste­
vedores violated their agreement by 
hiring non-union men.

This exception was the Graney Broth­
ers. The violators were Leary, Higgins 
and Cody who unload vessels of the Hur­
ricane Isle Company.

The three objectionable stevedores then 
it is said, conspired to run the Graney 
Brothers out of business unless he joined 
them. The Graneys still declared their 
good faith to their men, atid not only 
hired union men but otherwise befriend­
ed the union.

The Hurricane Company subsequently 
refused to give work to the Graneys. The 
Union men endeavored by every means 
to have the other three stevedores dis­
charge their non-union workmen, but 
they refused.

The Stevedores, before they openly 
showed their hands to the workmen, 
endeavored to organize a local assem­
bly of the Knights of Labor of their non­
union men to fight against the Protective 
Star Association, but their scheme was 
nipped in the bud.

The union men now say that inasmuch 
as they have used every endeavor to ef­
fect a settlement,hereafter no union man 
shall ever w ork for these stevedores or on 
any job in which they are interested.

This means that every mechanic or 
laborer who handles any material which 
comes [through these stevedores hands 
will be handling goods which have been 
declared non-union. This will implicate 
the stone pavers, building trades and 
unions.

District Assembly No. 29, of which the 
strikers are members, has taken hold of 
the strike and the probablities are that a 
big strike will result in the near future.

The Globe and Telegraph have 
ly been engaged ^in a vigorous controv­
ersy over the announcement of the news 
of the intended appointment of Mr. W.W. 
Clark to the position of Chief of Police in 
the room of the present incumbent, Mr. 
John R. Marshall. Last Saturday even­
ing the Globe published as a wonderful 
piece of early news a statement that Mr. 
Marshall would vacate on the 18th and 
that Mr. Clark would then take his place.

Sun Life Assurance CompanyIt appears from the correspondence 
which has been laid before Parliament 
that the reason Sir Geo. Stephen and Sir 
Donald Smith withdrew their subscrip­
tions of £50,000 each to the Anderson 
company, which withdrawal led to the 
abandonment of the fast line contract 
by the Andersens, was because the gov­
ernment would not give the Canadian 
Pacific Railway more direct entrance to 
Halifax. This is in accordance with the 
statements published in The Gazette at 
the time. The Canadian Pacific people 
desired running powers over the Inter­
colonial from St John to Halifax on the 
same terms that were granted them 
from Moncton to Halifax in the contract 
providing for the lease of the Harvey- 
Salisbury line. These terms the govern­
ment refused to grant and so the 

- case stands. The whole affair 
shows the unwisdom of making Hali­
fax the terminus of the fast line 
in the first place, the proper terminus 
being St John which is a far better port 
than Halifax, of much easier access, and 
which, while only 200 miles farther from 
Europe by sea, is 277 miles nearer Mont­
real by land than Halifax is. In any 
future arrangements.for a fast line ser­
vice the people of St John should see 
that this port has its claims to be made 
the terminus properly presented, and 
their efforts will hardly fail to be success­
ful. The people of the West have no 
prejudices against St John; it is only 
want of knowledge that prevents them 
from recognizing its advantages over any 
other Canadian port It is perhaps 
fortunate that the fast line contract with 
the Andersons came to nothing for when 
the matter comes up again St John will 
have an equal chance of being made the 
terminus.

The recent discoveries of silver in this 

province lend additional interest to 
the story of the progress of silver mining 
in other parts of America, especially to 
that of the region about Lake Superior. 
The area of the mining region of Lake 
Superior nearly equals that df all Eng­
land, and in it are found gold, silver, cop­
per, iron, lead, zinc, molybdenum, nickel, 
avseine and sulphur. Its history as a 
mining region commenced in 1846 when 
the first mineral localities were taken up 
It was in this year that the Bruce 
copper ore veins were discovered 
on the north shore 
Huron, east of Sault Ste. Marie. Their 
developement was carried on by the 
Montreal Mining Co. from this date until 
they were taken in hand by the West 
Canada Mining Company of London, 
England. From this time this company 
continued to operate all of this group of 
mines until about 1875 when work was 
discontinued, chiefly owing to the price 
of copper having for some years previous­
ly been so low as to leave no margin of 
profit on the working of the mines. The 
operation of these mines has been the 
most extensive and successful mining 
venture of the whole region, continuing 
over a period of more than 30 years and 
for the greater part of that period yield­
ing handsome profits.

The discovery of the Thunder Bay 
vein in 1866 by Mr. Peter McKellar 
inaugurated the era of mining of the 
higher grade silver ores, which has 
been continued with varying success up 

■tfo the present time. The communi­
cations of the region with the outer 
world have until recently been very 
poor. Before the opening of the 
Canadian Pacific in 1886 the only means 
of communication with the east was by 
steam boat and this of course in summer 
only. The chief area of the silver 
mining proper of the Thunder Bay 
mining district extends south west from 
Port Arthur along the west shore of 
Thunder Bay, 60 miles along the Inter­
national boundary at Pigeon River, 
and 80 miles along the northern side, 
giving an approximate area of 1,200 sq. 
miles. Besides this there are other 
areas extending down the eastern coast 
of Thunder Bay to Silver Islet

The Silver Islet mine was discovered 
in 1868, the discoverers bringing away 
with them specimens valued at $1,200. 
During the summer of 1869, some 9,455 
lbs. of ore, valued at $6,761,67 were pro­
duced and shipped to Montreal. A party 
of men with a horse were left on the 
island, to continue work during the win­
ter of 1869-70, these 10 men produced 
$16,000 worth of ore, the actual time em­
ployed in getting which did not exceed 
14 days. In 1870 the whole of the Co’s, 
property passed into the hands of New 
York and Detroit capitalists. On the 31 
August Captain Erne commenced work 
with 30 men and 2 horses; extensive 
breakwaters were erected and about 77 
tons of ore shipped before the close of navi­
gation ; the time devoted to mining was 
about four weeks, and about $80,000 were 
expended while the total value Of the ore 
m as $92,163.23. By the close of naviga­
tion in 1871, a depth of 90 feet had been 
reached and from November 1870 to 
November 1871, $642,932.01 of silver ore 
had been produced, besides a lot of 5 
tons,worth $6,200 which was lost in tran-

The Canadian Pacific railway com­
pany’s reperdis calculated to make the 
grits feel very sick, for this is the line 
they did their best to destroy and which 
they predicted would never pay for the 
grease on the axles of its car wheels.
