Arrests in Capital.
St. Petersburg, July 23.—Although 

much rioting continued in the outskirts 
through the night it is practically quiet 
this morning, but ominous forebodings 
of a coming storm are apparent on 
every hand.

A correspondent of the Associated 
Press made a tour of the city this 
morning. At every block were rein­
forced patrols, and he met half a dozen 
squads of gendarmes with drawn 
swords, and escorting little bahds of 
arrested persons to prison. During the 
night over a thousand arrests of work­
men, agitators and revolutionary sus­
pects were made.

The powers conferred upon M. Von 
Der Launitz. prefect of police, and K. 
Zinovieff, governor of the province, are 
little short of those of petty dictators. 
Searches and arrests can be made 
without process of law, newspapers 
forced to suspend publication, and per­
sons deported by administrative order 
without trial. Public and private meet­
ings are forbidden. Those arrested 
may, if it is desired, be tried by mili­
tary court and summarily executed.

The railroads leading out of the city 
have been placed under martial law 
and the gendarmes search the passen­
gers and baggage on all trains for arms 
and political documents. Systematic 
military requisitions for political agi­
tators, and especially members of the 
proletariat organizations are in full 
stving.

Not only the Tauride Palace, but the 
gates of the park leading to it are 
closed and the surrounding streets are 
ali. - wj.i.b. e= :darmes and secret police. 
In i • ,'Ctji .wp-i Of a. neighboring bar­
racks of one of the guard regiments, 
the correspondent saw two companies 
drawn up in marching order and short­
ly afterward he met a travel-stained 
detachment of gray- cuirassiers gallop­
ing in from Krasnoÿe-Selo camp.

With the regular garrison there are 
now more than 60,000 troops massed in 
the city, including forty battalions of 
infantry, practically the entire cavalry 
of the guard, a field battery, four other 
batteries and four companies of ma­
chine guns.

Upon all the dead walls are posted 
proclamations of the. prefect of police 
ordering all proprietors of houses, pot­
ters and door guardians to obey and 
aid the police in case of disorders, pro­
hibiting meetings, public or private, 
without permission; prohibiting the 
collection of money for illegal purposes, 
the distribution of proclamations, the 
raising of flags and singing in the 
streets.

The hall of the Economy Society, as 
wrell as other halls, where assemblies 
have been frequent, are closed and un­
der guard.

A meeting of engineers was broken 
up at 2 o’clock this afternoon and a 
score of men were arrested. The pre­
fect of police placed police officers in 
the newspaper offices last night to see 
that they did not transgress the limits 
of the law under threat of the confis­
cation of their issues. This accounts 
for the comparative mildness of the 
press comments this morning, even 
though the edition of The Rech was 
seized soon after it left the press.

The New Loan.
London, July 24.—The new Russian 

loan continues to fill on the stock ex­
change and is now quoted at 12 per 
cent, discount. Otherwise the market 
to-day is recovering from the first 
shock of the news and prices generally 
are steadying.

DRAMATIC 5CES New Court of Appeal and Reorgani­
zation of the King's Bench.

Ottawa, July 24.—The new court of 
appeal and the reorganized court of 
the King's Bench of Manitoba has been 
brought into force and the new judges 
were appointed at Saturday’s cabinet 
meeting as follows : Chief Justice, H. 
M. Howell, K. C.; puisne judges, A. E. 
Richards, Wm. Lepardue and F. H. 
Phippen in order mentioned. D. A. 
Macdonald, Portage la Prairie, was 
appointed to the King’s Bench which is 
comprised of a chief justice and three 
puisne judges. Messrs Richards and 
Pardue have been moved up to the 
court of appeals and one new judge, 
Mr. Macdonald, takes their places on 
the King’s Bench. So long as Chief 
Justice Dubuc remains Grief Justice of 
the King's Bench he will be Chief Jus­
tice of Manitoba, but as soon as he 
ceases to be Chief Justice of the King’s 
Bench then the Chief Justice of the 
court of Appeal becomes Chief Justice 
of Manitoba.

St. Petersburg, July 23.—Following 
Is the text of the imperial manifesto 
dissolving parliament:

our duty, we draw up laws in order to 
insure freedom to the people.

"We demanded the rénovai of irres­
ponsible ministers who were infringing 
the laws with impunity and oppressing 
freedom. First of all, however, we 
wanted to bring out a law respecting 
the distribution of land to working 
peasants, and involving the assign­
ment to this end, of crown appanages, 
monasteries belonging to the clergy, 
and compulsory expropriation of pri­
vate estates.

"The government held such a law to 
be inadmissable and upon parliament 
once more urgently putting forward its 
resolution regarding compulsory ex­
propriation, parliament was dissolved. 
The government promises to convoke a 
new parliament seven months hence. 
Russia must remain without popular 
representation for seven whole months 
at a time when the people are standing 
on the brink of ruin and industry and 
commerce are undermined, when the 
whole country is seething with unrest 
and when the ministry has definitely 
shown its incapacity to do justice to 
popular needs.

