FRENCH ARMY MANOEUVRES.

President Welcomed - by Generals and
Troops—Foreign Representa-
tiveg  Entertained.

Chateau Brienne; France, Sept. 11.—
President Loubet arrived on the field of
the army manoeuvres to-day, and was
given a notable welcome by the as-
sembled generals and troops. Accom-
panied by War Minister Bertreux, the
President went from point to point in
the vast theatre of operations. At Ville
Hardouin he encountered Liewf.-Gen.
Chaffee with Gen. Crozier and their
staffs. The Americans were presented
to M. Lonbet by the latfer. Addressing
Gen. Chaffee, he said France was glad
to receive the Americans and thus
ac nxm\\ledze Ameriean’s reception of the
F nch military mission, which attended

- Rochambeau exercises. Gen. Chaffee
in reply paid tribute fo the splendid
orgarization and equipment of the
French army, M. Loubet bestowed many
decorations on the French officers.

The manoeuvres concluded with a
brilliant banquet, at which President
Loubet presided. M. Casimir-P’erier,
former president of the republic, sat at
th( President’s right, and Lieut.-Gen,

Chaffee at his left, and near these were
Minister of War Berteux, Gen. Bru-
gierre, commanding general of the army
and director of operations, and Gen.
Dessirer, commander of the second
army, and other foreign officers. Presi-
dent Loubet, in proposing a toast to the
heads of the states represented at the

banquet, assured the foreign officers that |

their presence was heartily welcomed by
the army and people of France. Min-
ister B«mnx on behalf of the French
army, thanked the representatives of the
frm-im powers for their "attendance at
the manoeuvres. He expressed the hope
that all would retain agreeable impres-
sions of their visit.

IMPORTING ARMS.
Finns Are Buying Large Quantities of
Arms and Ammunition.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 12.—3.483 a.m.—
The news from Finland of the accidental
discovery of the importation of rifles and
munitions in large quantities is the most
serious disclosure regarding the revolu-
tionary movement that Russia has yet
made, as it indicates an intention to form
a regular military organization. The
importation of revolvers to Finland, Po-
land and the Baltic provinees and other
distriets of Russia has been an open se-
cret for a long time. In fact, the revo-
lutionists have found little difficulty in
purchasing repeating rifles of a small
type in, St. Petersburg, but these are per-
fect weapons," intended only for use im
street rioting and in attacks on the po-
licee The importation of small calibre
repeating rifles and carbines of a modern
type, however, presupposes a design to
organize formal resistance to the troops,
and the presence of bayonets in the con-
signment strengthens this supposition.

HASLAM'S FAILURE.

Makes a Proposal Which Is Accepted by
the Creditors,

Nanaimo, Sept, 11.—At a meeting of
the creditors of A. Haslam to-night there
was a large attendance and considerable
discussion took place as to the best
means of settling up the estate. W.
Manson was elected chairman and Wil-
liam Leighton secretary; and Mr.
Crosby, supervigor for the Royal Bank,
E. :Quennell, Nanaimo, and: R, Hamil.
ton, of the Hamilton Manufacturig
Gomnany, were. -appointed inspectors.
The meeting then endorsed the:appoint-
ment of the assignees.

After this a statement of the assets
and liabilities was handled to all present,
showing the liabilities to be nearly
$183,000 and the assets nearly $46,000,
consisting of book debts, logs, real estate,
machinery at camp, trade paper dis-
counted and the steamer Alert, all of
which 18 secured to certain creditors by
mortgage or lien. The rest of the pro-
perty, not valued, includes the sash and
door factory and sawmill, with all ap-
purtenances, logging camp outfits and
12,947 acres of timber = limits, leased,
with & term of eighteen years yet to run.
This land is estimated ‘to yield 100,000,-
000 feet of cedar, 225,000,000 feet of fir
and 8,000,000 feet of hemlock.

$60,000: loss on No. 2 logging camp by

He regretted
very much the necessity for making the
assignment, but these heavy losses left
him no alternative, and after considering
matters carefully he had concluded that
with ass)stnnce he would make the fol-
lowing offer: To pay preferred claims
and three months’ wages in full, and give
thirty cents on the dollar to the rest of
the creditors within 90 days.

This proposal was discussed for
some time, during which it appeared that
the Royal Bank of Canada was secured
by a mortgage in their claim of §35,000.
Finally a motion was passed accepting.
Mr. Haslam’s proposal providing he
could get tho.consent of all creditors by
signature to such proposal. The meeting
then adjourned. \

MINISTER’S REPORT.

On Conditions at Tokio—Martial Law
Still in Force.

Oyster Bay, Sept. 11.—The following
cablegram from United States Minister
Griscom-on the conditions in Tokio was
made public to-day by the. President:

“Tokio, Sept. 10.—The violence to a
few foreigners and the attacks on
Christian  churches reported in my
previous telegrams should not be con-
sidered to indicate any general an.-
foreign or anti-Christian feeling, The
former Was quite incidental and the lat-
ter due to sporadic antagonism to the
Russian church and some native Chris-
tians, The mob offered to spare one
American church if the minister could
show an American flag; unfortunately he
could not. Newspapers have during
many months raised popular expectation
so high that intense dissatisfaction with
the terms of peace resulted. Sentiment
among the army, navy and mnobility,
however, is understood to have been more
conservative. Six newspapers have been
suspended. Martial law probably will
continue for some time, thus- ensuring
quief. Meanwhile the legation guard of
twelve soldiers will continue.”

ANOTHER STRIKE.

Factories at Warsaw Have Been Closed
in Conseqtience of Execution of
Socialist Leader.

Warsaw, Russian Poland, Sept, 11.—In
consequence of the execution on Friday
of Ivan maspshak, a Socialist leader
who was condemned by a court martial
for inciting political murder, all the fac-
tories in Warsaw struck to-day. Cos-
sacks and infantry are patrolling the
streets.

A large number of arrests were made
in a theatre at Lodz last night. An. in-
dividual from the gallery flooded  the
house with revolutionary documents,

It is understood
that Emperor Francis Joseph, who was
at first apparently inclined to acquiesce
in the plan of the Hungarian ministers
for the granting of universal suffrage as
the only way of bringing about the de-
feat of the opposition, has been induced
to change his mind by the Austrian min-
isters who feared the effect on political
conditions in Awustria if wmniversal suf-
frage should be granted to the Hun-
garian people.

The resignation of Adachi, chief of the

TRAMPLED TO DEATH.
Many People Kiled in Panic Whieh Fol-
lowed Attack of Cosacks on
Social Democrats.

Tiflis, Sept. 12.—A hundred Social
Democrats were killed or wounded to-
day in a conflict with Cossacks at the
town hall, and many were tramipled to
death in a subsequent panic.

Two thousand Social Democrats had
forced an enterance into the town hall,
which had been closed owing to the cele-
pration of a religious holiday. Revolu-
tionary speeches were made, and thé
chief of police ordered the meeting to be
dispersed. Part obeyed, but the re-
mainder refused, and some revolvers were
fired. A large force of Cossacks drawn
up outside the building then fired repeated
volleys into the erowd, killing 30 and
wounding upwards of T0.

In the ensuing panic many persons fell
and were trampled to death by - their
comrades and the pursuing Cossacks.

Yokohama, Sept. 13.—6 p.m,—
Troops of infantry are now guarding the
foreign consulates, churches, convents
and hotels, and cavalry are patrolling
the streets. One hundred and nineteen
arrests had heen made up to noon. It
is understood that the riot was inecited
by agitators from Tokio. Inflammatory
placards were posted on the streets on
Tuesday and Wednesday, and were tora
down by the police. The mob. used
many short iron bars and had other
weapons ready, showing that there was
fome organization. . It had threatened
to burn all the police boxes to-night,
which threat has been frustrated by the
troops. The city is now quiet. No
anti-foreign feeling exists, and there is a
growing awakening among the business
classes that the riots are senseless.

Guarding Prisoners.

Tokio, Sept. 14.—10 a.m.—Advices
from Yokohama say that a riot occurred
there shortly after midnight on Tuesday
night. The mob was divided and com-
posed of, 5,500, mostly coolies, boatmen
and outcasts. Eight police boxes were
demolished and burned. The mob di-
rected its attack against the police and
the residences of the custom officers and
the large commercial houses. Three
hundred {roops were sent from Tokio on
a spegial train a little 'befone dawn, and
soMiers are now guarding the consulates,
the waréhdiisés containing explosives and
the oil tanks. -

The govérnor of the prefecture and the
mayor of Yokohama have issued procla-
mations instructing the people to place
confidence in the ability of the authori-
ties to restore order.

Six hundred Russian prisoners of war
from Garafuto, who were staying at the
different hoteis, have been placed under
a special guard. During the riot the
police drew swords, while the mob was
armed with pistols and sword sticks. The
casualties among the police were three
severely wounded and 37 slightly in-
jured. Ninety of the mob are under
arrest. The mob set ‘fire to the police
boxes by soaking them in oil, firing them
and throwing them -t the object of at-
tack.

Quiet has apparently been restored.

The government yesterday ordered the
suspension of three newspapers publish-
ed respectively at Kofu, Miigata -~ and
Otaru for criticizing the peace treaty.

The Mynichi this morning resents the
statement in the Kokuma, a government
organ, in classing the burning of church-
es at Tokio during the rioting with the
action of the Boxer trouble. The Myn-
ichi states that no anti-foreign move-
ment such as was entertained by the
Boxers exists,

There was no attempt at violence  to-
wards the guests at the Imperial hotel,
who were permitted quietly to observe
the disturbance in the streets.

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PROTOCOL GF ARMISTICE.

Japanese Legation Makes Public the
Text—Terms Cause Consterna-
tion at Lloyds.

i e

London, Sept. 18.—The protocol of the
armistice between Japan —and Russia
consists of six paragraphs, fixing the
zone of demarcation between the two
armies in Manchuria, as well as in the
Tunien region, providing that the naval
forces of one of the belligerents shall not
bombard territory belonging to or occu-
pied by the other, and setting forth that
the martime captures will not be sus-
pended’ during the armistice.

The Japanese legation this evening
gave out the text of the Russo-Japanese
armistice protocol as follows:

1. A certain distance as a zone of de-
marcation shall be fixed between the
fronts of the armies of the two powers
in Manchuria, as well as in the region of
the Tumen river, Korea.

2. The naval forces of one of the bel-
ligerents shall not bembard territory be-
lpnging to or occupied by the other.

3. Maritime captures will not be sus-
pended by the armistice.

4. During the term of the armistice
new . reinforcements shall mot be dis-
patched_to the theatre of war. Those
which are already on their way shall not
be dispatched morth of Mukden on the
part of the Japanese, or south of Harbin
on the part of the Russians.

5. The commanders of the armies and
fleets shall determine in common accord
the conditions of the armistice in con-
formity with the provisions above enum-
erated. :

6. The two governments shall order
their commanders, immediately after the
signature of the treaty‘of peace; to put
the protocol -into execution.

The protocol was signed by M. Witte,
Baron Rosen, Paron Komura and M.
Takahira,

The announcement that by the terms
of the Russo-Japanese armistice protocol
maritime captures will not be suspended
caused consternation at Lloyd’s to-day
owing to the fact that some insurances
had been recently effected at ‘“‘peace”
rates. It was suggested that the under-
writers hold a meeting and send a pro-
test to the Japanese goverumen-‘lf.‘,~

DEATH OF DR. MURISON.

He Was Formerly in Charge of Presby;
terian Mission at Oak Bay.

Eastern exchanges contain the an-
nouncement of the death of Rev. Dr. R:
G. Murison, lecturer in Oriental lan-
guages at University College, Toronto.
The deceased resided in Vietoria about
eight years ago, being then in charge of
the Presbyterian missions at Oak Bay.
His death occurred in Toronto on Mon-
day, Sept. 4th, after a short illness, in-
duced by a virulent attack of typhoid
fever. He was in the prime of life, and
of exceptional bodily strength, having
previously never' kndwn illness in any
form.

Rev. Ross George Murison, M. A., Ph.
D., of the University College of Toronto,
and B. D. of Knox College, was born 39
years ago in Mintlaw, Aberdeenshire,
Scotland, and came to this country at
the age of 18, starting life in Canada in
a very humble way in Glengarry, Ont. He
put himself successfully through the
High school, the University and the
Theological College. He graduated from
Toronto University in 1893, and from
Knox College in 1894, after taking a re-
markably high stand in his eclasses in
both institutions. His degree of Doctor
of Philosophy was awarded by Toronto
University in 1902. In 1896 he was ap-
pointed lecturer in Oriental languages,
and at once became popular as a teacher
and member of the staff. Besides his
work in the languages and literature of
his specialty. he devoted himself latterly
to Bible teaching in English, having
founded last session a course of instruc-
tion in that suvject, from which import-
ant results in university Bible study are
justly expected. He had also for several
vears conducted Bible classes among the
medical students. Dr. Murison was un-
wearied in laboring to promate the moral
and religious welfare of the students, and
his brief professional career has been
made memorable by his unvarying kind-
ness and geniality and by his intense de-
sire to be helpful to every one. He had
alreandy attained. a high position as' a
scholar. and teacher. His hand-books on
the histe»y of Babylonia and Egypt are
widely used. He was especially accom-
plished in Oriental archaelogy and ’in
folklore. In early Scotish church his-
tory ‘and_in the history of Liturgies he
was an authority. He was much in de-
mand ag a university local lecturer upon
the subjects of his department, :

Dr. Murison is survived by Mrs. Mari-
son and two young children.

