Winnipeg Equipped With an Admir-
able Street Catsymm , and

WINNIPEG, Aug. 16.—Although the
nature of the country through which
one passes on his way to Winnipeg
may be quite familiar to many of
your readers, nevertheless the exact
conditions were a revelation to many
who have made the trip for the first
time. After leaving Ottawa the per-
manency of this“part of the country
became apparent when it had the
