As to the constrnetion of ships, the first witness |

eximined, My, James Ballingall inanager of a ship-
ping company, and sirveyor of shipping, on ex-
perisnced senman, both in the royal navy and in the
merehant service, gives his opinion as follows :—

« [ think a law onght 1o be passed, that all vessels
ought fo be bailt of a cerfain seantling or thickness
of timbers, tha dimansions (6 be got from the master
builders in the roval dockeyards, whom [ snppose
to be the most dompetent persons ; for this reason,
that they ars most in practice ; who shoulll specify

vhat shoniid be the thickness of the timbers, the out-
side plank and the inside plank ; (if they thoinght
woper to have inside planks:) the size of the dif-
(erent bolts, and the Fistenings, and mode of con-
atraetion on wi the vasvel wasto be pnt togetlier;
and that av act should be passed to make this imper-
ative, on the eondition of getting a register toa mer-
eham vessel ; that surveyors, under the anthority of
governnient, should be Yointed 1o see this com-
plied with daring the progress of the bailding, and
afterwards to have it in their power to survey ves-

How lamentable is it that
so few of the groat hitmad futtdly possess any iifor-
mation apon a subjectin which, of all others, they
are most vitally interrested. 1t will probably be an
itieredible tarvel of fyture generations of the world
that the pastshould have been acquainted with evety
thiog except that which it most concerus them to
now.

"I'o canvey this knowledge more extepsively than
lius yot been attetipted by aily othet pructioner, und
to ditect the attention of the afflicted to those few
atid sitnple remodies by which many of the most
prevalent discases may be arrested and removed, is
e object of Dr. Evans ip this and other *pathologi-
cul stintnaries whichi he will publish, apon the aatho
rity of the highest tedical writers of the age. His
ihstrtiction will necessarily be briel, but its aceuracy
will be undeniable.

‘Thete is generally a
soretioss nbott the chest, with transitory pains shift-
ing from side toside, Its ordinary cduse is o ne-
glected cold, and is thérefore 4 corimon kind of con-
sumption in o climate subjeet to sfich sudden and
extretme changes as ours. 2. In Apostematons Cob-
sitmption, the cough retitris in fits, and is for some
tine dry, with bt very little expectoration, and that
very dillicult. ‘There is often in this kind, a fixed,
dull, cirenmseribed pain the chest, which is increns-
ed by lying upotr the side.—The dry cough at length
chatiges to u copious expectoration of purulent wat
ter, which oeeasionally threatens suffocation, al-
though muny other painful symptotns dre tewporar-
ily relieved. At this stage, the disease is rarely it
everenred. 3, In Terbercular  Consumption, the,
cough is short and triekling, and is often un exereti-
o of the watery, whey like sabies, sometimes ting-
ed with blood. “The pain in thie chestis slight, and
there is ah alimost lmlnmnl elevation of the spirits.
This variety is tsually the resnlt of n serofilons taint
in the systein generally, which when thns seated in
the lings, can seldom be nrrested in its fatal progress
unless thet in its first advances.

Each of these three, varieties of phthistical eon-
siinption, begins with the following cotmon symp-
toms, by removing which itmay certainly be eired.
The patient is sensible of ah unisual latgor, breathes
wi!hlhesa than his Wsital freedow, and consequently
with imore freqiient resparations, whic ines
induice him to relieve himsell” by aking a deeper
Fospivation similar 1o a sizh.  When he does this ho
nsvally feels an ineasiness across the chest: and as
lhm?'mpmms {increase, they are atended with
imore than ordinary perspiration at night, so as to
leave him wnfeebled in the niorning, disinclined for
exertion, and affected With more or less of headache.
He conghs occasionally without eomp of the
inconvenience, butif his sleep be not distirbed by
conghing, he ustally conghs shortly after wakin,
in the moriing. gradually becoming debilitated, an
experiencing an aggravation of all the above symp-
toms.  This 1s the first stage of colsumption in ge-
eral, and this being the only step at wh is
any reasonable hope of being ciived, Dr. Win. Evans
Will' ot go on to describe |’he truly welancholy and
dreadful symptoms by which its firther fatal stages
