UPON CANTON
THE CHINESE.

The ship Narragansett, of Boston, arrived at N
York on Saturday 22d inst., from Cant having
loft Macao June 1. The British commenced
the war in éarnest, the masses of Chinese and Tar
tars proving to be of no avail against the superior
discipline and tact of their invaders. Fhe aceonnty
ave contained in a posteeript to the New York Ame-
rican, the propristors of which despatehnd a steam-
er to the Narraganset, before the latter drvived,
and obtained the news exclusively.

From the New York American.

Mascxo, May 22 —Dear Sir.—You will seo by
the énclosed that bostilities have ¢gain commenced
—the trade is entirely stopped. Al the foreigners
bave left Canton except the English forces.

We have news from Canton up to the morning
of the 26th, at which time the English were still
swrming the eity. The land forces had p:\yae«in:}
of the heights in rear of the city, while the men-of
war had possession of the river in the front and fo
the westward. 'The loss of life on the part of the
Chinese bas been tremendons. There are between
forty and fifty thousand Tartar and Chinese troops
inside the ¢ity, into which the men-of-war are pour
ing incessant vollies of whells and rockets, in or‘rlnr
to dvive them fo a close engagement with the Eng-
lish soldiers on the heights.

The English bave sustained considerable Joss. A
portion of our éstablishment is here, some on board
ship at Whamvpon, and Mr, Delayo close to the ¢ity,
intending to' land the firet opportanity, iw order to
Took after the factory and property left there. Wa
have been fortunate enough to get on board ship,
and ot this place in sufety, every book, paper, a
account that we posseas, thongh we evacaated fhe
factory in great haste, and but a few hours before
tbe Chinese commenced the attack

Even without this notice, the warlike prepara-
tionis made by the Chinase in every direction were
€0 mrent, that it had become but too fpalpable
that Chineso conteriplated commeneing hostili
ties, probably on that very day ; in many of the
pack-houdes, and even on their roofs, gune had

#
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been plamed; évery street leading to the river's

edge had becomo a marked battery ; and pennons
and fldgs were flying over évery one of them ; ol
diera were seen everywhere, and even in the Hong
Morchants' warehouses, whilst s wero being
weighed; a party retarning on Friday from one of
these Hongs, saw, whilst passing to the foreign fac-
tories m a boat, many of the Latieries, the soldiers
in which, for amusement’s enke, pointed the gans
at them, without, however, molesting them. The
whole river side, from the French folly to the most
northern ond of Canton, presented one continaed
line of fortifications, and a large number of gans
waere planted on Duteh and French follies. A new
fort had Lueon built at Shaming, and it was known
that an immense number of fire-rafts had been pre.
pared in many creeks in different parts of the river
In faet the magnitude of the Chinese preparations
prove that they were now bent urun st detert
nind resistance, and to drive the English out of the
river without much groator loss of time, and that
to effect this a simultaneous atiack upon the differ-
ont positions of the English was intended.

‘I'he local authorition published proclamations and
nent messages through the Hong-merchants and
lingaists, assuring all resident foreignors of their
petfoct safety in Canton.

Parsaant to the above notics from Capt. Elliott
all fureign merchants then at Canton, with the ex
caption of two, left theit factorios, the lust embark
ed at about six o'clock in the afternoon ; and from
what occurred after, wo have little doubt that. it
was intomled to have surprised all the foreign mer-
chants thut vory night, ntd to Lave carried them off
ptisoners, liad they escaped death at the hands of
tha infuriated mob. ‘I'hey have indeed had & most
miracalous eseape,

Owing to its being nearly ealm, and to a strong
elib tida, the schooner Aurora, with saveral British
marchants on bourd, and ey Mujesty’'s Cutter,
Louisa, remained anchorod right opposite to the
fictories, and it wus obsorved that the subnrbe of
Canton presented an appearance of more than
tenal quiet.  All the innumerable boats whieli are
in penceful titios sean on the river, gaily lighted up,
wero e longer there, and the foreign fuctorics,
were, with the oxcoption of two, dark and silent.
Hoon after six o'clock, Her Majesty's ships Modests
and Algerine, mosed from theit snchorags in the
Macao passago, and anchored as close 1o the town
ns the water would pormit, nor did this seem for
the time to uttract inuch attention.

At a little past ten o'elock, & blaze of light in the
direetion of Fu-teo was observed, und was soon
foind to procead from several fira-rafts or junks,
floating down fast with the tide apon the eutter and
schooner, who wero in consideralde dunger, the
tido atill ebbing, und weighing anchor wonld have
brought them nearer to the range of the guns from
the Compuny's garden, and others which lad by
this time openad upon them, and kept up s smart
fire, by which the schooner was hit twics, nud the
cutter once.

