Quebec, June 16.—Evidence amplifying the known contention» In 
regard to the cause of the disaster to the Empreaa of Ireland at Father 
Point in the 8t Lawrence on May 29 was brought out at today’» open­
ing session of the investigating Dominion commission, of which Lord 
Mersey, of the British House of Peers, is chairman. 8o far, the main 
argumenta of Captain Kendall of the Empress that he was stationary 
when rammed by the collier Storstad, and of thl owners of the collier 
that the Empreaa placed herself In front of their vessel, which Indis­
putably had the right of way, were only emphasised. Captain Kendall 
was on the stand for several hour» and gave a straightforward account 
of the events of the terrible morning, along the lines of his testimony 
at the Rlmouakl inquiry.

Questioned by Lord Mersey aa to why he stopped hie ehlp when he 
had turned hie green light to that of the Storstad, In conformity with 
navigation rules he claimed he took the step as a safeguarding meas­
ure owing to the fog. He could not be got by the lawyer for the Stor­
stad to admit that his boat could have drifted in front of the Storetad, 
unless the politer had changed her course after the fog hid her front 
him, which contingency he was of the.opinion had taken place.

• That the collier had not changed her course after first sighting the 
Empress, though abortive attempts had been made to port her helm 
after she had been slowed down and that the Empress was crossing 
her bow, were the principal points arising from the testimony of Alfred 
Tuftness, the first officer of the Storstad, who was examined during the 
afternoon. This witness also repeated the story thjt ths Empress sail­
ors refused to go back in boats to carry on rescue work after once 
reaching the Storstad. Mr. Haight supplemented the evidence of Mr, 
Tuftness the request of Lor0 Mersey by giving as hie explanation 
of the disaster a belief that the big liner thought she could cross the 
bows of the slow-going collier, that her helm was ordered ported by 
one officer and starboarded by another, a suggested confusion of orders 
which Captain Kendall Indignantly repudiated.

Before an audience that might have been vociferous were It not for the 
prompt warning of the chairman of the commieeoin, the taking of evidence 
In the investigation of the charges made by L. A. Dugal, M L. A., against 
Hon. James K. Flemming, Premier of New Brunswick, and Minister of Lands 
and Mines, occupied all day yesterday In the County Court House, add when 
the sessions closed one witness had sworn that he paid to W. H. Berry, 
chief of the lumber scalers in the province, the sum of 82,000 which Berry 
had told him was for "campaign purposes,” The witness making this state 
ment was John P. Burchill of Nelson. N. B., and the statement came at the 
end of the day’s session.

So far nothing has been brought out to show that Berry acted as the 
agent of Premier Flemming or with the authority of the premier In making 
the proposal to Burchill. Berry had told Burchill that "they” were asking all 
holders of limits of more than 100 miles to pay at the rate of $15 per mjle. 
Burchill will continue on the stand this morning and may take all day.

During the afternoon there was a lively tilt between George W. Fowler, 
who Is of the counsel for the premier, and F. B. Carvel I of Dugal’s counsel. 
Mr. Fowler claimed CarvelI’s Idea was to get the evidence in that Berry 
had solicited money without showing that It was by direction of Premier 
Flemming as alleged in the charge. After this had been brought out and 
placed before the wider tribunal of the people, no matter whether the charge 
was or was not sustained, there would be many who would still think some­
thing was wrong. Mr. Carvell should prove first that there was agency and 
that there was extortion which was also charged.

Mr. Carved claimed he could prove agency and the commissioners al­
lowed the evidence to go in with the result as stated.

W. H. Berry was not present In court and one witness, John S. Leigh­
ton, Jr., of Woodstock, who served the subpoena on him In Boston, swore 
that Berry told him he did not intend to come back. Mr. Leighton related 
Incidents in connection with the service which were intended to show that 
Berry was not in poor health or at least gave no evidence of it.

At the morning session the only witness was T. G. Loggie, deputy min­
ister of Iqnds and mines. His evidence was more or less routine in its na­
ture relating chiefly to the payments of bonuses and the system In vogue in 
the department.

