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Russians Have Renewed Offensive Against
Malwa—Plan to Envelope Enemy Holding
" Line of Mazurian Lakes—Germans Rein-
forced Near Pont-a-Moussan Begin Battle to
Recover Ground Lost Last Week—Holland
Asks Germany to Explain Report of Vio-
lation of Neutrality by Auirships on Way to

England.

London, Jan. 21—The battle for the
trenchesain Flanders and France con-
es, almost without cessation, from

¥ sea to the Swiss bonder. In the
df of Flanders, the floods of the
Alsne Valley and the snows of the
\Argonne and the Vosges the soldiers
of Germany and the Allied nations
keep up a continual fight, to hold what
they possess and take something from
that held by the enemy. According
to a long official report of the fighting
during the phst two months, issued by
the French war staff today, this meth-
od of siege operations hag largely
favored the Alles, who, while they
have gained ground on almost every
part of the front, have been forced to
give way in only one reégion—that of
Soissons. They are being put to a
test, however, similar to that which
. obliged them to retire from north of
the Aisne, near Soissons, because the
Germans, realizing the danger to their
communications with Metz as a result
of the French advance near Pont-A-
Mousson, have sent reinforcoments
there, and have begun a battle for the
positions which they lost during the
past week. The Germans apparently
have regained & portion of them, and
fighting for the remainedr is now in

At other points, particularly near St.
Mihiel, and in Alsace, there have been
infantry engagements, but on the
whole, the artillery continues to be
the busiest arm.

The Russians have renswed their
offensive operations against Mlawa, a
town which has changed hands often
since the commencement of the war,
and it appears as if they will again
attempt to envelop the German forces
which are‘holding the line of the Ma-

zurian Lakes, and avenge themselves
for the defeat at Tannenburg.

On the rest of the Polish front, and
in Galicia, the Austro-German attacks
are becoming more intermittent, ac-
cording to the Russian report, which
is generally brief when big events are
happening. The Russians continue to
make progress against the Austrian
outposts in the mountains, between
Bukowina and Transylvania.

Holland Asks Germany To Explain

The Germans explain the action of
their alrships in dropping bombs on
towns and villages in Norfolk, Eng-
land, by saying that they had been
fired on, British airmen, in turn, have
been busy in Belgium, and according
to a report from Holland have ven-
tured as far as Esen, Rhenish Prussia,
where they destroyed some buildings.

Holland has asked Germany for an
explanation of the report that the Gel-
man airships passed on their way to
England over Dutch territory.

Archduke Charles Francis, heir to
the Austrian throne, hag arrived at
German headquarters on a visit to the
Emperor, and Baron Burlan, the Aus-
tro-Hungarian Minister off Foreign Af-
fairs, is due there within a few days.

NO SPANISH WARSHIP
AT PANAMA OPENING

Feared Presence of Admiral Dewey May Lead to Unpleasant-
ness—International Situation Necessitates Presence of
All Spanish Warships in Home Waters.

WMadrid, Jan. 21, via Paris, Jan. 22,
32.456 a. m.—At a cabinet meeting to-
day, which was yresided over by King
Alfonso, it was decided not to send
the battleship Espana to the opening
of the Panama Canal.

it was not aware that Admiral Dewey
would be present at the ceremony. On

Two Jobs Too Arduous For
Him Now—-His Successor a

Berlin, via London, Jan. 21—General
Von Falkenhayn's has resigned as
Minister of War.

The Emperor, in relieving Lt. Gen-
eral Von Falkenhayn, at his own re-
quest, of the office of Minister of War,
gent him the following order:

“I agree with your reasons regard-
ing the appointment of a new War
Minister, and relieve you, according
to your wish, from the office of Min-
ister of War.

“My hearty acknowledgement of
your excellent services in this impor-
tant post [ will expres by leaving you
in your office of Chief of General
Staff of the Field army and appoint-
ing you a General of infantry.”

Major Gen. Von Hohenhorn, the
new War Minister, will remain for
the present at main headquarters.

The retirement of Lt. Gen. Von
Falkenhayn from the office of Minis-
fer of War, one of the dual functions
of the Minister of the Chief of Stall
with which he was entrusted after the
withdrawal of Lt. Gen. Von Moltke,
was occasifoned by the fact that the
work of the two posts was far too ard-
uous for any one man. Hig retire-
ment would have taken place simul-
taneously with his appointment as
Chief of Staff of the Field Armies if
there had not- beem various important
questions of organigation, with which
Von Falkenhayn as Minister of War
was familiar, then awaiting settle-
ment. These questions have now
begn arranged.

