•You will holler loudest and we 
will destroy until your hollering will 
be heard in Washington and force 
American intervention. For the time 
being we will not fight the govern­
ment troops, and we will notxkill you 
unless you oppose us. We are only 
lighting now with the torries, ter­
rorizing and organizing.

"But if Menocal does not step out 
May 24) we will fight and kill. We 
have 15,000 rebels in this province, 
all well armed and the whole pro­
vince will become a wilderness. 
Your government jean prevent this by 
intervention.”

Mr. Hazen had Just come from 
Bramshott, where he had seen and 
talked to many of the boys from New 
Brunswick. He felt sure all their 
hearts and minds were turned to the 
glorious victory at "Vimy Ridge,” won 
by their comrades from the great Do­
minion of Canada, a victory that would 
make their name famous, and go down 
in history with the other great deeds 
performed by Canadian troops in the 
greatest war the world had ever 
known. Canada had raised up to the 
present the splendid total of 480,000 
men, of whom over 300,000 had cross­
ed the seas, and more were continu­
ally crossing. The Dominion was de­
termined to see this thing through to 
the end—because they were fighting 
for what, as a great democratic peo­
ple. they all believed ini namely, Our 
home life free institutions and fair 
play all around.

A letter from Percy M. Rising, hon­
orary captain and quartermaster of 
the 13th Canadian Reserve Battalion, 
which Hon. Mr. Hazen Inspected, says:

Shoreham-by-Sea, Sussex,
April 11. 1917. 

Intended writing you 
some time ago re The Standard and its 
coming In bunches, but great reading. 
No doubt it's on account of the irreg­
ular mall system noxv being carried on 
but 1 get some days ID papers and 
none for two weeks.

They are passed around and all you 
hear on mail days is, "who has a St. 
John Standard?" and I can hardly get 
a chance to read my own.

We are at Shoreliam-by-Sea. Sussex, 
as you no doubt know and it is the 
best camp we have struck yet and be­
ing only six miles from Brighton 
makes it very pleasant when off duty. 
The run is only twenty minutes and 
the train service grand.

This is our fourth move since com­
ing to England and a different system 
in every area for equipping and handl­
ing men.

We have eight companies instead of 
four, meaning eight company hedgers 
besides my regimental books, but they 
increased my staff to tour sergeants, 
two storemen in my office beside bar­
rack men to handle stores; we have 
t£0 huts.

As a reserve battalion we have 
drafts coming In and going to France 
ell the time and requires inspecting 
and equipping every day. as they move 
at a moment's notice and must be 
ready for brigade inspection.

Of the units being broken up their 
quartermasters are now on leave or 
unemployed which lias been my mis­
fortune. but With Col. Fowler as O.C.,
I have been going It since last July. 
Over here at present I have four quar­
termasters attached here besides my­
self so I have lots of assistance In case 
of emergency.

I took on the 165th Battalion, 596 
men and 24 officers and still another 
quartermaster. We have a swell mess 
now and are feeding about one hun­
dred officers all good New Brunswick 
boys and mostly St. John men and all 
would like to be on King street, I 
think today.

The colonel is on the job as usual 
and has given every officer. N.C.O. 
and man a square deal as possible and 
a chance to go to France. I guess 
mine will be a Cook's tour.

“The milling companies contend, 
perhaps, that the wheat which they 
are putting into flour could be sold at 
current market quotations, a claim 
with some truth in it. At the same 
time the milling companies are mill­
ers and not wheat vendors. The bak­
ers could put up the same argument, 
saying that they might re-sell their 
flour holdings. But t*e bakers don't. 
They reason that the public should 
have the benefit of their purchases un­
der present levels, 
though the milling interests should 
adopt similar methods.

"Brices of May wheat now are out 
of all proportion to actual conditions 
of supply and demand. They are a re­
sult of an abnormal market condition 
in which the British government has 
purchased more contract grades of 
wheat than can be delivered. It seems 
unreasonable that the public should be 
mulcted of more than double normal 
prices for the flour they must have 
just because grain operators have 
been permitted to sell wheat which 
they did not have and which they 
not now secure.

• Barring some providential occur­
rence. such as the Allied governments' 
re-sellng several million bushels of 
their holdings, there Is no telling 
where the present price movement 
may end. May wheat might go to five 
dollars a bushel and still the shorts 
could not find cover, 
time people would be forced to pay 
close to twenty dollars per barrel for 
flour, although the actual cost of pro­
ducing it wôuld be the same as it has 
been for many weeks.

"The situation is most critical and 
demands that some new basis of ar­
riving at flour prices be established. 
If that is done the public have little 
interest in the final outcome of the 
sensational situation which has arisen 
in the grain market through operators 
selling what they did not possess."

For thle reason the 
plaintiff claims that the right to dam 
the stream and to travel up and down 
the road to repair the dam was appur­
tenant to the running of tbs mill, and 
the m()l, haring ceased to exist, for 
over twenty years, these right* auto­
matically ceaae to exist. The defend­
ant claims an easement under seal.

On the front of the marsh, Mr.

A recent order laeued by the Minis­
ter of Militia. Hon A. B. Kemp, dleerty 
outlines the procedure which should he 
taken concerning requests made in 
the Interest of soldiers overseas. In 
the order the matters dealt with com­
prise such requests as commissions, 
return of officers for duty In Cnnnde, 
requests for promotions, for the trans­
fer of soldiers from one unit to an­
other overseas, for discharge on medi­
cal grounds, etc.

in the preemble the minister says.
"A large number of request* of a 

personal nature with referince to sol­
diers with the Canadian Expedition s« 
Force, are dally received by thte de­
partment and by the Canadian military 
authorities In England. It la there­
fore considered desirable to explain 
the methods which. In the Interests 
of fair and equitable treatment to all 
concerned, are followed In each case. 
The policy adopted with respect to 
these requests has been lormulated 
With every possible regard for the per­
sonal Interests of the soldiers con­
cerned and tho natural anxiety and In­
terest on their behalf of their relatives 
and friande. It should he remembered, 
however, that, at this stage of the war 
the brave mon of our own Canadian 
army and those of the British and Al­
lied armies require all the "Apport 
that can be given them In their heroic 
fight for liberty, Justice and civilisa­
tion. to this end tho services of 
every available man In whatever ca­
pacity his physical and other eapabll* 

fit him to occupy are urgently re­
quired both in Knglaud and at the 
front. It should, therefore, be clearly 
understood that the exigencies of the 
military situation must be primary 
consideration In dealing with such re- 
quests."
