Washington, Feb. 1—The Washing­
ton negotiations for limitation of ar 
marnent reached their consummation 
today when a Plenary Session of the 
Arma Conference gave definite and 
public approval to the two treaties lim­
iting navies, and restricting the use 
of new agencies of warfare.

One of the covenants thus sealed, 
after eleven weeks of debate, estab­
lishes a fixed ratio of capital ship 
strength between the five great pow­
ers, and the other pledges them 
against unrestricted submarine war­
fare and the use of poison gas. Within 
a day or two the plenipotentiaries of 
the United States, Great Britain, Jap­
an, France and Italy, will formally 
affix their signatures.

At the saine session, the Far East­
ern wing of the Conference moved 
forward toward completion of Its tasks 
by announcing, officially, the terms ot 
the Shantung settlement, and by giv­
ing final approval to nine of the re­
solutions adopted In Committee In re­
gard to Chinese problems. The agree­
ment on Shantung already has been 
put into a draft treaty between Japan 
and China, and the other Far Eastern 
settlements are to be embodied in a« 
least two general conventions, which 
will oome before the Conference short-

The 
first wae his speech in which he at tack 
ed the Government for Us proclivity 
fur conferences on the Oontinen' 
which has not resulted in assisting 
Great Britain's trade, finance or Unem­
ployment and for what he termed ifs 
extravagance. The other reason is that 
Uoyd George's efforts to organize a 
new political machine with the Coalv 
tlon Liberal* as a nucleus has not been 
aa effective as wes hoped for. This is 
because the Independent Liberals — a 
branch of the party that declined to as­
sociate Itself with the Coalition -otw 
seem to have the upper hand in local 
bodies throughout the country. This 
Is becoming ao apparent that the In­
dependent Liberals are now referring 
lo Grey as the next premier, while six 
months ago they would not ha 
fildered they had a chance.

For the moment the centre of atten­
tion of the public la directed to warn 
Sir Kfle Oeddes’s economy committee, 
intrusted With the duty of sloahing ex 
pendkures ln governmental depart 
menta in an effort to come somewhere 
near balancing the budget and Indi­
rectly reducing vhe Income tax. This 
committee is attracting the attention 
of Americans in England, just as much 
a« of Englishmen, for they, too. have 
to plank over 83 per cent of their In­
come to the Government.

Great Cot In Expenses.
While ifMr Eric Oeddes’s committee 

has been working several months no 
report has ' been published, but It Is 
st fifed that It has effect ed cuts to­
talling •1.000,000,000, but our oorrea 
pondent is informed that 1500,000,oou 
will be mneta nearer the figure.

Different department heads hare 
learned unofficially that they nro due 
for radical reductions with the usual 
consequent wallings beard in every 
Government under like circumstances 
at any time. One cut, however, is rais­
ing a storm among taxpayers them­
selves and that Is the proposed reduc­
tion of approximately iloo.ooo.ooo for 
the already Inadequate educational 
system. When the official report of 
this committee is published It Is cer­
tain that Lloyd George will have much 
more trouble keeping his Cabinet in 
line than hitherto.

before M. Briand's departure, vis., 
720,000,000 cash. 1,440,000^000 gold 
marks in kind as the maximum from 
which it was hoped the çommlselon 
would abate a large share.

The German tactics in this 
are the same as on previous occasions, 
the German representatives believing 
the mention of any definite figure 
might Induce the Entente experts to 
build upwards from them. The Ger- 
man note even advances the Idea that 
the wisest solution would be for Ger­
many to pay nothing at all this year 
and thus give the country a breathing 
space to put its finances in />rder, but 
admits that political reasons make this 
impossible.

Political reasons also have played a 
large part in fixing the programme for 
taxation which is submitted as an an­
swer to the Reparations Commission's 
request lor information as to where 
and what Germany proposes to do to 
put her finances in order and wipe out 
her deficit.

The note declares the new taxes are 
not what economic experts would have 
advised, as they bear too heavily on 
capital and do not bring certain indi­
rect taxes, such as sugar and exclqp 
up to the level of some of the Entente 
countries as demanded by Entente ex­
perts.

Dost Real Crisis Exist?

