Mr. Manning's Lecture.

Mz Maosing’s lecture in the Mechanics’
Ins itute last evening was listened to by &
fairly good 2udience. The lecturer deseribed
the sarfiest attempts st trade and commerce
in the British Isles, and traced the commer-
cial progress of the country through the
Roman, Suxon and Normanm periods to
modern times, giviag much intoresting in-
formation in 2 popelsrsiyle. The lecture
was smootly and clearly written, in par-
rative style, and well read, the effect be-
ing slightly marved by too clese attention
to the masuseript. More real information
bas seldom bBeen conveyed im so short »
time, and io the thoughtful minds of <Ze
sudience many traine of useful thought
were awakened by the recital of the futile
efforts of former kings of Eogland to re-
stries or extend trade by legal enactment.
The ulirs protectionists of the present
day, if any were present, must have been
conscious that tbe foolish attempts of
kings to fix prices and regulate commerce
in other days bore a clear resemblance to
what they seck jto bave Purliamént at-
tempt now. Mr. Manning must have been
much annoyed by the conduct of some
young men whe, not having sense enougb
t> know when a good point was made, fre-
quently applaaded matter-of-fact statie
ments regarding the extent of the wocl
export or leather manufacture.

Special Sessions.

An adjourned Session of the Peace was
held at the Court House, in the Comupm
Coancil Chamber, at 11 o’clock this morn-
ing. About thirty five justices were pres-
ent. ;

Justice Marshall rose to explain the
position of the assessment from the time
of the appointment of the several commit-
tees and the difficalties which they subse-
quently encountered. Every member of
the committee had he said hut one object
in view—to prepare an equitable jaw. Ie
referred to the plan of forming a County
Council by representation from the City,
Portiand and the Parishes. This however
wase toou:ht to entail too great a barden on
the Sessions and the present seheme bad
been prepared. As however at the meet-
ing tu-day Portland was not represented as
it would have been were it not for some
outside circumstances. Messrs. Burpee,
Jarvis and Austin were the committee
from Portland, but Mr Burpee was out of
the city, Mr. Jarvis was bereavrd by the
death of his wiie and Mr. Austin was the
only member present. He therefore moved
that the assessmeant resolutions be infor-
mally considered and that the Board ad-
journ until Monday next.

Justice B. Gilbert thought the Board
should come at once to the front, and
bave no informal discussion, and to the
effeet he made a motion, which was
seconded by Justice Ray. :

Justice Marshall thought that the matter
should not be hurried through, on &
stormy day, with a small attendance.

Justice Quinton thought that if the
matter was pot formally considered, it
was better to adjourn without doing any-
thing.

Justice Gregory tnought the Board
present was intelligent enough to consider
the matter, and that there should be no
postponement.

Justice Donaldson thought a postponce
ment annecessary. The question bedvy -
put, the motion was lost.

Justice Marshall then moved that the 2d
section be adopted.

Justice Gilbert urged that the first
nine sections be adopted.

S)we talk here e1sued on the matter of

considering the nine first sections, provi -




e
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ing the system of rating.  Justice Gilbert
strove to show the injustice of these, by
which a man assessed on $400 for $500
from redl ostate was taxed to a far greater
burtben than that derived from a mere
money income, The man with real and
personal estate pays four times as much as
the other. e wanted the poor man pro-
tected.

Justice Marshall replied that the matter
bad been conuidered by the committee,and
that to aid the poor man they had reduced
his income from $300 to $150. They
wanted an assessment by which-the man
enjoying an income of $300 or $400should
not be driven out of the country by over
assessment. The present system made the
properties in some cases assessed to full
value and in other cases not to half value

Justice Quinton made & glowing speech
declaiming against the infringement on
the *‘rights of the pcople” by giving this
County Qouncil the power over the par-
ishes, He believed in the heading of the
bill—3 basis of assessment—but was dia-
metically opposed to a Board of ' Assessors.

Justice Dunn believed in the former sys-
tem of sixty-three cents to the £100. BHe
agticipated trouble from the members
from other Qsunties when the bill went be-
fore the Legislature. :

Justice Gilbert moved that the matter be
referred back to the Committee to framean
assessment on a sixfper cent basis instead
of one filth as heretotore.

Justiee Quinton agreed with Lim.

Justice Moore thought the absent mem-
bers might§have many ideas which ought
to be explained. . He considered that both
the question of 2 Board of Assessors.

Justice O’Mahoney made some remarks
an-the subject.

Mr. G. E. Fenety was present and made
some remarks comparing the system pro
posed with that of Fredericton and Hali-
fax. He thought that much injustice was
at present being werked, and among other

e thought the value of income as
wallias real estate'should be reducoed.

After much other. talk the motion of
Justice Gilbert was withdrawn.

Justice Moore asked what proportion at
the poll of $2.50 was County and what a
foctl rate and was answered that it would
depend on the Act.

Justice Austin replied also that it would
.eome proportionately from each Parish.

Justice Nowlin thought too much was
sought to ever become a law.

On motion the Board adjourned until
Moudey next.
