Strange Phenomenon at Sea.

From the Newecastle, E., Chronicle, of
the I3th Nov., we clip the following, one
of the most remarkable occurrences ever
witnessed at sea, forwarded by the cap-
tain of a Sunderland bark to his owner,
from St. Helena, under date of the 11th
October :

Left Tutocorin on the morning of the
12th of August, with moderate S. W.
winds, aud on the 18th and 14th noticed
a great quantity of blood red mat-
ter in the water in long streaks.
extending for miles; and at dark
on the evening of the 14th began to
notice how milky white the sea was be-
coming and wondered what it could be
token. By 8 o’clock the whole sca was
a livid white color; and though no move-
ment could be seen in the water, it was
quite eyident by the motion of the ves-
sel that the sea was cousiderably agita-
ted. The horizon them began to look
dark, aud shortly after the sea
had more the appearance of a field
of snow . than anything else; the
air also felt hot and stifiing. About nine
p. m. a strange moaning uoisc was heard
as of wind in the distance. This, com-
binegl with the blackness of the heavens,
and the peculiar whiteness of the sea
produced an extraordinary and horrible
effect. The moaning sound increasing, I
thought some unusual weather was com-
ing, and so took nearly all the sail off the
ship, but midnight passed and brought no
change. Tae vessel was going four miles
an hour, and she must have traversed
from 20 to 30 miles of this fearful looking
sea, and it was only the appearance of
daylight that relicved us from the awful
sight. During the night the barome-
ter was standing at 300.00 inches,and the
thermometer at 83 degrees, the wind be-
ing S. W., all night.

The President’s message, judging
from the telegraphic synopsis that has
reacled us, is a sensible document. Its
wise recommendation in favor of a re-
turn to specie payment shoald be heed-
ed by both Houses. It must be remem-

bered that the Presid:nf’s party, al-

though badly beaten in the late clec-
tions, will be supremein C ngress until
the 4th of next March, and may fasten
any financial policy they please on the
country. - After the 4th of March they
will be unable to carry any measure,
but the other party, lacking a majority
in the Senate, will be unable 16 repeal
any measure that may be aidopted now,
The President’s party, thervefore, has o
last chance for effecting the one great
reform that should mavk the close of
its fourteen years of Congressional su-
premacy—a chance to end the war it
conducted so successfully for the unity
of the republic by restoring the coun-
try to a stable currency basis. Will
the party grapple with the problem
it has been postponing so long, or will
it yield up the control of affairs in their
present state and give its opponents the
privilege of restoring what the exigen-
cies of the countty forced it to unsettle?
We fear that it will lose the epportun-
ity, shirk the responsibility and forfeit
the glory of the settlement it might ef-
foct, from a cowardly fear that any ac-
tion may tend to make the defeat of its
next Presidential candidate move cer-
tain than it is. If the currency
placed on a specie basis by the repeal of
the legal tender law prices would be
steady and trade would befree from the
ruinously uncertain fluctuations it suf-
fers from now. If the Republican party
can make up its mind that this policy
will tend to restore it to power we may
hope for its adoption, but if evil coun-
cils should convince it that a further in-
flation of sham money with its fictitious
value will gain votes we fear that it is
demoralized enough to rcject cvery
scheme suggested by political economy
and sound statesmanship.

We are informed that the, information
published by us yesterday from Bath-
urst, under the signature of H. W. B..
is incorrect—the facts being these: that
Mitchell & Co., in common with several
other merchants of Montreal, shipped
on hoard the steamer America, one of
the Lake boats, a quantity of goods for
Bathurst and other places on the Gulf;
that after the shipments were made the
owners of the boat informed Messss.
Mitchell & Co. and the other shippers
that they could not get their vessel in-
sured, and, therefore, could not send her,
and the shippers had to unload their
goods and store them. The owners of
the boat, when the goods were original-
Iy shipped, stated that the boat would
vrobably be placed upon the Gaspe and
Baie de Chaleur route. We are also
informed that the said vessel was in no
way connected with the Mitchell Line
of Steamships, nor had Messrs. Mitehell
& Co. any interest or ownership what-
ever in her, and it is not true that any
property in which Messrs. Mitchell were
concerned was detained for debt either
at the time named or at any other time
We believe that the real reason of the
non-sailing of the vessel was that stated
in one of our issues of last week—that
the underwriters refused to insure the
vessel.

