Mr. J. Menzies, North Esk; Mr. Rot-
ertson, Aluwick, and Mr. Peter Campbell
were gppointed 2 committee to report
on delegates presint, etc., to report
during the afternoon. Reports from
delegates as to the Temperance sita-
ation in the county were then received.
Mr. J. Menzies spoke of the interest
in temperance work which has been
aroused in North Esk, and stated that
two ‘emperance candidates had beenm
nominated in that parish, Messrs. Robt.
Adams and Patrick Hogan.

Mr. Robertson of Tabusintac spoké&fa-
vorably of the situation in Alnwick. |
Mr. Peter Campbell spoke of the inter-
est being taken in Lower Napan.

Mr. Finlay McDonald stated that much
interest is being taken in Point aux Car
on the temperance question.

Mr. R. Adams reported temperance
sentiment to be growing strong in North
Esk parish, and that not one voter out of
every twenty would vote for repeal of
the Scott Act.

Mr. John McCullam, North Esk, also
spoke.

Mr. Wm. Johnston spoke of ths sitna-
tion in Chatham.

Mr. D. G. Smith, of the Advance, who
was in the entry to the hall, wished to
know if the proceedings were public, and
also whether reporters would be admit-
ted.

Some of the delegates expressed the
opinion that they knew of no present ob-
jection to publicity' being given to the
proceedings, and on motion of Rev. Mr.
Rosborough, seconded by Rev. J. D.
Murray, that reporters be admitted, i
was carried, and Mr. Smith was then
admitted.

The question of the probability of an
election for the repeal of the Scott Act
was then resumed and further reports
made by the delegates from their re-
spective localities.

Mr. Geo. McLean, of Northesk, said
his parish was strongly opposed io the
liquor traflic. Three cr four temperance
organizations had been formed in his
parish and they were doing good work.
They had decided to nominate two tem-
perance Councillors for the Municipa
elections in October, and had pledged
taems=elves to vote and work for the
nominated candida‘es, and with the help
of the large number of yourg men in
favor of temperance in the parish they
hoped to strepgthen the temperance
sentimeunt and elect their men.

Mr. Joim Hosford, of Trout Brovk rex
ported the organization of a Lodge' of
I. 0. G. T. in bis district which was in
a flourishing' condition. He believed
that public opinion in Northesk was in
favor of temperance and against the re-
peal of the Scott Act. Mr. George
Haines, of Protectionville, a delegate
from Steadfast Lodge, I. O. G. T., said he
was pleased to inform them thau that
lodge now numbered 45 members, who
were working earnestly for the good
cause. They were building a hall, for
which they had the ground and a por-
tion of the lumber, and they would be
glad to have visits from their brethren
or to receive bhelp from those willing to
give. This district nine years ago was
a wilderness only visited by the Indians
to make maple sugar, (it was formerly
koow as the Sugary,) yet now it was a
flourishing settlement, and they were
working for the emancipation of their
fellow man from the curse of strong
drink.

Mr. P. Hierlihy, of Tabusintac, a visi-
tor seid he was glad to be present with
them. Tae people in his district had or-
ganized to fight against this great enemy
of mankind, the liquor tarffic, and were
opposed to the repeal of the Scott Act.
But the Scott Act must be enforced and
until it was, it was useless to talk tem-
perance. Their community was small
but they were fortunate in having good
workers, and they hoped to conquer
the evil.

Mr, Jas. Henderson, of Douglastown,
thought the sentiment of the people was
In favor of temperance. The Division
there had been working in the interest
of temperance and had by their action
induced some to go out of the business.
If the law was carried out we could
effect a good deal. When a young man
he had hoped by moral suasion to put
down this traffic, but moral suasion had
failed Lo put down.an -gvil every ope
knew of, for who had not béen injured
by it, and hence the platform, press and
pulpit were at work tc try and stop the
terrible evil by prohibitory enactments.

Mr. Chas. Vye, of Nelson, present as
a visitor, spoke briefly in response to a
call from the chairman.

Mr. W. C. Anslow spoke of temper-
ance matters generally throughout the
county. It was the opinion from what
he had learned that the petitions for an
election for a repeal of the Scott Act
were not meeting with that success their
promoters wished. So far as Newcasile
was concerned none but frequenters of
the * Social Club” or such illegal dens
had the petitions presented to them,
and report said they were not meeting
with much snccess and it was doubtful
if there would be an election for tae re-
peal of the Scott Act for some time at
least.

The Chairman asked delegates to state
whether when they said the country was
in favor of Tcmperance they meant Pro-
hibition? The unanimous. opinion as
stated by several was that Prohibition
in every case was meaat.

Rev. R. S. Crisp stated that they were
well aware of the tcmperance sentiment
in Chatham, but there was a large num-'

ber of persons in our midst whomnoon: l
coull say at present how they wouldj
vote. The Protestants would vote large-
ly in favor of retaifiing the Scott Act.—
The recent agitation in Chatham had
dove much good, and had been the
means of forming a branch of the W. C,
T. U. with a large and influential mem-
bership. He referred to the work in
Moncton against the repeal of the Scott
Act, and the 700 or 800 of a majority
rolled up at that contest. -Such a con-
test was a great educator of public opic-
fon and would do good in this coianty.—
If we had to stump the county we would
have the support of the best people in it
and the opposition of those who would
make use of money and rum to carry
their point. Tkis was the worst phase
of the question. Such a course as that
of stumping the county in the interests
of temperance will greatly enhance the
growth of the temperance sentiment
therein.

