Prof. Burril, of the Illinois Indus 
trial University, was recently called 
upon to explain the cause of “ potato 
scab," and to show why some varie­
ties uro free from the disease, while 
other varieties, planted in the same 
field and rows, are entirely ruined by 
it. The Professor says in reply:—

That the cause of the injury called 
"scab" upon the potato bas not been 
well worked out, and it cannot be as­
serted as certainly known. Probably 
several diseases are included under 
this common name. But a negative 
point which may be considered thor­
oughly settled, is, that insects are not 
the authors of the mischief. There is 
to be sure, an appearance of insect 
work, but nothing whatever has been 
observed to prove that they have any­
thing to do with the malady, while 
many facts disprove it.

The disease bas boon attributed to 
earthworms, but in this again we have 
only guess work, and the negative 
evidence is quite strong. One or 
more species of fungi have have been 
accredited with the destructive work, 
yet little is really known about these 
us agents, rather than results. A fun­
gus named Rhizoctonia solani is found 
on potatoes, leaving, either singly or 
in groups, little pustules in the skin, 
making a peculiar roughness, which is 
called scab by many. This, however, 
is certainly different from the corrod­
ed spots to which the name is more 
appropriately applied.

trees and shrubs, be will readily find 
in the bark little light-colored, rough 
spooks. These are known to botan­
ists as lenticles, and consist of cork­
like formations, the cells ot which 
soon lose the power of absorbing 
water, and of course die. They are, 
however, normal growths, and cannot 
be classed as disease products. They 
likewise occur on the potato tuber, 
which it is worth the while to remem- 
ber, is a true branch of the stem, and 
in this respect is like ordinary aerial 
branches. But it is claimed that, un­
der some circumstances, these lenti­
cles are beginning points of rupture 
and deeay in the skin, and that the 
final result cf this is the scab, with, 
out the intervention of any living ex­
ternal agent. Too much water and 
too much nitrogenous manure are the 
principal causes given for the cork­
like development. The disease is cer­
tainly worse on rich and wet land.

So far as known, the depressed, 
rough spots on potato tubers, usually 
called scab, are the result of normal 
growths carried to an excessive and 
destructive development through sur- 
roundings adverse to the potato, and 
there is nothing of a contagious char­
acter in the malady. The scab on 
the seed cannot, in this view, affect 
tho next crop. The difference in the 
structure of the skin of the different 
varieties, is quite enough to account 
for tho facts noted in tho letter of in 
quiry.

WAS AN OUTRAGE PURE AND SIMPLE.

In the debate here last year, the Government 
did not say which route they favored, but 
the different companies were to be entitled 
to have a proper selection made. Mr. Park 
here quoted from the Attorney Generals ad- 
dress of last year. “ The Government," said 
the Attorney General, “ will not change this 
route without proper investigation, and he 
asked the House to leave the selection with 
them, and thus vote confidence in the Gov­
ernment." What followed. On Wednesday 
the very day when the Legislature was pro­
rogued, the Government bad the authority 
conferred upon themselves to investigate, and 
make a choice in the matter, and no later 
than the Monday following, the Dominion 
Government announced that they would build 
a line of railway of 14 miles from Indiantown, 
on the north side of the Miramichi river, to 
Derby Junction. This line was to go in the 
same direction as Mr. Gibson's contract stated 
Did the Local Government entertain the pro­
position, or investigate after this. Not at 
all. The first thing that people heard, was 
that the contract was changed ; and yet from 
the place, where the Northern and Western 
Railway crosses at Doctor's Island, down to 
the Indiantown Branch, is only six miles. 
The Local Government had a chance to

SAVE THE PROVINCE $42,000,
but to please Mr. Snowball, and the others, 
they allowed them to change the route to the 
southern side of the river, thereby necessitat- 
ing the construction of twenty miles of road, 
instead of six. Had the company built on 
the north side of the river, they would pro­
bably have had the benefit of the $140,000, 
voted for the Indiantown Branch, and by 
means of that, might perhaps have been able 
to build more than 14 miles of road. What 
further ? It would have been a simple mat­
ter to have the contract as it was. Not satis­
fied with repudiating the opportunity to save 
the country, the interest on $42,000, the 
Government did worse. He (Mr. Park,) did 
not not now speak from a sectional point of 
view, and at any rate, the people on the north 
side of the river, had now a railway that was 
satisfactory. The Local Government com- 
menced an action against the Dominion Gov­
ernment. Thia came from the hands of the 
Attorney General. An injunction proceeding 
was started against the Cabinet at Ottawa, 
and this two, notwitbstandiug, that the road 
was only in construction, and there were no 
trains to do any damages, so anxious were the 
Local Government to get a elap at the Domi­
nion Government. Let honorable members 
contrast the haste of this Administration here 
with the delay and dilatoriness exhibited in 
the St. John Alms House matter, and they 
will note the consistency.

