London, July 5.—Of the 1,656 square 
miles of territory in Manicalaland, 
South Africa, the ownership of which 
has been disputed by England and 
Portugal, 1,337 square miles have been 
awarded to England by the arbitrator, 
Signor Vigilant.

KILLED AT SEA.
London, July 5.—Thomas Smith, aged 

74 years, a passenger on the Cunard 
Line steamer Umbria, from New York, 
returning to Ireland to erect â monu­
ment over the grave of his parents, 
fell down the companion way of the 
steamer on June 28 and was killed. 
He was burled at sea the same night, 
with appropriate ceremonies, and a 
solemn procession on deck.

FLOODS IN FRANCE.
Paris, July 5.—Fourteen bodies have 

been recovered from the floods caused 
by the rising of the River Garonne, In 
France. It is feared that others have 
been drowned, as many houses have 
been swept away. The River Save 
has overflowed at Isle-en-Doden, de­
stroying 40 houses and drowning 13 
people. At St. Laurent three people 
have been drowned and 30 houses tiave 
been swept away.

MUTINY.
London, July 5.—A mutiny occurred 

on board the British steamer City of 
Lisbon at Malaga, which, but for the 
intervention of the crew of the Spanish 
gunboat Cuervo, might have had seri­
ous consequences. The sailors of the 
City of Lisbon made an attack upon 
their captain, who signaled for assist­
ance. The officers of the gunboat 
quickly sent a boat’s crew aboard the 
steamer, and the mutiny was suppress­
ed and the mutineers put under arrest.

THE ROSS DIVORCE CASE RE­
VIVED.

Edinburgh, July 3.—Sir Charles Hen­
ry Ross, of Balnagowen Castle, whose 
suit for divorce against his wife. Lady 
Winifred Ross, on the ground of adul­
tery, was decided in her favor on June 
12, his countersuit being rejected, has 
been granted permission in the first 
division of the court of sessions here 
to appeal against the decision. His 
appeal will be heard on Thursday next.

WENT TO THE BOTTOM.
Calcutta, July 5.—The British bark 

Overdale (Capt. Roberts), bound for 
Southampton, came into collision with 
the steamer Paduani, off Hooghly 
Point, near the mouth of the western­
most branch of the Ganges, and sank 
almost immediately. All on board were 
drowned except the captain, the pilot 
and one seaman.
ROYALTY AT A SWIMMING CON­

TEST.
London, July 5.—The Duke and 

Duchess of York witnessed the ama­
teur mile swimming championship con­
test in the West India docks on Satur­
day. The competitors included Hart, 
Soron, Toopfer and Stratton, respec­
tively the champions of America, Bel­
gium, Germany and New Zealand, and 
a small number of Englishmen. Jarvis, 
the Midlands (England) champion, won 
by 30 yards. The time was 32 minutes, 
28 seconds. Hart, the American cham­
pion, finished fifth.

TRIBUTE TO TURKEY.
London, July 5.—A dispatch from 

Athens says that the powers have 
agreed upon these conditions of Cretan 
autonomy: A Christian governor is to 
be appointed, and the annual tribute 
to be paid to Turkey is fixed at £10,090 
commencing after five years. The for­
eign troops will remain on the island, 
pending the formation of an indigenous 
jnilitia, under European officers. The 
governor is to have the right to nomi­
nate and dismiss civil officers. The con­
stitutional assembly is to be composed 
of an equal number of Christians and 
Mohammedans, and there is to be a 
gradual withdrawal of the Turkish 
troops.

Brilliant Banquet
Given in Honor of the Colonial 

Premiers-

urged the colonies to contribute to the 
support of the imperial navy.

Premier Reid, of New South Wales, 
however, took the position that the 
greatest gift the colonies could give 
to the empire was the deveionment of 
their own resources. The view no 
doubt is that by the policy of local 
development Great Britain will be 
strengthened by her auxiliary king­
doms and new markets for imperial 
trade created.

It is believed that the premier of 
New South Wales voiced the general 
views of the representatives of the 
colonies now in London, notwithstand­
ing that they have been subjected to 
a good deal of pressure to agree to 
contribute to imperial defense.

Three Men Suffocated in a Well Near 

Wascana.

The First Drops Off a Rope When Being 
Let Down—The Second and 

Third Meet a Similar 
Fate.

Winnipeg, July 5.—A shocking tra­
gedy occurred on the farm of Mr. Rob­
ert H. Moore, near Wascana, Assa. 
Moore and Charles H. Beattie 
were working at a well sixty feet 
deep. The former was being low­
ered by the latter by means of a rope. 
He had not descended far when Moore 
dropped off. Beattie summoned An­
drew Moore to his assistance, and was 
in turn lowered into the well. He also 
dropped off. Then Moore called James 
Carroll, and the latter volunteered to 
go down to the rescue of the other two, 
who had fallen to the bottom, but the 
same fate befell him. Neighbors were 
then called, but no one was allowed 
to go Into the well, as in lowering a 
lantern the light was extinguished at 
a depth of twelve feet by the dense 
gas which had suffocated the three 
unfortunate men. None of the men 
spoke after falling from the rope, but 
Carroll cried out just before he fell 
that he was choking. The coroner’s 
jury returned a verdict of accidental 
death.

Beattie hails from Palmerston, Ont., 
and Carroll from Toronto, where his 
wife and children are supposed to be 
now living.

London, July 5.—The presence of 
ladies gave an especial brilliance to 
the Colonial Institute banquet to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier anà the other colonial 
premiers at the Hotel Cecil Friday 
night. Sir Wilfrid sat at the right 
hand of the Duke of Connaught, and 
was received most cordially by his 
royal highness, who spoke of “My 
friend, the distinguished premier of 
the great Dominion of Canada, Sir 
Wilfrid LauiTer.”

Lady Laurier, who was charmingly 
dressed in chiffon over cerise, sat next 
to Lord Chancellor Halsbury. Sir Wil­
frid’s speech was m-ost happily con­
ceived, and he elaborated his familiar 
theme, that the real source of the sta­
bility of the British Empire is freedom 
and justice. His assertion that were 
he a young man he would cherish the 
ambition to sit at Westminster Palace 
as the French-Canadian representative 
evoked enthusiastic cheers, although 
he pointedly added: “My ambition at 
this moment is very limited and hum­
ble. I am a British subject, and I 
have learned from British history a 
lesson of proceeding slowly.” He con­
cluded with an eloquent anneal to the 
women of England to support the col­
onial demand for denouncing treaties 
which are contrary to the development 
of colonial legislation, and ambition, 
for he added: “Ceque femme Veut. 
Dieu Veut.”

Sir Wilfrid was the chief guest at 
the National Liberal Club luncheon on 
Saturday. He met with a rousing re­
ception. Lord Rosebery, Sir W. V. 
Harcourt, Lord R-ipon, the Earl of 
Kimberley and the Liberal leaders at­
tended in honor of Sir Wilfrid and the 
colonial premiers. The flag of the 
Canadian rebels of 1837 was strung 
across the room, and was pointed to 
with pride by Sir Wilfrid in his speech, 
as was also Forbes’ painting of Right 
Hon. W. E. Gladstone, which was pre­
sented to the club by the Liberals of 
Canada. The welcome is convincing 
evidence of the cordial sympathy of 
the Liberals as well as Conservatives 
with colonial aspirations. Lord Rose­
bery, indeed, refused to put the toast 
of the colonies, and said: “We have 
got beyond that infantile term,” con­
tinuing, “It is to the empire that we 
drink.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in the course 
of his speech, said he felt at home at 
the club, not because the club was the 
center of Liberal thought, but be­
cause, as a Canadian, he could not 
help referring to the rebellion of 1837, 
and the heart still clings to those reb- 

] els; though their methods may have 
been wrong, they were fighting for 
constitutional liberty. Continuing, he 
said Canada was loyal because she 
was free, and would remain so as long 
as she enjoyed that freedom. Sir Wil- 
Irid alluded to Mr. Gladstone as the 
recognized leader of the Liberals. 
Concluding, lie said that Canadians 
born today would live to see Cana­
dians in the Imperial Parliament. The 
speech was frequently interrupted by 
applause.

