SUNK IN COLLISION

Headquarters Japanese Army at Port 
Arthur, via Fusain, Jan. 8.—Lieut.-Gen. 
Fock and Shirnoff have decided to go 
to Japan as prisoners of war. Gen. 
Smirnoff was in command of the forts 
at Port Arthur, and Gen. Fock 
commanded the fourth division of the 
army there. Fifty per cent of the 
Russian officers will go to Japan and 
share with their men the fate of pris- 
oners of war. There are five Russian 
admirals at Port Arthur, one of whom 
will go to Japan. Among the admirals 
is a prince. Twelve foreign naval at- 
taches have visited Port Arthur and 
inspected the remains of the Russian 
fleet.

Montreal, Jan. 8. — Le Nationaliste, 
the paper that first exposed the pur- 
chase of La Presse by the Graham- 
Russell syndicate, takes occasion today 
to forecast what would be the result if 
the counter-petition filed by Mr. Roche, 
of Halifax, against the petition by Mr. 
Borden to unseat Mr. Roche should he 
pressed. It brings Mr. Borden into 
what is now known as the "Blair-Rus- 
sell conspiracy," and says:

"On Oct. 9 Mr. Borden, having re- 
turned to Toronto from his tour of On- 
tario, went in the evening to Mr. A. E. 
Kemp’s house, and there, in conference 
with Mr. Kemp, Mr. Hugh Graham, of 
the Montreal Star, and Mr. J. B. Tres- 
sider, manager of the Star, agreed (1) 
to make Mr. Blair his Minister of Rail- 
ways, (2) to buy for Government pur- 
poses the Inverness Coal Company’s 
Railway, owned by Messrs. Mackenzie 
& Mann. Mr. Tressider caught the 
train for Montreal that night, and left 
the next day for England, where he 
passed several weeks with Lord Strath- 
cona’s former secretary, who is • now 
general secretary of the Chamberlain 
elctoral committee. What took Mr. 
Tressider to London? One day or other 
it will be known. Meantime Mr. Rus- 
sell probably knows, because Mr. Rus- 
sell in September last showed to all- 
comers a check for $40,000 signed by 
Donald A. Smith. If Mr. Russell should 
deny this statement we will produce 
among others who saw the check, Mr. 
Peters, one of Russell’s old friends, 
formerly of St. John, N. B., but now 
of Record Foundry, Montreal, Mr. 
Russell appears to have played to a 
degree his friendship with Lord Strath- 
cona. Indeed the check is not the only 
thing. When the great banquet at Cal- 
edonia Springs was organized in honor 
of Hon. Mr. Pugsley it was announced 
that Lord Strathcona would preside. 
He did not come, but sent a cable- 
gram of regret, eulogizing Mr. Pugsley. 
Only three days after the conference 
at Toronto, at which the resignation 
of Mr. Blair was announced. La Presse 
was purchased. That Mr. Graham, pat- 
ron of Tressider, was in company in 
this purchase of La Presse with Mr. 
Russell and Mackenzie & Mann we have 
undoubted proof. A note for $100,000, 
signed by David Russell and indorsed 
by Mr. Graham, was discounted at the 
Merchants’ Bank, on collateral securi- 
ty supplied by a deposit of bonds or 
debentures of Mackenzie & Mann. Two 
notes for $50,000 each with the same

Scottish and Spanish Ships Collide 
Off British Coast.

London, Jan. 8.—Stormy weather still 
continues on the British coasts, and sev- 
eral shipping casualties are reported.

The Glasgow steamer Stella Maris col- 
lided on Saturday night, seven miles off 
Holyhead, with the Spanish vessel Oris, 
and both sank. The crews were saved in 
the boats after drifting all night.
. The Belfast steamer Dispatch collided 
with the Sunderland steamer Dinnington, 
off Ramsgate, this morning. The Dispatch 
was towed into Ramsgate, but the Din- 
nington is believed to have sunk with her 
crew of ten men.

Tokio, Jan. 8. — Lieut-Gens. Fock, 

Smirnoff and Gorbatowski and Rear- 
Admiral Willmann will be brought to 
Japan as prisoners of war. Lieut.-Gen. 
Stoessel will leave Dalny Jan. 12 on 
a Japanese transport for Nagasaki. He 
will be accompanied by the other 
parole officers.

