Winnipeg, Feb. 28. — Three of a 
party of land-seekers from Minnesota, 
who arrived in the city and 
registered at the Imperial Hotel, are 
lying at death's door. They were 
found at 6.30 o'clock locked 
in their room, with the gas 
turned full on. The names of the men 
are Messrs. Wolson Of Hoffman, J. M. 
Peterson and A. J. Nilsson, Barrett, 
Minn. It was at first thought that 
the men were dead, but after an exa­
mination it was found that life was not 
extinct.

Doctors were summoned and every 
known restorative was used to bring 
back to consciousness. Until a 
late hour the doctors were at work 
without avail on the almost lifeless 
bodies of the unfortunate land seek- 
ers. They are all sturdy, robust men, 
about 40 or 45 years of age, and have 
families residing in the south. It is 
hoped that at least one w'1 recover.

BROTHERHOOD Of BAILWAY 
EMPLOYEES OUT.

Frouble Arose Over the Discharge of 
* Clerk Named Forrest—Freight, 
Transportation and Telegraph Do- 

I partments in the West Affected.

Vancouver, B.C, Feb. 28. — The 
Brotherhood of Railway Employees of 
the C.P.R. went out on strike 
at noon. Three hundred clerks left the 
freight, transportation and telegraph 
departments. The trouble arose, ac­
cording to S. pt. Marpole, over the 
dismissal of a freight clerk named 
Forrest for cause. The brotherhood 
demanded his reinstatement. This de­
mand was refused at 9.30 this morning. 
The brotherhood gave the railway 
management until noon to reinstate 
Forrest Forrest not being reinstated, 
at noon, the strike was ordered along" 
th e whole length of the line, which 1 
will involve over one thousand clerks 
in the system. Not many as yet be­
long to the brotherhood in Toron­
to and Montreal, but the union is thor­
oughly organized betweep Vancouver 
and Winnipeg. The strikers state that 
when Mr. Marpole was approached in 
regard to Forrest he told them that 
he would not now or at any other time 
recognize the brotherhood, and that 
this would end the brotherhood with 
him. They state that Forrest was dis­
missed only because he refused to re- 
sign from the brotherhood at the com­
pany's request, and that the railway 
were threatening many of their clerks 
that they must resign from the broth- 
erhood or from the C.P.R. Some time 
ago Forrest was spokesman of a com- 
mittee from the brotherhood who de­
manded the reinstatement of two of- 
ficers,’ a request to which the railway 
consented. Thus Fprrest, they say, was 
picked out for the first victim in the 
company’s war against the brother- 
hood. The brotherhood claim they 
were compelled to strike or disband, 
as the railway gave them no choice. 
All the offices are open, being run by 
the official heads with the scant help 
rapidly collected.

A BRUTAL MURDER.

Buffalo Man’s Brains Were Beaten 
Out.

Buffalo, Feb. 28.—Edwin L. Burdick, 
President of E. L. Burdick & Com­
pany and of the Buffalo Envelope 
Company, was murdered early 

his home in Ashland avenue. The 
theory at first advanced, that the crime 

was the work of a burglar, was aban­
doned as the police probed deeper into 
the case, and to-night, while the police 
claim to have several important clues, 
no arrest has be a made. Burdick was 
last seen alive last night at 10.30, when 
he bade the other members of the 
household good-night and started for 
his room, apparently with the inten­
tion of retiring for (the night. This 
morning his body, clad in an under- 
shirt. was found lying on a couch in a 
small room off the lower hall used by 
Burdick as a smoking room. The 
body was covered with a rug and a 
number of sofa pillows. The couch 
was saturated with blood, and the walls 
and floor of the little den were bespat­
tered with Burdick's brains and blood. 
The body when uncovered presented a 
ghastly sight. His head had been 
crushed in with some blunt instrument, 
and the blows were delivered with sire 1 
force that the skull was fracture 3 
several places and the brains were 
oozing out upon the couch. At the 
foot of the couch were found the draw­
ers and stockings. The trousers and 
other articles of clothing which Bur­
dick had worn were in his bedroom on 
the floor above. The bed had not been 
occupied. On the table in the smoking 
room the detectives found a bottle, 
partly filled with whiskey, and the re­
mains of a light lunch. Members of 
the family declare that Burdick never 
partook of the food of which the lunch 
was composed, and never drank liquor 
while eating. Mrs. Burdick, the mur­
dered man’s wife, left home two 
months ago, with the intention, it is 
said, of not returning. It is known 
that they did not five happily togeth­
er. On Dec. 3 proceedings for divorce 
were filed in the County Clerk’s office 
by Mr. Burdick. It is understood that 
Mrs. Burdick went -to Atlantic City.

DETROIT RIVER BRIDGE.

Application For a Charter Probably 
by the Pere Marquette.

Amherstburg, Feb. 28.—The Echo 
yesterday contained the notice of 
application to the Parliament of Cana­
da for an act incorporating a company 
having power to construct a railway 
and general traffic bridge across the 
Detroit River at or near Amherst- 
burg, with all necessary powers. Blake, 
Lash & Cassels are solicitors for the 
applicants.