“For seven months, the government 
will act arbitrarily and will fight 
against the popular movement in order 

i to obtain a pliable, subservient parlia- 
! ment. Should it succeed, however, com- 
[ pietely suppressing the popular raove- 

rpout, the government will convoke no 
| pa liament at all.

“X-itizeris stand up for’ your trampled 
on right, for popular representation 
and for ah Imperial parliament. Rus­
sia must not remain a day without 
popular representation. You possess 
the means of acquiring it. The govern­
ment has, without the assent of the 
popular representatives, no right to 
collect tax from the people nor to sum­
mon the people to military service. 
Therefore you are now the government.

“The dissolved parliament was jus­
tified in giving neither money, nor 
soldiers. Should the government, how­
ever, contract loans in order to pro­
cure funds, such loans will be invalid 
without the consent of the popular re­
presentatives.

“Citizens, in this obligatory and un­
avoidable struggle your representatives 
will be with you."

London, July 23.—The fourteenth con­
ference of the inter-parliamentary 
union was opened in tlie royal gallery 
of the Palace of Westminster to-day. 
Adherents of international peace from 
all the parliaments of Europe as well 
as several of those of the western 
hemisphere were present.

Scarcely had the conference opened 
when, amidst a scene of considerable 
excitement. Prof. Maxim Kovalevesky, 
a member of the lower house of the 
Russian parliament, announced that 
he and his colleagues representing until 
yesterday the youngest parliament in 
the world, would be obliged to with­
draw in consequence of the dissolution 
of the body they were officially ap­
pointed to represent. There were about 
five hundred delegates present 

Lord Weardale (Sir Phillip Stanhope) 
opened the congress, his preliminary 
sentences of welcome being specially 
addressed to the Russian representa­
tives, whereupon the delegates rose in 
a body and turning toward the delega­
tion of the late parliament, cheered 
them to echo. Lord Weardale also in­
cidentally mentioned President Roose­
velt, having been associated with them 
in the work of peace.

Premier Campbell-Bannerman, in re­
ply. reminded his hearers that King 
Edward had always been a great lover 
of peace. 'The British government, he 
added, was in entire sympathy with 
the object of the^^conferehce. He es­
pecially greeted the members of the 
Russian parliament present, and also 
paid a tribute to Emperor Nicholas, 
who had done so much toward the en­
hancement of peace. It could be safely 
asserted, he thought, that the Russian 
parliament, although dissolved, was 
sure to again come into existence.

Then the premier in a sudden access 
of enthusiasm shouted: “La Douma 
est mort, vive la Louma.” (The Rus­
sian parliament is dead, long live the 
Russian parliament).

Again the delegates rose to their feet 
and a storm of cheers continued for a 
couple of minutes. Count Apponi, the 
Hungarian minister of worship, fol­
lowed, characterizing the premier’s 
speech as a direct message from King 
Edward, the latter announcing on his 
own initiative his complete adhesion to 
the work of the conference.

On his suggestion a telegram was 
sent to King Edward as follows: “The 
inter-parliamentary conference receiv­
ed the King’s adhesion with profound 
gratitude, may he long be spared to 
promote the welfare of his people and 
the cause of international peace.”

Then came a dramatic moment. Prof. 
Kovalevsky rose, but some minutes 
elapsed before he could gain a hearing 
so prolonged was the cheering. Final­
ly in a voice somewhat broken with 
emotion, he announced the necessity 
for the withdrawal of the members of 
the Russian parliament. He said: “We 
came here in behalf of the Russian na­
tion to take part in the great work of 
the conference. The Russian people 
desire peace. The mission of the Rus­
sian parliament will be to snatch a 
great people from a regime of voilence 
and substitute for it a sense of reality, 
liberty and justice. We hoped to take 
an active part in your work, but our 
mission's comes to a sudden end, as our 
parliament having been dissolved we 
are no longer official representatives, 
our sympathy remains. We return 
home with the determination to con­
tinue the great struggle for freedom, 
liberty and justice.”

The announcement of the withdrawal 
of the Russian delegates was met with 
a storm of protests and shouts of “No, 
no,” and attempts on every side to in­
duce the Russians to remain, but they 
insisted that they must at once return 
to the “battlefield.” They then left 
the hall.

’ We called the representatives of the 
nation by our will to the work of pro­
ductive leg dation, confiding firmly In 
divine clem >ncy and believing in the 
great and brilliant future of our peo­
ple. We ex >ected benefits for the coun­
try from their labors. We proposed 
great reforms in all departments of 
the nation’.; life. We have always de­
voted the greatest care to the removal 
of the burdens of the people by facili­
tating the conditions of great work.