THE SINKNC OF
JiP BATLESHI

WAS IN SASEBO HARBCR
AT TIME OF DISASTER

Magazide Exploded Shortly After Fire
Was Discovered—Vessel Sank
in Shallow Water

Sasebo, Sept, 13.—Admiral Togo's flag-
ship, the Mikasa, was destroyed by fire
and by the explosion of her magazine at
an early hour last Monday morning,
while peacefully lying at anchor in this
harbor.

Hundreds of lives, including members
of her crew, and men from other ships
who went to the rescue, were lost.

This little town, which has suddenly
risen to a prominent eminence since the
outbreak of the recent war, had spent a
quiet Sunday. The présence in the har-
bor of several warships which had taken
part in the annihiliation of the formid-
able navy of a great power, presented
an object of pride, but the quiet slumber
of tht night, while the people were
dreaming of peace after an unparalleled
series of victories, was violently disturb-
ed ‘a -little after .midnight by a terrific
explosion accompanied by a severe shock.
An eager crowd assembled on the coast
only to discover that a terrible disaster
had overtaken the Mikasa, the flagship
of the great Togo who led his men to
victory in the life and death struggle in
which the nation had just been engaged.

Words are powerless to describe the
profound disappointment and- sorrow at-
tending this great catastrophe. With the
absence of Admirai Togo from the ship
at the time of the explosion, and the
hope that the vessel can be repaired, are
the only redeeming features -of the un-
precedented calamity. A deep feeling of
sympathy toward.the unfortunate suf-
ferers after.a cessation of hostilities per-
nmeates every class.

Official Report,

Tokio, Sept. 12.—The navy department
this afternoon furnished the following
details of the sinking of the Mikasa:
“The battleship caught fire from an un-
known caust at midnight September
10th, and before the fire, could be sub-
dued the flames reached the after maga-
zine, which exploded, blowing a hole in
the port side below the water line, caus-
ing her to sink. The cause of the fire is
under . investigation.”

The disaster to the battleship Mikasa
bas cast a gloom everywhere. The Mik-
asa was Togo's flagship and was en-
deared to the hearts of the people. The
ship was at anchor in Sasebo harbor
wnen the fire started at the base of the
mainmast ;at midnight. . It spread with
great, rapidity, exploding the after maga-
zine, and an hour after the fire had been
discovered the Mikasa sank in shallow
water. It is believtd the ship can be re-
paired.

Rescuing parties were sent from the
various -warships in the harbor, and
there weta heavy casualties among the
men. Various rumors egre current as to
the cause of the fire. Some attribute it
to an overcharge of electricity. Great re-
lief was felt throughout Japan when it
was learned that Admiral Togo was not
on board the ship at the time of the fire.

THE CARMENCTR
RETURNS A7 LAST

NOTORIOUS SEALER )
ARRIVES FROM COAST

Capt. McLeafi Fylfils’His 'Promise and
Reports to the Collector of
Customs.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Without registry, with the reputation
of having left Victoria for the express
purposg of raiding seal island rookeries,
with a crew stranded for the want of
money and with a skipper who has been
the subject of more newspaper contro-
versy than perhaps any other naviga-
tor living, the Carmencita, or Acapulso
as she is now known, has returned to
port from the famous expedition on
which she set out from Victoria early in
the year. The vessel, with Capt, Alex.
McLean in command, arrived from
Clayoquot about 5 o’clock last evening.

Coincident with the arrival of the
schooner', Fred Wilson, of San Francisce,
is here. He has been watching for the
craft and has come to safeguard the in-
terests of the creditors, although in what
manner he nor any one else will not tell for
publication at present. It is stated that
the creditors of the Carmencita in San
Francisco seek to secure a lien on the
schooner, but up till noon to-day no action
of this character had been taken.

The arrival of the Carmencita was a
surprise to many on the waterfront.
When Capt. McLean wired, in response
to Collector Newsbury’s telegram, that
he would come to Victoria from Clayo-
quot at once and report, few suspected
that the wily navigator would fulfil his
promise. That he did so promptly, how-
ever, is now evident. He appeared at the
customs at an early hour and duly enter-
ed his vessel as having come from a seal-
ing voyagé. There was nothing 'in' the
way of his deing this, but while sanction-
ing this, Collector Newbury. is: far from
bhaving reached a settlement with the
schooner. It is indeed doubtful if he will
do so to-day. The collector said ' this
.morning that the vessel’s case was such
a complicated one that he could not tell
what he could do with it until full in-
quiries into all the facts connected with
the cruise had been made. Mr. Wood-{|
side, who cleared the vessel, had not
turned up, and a representative for the
creditors was here from San Francisco
to claim the vessel. In view of all these
facts and the charges against the schoon-
er it would be impossible for him to say
what his dourse woulu be,

Capt. McLean was also seen by a
Times ncribe and was asked for a state-
ment about the expedition, but declined
to talk, adding that the newspapers had
broken up his voyage, and that he would
bave nothing to say either-asito what'had
taken place or what his plans would be.
Mr. Wilson also refused to speak of his
intentions. The silence that has been
obtained regarding the schooner’s move-
ments from the start therefore continues,
and is likely to until pessibly litigation
brings to light part if not the whole his-
tory of the whole mysterious expedition.

A visit to the schooner in the upper
harbor this morning revealed the fact
that e apearance of the crew is not so
bad as San Francisco reports have paint-
ed. A number are young fellows and
they tell a story that agrees in nearly
every particular with that related by the
six hunters who preceded the arrival of
the sehooner. They state that they had
contracted with Mr. Woodside in San
Francisco for a sealing voyage on,a ves-
sel to be operated under the Mexican flag.
In consequence they. were permitted to
use guns on the seal, and were not to be
subjected to the regulations appertaining
to vessels flying the Amierican or British
flags. Capt. Thomas, who died on theé
cruise, was supposed to be master, and
‘Capt. McLean was a kind of manager
of the expedition in the capacity of a
passenger, who was looking for a cod
fishing station in some of the many inlets
of Alueution group. The Carmencita
they say put into three.or four of these
places, and Capt. McLean made an ex-
amination of the ports with the ¢bject of
“ascertaining their suitability for a fishing
station. That the captain was not sin-
cere in his motives never occurred to
them. They knew nothing of the ar-
rangement which the captain entered into
with the hunters for the return of the
schooner, and never suspected that they
were on anything other than proper seal-
ing voyage. A number said that they
had been promised passage to Seattle by
Capt. McLean, but they had not yet re-
ceived their wages. They lost Captain
Thomas on the 23rd of August. He was
very old and died of natural causes. The
captain was a native of New York, and
had been' a pioneer in the sealing busi-
ness on this coast.

The Carmencita carried a crew of 19
men. There are 12 aboard now, and six
came from the schooner .while she was
still at Clayoquot. The six, as stated,
have placed their case in the hands of
Eberts & Taylor, and will endeavor to
secure their earnings, while the 12 will
doubtless all return to the other side. At
the West Coast port fresh supplies, suf-
ficient to last the schooner 'untit she
reached Victoria, were obtained, and in
security for the payment of the same 12
seal skins were left in charge of the
store keeper. Three hundred and sixty-
five skins are in custody of the collector
of customs.

THE CHOLERA EPIDEMIC.

EFFICIENCY PAY - |
 WAS DISTRIBUTED

AMONG MEMBEKS OF
MILITIA YESTERDAY

Considerably Cver Thousand Dullars
Handed Officers and Men— Sucuvess-
ful Riflemen Honored.

The Fifth Regiment turned out almost
in foll force last evening to receive the
efficiency pay received by the C. O. a
few days ago from the Dominion ggvern-
ment. Approximately $1,148 were dis-

tributed among the non-commissioned
otticers and men, $1,000 more than has
ever before been earned by the local mil-
itia. While, of course, the prime object
of the parade was. to issue this money,
the gathering took the form of a recep-
tion to Hospital Sergt. Richardson and
Sergt, Brayshaw, the loeal rifiemen who
did so well at Bisley, and Co. Sergt.-Ma-
jor Caven, Sergts Carr and Butler, and
Gunner Duncan, Victoria marksmen
who acquitted themselves with credit at
the recent Dominion Rifie Association
meet. Lt.-Col. Hall, the commanding
officer, in a brief address made eulogistic
references to their exploits and the pres-
tige won for the corps they represented.
Afterwards refreshments were served,
when advantage was taken of the oppor-
tunity to congratulate the successfal
riflemen.

. When the “fall in” sounded at abous
8 o’clock the different companies took
their places according to the old forma-
tions, in six 'sections, the captains being
in charge. These officers then handed
out the pay each non-commissioned
officer and man having made the re-
quired score over the. Clover point range
and attended the necessary number of
drills during the militia camp, receiving
between $6 and $3 according to the
length of his service. Those who par-
,ticipated in the annual mobilization
manceuvres were given an extra allow-
ance.

Immediately this was compléted the
regiment was re-formed as requjred by
the new establishment, Nos. ¥ and 2,
Nos; '3 and 4, and Nos. 5 and 6 com-
panies were united, Majors Currie, Mc-
Connan and.Hibben being placed in com-
mand. It was the first time the militia
had been drawn up in accordance with
the recent instructions, and it certainly
makes a wonderful improvement at least
in the appearance of the corps. Each
company has more than double the orig-
‘nal numerical strength. A Dbeneficial
effeet in the regiment’s efficiency is ex-
pected to follow. The companies will be
more compact and easier handled than
heretofore. It should not make them
unwieldly and difficult to manage, as
some seem to think, because the work
will be evenly distributed among . the
commissioned and non-commissioned
officers, of whom there are more as-
signed to each company than has hither-
to been the ease. In addition it Brings
the artillery and garrison companier, for-
merly separated, together and those in
charge should be able to obtain better re-
sults. But this is not all. It has been
stated that the progress and popularity
of the regiment was interfered with by
the fact that cliques existed in several >¢
the companies. making it Adisagreeabis
for the average recruit. The re-organi-
zation will probably result in the disor
ganization of these by the introduction
of large numbers of new membe«rs into
each section. . Altigether the change
may be expected to improve the local
volunteer corps.

The regiment being satisfactorily
drawn up the C. O. made a few remarks
dealing with the advance in its efficiency
during the past year as demonstrated oy
the additional amount of pay granted ty
the government. After congratulating
the corps upon the large attendance’ he
referred to the change in its appearance
on parade as a result of the new foima-
tion. He thought, taking everything i~
to consideration, it was an improvemen:
and hoped that officers and men would
co-operate in the endeavor to maintain,
the reputations of the various companies
during the forthcoming winter. {* was
going to be & busy season and he wishtl
to impress upon the men the importauce
of attending drill as regularly as (os
sible, He didn’t want to be forced to
apply the provisions of the Militia Act
as stringently as last year, and thought
the men should appreciate the delicacy
of his position by rendering such actwn
unnecessary.

The C. O. then proceeded to praise the
marksmanship of the regiment’s Tepre-
sentatives at Bisley and Ottawa. In
Hospital Sergt. Richardson and Co.
Sergt.-Major Cave the corps had two
riflemen of whom it should be proud.
The former hag -captured many ¢t the
highest honors at Bisley inecomper:tion
with the most expert riflemen of the
British Empire. Sergt. Caven’s per
formances in Eastern Canada were na1d-
Iy less ‘noteworthy.

NEW FIELDS BEING
RAPIDLY DEVELOPED

Correspondent Describes the Vast Re-
sources of the Nq_rthern Country
and Its Prospects.

he future .istorian will direct atten-
tion to the year 1905 as the one in which
Yukon Territory entered the second and
permanent era of mining development.
Not that the day of the pcor miner, who
may work his own claim has passed for-
ever; for over thnis vast territory—un-
doubtedly the greatesi gold ;egion in
the world—there are perhaps as great
things to be accomplished by the indi-
vidual in the days to come as have been
realized in the past, but because at this
stage the great corporations with -unlim-
ited capital - and utilizing - the most
ponderous machinery have taken hold,
and because in this yéar practical min-
ing men from the United States backed
by ample means have started to open up
and develop the quartz ledges of the ter-
ritory.

By this sign we foresee the perman-
ency of communities in this country, and
by the same token the permanency of
busicess for tramsportation companies,
for the farmers, the merchants and manu-
facturefs of Canada, and particularly of
our own good provinee of British Colum-
bia.

As a mere generalization of these mat-
ters conveys nothing adequate nor accur-
ate to the mind lef us consider in par-
ticular the development of these wonder-
fally rich silver and gold and copper
properties ‘on Windy, Arm, Yukon Terri-
tory, about 10 miles in-a direct line from
this place and very close to the bound-
ary ‘ling .between ;British Columbia and
this territory.- There are other consider-
sbie developments of quartz mines in
the territory at White Horse, Klondyke
and on the Yukon river opposite Dawson,
but no steps have yet been taken to
equip them with a view to permanent
working.

Conrad mines. : Development ~ is being
pushed as:fast as men-and money can do
it/ and tire leads are proving most satis-
factory. . An arieal tram is being built
four mileg in length.to one of the mines,
and surveys forthree more are being,
made, which will be constructed this
winter, and-in the, early spring. A wharf
is also -being comstructed at the point
where the train strikes the lJake level.