I'he two small vessols wero therefore obliged to
remain at unchor, exposed to the fire from the bat.
tery at Shaming, the enlter returning the fire gal-
lantly, and forcing by her fire six large cargo bonts,
that bore down on het in the wake of the fire ships,
and probably filled with ‘soldiers to bourd ber, to
sheer off, when the steamer Nemesis eame down
upon the fire-shipa, and towed them out of harm's
way, opening at the same time a tremendons fire
from her thirty-two pounders. Iler Majesty's ships
Modeste, Algerine, and Pylades, hnd meanwhilo o).
#0 opened their fire, and n brisk eannonade ensied,
minintained chiefly ngainat the new fort at Shaming
where the guns were served with great gollantry
The firing was kept up during part of the night
-and the ewtter and schooner wern at last, by the

Praring the action of Shaming. the rigging and
spars of the Modeste were a good deal cut ap, and
thres men wonmded ; we have not heard of any ca-
sualties on hoard the other two ships. After the de
straction of the Shaming fort, the ships of war re-
tired fo their wnchovage i the Macwo passuge, wait-
g for the squadron und forces on their way wp
ihe river.

O the 234, the whole fforeas, naval as well as
military, had by the Mucao passuge armived to with-
in four or five miles of Canton, and even Fler Ma-
jesty's ship Blenbeim had beew able, in spite of her
‘great draught of water, to proceed thuy fur. A
great many Chinese chop-bonts wers seized ar
Whampon by the British, and they aiforded excel-
lent conveyanee for the troops.

On the 24, I, M. 26th Regiment, nnder com
mand of Liewtenant Colonol Monntain, fook pos-
session aguin of the foreign fuctories, and were just
inime to #ave the greater part of them from de
strugtion, deriving from thence a mob of soldiers
and thieves that had begun earrying away whatever
they eonld. They were too late, however, fo save
the Greek, Duieh, and British Hongs—thede have
been completely sacked ; évervihing, even to the
window-frames, has been carried away, and a large
quantity of valuuble merchandize, ¢hisfly woollens,
which weré stored i the Company’s Godowns,
have become a prey fo the mob.

Op the 271h, the Cameroniang were «till in pos-
session of the faclories, and the other troops, con
sisting of the 18ty Roya! Irish, H. M. 19th, the Ma-

rines, had after some sharp fighting taken posses-
sion of the heights to the north of Canfon and dri-
ven all the Tartar troopy into the eity, which was
being bombarded from the ships with round shor,
shells and rockets. On the 26th a general attack,
it is snid, wad contemplated, and partics arrived
yesterday from Whampon, which they left late on
that day, report having heard a heavy eanmonade
during the greatest part of the day.

It ie, therefora, very probuble, that whilst we are
writing, Canton i¢ in possession of the Fnglish,

Woe hear that on the 25th, early in the morning,
Hequa and the Kwangehowtoo had an inferview
with one of the naval commanders, offering to ne
gatinte for the safety of the city ; that they offered
fiwe millions of dollars, to be puid within' 3 monthe,
and all damage done to or suffered by the English
during the avtack on the city to bo made good ; fhu
they further offer to withdraw all troops from Can
ton, and ask forty days to effect it in.—~"These of-
fers, if made, have, it appeare, been rofased ; it
would indeed be the height of folly now aguiv o
eénter mio negotiations with the Chinese, after the
puple experience we have had of their fotal want of
kood faith. They probably, by these offers, wish fo
gain time, in order, at some future moment, ngain
(o braak their promise, whenover they may hope to |

On the 24th, General Gongh was landing his
troops, 1800 men, at the fool of the heights in the
renr of the city, and on the morning of the 25th, he
commeticed operations, particulars of the days work
ure not yet known, further than that with i loss of
some forty killed nnd wounded, four batteries were
tnken from the Chinese, and & groat nuimber of
their officers and roldiers killedd, the heights enm-
manding the city tuken, and the British forces en
trenched upon them,

T'he loss of thelChinese on this oceasion is vati
ously estimated at 3,000 1o 5000, and even.as bigh
18 10,000 men, and they now find to their cost and |
extromo disappointivent that they are unable to
cope with Enropean troops on ehore, as they have
befura proved themselves in their encounters with
British forces afloat,

On the 26th, the vesscls of war were engaged in
quieting und destroying the few remains of oppo-
sition, and in the evening, Mandarins called on
Capt. Elliott, with flags of truce, to negotiate for the
preservation of the city.

Our advices from the seat of action and negotin-
tion are to the morning of the 27th, when it was
said that the Chinese had eapitnlated and offsrad a
very large sum of money for the ranzom of the city
which it was supposed wonld then be saved.

It is scarcely necersary for us to say, that since
the 11ih, nothing hae been done in the way of sales