Premier Flemming arrived at noon and remained In the court room all 
day. He looks well and did not appear to be worried over the case.

Halifax, N. S., June 16—Has the re­
cent drop in Scotia been due to the 
action of hostile market influences 
seeking to depress the stock for some 
particular purpose? It would almost 
seem so, for the directors met today 
and declared the usual quarterly divi­
dend on the common stock, thus fairly 
well disposing of the rumors that the 
company was so badly tied up finan­
cially that no dividends could be paid 
for a time. There has been a very 
strong bear campaign against this 
stock for some weeks past, a campaign 
which drove the price down to 39 1-2 
last week, but the action of the direc­
tors in meeting the usual dividend ma­
terially strengthened the stock which 
closed at fifty-one.

To Mr. Carvell he said that 
Mr. Burchlll did not pay to the prov­
ince of New Brunswick as a bonus for 
his timber limits more than $100 per 
mile That -was all the province got 
as a bonus. As deputy minister of 
lands and mines all crown land rev­
enues passed through his hands. If Mr. 
Burchlll paid $146 per mile witness did 
not receive it.

The Bathurst Lumber Company paid 
$22,050 cash, one-quarter of their bo- 
4ius and gave a note for the balance 
which was not yet paid.

Mr. Carvell enumerated the com­
panies named in the morning session 
and In each case asked it they had 
paid to the province more than the 
classification at so much per mile as 
bonus and witness replied that the 
province had received no additional 
payments, if any such payments 
were made to any one the money did 
not go into the department of lands 
and mines.

All payments to the department were 
made through him. The custom was 
to pay by cheque, express order or by 
cash. Some of the license holders 
called at the office personally and 
paid.

To Mr. Teed «witness said in the case 
of Mr. xBurchlll the province and de­
partment had received from him all 
they were entitled to receive in the 
way of bonus. There was a small dif­
ficulty about one berth but he had ad­
justed it. The Bathurst Lumber 
Company had settle*! with the prov­
ince either by cash or obligation for 
everything they were liable as bonus­
es. The same was substantially true 
of all the other companies.

If Mr. Burchlll or any other man 
had paid to any person more money 
than was shown it «was not money due 
to the province on bonuses. Under 
the 1913 act Mr. Berry was placed in 
charge of classification by the Minis­
ter of Lands and Mines. This the 
witness thought was eminently right 
and proper. He knew that Mr. Berry 
was proceeding with the classlfllca- 
tion of crown lands and supposed he 
would prepare a report.

Under the act half the amount of 
bonuses paid by lumbermen are paid 
on August 1st, 1913 and the other half 
on August 1st, 1923. The minister of 
the department, however, owing to 
stringency In the money market t\ad 
varied the terms of payment some­
what, in some cases taking one quar­
ter of the amount. Holders of timber 
licenses were confronted with certain 
regulations, etc. and upon their ob­
servance of these depended whether 
their licenses could run for thirty 
years or twenty. Under certain condit­
ions pulp licenses would run to fifty 
years, but he had only had two tran­
sactions.

To Mr. Stevens witness said there 
were between 11,000 and 12,000 square 
miles of timber lands in the province 
subject to classification. If there was 
any report in the department office 
dealing with the- quality and quantity 
of timber on these lands, its facility 
of reproduction, accessibility, cost of 
logging, etc., he had not seen it. It 
was possible such a report existed.

Mr. Stevens: "Then the information 
on which the classification is based 
must have bee

HISTORIC DAYS ! N CANADA

This year marks the centenary of 
the birth of the Canadian confédéré 
tion idea, and also the semi-centenary 
of the famous conferences by which 
the idea was put into effect Fifty 
years ago todya, June 17, 1864, George 
Brown, the Liberal leader, made a 
truce with the government by which 
the bitter partisan warfare was left 
free to consider larger and more vital 
issues. Brown's patriotic action left 
Canada free to participate in the Char- 
lotetown conference and to organize 
the immortal meeting of the "fathers 
of confederation" in Quebec. Mr. 
Brown headed the committee of the 
Canadian legislature which, in 1864, 
reported in favor of a union of the 
provinces. For several years he had 
earnestly advocated the scheme, and 
he was a delegate to both the Char­
lottetown and Quebec conferences.