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Paris, Jan. 21—The French War
Office this afternoon gave out the
official report on the progress of
the war which reads as follows:
“From the sea to the Lys there

were yesterday exchanges. From
the Lys to the Somme, on the pla-
teau of Notre Dame De Lorette,
there occurred, the night of Janu-
ary 19-20, the engagement report-
ed last evening

“To the south of the Somme,
and on the Aisne, there were
some artillery engagements, in
the course of which we silenced
the batteries of the enemy.

“In Champagne, to the east of
Rheims, in the region of Prosnes-
Les-Marquises-Morenvillers, we de-
molished certain German field
works, and forced the enemy to
evacuate his trencheg and brought
about the explosion of a depot of
ammunition.

“There has been no change in
the Argonne. To the southeast of
St. Mihiel, in the forest of Apre-
mont, we occupied 150 yards of
German trenches and repulsed a
counter-attack. To the northwest
of Pont-A-Mousson, in the forest
of Le Pretre, the enemy succeed-
ed, by a violent counter-attack, in
re-occupying about twenty of the
five hundred yards of trenches
taken by us in recent days. Gen-
erally speaking, we are holding
ourselve.‘ securely in this position.

“In the region of Silberiach-
Hartmann, there has been infan-
try fighting since the night of Jan-
uary 19-20. We are progressing
slowly over a territory presenting
great difficulties.”

Paris, Jan. 21.—An official state-
ment was issued this afternoon as
follows:

“Recent German communica-
tions regarding the French losses
in the last few weeks are entirely
erroneous. Our losses are less by
more than half than those given
by the German general staff.
Moreover it has been found, esti-
mating by the dead left on the
field, that in all the actions.in re-
cent months the German I|osses
have been greater than the Allies.

The following official communi-
cation was issued by the War
Office tonight:

“The enemy violently bombard-
ed our positions to the north of
Notre Dame De Lorette, then at
five o'clock in the morning, began
a new attack which was soon re-
pulsed.

“In the Champagne region two
small woods north of a farm at
Beausejour were occupied by us.
The enemy delivered an unsuccess-
ful counter attack.

“In the Argonne the Germans
made a strong attack on a salient
of our line in the neighborhood
of St. Hubert. After a violent
bombardment of our tr they
began the attack, but were re
pulsed by the fire of our infantry,
combined with artillery fire,

“Fighting contiues in the region
of Hartmann-Weilerkof."”

Their Last Message.

There was littie feeling of horrox
or revulsion at the sight of these

The
human note, however, often came out
when one was told of the contents of
the letters found in the knapsacks, or
grasped in the hands of these dead
French soldiers. - It was the duty of
the Intelligence Officer in the party
with which the correspondent travel-
led to glance at such letters for the
sake of the military information that
they might contain. But of this there
was little, Far oftener he found let-
ters from home, with sentences about
the health of the soldiers and chil-
dren, and references to little pre-
sents and delicacies on the way to the
soldiers. Some times there was home
gossip, and often expressions of anxie-
ty for the safety of husband or father,
and always the hope for the end of
“this terrible war,” and the safe return
of the loved one,

It was necessary to walk with pre-
caution over the battlefield, particu-
larly in the vicinity of the trenches,
48 abandoned hand gr were
sown thickly about, ready to explode
at any moment from a careless foot-
step. German burial parties collected
thousands of these weapons, which
are nothing more than square boxes
of explosives, bound to wooden han-
dles 18 inches long.

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IISITOR WAS NOT IMPRESSED
WITH CENTRAL POLIGE STATION

Much. needed precess of renovation now going on —
What a casual visiter told the Standard in com-
paring the King Street East Station with others
in Canadian cities he had visited.

Policemen and others who have oc-
casion to visit the Central Police Sta-
tion, will be more than pleased when
that building is given a thorough over-
hauling and made fit to occupy. For
many years this plece of city property
has been rather neglected. Of course
the walls receive a coat of paint once
in a great while, and at the same time
the ceilings are whitewashed, and
then, every Friday, a couple of female
jail prisoners spend half a day scrub-
bing the floors. The rooms, however,
do not keep their clean appearance
very long, for the soft coal smoke
from the stoves blacken the walls and
ceilings in a very short time and the
rooms present the appearance of any-
thing but what a public building
should be.