Before proceeding to discuss the ia- 
tematlonsl relationship of the intellec 
tuai worker—(he relationship in which 
he stands one to another in his desire 
for protection—the Labor office at 
Geneva first expressed the des 1 mbll- 
lty of ascertaining whether the “crisis 
of which the intellectual workers com- 

■'•-tMv e-M^ts.” The bureau has 
accumulated a mass of statletice com­
paring the wages of Intellectual work­
ers with that of "butchers, bakers and 
candlestick makers," and elicited the 
opinions of the leaders of the intel­
lectual workers themselves, with the 
result Chat, in regard to the actual 
existence of what is termed the crisis, 
aa the parliamentarism wxnild say, 
“the answer is in the affirmative." Ac­
cording to Henry Mugel, not only has 
their standard of living been consid­
erably reduced, but there has been a 
very -considérable decline in the pres­
tige which the intellectuals hitherto 
enjoyed.

“It will always be easier,” says Mr 
Mugel, “for a street cleaner to make 
people realise the importance of his 
work than for Henry Poincare to make 
people realize the importance of hla 
If the streets are not swept for three 
days, the result is without doubt a 
serious matter If no lessons on gen­
eral physics are given for three days, 
not one man out of a hundred thous­
and will suffer. Accordingly, the rest 
of the hundred thousand, if they have 
to choose, and if they have not been 
trained to consider Intellectual work 
superior because it is intellectual, will 
prefer to give way to the strike 
threats of the street cleaner, than to 
the strike threats of the higher mathe­
matician.’*

WANTEDUnemployment Dole Eliminated.
The note, as forecast In these des 

patches, declares the postal and rail­
way deficits are eliminated by the new 
rates, promises the customs duties win 
be placed on a gold basis and the un 
employment dole eliminated—unem 
ploy meut insurance supported by em­
ployers and employed being substitut­
ed. The bread subsidy cannot be en 
tirely eliminated this year, but the 
Government hopes to wojrry through 
until the next harvest with only e 
further round billion mark contrlbu 
tion in addition to the 22,500,000,000 
marks already devoted to bread sub 
sidles during the current harvest year. 
The amount of the latter sum will be a 
surprise even to many Government re 
presentatlves who have believed tne 
Government's contribution 
keeping down the price of bread 
much sipaller figure.

Fourteen billion marks was mention­
ed in a recent official publication but 
the revised estimate shows 
man revenues leak; the treasury re 
striction of further subsidy to a billion 
marks, depends on the price at which 
the Government is able to buy the 
nOO.OOO tons of American grain which 
must be acquired to carry through Un 
tltl the next harvest.

The Ooveromant’a hope, ot being 
able to balance the domestic budget 
and provide a small surplus for répara, 
tiona also depends on the exchange 
factor as well aa Its ability to hold in 
check the present wage movement 
among officials and employees In the 
Government services of railways 
posts. It must dépend for reparation 
payments almost entirely upon the bil 
ion gold marks to be raised by the 

forced loan, the estimated surplus on 
the domestic budget belug only te.ooo, 
wo,000 paper. The difference between 
this and 22,000,000,000 marks 
by the Entente—fftust be 
the note presses.

Boston, Jan. 31.— Reut y Murray, a 
62-year-old negro, who stood off fifty 
policemen for more than an hour early 
today lu a gun battle that centred 
around his South End home, spent to­
night In jail, charged with the murder 
of Patrolman Daniel McShane. The po 
licemkn shot b the negro from a win­
dow of his stronghold, died at a hos­
pital at noon. Two hundred shots are 
estimated to have been fired before 
Murray was extracted from the build 
ing, and placed under arrest.

William Jackson, a negro who lives 
in the same house, and Julia Scott, a 
resident of the neigtlbgfhood, were in 
hospitals tonight suffering from bullet 
wounds. On the injury ljat also was 
a mouths old baby suffering from 
burns sustained while ow its bed in ar 
upper room of the Murray house. The 
fire, which nearly consumed the mat 

is believed to have been caused 
by powder flashes from Murray's re­
volver.

The trouble started when a woman 
lodger left the house after midnight to 
tell the police that Murray had threat 
•ned to shoot her. She found Me 
•Shane and three other patrolmen, who 
accompanied her back to the residence. 
When the policemen appeared before 
the door they found it barricaded and 
Murray shouted an invitation to them 
to come to the window.