On Friday evening the TRiBUNE assert-
ed, amongst other things, that a man
who brought down a load of ship’s knees,
on which the freight formerly wus §8,
was compelled to pay $36,- which was the
whole price of the knees.— Freeman.

The Sessions.

The court met in adjourned session &t
11 o’clock this forenoon. The Mayor oc-
cupied the chair, and there was a fair
attendance.

The Committeeon Accounts rcporied
after the report had heen passed round
for signature. They recommended the
payment of the following bills: Coroner
Robinson, for three inquests, 44.60; As-
sessors’ salary for Portland for 1872-73,
$159.92; W. F. Bunting, for services,
$50; Revisors for Simonds, $60; Revis-
ors for Lancaster, $45; Causey, for rc=
pairs on jail, $35; Murdoch, for gas fit-
tings, $7.72; fitting up Clerk of Peace’s
office, $37.30; constables fees, $64.50;

tevisors for Portland for 1874, $110. A
bill of Mr. G. W. Day, and one of Barnes
& Co., were reported against, as the com-
mittec had not suflicient information.

Justice Keans thought it strange that
bills properly certified should not be paid.

Justices Milligan, Robinson, Gerow and
Reed argued for a better system of order-
ing printing done. At present Justices
and Revisors erdered just what work
they pleased. Mr. Day's bill was ordered
to be paid.

Justice Gardiner moved, scconded by
Justice Keans, that all the printing for
the County be ordered through the Clerk
of the Peace, said printing to be done
after public tenders were asked for. Car-
ried.

The Blatch-memerial committee re-
ported, after the Clerk of the Peace had
managed to get the document signed, re-
commending that $12 per annum be al
lowed Mr. Blatch for books and station-
ery. This report was carried unanim-
ously.

They submitted a draft ef a bill, and on
motion of Justice Marshall the further
consideration of the subject was deferred
until next meeting of the session.

The Clerk ot the Peace read an opinion

He
could find no law to warrant the Sessions
in paying for such books, but as a matter
of public policy he considered that the
Sessions should continue to pay. The
Clerk read the report of the United Com-
mittee on Highways. It recommended
several changes in the present Highway
Act. -

ton, Esq., was allowed to address the
Sessions on behalf of Hugh McGuirk
who claims money due as damages for
land taken for a road from Keliy's corner
to the Canal Bridge in Lancaster. The
Treasurer had been advised not to pay
the money over, as the land is claimed by
Mrs. Morris, Mr. McGuirk, and the Mor-
ris insolvent estate. E. McLeod, Esq.,
wished to address the court for the
estate, but it was resolved to refer the
subject to Justices Gerow, Baker, Thomp -
son, Robinson and Magee.

The Sheriff called attention to ihe sec-
tion in the criminal law by which juries
in all cases of felony were required to be
kept together and boarded.

Capt. Langlois report-
ed being on the wreck twenty-three days
after losing his spars and was nearly out
of provisions; had only one quarter bar-
rel of pork and the same quantity of
bread with but ten gallons of water
that was too salt to drink. The crew
were in a very bad eondition when they
came on board my vessel, I think it was
from drinking so much salt water. The
schr. was making water very fast and
think she must have sanka few hours
after I had left her. We saved but yery
Iittle of her cargo as it consisted princi-
pally of s It, and the wind blowing so
hard and the night approaching that we
were compeiled to leave the wreck.

Shipping at Sydney, C. B.—The Syduey
Herald, of the 2nd inst., says:

Business has cxperienced a consider-
able revival in this port during the past
week. Several vessels have arrived from
sea, some of which are loading coals at
the wharf of the G. M. A.. Three vessels
are at present on the Marine Railway
undergoing repairs; these are the bark
Tidal Wave, schooner Chester and brig
Isabella Ridley. The ship Mary Jane, of
Liverpool, laden with timber from Que-
bec, bound home, has put into port leaky,
and is discharging cargo for the purpose
of undergoing repairs.