Rev. Mr. Rosborough said he had
spent fifteen years of his-life in Nova
Scotia, but for four years they had had
a hard job in enforcing the Scoit Act in
Shelburne, but they had succeeded and
hence he believed the Scott Act could
be enforced. That town was said to
have been built on rum, and everybody
said the law conld not be enforced there,
yet after four years hard work it was
done, and the trafic was stopped. - He
had wandered back to his native pro-
vince and thought he wounld have a rest
from such work, but when the statement
was made that it could not be enforced,
and the call for repeal was made it woke
him up and if there was to be a fight he
wanted to have a hand init. Efforts
had been made to have his parish re ady (
for a vote on repeal, but they had got
tired waiting for what did not come,
and & committee had been appointed
and efforts made to prosecute offenders,
but what was needed was a public pro-
seculor. Healmost regretted the failure
of petitions for election as they were
fully organized for the fight. His peo-
ple received bad influences in Chatham
when they came there; it should send
out good icfluences and not bad ones,
Mr. R. forcibly illusirated this point.
It was said the number of rem shops
bzd increased and more rum was drunk
since the Scott Act was declared in
force, but few believed such a state-
ment, it at Jeast hept the business of
the liquor seller illegal and disreputable.
We wanted that every parish should be
made ready for work it the election for
repeal came oo, and he expected to hear
suggestions ‘made at this ineeting as to
the best course to pursue, and he hoped
that in a short time it might be said that
the repeal of the Scott Act was over-
whelmingly defeated in this County, and
that it would be some time before those
interested in the illegal trafMc would
again have the temerity to ask for the
repeal of the Scott Act.

Licensing of this iniquitous trafic he
did not believe in in any shape, whether
it be high, middle or low license, so far
as he was concerned he would have none
of it. However we came here to work,
not talk, but whatever we do let it be
Seen we are in earnest in the desire to
put down this traffic. Preaching to men
who tuok liquor was like throwing wa-
ter, on a duck’s back, it had no ef-
fect, but rather let us act.

Rev. J. D. Murray of Redbank, said
that like his brothers Rosborough and
Crisp he had been through tbe mill,
having assisted at tho fight in Westmor-
land. But we were here to-day not to
talk of what had been done in Nova Sco-
tia and Westmorland, but to consider
what should be done. here. This ques-
tion of repeal originated at the Munici-
pal Council, but the step had arrested
public attention, and those persons who
had brought in and supported this mo-
tion for repeal would not see it repealed
in Northumberland County, and if all
right thinking men did their duty it
would never be repealed by the vote of
our people until we got something better
in its-place, and the time would come
when Prohibition would reign through-
out this Dominion. One good woman’s
work is worth that of nine men in this
good work. That Christian men would
g0.to the polls and vote for rummies for
offices was hard to belleve, but they .did
it.~ Alluded to thos¢ in office whose in-
fluence. was used in favor of rum. A
hint had been thrown out that the peti-
tions for repeal are dead, but don’t you
believe it. Prepare and be ready for the
fight. He believed in Prohibition, pure
and simple, with the proper regulations
for enforcing it. As to the petitions, he
had never had the honor of seeing one of
them, if there was any honor in it. Those
which had been circulated in North Esk
were kept at the two places where liquor
is said to be sold, and he has been in-
formed that it had on it the name of but
one voter and those of some boys. In
North Esk there was a temperance revi-
val, and that parish had a larger repre-
seutation at the convention than any
other.

The Chairman suggested the appoint-
ment of a committee to take into consid-
eration the formation of a County Al-
liance. He thought it not wise to organ-
ize to oppose a repeal which looked
doubtful of success. A county League
might be formed for the purpose of en-
forcing the Scott Act |

(2) That the history of tie past legis-
lation in regard to. the liquor traffic
abundantly proves that it is impossible
satisfactorily to limit or regulate a traf-
flc so cssentislly mischievons in its
tendencies.

(3) That rising above sectarian and
party considerations, all good citizeus
shou'd cembine to procure un eractment,

prohibiting the manufacture and sale of

intoxicating beverages, as affordiog most
eflicicut aid in removing the appalling
evil of intemperance.

(4) That we pledgze ourselves to
maintain the Capada Temperance Act
until we secure & general prohibitory
liquor law.

MCADAM JUNCTION.
About five o’clock Sunday afternoon a
fire broke out in the New Brunswick
Railway shops at McAdam and the flames
spread with such rapidity that all the
efforts of the railway employes and the
inhabitants were unable to stay their
progress until the machine shop, boiler
shop, blacksmith shop and pattern shop
were destroyed. The fire burned fiercely
aud it was by the most heroic work that
all the other buildings were saved. The
telegiaph poles 1n the immediate vicinity
of the fire were destroyed. Ten -ears of
lumber and freight on a siding were alco
destrcyed. The fire was the result of
the explosion of a lamp iu the pattern
shop, report says: The buildings de-
stroyed were all insnred as was also the
machinery. Notw thstanding this the loss
will be a heavy one to the New Burns-
wick railway.
Advice from McAdam this afternoon
place the loss much heavier than it was
at first stated. A valuable engine in the
machine shops wae Cestroyed as were all
the tools of the workmen. The total
loss is estimated at over $30,000. The
property is insured, but to what extent'is
not known. It is probably held in the
United States.