During the budget debate, after Messrs. 

McManus of Gloucester and LaBillois of 
Restigouche had spoken against the amend­
ment of Mr. Park, having for his object the 
reduction of the rate of stumpage,—Mr. 
Adame took the floor. After a few prelim­
inaries on the subject he turned his addresses 
to the opposition offered by those speakers to 
the amendment. Mr. McManus had been 
greatly exercised when trying to find words 
to record hie antagonism to this legislation 
that was preposed and prepared in the inter­
ests of the North Shore. Why had be been 
io excited ? It was because the amendment 
told the truth, end the truth in his case, 
struck home. He could frame no ingenious 
explanation that would excuse him for vot- 
ing against it. When be had supported the 
old administration that had done so much to 
help him, and in one short hour, without 
justice or reason, turned hie back upon it in 
cold blood, he had then, too, tried to frame 
an excuse for hie conduct, but then as now 
he had tried in vain. If there was any con­
solation that could be taken out of his course 
then let him getber it to his soul; but if 
there was any honor left in the man he 
ought to feel the prick of conscience sorely 
for bis treachery to his benefactors. The 
same treachery he was prepared to show now 
to his benefactors, the people of the North 
Shore. What did the resolution state? Did 
it not say only what he and everybody in 
his country knew to be true?—that a reduc­
tion of stumpage was necessary in the inter­
ests of the lumber business of thia country.

As there are only about 113 teaching 
days in each term, this silly regulation 
would oblige him to visit nearly three 
every day; but as much time must be 
lost, owing to the impassable condition 
of the roads, storms, change of seasons, 
and official work, he will be obliged 
when able to travel, to visit about four 
schools and districts per day. Such a 
feat, is impossible.

The Inspectors know it, and are honest 
enough to avow it. And for this farce, 
the Province is paying nearly $8,000 
per year.

The 
marines drove the Arabs from the hills and 
forced them to retire to the plains; then the 
Indian troops charged upon the Arab position, 
but were out-flanked, and an unsuspected 
body of Arabs succeeded in getting behind 
their line. The Indians found themselves 
between two fires and they fled. During 
this retreat they were closely pressed by 
Arabs who hamstrung the horses and speared 
the riders. The Bengalese fell back in con­
fusion upon the English Infantry and the 
guards, who had been formed in.a hollow 
square, leisurely retired, while the Arabs 
were yelling that they had regained their 
lost position. At this juncture the artillery 
came to the rescue, and a brisk fire of small 
shot from machine guns and shells from 
Krupp field mortars drove the Arabs from 
their position. The honors of the day are 
due to the Irish Lancers, who charged the 
line of battle by a desperate charge and 
retrieved the fortunes of Gen. Graham's 
command when they seemed almost hopeless. 
The British troops have returned to their 
former camp near Suakin.

The British advanced in a hollow square 
the guards on the right, infantry in front, 
Indian contingent on the left and cavalry 
scouting in front and on flanks. After seiz­
ing Col. Baker’s old zarebra on the first hills 
the troops advanced though the pass, debonch- 
ing upon a wide plain encircled by craggy 
hills of volcanic formation, and found the 
enemy on the bill to the left. Thunders of 
musketry then began; the enemy soon re­
tired, some to the right, but the main bode 
to the left, with the intention of cutting off 
the British rear. The Bengal cavalry started, 
to checkmate this move, and a desperate 
fight ensued. The cavalry retired at 8 o’clock, 
greatly exhausted with their long engagement 
under the blazing sun.