Lord Rosebery, in an exceedingly 
erudite speech, made sarcastic refer­
ence to Henry Labouchere, without 
mentioning his name. Sir W. V. Har­
court made a witty and jovial speech. 
Among others present were the Mar­
quis of Ripon and Earl Kimberley. 
Lord Carrington presided.

Traverse City, Mich., July 5.—Lake 
Ann, a village of 800 inhabitants on 
the Manistee and Northeastern rail­
road, eighteen miles south of this city, 
was almost wiped out of existence Sat­
urday afternoon by fire. Seventy-five 
families are homeless and as every 
store in town was destroyed, there is 
not enough food for even one meal 
for half of them.

The saw mill, stave factory, cooper­
age sheds, warehouses and the large 
stock of lumber of Wm. Habbler were 
a total loss. The burning of the mills 
and factories throws the main por­
tion of the males out of employment. 
The heaviest loss was sustained by 
Wm. Habbler, who will lose about 
$40,000.

Other losses on stores,business struc­
tures and dwellings and furniture 
range from $150 up and brings the to­
tal to about $100,000.

Mrs. Masters, aged 80 was cremated. 
She escaped once from the burning 
dwelling, but returned for valuables, 
when the building collapsed and efforts 
to rescue her were unavailing.

It is feared that others are burned, 
as some are missing.

IN DETROIT.
Detroit, July 5.—Saturday was the 

hottest day of the season by several 
degrees, and in all parts of the city, 
notably the down-town districts where 
the rays of the sun were reflected by 
the pavements and seeming warmed 
still more by the contact, everybody 
suffered in proportion. Had it not been 
for a breeze blowing all day a num­
ber of casualties would have occurred.
In some of the big officè buildings it 
was almost impossible to do any busi­
ness owing to the intensity of the 
heat.

At L. Black & Co.’s store on Wood­
ward avenue, at 1:15 in the afternoon, 
the thermometer registered 120 in the 
sun, and at 5 o’clock in the afternoon 
had reached 96 in the shade. For the 
street these figures indicate prevail­
ing conditions. In some places the 
highest temperature recorded was 94, 
but it is probable that in the sun, 
where may persons were obliged to 
be during the greater part of the day. 
the heat was from 95 to 125 degrees at 
different times.

The heat extended all through the 
southern lake region, according to the 
weather office figures, through the Mis- 
sissipi Valley, Missouri and Ohio, the 
temperature averaging about 80 de­
grees in all this territory. Southerly 
winds prevailed with no signs of a 
change. Conditions suggestive of 
thunder showers were prevalent, and 
at Duluth. Minn., a remarkable heavy 
storm took place Saturday morning, 
during which 4.08 inches of rain fell.

OTHER PARTS OF MICHIGAN.
St. Louis—Saturday was the hottest 

in the memory of the oldest inhabit­
ant. The temperature averaged 100 in 
the shade and several cases of pros­
tration are reported.

Marquette—The weather was ex­
tremely hot. The thermometer regis­
tered 90 in the shade. One woman was 
overcome by the heat.

Willow—Friday and Saturday were 
the hottest days known here in July 
for years, the thermometer registering 
100 degrees.

St. Clair—Seme places in town the 
thermometer registered 95, and at the 
resorts on the banks of the river 80 
degrees was the maximum.

Blooming-dale—A great deal of sick­
ness and some slight prostrations are 
reported here, on account of the ex­
treme heat, immediately following a 
heavy rain, causing the moisture to 
raise in the air in a most disagreable 
manner.

Bay City—Saturday was the hottest 
day of the season. At 1:30 p.m. the 
thermometer indicated 96 in the shade, 
and at 4:15 it had gone up to the 100 
mark, the hottest it has been in many 
years. There were a few cases of per­
sons being overcome by the heat, the 
worst being that of Fred. A. Purser, 
a grocery delivery man. He had to 
be carried home and placed under the 
doctor’s care. Several horses fell on 
the streets, one dying.

FATAL SUNSTROKE.
Flint—Here, as in numerous other 

Michigan cities, towns and villages, 
Saturday was observed as a holiday 
in place of the 4th of July. The day 
was a sweltering hot one, the ther­
mometer registering 100 in the shade. 
Notwithstanding this terrific heat, 
there were reported only three cases 
of sunstroke. Two of these are con­
sidered fatal. The city was neatly dec­
orated for its great celebration, and 
the national colors were in evidence 
upon every hand.

IN GERMANY.
Berlin, July 5.—There has been an 

unusual number of accidents and 
deaths from sunstroke at the army 
maneuvers, and field exercises at vari­
ous points, owing to the intense heat 
of the past week. At the inspection 
parade of the Fourth Infantry brigade 
of guards, 50 men, belonging to one 
regiment, were sunstruck, 32 were dis­
abled on a similar occasion at Stet­
tin, 43 collapsed at Mayence, 17 were 
overcome at Posen and 19 were sun- 
struck at Bomberg. Many sufferers 
subsequently died.

FIFTEEN SUNSTROKES. 
Cincinnati, July 5.—At noon Satur­

day the thermometer here recorded 98 
in the shade. There were fifteen sun­
strokes reported, among them being 
H. P. Boyden, city auditor-elect, and 
formerly editor of the Commercial 
Tribune. He is not seriously affected.

Four of the sunstroke cases are ser­
ious. Policeman Kussman is raving in 
delirium, from the effects of the heat. 
Several horses dropped dead in the 
streets.

AT LOUISVILLE, KY. 
Louisville. Ky., July 5.—An even 100 

degrees in the shade is what Observer 
Frank Burke read when, on his ther­
mometer, he made his observation at 
12:30 Saturday afternoon. Ten min­
utes later it had dropped to 99, where 
it remained for an hour, a gradual 
drop following. This breaks all records 
for years. There are a dozen or more 
prostrations, but so far none have re­
sulted fatally.

TWO DEATHS.
Pittsburg, July 5.—Two deaths and 

a number of prostrations from heat 
were reported Saturday. It was the 
hottest day of the year, the thermom­
eter registering 91 3-10 at noon.

Detroit, Mich., July 5.—The extreme 

heat beating down through a skylight 
yesterday afternoon caused the blow­
ing out of two automatic fire-plugs. 
The torrent of water thus released 
flowed down through the building, 
damaging the drygoods stock of Burn­
ham, Stoepel & Co. and the clothing 
stock of the Peerless Manufacturing 
Company to the extent of nearly $100,- 
000. The fire-plugs were set to escape 
at a temperature of 130 degrees.

The roof of 
her house fell on her. No damage was 
done to the crops by hail.

Duluth, Minn., July 5.—The worst 
storm Duluth has ever known visited 
here Friday night. The rainfall broke 
all records, be’ng 4.09 inches. The 
storm did great damage all over the 
city, and in the country roundabout. 
Several small houses on the lake shore 
at the mouth of the river were car­
ried out into the lake, but the occu­
pants escaped. A large number of 
horses and cows were drowned. The 
power-house of the street railway was 
flooded, and all traffic shut off for a 
time.

In Birmingham and Gate City two 
rolling mills h£ve closed awaiting the 
signing of the scale of the Amalgamat­
ed Association of Iron and Steel 
workers.