The new mayor then took his place onknown to all, is like a fish out of water.New York, Jan. 9.—In a raid yester- 
day the police of Jersey City captured 
nine Italians whom they believe to be 
leaders of the Mafia or "Black Hand" 
Society. The prisoners are all 
Scilians.

The house raided is said to have 
been the meeting place for from 60 to 
80 Italians who went there every Sun- 
day from all parts of Greater New 
York, and nearby places in New Jersey.

Angelo De Marco, one of the pris- 
oners, is described by Chief of Police 
Murphy of Jersey City, as the brains 
and organizer of the whole "Black 
Hand."

Murphy says that other arrests will 
follow.

SPENCER ELECTROCUTEDmiral Prince Ouktomsky. A St. Peters- 

burg dispatch on Saturday said that 
information had been received there, 
from Che Foo to the effect that Rear- 
Admiral Prince Ouktomsky, disguised, 
had arrived at Che Feo on board a 
launch.

In a report received here last night, 
Rear-Admiral Katakoe reviews the at- 
tempts of the Russians to destroy the 
battleship Sevastopol and the coast 
defense vessel Otvashni, their sinking 
of vessels for the purpose of block- 
ing the entrance to the harbor and the 
dash for freedom of the torpedo-boat 
destroyers Skory, Stratni, Vlastni and 
Serdity, which reached Che Foo, and 
the Smyrini and Boiki, which reached 
Tsingtau. The report says the Jap- 
anese protected cruiser Akitsushima 
and a flotilla of torpedo-boat destroy- 
ers followed the four first-named Rus- 
sian vessels toward Che Foo, and that 
the protected cruiser Chiyda and a 
number of torpedo-boat destroyers fol- 
lowed the Smyrini and the Boiki to 
Tsingtau. In both ports the Russian 
vessels were compelled to disarm. The 
report, in conclusion, says: I beg to re- 
port our brilliant strategical move- 
ment in this direction was successfully 
completed.

Tokio, Jan. 9. — 4 p.m. — From well- 
informed sources, it is estimated that 
of the original garrison of Port Arthur, 
about 38,000 or 40.000 men, including 
sailors, were killed or died of sickness.

DIES SUDDENLYMR. R. L. BORDENFIRE IN FUR WAREHOUSE
For Revenge Had Murdered Official 

of Anti-Policy League.

Ossining, N. Y., Jan. 9. — Wm. Spen- 
cer, a mulatto, was put to death in 
the electric chair in Sing Sing prison 
at 5:57 o’clock today for the murder of 
Charles S. MacFarlane, in New York 
city, on June 15, 1903. Spencer shot Mac- 
Farlane, an agent of the New York 
Anti-Policy League, in the corridor of 
the criminal court building, in New 
York city. The motive for the murder 
was revenge. MacFarlane had been 
active in running down policy shops, 
and it was through his work that Spen- 
cer, who was employed as a writer, was 
arrested. On the day of the murder, 
Spencer was being led into court by 
two policemen, when he suddenly turn- 
ed and fired two shots at MacFarlane, 
killing him instantly. Spencer’s trial 
was one of the shortest on record in 
this city. He was about 40 years of 
age.

Charged With Assault. What ‘England Is Doing to Prepare 

Rural Schoolmasters.
London, Jan. T. — What is being 

done in the way of agricultural educa- 
tion in England in school, college, and 
university is set forth in a report issued 
by the board of agriculture. "Under 
the stimulating influence of the new 
regulations of the board of educa- 
tion," says the report, "the prepara- 
tion of rural schoolmasters for the 
work of teaching subjects bearing di- 
rectly on country life has assumed 
important proportions."

The course of instruction ranges 
from the study of flowers and grasses, 
the habits of birds and the like, in 
rural schools, to practical field experi- 
ments in the effect of manures, in- 
cluding dairying and horse-shoeing les- 
sons. For these latter the students 
are taken to local forges.