It is probable that the Pere. Mar- 
quette Railway is behind this applica- 
tion. The Pere Marquette recently ac­
quired the Lake Erie & Detroit River 
Railway, from Walkerville to St. Tho- 
mas, and from Sarnia to Rondeau, on 
Lake Erie, where connection is made 
with ferry boats to Conneaut, Ohio. 
Notice has already been given that 
authority will be asked to build a 
branch line from Walkerville to Sand­
wich, and from a point east of Walk- 
erville to the Detroit River at Am- 
herstbu-g. It is probably the intention 
of the Pere Marquette to connect its 
Michigan system with the L. E. & D. 
R. division by a bridge, across the 
river at this point. The latter road is 
to be extended to Buffalo from St. 
Thomas, giving the Pere Marquette a

Washington, Feb. 28. — The Presi­
dent late yesterday sent the following 
message to the Senate :
i‘I have just received a cable from 
Governor Taft, which runs as follows: 
‘Necessity for passing House tariff bill 
most urgent The conditions of produc­
tive industrdy and business considerab­
ly worse in November, the date of last 
report, and growing worse each month. 
Some revival in sugar and tobacco 
prices, due to expectation of tariff law. 
The interests of the Philippines in su- 
gar and tobacco are extensive, and 
failure of bill will bit blow in face of 
those interests. Number of tobacco 
factories will have to close, and many 
sugar haciendas will be put up for sale 
at a sacrifice if the bill will not pass. 
Customs receipts have fallen off this 
month one-third, showing decrease of 
purchasing power of islands. General 
business stagnant. All political parties, 
including labor unions, most strenuous 
in petition for tariff bill. Effect of its 
failure very discouraging.’

In conversation with some of his 
Congressional callers to-day, the Pre­
sident dwelt with serious emphasis 
upon the necessity of the enactment 
of the pending Philippine tariff legisla­
tion.

4FURIOUS GALES SWEEP BRITAIN 
AND IRELAND.

Church Lifted From its Foundation 
and Thrown to the Ground— 
Train Blown Over.

London, Feb. 28. — A gale of almost 
unprecedented violence swept Great 
Britain throughout the night and did 
great damage, caused several fatalities 
and injuries to numbers of persons. 
Telegraphic communication northward 
of Leeds was entirely interrupted. The 
continental service was interfered with,
and large numbers of ships were forc-+
ed to seek shelter in the harbors.
Many minor wrecks occurred and the 
lifeboats and rocket apparatuses were 
busy all along the coasts.

There were several fatalities inland 
caused by falling chimneys and debris. 
Many houses were unroofed. The 
wind in the north of England blew with 
cyclonic force. The Lancashire mills 
and churches suffered greatly. The 
grand stand of the Lancaster football 
club was lifted bodily and deposited 
outside the grounds.

At Ulverton, Lancashire, a passenger 
train was blown over, a number of pas- 
seugers were injured and ten cars were 
wrecked.

Scores of shop windows at Liverpool 
were blown in and the goods Scattered 
about the streets.%

Great damage is reported from the 
coast resorts. A newly-erected church 
at Holybead was lifted from its founda- 
tions and fell in a heap of ruins.

A number of the supports of the sus­
pension bridge over the Menai Straits, 
separating the Island of Anglesea from 
the Welsh coast, were carried away, 
and traffic over the bridge has been 
stopped.

The gale swept over Ireland from 
north to south. At Cork a three-story 
building collapsed, burying fifteen per­
sons in the ruins. One of them was 
killed and one fatally injured. Various 
coast points report vessels ashore. The 
rivers in the interior are flooding.

Long Walk From Icebound Steamer 
to Land.

St. John, N.B., Feb. 28.—Thrilling 
in the extreme was the experience of 
three young women and four men who 
reached here to-night after a perilous 
trip over the ice floes from the impri­
soned steamer Minto, thirteen miles of 
Pictou Island. The sun’s rays almost 
blinding them, great crags of ice. baf- 
fling the strongest climbers, streaks of 
open water threatening them, nearly 
frozen as night fell and the darkness 
added to their terrors, the adventur- 
ous band were well nigh exhausted 
when they reached the mainland. 
While their imprisonment in the midst 
of the ice floes was wearisome and the 
scarcity of coal and provisions threat­
ening, it is not probable the party 
would have ventured to make the haz­
ardous trip over the ice had not two 
of the young women previously receiv­
ed word that members, of their families 
were seriously ill in Boston.

The steamer, which runs from Nova 
Scotia to Prince Edward Island, be­
came fast in the heavy ice last Mon­
day. Among the forty passengers on 
board were the Misses McKay, Per­
kins and McInnis of Boston. The 
two latter had heard that their parents 
were dying in Boston, and as the pros­
pect of freeing the Minto grew less 
and less their anxiety increased. Tues­
day they detern ined to set out for 
Pictou Island and thence make their 
way to the mainland and catch a train 
for Boston. They were urged not to 
attempt the trip, but when they said 
they were bound to try it four young 
men from St. John volunteered to ac­
company them.