Representatives of 
other classes will, at our request, de­
vote all efforts to the realization of 
this great task, which will be support­
ed definitely in a legislative manner 
by a future parliament.

“In dissolving parliament, we con­
firm our immutable intention of keep- 
i ig this institution, and in conformity 
with this intention we appoint March, 
19ii7. the date for the convocation of 
the new parliament by ukase address­
ed to the senate.

With an unshaken belief in divine 
clemency and the good sense of the 
Russian people, we shall expect from 
the new parliament a realization of 
ovr efforts by their introduction of 
legislation in connection with the re­
quirements of regenerated Russia.

Ottawa, July 25.—The foreign trade 
of Canada for the year ending June 
30th last was five hundred and fifty 
million dollars, an increase of nearly 
eighty-two millions over the previous 
year.

This illustrates the great prosperity 
which marks the wonderful develop­
ment which is taking place all over the 
Dominion.

The great increase in trade is not 
confined to any one particular branch, 
but is general. Imports entered for 
consumption ’amounted to $290,342,403, 
an increase of $28,430,973 over 1905. Ex­
ports of domestic produce amounted to 
$235,483,956, which is $44,529,010 in ex­
cess of the fiscal year 1905. There was 
also an excess for the year of about 
nine millions in exports of foreign pro­
duct.

Taking the trade of Canada by de­
cades since 1876, the following is the 
result: 1876, $174,176,781; 1886, $189,672,- 
875; 1896, $239,025,360; 1906, $552,100,000.

Exports of Canadian farm produce 
were $120,518,297, as compared with 
$93,331,608 for the previous year, an in­
crease of $27,186,689. The forest gives 
an increase of five millions, the fisher­
ies 'five millions and manufactures of 
three and a half million.

For the month of June the imports 
for consumption amounted to $32,920,- 
981, an increase of $4,284,115. There was 
an increase in the exports of domes­
tic produce of $2,495,162, and of $886,237 
in foreign.

Viborg, Finland, July 24.—During the 
night the members of the outlawed 
Russian parliament received word that 
two of their number had already been 
arrested, namely, Father Koyarkoff, at 
Vorononezh, and a Cossack deputy, M. 
K. Harlamoff, at Rostovon, on the Don.

The authorities are also understood 
to have orders to arrest several Social 
Democrats, especially a priest named 
Afansieff.

Both Father Koyarkoff and M. Har­
lamoff distinguished themselves by 
preaching revolution from the rostrum 
of the parliament, the latter being es­
pecially bitter in his denunciation of 
the use of his people in massacring 
their Russian brethren.

Trains Collide.
Salt Lake, Utah, July 24.—Two passen­

ger trains on the Salt Lake-Los Angeles 
railway, running between this city and 
Saltair resort, were in collision this 
morning, seven or, eight passengers re­
ceiving painful injuries. This being “Pio­
neer Day,” the anniversary of the com­
ing of the Mormons to Utah, and a legal 
holiday, the company was operating 
heavy trains, carrying thousands of peo­
ple to Saltair.

St. Petersburg, July 24.—The way 
has been prepared for a military dicta­
torship by a proposition now under 
consideration at Peterhof to create an 
advisory council to assist the Emperor.

Premier Stolypin, General Trepoff 
and others are to-day conferring with 
His Majesty upon this subject. On the 
surface the scheme is to form such a 
council out of the members of 
council of the empire and Conserva­
tives and Liberals like M. Shipoff and 
M. Guchkoff, and also possibly some 
Constitutional Democratic leaders with 
the purpose of reassuring the popula­
tion of the sincerity of the govern­
ment's intentions. M. Stolypin evi­
dently believes sincerely that the plan 
is achieveable, but there is little hope 
that either M. Skipoff or M. Guchkoff 
will in any way make themselves re­
sponsible for the energetic measures 
of reform which the Emperor’s coup 
de tat entails, and it is certain that 
none of the Constitutional Democrats 
will brave the charge of open treason 
by giving co-operation to any govern­
ment measure after the step to which 
they committed themselves at Viborg.

The plan of reform is fore-doomed to 
failure and seems to be a deliberate 
plot of the court camarilla to induce 
the Emperor to entrust the direction 
of affairs to an advisory board. While 
nominally the council would retain the 
authority, the camarilla would gradu­
ally absorb its power and exercise a 
virtual dictatorship as did Count 
Loris Melikoff’s comittee of public 
safety during the terrorism preceding 
the assassination of Alexander II.

M. Shipoff’s opinion of the dissolu­
tion can be judged by the fact that last 
night he sent a note to a Constitutional 
Democrat member of the Council of 
the Empire asking for an Invitation in 
the event that the Constitutional 
Democratic group of the council had a 
caucas.