The “difference. in. .elevation between
the mine and the,lake beach. terminals is
3,740 feets. Thereqwill beia: track:and
fraction ewble, buckeéts every 150 feet,,
and autdmatic. dumping <and loading
facilities, wwhich will give large capacity
to the plant.  About 150 men are now
employed, and 1his' number Will be great-
ly increased witli-the completion of the
fram. Stone houses are being built for
the use of the men'at the mine.

The orés are both silicious and lead
and silver; and give very:high assays,
but speaking generally they may be
described as rich shipping ores.

This
will beia great boon to the country, and
will do much toward its development.

Mr. ‘Qliver, minister of the interior,
visited the eamp.while in the territory,
and expressed himself as greatly pleased
with its progress.. ' He assured the pro-
prietors -of his assistance in the-excellent
work they were dding for the country.

Mr. J. Y. Rochester, superintendent of
Dominion telegrapis in the Yukon, was
also a recent visitor, and it is understood
fhat as a result of his visit the tele-
graph line will shertly be extended from
this place to the mines and an office
opened.

THONAS SHINER

C. P. R DIRECTOR IS
VISITING THE WEST

He Tells of Splendid Standing of Cana-
dian Investments in English
Money Markets.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Thomas Skinner, one of the English
directors of the C. P, R., arrived in the
city last evening, having come across the
continent, accompanied by Mrs. Skinner
and her sister, Miss Long, in the private

car Earnscliffe. Mr. Skinner this morn-"

ing left by the train for aitrip over the
E. & N., anc wiH return this evening by
special train.

Mr. Skinner 1s financial agent of the
C 1. R. in London, and besides being so
j 1ominently cennected with that corpor-
atio: is a London director of the Bank
of Moutreal and of the Hudson’s Bay
Company, and his interests are altogeth-
er identified with things Canadian. He
is also proprietor of ithe Canadian Gaz-
ette published in London.

His visit is to make a general inquiry
as to the conditions prevailing. On the
way west he stopped off at various
points. He was deeply interested in the
Calgary irrigation work and the hotel
arrangements for tourist travel. lnci-
dentally it may be mentioned that while
in Winnipeg Mr. Skinner in the course
ol an interview is credited with stating
that the C. P. R. hotel at Victoria would
undoubtedly be the finest on the con-
tinent. Hitherto the lack of hotel ac-
commodation had been a great drawback
to continental travel. *‘But it was now
the intention of the C. P. R. to build
sich hostelries as would induce the
European tourist to direct his footsteps
in this direction with more frequency
than before.

Speaking of the fast line.across the

Atlantic, he said that the best boats
were being put on which would give the
most satisfaction to the patrons. They
were 20 knot steamers, and would not
be turbine for the reason that it has not
yet been demenstrated that this tsyle of
propulsion is the best. ‘“Soon,” he said,
“the company will have its own special
train out 6f Hwuston station in London,
so that people coming, say from the
Orient, may travel direct to their homes
mnder one management.”’
He had nothing to state in regard to
the Pacifie service, remarking that his
trip was mercly one of observation. As
to the jroimbility of the C. P. R. enter-
ing upor tle route to Australia he dis-
missed this sabject with saying, “one
thing at a time, you know.”

Mr. Skinner takes a great interest in
finguwiai matters and speaks more en-
couragingly of Capadian investments.

Referring to the fact that Hudson’s
Bay Company stock, which had origin-
ally been quoted at £10 was now at £80,
Mr. Skinner explained' that at the time
ot Confederation it was arranged that
the company should receive one-twentieth
of 4l land surveyed within ~geeertain
‘period. 1t was not thovght thén" that
three transcontinental lines would tra-
verse Canada. Since it has been an-
nounced that *Le Grand Trunk Pacific
would build acvcss the continent,  and
that the Canad.an Northern had already
extended its lin:s through the Northwest
the value of shares has increased. The
building of these railways opens up a
vast district to the north of where it was
expected civilization would extend, and
it looks as if the Hudson’s Bay Company
woaid receive a large grant under the
terms arranged.

As regards the land question of the
C. P. R., he said, “in the earlier days the
railway company issued five per cent.
bonds. Subsequently,
with a view to raising money towards
the completion of the road, the company
‘issued 3% per cent: land bonds, the gov-
ernment in that case guaranteeing the in-
terest, and it was then agreed that all
cash procceds of land sales should be
first applied to the redemption of the five
per cent. land  mortgage bonds, and af-
ter they were ‘paid off the proceeds were
to- be paid into the Dominion treasury
until the amount so paifl'in shonld equal
the loan, thé government in the mean-
time to pay the company 3% per cent. on
these payments. Later, when the am-
ounts so paid into the Dominion treasury
equal the amount of the loan, the gov-
ernment was to become respousible for
the loan, both for the interest and.the
capital, and to discharge the lien upon
the company’s land grant. As to the
probable time- when this result will be
attained, the following facts disclosed in
the last report of the company may give
information. The sales of land for the
year ending July 1st, 1904, amounted to
close upon a million acres, sold for about
$4,000,000. Up to that date, $3,500,000
had been deposited with the govérnment
towards the paying off of the $15,000,000
loan. Of this, as much as $3,000,000
was paid off in that one year. It-is un-
derstood that in the year about. to be re-
ported upen, the sales were about in the
same proportion, so that the period when
the whole loan will be paid off is within
measurable distance. In faet, it could
be paid off now aany time,

“Besides, there is the statement that
up to June 30th, 1804, the undue instal-
ments on land sold by the C. P. R. in
the Northwest amounted to $15,250,000,
on which interest is charged at six per
cent., so that the investing publie can see
tnat the land grant bonds are practically
no charge on the company, for while the
interest on that amount is six per cent.,
that to be paid by the company on the
balance of its loan is only 315 per cent.
The quantity of land still held by the
company under its grants amounts to
17,682,000 acres, so that the profit to be
made upon that land is clear ‘o all in-
vestors. That money may either be out-
laid in nmew lines, or it may be deelared
as a dividend under a special land bonus,
but it is plain' that the income is to be
added to just that much more.

“Once it was possible for a compara-
tively small number of people to obtain
. control of Cv P. R. stock,” Mr. Skinner

According to a report received from
Elizabethport, a temporary peace has
been declared between the Mussul-
mans and the Armenians as the result
of intervention by the clergy. Both the
administration and the 'Christian popula-
tion are much surprised that the Tartars
should bg so well armed. In many dis-
tricts the ammunition of the troops has
been exhausted, while the Tartars say
they have ample supplies.

He said the troupe
had numbered about 300 persons, and
that when it was stranded because of a
collection for 'rent levied by a French
financial institution on 'the receipts of
the show, 120 members were left desti-
tute. The American consul at Grenoble
cared for them. Many members of the
circus are still at Grenobie or Paris, so
destitute that they depend for support
upon private subscriptions of money.

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IS IT A CHALLENGE?

After corralling the waters of Shawni-
gan Lake for power purposes, one might
have expected the tramway company to
permit the citizens of Victoria without
demur to utilize the purling waters of *
Goldstream for domestic or any purposes
whatever. But if the people are to be
compelled to fight for their rights, when

their rights are finally defined they are
not likely to hesitate about exercising
them to the limit regardless of the as-
sumed rights of private corporations:
And in this connection we note that the
Mayor of Vancouver has doubts as to
whether the people of the Termix‘;al
QCity are deriving all the benefits they
ought to derive from the close proximity
of an unlimited supply of natural water
power. Mr. Buscombe asserts that the
citizens of Seattle and of Tacoma are
being supplied with electric light for do-
mestic purposes at a very much lower
rate than the citizens of Vancouver. His
Worship wants to know why, and inti-
mates that he purposes finding out why.
Therefore there is a strong probability
that the whole question of house and
street illumination on the coast cities of
British Columbia will be investigated be-
fore long. It is an interesting question—
a question in which the people are vital-
1y concerned. There is no reason except
the insufficient reason of precedent why
municipal corporations should not sup-
ply consumers with light as well as with
water for domestic purposes, especially
as in these latter days in districts where
Nature has been particularly lavish in
storing up energy the two chief re-
quisites for domestic comfort and con-
venience are so closely allied. It is per-
haps just as well that the gage has been
cast in the face of the city at this time.
The corporation has been called upon to
fight for what the people who compose
the corporation believe to be their
rights. The British Columbia Electrie
Railway Company, as it is in duty bound
to do, is going to do all it can to con-
serve, to promote and to maintain the
rights of its shareholders. The situation
ought to be clarified and simplified as a
results or the contest. And when the
fight 1/5« over all the obstructions to muni-
cipal enterprise which have raised so
many misgivings in the minds of the ma:
Jjority of the present city government
ought to have vanished away. »

Excellency are being bitterly criticized.
Hlpwever, this is no new thing in the
history of this Dominion. Governors
Thave in the past been attacked by mem-
bers of the same party with something
more substantial than mere words, when
they failed to realize that the primary
object of official existence should be to
tell the public that it could be neither
prosperous nor happy unless the Tories
were in power. Therefore we are in
no- wise surprised to read in the Winni-
peg - Tribune that “the words quoted
from Earl Grey’s speech at Edmonton
yesterday should have never fallen from
the lips of any Governor-General. Can-
ada is already well supplied with the
stump speakers and organs to fill the
people’s ears with the sort of twaddle that
¥arl Grey talked in the closing passage
of his speech.”

James Britt, gladiator, returns thanks
that he was enabled to meef defeat like
a gentleman. And no doubt the thought
that for going down like a gentleman
James received a sum in excess of twelve
thousand dollars enabled him to endure
his humiiiation with becoming gentle-
manliness. Also it must be assured that
the great concourse which paid so hand-
somely to see James “put out of busi-
ness” behaved in the moment of the
crisis with becoming gentlemanlliness.
in fact there is little doubt that the
function generally was a very becoming-
1y and politely and gently conducted af-
fair, Mr. Britt, on the whol¢, may be
said to have fairly attained to the high
ethical standard set by another' distin-
guished actor in the prize ring, one John

L. Sullivan, whe tlu-opgh the newspapers 4

is weekly urging the people of the United
States, whatever their occupations may
be, to “take their punishment like men.”
Mr. Sullivan claims to have spent sev-
erzl fortunes, won by putting ambitious
pugilists “out of business,” and he talks
about his dissipations as though they
were a credit to him. That is popularly
supposed to be the way of all successful
public characters of the Sullivan stamp.
No doubt Mr. Britt is already busily en-
gaged in dissipating the price of his
downfall.

WHAT IS THIS, ONTARIO ?

Can it really be that'the model prov-
ince of Ontario, the portion of Canada
which has so often been held up, to the
West especially, as worthy of all emula-
tion, is decadent? During all the years
the Mowat government, and its success-
ors under Hardy and Ross, was in power
in the province which assumed the pre-
miership in all things Canadian, there
was scarcely any question raised as to
the moral superiority of Ontario. She
lived uprightly and was tolerant as she
was sober and law-abiding. Now with
Premier Whitney enthroned as the head
of the first
Ontario has

Conservative government
ever had, a government
which was returned principally through
the efforts of the temperance party, be-
hold the change in conditions! The peo-
ple have broken loose from all restraints,
have subverted law and order, and are
doing many things which are not seemly
in the sight of men who are so unfor-
tunate as to exist outside of the model
province. If an unfortunate individual
who believes that under British rule he
has the right to live, and to be let alone
in the life he chooses to live, happens to
offend local sentiment, he is. sometimes
taken into a quiet place and flayeqd with
many stripes. Sometimes his alleged
sins are visited upon his children even
to the point of ithe dividing asunder of
life from the body, as in the concrete
case of the little boy who was shot to
death in a moment of playfulness by:a
young man with a rifle. Angd the most
extraordinary feature of these cases lies
in the fact that the coroner’s juries after
investigation decided that no wrong had
been done. But the culmination of the
arraignment of Ontario lies in the charge
by the Toronto Globe that in the model
city of the model province one day last
week was “in the opipion of competent
observers the most drunken holiday’’ in
the recent history of the city. Qur On-
tario contemporary then asks if “we are
going back to the swinish excesses of
former times,” following this up with
the statement that there is real “need in
this eity for an old-fashioned temperance
campaign of the pledge-signing sort.”
«Can such things really be under a gov-
ernment pledged to “temperance re-
form,” and which was hrought into pow-
er principally because George W. Ross’s
views were mot radical enough to suit
the purposes of alleged “temperance re-
formers?’ Perhaps it is that Premier
Whitney is so intent upon réforming the
civil service and incidentally in creating
offices for the strong individual towers
of the Conservative party, -who have
had no such opportunities for a great
many.years, that he has no time to pay
attention to real abuses. And it is also
noteworthy that the “independent” news-
papers of the hypocritical type of the
Toronto News have no word of condem-
nation for the creators of the conditions
that are making the name of Ontario
a by-word throughout Canada.

CLEVELAND VINDICATED.