This year commemorates the cen­
tenary of the remarkable correspond­
ence carried on in 1814* between the 
Hon. Jonathan Sewell and H. R. H. the 
Duke of Kent, in which the former sug­
gested a plan for a union of the Brit­
ish American provinces, proposing one 
assembly of thirty members and enter­
ing fully into details regarding his 
plan. The Duke of Kent entered en­
thusiastically into the movement, but 
proposed that the first step toward 
confederation should be token by unit­
ing the Canadas into one division and 
the Maritime Provinces in another, 
with a federal government for the 
whole, and Quebec as the capital. Some

fee that brought the attainments and 
fruits of higher education into homes 
where there were few luxuries except 
those that come with clean living and 
boundless family love. Many of them 
were the hardy pioneers of the pro­
vince who carved their living out of 
the woods or had done their yeoman 
work In the Shipyards, on the sea and 
at the forge. They thought not of 
applause in playing what to them was 
an humble part in making the first 
Institution of Its kind In the province 
a monument to the principles for 
which It stood and a lasting memorial 
to the worth of its founder. Over their 
graves no inscriptions tell of great 
deeds accomplished, but we know well 
that they were men of real merit who 
were honored by their fellowmen In 
life and mourned for deeply whn they 
died. Al! honor to their memories.

And again there were others, wheth­
er alumni or not. whose names are 
securely set in the stone of these 
buildings and whose wholesome anti 
continuous support made them valued 
adujncts of the founder and of his im­
mediate corps of eager and ardent 
workers. First among them perhaps 
came that grand figure so closely link­
ed with the- Catholic history of his 
time in this province, the man who.
I have reason to know, gave Father 
Lefebyre the needed encouragement 
at the beginning and came to the aid 
of St. Joseph's in her time of trial— 
the patriarch of a line of bishops to 
which the reverend and beloved Bish­
op Le Blanc brings new distinction 
and zeal,—the wise, far-sighted and 
saintly John Sweeney, Bishop of St.

With the mention of his name comes 
the recollection of the splendid mem­
bers of the priesthood who visited here 
in our educational epoch between 
1884 and 1889. There was Father F. 
X. Cormier, long of my own parish, 
who left his own memorial In the 
first wing to the stone building; the 
Leonine Michaud, of Buctouche, whose 
beneficiaries sent here would make up 
a considerable alumni for a college 
themselves; the two Belliveaus, one 
whom was almost so close to us as to 
be a classmate, the intellectual Mo- 
Devitt, of Silver Falls; Lavery, of St, 
Stephen; Quillet of Shediac; Meehan of 
Moncton, the beautiful and generous 
soul still mourned by a wide communi­
ty, regardless of treed or kind, and the 
gentle sage,’ the simplicity of whose 

fclife was only equalled by his wisdom 
and the mannêr in which he exempli­
fied the true nobility of the priesthood 
—Father Patrick Bradley of Capa 
Bald.

As -we look over this roll there comes 
naturally to miqd—if he indeed • he 
could ever be forgotten for the mo­
ment by the old students have come 
back—a personage very deep In our 
affections Many of us lads came to 
St. Joseph’s with the assurance thu: 
he would be a sort of a godfather to us 
or rather a bigger brother. And he 
was. True friend, considerate teacher, 
wise counsellor, a fighter for you were 
whether you were right or wrong— 
and after it was all over heaven help 
you if you were wrong—I wish to offer 
him here my humble testimonial. His 
fame has gone far, as it should; lie 
ranks among the very first Catholic 
writers of America and among other 
writers as well. Still In the prime of 
his life which, we pray may be pro­
longed far into the days of a golden 
autumn, his influence for good will 
leave its mark that shall bear its own 
witness to his career. But far as he 
may go and great as he may become 
be will ever remain the idol of the 
boys who were won to him with the 
Instinct of youth that infallibly knows 
a friend—Arthur Barry O'Neill—God 
bless him.