A few days ago when ex-Chief of
Police Clark vacated his office and re-
moved the pictures from the walls,
along with his bookcases, instead of
the room looking like an office it pre-
sented the .appearance of a storage
place for old junk. It was dusty and
dirty. The walls were badly stained,
and the paint wherever exposed, faded
out. Consequently when the pictures
were removed the walls were left in
squares of light and dark green. Then
when the carpet and oilcloth had been
lifted from the floor and the janitor
commenced sweeping the dust was so
thick that the sweeper could hardly
be seen through it. The painters had
to use pail after pail full of warm
water before they could possibly get
the walls and ceiling of the room in
any sort of condition for a coat of
paint, and it means that several coats
of paint will have to be put on before
the office will be made fit for occu-
paney.

Yesterday a citizen who has visited
many police stations in Upper Canada
and the United States and is interest-
ed in such buildings, made his first
call to the Central on King Street
East, and on his request was shown
through the building, he was also
made acquainted with what the St
John patrolmen have to contend with
regarding hours of duty, and informed
as to salary. After the gentleman left
the station he was in conversation
with a Standard reporter and his re-
marks regarding his visit were as fol-
lows: “Well, I have visited a great
many police stations during my life,
and belleve me this police station in
St. John is the worst I have ever been
into. Do you know that it will go
without contradiction that the St.
John policé station is without a doubt
the worst from Halifax to the Pacific
Coast. It was my first visit and I hope
that it will be- my last until the place
is oleaned up. In some of the stations
in Upper Canada the room where the
policemen congregate is fitted up clean
and comfortable. There are a couple
of leather covered Ilounges for the
men to rest on when in the station,
the room is bright and alry, there are
many comfortable chairs about the

tatoes which have been inf d or
exposed, but from which all tubers
visibly infected with powdery scab
or any diséase similar to powdery
scab have been removed and which

are of good quality, sound and other| Dr,
wise fit for human _consumption,
which are to be used for table pus
poses ondy,”
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room and in the céntre is a large table
on which are magazines and the daily
papers for the men to read, as well as
material for them to use should they
wish to write a letter. There are ex-
cellent lockers along the wall for the
officers to hang their clothing in and
there is also a clean and tidy hulh
room which is inviting to the “cop.

In addition to these many comforts,
the building is properly heated by
steam and it {s not necessary to have
coal stoves such as are in the St. John
station. But taking this police head-
quarters in St. John, what a differ-
ence? When I learned from one of
the officials that the place was to be
given a good cleaning out, I had to
remark that this removating was not
coming any too soon.

“If the citizens of St. John would
pay a visit to the station on King
Street East they would get the great-
est surprise in their lives. There is
a large room known as the ‘guard
room' where the policemen assemble
before going on or off duty. On one
wall are hooks where the men hang
their coats, here there is no protec-
tion from the dust.” On the three
other sides of the room are lockers
built up about two feet and a half
from the floor and when the covers
are down they form a resting place
for the men. In these boxes the men
keep articles belonging to them, and
I wag informed that on many occa-
sions they have found their property
destroyed by rats and nearly all the
lockers are infested with bugs and
vermin, in fact it seems that it is
hardly safe to sit down on them. There
are only three chairs in the room and
these are more fit for a woodshed, the
backs are broken and the legs are
only held together by pleces of wire.
The only piece of furniture in the
room that is good 1s & large desk. Off
this guard room ig the bathroom. This
was undoubtedly placed there for tie
use of the officers who might wish to
take a bath, but I am informed that it
is never used for that purpose, any
person who would look at the tub
would see why. It is an old-fashioned
metal tub that is anything but clean,
and I am informed that the only thing
it is used for is when the janitor
wishes to wash window sashes, or heat
water for the women to scrub the
floors with.

“I am no knocker, but where a po-
liceman is on duty 365 days or nights
in the year and is obliged to work
twelve hours a day for the sum of
$2.70, he certainly deserves some de-
cent place to remain in when he is
obliged to be at headquarters. There
is another thing that I forgot to speak
about and that is the table which is
in the guard room which the men
might use for a game of checkers dur-
ing their spare moments. In fact it
is not a table but a fourfoot square
board placed on two wooden horses.
It will indeed be a good thing when
this section of the building is given a
cleaning out and fixed up in good
style.”

The gentleman sald he had also
made some enquiries reganding the
cells in the basement of the police
station' and heard some wierd tales
told about the little stone walled
rooms where men are locked up, He
said that he could understand that
there were some very dirty people

placed in these cells, but on the other

sets of trenches, and this zone is g ver
'n death trap, cross swept by search
from both sides.