Surprised by Arab».
While detachments of the English and In­

dian infantry were making zareba, seven 
milea southwest of Suakin, on the morning of 
the 22nd inst., they were suddenly surprised 
by a rush of Arabs who had been concealed 
in detiles west of Hasbeen. The English 
formed a square as quickly as possible, but 
the camels, mules and horses were driven 
back in confusion on the troops, causing a 
stampede and, amid clouds of dust, the Arabs 
penetrated the south and north sides of the 
square. Meanwhile the marines and Berk­
shire regiment, who were on the east and 
west sides of the square, maintained a con­
tinuous fire, holding the enemy at bay while 
a charge of cavalry and the fire from the guns 
of zareba checked the onslaught which, at the 
outset, threatened serious disaster to the 
British. The Arabs glided and crept in all 
directions among the animals. The Hadden- 
dowas swarmed from the bush like magic 
and attacked the zareba fiercely on all aides. 
Camels and mules were hamstrung by the 
Arabs and scores of camp followers cut up. 
The Indian troops held their own gallantly 
as soon as they were able to close the square 
again. The Hussars brought in the wounded 
though menaced by the Arabs’ camel force. 
The desert is dotted in every direction with 
runaway animals. The enemy numbered 
4,000. Their fanatical courage won great 
admiration. They rushed to what seemed 
Certain death repeatedly without faltering. 
Hundreds of dead and wounded lay around 
the square. The enemy’s loss must be fully 
800 men. The British, especially the marines 
behaved admirably. Desperate sheikhs, wav­
ing their banners and with hordes of follow­
ers, charged the marines before they had 
been reformed, but wera unable to penetrate 
their line. The sheikhs fought to the last 
gasp but lost their banner, which was cap­
tured by the marines. The English losses, 
as far as known, are 2 officers and 23 men 
killed and 33 wounded.

The following day the troops under Gen. 
McNeil left the zareba where the battle was 
fought and advanced about 11 miles toward 
Tamai, where they constructed another zareba 
the enemy making no opposition. It was 
found impossible to encamp near the battle 
fiel owing to the fetid emanations from the 
bodies of the enemy's dead and the carcases 
of camels and horses.

There has been no Upper Cana- 
dirn mail for a week, but one is expected to- 
day. The storm throughout the Maritime 
Provinces was the severest experienced for 
many years, and many of the railways are still 
unopen.

Gen. Wolseley has ordered the evacuation 
ef Korti. Cases of typhoid fever, dysentery 
and sunstroke ere increasing among the 
troops. The heat is intense. The troop» 
will proceed to entrenched lines at Dabbeb, 
Aari and Dongola.

The Berlin Gazette says that Russia is 
devoting a large portion of recent loans to­
wards improving her naval strength. Ten 
man-of-war are being constructed, five of 
them of the largest type of war ships: three 
are plated cruisers and two are torpedo rams.

It is reported at Calcutta, that orders were 
received from England on the 21st inst., to 
concentrate from 20,000 to 30,000 men at 
Quetta and Allahabad. Orders were also is­
sued to mobilize two army corps aggregating 
25,000 men with two strong divisions as a 
reserve.

It is intended to send 25,000 men to Pis- 
chen while the weether is cool; Gen. Roberta 
will have command, and the Duke of Con­
naught and Gen. MacPherson will act as 
divisional generals. There is great enthusi­
asm among the Sikhs and recruits are coming 
forward by hundreds.

Sir Thomas Brassey, in moving the navy 
estimates £13,000,000, which passed, said the 
total strength of the navy, including reserves 
and pensioners, was 86,000 men. The num­
ber on the active list was 57,000. In the 
event of war the Admiralty had other end 
immense resources in the merchant service.

A despatch from Hong Kong says that the 
French are unable to make a forward move­
ment from Langson. The country eround it 
devastated and there is the greatest difficulty 
in obtaining supplies. The Chinese constantly 
harass the French troops. It is reported that 
the French lost 900 men at Thupenquen, the 
Chinese have 5,000 reinforcements there.

Late advices from Massowah state that 
the rebels, who had been reinforced from 
Berber, attacked Kessala but were repulsed. 
The governor of Kassala elates that he can 
hold out for some time, end will burn the 
town rather than submit of the rebels. It is 
supposed he has received a fresh supply of 
provisions.

The Mahdi’s forces are mainly organized on 
the system of the early Caliphs, says an 
Arabic journal. Each company consists of 
ten “ brotherhoods ”—i. e.,‘a band of ten men 
under the command of some senior in age, or 
of a private who has distinguished himself. 
Ten companies form a regiment, commanded 
by an emir and his lieutenants, every com­
pany flying its own linen flag with the 
Mahdi’s device of two crossed swords, while 
each regimental flag differs in colour. Pro­
motion goes by gallantry, and thus any brave 
private may in time become an emir. When 
the False Propbet leads in person, he is es­
corted by a staff of ten emirs, ten aides-de 
camp, and four mounted standard-bearers 
(bairakdare.)