St. Louis, Mo., July 3.—Coal operators 
are aroused over the announcement 
that the United Mine Workers have 
ordered a strike for July 4, and the 
.presidents and general managers of 
several of the big companies have gone 
to their mines to look into the situa­
tion. The concensus of opinion among 
the operators is that the strike will be 
a Jong one, and that as a result the 
price of coal will advanoe, though not 
at once.

Terre Haute, Ind., July 3.—Presid­
ent Knight, of district No. 11, United 
Mine Workers of America, officially 
confirms the news of a miners’ strike. 
His estimate, however, of the number 
of men who will be involved is about 
100,000. Mr. Knight says the object of 
the strike is to clear out the markets 
and enable the operators to pay liv­
ing wages to their men. He declares 
it is not war on operators and the 
miners do not so regard it.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., July 3.—The 
common council has begun a war 
against alien labor. It has adopted a 
resolution revoking the franchise of 
the Niagara Falls and Lewiston Rail­
way Company, if within 30 days from 
date the company does not discharge 
all aliens employed by it. If at the 
end of that time the company persist 
in hiring aliens its tracks in this city 
will be torn up.

Spring Valley, Ill., July 3.—The 
strikers of this region have voted 
unanimously to obey the order of the 
National Board of the United Mine 
Workers of America to mine no more 
coal af[er July 4. All the employes of 
the companies wrhose wages rise and 
decline when the wages of the miners 
are affected have also been asked to 
come out. This means thdt ail the 
trappers, and even the cagers, who 
have charge of the hoisting of cars, 
will come out. This puts a serious 
aspect upon the situation, for if the 
mines are allowed to remain idle with­
out the constant attention of the trap­
pers it would not take long for them 
to cave. The miners of this city have 
had their wages reduced nearly 50 per 
eent in the past four years, and 75 
cents a day is above the average. To­
day the men will go in the mine, fix 
up their rooms and take out their 
tools, and say they will remain out 
until the operators concede their de­
mands. All kiftde of business in the 
city will be more or less demoralized.

London, July 5.—Four hundred and 
fifty members of the House of Com­
mons, accompanied by their wives and 
daughters, making a total of a thou­
sand persons, went to Windsor on 
Saturday to visit the Queen, in re­
sponse to the invitation extended 
by her Majesty after she had learned 
of the unceremonious treatment ac­
corded the members when they at­
tended the speaker of the house to 
Buckingham Palace to present a jubi­
lee address to her. The party were 
conveyed in special trains at no cost 
to themselves, and were taken in 
carriages fro mthe Windsor station, to 
the castle. Marque ;s had been erect­
ed on the lawn, in which champagne, 
tea and strawberries were served to 
the visitors. The Queen, attended by 
Princess Beatrice, both attired in 
black, drove slowly in a phaeton, 
drawn by two gray ponies, about the 
grounds, where her guests were as­
sembled. The leaders of both politi­
cal parties—Mr. Balfour, Sir Michael 
Hicks-Beath, Sir William Vernon 
Harcourt and Mr. Herbert Asquith— 
accompanied her Majesty on foot. 
They summoned the individual mem­
bers to the side of the carriage, wnere 
they made obeisance to the Queen.

Amour th oe presented to her Ma­
jesty were Messrs. Pickard and Ab­
raham, the labor leaders. Sir Charles 
Dilke, the Radical leader, was also 
present. The discourtesy in London 
was lolly canceled, by the gracious­
ness of the reception at Windsor.

The manner in which the Queen con­
veyed her regrets to the House of 
Commons contained a startling in­
novation to British ears. Seldom, if 
ever, has a sovereign found it neces­
sary to tell the legislature that she 
heard for the first time through the 
newspapers of the events so directly 
concerning her, such as this palace 
episode. The English press is quite 
delighted and proud of the jubilee 
cachet and honor . imparted to ‘‘the 
fourth estate,” while many members 
of the house are chuckling with de­
light at the snub thereby administered 
to Mr. Balfour, who treated with such 
philosophic contempt the earliest com­
plaints made to him on the subject. 
The legislators hint that the first 
lord of the treasury, ever prone to 
laziness when off the golf links, might 
save himself the trouble of his night 
letter report to the Queen, and sub­
stitute instead a special edition of 
some evening paper. This mignt be 
worked but for the difficulty of fixing 
the organ to be so distinguished.

THE LAMBETH CONFERENCE. 
Two hundred of the bishops, wrho 

are In attendance at the Lambeth 
Conference, visited Canterbury Satur­
day, and after a short service in St. 
Martin’s, the oldest parish church in 
England, attended an imposing cere­
mony in the cathedral, at which were 
present the officials of many of the 
Kentish towns, representations from 
the regiments of the garrison and 
many American visitors. The colored 
bishops of the Niger and Zambesi dis­
tricts attracted much notice.

Several American bishops preached 
in London yesterday—Bishop Potter, of 
New York, at Westminster Abbey; 
the Bishops of Albany and Iowa at St. 
Paul’s Cathedral, and others else­
where. All dwelt upon the need of 
a real growth in religion and fraternal 
feeling on both sides of the Atlantic.
JAPAN WANTS BRITISH BACK­

ING.
One of the most important political 

incidents connected with the jubilee 
concerns the relations between Great 
Britain and Japan. The latter coun­
try, since her war with China, has 
assumed ail the dignity and pre­
rogatives of a great power. Now, 
with proud humility, she confesses 
that she needs a European ally, pre­
ferably Great Britain. This govern­
ment has been repeatedly approached 
during the past year with a view to 
the conclusion of an Angio-Japanese 
alliance.

A WAVE OF MOHAMMEDAN RE­

ACTION.
There is reason to believe that the 

wave of Mohammedan reaction is 
caused by the successful and unpun­
ished atrocities in Armenia spreading 
to the Mussulmans of India. There is 
no reason to fear for the empire, as 
the white garrison is strong, number­
ing 7,000 men, but there is reason to 
fear a succession otf local outbreaks, 
demanding sanguinary repression. The 
situation seems to call for vigorous 
action, and the prompt measure of the 
Bombay Government in proclaiming 
Poonah disaffected and occupying the 
city by a primitive police torce, the 
cost of which amounted tq a lac and a 
half of rupees for a year, will be levied 
on a certain section of the native com­
munity, meets with general approval. 
Replying today to a question in the 
House of Commons, Lord George Ham­
ilton, the secretary of state for India, 
said the government was fully alive to 
the gravity of the case, and meant to 
act promptly. The whole question of 
the inculcation of sedition through the 
vernacular press will be revived.

In connection with this serious news 
from India, comes the disturbing in­
formation from Afghanistan to the ef­
fect that the ameer has hastily sum­
moned all the influential Mollahs 
throughout the country to a meeting 
at Cabul, as he wishes to consult them 
on Important matters concerning Is­
lam. This is believed to be connected 
with the recent announcement that the 
sultan has sent a special envoy to 
Cabul wflth instructions to agitate for 
a general revival of Islamism.

VALUABLE DISCOVERY. 
Several weeks ago there was cabled 

the news of the wonderful discoveries 
made In January last by Messrs. 
Grendell and Hunt on the borders of 
the Libyan Desert, of the oldest papyri 
known bearing the words of Christ. 
This valuable find comprises a dozen 
leaves, each 5% by 5% inches in size, 
remarkably well preserved, and clearly 
written in uncial characters of the an­
cient Greek. It dates about 60 years 
after the crucifixion. It has easily been 
translated, and is found to consist of 
detached sayings of Christ, without 
context, each beginning with the words 
“Jesus saith.” The translation will 
soon be published by the Egypt ex­
ploration fund. An immense edition, 
at a few pence per copy, will be pro­
vided, so as to reach everybody. Prof. 
Petrie’s winter explorations in Egypt 
have also been wonderfully fruitful, 
including an enormous mass of papyri 
from the Roman city of Behnesa, west 
of the Nile, about 100 miles south of 
Cairo, which will throw a flood of light 
upon the habits of a people evidently 
in a high state of civilization, who oc­
cupied Lower Egypt centuries before 
Abraham, and almost as far back as 
the date assigned by Archbishop 
Ussher to the creation of the world. 
The papyri comprise 4,000 documents, 
and represent a wide range of litera­
ture, history, law and ethics. Besides, 
there are a number of earlier Christian 
documents, among them logic and 
anecdotes, which were current in the 
churches at a very early date, and in 
some cases may have been consulted 
by the authors of the four gospels.