Most of the 
fleet returned to Port Arthur, but three 
big vessels sought shelter in foreign 
ports and the cruiser Novik, in attempt­
ing to reach Vladivostok was sunk by 
the Japanese. The gunboat Ryeshitelni, 
vhich had sought refuge at Che Foo. 
was forcibly taken from the harbor and 
added to the Mikado’s fleet. The Vladi- 
vostock squadron, which on three occa­
sions had made successful raids, was 
trapped on Ag. 14 in Korea Straits, and 
in the fight that followed the cruiser 
Rurik was destroyed and the Rossia and 
Gromoboi were badly damaged.

posts and telegraphs, 56. Of this number 
306 were officers and 3,654 soldiers and 
sailors. Three judges and three clerks 
of courts were also transferred. -

It is understood that the San Yo Rail- 
way has been instructed to make prep­
arations to transport 20,000 Russian pris- 
oners from Shimonoseki to Kure. It is 
possible that the prisoners will, be quar­
tered near Kure. The most serious cases 
of sick and wounded will be left at Port 
Arthur in the field hospitals for the pres­
ent.

Our local contemporary professes a 

renewed and reinforced conviction that 
Mr. Rose bought Gamey on account of 
three facts, pointed out by Gamey in 
his Glencoe speech.

These three tremendous facts, strip­
ped of their Gameyism, are: First, the 
letter which Gamey signed and ad­
dressed to the Hon. George W. Ross, 
announcing his intention of supporting 
the Ross Government, was in Mr. Ross' 
possession at the time it was required 
before the commission; second, the let­
ter was received in the early part of 
September; and, third, it was placed 
by Mr. Ross's instructions in a locked 
drawer in the desk of the Prime Min­
ister’s private secretary, along with 
letters from Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir 
Richard Cartwright and others.

These three circumstances, according 
to the Free Press, exhibit the } remier 
as a conspirator to purchase the vote 
of a legislator. “Can there be any other 
conclusion?" the Free Press demands, 
and impotently declares that “the case 
made out against the Prime Minister 
Is unanswerable."

Where would one expect to find a let­
ter addressed and mailed to Mr. Ross 
if not in his custody?

The other 
accusations which are so freely ban- 
died about as to the personal respon­
sibility of ministers for wrong-doing, 
are just about as foundationless as 
this pretended “unanswerable charge.”

Beliot, Wis., Jan. 9.—At the dedica­
tion of the new library building of 
Beloit College, the fact was for the 
first time made public that • Andrew 
Carnegie has given more than $39,000,- 
000 for libraries. This, and other inter­
esting figures, showing the extent of 
his benefactions formed the subject of 
an address delivered by Horace White, 
of New York.

Mr. Carnegie has, up to the present 
time, given or pledged himself to give, 
1,290 library buildings to the English- 
speaking people. Of these 779 are in 
the United States. The aggregate cost 
of these buildings is $39,325,240, of 
which, $29,094,080, or practically three- 
fourths of the whole, has been expend­
ed in this country, about $6,000,000 in 
England, about $2,000,000 in Scotland, 
and $1,475.500 in Canada. The proportion 
of the total population which Mr. Car- 
Negie has supplied with library facili­
ties is, for the aggregate of the Eng­
lish-speaking race, a little «more than 
18 per cent, and that is the percentage 
for the United States, for England and 
for Canada, taken separately.

He is pulled in the wrong 
direction by reactionary counselors, in 
spite of the efforts of a few enlightened 
statesmen like M. de Witte, whose role 
may be compared to that of Mirabeau. 
The latter sought to save the mon­
archy by leading it into the safe path 
of constitutionalism, but Louis yielded 
to the influence of the court party, 
which clung to the system of the past. 
M. de Witte is reported to have told 
the Czar at an imperial council that 
revolution was the alternative of con­
stitutional reform.

The crisis calls for a strong and en­
lightened ruler, one who can take oc­
casion by the hand and adjust the in­
stitutions of the Empire to new condi­
tions; but Nicholas is not the man. He 
deposed de Witte and became the pup­
pet of the reactionary de Piehve, who 
ruled with a rod of iron. The assassin­
ation of de Piehve seemed to open the 
Czar’s eyes, and he recalled de Witte 
to his councils. Altogether he cuts a 
sorry figure as he looks on helplessly 
at the rising tide of liberalism, which 
threatens to engulf him. His only bul­
warks are the army and the passive­
ness of the peasantry, but the intellect 
of Russia is on fire and when it ig­
nites the masses, the French revolution 
will be repeated unless wiser counsels 
prevail at St. Petersburg.