Shortly after noon the party start­
ed, with many misgivings from the 
other passengers and warnings from 
the officers of the Minto. They were 
anxiously watched with glasses by 
those on shipboard, as it was believed 
they would soon become convinced that 
the feat was fu-ile and would return 
to the steamer, but they stumbled

THE IRISH PEACE.

Not in a century — not probably 
in the eight centuries in which Ire­
land has been under English rule- 
has there been such a good feeling 
between official England and Ire­
land as there is to-day. Yesterday's 

speeches in the British House of 
Commons mark an epoch in British 
and Irish history ten times more 
important to the welfare of the Em- 
pire than the subjugation of South 
Africa. For yesterday the English 
lion and the Irish lamb lay down 
together, and confidence and good 
will, and kind words, and mutual 
forbearances, and mutual apprecia­
tion filled the gaps created by 
many years of misunderstanding, of 
headstrong rebellion, and sore op- 
pression. To all men of the Em­
pire the spectacle is a grand one, 
but to those of Irish blood it is 
supremely grand. For there is no 
craven surrender on the part of 
the Irish, no swallowing of Irish 
wrongs, because of the conferring of 
a few empty titles or the handing 
out with a charity hand of political 
messes of porridge. The present 
state of good feeling was brought 
about by a manly spirit on both 
sides. The British Government, 
strong as has been, has determined 
that the land situation in Ireland 
must be remedied, and the Irish 
members giving the lie to those who 
claimed that they were agitating 
merely to embarrass England, cease 
their agitation and join hands with 
the British to help the people . of 
Ireland. What a difference there is 
in that.

The six bright, healthy, in- 
telligent boys and the lovely little 
girl who compose, his family circle 
are a group to make a father's heart 
glad. To be the head of a family is 
more gratifying than to be the head 
of the German Empire.

It was so that the beautiful Cor- 
melia felt when she declared that no 
Wealth was comparable to being the 
mother of the Gracchi. What, then, 
must be the joy of that man who is 

told that he is to be "the father of 
many nations!" For that reason the 
Hebrew people honor the name of 
Father Abraham; for that reason the 
American people ought to honor the 
name of George Washington As the 
Hebrews to this day venerate the 
aman from whom their race sprang, 
<* we have in the leader and found­
er of our commonwealth a man 
whose character is worthy of all our 

honor and veneration. Thousands 
upon thousands of pilgrims have 
journeyed to the shrines of Mach- 
pelah, in which are supposed to be 
buried Father Abraham and Sarah, 
his wife. On this national holiday 
in imagination we should be willing : 
to journey to the Mount Vernon 
tombs in which slumber the molder- 
ing bodies of Father Washinton and 
Martha, his wife. We should on this

George Washington had? Are we as 
true to principle as he, as ready as 
he to put liberty, poverty and Life 
itself in peril for the Sake of right?

George Washington was also stead­
fast, though he had to battle 
against and overcome the misman- 
agement of the American statesmen 
and the jealousies of his own gener- 
als. Some people think that the 
only battles Washington had to 
fight were those against the English 
and the Hessian soldiers. George 
Washington was not always "first in 
the hearts of his countrymen" as he 
was first in war and the first in 
peace. No sooner was he placed in 
command than his enemies at home 
began to conspire against him. After 
the capture of Fort Washington by 
the British these home enemies tried 
to wrest the commander’s sword out 
of George Washington's hand and 
give it to Major General Charles 
Lee. When Burgoyne surrendered to 
Horatio Gates at Saratoga, the 
"Conway Cabal" tried to supplant 
the old leader with this new con­
queror from the north.

Here, for instance, is a true goe- 
pel minister trying to preach Jesus 
Christ in the village or city church. 
Who is the greatest enemy he bas 
to fight? The saloon keeper? Tie 
proprietor who runs the low, play- 
house? The infidel who never sets 
foot inside of a church?

And sa, 
wherever we go, we find that our

When told that they 
did, he replied, "Then the liberties 
of the country are safe.” That prin­
ciple is our ground of hope to-day. 
On this national birthday we re-echo 
Washington's words and declare that 
"the liberties of the country are 
safe" when its citizens, from the 
humblest to the greatest, are good 
men doing their respective duties 
well. It was in Washington’s “gen­
ius of character" that we find his 
greatest element of strength. George 
Washington was a well rounded man. 
That means in ordinary, everyday 
language he was a good man wher-

a still higher beauty. 1 see in him a

happy and glorious earthly twilight, 
but in all probability life for all of 
us means continued work to the 
close. It will mean hard work clear 
up to the end. Then when our work 
is done, whether well or poorly done, 
God will call on us, and we must 
go. We shall go in all probability 
as George Washington went—quickly,, 
unexpectedly, without hardly a warn­
ing.