London, July 24.—Discussing the King's 
decision in regard to the invitation to 
visit Canada, the Outlook says: 
difficulties in the way of a visit to Can­
ada have been exaggerated, 
first time the Mother Country had the 
power to take a step of real importance 
in the development of Imperial unity. 
The other colonies would have been satis­
fied to be represented by Canada. In ac­
cording such a visit of the crown as a 
national recognition, the issues involved 
were so vast that nothing should have 
stood in the way, except for reasons far 
weightier than given in Lord Elgin’s dis­
patch.”

W. J. Bryan's Proposal Adopted by 
Inter-Parliamentary Union.

Disorders in Russia Must Be Suppress­
ed With a Firm Hand.ME cm™London, July 24.—Wm. J. Bryan's 

rider to the model arbitration treaty 
was discussed at the session of the in­
ternational council of the inter-parlia­
mentary union this morning: and re­
sulted in its being recast as follows :

“If a disagreement should arise which 
is not included in those to be submit­
ted to arbitration the contracting par­
ties shall not resort to any act of hos­
tility before they separately or Jointly 
invite, as the case may necessitate, the 
formation of an international commis­
sion of inquiry or mediation of one or 
more friendly powers; this requisition 
to take place if necessary in accord­
ance with article eight, of the Hague 
convention providing for a peaceful 
settlement of international conflicts.”

On the resumption of the sessions of 
inter-parliamentary union to-day the 
above was unanimously adopted after 
speeches by former Austrian Minister 
of Commerce Von Plener and Mr. Bry­
an warmly supporting the amended 
rider. The latter said that his amend­
ment was aimed at widening the scope 
of arbitration so as to include ques­
tions of national honor and its adop­
tion was a long step in the direction of 
peace.

St. Petersburg, July 24.—Premier 
Stolypin has addressed - a telegram to 
the governors-general, governors and 
prefects throughout Russia and to the 
viceroy of the Caucasus as follows;

"In conformity with instructions re­
ceived from the Emperor with the 
view to securing full co-operation be­
tween the different local authorities, I 
hereby inform you that the govern­
ment expects you to exercise your 
vigilant supervision over your subor­
dinates so that order may be promptly 
and definitely restored.

“Disorders must be suppressed and 
revolutionary governments must be put 
down by all legal means. The meas­
ures you take must be carefully con­
sidered. The struggle begun is against 
the enemies of society, and not society 
itself ; consequently wholesale respite 
cannot be approved of.

“Imprudent and illegal acts are like­
ly to give rise to discontent, instead of 
conducing calm, and cannot be tolerat­
ed. The intentions of the Emperor are 
inevitable.

“The government firmly desires to 
assist in the amendment of the legal 
procedure and the laws hitherto en­
forced, which no longer serve their 
purpose. The old regime will be re­
generated, but order must be fully 
maintained.

“You must act on your own initiat­
ive, as you are invested with responsi­
bility. Firm and vigorous steps taken 
on these lines will doubtless) be upheld 
by the best part of society.'

Whenever a sockeye is caught in a

Arise orthodox Russians, 
take care that the next parliament is 
not an assembly of Jews and revolu­
tionists, but a state institution, Will­
ing to work in harmony with the auto­
cratic Emperor and the fundamental 
law. Sons of the Fatherland rejoice in 
your victory, but remember that the 
Jewish Hydra has a hundred heads, 
and that many heads yet remain to be 
cut off.”

Opening 
the door, he found Mrs. Gentry lying 
against it, with her throat cut from 
ear to ear. She was dressed for the 
street. Her death occurred within a 
few minutes and without her being 
able to utter a single sound.

Constantine was a boarder in the 
Gentry apartments, and a 
marked “C” was found on 
just outside the doorway, 
been the theory of the police that he 
approached her from behind and cut 
her throat before she was aware of 
his intentions.

Report of Commissioners Who Recently

River.CLOUDBURST IN ITALY.

Damage to Property Estimated at One 
Million Dollars—No Loss of Life.Present evidence points towards the

Ottawa, July 26.—In connection with 

the announcement of the Chicago can­
ned meat revelations and their possi­
ble effect upon the markets for 
goods, the minister of marine anci fish­
eries ordered the British Columbia 
fisheries commission, then sitting, to 
investigate and inspect salmon canning 
operations and salmon canneries from 
hygenic and sanitary standpoints. Hon. 
Mr. Brodeur has received the report. 
It says the commission has made a 
thorough inspection of the canneries 
operating in the Fraser river district, 
and continues:

“We were accompanied by Dr. Fa­
gan, of the provincial board of health. 
Without exception we found conditions 
satisfactory. The salmon being pack­
ed were fresh from the cold waters of 
the Pacific and were placed in the cans 
in absolutely a fresh condition 
the most cleanly manner. We found 
no case for complaint. The provincial 
government board of health maintained 
a continuous and systematic inspection 
of all the canneries last year. From 
our inspection we have to assure you 
that the salmon canned in this prov­
ince is fresh and wholesome.”