Grover Cleveland was currently re-
ported to be a poor man when he became
president of the United States. On his
retirement Mr. Cleveéland lived in the
style of a rich man. After its usual cus-
tom, the world, réasonjug.that no man
could possibly live in the manner which
eustomrpres’{:ribee for'presi_dents and save
up a competenceAin eight yeafs, reached
the conclusion that Mr. Cleveland had
not been entirely honorable in his deal-
ings as occupant of the important post
of chief executive of the great republic.
It was even hinted that President Cleve-
land, who was known to be considerable
of a dabbler in stocks, had purpesely
precipitated the crisis with Great Britain
respecting Venezuela with .the object of
affecting the prices of shares or shocks
in which he was interested. Now we
have it on the very best of authority that
Mr. <Cleveland in his official capacity
was a strictly honorably and honest man
—that he had far toe high a regard for
international amenities and too much re-
spect for humanity to prostitute his of-
ficial position to sinister or selfish uses.
In a word, that Mr’ Cleveland acted an
entirely disinterested part when he is-
sued what appeared to be insolent ulti-
matum to Great Britain and left that
country the alternative of either defying
the United States and incurring the
chance of war or of backing dowh com-
pletely in her attitude towards Vene-
zuela. .

The explanation of Mr. Cleveland’s
rapid rise to afluence is given by a peri-
odical which claims special knowledge
of the inside facts ' and in order to clear
up the mystery which has hitherto sur-
rounded the circumstances of a promi-
nent public man. It explains: #‘After a
considerable period of belief that Mr,
Cleveland had hecome comparatively rich
as the result of financial operations in
association with his friend, Mr. E. C.
Benedict, the banker, a story to the other
extreme is now geoing the rounds to the
effect that his income 'ig only $5,000 a

 year.

year. The truth is that Mr. Cleveland’s

income from his investments is between
$8,000 and $10,000, to- which he adds an
average of about $3,000 by writing occa-
sional essays for publication, He might
have acquired a larger fortune, doubtless,
but for the fact that he would never per-
mit his bankers to buy or sell stocks on
margins. Mr. Benedict, however, makes
his few investments, and they are gen-
erally wise ones, Some years ago Mr.
Cleveland had $5,000 to spare, and Mr.
Benedict obtained for him the right,
which he availed himself of, to subseribe
for the stock of a projected trust com-
pany.. The knowledge that:-the former
president was to become one of their
shareholders inspired the promoters with
a brilliant idea. After consultation they
sought Mr. Benedict, and, through him,
offered Mr. Cleveland the presidency of
the company at a salary of $50,000 a
It was a legitimate undertaking,
backed by reputable men, but Mr. Cleve-
land somewhat reluctantly declined on
the ground that he was unacquainted
with the details,of the business, and that
the condition gt his health would not
permit of the severe application requisite
to effective service. Again he was urged
to accept, with the assurance that his
duties would be nominal, his mere official
connection with the ecompany being con-
sidered sufficient recompense for his re-
muneration, Mr. Cleveland replied simply
that that would seem to him too much
like selling the use of his name, which,
of course, he could not do. That closed
the incident.” Thus it appears that Mr.
Cleveland’s course, far from being cen-
surable, was such as it would be well
for other public men, not only in the
United States, but in many other coun-
tries, to emulate.

NARROW-MINDED
AND MALICIOUS.

An examination of the debates in the
Dominion House of Commons as reported
in Hansard will remove any cause for
wonder respecting the reasons why the
sessiong of Parliament are unduly pro-
longed. In the matter of one fitem alone,
the estimates for thé maintenance of an
efficient barrier against the admission of
diseased persons at the ports of the Pa-
cific Coast, more than one day was con-
sumed in obstruction -by that hypercriti-
cal and ultra-conscientious man, Hon.
George E. Foster, and one or two of his

friends on the Conservative side of the
House. It was a difficult matter to cen-
vince the ex-Finance Minister that there
was any necessity to guard the gates of
the West against the introduction of cer-
tain loathsome maladies that are pecu-
liar to the Orient.. The critic could not
be convincéd that there is any immigra-
tion worthy of the name to Canada from
the other side of the Pacific. In the
course of the ordinary traffic and com-
mercial intercourse between the conti-
nents it might have occurred to the hon-
orable gentleman that ships are constant-
ly. arriving at and departing ‘from the
Canadian ports on the Pacifie, and that
‘where theke is (ntercourse ¢f such a
character there must be a certain move-
ment of human beings also. Mr. Foster
in his incredulity pointed out that' the
‘Chinese were excluded absolutely by the
five hundred dollar head tax and that no
Japanese were, under domestic restric-
tions, coming to the country at all. If
the critics were so ignorant of facts as
they pretended to be, they should be per-
suaded to come to the coast and witness
the arrival and departure of Oriental
steamers with their own doubting eyes.
Then they would comprehend the neces-
sity for the utmost vigilance. And they
would not be guilty of opposition to the
creation ‘of what is one of the
most essential safe-guards of the
health not -only of . British <Cal-
ambia but. of the whole of the Do-
minica of Canada. The duty of opposi-
tion when not exercised with discretion
may . be attended with  distinet
Conservatism  is
an. utterly . discredited force in
British Columbia, wvut a realization
of that obvious faet should not
create a_ spirit of vindictiveness in
the bosom of a broad-minded public man.
Mr. Foster’s malicious spirit is a source
of considerable weakness to the remains
of the Conservative party.

SQUELCHING TURBULENT RUS-
SIANS.

The Czar of Russia has summoned, or
has announced that he will summon, the
representatives of his people into a par-
liament to give him and his grand
dukes counsel and advice in the govern-
ment of his country. But the nobles are
not going to trust entirely to the meas-
ures suggested by the national assembly
for the maintenance of “law ang order”
in Russia. They have discovered what
they no doubt consider a more excellent
and a more effective and. characteris-
tically Muscovite way of dealing with the
class who are assumed to object to pres-
ent conditions—conditions which are
very acceptable to the ruling powers.
And in connection with the subject of
the suppression of the disorderly classes
a German paper has thrown some light
on the methods the Russian nobles pur-
pose pursuing in dealing with those who
Gream of internal reform. Germany has
a considerable class of professiohal mili-
tary men who cannot find congenial em-
ployment in their own country in these
decadent days of persistent peace. The
German turbulent colonies cannot abksorb
all the talents of this military class.
Realizing the conditions, the Tartar
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nobles are advertising in the newspapers
of the Fatherland that there is a fine
field for these idle professional soldiers
in Russia. Few gualifications are ne-
cessary in aspirants for such honorable
employment. They must be good rifle
skots, they must he accustomed to mili-
tary discipline, and they must be pre-
pared to do whatever is suggested
to them in the line of their duties
without asking questions which
might be difficult to answer. Brief-
ly, the Russian landholders are ad-
vertising in Germany for mercenaries,
and it is reported that appieations are
pouring in in great numbers for desirable
positions, which will ecarry with them
plenty of “sfort” and no hard labor to
speak of. These modern Dalgetties are
to be equipped with revolvers, rifles,
swords, and all the ammunition they
may require in nthe course of their day’s
work. In addition they will have free
board angd lodging, with regular monthly
ray of fifty marks. Those ‘qualified to
lead will be endowed with special pay in
harmony with the extent of their respon-
sibilities. Plain-speaking German news-
papers bluntly intimate that the task to
which these honorable military men,
who have been educated to regard ordin-
ary honorable labor with disdain, are
to be assigned is that of shooting down
the peasants who may rise in rebeliion
against their exacting landlords. That
assumption is, of course, something that
has yet to be demonstrated. But the
social conditions in Russia are not very
tranquil at present, and possibly the rul-
ing classes beiieve any measures jus-
tifiable that promise the restoration of
law and order and respect for the classes
whom, as the Russian branch of the
Greek Church would say, God in His
infinite wisdom has ordained to rule over
the lower orders of creation. The Ger-
mans are known to be particularly strong
on discipline. They inculeate obedience
and compel respeet for the Kaiser’s uni-
form by swor'ding inoffensive citizens on
the streets and by stringent vepressive
measures in barracks. Doubtless they
are just the class that will be useful ia
turbulent Russia at the present time,

We of the West have apparently a
very hazy idea of the marvellous rate of
settlement that has descended upon the
prairie country which has been divided
into two new provinces. A correspondent
of an Eastern newspaper now travelling
through the spying out the land perdicts
that to provide proper facilities for prim-
ary education in this vast and rapidly
growing country is a task of great mag-
nitude. During the past eighteen months
460 new districts have been organized.
Not ‘one of that mnumber, howevér, has
a separate school. Of the more  than
fifty separate schools organized in the
Territories in the early days all but
eleven are closed. Two of that number
are Protestant separate schools and are
located at Duck Lake and Esterhazy.
The school law of the Territories which
has been perpetuated by the Autonomy
Bills maxes provision for minority separ-
ate schools; which may be either Protes-
tant or Romant CathoH¢. Should the
minority in any school district: be dis-
satisfied they may petition for the estab-
lishment of a separate school. The rate
of taxation for education is levied by
the municipal council after the estimates
of the school board have been sent in.

.Where a separate school exists any tax-

payer can divert his taxes te-the separate
school. But . all such schools will con-
tinue to be under the Provincial Depart-
ment and 1uspectors, and to use the same
text books, except, as has been the case,
a special primary reader may be used by
Roman Catholic scholars. In effect the
system as it exists and has been worked
out aamirably meets the needs of the
country, and provides a safety valve for
letting off those feelings of discontent
which would be sure to arise in communi-
ties where the minority had to support
public schools and maintain from any

form of necessity a separate school. -

On 21l hands only words of praise and
satisfaction with the system are heard
from Liberals and Couservatives. The
only question is; should the system as it
existed have been perpetuated by the
Federal government, or. left to the prov-
inces to be by them settled? The isgue
will be brought forward in the coming
provincial elections.

E Our London Letter.
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London, Aug. 24.—The report of the
registrar-general for the past quarter on
the still further decreasing birth rate of
the United Kingdom, has raised -the
usual chorus of alarm and the seare-
mongers are -prophesying natiomal ex-
tinetion within a decade or two. The
race, question is undoubtedly an interest-
ing one, but proper consideration of the
subject will show that it.is impossible
for any country to maintain a high birth

rate unless the death rate is correspond-
ingly high. Happily we in England may
congratulate ourselves on the fact that

the British death rate is at a compara-
tively moderate figure thanks to improv- |
ed methods of sanitation and other bene- !

fits of civilization. It 1s observable in
fertility of the race decreases as its
population increases. If we continued
to maintain a high birth rate, it is cer-
tain in_the course of a few generations
there would not be room to move in our
little islands. Therefore, those men who
too hastily regret the declining birth rate
would do well to turn their attention to

the problem of over-population and the °

evils it brings. In connection with this
interesting problem of birth statistics,
a curious form of it comes from Western
America. It would appear that in the
remoter parts of the United States, there
is a plethora of women, which iz begin-
ning seriously to affect the industrial
market and relegating mere man to a
“back seat.” Women there take the
positions requiring intellectual gifts,
while men are forced to drift into phy-
sical labor. The “advanced woman” is
an actuality in that quarter of the globe
and only physical endurance can save
man in the stroggle for the survival of
the fittest.

A few years ago a capital antumh
scare was created to the effect that the
coal supply of Britain was rapidly giv-
ing. out, with the natural result that in
a few years the inhabitants of this effete
country would have to find some new
heat-giving medium, or sit shivering dur-
ing the dreary winter days. Of course,
it was all a bit of “silly season” ‘non-
senge.  But from official figures just to
hand, as to the annual output of coal
from the home mines, it is abundantly
clear that the time is approaching when
the  British coal miner on his native
heath—or peat—will be as extincteas the
Dodo. At the present moment some 900,-
000 miners are employed in the coal
mines of Great Britain, and, as each
produces about 280 tons of coal yearly,
a very simple sum in multiplication will
show at what a rate the natural stock
is being depleted. In the United States
much the same thing is happening, for
although our American friends employ
only ‘about half the amount of labor
they send to the surface about 50,000,000
tons more annually, in consequence of |
the adoption of up-to-date machinery and
the freer use of blasting power. The
latter, however, is mnot an unmixed
blessing, for America, as wusual ' deter-
mined not to be outdone by the Britisher
manages—if we take the ratio of num-
bers employed into consideration—to in-
cur about three times the number of min-
ing fatalities that we do. But that fact
does not ‘appear.to worry_ the -Ameriean
mine owner ‘half so much as the fact
that he has to draw on England when-
ever he wants the best class of miner.

At last it appears as if we were really
going to apply ourselves to the question

of the physical degeneration of the Eng-
lish race. It is true that the royal com-
missions have sat on the subject and par-
liament has discussed it ad nauseam, but
the practical’ result-has been absolutely
nik. Now, however, the ‘pressing needs
of the army and the navy are making
the matter;a very pertinent one and the
interest is no longer confined to the inep-
titude of the official mind. No. better
illustration of the existing degeneracy
need be sought than the sight of a line
battalion mainly recruited from town-
bred youths, TUndersized, narrow-chest-
ed, weedy products form fully 70 per
cent. of the numbers, and the famous
Brigade of Guards, where standard and
stamina are insisted upon, find it impos-

'gsihle to keep their battalions up to full
England, as in most countries, that the :

strength. Talking to an officer of the

! Scots Guards on this subject recently,

he gave it as his opinion that the food
question entered largely into the matter.
The struggle for existence among the
lower classes, from which the army is
largely recruited, no longer permits the
parents to supply their children with pro-
per bone and muscle-forming nourish-
ment, and the result is leaving its mark
on each successive generation of British
manhood. In ¢he opinion of this officer
the only practical solution is to select
for future service iz the army a number
of young boys each year, and, by proper
feeding and early physical training, to
ensure a regular supply of men of the
required standard. The idea, & course,
is old as the hills, but it has never been
tried in England,

Most people agree that London is al-
ready too big, although its vastness does
not always strike the traveller on his
first visit to the metropolis. But he soon
begins to realize its enormity and to
wonder why it is .ever extending, why
the thousands of rows of houses are still
being added. year by year. A warning,
however, has now come that it is time
to stop and the building boom must come
to an end if a serious state of affairs
for the building trade is to be avoided.
With the new electrie. cars, motor omni-
buses and accelerated train services, peo-
ple are moving further and further out
and leaving the immediate suburban dis-
tricts around London, with the  result
that there are streets upon streets of
empty houses, whose tenants have gone
where houses are cheaper and air purer.
The additional few miles makes practic-
ally no difference owing to the improved
methods of travelling, and therefore
house agents and landlords in the nearer
suburban neighborhoods are faced with
& pravs problem and must either allow
Bhieir houses to remain empty or reduce
thelr rents considerably. The outlook is
not cheerful, since it is estimated that
already there are some 65,000 to 70,000
empty houses in the metropolis. Land-
lords may well tremble as to the result
should London’s building area continue
spreading.