Standing in the picture of my time 
here that memory brings back with 
softening light are two others, still 
members of the faculty, and if I single 
them out I hope I may be pardoned for 
any seeming partiality. I believe that 
with the exception of Father Roy, the 
notable coadjutor of Father Lefebvre, 
who, I believe, has had more to do 
with the early success of this institu­
tion outside of the founder himself 
than any other man, and good Father 
LeBlanc, who took us on many rambl- 
ings with Caesar and who has since, I 
am told, returned to the soil, they are 
the only ones who were here twenty- 
five years ago. I recall each of them 
both as teacher and friend, 
years may have added to their dignity 
but I know that at heart they are the 
same. To one of them must be given 
special credit for bringing this cele­
bration aud this reunion to their splen­
did completion The propaganda he 
has instituted and has carried on witu 
such force and ability will have no in­
significant place when the fuller mist- 
ory of this institution shall be writ­
ten. Both brought to St. Joseph’s the 
enthusiasm of the young priest and the 
conspicuous talent that has been re­
flected on those who have sat at their 
feet since then.

If I may be permitted to take this 

as a guiding motto and something of 
a text from the speaker of that day— 
himself now only of sweet memory—
I would offer it, Reverend President, 
as part of our expression of devotion 
and loyalty and In thankful answer to 
your kindly welcome. We have come 
back from near and afar and from 
many fields. For those who have dis­
tinguished themselves in the various 
lines of their endeavor their deeds are 
their spokesmen. They have, in at­
taining high achievement, brought 
honor and fame not only to them­
selves but to this Institution where 
their youthful characters were first 
moulded and where their budding tal­
ent was freshened and nurtured for 
the later blooming. And for the oth­
ers of us whose lots, have been cast 
upon the lowlier byways, I can only 
say that we have not forgotten the 
truths learned here and that we have 
endeavored to keep, and I hope we 
have kept, the faith.

And it is well to bring back this 
pledge and renew it among such 
scenes. The years fall away as we 
make It. Again we are tramping along 
the road that leads through the marsh 
and up the hill; the sweet and soften­
ing Influences of the springtime are 
everywhere; In the doorway stands 
the benign Lefebyre—“star of an un­
fading sunset"—at his side the de­
lightfully austere Roy, and we see 
again the cheery face of the beloved 
Barry O’Neill; the bell that rang 
sometimes for Joy and sometimes for 
“picket’' breaks the stillness of the 
evening air; across the fields and the 
marshlands the workers stop and de­
vout heads are bowed as “The Angé­
lus" Is said; the spirit of peace and 
faith clothes the countryside and the 
whole atmosphere carries the spell 
of the reverentially spoken “Ave 
Marla." It was in an abiding faith 
that the young student then said his 
prayer and In the same spirit and with 
a devoutness more Intense perhaps be­
cause the scene has become mellowed 
by memory we say It again here to­
night.

It is to their own betterment that 
men should pause at times along the 
highway and take a look ahead and be­
hind. It Is well that they should take 
fresh vigor from the thought of their 
earlier .aspirations. Dreams may have 
faded and hopes may have died, but 
even In defeat there are spurs to cour­
age, and the thought of work conscien­
tiously done often gives the half won 
victory the rosy hue of success. It Is 
In re-unions such as this that the back­
ward glance may be made collective. 
We may gloss over the failures and re­
joice over the victories, consider them 
ail as coming in the course of a day's 
work and go away with renewed ardor 
to buckle down to the labors that con­
front us In our different spheres, 
stronger because of having borrowed 
some of the Inspirations of years ago.

Of course all have not returned, 
and some never will. For these last 
has come the final homecoming and 
welcome in the place where “all their 
noble earthly desires are quenched in 
the fullness of their fruition." Dear 
as they were are to us It is with trepi­
dation that I recall them in the sad­
dened feeling of deep personal loss. 
Brave and cheering souls, brilliant 
minds, characters of sterling nobility, 
they shed their lustre over their 
times and their memory remains and 
ever shall remain like the glint of a 
perpetual sunshine. Their names are 
graven on an honor roll more endur­
ing than stone.