“The

hand there are many persons who
are clean and who are obliged to oc-
cupy the same cells. It is a fact that
the majority of these cells are almost
alive with bugs and vermin, and offi-
cers can tell many tales about priso-
ners having put in a terrible time and
being badly used up by the bugs. The
wallg and ceilings of these cells are
rock or brick, while the floor is as-
phalt, and there is a wooden bench
in the cell, it seems that it would be
an easy task to wash the cells out
every day and to disinfect them, but

apparently this is not done, as theyl

are filthy. The cells are only for th
use of prisoners overnight, and after|
the prisoners are taken before the |
Magistrate at ten o'clock in the morn-
ing, they are given their liberty or
sent into jail and the cells, being va-|
cant, could be kept fit for a persr)n1
who is unfortunate enough to bv'\
obliged to enter one.

The gentleman who paid the \l\ll
to the station said that he had mkvnI
notes on what he had seen and learn-|

ed, and he intended to address a|
meeting of business men on the sub-
ject in the near future, and would es-
pecially speak of the treatment that

the policemen receives in St. John,
and which he thought should be bet-
tered. He pointed out from what he
had learned that a policeman if ill for
a time loses his pay, and if hé loses
a hundred dollars salary on aecount|
of illness, it does not make any differ-
ence at City Hall as he is taxed at
the rate as if he had received his full
yvear’s pay. Then, if a policeman {is
injured while on duty, he is only al-
lowed half pay while he is laid off,
and is also obliged to pay his own
doctor bills. When young men knew
these conditions, the gentleman said,
he was surprised that there were so
many seeking positions as patrolmen.

Having
expressed themselves with regard to
the mud one hears litle more that
could be construed as carping. The
wind and rain at night they do not
seem to mind; that is all part of the
game they philosophicaly observe. Re-
moval to huts they do not favor. They
say the health of the men is' better
under canvas than when housed in
these scmetimes creaky creations
through which the winds whistle such
a tune that the ills the flesh is helr
to soon find the men out.
Now, however, many are being re-
moved from canvas into permanent
buildings, largely the houses of publi-
cans and private residents. The civil
ian population are glad that this de-
parture has been taken. They welcome
the men in their midst, and anticipat-
ing that the Canadians are men who
will play the game, will in return do
all they can to make them happy and
comfortable so long as they remain
amongst them. It has not been a hap-
py reflection that, whilst many not
called upon for one reason or another
to face the rigours of war have crawl-
ed into feather beds at might to the
howling of semi-hurricanes and the
falling of torrential rains, thousands of
our loyal (Canadians who have travel-
led so far by land and sea to fight our
battles as well as their own, should be
exposed to such meagre hospitality as
small canvas tents could afford them
on such a vast and pitilessly open
plateau as Salisbury Plain. The men
have been moved none too soon; in
fact, the civil population would have
been delighted had it been possible to
remove them earlier. Now it is up to
the civilian households to make up
for what they would like to have done
before, and there is little doubt they
will do it. According to persistent re-
port which has the impress of accur
acy Lord Strathcona's Horse will
shortly move off to Wilton, but there
ig some doubt whether that will not be
cancelled.