The Indian contingent and 
cavalry during this movement scouted and 
skirmished on both sides of the line of march 
along the entire front. The scouts on reach­
ing the summit of the bille discovered the 
Arabs massed in the valley, they remaining 
in sight until the British advance reached 
the ridge of hills. The Hadendowah tribes 
of hostiles then rushed from ambush in which 
they had lain and made an attack, and suc­
ceeded in this rush in getting within ten 
yards of the British line before the latter 
opened a regular fire, which the enemy 
promptly replied to. Four of the infantry 
were killed, among them was Lieut. O’Con­
nor whose horse had been shot from under 
him. The object of the reconnoisance having 
been attained, the British retired, the Arabs 
showing no disposition to follow.

Gen. Graham telegraphs from Hasheen on 
the 20th inst., as follows;—

We moved out from camp at 0.15 o'clpck 
this morning, leaving the Shropshire regi­
ment to guard it. On reaching the first hill, 
at 8.30 A. M., we found that the enemy had 
retired and occupied another hill * mile and 
a quarter distant, After a short halt the 
Berkshire and marines were ordered to clear 
the hill, the Indian contingent end guard, 
supporting. This was done very effectually; 
the enemy coing driven off the ridge and 
streaming south towards Tamai, were charged, 
by squadrons of the Indian lancers in the 
bush. The cavalry then retired toward the 
guards. In the valley they were qhefled bv 
the Royal Horse Artillery, while other par- 
ties moving round our right were engaged in 
the bush by the Fifth Lancers. Meanwhile 
a zareba with four entrenched posts on a hill 
commanding it is being formed. The 
advanced troops have all returned to this 
position and will return to our camp, leaving 
the East Sussex Regiment with two Krupp 
guns and four Gardener», and water tanks 
and signal appliances at the entrenched po­
sition. Our killed are two officers and two 
men of the British, and five Sepoys. The 
wounded are two officers and 26 men of the

No such special obligations exist, except in 
the nebulous principle which floats in the 
College atmosphere, and is sedulously incul- 
ested, especially by those who get any benefit 
from it, namely, the disorderly students.

It never seems to occur to the well mean- 
ing and conscientious students, tbst they are

English Fairs.

The Provincial fairs of England is a sur­
vival of an ancient religious custom. In 
early times, when England observed 
Saints’ days, a crowd of worshipers and 
pilgrims used to assemble within the pre 
cincts of a church or abbey, during the 
festival of a popular saint. To supply 
the wants of the throng, tents were pitch­
ed, and stalls for provisions were set up 
in the churchyard.

Peddlers and traders found many cus­
tomers among the worshippers, and in the 
course of time these pious assemblies 
were known as “ faire."

Many odd customs associated with En­
glish fairs, illustrate the social life of 
Englishmen, centuries ago. The opening 
of the fair in several English towns, was 
announced by hoisting a large glove in a 
conspicuous place When there was a 
law that no fair could be held without 
Royal permission, the King used to send 
bis glove to a town as a token of his con­
sent.

In Liverpool, a hand was exhibited in 
front of the town hall, ten days before and 
after each fair day, to signify that no per­
son coming to or going from the fair, 
might be arrested for debt, within the 
town’s precincts.

At Paignton fair, Exeter, an immense 
padding was drawn through the town, by 
four yoke of oxen, and afterward distri- 
buted to the crowd. Ite ingredients were 
400 pounds of flour, 170 pounds of beef 
suet, 140 pounds of raisins, and 240 eggs. 
It was boiled in a brewers copper, three 
days and nights.

NEW BRUNSWICKCutting Glass with Scissors.

Many persons may not be aware that 
glass can be cut under water with greatest 
ease, to almost any shape, by simply 
using a pair of shears or strong scissors. 
In order to ensure success two pointe must 
be attended to—first and most important, 
the glass must be kept quite level in the 
water while the scissors are applied: and 
secondly, to avoid risk, it is better to be­
gin the catting by taking off small pieces 
at the corners and along the edges, and to 
reduce the shape gradually to that requir- 
ed, for if any attempt is made to cut the 
glass to the shape as we would cute piece 
of cardboard, it will be most likely to 
break just where it is not wanted. Some 
kinds of glass cut much better than 
others: the softer glass is the best for 
this purpose. The scissors need not de-