THAT $20,000 BIBLE.
The famous Mazarin, or Gutenberg, 

Bible, on vellum, which sold the other 
day for £4,000 ($20,000), was printed by 
Gutenberg and Faust about 1450-1455, 
in two volumes, bound in vellum, and 
was for many years one of the rare 
treasures of the Grenville library. It 
was sold in 1827 for $2,500 (£500). Its 
value consists in its being the earliest 
known printed copy of the Bible, and 
also the first printed book of any size. 
It derives the name from a copy hav­
ing been found in the library of Car­
dinal Mazarin. It is printed in large

The New Canadian Tariff and Various Ideas of 

Reciprocity Discussed.

•A Defense of the Principle of Expediency in Levying Taxes 
— Unexpected Evidence in Favor ot the Liberal Policy 

Towards Great Britain— Canac'as Right to Give 
Britain Preferential Treatment—Interesting 

Speech by Hon. David Mills.

Jwt before the Dominion Parlia­
ment adjourned, a discussion took 
place In the senate on the policy of the 
administration. Hon. David Mills fol­

lowed the opposition leader. He said:
I have listened with some interest 

I to my honorable friend (Sir Mac- 
I kwnaie Bowell), and what puzzles me 
(more than anything else is to know 
I that he should have made this uom- 
Fplainthac Speech, beginning some time 
thé# afternoon, and ending now at 9 
o'clock, about a tariff with which he 

cordially agrees.
Hqn. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—Par­

tially.
Hon. Mr. Mills—My honorable friend 

says that this is a highly protective 
tariff: but he dues not complain of it 
on that account; that he congratu­
lates the government for having adopt­
ed this protective tariff, and yet his 
speech from beginning to end is a 
complaint against the government in 
respect to the tariff. My honorable 
frignd has said that the policy of the 
government consists of planks stolen 
from the platform of my honorable 
friend and his colleagues.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—That is 
the bounty principle.

Hon. Mr. Mills—If that were eo I 
would say that it w as a very foolish 
act, for if they have taken anything 
from the tariff of my honorable friend, 
they have stolen what is of very little 
use. They consist of very poor tim­
ber. They will break with those who 
trust themselves to them, and 1 think 
that the sooner the government, if they 
have adopted any portion of the trade 
policy of my honorable friend, can 
abandon that portion and act upon a 
policy that they can with greater con­
fidence rely upon, it will be so much 
the better far the country. My honor­
able friend is not quite satisfied with 
the tariff after all.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—That is
correct.

Hon. Mr. Mills—I was quite sure that 
I would say something with w ruch my 
honorable friend would agree, and I 
am pieasud that he is not satisfied, for 
If nfty honorable friend, knowing his 
extreme protectionist views had treen 
satisfied with the tariff, I would hav
come to the conclusion that that ta. - i 
iff had very little merit in it from my I has ever proposed

giving you economic reason; which re­
late to the production of wealth, but 
economic reasons which relate to the 
security and confidence which the po­
pulation ought to have, in the condi­
tion of things, if you are not to pro­
duce very serious disturbance; and 
yet, because my honorable friend, the 
secretary of state, has taken these 
matters into consideration, and allow­
ed them to govern him for the time 
being, to enable him to reach the ad­
vanced point at which he now stands 
—a point of observation—until the 
more favored opportunity arrives for 
going, with the public sanction and 
consent, a step further, my honorable 
friend thinks that he is all wrong. I 
do not think so. I do not think that 
what my honorable friend has done 
and what the government has done, 
is open to the objection which the 
honorable gentleman has pressed upon 
them in this regard. I do not think 
the course which the government have 
taken, if they were to come forward 
and declare their tariff as a finality, as 
the perfection of wisdom—a~s all the 
country ought ever to expect, with 
which they ought, for all time, to be 
contented—they would satisfy the just 
expectations or the real wishes of their 
friends; but no one has said that any 
minister has taken that position, and 
it seems to me, that under the circum­
stances, the course taken, was the one 
suggested by prudence and what the 
public interest requires under the cir­
cumstances.

DEGREES IN RECIPROCITY. 
Then, my honorable friend says, if I 

do not misunderstand him, that we 
were very anxious at one time to dis­
criminate agi.nst the mother country 
and to establish more extensive trade 

| relations with ou- neighbors.
Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—No; I 

did not put it in that way. I did not 
say you were anxious to do it. What 
I said was, you were prepared to ac­
cept reciprocal r dations with the 
United States, even if it discriminated 
against England. That was the de­
claration of Sir R; :hard Cartwright 
and others of the partv.

Hon. Mr. Mills—That" w mid depe nd 
upon the circumstances of the coun­
try, whether it would be in the in­
terest of England or n ot. I apprehend 
that If you had round the whole 
border of the continent of America, 
say a 15 per cent or 20 per cent tariff, 
that the British government and peo­
ple, the commercial classes of Eng­
land, would prefer it even though there 
was absolute free trade between Can­
ada and the United States--they would 
prefer it to absolute free trade with 
Canada, and a hum protective tariff 
against them in the United States. I 
think that is perfectly certain, and 
my honorable fr.end will see that 
whether what he has stated now as 
a proposition is an objectionable and 
an unpatriotic one oi not, would de­
pend altogether on the manner in 
which it was carried out. For myself 
I have never favored unrestricted re­
ciprocity with our neighbors in the 
sense of absolute free trade with them 
and high taxation against the mo­
ther country, and I have spoken many 
times upon the subject, and I think 
my honorable friend will not find any 
such proposition.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—I do not 
think I accused you of it.

Hon. Mr. Mills—No; I am perfectly 
sure my honorable friend could not. 
Then the honorable gentleman will re­
member some two or three years ago 
—perhaps four—a resolution was pro­
posed from our side of the House of 

is no public man of any prominence I Commons, declaring in favor of more 
on the Liberal side of politics, that

a secular one. Long ago, before the 
principles of free trade were adopted 
In England, Lord Lansdowne, in a 
careful speech in the House of Lords, 
set f irth l huso doctrines and principles 
which he had learned from Adam 
Smith. Hi1 stated what he considered 
sound prim.iples of taxation and econ­
omy, but al the same time, while these 
were his viiews, he stated that the clr- 
cumstafices of the nation were such 
that it would be impossible to press 
those view» for immediate adoption, 
and the principles set forth by Lord 
Lansdowne on that occasion, were 
quoted in one of the most celebrated 
speeches ever made in the United 
States Congress, by Daniel Webster, 
in 1S24. Any one who knows the cir­
cumstances under which free trade 
was adopted in England—the bread 
riots, the scarcity of food, the dis­
tressed condition of the poffrer popula­
tion, especially In the cities—knows 
that it was a state of social distress 
approaching very nearly to a revolu­
tion that made it possible to intro­
duce the principles o'f free trade, and 
no one in this country, looking at the 
strained circumsl antes of our people, 
the low prices lor all products, the 
stagnation of business, the burdens in­
curred tor public enterprises that have 
not proved profitable, and the high 
rate of taxation to which the people 
of this country have been subjected, 
in order to meet those liabilities, knows 
right well that It is well nigh impos­
sible for the government, under ex­
isting circumstances, to go as far as 
the principles to which they subscribe, 
and which, under other circumstances 
might have been, in a larger degree, 
adopted—I say it was Impossible for 
them to go much further than they 
have gone.