Fall of Campanile Showed the 
Condition of Art 

Antiques.

Manfrede Manfredi the eminent archi­
tect, and Signor Luigi Marangoni, the 
engineer, on the condition of St. 
Mark's shows an alarming state of 
affairs.

It confirms the statement that the 
fall of the Campanile two years ago 
was a blessing in disguise, as it called 
attention to the Venetian antique 
monuments of art.

The greatest danger to St. Mark’s is 
in the foundations which have been 
constantly giving away in divers direc­
tions. All the walls show such crack­
ing and weakening that it leads to the 
conclusion that under the magnificent 
dress of marble and mosaic is con­
cealed the most alarming decrepitude.

So bad is the condition of the vaults 
called the Paradise and Apocalypse 
that their complete and definite res­
toration is absolutely necessary. It is 
a miracle that they maintain their 
equilibrium.

The dome of the choir claims the 
most immediate and radical measures, 
as does also the great dome. Both are 
out of place and show fissures.

Restoration will have to be made of 
the walls and decorations almost 
everywhere to preserve intact their 
artistic and antique value.

Apart from the work necessary to 
rebuild the foundations, it is estimated 
that the cost of restoration will be 
$300,000, part of which is already in the 
hands of the administration of the 
Basilica, who have not always spent 
the whole of the $10,000 provided year­
ly by the Government for the up-keen 
of St. Mark’s,a

St. Mark’s is one of the famous 
churches of the world. Mr. Ruskin was 
enraptured with the beauty of its 
coloring: "The color of glass, of 
transparent albaster, of polished 
marble, and lustrous gold.”

CANADIAN DOCTORS

London, Jan. 9.—Marie Corelli’s lat­
est story is a sermon to the rich. She 
preaches loving-kindness and good­
will, pity and charitableness.

Just as Dickens preached the gospel 
of charity, in "A Christmas Carol,” 
years ago, Miss Corelli preaches it in 
1904 in “The Strange Visitation of Jo­
siah McNason, which- has been is­
sued as a companion volume to the 
New Year’s number of the Strand 
Magazine. The manner in which she 
has done, it, too, is extremely reminis­
cent of that which Dickens adopted.

McNason is a multi-millionaire, and 
a churchwarden. Yet, in spite of his 
wealth and his religion, he hardens his 
heart to the poor and lives only for 
himself. So, on Christmas Eve, “Prof. 
Goblin," of “Hell’s United Empire 
Club," visits him and teaches him a 
lesson.

“I was once a churchwarden,” says 
the Goblin, before he starts on a jour­
ney that is to work reform and to 
make McNason learn charity in a sin­
gle night.

"We give a bloated millionaire fits, 
I can tell you," goes on the sprite. 
“When he has got enough gold to 
gorge himself with expensive foods 
and wine, we take away his digestion, 
and the doctors limit him to milk and 
soda. And when he marries for money 
only, we take away his hair. And 
when he is harsh and unkind, and un­
charitable, we skin his soul."

“Christmas is a vulgar superstition

— In the necrology of 
the year 1904 the name of Henry M. 
Stanley is that of greatest renown. 
Universally recognized as the greatest 
of modern explorers, the man who 
opened the Dark Continent to civiliza­
tion passed away in London, May 9. 
at the age of 63. Had the death of Paul 
Kruger happened a few years ago it 
would have been a profound event in 
the affairs of the world; occurring, as 
it did, July 14, in the retirement of 
Switzerland, and with South African 
sovereignty incontestably held by Great 
Britain, only the unique personalty of 
the former president of the South Af­
rican Republic appealed to the pub­
lic.

In the death of Niels Finsen, discov­
erer of the Finsen light ray for the ! 
cure of lupus and other skin diseases, 
medical science lost one of its mas­
ter minds. The passing of Sir William 
Vernon Harcourt in England was the 
most notable of deaths among states­
men of international repute.