The report is signed by Commission­
ers Sweeny, Babcock and Brown.

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The Iong>deferred treaty of commerce 
between Canada and Japan has been 
finally ratified and brought. into force.- 
Under It a great stimulus will certainly 
be, imparted to trade between this 
country and the Japanese Empire. As 
will be observed on an examination of 
the schedule of duties, published In 
another column, to which Canadian 
goods will be subjected on entry into 
the Oriental country, our merchants 
and manufacturers will be afforded 
very substantial relief in comparison 
-with the rates which have hitherto 
prevailed. Henceforth we shall enter 
the markets of our nearest and most 

iterprifsing neighbor on the other 
■Me of the Pacific on terms of absolute 
equality instead of being subject to a 
discrimination which hitherto must 
have been a considerable handicap to 
the development of business.

ft will be contended, of course, by 
critics of the government that Canada 
should have been brought under, the 
terms of the treaty between Great Bri­
tain and hër Oriental ally some years 
ago. But, as has been explained, the 
present administration took office but 
a short time before the time for ratifi­
cation of the treaty expired. The min­
isters had not had time to make a 
thorough examination of the provisions 
of the arrangement and to master it in 
all its details. Having satisfied them­
selves oh this point, having arrived at 
the conclusion that it would be to the 
interest of the Dominion to come in 
under the arrangement, the ministers 
took advantage of the opportunity 
which recently presented itself through 
the renewal of the treaty between the 
Mother Country and Japan, with the 
result that Canada is now one of the 
parties to this important treaty of 
commerce.

If the .will of the 
people as expressed by the represent­
atives of the people does not In the 
end prevail, the history of Russia will 
be different from the history of all 
other peoples imbued with aspirations 
for freedom and the inviolable right of 
self-government. It is greatly to be 
feared that the Czar has made a mis­
take in listening to the advice of the 
reactionaries who have succeeded in 
having Russia's first free parliament 
dissolved. While it appears to us that 
the Russians are disposed to be too 
violent in their methods of accomplish­
ing reforms and are perhaps not In all 
respects fully qualified for the task 
they are so eager to undertake, It 
must be remembered that the awaken­
ing in the great empire has been veri- 
sudden. The people are determined to 
overtake by one sweeping revolution 
their neighbors who have been attain­
ing their ends by a gradual evolution­
ary process. On this account much 
of the violence that has taken place 
must be overlooked. The Czar and his 
counsellors evidently cherish the for­
lorn hope that by the exercise qf the 
royal prerogative of dissolution a par­
liament more in consonance with the 
autocratic will can be convened. That 
is evidently a very doubtful proposition 
in the present state of mind of the 
people. And In the meantime, in the 
tight of what has transpired, what is 
the attitude of the money-lenders like­
ly to be?

A PURGE AND APOLOGY.

The Times has been charged with 
gross contempt of court in comment­
ing upon some of the evidence given 
before the Royal Commissioner now 
engaged in the task of inquiring into 
the circumstances of the so-called 
Sehi’s Point scandal. We are sorry— 
we might say exceedingly ^sorrowful— 
if anything we have said can be con­
strued as treating Mr. Peters’s august 
tribunal with contempt. If there is 
anything we can say or do, short of 
submitting to a fine or a term of im­
prisonment, that will purge us of 
transgression, we shall be very happy 
indeed to express our contrition or to 
give an undertaking not to offend 
again.

At the same time we desire 
illuminating 
point of what constitutes contempt of 
court. Have we been guilty of 
structive contempt, criminal contempt 
or direct contempt? Our idea of 
tempt—an idea which, we admit, may 
be founded upon ignorance—is the say­
ing or doing of something which may 
interfere with the administration of 
justice—the saying or doing of 
thing which might influence the minds 
of jurymen to return a verdict not 
in accord with the evidence 
bias to the judgment of a judge in 
rendering a decision. There is no 
jury sitting upon the Sehi’s Point case, 
and it is quite apparent from what has 
transpired that nothing we can say or 
do will have the slightest influence 
upon the mind of Royal Commissioner 
Peters. We have heard persons who 
have attended the sessions of the 
Royal Commission say it is evident 
that the presiding authority has been 
unable to divest himself completely 
from his ordinary character as counsel 
or advocate—one of the ablest advo­
cates in British Columbia, we might 
add—that he has put what are techni­
cally known as “leading questions" to 
one of the principal witnesses, and 
that this peculiar attitude of mind was 
glaringly apparent yesterday, when 
one of the witnesses was by diligent 
persuasion induced to say that which 
the presiding officer appeared to de­
sire she should say, and who, after 
consultation with one of the other 
witnesses came back and explained to 
the court that she had been led to say 
something she did not intend to say. 
If we were to print such comments as 
the foregoing, we should consider our­
selves guilty of contempt of the most 
heinous character. But we refrain 
from saying any such thing because we 
do not believe any such thing. We re­
gard them as emanating from political 
partisans of the narrowest and most 
scandalmongering type.