YUKON'S RECEPTION
10 THE MINISTER

HON. FRANK OLIVER
GIVEN A BANQUET

The Honored Guest Explains the Policy
of the Government Respecting
the Nortb.

The Yukon World says that the ban-
quet tendered Hon. Frank Oliver at Daw-
son on Wednesday, August 80th, was one
of the greatest ever given in that city. “It
was, in the first place, an entirely rep-
resentative gathering,” says the World;
“not one of the Liberals or Conservatives,
but ‘of the great body of Yukoners. It
was they who surrounded the festive
board, and who cheered to the echo
every word that the:minister said that
had in it a foreboding of better' times
for the Yukon.”

N. F. Hogel, K. C., in proposing the
toast of the guest of the evening, said:
“We have with us to-night the minister
of the interior of thé Dominion of Can-
ada, and we have reason to congratulate
ourselves that this is the first visit that
2 minister of the crown has paid to this
territory. It is a matter of great con-
gratulation to us no matter whether we
wre of one party or the other, or of no
party at all—(cheers)—because we are
receiving him as one people—the people
of the Yukon.” (Cheers.)

Continuing, Mr. Hagel said: “One of
the first acts of the minister on which
the people of Yukon had to congratulate
themselves was his appointment of the
present commissioner. (Loud applause.)
For the future prosperity of the Klondike
we had to look very materially to the
minister and to the commissioner, and he
was pleased to find in both the same di-
rectness of purpose, the same independ-
ence. (Loud cheers and shouts of “Billy’s
all right.”’)

The government of this
country necessarily has only one interest
in earrying on the government of the
country, and that is, th& interest of
the people of the Yukon, Whether it
be in the Yukon or Tnot, the prosperity
of Canada is the prosperity of its vari-
ous parts. And no one can say that this
part which has produced so many mil-
lions of gold is not one of the most im-
portant parts of the Dominion. ' (Cheers.)

-“But my view is that the government.

bears, although a 'very important part,
yet a subordinate one, in securing the
prosperity of the country. The gold of
the Yukon is not placed here by the gov-
ernment and ‘the gold is the foundation
of all the prosperity that is here or per-
tains to here, And it was not.the gov-
ernment that put the:idea into the minds
of men to come here under the conditions
that prevailed here in former days and
seek-to wring that gold from the bosom
of ‘the earth. It was the energy and en-
terprise of men which is not controlled
by the government. The Dominion gov-
ernment should facilitate; as far as it is
within its duty and within its power, the
coming together of the men and the gold
and to so administér the affairs of the
country that the men shall have the best
opportunity that the conditions of affairs
afford to secure that return to which it
is entitled by its enterprise.

‘“Beyond that no government can go.
But up to that point it is of course the
duty of the government to go. It shall
be the policy of the government of the
country, as I understand ‘it, and I am
here to speak on his behalf, to use all
endeavor to facilitate in every way—in
every reasonable way—the operations of
the miner in this Yukon territory. (Loud
cheers.)

“This camp to-day is not as it was five
years ago. . It never will be what it was
five years ago. (From the audience: I
don’t know.) It mever can. be what it
was five years ago. This camp five years
ago- was the best the world ever saw.
There never was such an area of rich
gold ground so easily accessible.

“I say that the conditions have chang-
ed, and we must accept the change of
conditions and work to meet that change
of conditiens or we cannot succeed, We
cannet expect the same results from
present conditions, as we did from condi-
tions existing a few years ago.

“At the same time, if my observations,
and the information which I have re-
ceeived is correct, we have to-day an
area immediately tributary to the city in
which we are, probably, the richest gold
field in the world.

“I am given to understand that over
one hundred million dollars has been
taken from the country within forty miles
of the city of Dawson..

“I am ‘not-so sure, Mr.. Chairman and
gentlemen, that the conditions = under
which the second hundred million will be
taken' out will not be very much better

than was that of the taking out of the
first -hundred millions. It will mean a
better 'and more equable distribution of
the money to a larger numbetr of people.
There is no reason, as I take it, for any-
thihg but the fullest confidence inm ‘this
i Klondike district, and in this whele Yu-
ikon territory in its future, I am told, for
half a century at least.

“It has pleased me since my arrivak
here to find the commissioner, Mr. Mec-
Innes, has won the approval of the peo-
ple of the territory on his administration.
(Cheers.) We have every confidence that
he will continue to merit that approval,
and we sincerely hope .that he will get
it, (From the/audience: He’s all right.)

“In regard to the services of Dr.
Thompsen, I wish to say, that as your
representative, the doetor has been un-
remitting din pressing upon the govern-
ment and upon “parliament the position
and the rights and the claims of this
territory.” (Cheers.)

The toast of the House of Commons:
was proposed by F. T. Congdon in a
brilliant speech. It was responded to by
Dr. Alfred Thompson.

The next toast was proposed by
Joseph Andrew <Clarke, and was to the
Yukon council.

W. W. B. McInnes, commissioner of
Yukon, responded first to the toast of
the council.

In the course of his remarks Mr. Me-
Innes said: “Now, sir, the Yukon is a
delightful country, and so far as the peo-
ple are concerned, I have yet to find 2

“I believe that the Best thing for the
Yukon people is for them to tell the truth
about the country, both in here and on
the outside, and the country will make
better headway in consequence.”

TELL OF TRIP WEST.

Canadian Pacific Railway Officials Have
Returned to Winnipeg.

“A party of important O. P. R. offi-
cials arrived in the city from the West
Thursday evening, in the .official car
Metapedia,” says the Winnipeg Free
Press.

“Among the party were Robert Kerr,
passenger traffic manager, W. R. Mac-
Innes, freight traffic .manager, F. W.
| Peters, assistant freight traffic manager
of western lines, and W. T. Robson, ad-
vertising manager. Since Awugust 9th
this party has been vyisiting various
pointg in the West, and making a ‘careful
and painstaking investigation of the
various traffic. problems which .have
arisen in consequence of the rapid
development of western Canada. They
have spent the month in visiting all
points in the mountains and British Col-
umbia, and it is expeeted that several im-
portant improvements will result from
the trip.

“Mr. Kerr, in speaking to a reporter
for the Free Press last evening, said
that he could not but remark the great
change which has taken place in the west
since his last visit. Grain-growing on
the prairies, cattle raising in the moun-
taing, and fruit raising and agriculture
in British Columbia, are showing re-
markable improvement. On every side
the country is rapidly filling up, and as
each industry plays info the hands of all
the others, the general result is most
beneficial to the country. He was
pleased to note the progress being made
in the harvest, which is some days ahead
of previous years.. Threshers are getfing
their machines into commission in many
districts, and cutting is practically com-
pleted. =
“With regard to the continuation of
the double daily transcontinental service,
he said that he was not in a position to
give any definite answer at the present
time. While the passenger traffic of the
western lines generally had more than
doubled during the present season, it was
not known.now long the heavy traffic
would continue. The prompt movement
of the crop was the matfer of greatest
importance at the present<time, and
while the motive power of the western
lines had been almost doubled this fall,
it would nof do to hamper the freight
department. There would undoubtedly

OPENIKG UP OF

DUNCAN ROSS, M. P.,
ON ITS DEVELOPMENT

He Tells of Resburcés Wbhich Are to
Follow Railway Construction

in Boundary

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

in the city spending a few days, a guest
at the Driard. Mr. Ross, who ranks as
a Victoria old boy, is receiving a hearty
welcome by the many friends he has in
the city. He will leave to-morrow in
cempany with Hon. wenator Templeman
for Nelson to meet the tariff 'commis-
sion. Mr. Ross eame through the Simil-
kameen and Nicola, reaching the main
line of the C. P. R. at Spence’s Bridge.
To a Times representative he spoke most
enthusiasticdlly of the possibilities of the
two distriets. “Similkameen and Nieola
combined will make the biggest and best
mining districts in the province of Brit-
ish Columbia,” he said. “The ore bodies
are there, the values Are there; they have
their own eoking coal, and with two rail-
ways building as fast as men and money
can do so, the day is not far distant when
the Boundary, which is to-day the banner
camp of the province, will have a strong
competitor for leading place in its neigh-
bor farther west.”

“Is the V., V. & E. being built in ae-
cordance with the promises made during
the recent railway fight at Ottawa?”
Mr. Ross was asked.

“Construction work is being retarded
by lack of labor,” he replied, “but the
contractors Rope to secure the necessary
number of njen from the harvest fields.
Sub-contractors have about 75 miles of
the line under construction, and later on
this fall the work from' the international
boundary line to Keremeos will be begun.
Abeut 1,500 men are now employed by
the various contractors, but three times
this number could “easily find employ-
ment. A portion of the line is very diffi-
cult of construetion; in fact outside of
some of the work on the Columbia &
estern, it is the most difficult and ex-
pensive railway work ever undertaken in
this province. From Midway to the in-
ternational boundary line at Sidley moun-
tain, therq is 30 miles of work, where the
rock work alone will cost $35,000 per
mile. Over 1,000,000 yards of rock has
to be taken out in this distance. All this
work referred to is on the Canadian side.
“The plans have been filed for the line
from Keremeos to Penticton, and beyond
this survey parties are in the field get-
ting everything in readiness for further
contracts next spring.” The railway fol-
lows the Tulameen river from Princeton
past Granit Creek to - Otter Flat,
thence following the valley of Otier
Creek to near Aspen Grove. From here
a low pass is followed westerly to the
Coldwater, where the Nicola coal fields
are reached, and thence farther westerly
over the Hope mountains via the Co-
quhalla pass to the Fraser river. Engi-
neers Baldwin and Tracey have made
thorough ! sifi'veys of this route, and it is
understood the difficulties of construc-
tion through the Hope mountains are not
so serious as those encountered from
Midway to the boundary line. Doubting
Thomases still suggest that the V.,V.&E.
will not be built through the Hope moun-
tains to the coast, but all indications
point to the completion of the road
through Southern British Columbia with-
in three years, possibly two.

“While neither the people of the Simil-
kameen nor those of Nicola expect to see
the iron horse this year, one ‘can almost
feel that confidence which the certainty
of a railway brings. Mine owners are
more active in development work, new
capital is seeking investment, ‘business
is more buoyant and there is every indi-
cation of the boom which is soon to come.
The great property of the Similkameen
is the Nickel Plate mine above Hedley,
owned by the Daly syndicate. The 40-
stamp mill at Hedley is running at its
full capacity, and shipments of gold are
made regularly. As soon as the railway
reaches there a large smelter will be
erected on the site recenfly secured from
the Dominion government. Both the
uranby and the B. C. Copper Company
have taken options on properties in the
Similkameen, the latter securing the fam-
ous Sunset mine on Copper mountain,
and also the McMillan group of claims
near Keremeos. Both these properties
are being developed. The Granby Com-
pany is developing the Dividend group
near Osoyoos Lake. Chas. F. Law and
his associates are building a $15,000
wagon road to their mines on Bear creek
for the purpose of bringing in a complete
mining plant. In Nicola the coal meas-
ures are being developed by Canadian
and American owners, On the Coldwater
are extersive measures of good coking
coal which is sure to find a ready market
at the smelters which are sure to be
built in the Similkameen. Only last
week James Dunsmuir, of Victoria, pur-
chased a large block of coal lands in this
district. ;

“The people of ..icola generally be-
lieve that the immediate construction of
the V., V. & E. has forced the hand of
the C. P. R. in undertaking the construc-
tion ‘of the Nicola railway. The forty-
five miles from Spence’s Bridge to Nicola
is fairly well covered by sub-contractors,
but here to canstruction work is retarded
by lack of labor.

“Although the chief industry of these
two districts is sure to be mining, it is
safe to say that the Similkameen valley
is sure to become one of the most im-
portant fruit growing centres of the pro-
vince, Frank Richter’s orchard at
Keremeos is a revelation to those who do
not know the capabilities of the great in-
terior. Peaches, grapes, prunes, even
watermelons of perfect flavor grow and
ripen there, and as for apples, none bet-
ter can be found anywhere. For years
the product of this orchard was fed to
hogs, ‘a8 there was no market, but now
Hedley ‘and other loeal centres of popu-
lation furnish' a limited . ‘market until
transportation facilities are secured. W.
H. Armstrong. of Vancouver; and his as<
sociates récently purchased the Coulthard
ranch at Keremeos..