It was on old teaching of the 
Greeks that the spirits of the valiant 
Hellenes who went forth to battle In 
foreign fields and died there with their 
shields in front of them would return 
to their native land before passing on 
to the great Olympus and would be 
allowed at festal times to revisit the 
scenes of their childhood. If that be 
true—and because of the sentiment 
expressed I am almost pagan enough 
to believe it—then the spirits of St. 
Joseph’s departed sons are hovering

There 1s another alumni—or an hon­
orary one—to whom, I think, some tri­
bute should be paid here. For many 
of them It walB not theirs to profit— 
except, perhaps.

LESS INTEREST IN

CAN. STEAMSHIPS
Montreal, Que., June 16—When the 

directors of the Nova Scotia Steel and 
Coal Co., after meeting in Halifax this 
morning, announced the regular quar­
terly dividend at the rate of six per 
cent which the street thought would 
be either reduced or passed, the stock 
jumped in a few minutes from fifty to 
54 1-4.

Yesterday It worked up to 49 3-4 and 
today opened at fifty and worked all 
forenoon within a fraction of that lev­
el, until the announcement was re­
ceived on the floor of exchange.

There was a clean jump from 60 1-2 
to fifty-two when the announcement 
was read, and there was considerable 
of a scramble of shorts to cover. Af­
terwards it rose steadily to 541-4 and 
thereafter worked down a fraction 
from the high.

It was the only active issue of sess­
ion and the news that the dividend 
would be received around the noon 
hour naturally stimulated a great deal 
of Interest.

In the afternoon the price worked 
back to fifty-one and closed at fifty- 
two.

Montreal, June 16—Bhawtntgan Pow­
er earnings for May totalled $141,966, 
a new high record for the company, 
and comparing with $133,900 in the 
same month a year ago, and $102,690 
in May 1912.

That there must be growth of some 
kind going on in the vicinity Is Indi­
cated by the steadily growing recei­
pts of Shawlnigan.

The public is well acquainted with 
Montreal’s Power's phenomenal grow­
th and it is known that tramway recei­
pts are larger than ever.

All this is despite the business re­
action which must cut into the receipts 
to some extent

Yet despite all this there must be 
growth enough to offset all.

Cedar Rapids Power will be start­
ing soon and a record like this must 
be cheering tor their prospects.

London, June 16.—Hon. G. H. Per- 
iey is being much questioned by in­
terested Englishmen about Canada’s 
industrial and financial situation, espe­
cially in view of Canadian agency and 
similar entanglements.

Mr. Parley's replies may be sum­
marized as follows:—“Money carefully 
invested in Canada will bring ae good 
returns as any part of the world, but 
people must look carefully before in­
vesting here as elsewhere. If English­
men purchase subdivision lots outside 
cities or shares in Alberta oil wells, 
they must do so as a speculation, not 
an investment, but I don’t see how 
people can go wrong in carefully chos­
en real estate in well established con­
cerns, or first class bonds or preferred 
stock in well established concerns. We 
expect Canadian conditions will soon 
become normal again.’’

Sir William VanHorne is also being 
much questioned in financial circles. 
He speaks with the utmost contempt 
about certain recent disclosures of An­
glo-Canadian finance and methods and 
doings of speculators in London. He 
tells everybody they have nothing 
whatever to do with the prosperity of 
Canada.

New York, June 16.—The monotony 
of recent days of the stock exchange 
was broken today by a definite down­
ward movement. Professional traders, 
wearied by profitless sessions of lull- 
ness and narrow fluctuations, took a 
decided position on the short side. It 
was soon evident that the list was 
more susceptible to pressure, and sell­
ing increaed. While the days busi­
ness was not large stocks were put out 
steadily enough to force a progressive 
decline amounting to a point or more 
in a long list of stocks.