~ This question was asked of me re-
cently by &’ ‘baseball wri-
ter, who Incidentally informed me that
a certain famous big league pitcher
had declared to him that he uldon;
batters. Thig. statement seemed al-
most preposterous for any young play-
er breaking into the major leagues to
make, let alone a star of many years.
As every close follower of the game
1s well acquainted with the fact that
pitching in ‘the National or American
League is no mere child’s play, I want
to go on record as saying that I, as
well .as every other pitcher on the
team, 8 ly try to out-
guess the opposing batters, and this
also goes, whether Hans Wagner,
Jake Daubert, Gabby Cravath, Geor-
gle Burns or just a youngster making
his -debut in fast company, is at the
bat. There are many cases in the
National Leaguwe, in fact, in every
league in existence, where many play-
ers are weak on a certain kind of a
curve ball, and still they occasionally
win a game every now and then by
hitting safely the kind of an offering
that they dre apparently weak against,
This is just a simple quéstion of serv-
ing the kind of a curve once too often
to the player.
Outguessing the Other Fellow
When a pitcher, lacking experience
in general, joins a major league téam
he is taught by the manager of the
club the different weaknesses of the
players belonging to the rival aggre-
gations. While occupying the bench
he studies the flaws in the other play-
ers’ batting and when he finally gets
his chance to pitch in a4 game he is
helped materially in his efforts by the
catcher, who being in the game for
some length of time, knows what kind
of a curve to serve to each player on
the opposing team. In fact, veteran
catchers sometimes, and very often
indeed, have practically “pitched” the
game for the youngster by clever
handling of him. When a rookie éyen-
tually becomes cognizant of the many
tricks of the great game that have to
be learned he begins to use his own
judgment and then starts the battle
trying to outguess the other fellow.
“Crossing” the Batter
Last season I won many a close
struggle for Manager Stallings and
the Boston team by the simple pro-
cess of double-crossing the batter.
Some players in the National League
who know that you are well advised
as to their weaknesses believe that
you will pitch accordingly on every
occasion that they go to the plate.
Take, for instance, a player who is
weak on a curve ball on the outside—
and there are quite a number in the
National League. He, in all probabili-
ty, will figure that out of every ten
balls you toss up to him eight or nine
will be over the outside corner of the
plate. By varying the attack—that is,
by shooting over a fast one close to
the shoulder—you keep the batter
guessing continuously and the curve
on the outside eventually becomes
more effective against him than ever.
Red Smith, the third baseman of the
‘Boston team, is considered one of the
best speed ball batters in the National
League today, and since he joined the
Boston team in the latter part of last
season I have watched some interest-
ing struggles between him and the
rival pitchers, Rube Marquard of the
Giants has a slow ball and uses it fre-
quently whenever he faces the third
tbaseman. In one of the games at the
Polo Grounds last season the Rube
used his slow ball twice against Smith
and got by with it. He switched his
tactics on the next one and shot it
over waist high across the plate.
Red apparently was waiting for the
slow one and, sure enough, Marquard
delivered just such a ball on his mext
pitch., With his mind concentrated
for just such an offering Smith laced
the ball up against the leftfield fence
for two bases that scored a couple of
runs for us. Several other timesg I
have watched Smith accomplish the
same thing against other pitchers in
the league.
Batters Study the Pitcher.
And while the pitcher studies the
batter, the batter also tries just as
hard to outguess the pitcher, although
some of them refuse to admit it.
have asked quite a number of players
recently if they tried to discover what
kind of a curve a pitcher is going to
throw beforé the ball leaves his hand.
Every one that I have questioned has
replied that he never tries to outguess

I am of the opinion that every bat-
ter in the National League resorts to
some method to solve the problem of
what kind of a curve the pitcher is go-
ing to toss to him. Some of the play-
ers can tell by watching the motions
of the pitcher’s windup. This is most
obvious in the case of the spitball, but
most of the pitchers foal the batters
by crossing them with a slow one and
a straight fast one, Instead of a spit-
ter. "

Wagner Hits ’em High or Low,

Hans Wagner, the veteran shortstop
of the Pirates, is one of the players
in the National League who very sel-
dom studies the pitchers or trles to
outguess them. Wagner 18, of course,
one of the greatest players that fans
ever saw perform, and perhaps there
will never be another shontstop like
him. It makes no difference to Honus
whether the pitcher thtows them high
or low, inside or outside. Wagner can
nearly always clout it to some unguard-
ed spot in the outfield or drive it past
some inflelder like a streak of light-
ning. But there were times when I
saw him watch the motions of the
pltcher’s hand, and then, believing that
he had guessed him right, step up on
the ball for an extra base drive.

Sherwood Magee, who is now a
member of the Boston club, is anoth-
er good hitter that only in rare occa-
sions tries to outguess the pitcher. Ma-
gee is one of the best long distance
hitters and one that can hit nearly
every kind of a ball. I am very well
pleased with having him on the Bos-
ton team next season, instead of hav-
ing to pitch against him on the Phil-
lies. Magee and Gabby Cravath form-
ed the best hitting combination in the
National League last season. Both are
long-distance clouters, and you never
knew when they were going to break
up the game with a long drive.

I should regret very much to hear
that Whitted and George Tyler were to
leave the Boston team. Both are good
friends of mine, and while I am glad
that Magee is with the Boston club,
I'd be sorry to have Tyler and Whit-
ted go.

BOXING vs. OTHER SPORT.