FAVORS INDIRECT TAXES.
Now, the question of the tariff is, in 

this country, largely made an academic 
question, under existing circum- 
siunces, because when you look at the 
debt of the country, the amount of 
money that it is necessary to raise 
every year to meet the interest on 
that debt, the co-st of government, and 
the various other purposes for which 
public revenues are necessary, it is 
Impossible to do otherwise than to im­
pose a very considerable measure of 
taxation, and so far as I know, there

that you shall
standpoint. 1 do not pretend that this 
tariff is all that I could desire to see 
it. In so far as the government have 
gone, they have gone in the right 
direction. The step which they have 
taken has been taken at a period when 
the business of the country was much 
depressed, when there was i great 
deal ot distress, and when it was not 
in the public interest to create any 
vaty serious disturbance in the public 
mind, and what would have been pos­
sible if the country had been in a 
highly prosperous condition, and trade 
had been flourishing, you cannot ex­
pect to accomplish under circum­
stances that are altogether different.

duct ot public men. Now, I do not 
agree with my honorable friend, I do 
pot admit the soundness of the doctrine 
which he has laid down. We have 
very high authority for the doctrine 
of expediency as distinguished from 
gnere abstract propositions. I remem­
ber on one occasion it was said to a 
disciple of out Lord, "Does your Mas­
ter pay tribute to the temple?" and 
me eald. "certainly, mv Master pays 
(Tribute.’’ but when our Lord fiuestion- 
ed Mm on the subject, he asked was 
It sons of the household who paid 
tribute, or whs it strangers? They 
Bald strangers. Then, said he, "the 
Bhiktren of «he household ought to be 
tree." "I am entitled on principle to 
me relieved from taxation, but never­
theless. lest we offend, we will pay.” 
Ko«. that was the doctrine of expe­
diency. and I think the doctrine of 
expediency, when properly applied, is

I say 
that has never, been proposed, no one 
has argued in favor of that position. 
My honorable friend opposite some­
times, and some of those associated 
with him confuse direct taxation and 
free trade; but I say they are not 
identical. I may be, and I am, in 
principle a free trader, but I had never 
supposed it was in the public inter­
est to depend upon direct taxes in­
stead of customs duties for the pur­
poses uf revenue. There are may reas­
ons. I think, in favor of the system 
of indirect taxation- In the first place 
you are paying your taxes in the way 
most convenient for you. You are 
paying the taxes when you are pur­
chasing articles imported into the j 
country. You pay it at every season !

nut draivTng a large sum of money 
from circulation. It is paid day by 
day and month by month, as circum- I 
stances call for it, and the cost of 
collection is less than a direct tax | 
would be. Supposing you were to im­
pose a direct tax. how often in the | 
year are you to collect? Unce a year 
would

every time you attempted to collect. 
If you collect it frequently, look at 
the enormous cost of collection and 
look at the very great inconvenience ] 
to which you subject the population, 
who are called upon to pay taxes, ! 
when you want it, and when they are 
not quite ready. When you examine : 
the whole question you will see that I 
the indirect tax, if wisely imposed, is 
the cheapest form of taxation. It I 
costs less to collect it, and produces 
the least friction. That is a wholly | 
distinct question from the question of 
protection. If I wish to collect taxes 
upon imports—if I am looking solely j 
to the question of revenue, I impose a 
tax on articles which will diffuse that ; 
burden over the population, as near­
ly as may be, in proportion to their 
ability to pay. I impose that tax in 
such a way that I will take from the 
pockets of the population only what ! 
goes in the public treasury. I can j 
very easily suggest taxation which if : 
you were to impose it on the com- ! 
munity, would cause them to pay ; 
manyfold a larger sum. than the gov­
ernment receive. That tax is an in- I 
cidental tax that goes to somebody 
else. It is not adding one dollar of 
wealth to the country; all that you 
have done is take from one without 
compensation a portion of his fortune 
and you have made it the property of 
another. That does not add to the 
wealth of the country, I am very sure, j 
Then you have the third question

favored trade relations with the mo­
ther country, and declaring that the 
liberal manner in which the mother 
country deals with the people of Can­
ada entitle them to the favored con­
sideration of the people of this coun­
try. Now, the government have pro­
posed in this schedule, schedule D, at­
tached to this tariff, certain recipro­
cal trade arrangements that apply 
specially in the first instance to the 
trade between Canada and the mo­
ther country. I listened to the de- 
baes in the other chamber and I sup­
pose the views forwarded there fairly 
represent the views of my honorable 
friend and that while they are ready 
to concede reciprocal trade relations to 
the mother country, it is not an uncon­
ditional arrangement, but unless the 
mother country were to concede some­
thing specially to this country, unless 
they nut only give us reasonable and 
generous treatment, but unless they 
hit somebody else, discriminate against 
some other country, we would not be 
satisfied.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—You do 
not apply that to me?

Hon. Mr. Mills — I understand my 
honorable friend wants the govern­
ment of Great Britain to discriminate 
against others, in order to entitle that 
government to receive special consid­
erations at the hands of the Canadian 
people.

A CONFESSION.
Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—I will 

frankly say that I would like to do 
that, but I would give them preferen­
tial trade, even if they gave us noth­
ing at all. I stated that in my re­
marks on the address in reply to the 
speech from the throne, but I would 
take the other if I could get it.

Hon. Mr. Mills—I am very glad 
hear my honorable friend say that, 
but he has come much nearer to our 
view than any member of the other 
house.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—I am 
not responsible for what they may 
think.

Hon. Mr. Mills—I am simply getting 
a declaration from him so see how 
near he comes to our view, and in
that declaration he will see we have 
not stolen any plank from the plat­
form of the Conservative party. Now, 
that is a matter of very considerable 
importance. I am not, at this hour 
of the evening, going into a discus­
sion upon the question of law con- 
no ted with that proposition. Whether 
the German treaty and the Belgium 
treaty bind us, or whether they do 
not bind us is a complex and difficult 
question of constitutional law, that 
would require much more time, if 
fully discussed, than I feel warranted 
in claiming at your hands here to­
night; but let me say this; that the 
United States, In all the arrange­
ments which they have made with 
other countries have never admitted 

, - . they were bound by the most favored
»hicn I mentioned at ^the outset, anil j nation treaty stipulation to concede to

those with whom such stipulations 
had been entered into the same rights

so did not violate the most favored-1 
nation treaty with Great Britain. I 
am perfectly aware that the crown is 
the only medium of communication be­
tween the United Kingdom of the Brit­
ish empire and foreign countries. The 
crown, in making treaty stipulations, 
enters into an agreement in behalf of 
the United Kingdom and on behalf of 
the British empire, as the case may 
be, and in these treaty arrangements 
the crown is advised by the ministers, 
who are the paramount authority in 
the executive government of the em­
pire. But you have this point to con­
sider—in no case does the treaty oper­
ate under the government of Great 
Britain as a law. In every case a 
treaty is simply a compact between 
the sovereign authority of the United 
Kingdom and the sovereign authority 
with whom that treaty has been made. 
So no treaty has ever been held to in­
terfere with the