Still we think it is well within our 
rights to call attention to the evidence 
and to ask the public in general to 
ignore everything else save the evi­
dence. We believe we can do this with­
out incurring the wrath of counsel for

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.
Victoria Meteorological Office,

July 18th to 24th, 1906.
Fine summer weather has continued 

throughout nearly the whole week on the 
North Pacific slope. One noticeable feat­
ure in this district was a heavy thunder­
storm on the 21st, which, caused by the 
excessive heated area in the American 
plateau district in Eastern Oregon and 
Washington, developed and moved north­
ward along the Sound and Straits. The 
storm was most unusual for the Victoria 
district and the electrical display was 
the brightest and most prolonged that 
has occurred for many years; this storm 
was productive of but little rainfall, and 
that confined to the Lower Mainland in 
this province. The storm was followed 
by cloudy weather in this district for 
some 24 hours, and was then succeeded 
by a return to the former fine weather. 
The precipitation west of the Rockies 
has been exceedingly light except in Cari­
boo, where .88 inch fell at Barkcrville. 
Temperatures have again been high, espe­
cially In the Californian valleys, where 
110 was registered on the 24th at Red 
Bluff.

WINNIPEG FAIR
On Tuesday Judge Lampman de­

livered judgment in two cases which 
were argued before him a few days 
ago.

One of these was Lemon, Gonnaeon & 
Co. vs. Dunsmuir and Meeher. This 
was an action under a mechanic’s lien 
for $$86.56, and was with respect to 
the appropriation of payments. In 
1905 the defendant Meeher entered into 
a contract to build a house for R. W. 
Dunsmuir. Mesher had been obtain­
ing lumber from the plaintiff company 
for this job, and for other contracts. 
On August 1st Mesher owed the plain­
tiffs about $3,600, exclusive of $2,250 for 
which a note was payable October 4th.

An agreement had been reached 
among Meeher’s creditors by which he 
agreed to pay each month the amount 
contracted for in the month. He 
promised, it was held, $3,500 to the 
plaintiffs on September 1st. This was 
not received, and on September 2nd a 
slip with the amount of lumber obtain­
ed during the previous month was 
made out. Mesher was seen by one of 
the plaintiff firm and a cheque for $1,000 
was given, by Mesher. The latter was 
reminded that this was not sufficient 
to cover the amount promised. Mesher 
took the slip Showing $935 due on the 
Dunsmuir house during the month, 
and Mr. Lemon held that he under­
stood that Mesher wqiild make a fur­
ther payment.

His Honor found that the plaintiffs 
were entitled to judgment for the 
amount claimed- with costs, as the 
payment of $1,000 was not on the lum­
ber furnished for the Dunsmuir house 
during the month of August, but on 
account.

Judgment was given in Hunter vs. 
B. C. Electric Railway Company. In 
this the plaintiff sued for $978 for dam­
ages to an automobile which an elec­
tric car bumped into on May 6th. The 
auto had been proceeding along Fort 
street ahead of the tram car. The de­
fence was that the car slowed up sud­
denly and did not allow ^e tram car 
time to avoid colliding with the auto.

His Honor dismissed the action with 
costs.

Mr. Macdonald said he pointed out 
that the smelter owners and their em­
ployees should get together and talk 
the matter over, and they did so and 
the trouble was averted. When the 
bill came to a.vote, he said, he got up 
in the house and said he would not 
vote against the smelter employees and 
absented himself from the house.

He asked the audience 
if he was not right in the action which 
he took in averting a shutdown of the 
smelters, with all of the attendant 
evils, when the same result sought to 
be accomplished In the bill was reach­
ed by another and less difficult road. 
This question he would leave to the In­
telligence of the audience to settle. He 
said he supported the eight our law 
for the coal mines. It was in force in 
the metalliferous mines, and if it was 
good for them it would be equally good 
for the coal mines, and hence he sup­
ported It. He had his opinion of a man 
like the member from Nanaimo, who 
only represented one class in the com­
munity. He refuted the idea that a 
workingman is not a taxpayer, and 
askei how Mr. Hawthornthwaite re­
conciled his ideas of socialism with his 
vote in favor of transferring over 800,- 
000 acres of the unearned Columbia & 
Western land grant from the people of 
the province to the Canadian Pacific 
railway. He also asked him why he 
voted in favor of the C. P. R. evading 
taxes amounting to over $450,000 on the 
British .Columbia Southern land grant, 
and showed by his vote that he favor­
ed the exactions, contrary to the terms 
of the grant, which the same railroad 
put on settlers on that land. He asked 
how it was that he aided the govern­
ment in the Kaien Island deal, and how 
he reconciled his socialistic principles 
to these acts. Mr. Hawthornth waite’s 
excuse was that he voted for some of 
these measures because there were cer­
tain acts pending which affected labor 
bills which he desired to have passed. 
One of these was the act allowing a 
voter to register in a new precinct 
thirty days before election, and the 
other bill provided for weekly payment 
of wages. One of these bills was de­
feated on the 9th day of March, and 
the bill giving the 800,000 acres of land 
to the C. P. R. was passed on the 10th 
of March. In conclusion he said if Mr. 
Hawthornthwaite could have his way 
he would pull down the Union Jack 
from the government building at Vic­
toria and hoist in its place the red flag 
of the Anarchist. He was a man who 
sneered at. religion and all the good 
teachings of Christianity. •