Both were travelling at ordinary speed,
and the respective motioneers just had
time to reverse and apply the brakes be-
fore the cars came togethér. The force
of the blow smashed the vestibules and
did considerable other damage, but, for-
tunately, none of the tramway company
employees nor any of the passengers was
badly hurt. e accident occurred as
the cars were rounding the curve just
beyond the residence of W. F. Bullen,
Esquimalt road, one, the observation,
being on its way to town, and the other
going towards the Esquimalt terminal.

When seen this afternoon officials of
the British Columbia Elcetric' Railway
Compnany would give no statement for
publication as- to' who was to blame,
They explained, however, that it was a
misunderstanding of the orders issued,
and that the regular cazx should have
waited the arrival of the observation on
the switch at the corner of Head street.

D. Dewar and R. Dewar were acting
as conductor and ‘driver, respectivery, of
the ‘observation car, and W. Coles and
8. Lormier had 'charge of the regular
when the, collision occurred. It is esti-
mated that both were making six or
eight miles an hour. Both drivers re-
sponded to the emergency with remark-
able coolness. The reverse and brakes
were quickly applied and - then, seeing
that 'a crash was inevitable, Dewar (RJ)
jumped, whiie Coles (driver of the
regular) stepped‘back into ‘the car. Thus
they both escaped uninjyred, as did also
all the fourteen tourists who ‘occupied
seats in the observation.car, as well as
the one or two on the regular.

D. Dewar, the conductor of the form-
er, was not so fortunate. The concus-
sion broke the rear plate glass window.
Some of the broken pieces struck Dewar
about the face, causing slight injurfes.
The cars, however, were badly tele-
scoped, and will be some time in the
repair shops.

The local managemesit of the company
was informed of the ageident, and hacks
were immediately sent out.for the; con-
veyance of the passengers to the city.,
The two cars were also brought in as
soon as possitle, so that the Esquimalt
system was-in running order shortly be-
fore 1 o’clock.

In conversation this morning one of
the company’s officials remarked that it
was really surprising that no ome had
been severely injured. Had any pas-
sengers occupied the front seats on the
observation car or places in the vesti-
bule of the regular there might have been
fatalities. As it was only the motoneers
were on the front, and they had display-
ed sufficient presence of mind to do
everything possible under  the circum-
stances.

W, 5. GORE HAS
RESIGNED OFFICE

HIS SUCCESSOR IS
NOT YET APPOINTED

Rumored That W. J. Goepel, Inspector
of Offices, May Be Named
for Position

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

W. 8. Gore, deputy commissioner of
lands for the province, has resigned his
office. Definite action has not been taken
by the government on the resignation,
but it will be accepted. The date of its
taking effect has not yet been decided.
No announcement is made as to who the
successor of Mr. Gore will be. but it is
rumored that the government intends to
place W. J. Goepel, the present inspector
of offices, on that position.

The resignation of Mr, Gore has not

been altogether unexpected. Between
the government and the deputy chief
commissioner there is said to have been
some friction, and the resignation is but
the culmination of this, The causes of
the trouble have not been made publie,
-but reports were at one time circulated
that the resunlt of the differences would
be the remodelling of the department of
lands and works, and that the govern-
ment had in view a comprehensive pro-
gramme along that line,
Mr. Gore has been in office for nearly
thirty years holding the deputy commis-
sionership under successive governments,
being directly responsible to the chief
commissioner for the conduct of the de-
partment. Mr. Gore aequired in his
years of office a very intimate knowledge
of the province and its resources.

INSURANCE METHODS.

"'Disclosures By the Treasurer of the New

York Life Company.

New York, Sept. 12.—Inquiry into the.
methods pursued. by life insurance com-
panies was resumed to-day by the spe-
cia legislative committee appointed for
that purpose at the special session of
the legislature last spring, To-day’s ses-
sion was the fourth hield by the commis-
sion, and the inquiry was resumed where
it was broken off by an ddjournment on
Saturday, when E. Randolph, treasurer
of the New York Life Insurance Com-
pany. explained the transaetions by
which the New York Life dispoed of as-
sets objected to by the Russian govern-
ment.

Selling $800,000 in bomds in oné day
and buying them back the next but one,
a holiday intervening, in order to keep
within statements made in the New York
La.e Insurance Company’s report to ‘the
superintendent of insurance was the
sensational disclosure made to-day at the
session, The fact was drawn from Ed-
mund D. Randelph, treasurer of the
Newv York Life Insurance Company, late
to-day. :
Attorney Charles B. Hughes had la-
bored .for over.an heur to geét-a direet
answer of Mr. Randolph to a direct
question, Barlier in the day Randolph
handed Hughes a schedule of syndicate
underwritings and. transactions of  the

‘New .York Life for the last ten years.

This was to show, as a foot note to the
schedule stated, that the company had
participated in no syndicate transactions
that had been closed out without a loss.
Among these transactions was the un-
derwriting Navigation Syndicate or In-
ternational Mercantile Marine. = Mr.
Hugles drew from the witness . that
there was an aggregate of $4,000,000 the
New York Life paid J. P. Morgan &
Co. on this *“joint account.” :
M. Hughes then took up. a sales
item dated December 31st, 1908, of $800,-
000 of Tnternationgl Mercantile stock.
Mr. Randolph, replying to Mr. Hughes,
said this sale was made to J. P, Mor-
gan & Co.

HUNGARIAN POLITICS.

The P.rémier Has Resigned—Kossuth
May Be Asked to Form Cabinét.

Vienna, Sept. 12.—General Baron Fe-.
jervary, the Hungarian premier, after
long interviews with the King-Emperor
this morning and afternoon; tendered his
resignation, It is understood that the

_resignation will be accepted and His Ma-

jesty “within the next few days will re-
ceive Francis Kossuth and other mem-
bers of the united opposition in the Hun-
garian parliament. They are now en-
deavoring to arrange a compromise. It
is understood that the reason thé premier
resigned was because the King-Emperor
refused to consent to the carrying out
of his scheme for the granting of unmi-
versal suffrage to the Hungarians, which
he advanced as one means of bringing
about the. defeat of the united opposi-
tion. \

Parliament will meet September 15th,
when Premier Fejervary is expected to
present a decree of prorogation and at_
the same time announce the resignation
of his cabinet.

Treasonabie Pamphlet.

Buda Pest, Sept. 12.—Baron Banffy,
formerly Hungarian prime minister,
royal court master and King's echam-
berlain, and recently one of the leaders
of the united opposition in the Hunga-
rian parliament, seems to be seriously
.compromised by the result of an inves-
tigation made by the police of Buda
Pest ifito the case of a Buda Pest jour-
nalist, Julius Arpad Zigany. who ‘had
written a treasonable pamphlet asking
the Hungarians to depose the Hapsbarg
dynasty and to elect the German Em- '
peror’s second son, Eitel Frederick, as
King. A letter has just been found on
Zigany, who is under arrest, from which
it would appear that Baron Banffy at
least favored the ~publication of the
pamphlet if it was not inspired by him.

FORMER STATE SENATOR
MAKES A CONFESSION

Harry Buskers Says Building and Loan
Associatiens Were to Be Held
Up.

Sacramenta, Cal., Sept. 14.—Brought
from his prison cell to confront his al-

Lastly, he told of
the terror and fright that followed the
exposure in the senate, the last confer-
ence held in Emmons’ room over the dis-
posal of the marked bills and of the sug-
gestions that were made to clear them-
selves of guilt.

WILL WORK 10

ADVANCE NATION

JAPANESE BUSINESS MEN
FORM ASSOCIATION

Energies Will Be Directed Towards De-
velopment of Industries and Trade
—Premler’s Speech.

Tokio, Sept. 13.—1 p.m.—In spite of
the strong undercurrent of indignation
pervading all classes over the terms of
peace arranged with Russia, typical busi-
ness men here are following a wiser
course without repining over an accom-
plished fact. An important orzaniza-
tion, representing 81 leading businesses,
has been formed in the residence of M.
Iwade, a millionaire, which aims to work
for the development of home industries
and foreign trade with redoubled energy.
A significant feature of the organization
is that.it consists of a wealthy and con-
servative element, representing an enor-
mous combination tof capital. Its inter-
ests and energy will be principally di-
rected towand the exploration of trade
with Korea and China. The organiza-
tion is prepared to co-operate in this di-
rection with foreign capitalists.
Katsura’s Advice.
Tokio, Sept. 13.—In a speech beforé
the local governors to-day Premier Kat-
sura said:
“The peace negotiations, brought about
through the good offices of President
Roosevelt, have been concluded. Dur-
ing the 20 months of hostilities the war
was successfully carried on with a unit-
ed nation’s support. Your earnest and
efficient efforts in guiding the people in
your respective localities are fully recogn-
ized. Now that peace has been restored
your further efforts are desired in post-
bellum measures, so as to afford full play
to the enterprising energy possessed by
the nation in so remarkable ‘a degree.

“The national energy must be so guard-
ed as to realize an expahsion and de-
velopment commensurate with the extent
of its victories.

“It is highly regrettable that disturb-
ances have occurred in the capital, but
we hope that your loyalty will remain.

“In enforcing restrictive measures over
the press, promulgated by an urgency
ordnance, you 'are required to be guided
by moderation. We hope that under your
experienced guidance the nation will fully
realize the fruits of its victories.”

Calm Re-esiablished.

Paris, Sept. 14.—The foreign offic> has
received a dispatch from the French
minister at Tokio saying that calm has
been re-established, but that the legation
as a precautionary measure continues
under military guard.

It is the present intention to postpone
making public the text of the new treaty
between Great Britain and Japam. 'The

was to make it public in Londen and
Tokio last Monday. Japan asked for an-
other time, probably on account of the
internal disorders, and it was thereupon
arranged to-let the publication go over
for a 'month, when it is expected the
texts of the treaty of alliance and of the
Portsmouth treaty will be officially com-
municated to the public at the same time,
as the two documents are expected to
counterbalance each other with the Jap-
anese public. However, it is possible
that the action of the Japanese diet up-
on the treaties may lead to a postpone-
ment of the publication of their texts
beyond a month.

In the meantime it is said that e new
Anglo-Japanese alliance doés not con-
tain surprises outside of the  main fea-
tures summarized in these dispatches on
September Tth, but that in addition the
agreement covers secret clauses known
only to the contracting parties and which
will not be made public.

IN FLOURISHING CONDITION.

Christian Endeavor Movement Continues to
Spread-—Prepdrh]g for «Silver
Anniversary.

Boston, Mass., Sept. 14.—The quarterly
report of the progres of the Christian  En-
deavor movement by Rev. Francis E. Clark,
president of the United Society of Christian
Endeavor, which was made public to-day,
records advancement in Christian Endeavors
throughout the world. There are mow 65,-
000 afilliated societies, an increase of 231
since the last convention held in Baltimore
in July. The executive committee of the
board of trustees of the United Society has
appointed an international . committee to
take charge of the plans for celebrating
the silver anniversary of the Christian- En-
deavor movement. This will take the form
of the creation of a special fund for extend-
ing youngTpeople’s work in all paris of the
world and the erection of an international
headquarters building in honor, of President
Clark, the founder of the society.

THE PEKIN-HANKOW ROAD.

French.Belgian Interests Claim Priority to
Operate Line After Withdrawal of
Americans.

A communication from W. H. Binus,

«chools in connection with the manual
iraining establishment at the Central
school, was submitted. The request was
granted. ;

The appended report was received from
Jan St. Clair:

Superintende at Eaton, Victoria Public

Schools:

Sir:—I haye to, inform you that I conduct-
od the annual course of instruction in swim-
ming between June 24th and September 4th.

Ridgway Wilson, architect, submitted
‘the appended communication:

Victoria, B. C., August 31st, 1905.
"The Chairman and Members the Board of
School Trustees:

Gentlemen:—In view of the objectlon)
there seems to be to voting the necessary
money for a substantial brick building for
Victorla West, sim’lar to other districts, I
have been comsidering what could be done
to meet your requirements in a - cheaper
form, and herewlith submit a rough outline
of a substantial frame building costing
about $15,000.

With this objeet I have carefully imspect-
24 the present site, and, though it is small

new building entirely’ in the rear of the
present structure, thereby ,covering up the
objectionable roeks and increasing the area
of playground, and at the same time en-
able you to carry on the reconstruction
without disturbing the work of the school.

school, with stone foundations and a first-
class frame superstructure and fire-proof
roof, giving accommodation for six class
rooms (30.0x27.0) on the ome floor, lighted
one side omly, and space in the centre of
roof, which at present would be unfinished,
for two more, or a large room (57,0x30.0)
for manual training or other purposes.

In the basement there will be a heating

llar, and on one slde only a small covered
playground. The W. C. arrangements 1

ould put in a detachied building in the
ir, and would all be first-class trough
sets with proper water flushing arrange-
ients and connected to sewers.

I should propose to heat the building with
wo hot air furnaces, and have a separate
srstem of extraet vent flues from each room.

I have gone carefully into the cost, and
neluding all heating and ventllating ar-
rangements, hyloplate blackboards and out-
side ‘closets; My estmite vomes-to $13,818;
this did not ‘include any bilasfing or extraor-
dinaty foundations, but I am certainly of
the opinion that these, with architect's

fees, conld be safely included in a total of
$15,000.

I shall be glad, if you so desire, to meet
you and explain all further details which 1
have worked out, and trust these sugges-
tions may be of some service to you and of
interest to your constituents.