So far as definite developments went 
there was nothing of importance to ac­
count for the decline. Of rumors tnere 
were plenty. Wall Street happened to 
be in the mood to listen to rumors and 
sell stocks on them. Perhaps most 
Importance was attacehed to a report 
from Washington to the effect that 
the freight rate case -would not be de­
cided until next month, and that when 
the ruling was made it would be dis­
appointing to the railroads. It was 
understood there was no official back- 
Bng for the report, but it was used 
successfully for selling the market. 
Another report which belonged to the 
same class was that the Mexican me­
diators were in such difficulties that 
negotiations probably would be brok­
en off speedily.

With bearish sentiment in the as­
cendency the street attached more 
importance today to the stream of 
gold which is still, flowing out of the 
country. Today’s engagement of gold 
for Europe amounted to $5,500,000, 
bringing up the week’s total so far to 
more than $10.000,000 and the amount 
involved in the present movement to 
nearly $50.000,000.

PORT OF ST. JOHN.
MAJESTIC STEAMSHIP MLJohn P. Burchill.

John P. Burchill, of Nelson, N.B., 
was the next witness.

Meadowbrook Club, Westbury. Long 
Island, June 16.—The International 
Polo Cup, emblematic of the world’s 
championship, will cross the ocean 
again, having been won here today 
by the English team in the second 
game of the series by a score of 4 to 
2%.

And so it came about that just 
as the sun sank in the west, Captain 
Barrett, of the Hurlingham Club’s 
successful four, 
clubhouse on the shoulders 
English cohorts, bearing Union Jacks 
and American polo devotees began to 
discuss plans for a 1915 invasion on 
England in a fresh quest of the cup.

Outplayed and utterly routed in the 
opening contest, when they went down 
to defeat by a score of 8% to 3, the 
Americans came back In surprising 
form and scored an equal number of 
goals to those made by the winners. 
It was the desperate style of their

The American. string of po­
nies proved just as fast today as that 
of the Hurlingham representatives, 
and in riding off quick springs and 
checking, the two team appeared 
equal. Barrett scored three of the 
five English goals, including the tenth 
and final one, which won the game. 
The forwards. Tomkinson and C'heape, 
divided the two other two between 
them. To Milburn fell the chief Am­
erican honosr in scoring! as well as in 
defense, for he, too, scored three of 
America's five goals, despite the fact 
that as back he was obliged to always 
keep his eye on bis own goal in case 
the attack suddenly shifted to the de­
fenders' end of the field.

INTERNATIONAL LEAGUE Tommy Burns, the retired but not 

retiring heavyweight champion of the 
civilized world—admitting that there 
is any such thing—will pass his thirty- 
third milestone today, having been 
born In Hanover. Ontario, June 17, 
1881. Since leaving the ring, to which 
he occasionally threatens to return for 
the benevolent purpose of wiping^ait 
the white hd|)es off thé lhap. Toihtny 
has been -engaged in the clothing bust-' 
ness and real estate operations In Cal­
gary, the Alberta metropolis, and is 
said to have accumulated a nice and 
nutritious fortune. Tommy tried to 
make Calgary a great sporting centre, 
but the McCarthy-Pelky bout. In which 
McCarthy was killed, put a damper on 
his aspirations In that direction. Tom­
my’s real name .is, Noah Brusso, but 
he still sticks - to fifcr ring name for 
business purposes. While far from 
being “short” financially, Tommy was 
one of the shortest in stature of the 
world’s heavyweight champions. In 
fact, a search of the records fails to 
reveal any previous heavyweight 
"champ” who was as brief as Tommy, 
who stood five feet seven in his fight­
ing clothes. Tom Sayers, the English

For that matter, however, 
many of the greatest boxers have not 
looked the part. Bob Fitzsimmons 
was a joke and the San Francisco 
sports who brought him over from Au­
stralia, after lamping Bob's shape, de­
cided that they had picked a lemon in 
the garden of pugilism. Freddie Welsh 
looks too frail to puncture a toy bal­
loon. Bob Moha. five feet four and a 
light heavyweight, could give a good 
Imitation of an animated barrel, and 
Sam Langford always looks soft and 
fat and "easy.” Kid Lavignue, Joe 
Walcott, and many other champs, 
have been physical freaks—but fight? 
Yes, they could, a little.