While some of the reformers are
preparing to make an assault on the
boxing game, it might be well for
them to study a few statistics regard-
ing other sports. They always talk
about boxing being a brutal sport.
How about footba:l and basketball, not
to mention automobile racing, Base-
ball we grant is not brutal, but just
glance at the figures from an acel-
dental and fatality standpoint: During
1914 there were 35 deaths from base-
ball, 20 of them being caused by be-
ing hit with a pitched bal: on the
head, the balance being from collisions
and being hit with bats. There were
918 injuries from baseball, 314 being
broken limbs and 42 very dangerous
injuries. Football claimed fourteen
deaths for 1914 and 65 injured, while
over 30 were killed in auto racing.

THE MYSTERIES OF
WAR FINANCING

New York, Jan. 21—Informed wri-
ters on public finance have pointed
out that the resources of a civilized
and industrial nation or the prosecu-
tion of war are invariably underesti-
mated. War finance is therefore full
of surprises, and it ig not to be won-
dered at that superficial men are led
by these to deny the validity of ac-
cepted and established economic prin-
ciples. However, sooner or later these
principles vindicate th lves at the
expensé of industry, capital, labor,
and social progress.

The latest statement of the French
minister of finance to the chamber of
deputies directs attention to the fi-
nancial mysteries alluded to. Money
is easy in France; the government is
not troubled in the least by credit
conditions or prospects. There is
plenty of idle capital; loans have been
made to Belgium, to Greece, to Ser-
via, to Monenegro; the bankers and
the investors are prepared to assimi-
late war issues shounld they be found
necessary. Whatever the tide of bat-
tle may bring, exhaustion in a finan-
cial sense is the last thing the repub-
lic and its government have to reckon
with or apprehend.

If we glance at Britain, similar con-
ditions greet us. There is no cur-
rency stringency; the banks are gain-
ing instead of losing in their deposits;
the government is accumulating a
gold .reserve—at the rate of $5,000,
000 a week-—against its unsecured
emergency notes, issued immediately
after the outbreak of the war, when
the markets were thrown into panpic
and hoarding was feared. England,

“I cannot see,” said he,-“that
the qity will suffer to any great ex-
tent, even if civic work is curtailed.
The fire department will be no warse
than last year, and if the Commis-
sioner of Public Safety buys the new
apparatus, which was authorized last
vear, the department will be in better
shape.

“The Public Works Department, of
course, will not be able to carry on
as much work as last year but the
streets are in better condition and we
have more permanent streets than
ever before and the cost of upkeep
and repalrs should not be so great.
The estimates this year are little un-
der those of last year and when com-
pared with the appropriations under
the old system it would seem that the
streets could be kept in fairly good
condition with the money available, I
think Commissioner Potts did well in
making the cut he did and as the de-
partmental estimates now stand 1
think they will be quite satisfactory
to the citizens and the wheels can be
kept going nicely.

‘“l am in favor of eliminating the
civic grants for this year. All the as-
sociations affected were worthy of as-
sistance but for this year I think they
can get along nicely on public sub-
scriptions, I have always been op-
posed to the city assessing for grants

had done well in the cuts made, “Still,”
sald he, “there were some other cur
tallments that might have been made,
You might say that I belleve that
some cuts could have been made right
in eity hall that would have helped |

have suffered to any great extent.

“For this year at least the city will
not suffer much by the cut in esti-
mates. People, generally, have been
kept in employment and it has been
hardly necessary for anyone to go
without work. The number of men
that have gone to the front have left
vacancies for others. I believe there
area still chances for men to join
the home defense companies as well
as the overseas contingents and there
seems to me to be no great neéd for
the city to provide extra employment,
at present at least.

“I believe that the city needs to be
improved but the curtallment of im-
provements for one year will not be
greatly felt and after business condi-
tions have righted themselves we
can branch out and make the improve-
ments all the faster.”

Can Afford to Go Slow.

Other citizens favored the cut made
by the commissioners and the idea
was that the city could afford to go
slow for a year at least. The matter
of grants were freely discussed but it
was the general opinfon that the com-
missioners had done well in that mat-
ter. Of course those closely connect-
ed with these organizations were
strongly of the opinion that a mistake
had been made.

One citizen pointed out that the free
kindergarten was receiving extra funds
through the efforts of the brother-
hoods of the city churches. Germain
Street Brotherhood had already paid
over to the association $600. Centen-
ary, it was said, had pledged $500 and
other organizations of this kind had
promised assistance. It was pointed
out that the two subscriptions above
mentioned would be more than. the
city grant.

The New Brunswick Tourist Asso-
ciation would also be hampered in its
work by the taking away of the city
grant. This is a provincial organiza-
tion and has done good work but in
the stress of a continued war, of as
wide a scope as at present it was
pointed out that there could be a cur
tailment of its campaign.