PRIVATE RIGHTS 
of any party, whether he be a subject 
or a foreigner. No treaty has ever 
taken away any personal right from 
any party, and wherever a treaty sti­
pulation ihas had the effect of alter­
ing any part of the law, it is inoper­
ative until it is sanctioned by parlia­
ment. Take, for instance, the various 
decisions that have been given in 
which the question of the convention 
between the United States and Great 
Britain has risen in reference to trade 
marks. Now, under the convention, 
the party who has his trade mark reg­
istered in one country is entitled to 
have that trade mark registered in the 
other. The English statute says that 
he must make application within four 
months. There are a few cases in 
which application has been made after 
the four months had expired, and in 
every instance the courts have said 
there is an engagement—there is a 
compact between England and a for­
eign state, it is the duty of the gov­
ernment to see that that compact is 
■obeyed, but we have nothing to do 
with that ; we have simply to inter­
pret the law, and the law of the land 
says that unless application is made 
within four months the parties are 
not entitled to register. And so we 
will find that where the crown under­
takes to speak, the crown in speaking 
for the United Kingdom subjects min­
isters to the censure of parliament, 
hut may not require the assent of 
parliament. If there is no alteration 
in the law required to give effect to 
the treaty, the assent of parliament is 
not necessary to the validation of 
what Is done; but the censure of par­
liament may turn out the government, 
and Mr. Gladstone mentioned a few 
years ago, that during the whole 
period of his life, and for some years 
before, there never had been a treaty 
entered into that had been successfully 
moved against in the house of com­
mons. That only goes to show with 
what care the ministers study the 
House of Commons and keep themselves 
in touch with the majority, and while 
that rule is perfectly proper, so far as 
the United Kingdom is concerned, the 
rule, it seems to me, and I humbly 
submit to the consideration of the 
house,

DOES NOT APPLY 
when we are making a commercial 
treaty in which a dependency having 
a parliamentary government Is in­
terested. The crown is advised by 
men who deal with the foreign rela­
tions, who have an exclusive right to 
advise the crown with regard to those 
foreign relations. Our law does not 
operate, nor can we pass a law which 
Will operate more than a marine 
league from our shores, but when the 
imperial officer of her Majesty deals 
with foreign relations, and in deal­
ing with them, incidentally turns to 
a colony, which has self-government, 
and imposes treaty stipulations with­
out the authority of that province, 
and ties its hands, eo that it cannot 
thereafter legislate, his acts do vio­
lence to the imperial constitution. Now, 
when the crown in council do that in 
England ministers risk the censure of 
parliament; and when the crown acts 
for us, ministers are beyond our cen­
sure; we cannot touch them, and so 
the very principle and spirit of our 
whole constitutional system requires, 
that when dealing with foreign rela­
tions, if they turn towards the col­
ony, and invade its authority, we 
ought to he consulted, otherwise our 
rights as British subjects would be a 
delusion. We will be playing at par­
liamentary government, while every­
thing we did would be simply done by 
sufferance, or, as a matter of fore- 
bearance. Now, I am not putting for­
ward any claim to the idea that we 
have any power to negotiate, or that 
the negotiation or compact does not 
bind the mother country, but I am 
pointing out that the constitutional 
doctrine which applies to them, can­
not in these matters apply to us. Bet 
me say no rule is better settled than 
this, that the crown in council is sub­
ordinate to the crown in parliament; 
eo it may be asked, how can the 
crown in council tie the hands of the 
crown in parliament? You cannot 
further than this, that the crown is a 
part of both and the crown in parlia­
ment may say that I have already 
been advised and have on that advice 
entered into a compact which cannot 
be disengaged without dishonor; so I 

to | am bound, and the parliament having 
acquiesced in what was done is also 
morally bound not to exercise the su­
preme authority of the state for the 
purpose of repudiation. But that does 
not apply to a colony having colonial 
self-government. We never had the op­
portunity of opposing it. We have no 
power to censure; our authority does 
not extend beyond our own borders,

Saturday was the largest market of

ILDERTON HETHODIbTS

Celebrate Their Church Jubilee on 
Dominion Day—An Interesting 

Event.
Ilderton, July 5.—The Methodists of 

Ilderton celebrated the Doth anniver­
sary of their church on the 1st of July, 
on the lawn of Wm. Charlton. The 
day was all that could be desired. At 
the time announced the buggies came 
in from every quarter, and soon the 
lawn vas alive with a cheerful and 
happy company. The ladies had taken 
care to provide for a sumptuous tea, 
which was partaken of in good style. 
All the speakers Invited were not able 
to be present. Revs. James Kennedy. 
Wm. Quanco, C. Barltrop, H. J. Fair 
and A. Rhodes delivered excellent ad­
dresses. The first, three, being former 
pastors, brought up many precious 
memories. The North Street Male 
Quartet delighted the company with 
their superior music. The entire re­
ceipts reached the handsome sum of 
$128. All left about 10 p.m., feeling 
they had enjoyed a rare treat.

Following Is a short sketch of the 
rise and progress of the church: In the 
year 1847, under the superifitendency of 
the Rev. Wm. Pollard, late of the Brit­
ish Columbia conference, a plain but 
commodious brick church was built on 
lot 25. con. 12, on the property of and 
mainly through the efforts and liberal­
ity of Mr. John Littlewood. whose 
name Is well remembered and revered 
by the older members of our church, 
and. in the autumn of that year was 
dedicated to the service of God. Prior 
to this, service was held and the society 
met in what was known as the "Bap­
tist school house,” on lot 24, con. 12.

The church was for a number 6t pears 
called “The Brick Church,”" probably 
from the fact that it was the only brick 
church on what was then known as the 
London circuit, in the year 1858, three 
years after the church was built, the 
quarterly official board elected the fol­
lowing brethren as trustees of the new 
church: Joseph Powell. Wm. Warner, 
Edward Charlton, Oliver M. Pierce, 
Thomas Howard, James Stewart and 
Wm. Charlton.

A short time after, this property on 
which the church stood, with the three 
acres additional (in all four acres), for 
church parsonage and cemetery pur­
poses, was deeded to them in trust for 
the Wesleyan conference. All these 
brethren composing the original board, 
wit hone exception (Wm. Charlton, who 
is not with us today by reason of in­
firmities of age), have passed over the 
river to a higher trust—“Because thou 
has been faithful over a few things, 
I will make thee ruler over many 
things.”

Under the pastorate and superinten- 
dency of such illustrious names as 
Richard Phelps, A. T. Green, Thomas 
Cieghorn, John A. Williams, C. Turver, 
John G. Laird, W. English, Wm. Chap­
man, J. A. Ivison, Wm. Hewitt and 
James Harris, we cannot wonder that 
it soon became known as the banner 
appointment of the circuit, both finan­
cially and influentially. A large ma­
jority of those beloved brethren whose 
names we have just mentioned, have 
been called to their reward, and we 
write of them with assurance, “Bless­
ed are dead who died in the Lord from 
henceforth; yea. saith the Spirit, that 
they may rest from their labor, and 
their works do follow them.” Quite a 
number of those present today remem­
ber the old Brick Church, and revere 
j_t as their spiritual birthplace and 
home.

Then, as to the membership of the 
church 50 years ago, which was then 
in a flourishing condition, only one re­
mains with us to this day—viz., Mr. 
Samuel Paisly, whom we all delight to 
honor All the rest, with perhaps one 
exception, have gone to their reward, 
and we are reminded of the words of 
the preacher: “Whatsoever thy hand 
findeth to do, do it with thy might, 
tor there is no work nor device nor 
knowledge nor wisdom in the grave 
whither thou goest.”

During the year 1874, Rev. Charles 
btrangfellow being pastor, the old 
church being in need of repairs a 
meeting of the congregation was call­
ed, and the question of repairing the 
oid or building a new church was 
fully discussed. It was unanimously re­
solved that the old building be re- 
mo\ ed, and a new one, more commo­
dious, and more in accordance with 
modern architecture, be erected in its 
place. Plans and specifications were 
adopted, material purchased, and con­
tract let, and during the following year, 
namely, 1875, a beautiful building was 
erected, and furnished from basement 
to bell tower at a cost of $3,900, and 
dedicated with much thankfulness and 
rejoicing. It was now known as Little- 
w*ood Church, and continued to be so 
called until its removal from con. 12.