f Japanese Mining Engineer Pays Visit to 
Boundary Mines and Smelters.

ARMY WORK.
The TROUBLE AT SAANICH.J. Kojima, M. E., from Tokio, Japan, 

visited Phoenix on Thursday for the pur­
pose of inspecting the mines of the Gran­
by Consolidated, being shown over and 
through the properties by Superintendent 
Smith, having already seen the Granby 
smelting works at Grand Forks.

Mr. Kojima is a mining engineer of 
note, a graduate of the University of 
Japan, and is in charge of the Ashio cop­
per mines, one of the largest producers 
in the land of the Mikado. He has spent 
six months in inspecting the largest and 
most important mines and metallurgical 
works in the United States and Canada. 
He took in the great copper mines of 
Arizona, New Mexico and California. 
Then he went to Colorado, Montana, 
Minnesota and Michigan, visited the 
hydro-electrical works at Niagara Falls, 
went to Boston and New York, and then 
to the Nichols Copper Co.’s refining works 
in New Jersey, and locomotive works in 
Philadelphia, and steel works at Pitts­
burg. After that he went to Utah and 
Nevada, where he inspected the world- 
famous copper, gold an '% silver producers 
in those states, not excepting the Home- 
stake mine in South Dakota. Last of all 
he visited the Boundary country and the 
works of the Granby Co.

The Ashio mines, of which Mr. Kojima 
is superintendent, are located about 100 
miles inland from Tokio, and are the 
most extensively worked copper mines in 
Japan. In the Ashio mines he employs 
some 3,200 hands, and as many more in 
the concentrating and smelting works of 
the concern. Last year the Ashio mines 
produced about 15,000,000 pounds of refined 
copper. The smelter of the company has 
seven blast furnaces each with a capa­
city of 200 tons daily, of which four are 
now in use.

Tump.This being the season for fresh 
fruit and vegetables and the season 
likewise when fish are plentiful, 
changes along these lines in market 
quotations are constantly* occuring. 
There is an abundance of salmon and 
halibut coming into the market, and 
fishermen have devoted so much time 
in catching these varieties that the 
supply of the smaller fish has suffered. 
Prices of the latter varieties have 
therefore been slightly advanced.

With regard to fruit most of that 
locally consumed comes from Cali­
fornia and quotations are kept high 
by means of the fact that inspection 
is so strict that much of the fruit im­
ported never finds its way to the stores. 
Oranges are becoming more plentiful 
as the Valencia crop arrives. Harvest 
apples are arriving in considerable 
quantity, but peaches are scarce for 
this time of year.

Raspberries and cherries represent 
the bulk of the local fruit as yet re­
ceived, and prices of these, consider­
ing the large production, have remain­
ed very firm.

There will be no special meeting of 
the council for the consideration of 
water reports as contemplated at Mon­
day’s meeting of the board. As the 

aldermen could only have a few days 
in which to study these reports if a 
meeting was held this week, the Mayor 

has decided not to call the special ses­
sion referred to until Tuesday evening. 
Copies of the reports will be distribut­
ed to-day. All were completed this 
morning, but the one on the Mill 
stream proposition, and this will be 
available with the others before the 
day Is over.

His Worship was asked this morn­
ing for a statement on what would 

.be submitted to the council in these 
reports, but declined to give the Infor­
mation sought. “It was only due the 
aldermen,” he said, “that they should 
first review the reports before the pub­
lic has the opportunity of criticizing. I 
propose that they shall not be pub­
lished until they have first come up in 
council. The reports have been care­
fully drawn up and clearly indicate the 
cost as also the additional cost of each 
proposition to the city.”

His Worship said that ln what is 
presented to the aldermen for their 
consideration {here are no recom­
mendations. The reports simply give 
information concerning each and every 
water proposition available to the city. 
The aldermen can therefore decide for 
themselves without prejudice.