Trustee Mowat explained that he had
visited the site suggested and that in his
opinion it was as fine as any in the city.
The proposed building would be as large
and as convenient as any similar local
structure. There would only be one dif-
ference, it would- be of wood in place
of brick.

Speaking on the same question, Trus-
tee Huggett thought the - suggestion
should be taken into serious considera-
tion. ' In the meantime the letter might
be laid upon the table. He moved to
that effect.

An amendment was introduced that the
matter be left in the hands of the build-
ings and grounds committee, with power
to act. This carried.

Miss Williams, prinecipal of the Girls’
Central school, asked that some steps be
taken towards teaching music to the pu-
pils of that institution. It was explain-
ed that heretofore she had conducted
tuition in singing. Owing, however, to
the time necessary for other duties she
could not centinue such a course.

Chairman Boggs, in = this connection,
remarked: “I would like to say that after
a careful examination of the provisions
of the new schodl act I find that the
board has no control over what oecurs in
the schools. The sooner the public is
acquainted with that fact the better.”

Superintendent Eaton explained that
he had at one time, while in conversa-
tion with Miss Williams, expressed the
opinion, one universally held, that singing
was not of much educational value.

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins favored the con-
tinuation of singing. She thought it
could be arranged without difficulty.

Superintendent Eaton then stated that
he did not object to singing in the schools,
and certainly would not interfere with
the introductior of music.

Miss Cameron, principal of the South
Park school, wrote as follows:

Madam and Gentlemen:—I wish to lay

before your body a matter vitally concern-
ing this school,.and on behalf of pupils and
teachers to appeal to you for protection ard
Justice.
The half-yearly departmental returns of
June, 16035, gave the South Pork High school
entrance pupils a class percentage of 26 in
drawing.

As, under date of September, 1904, the
report of the superintendent of education
characterized ithe South Park dfawing as
“satisfactory throughout,” and as this year
the same book has been taughsin the same
way by the same teacher, I wrote to the
department, asking' the reason for our extre-
ordinary marks.

The superintendent’s reply was that the
bookwork of the South Park pupils (in the
model drawing part of it) showed evidence
of ruling, and so every book of the 29 candi-
dates had been thrown out, no mgrks what-
ever being allowed to any South Park puplil
for book work.

Miss Fraser, B. A. (who Bhad taught the
drawing), and I, wrote to the superintend:
ent of-education and waited upon him, as-
suring him verbally -and by -letter ¢that the
lessons had been given, as heretofore, with
punctilious care, aceording to Mr. Blair's
instructions, and asking for justice for In-
dividual pupils. We recelved no satisfae-
tion. ‘I also appealed to ‘the ‘minister of
education. Immediately upon receiving the
report of the superintendent of education,
I laid it before the city superintendent and
asked him to relieve me of my position un-
der your board until the gmatter was cleared
up.

Since then, under date of August 21st, Mr.

Blair has issued a circular report, in which
he says: ‘In the books from a number of
echools cases of ruling were obvious here
and there—cases that had probably escaped
the supervision of the teacher,” and such,
upon investigation, will, I presume, prove
to have been the case in our own school.
But Mr. Blair goes on to specify four
schools, of which South Park is one, in
which he charges that “ruling was done in
every book and frequently in every draw-
ing.”
, My contention is thie, that pupils who
have disregarded the Instruetion of the
teacher should be penalized. That is just.
But it is also just that pupils who have
consclentiously carried out instructions and
put in fair work should be exonerated from
the charge of “dishonesty, and of these South
Park has an overwhelming majority.

In justice to these, I specifically ask one
thing from your board. I ask that the .ast
South Park entrance cléss be gathered to-
gether, that pew No6. 4 drawing books be
given them, that the drawings in dispute
(seven in number) be drawn again under
Miss Fraser's tuition and my superwisioli;
and as-my word. regarding the:horesty of
the class s not convincing to ‘the depart-
ment of education, I would:.ask for a com-
mittee of impeccable character to see that
no ruling is done.

The finished drawings can then be com-
pared with those already handed in and a
conclusion arrived at.

These children range in age frem 12 to 17;
they come from truth-regarding homes; and
the work thus submitted, coupled with their
sworn affidavits, should be convinecing.

AGNES DEANS CAMERON,
Principal of South Park School.

Chairman Boggs explained that Miss
Cameron’s communication covered a seri-
ous matter. He said that the South Park
teachers and scholars were practically
accused of fraud. The matter had been
“in the wind” for months, and yet this
was the first intimation the board had
received. In his opinion the only action
possivie was to. request those charged
to prove their"innocence or asl_: thg d_e—
partment of education 'to fu.rmsh indis-
putable evidence of their guilt.

Trustee Huggett then asked whether
it was to be understood that the result of
any investigation on the part of the
board would mean either the condemna-
tion, and consequent resignation of .the
teachers concerned, or their exoneration.
In view of this he thought the teachers
should be asked whether it was their de-
sire to have the matter carried any fur-
ther. 0

The chairman thought it was .the
board’s duty to institute an investiga~
tion. ;

Trustee Dr. Hall agreed with the
previous speakers, but asked the super-
intendent whether he possessed any in-
formation that had not yet been placed
before the board. i

‘I'rusteec Huggett thought any commit-
tee appointed to investigate should be
assisted by a drawing expert. Only such
a person could be expected to ft_)r‘x‘n an
opinion as to whether lines were free-
{hand” or “rnled.” e ;
i Trustee Mowat méved’ that the poard

.

should be appointed a comimittee of the
whole to examine the drawings in ques-
tion. The matter then could be dis-
cussed. He explained, in this connection,
that norne of those who failed in the re-
cent entrance examinations would have
passed had they been awarded thirty-
four points, the maximum number avail-
able for drawing.

As an amendment Trustee Huggett
moved that three architects be appointed
to inspect the drawings and report to the
board.

The motior wos withdrawn and the
amendment carried.

Superintendent Eaton, in reviewing
the history of the case, stated that Mr.
Blair, the examiner, had met with whgt
he considered 1uled -work, a thing in

issued by the department. The pupils
whose work was questioned were taught
by Miss Fraser, of Souih Park school,
and their drawing was endorsed by Miss
Cameron, principal of that institution.
The latter had communicated with the
department on the subject, and had now
come to the hoard.

The finance committee recommended
the payment of accounts amounting to
$932.62. Carried.

Superintendent Eafon submitted a
statement of tho daily average attend-
ance at loca: schools during the past
month. This has already been publish-
ed in these columns, and shows an in-
crease of about forty over the mumber
attending  during the same. month last
year.

He also reported that the accommoda-
tion of the Boy's Central school was
overcrowded to such an extent that
pupils of the lower grades were subject
to considerable inconvenience. He re./
commended repairs to the manual train-
ing building and the reappointment of
Master Gunner Mulcahy as instructor
of the High school eader éorps forthwith,

No defirite action was taken with re-
ference to the overcrowdirg of Central
school and the recommendation respect-
ing the Manual Training schcol was re-
ferred to the buildings and grounds com-
mittee.

“Is Master Gunner Muleahy’s appoint-
ment recommended for the purpose of
importing military instruction?” asked
Trustee Dr. Hall. He received an
affirmative reply.

In this connection Chairman Boggs
wanted to know when the services of
Instructor Muleahy had been dispensed
with. He understood that he had been
dismissed by a commuuication, which
was not submitted to the speaker, as
chairman, before being forwarded. In
this he considered himself somewhat
slighted.

Trustea Mowat suggested that the
superintendent bhe asked that this year’s
drill be made part of the curriculnm.

The latter announced *that such a
course would be followed as closely as
possihle.

Trustee Lewis moved that Master
Gunner Muleahy be appointed physical
instructor of the High school, and that
the department of public instruction be
requested to endorse the action.
Chairman Boogs drew attention to the
financial statement. He contended that
according to its showing the board would
»& unable to meet its liabilities' at the
end of the year, ;
Trustee Lewis wanted to: know what
was to happeu to the proposed repairs to
the Victoria - West school. This and
other  work. could mnot be undertaken
unlesa.:the ,chairman agreed to issue

vouehers for the payment of accounts.

In hig-opinion the council would meet all
wise expenditures.

Speaking to .the motion respecting the
apointment of Master Gunner Muleahy
as instructor of the High school, Trustee
Dr. Hall took exception to military drill
in ‘connection with schools. In his opin.
ion these exercises  interfered with
studies. Also there were a great many
parents who disapproved of the corps,
while tha cost of uniforms was a ques-
tion of importanee.to many, He con-
tended that if pupils could afford to pay
for “brass-buttons” they could meet fees
for tuitior. The accustoming of youth
to militarism, he contended, was per-
nicious. Military instruction was the
chronic and was - the. acute condition.
The .proper aim of educationalists wag
to davelop individuality .among students,
not a type of man who would “bow and

-scrape to superior, offieers.” The ‘develop-

ment of a' military ‘spirit = among ‘boys
prepared them to look forward to a
thorough enargetic war in which they
could display their knowledge. War, he
said, was murder. He hoped that the
board would consider well before taking
the step contemplated.

The métion carried, Trustee. Dr. Hall’s
being the only "@issenting ‘woice]

Chairman Boggs then infrodueed his
motion tegarding the separation of the
offices “of ‘superintenddit-of schools and
secratary of-the school’ beand. I ‘his
opinion it ‘Was necessary that the two
positions should be distinet 'if it was
desired that -business be ' dealt with
satisfactorily. The public, he said, had
not a proper conception of the loecal
educational system. Whenever anything
occurred in connection with the schools
the trustees were held responsible, while
the educational! department was not
taken into consideration. He said that
F. H. Eaton’s position as'superintendent
placed him in an independent position,
while his part as secretary made him
answerable to the board. - He could nof
conceive of Mr. Eaton acting as secre?
tary in an independent manmer in view
of his dnal capacity. It was another
case of Dr. Hyde and Mr. Jekyall, and
was just as ridiculously impossible. One
minute Mr. Eaton was acting as super-
intendent and the next as secretary. Be-
s:Ces this Mr. Eaton was an examiner.

He then proceeded to mention a num-
ber of istances in which the official
mentioned had practically vetoed the
board’s actior by the use of the author-
ity given him as superintendent.

NATURAL HISTORY
SOCIETY’S PROPOSAL

The Northern Portion Would Be Set Out
With Native Trees and
Plants.

Defore the public meeting of the city
council on' Monday a committee from
the Natural History Society waited upon
tht members and presented. the claim for
improving Beacon Hill park, opposite
the South Park school. The delegation
consisted of Messrs. C. Robinson, W. J.
Sutton and Wallace.

A plan of the proposed work was pre-
sented before the council, and a full ex-
planation of the purposes intended ex-
plained. The Natural His}ory Sgcxety
urgs that the first impression which a
visitor gets of Beacon Hill park on ap-
proaching it from the northern end is
anything but enjoyable. There are the
scarred rocks where the city has_ been
blasting for macadam and the ill-kept
strip succeeding before Goodacre lake is
reached. The society asks the council
to blast out a little more rock in a f.ew
places. This will afford an opp_ortumty
to make two small lakes alongside of 4
pathway which would enter the. park
near the southern extremity opposite the
South Park school and proceed to the
neighborhood of Gooducre"s lake. A
plantation of native trees will be set out
at the extremity of the park shuttm.g out
the view of the back yards immediately
adjoining it. The remainder_ of thg area
will. be planted by the society without
cost to the city, with the exception of a
grant of $50 a year, which will prol:m‘bly
be required for actual work. 1t will be
set out with native plants, shrubs and
trees, the intention being to malge as
complete a collection of the plant 1xfg of
British Columbia as possible. Every inch
of space could be utilized. ~ About the
lakes and marsh which would be formed
would be planted those suitable for that
environment. A cave would be blasted
out on the east side of the ridge for
ferns and other plants loving such a Sit}l-
ation. A few blasts would be put in
the high rocks to open up crannies In
which rock loving plants vgould be
placed. In fact the Natural History So-
ciety would convert the area so as to
offer a suitable environment for every
kind of plant to be found in the province.

The council will conusider the scheme
later.

SHALL THE CITY
FIGHT FOR WATER?

POLICY OF COUNCIL
IS NOT YET DECIDED

Proposal to Retain Eminent Counsel and
Begin Legal Battle —Tramway Com-
_pany Also Interested

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

The prospects for a legal battle re-
specting water rights at Goldstream are
excellent. “Concerned in the fight are
the following corporations: the city of
Victoria, the HEsquimalt Waterworks
Company, and the B. C. Electric Rail-
way Company. The application made
by the water commissioner on behalf of
the city for 5,000 inches of water below
the power houss of the tramway com-
pany and 2,000 inches at two points
lower down the stream near Millstream,
has brought the electric company into
the: fight.

A corperation known as the Victoria
Fower Company, whieh in effect is sub-
sidiary to the British Columbia Electric
Railway Company, has also staked on
the stream.

At a point above the power house this
company applies for 10,000 inches, and
at another point below the power house
a similar application for 10,000 inches
is made.

The Esquimalt Waterworks Company
has privileges there, and the question
now is, what disposition will be made of
the applications by the gold commis-
sioner under the circumstances.

At the present time the city uses about
the equivalent of 2,500 inches for ‘do-
mestic purposes. In applying for 5,000
inches below the power house it is ap-
parent that the policy is to secure abund-
anc: for a long time to come or to make
use of it for power purposes. The 2,000
inches lower down the ‘stream which are
applied for are not available, moreover,
for domestic’' purposes, but are clearly
intended for utilization’'as power.