The next sixteen years were years of 
peace and prosperity under the pastor­
ate of the following brethren: Revs. 
James Kennedy. Wm. Walsh, Thomas 
Jackson. Wm. Quance and D. M. Ken­
nedy, During the closing year of Mr. 
Kennedy’s pastorate, the question of 
the advisability of removing the church 
to the village of Ilderton was agitated, 
and after due and careful deliberation 
it was resolved that it would be to the 
advantage of the congregation, and in 
the Interest of our beloved Methodism, 
to remove it to that place. Plans and 
specifications w*ere adopted, and ten­
ders called for, and an eligible and 
beautiful site was purchased, and dur­
ing the year 1891, under the superin­
tendency of Rev. C. Barithrop, the pre­
sent beautiful and commodious struc­
ture was completed and furnished at 
the cost of $3.000. and dedicated to the 
service of God. Since that time, under 
the pastorate of Rev. R. Redemond and 
Rev*. It. J. Garbutt, our present re­
spected superintendent, peace and 
prosperity has continued in all our 
borders. Already the hope begins to 
dawn upon us that in the near future 
we will have to say, “The place is too 
straight for us.”

We would not close these remin­
iscences without giving expression to 
our heartfelt gratitude to the great 
head of the chtSrch for the signal 
marks of his kindness that have Been 
bestowed upon us as a church for half 
a century, and our hearts go out in 
supplication today, that the God of the 
fathers would continue to be the God 
of their succeeding race. And on this 
occasion, while every heart is brim­
ming with loyalty, let us resolve to be 
loyal to ourselves and to each other, 
loyal to our church and pastor, loyal 
to her Gracious Majesty, our beloved 
Queen, loyal to our beautiful Dominion, 
and, above all. let us today swear eter­
nal fealty to him who is King of Kings 
and Lord of Lords.

Their First Sermons.
New Methodist Ministers at the Cen­

tennial and Hamilton Road 
Churches Assume Their 

Pulpits.

AT THE CENTENNIAL.
Yesterday Rev. W. G. Ford con­

ducted his first Sunday services at his 
new charge, the Centennial Methodist 
Church. Despite the intense heat, the 
congregations were large. Excellent 
music was furnished by the church 
choir, under the leadership of Mr. 
Fred Hardey.

“The Preacher’s Theme” was the 
subject of Mr. Ford's morning discourse 
and the speaker created a very favor­
able impression. He is earnest, thought­
ful and evangelical; liberal, yet de­
cided in his views, and with a deliv­
ery that is somewhat rapid.

In the evening, the subject was 
“Scriptural Method of Preaching,” and 
the reverend gentlemen chose for bis 
text, Colossians, i., 28: “Whom we 
preach, warning «very man and 
teaching every man in all wisdom, that 
we may present every man perfect In 
Christ Jesus.”

Mr. Ford drew attention to the fact 
that Christianity taught a person. The 
text read, “Whom we preach,” not 
“what we preach.” In this it differed 
from the various forms of philosophy. 
One might study the philosophy of the 
early Greeks, yet know little of Aris­
totle and Plato, but it was impossible 
to knew Christianity without knowing 
something of Christ. There were two 
methods of describing Christ. The first 
was as a warning or “admonishing” as 
the revised version reads, to every 
man. People’s minds were filled with 
material things amidst the hurry and 
bustle of life, and it was necessary that 
someone should hold out the inspiring 
example of Christ. Men became so 
habituated to sin that they sinned and 
knew nothing about it. It was the duty 
of the ministers to warn the people 
from unconscious sinning. In every 
community there were men like 
“Noah’s carpenters.” They helped to 
build the church, assist in the song 
service, and sometimes leach in the 
Sunday school, but they lacked the one 
thing essential for salvation, that be­
lief in Christ which would illuminate 
all that was dark and gloomy in life.

The preacher should also teach all 
that was ito be learned about Christ. 
It was not all to be learned in one 
lesson. There were depths and heights, 
lengths and breadths, which, to even 
partially understand, required contin­
ual study. It required study on the 
part of the people, too. The teacher 
would have little success if there were 
no effort on the part of the pupils, and 
so It was in the school of Christ. It 
was a part of the preacher to be a 
teacher.

The congregation was dismissed a 
few minutes before eight o’clock, Mr. 
Ford, In consideration df the great heat, 
having made the service very brief.

REV. J. G. FALLIS.
Rev. J. G. Fallis preached twice in 

the Hamilton Road Methodist Church 
yesterday. Notwithstanding the heat 
of the weather, fair congregations were 
in attendance. The morning text was 
taken from Psalms, xc., 17: “And let 
the beauty of the Lord our God be 
upon us.”

Rev. Mr. Fallis commenced by say­
ing: “The petitioner who offered the 
prayer knew God was a God of order 
and harmony, and could not stand 
identified with anything defiled ancV 
unclean ; hence the prayer rose above 
all earthly things, and aimed at se­
curing for himself and others the 
fullest token of divine love.” He said 
the beauty of the Lord, either in na­
ture or grace, had a rich variety in it. 
Beauty could be seen in the stars that 
shine, and in the flowers that bloom. 
In the religious life of Moses, “the 
beauty of the Lord” could he seen In 
his meekness. In Job, it could be seen 
in his patience; 1n Joshua, It could be 
seen in his courage, and in Paul it was 
manifest in his zeal. Thi* beauty was 
declared to be unfading and undying in 
its character.

The subject for the evening was. 
“Making a good record in the present 
life.”

Both sermons were listened to with 
the closest attention, and well receiv­
ed. The church was nicely decorated, 
and the word “Welcome" on the pul­
pit.

A Perspiring Population-6412 In the 
Shade—Everybody Laid Low.

The mercury yesterday nearly bump­
ed its head against the roof of the 
thermometer. It is some years since 
that instrument has been worked so 
hard. The quicksilver began to climb 
as soon as the sun. As early as 7:30 
a.m. the official register of the temper­
ature denoted 78 degrees. Up, up, up 
went the mercury, and three hours 
later it reached th<y 90 mark. The pace 
became slower, but steadily it moved, 
until the climax was reached at 2:30 
p.m., when it stood at 94(4. For two 
hours it lingered, and gradually re­
ceded, but not very far. Every man is 
willing to swear by his own weather 
indicator, and there were almost as 
many readings yesterday as there were 
thermometers. Down town, where solid 

| asphalt, brick and mortar soaked in 
and radiated the heat in scorching 
waves, 98 degrees was the average re­
gistration. On the Grand Trunk sta­
tion platform—by long odds the hot­
test place in the city—the officials bask­
ed in 105 degrees of temperature. In 
the sun the thermometers rang­
ed all tiie way from 110 to 120.