While refusing to mention what po­
sition he intends taking with respect to 
any of the propositions reported upon, 
the Mayor said that it would be quite 
possible for the city to secure addi­
tional water another year and to settle 
once and for all time the much aggra­
vated question of an adequate supply.

The treaty of commerce and naviga­
tion between Great Britain and Japan, 
ratified at Tokio August 25th, 1894, with 

the supplementary convention respect­
ing the duties to be charged on British 
goods imported into Japan, ratified at 
Tokio, November 21st, 1895, which have 

; now been made applicable to Canada,
- are of very considerable importance to 
the people of British Columbia, as well 
as to the rest of the Dominion.

Under this treaty substantial tariff 
reductions are accorded to certain pro­
ducts of t'ne Dominion, and therefore a 
publication of the tariff will undoubt­
edly be of great interest to the readers 
of the Times.

Under the original treaty of 1894 Can­
ada had the option of becoming a 
party thereto up to 1897, but the late 
government, in its wisdom, decided not 
to ask that Canada should be includ­
ed, while the present government came 
into office in 1896, only a few months 
before the time for taking advantage 
of the treaty would expire. Since that 
time nothing has been done to bring 
Canada under the provisions of this 
treaty until recently, when representa­
tives of Great Britain and Japan de­
cided that if Canada still desired to 
take advantage of the treaty she could 
do so. The result is that Canada has 
now become a party to the treaty, 
which is now in effect.

One of the results of our exclusion 
from the provisions of this treaty was 
that in many cases a duty of 30 per 
cent, or more had to be paid on Can­
adian products entering Japan, as 
against only 15 per cent., or even less, 
in the case of United States products, 
the United States enjoying the benefits 
of a treaty of a similar character to 
that now entered into by Canada.

Article I.

“The subjects of each of the two 
high contracting parties shall have 
full liberty to enter, travel, or reside 
in any part of the dominions and pos­
sessions of the other contracting party, 
and shall enjoy full and perfect protec­
tion for their persons and property.

“They shall have free and easy ac­
cess to the courts of justice in pursuit 
and defence of their rights: they shall 
be at liberty equally with native sub­
jects to choose and employ lawyers, 
advocates and representatives to pur­
sue and defend their rights before such 
courts, and in ail other matters con­
nected with the administration of jus­
tice they shall enjoy all the rights and 
privileges enjoyed by native subjects.

“In whatever relates to rights of 
residence and travel ; to the possession 
of goods and effects of any kind; to 
the succession of personal estate, by 
will or otherwise, and the disposal of 
property of any sort in any manner 
whatsoever which they may lawfully 
acquire, the subjects of each contract­
ing party shall enjoy in the dominions 
and possessions of the other the same 
privileges, liberties and rights, and 
shall be subject to no higher imposts 
or charges in these respects than na­
tive subjects, or subjects or citizens of 
the most favored nation. The subjects 
of each of the contracting parties shall 
enjoy in the dominions and possessions 
of the other entire liberty of consci­
ence, and, subject to the laws, ordin­
ances and regulations, shall enjoy the 
right of private or public exercise of 
their worship, and also the right of 
burying their respective countrymen 
according to their religious customs, in 
such suitable and convenient places as 
may be established and maintained for 
that purpose.

Masses of grey and white marble as 
big as the parliament buildings were in­
spected by the provincial assayer, Her­
bert Carmichael, who has just returned 
from the West Coast. These were seen 
at Deserted Cove, Nootka Sound, on the 
quarries just being opened up. Mr. Car­
michael travelled some 600 miles in a 
small steam launch during the time he 
was away, and journeyed alone most of 
the time.

“I inspected all the known mineral de­
posits from Barkley Sound to Nootka,” 
he said Wednesday, “and found that a 
large amount of development is going on. 
A hew feature I noticed, and an encour­
aging one, is that the work being done at 
present is actual mining. It is being car­
ried on in a workmanlike manner and 
will do much to prove the continuity of 
the deposits. Practically all the ore so 
far found is copper-gold, and I believe 
some of the groups will become perman­
ent paying propositions.

“Nootka Sound is the location of two 
important deposits. The marble quarry 
at Deserted Cove is the best I have yet 
seen in the province. The marble rises 
in abrupt cliffs from deep water, and one 
solid mass I noticed was bigger than the 
parliament buildings. It is of splendid 
quality, unbroken, and can be taken out 
at very small expense, 
greyish and pure white and it will take a 
high polish. Many of the deposits I have 
seen in other localities are much broken 
up, but that at Nootka ie as perfect as 
possible.

“Magnetite in large quantities is also in 
the same vicinity. The claims staked at 
present are on Head Bay and owned by 
Thomas Stockham and others resident at 
Clayoquot. I examined the deposits with 
some care and believe that they are per­
manent and contain a good percentage of 
iron.”

During his trip Mr. Carmichael visited 
many places and noticed a great amount