It is freely admitted by some of the al-
dermen that the diverting of power is
in contemplation by this present staking.

The tramway company realize that un-
der these circumstanceg it is absolutely
essential to take precautionary measures
and accordingly has made its applicat-
ion. This is made subject to the city’s
record for domestic purposes. This the
tramway company clearly recognizes,
that with respect to water for domestic
purposes the city has rights which can-
not “be overridden. With respect to
water for power purposes, the municipal-
ity has no privileges gccorded to it over
private companies.

The gpplication made by the city ac-
cording to the statute may come before
the gold commissoner, W. S. Gore, on
September 30th, or any date convenent
to the parties concerned which may be
fixed later. The city council has. now
under consideration the course to be pur-
sued.: The mayor and|others are said to
favor the fighting of the city’s rights in
the courts if necessary. For that pur-
pose it is proposed to retain E. V. Bod-
well, K.C,, and ‘E. P. Davis, K.C. Other
members  of the council are known to
oppose this course and are against going
to heavy legal expenses over the matter.
Some of thém take the view that in go-
ing to the expense proposed the city is
but paying the cost of establishing the
rights which the tremway company pos-
sess.

It is contended in some quarters that
under the act of 1873 governing the city
of Victoria waterworks the muni¢ipality
would have the privilege of securing all
the water nccessary for domestic pur-
poses without any dispute.

Under ‘the Water Clauses Act as now
amended it iz contettded that there can
be no blanketting of water rights. With-
in a year after the record is made the
applicants must begin the works con-
templated. There are also dues payable
under the act which must be paid
whether the water is used or not. In
this way if the tramway company pro-
ceeds with its application, and is given
rights it will be obliged to pay the
amounts due.

According to Mr. Lubbe the available
water at the power house when all the
improvements contemplated by this com-
pany is carried out would be only 2,000
inches or 23.000,000 gallons. Where the
city and the tramway company are to
get 15000 inches between them is diffi-
cult to understand.

Upeon the city council’s course it would
appear hinges the question of- whether
or not there shall be a legal fight as to
water privileges at Goldstream.

STRAINED RELATIONS.

Roumanian Minister To Greece Ordered
to Leave Athens.

Bucharest, Roumania, Sept. 12.—The
relations between the governments of
‘Greece and Roumania have become
strained. M. Tombazis, the Greek
minister here, has left the country on
an unlimited leave of absence, after re-
ceiving a nots from the Roumanian gov-
ernment, which immediately sent orders
to the Roumanian minister to Greece, M.
Ghica, to leave Athens.

AGRICULTURAL EXPERT '
GIVES IMPRESSIONS

Prof. Shaw Tells of His Trip Through
Western Canada —The Country’s
Greatest Industry.

The Knappen -party of agricultural
writers from United States which left
Winnipeg nearly three weeks ago and
has since covered the entire wheat belt
of Western Canada, travelling over al-
most every railway line in the country,
have returned to their homes in the
south. - Without a dissenting voice the
editors are loud in theiwr praises of West-
ern. Canada, its wonderfnl progress and
boundless possibilities, 3

Professor Shaw, of the Orange-Judd
Farmer, St. Paul, considered one of the
foremost agricultural experts of Amer-
ica, is one of the party, and gives Mis
views of Western Canada in the follow-
ing interview at Winnipeg:

“The contemplation of this great coun-
try is bewildering whether viewed, from
the standpoint of size or resources. In
gize it is an empire. Our party has been
travelling over it as fast as the engine
could -carry us for-the past sixteen days,
and we have only seen a very limited
portion of its entire area. Its resources
are almost fabulous in the aggregate,
whether viewed from the standpoint of
minerals, timber or agricultural produc-
tion. But beyond all question, the agri-
culture of this country will be its great-
est industry through all the centuries.

“The first foot of soil in the three prov-
inces of Manitoba, Saskatehewan and
Alberta is ity greatest natural heritage.
It is worth more than all the mines in
the /mountains from Alaska to Mexico
and more than all the forests from the
Unijted States boundary to the Arctic
sea, vast as these are.

“The development of this country dur-
ing the two years that have passed since
I visitéd the sameé. is simply amazing.
Everywhere what was then unbroken
prairie is now being dotted with -happy
homes. Villages have sprung up along
the newer lines of railway as it were in
a night, and the rapidity with which
railroads are being extended

Is Simply Astounding.

But great as has been the development
in the past, it is my conviction that it
is. comparatively insignificant compared
with development the coming season. A
great army of settlers will invade the
country this coming year. They will be
.atiracted with the report of the one hun-
dred ‘million bushel wheat crop and the
$10 per acre virgin lands.

“The agricultural future of this coun-
try is in itself a great problem. To the
student of -agriéulture it is one of pro-
found interest. 'The. production of 100,-
000,000 bushels of wheat seems large,
and so it is, but what will the produe-
tion be when all the available land comes
to be tilled? ‘ -

“Oné hundred million bushels is sim-
ply the first fruits. What will the com-
pleted harvest be? And what will the
harvest be in other products, as for' in-
stance, the products of the dairy, the
stall, and the fields of sugar beets, peas,
clover and alfalfa?

“While I have been amazed at the pro-
gress made in growing the various kinds
of grain, as wheat, oats, barley and flax,
I have been no less surprised at the little
progress made, except at your splendidly
managed experimental farms, in deter-
mining the extent of the various pro-
ducts that your country will grow. 1

farmers in all your Northwest who can
“tell you how many bushels of peas his
lands will grow'per acre. I question.as
to whether you have 100 acres of red
clover growing in all these provinces.
And I question very much if you have
an equal area'of alfalfa. If you are to
retain the
Agriculfural Supremacy

in wheat praduction, attention must
sooner or later be centred on the growth
of these products, sineé’they are gather-
ers of mitrogen, so essential to the con-
tinued growth of wheat. Surely a few
branch experiment stations scattered
through this country would render ser-
vice in working out these problems.
“And next in value to this heritage is
the three fect of soil which lies under-
neath the first. The subsoil is only sec-
ondary in value to the soil, for without
a good subsoil the value of a good. sur-
face soil is neuratlized in proportion as
the subsoil is inferior. The worth of a
seil and subsoil cannot be measured in
acres. The measure of its value is the
amount of nitrogen, phosphoric acid and
potash which it contains, in other words;
its producing power. Viewed from this
standpoint, these lands are a heritage of
untold value.. One acre of average soil
in the Northwest is worth -more than
twenty acres of average soil along the
Atlantic seaboard. The man who tills
the former canm grow twenty successive
crops without much diminution in the
yields, whereas the person who tills the
latter must pay the vender of fertilizers
half as much for materials to fertilize an
acre as would buy the same in the Can-
a_d-ian Northwest in  order to grow a
single remunerative crop.
- “Next in value to the soil is the her-
itage of climate., No citizen of north-
western Canada should be anxious to
apologize for the climate of his country.
Good as the seil is it would never have
pmught supremacy in grain produection
in this country had it not been for the
climate, The

In
this faet is found our explanation in-the
extraordinary fertility of the soil. The
cool temperature of the summer months
is responsible for the large relative yields
of the grain. Raise the temperature of
the summer days and nights and the
yields of grain will be proportionately re-
duced. 'The relative cool temperature is
one of the agricultural glories of this
land. The relatively light precipitation
is also a great hoon to the northwest
farmer. It grows his crops and does not
destroy them when grown. Nearly every
poetion of these three provinces has a
rainfall’ of 15 to 20 inches; enough to
grow good crops of grain on farms that
are properly tilled, and not enough to
wasté the fertility of the soil through
cracking In this, another reason is
found for the wonderful producing power
of these lands.

“The idea is abroad in the land that
red clover will not grow successfully in
so cold a climate. At one time that was
my view; it is mot so now. - Small lots
of clover were found growing success-
fully in eaca of the provinces, but the
information obtainable was meagre in-
deed. Notwithstanding, I have come to
the conclusion that good crops of clover
may and will be grown over much of the
area between the southern boundary and
Athabasca,

+ “But to my mind the most astonish-
ing feature in the development of
these provinces is the
winter wheat. Two years ago it was
30,000 bushels. The present year it is
2,000,000 bushels, There are good rea-
sons for believing that it

May Be Grown
over practiecally all the tillable areas in
Alberta, over at least two-thirds of the
tillable area in Saskatchewan, and over
at least one-third of the tillable area of
Manitoba, that is the portion lying
northward. An empire is thus furnish-
ed for the growth of winter wheat in a
region where half a dozen years ago its
successful growth was looked upon as an
impossibility. Happy Northwestern
Canada! It seems unfortunafe in a
sense that the old Jewish system of tithe-
ing the first fruits was not in force in
thesa provinces this year. What a mag-
nificient tithe would be in store for bene-
volent and charitable uses.

“It is consoling to think that the
reign of that portion of your citizens
who persisted in slandering this fair
country is drawing tc a close. They
have persisted in saying that this section
and that would never be anything but a
ranching country, and while the echoes
of their statements still linger, men are
coming in and breaking up the range
end growing good crops. If my judg-
ment is correet, the only permanent
range country in these provinces are the
portions that are underlai¢ with gravel
or that consist of sandy soil, All the
other areas are going to be tilled, even
in the dry sections.

“At Medicine Hat we saw corn grown
cn 6.43 inches of rainfall the present
season. Good crops of grain can be
grown ou a rainfall of 10 inches per year,
where the subseil is clay, by those who
understand the principles of tillage.

“The only difficulty found in reference
to this country, after such a trip, is to
decide on what shall be omitted rather
than on what shall be said. ' A volume
would be required to tell all the story.
It will be our aim to tell it in part at
least to many thousands of our people.
With the' light thus farnished@-it' must
rest with them to say what usé they will
make of it.”

CAPT. RYAN WILL BE

tative Now at Montevideo Secured
the Vessel’s Freedom

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A special dispatch from Ottawa to the
Times to-day says:

“Canada has been advised that the
schgoner Agnes G. Donahoe, seized by
the Uruguay ‘government for . alleged
poaching, has at last been released, and
the captain will be releaged in a few
days. The Dominion sent”a lawper to
Monte Video to investigate this case,
with the above result.”

Owners of the Agnes G. Donahoe, in
this city, have fyom the first contended
that the schooner was illegally seized,
that she was taken beyond the three-mile
limit from shore, and furthermore that
she was not sealing when captured. They
petitioned the Dominion government to
interfere for the protection of their
rights, and also forwarded a request,
through the Lieut.-Governor to the Gov-
ernor-General, to be in turn presented to
the Imperial authorities, asking that the
British government also intercede in be-
half of those on the schooner who had
been unlawfully imprisoned.

The term of incarceration of a number
of the crew expired some months ago,
one having returned to Victoria early in
the year, but Capt. Matt Ryan, the skip-
per, was detained aboard the Donahoe
which has until the present been in the
possession of the Uruguyans at Monte
Video.

Capt. 8. Balcom, the managing direc-
tor of the schooner, is now superintend-
ing operations at the whaling station at
Sechart, on the West Coast. Therefore
what action he will take for pressing his
claim for compensation cannot be ascer-
tained. The loss which the seizure of
the Donahoe has incurred upon her own-
ers is a heavy one, and will be interesting
to note if at this late day the Urquayan
government has ‘discovered that the
schooner was illegally taken and her
crew wrongfully imprisoned on the mere
suspicion of poaching.

The Donahoe sailed from Halifax early
in September of 1903, and was seized
on November 10th, 1904, with her catch
of 400 seal skins. At the time of the

“The plant at Frank has been pro-
nounced by many disinterested visitors
the most complete of its kind on the con-
tinent. . It will, Mr. Fernau states, be
ready for operation within a few weeks,
and will undoubtedly prove a great stim-
ulus to the production of zine in Koot-
enay. While the plant, as now prepared,
is not an ambitious one in regarg to size
and capacity, it has been so designed
that the capacity may be almost inde-
finitely increased with scarcely an in-
terruption of operations.

“Mr. Fernau spent Friday at the
Strathcona with Octave L. Liegeart and
Edward Ricndel, both of Lille, France.
Mr. Liegart has for some time been as-
sociated with Mr. Fernau in support of
the enterprise.

SITUATION AT BAKU.

According to Private Telegrams Tartars
and Kurds Continue Work of
Destruction.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 11.—Dispatches
from Baku received to-day indicate that
increased guiet and better conditions are
prevailing there. No further fires have
occurred. 'Troeps which have arrived
there are now holding the oil fields nnder
control. The news from other parts of
Fhe Caucasus, however, is very disquiet-
ing.. Disturbances are spreading all
over the region more or less seriously.
Oil men representing an annual pro-
duction of £500,000,000 met to-day and
determined to ask the state for assist-
ance in obtaining a 20 year loan with-
ount interest to cover the losses resulting
from the catastrophe at Baku without
which they declared 108 of the 133 com-
panies would be unable to continue in
business. The meeting also drew up a
remonstrance which they will ask Fi-
nance Minister Kokovsoff to present to
Emperor Nicholas, stating that it is im-
possible for. the naptha industry to ex-'
ist under present conditions and that the
companies would not resume operations
unless guarantees were given them that
order would soon be restored and per-
manently maintained Yo the oil regions,”
The oil men in Nizhnij Novgorod and
Astrakhan express the fear that attempts
will be made to burn the stocks of oil
stored therc and they ask for the taking

of protective measures. v