“THE MYSTERY OF SLEEP.”
This book will be classed by most 

readers as among the curiosities of 
literature. Its significance is fairly in­
dicated by the motto from Iamblichus 
on the title-page: “The night-time of 
the body is the day-time of the soul.” 
We can best give the author's inter­
pretation of the mystery of sleep in 
his own words:

“The devil is called the prince of 
this world. He boasted of the fact to 
Jesus. The "world” is a synonym for 
all sorts of sensual lusts and pleas­
ures, and for all Undue greed for 
wealth, dignities, and honors. To over­
come the world, to rise superior to its 
temptations, so that they shall not 
corrupt our life or blind our judg­
ment. is uniformly presented to us by 
the Christian Church, as it has been 
by the most enlightened pagan -sects, 
as the supreme end and purpose of our 
life in the flesh. Is it not precisely the 
function of sleep to give us for a por­
tion of every day in our lives a re­
spite from worldly influences which, 
uninterrupted would deprive us of the 
instruction, of the spiritual reinforce­
ments necessary to qualify us to turn 
our waking experiences of the world 
to the best account, without being 
overcome by them? It is in these 
hours that the plans and ambitions 
of our external, worldly life cease to 
interfere with or obstruct the flow of 
the divine life into the will. Are not 
these the occasions in which God 
‘openeth the ears of men and sealeth 
their instruction?’ ”

The author argues at some length 
that the common explanation of the use 
of sleep at the time of mere nhvsioal 
repose ie not adequate; he gives some 
reasons, very good, if not conclusive, 
for thinking that this is not the only 
function, and perhaps not at all, the 
function, of sleep; he argues from the 
refreshment of soul and apparent re­
newal of soul life that, in the escape 
from the body, the spiritual nature is, 
by a higher experience, cleansed and 
revivified; he cites at considerable 
length other authors in support of this 
view, his book being in this respect, 
a repository of very curious learning; 
and he goes at some length into Scrip­
tural illustration, if not Scriptural 
proof of his position. The clearest il­

lustration from the Bible, if not th< 
strongest Biblical proof-text, Is fi­
nished by the words at Ellihu In th<
Book of Job;

“In a dream, in a vision of the n|ght 
when deep sleep falleth upon theft. It 
slumberings upon the bed, then hi 
openeth the ears of men and sealetl 
their instruction, that he may with 
draw man from his purpose and hldi 
pride from man; he keepeth back hti 
soul from the pit, and his life fron 
perishing by the sword.”

We cannot say that Mr. Blgeloxy ha 
convinced us of the truth of his so 
lution. Indeed, the opening senteno 
of his preface is a distinct disclaime 
of “any pretense to have given in th. 
folowing pages a solution of all th. 
mysteries of sleep, or even a precis, 
or scientific exposition of any of them.' 
But one need not accept the full meas 
ure of his apparent meaning to fini 
in sleep a spiritual signifleence wbieJ 
one has not before attached to it. an< 
as a result to read a new meaning ii 
the marginal rendering of the Psalm 
ist. “He giveth to his beloveth in the! 
sleep.”—The Outlook.

the payment of railway charges on j 
bicycles, the railway companies have j 
issued a new tariff which considerably 
reduces the cost of the transportation 
of wheels. A circular is out giving the 
rules which will govern the transporta­
tion of bicycles.

For transporting cycles or similar ve­
hicles having more than one seat, an 
additional charge will be made of 50 
per cent of the bicycle rate for each 
additional seat. When the bicycle rate 
is 25 cents, the rate for a two-seated 
cycle would be 40 cents, and for a trip­
let 50 cents, and so on.

Lamps, cyclometers, bells, tool bags 
and other attachments should be re­
moved before the bicycle or similar ve­
hicle is presented. If this is not done 
the owner must sign release on back 
of strap portion of bicycle ticket for 
such articles before the bicycle will be 
accepted for transportation.

Bicycles will be forwarded on pas­
senger trains only for passenger ac­
companying them and presenting pass­
age tickets, but not more than one ve­
hicle for each passenger. Cycles or 
other vehicles crated, weighing over 250 
pounds, will not be carried on passen­
ger trains:

Breakfast Biscuit—One pint of flour, 

one rounding teaspoonful of baking 
powder; sift the flour and baking pow­
der together three times; one table­
spoonful of lard rubbed thoroughly in 
the flour, one-fourth teaspoonful of 
salt. Mix as soft as possible to handle 
with cold water; roll and cut into bis­
cuits and bake in a hot oven twenty 
minutes.

Fried Chicken—Take a snring chick­
en, dress and cut up as for pot pie. 
Steam for one-half hour, as this makes 
it more juicy and more easily done; 
then fry in butter and lard mixed, a 
pale brown; sprinkle .with one-half 
a teaspoonful of salt and a dash of 
pepper while frying.

Flaked Potatoes—Get potatoes as 
perfect as possible; boil in their skins 
in salt water for one-haif hour; drain 
dry and peel; rub through a coarse 
sieve onto a hot dish before the fire. 
Do not touoh them after this or the 
flakes wifi flatten out. Serve hot.

Deviled Tomatoes—Two or three large 
firm tomatoes, not over ripe; cut them 
into slices half an inch thick and lay 
on a sieve. Make a dressing of one 
tablespoonful of butter and one of vin­
egar rubbed smooth with the yolk of 
one hard-boiled egg; add a teaspoonful 
of sugar, half a teaspoonful of salt, a 
fourth of a teaspoonful of mustard 
and a fourth of a saltspoonful of cay­
enne pepper; beat until smooth and 
heat to a boil. Take from the fire and 
pour upon a well-beaten egg, whip­
ping to a smooth cream. Put the ves­
sel containing this dressing in hot 
water while the tomatoes are being 
thoroughly broiled over a clear fire. 
Put the tomatoes on a hot dish and 
pour the dressing over them. Cooked 
in this way they are very nice with 
chicken.

Apple Pie—Crust—For one pie take 
two large handfuls of flour, a pinch of 
salt, a piece of lard the size of a tur­
key’s egg. rub into the flour until 
smooth: mix with just enough cold 
water to roll. Filling: Take four or 
five large tart epples, pare, quarter 
and slice thin. Line the pie plate with 
the crust, place the sliced apples on 
the crust and season with three- 
fourths cup of sugar, a piece of butter 
size of a walnut, a half a saltspoon of 
salt and a fourth of grated nutmeg. 
Wet the edges of the under crust.place 
the upper crust over the apples and 
press very closely round the edge; 
prick the upper crust with a fork to 
keep f om blistering. Bake slowly for 
half an hour.

Cream Cookies—One and two-thirds 
cups of sugar, one-half cun of butter, 
one cup of sour cream, three eggs, one- 
half teaspoonful of soda, three cups of 
flour. Do not roll too thin.

On the other hand, people 
were surprised that a soldier's life 
should be likened to a Christian’s, be­
cause a soldier’s life was to fight and 
protect his country and those nearest 
and dearest to him; and a Christian’s 
life was to promote harmony, peace 
and goodwill among his fellow men.

There was a call of life 
for the Christian and of duty to the 
soldier. “Do you think,” he said, "that 
the cross was nlaced upon the Union 

ack for nothing? It tells you that 
you are a soldier fighting for the Brit­
ish crown, and also that you are a 
captain and soldier for the King of 
Kings, and that great duty is what 
that cross symbolizes—to endue and 
suffer in the great battle of life. One 
of the great things a soldier has to 
learn is discipline. When a whole mass 
of soldiers were called on a field by 
a commanding officer, and they moved 
as one man in response to one word, 
such a sight has been brought about 
by obedience, the power that had 
made the English army so great. They 
had heard of the -wonderful charge at 
Balaclava, when the noble Six Hundred 
rode into the jaws of deaUi. They 
knew some one had blundered, but 
there was no reply, no question given 
to the order. It was theirs to do and 
die.- The preacher closed with one 
hope and wish, that all having fought 
the battle of life, each one might be 
able to say, when the great muster 
call was made, and the great muster 
roll brought forth, and the Great Judge 
stood up, “I have not been a great 
hero, and have oftentimes been very 
careless, cowardly, and very nearly 
mutinous, and I look back upon my 
past life to say, T have never been a 
traitor to my Lord and Captain, and 
to the army of Christ. I did not do all 
that I ought to have done, but I know 
that I tried to, and I ask you now,

I Judge, to accept me for the sake of 
the great Captain who yielded up his 
life’s blood for me.”
