It mizht have been montioned that the
~songregzations of the Halifux Presbytery,
referved to in last chapter, as having dis-
appeaved from the Roll, were all taken
charge of by the Presbyterian Church of
the Lower Provinces, for the sufficient
r2ason that the Kirk had no ministers to
send them. Few of the poople being
Scotch in these plicss, no “ disruption”
took place among them.

And now, before entering upon what
may be called debatable ground, we gaard
ourselves by reminding the reader that
we do not profess to write the Church
History of the Maritime Provinces, but
only to give som2 account of a small sec-
tion of Presbyterians therein. We are,
therefore, not to be accused of ignoring
the pious.and successful lubours of others.
It may be that some of our statements
wiil be questioned by those who have
viewed the matter from another stand-
point. We can only say we have done
our best to arrive at the truth, and that
rothing of importance will be found in the
following, we had almost said romantie,
«chapter that has not been subjected to the
criticism and correction of at least six
ministers of the largest experience in the
“Church to which it relates,

In respect to aspersions that have
been thrown by other writers upon the
memory of some the carlier missionarics
whose names are here meationed, we are
oot careful to answer their detractors in

this matter. We only recognize in it the
truth of the adage—

£ The evil that men do lives after them;
The good is oft interred with their bones.”

CHAPTER II.

Tue PreEsBYTERY ofF Picrou.

Curiously enough, the first systematic
attempt at settlement in this county, af
terwards destined to be so intensely Scotch
in its character, was due to American en-
terprise, and was cffected through the
agency of thePuiladelphia Land Company,
witich reeeived from the British Govern-
ment a grant of 100,000 acres, embracing
nearly the whole of the county and a part
of the adjoining county of Colchester,
Immediately following the treaty of peace,
in 1763, a few families came hither from
Marsland under the auspices of this Com-
pany. Eight years later, they transported
thirty families from the North Highlunds
of Scotland, who, arriving in the fall of
the year, and unsupplied with provisions
for the wiater, would certainly have died
from starvation had they not,with incredi-
ble labour and fatigue foupd their way
through the woods to the scttlement in the
neizhbourhood of Truro, where the same
Company had previously planted a little
colony of Irishmen from Loundonderry.
Some of the poor Pictou people had drag-
ged their families with them through the
wilderness. They remained on the shores
of the Busin of Minas until they had
acquired sufficient means to establish
themselves elsewhere, while others, who
had left theie familict in the county of
Pictou, returned, carrying on their backs
for their support the provisions they had
received as their wages, -These wanderers
were 5008 joined by several other families
who had emigrated from Duwmfries-shire to
the Island of Saint” John, from wheace
they had escaped to Pictou in the greatest
poverty and distress, They must inevitably
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have perished there but for the kindness of
the Highlanders who shared their scanty
stores with them. In 1784, at the close
of the American war, their numbers had
been largely increused by an influx
of disbanded soldiers. About the same
time a movement was set on foot for the
purpose of raising funds for the support
of religious ordinunces among the settlers.
They voted for stipend £80 for the first
year, £90 for the two succeeding years,
and €100 for the third year, to be in-

. creased afterwards in proportion to their
means. Application was then made to the
Associate Synod of Scotland, commonly
known as the Anti-burgher Church, for a
minister,in abswer to which the Rev.James
D. McGregor, D.D., arrived in Pictou in
the year 1786. This proved to be the meany
of inducing a large number of additional
emigrantstosail from Scotland, and,in time,
there came to be required ar increase of
ministers, so that we find in 1797 the name
of the Rev. Duncan Ross, and eight years
afterward, that of the Rev. Dr. McCulloch.
At this time the population had been
largely increased by emigrants from Iover-
ness, Ross and Sutherland shires, all of
whom had belonged to the Established
Church of Scotland. There being no min-
ister of their own in this new country, the
settlers wisely connected themselves with
the ministrations of those whom they
found therz on their arrival, and, from
time to time, they were appointed as elders
and office bearers in the congregations of
Dr. McGregor and Mr. Ross.

Dr. McCulloch soon acquired a high
standing for literary attainments, and was
appointed President of the Academy of
Pictou. As for Dr. McGregor and Mr.
Ross these gentleman were both ecarnestly
desirous that the Established Church of
Scotland should send out ministers to
its adherents, with whom they were pre-
pared to live in peace and harmony. But
the “prince of the power of the air”
was against them. The seeds of dissen-
sion had been sown broadcast over the
land,—too soon to yield the unsavoury
fruits of scctarian bitterness. Had some
others of their confreres manifested a like
geaerous and catholic spirit, it might have

)
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saved the county of Pictou from much of”
the political rancour with whieh it is
cursed to the present day.

In the neighbouring cou ity of Colches-
ter the Presbyterian clergymen were from
the Burgher branch of the Secession
Chureh. Those of the county of Pictou
were of the anti-Burgher braneh, and
between the two sections there was a
fieree war carried on, with relentless spirit
on both sides until\ the time, strange
though il may seem, when, after much
consultation and prayer, they united
under one Synod on the third of July,.
1817.

Matters might have gone on smoothly
enough, and long enough, but for the
unfortunate sectarian element referred to,
which not unfrequently found vent in the
pulpit, and at the catechisings. It was
not to be expected that peeple who had
sat under such men as the Frasers of
Kirkhili, McIntosh of Tain, and Stewart
of Dingwall, would long endure this sort
of thing.  Disputes, bitterness, and dis-
satisfactions arose, followed by more hard
preaching ; the inevitable result being
the withdrawal of most of the late emi-
grants from the connection altogether.

McLENNAN'S MOUNTAIN.

It was while these commotions were at
their height that the Rev. Donald Allan
Fraser, of Argyleshire, Scotland, a minis-
ter of the Established Church, landed at
Pietou. Mr. Fraser was just such a man as
was eminently qualified to gain the hearts
and affections of the Highlanders, —
young and handsome, a thorough gentle-
man, an accomplished scholar, exceedingly
plensing in his address, and a powerfut
Gaclic preacher. This was in 1816.
There were then about forty families, all
Highlanders,settled at McLennan's Moun-
tain. Between them and Mr. Fraser it
was a case of love at first sight. They
forthwith gave, and he accepted a call to-
become the minister of the charge, now
for the first time designated MCLENNAN'S
MOUNTAIN congregation in connection
with the Church of Scotland. A frame
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«<hurch to seat about 500 persons was
immediately erected, and a log house for
the minister and his wife were at the
-same time put up; and that little log
house at the foot of the mountain became
‘the centre of an influence which attracted
‘the scattered elements that were to form
the congregations in a short time to
spring up io all the country around.
Next year a church was built on Fraser's
Mouautain, distant about six miles from
MecLennan’s, and two miles from what is
now the town of New Glasgow, but which
at that time had no existence.  This
chureh formed part of Mr. Fraser's charge,
and here he officiated every alternate Sab-
bath. There were only about twenty-five
families connected with it, but they paid
half the stipend—$300—and it became
the nucleus in conrse of time whence the
St. Andrews Church, New Glasgow, was
afterwards formed. Here Mr. Fraser con-
tinued to labour with great acceptance and
success until the year 1837, when, much
to the regret of his congregation, he de-
mitted the charge and removed to Lunen-
burgh, from which place, in 1842, he
wmoved to St. Johu’s, Newfoundland, and
founded the St Andrews Church and con-
gregation there, in connection with the
Church of Scotland.  There, too, he was
greatly beloved and respected as a preacher
and as a man, and there he died, on the
Tth February, 1845.

During the vacancy that occurred in
consequence of Mr. Fraser’s removal, Mec-
Lennan’s Mountain and New Glasgow
separated and formed themselves into two
congregations, the former, under the min.
istrations of the late Dr. McGillivray, and
the latter, under the Rev. John Stewart,
afterwards of Knox Church, New Glas-
gow. Meanwhile the same process was
going on in other parts of the country.
The grain of mustard seed had grown
into a stately tree.  During the period of
twenty-six years, from small beginnings
the Church of Scotland had become the
strongest body of Presbyterians in Nova
Scotia, when, suddenly, her progress was
arrested by the unfortunate division of
1844. .

That year the minister of New Glas-

gow joined the Free Church. The
seven ministers of Cape Breton, one of
Lugenburgh, one of Shelburne, and one
of Curnwallis, did the same. Seven
ministers of the Presbytery of Pictou,
and two of the Presbytery of P-‘nce Ed-
ward Island returned to Scotland, and
accepted charges in the Establishment.
Three only, the Rev. Messrs. Scott and
Martin in Halifax, aod Dr. MeGillivray
of McLennan’s Mountain remained to
represeut the Church of Scotland in Nova
Scotia and Prince Kdward Island. These
were indeed dark and dreary days, when
uncertainty and doubt everywhere prevail-
ed, and when multitudes, who bad been
halting between two opinions, were carried
away by the enthusiasm of the hour, which
was fanned to a fluame by the glowing
representations of the several deputations
who were sent out for the purpose of
gaining over the ministers and people of
Nova Scotia. Not until the following
year did the Established Church find it
possible to despatch an cmbassage to
reassure her adherents and endeavour to
stay the movement ; and when, in 1845,
Dr. Simpson, of Kirknewton, Dr. Mec-
Leod, of Morven, and Rev. Norman Me-
Leod at length did arrive, although they
were received with unbounded enthusiasm
by those who still adhered to the National
Chureh, they felt that they hal come too
late to avert the catastrophe.

The subsequent history of McLennan’s
Mountain may be summed up in a few
words.—Tn January, 1838, the Rev.
Alexander McGillivray, was inducted to
the charge, and, amid all the vicis-
situdes that occurred during histime, con-
tinued to discharge the duties of his sa-
cred office, with a devotion and earnest-
ness rarcly equalled, until his death onm
the 16th February, 1862.  Queen’s
University, at Kingston, conferred o2
him the degree of Doctor of Divinity
in 1858. He was a native of the
Parish: ot Croy, Invernessshire, and came
to Nova Scotia in the year 1833. Dar-
ing the first five yoars of his ministry
he took charge of Barney's hiver, Lo-
chaber, and other stations. His attach-
“ment to the Church of Scotland was deep-
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seated and enduring, and when at last he
was called away, his death was acknow-
ledged to have caused the greatest breach
ever made in the raunks of the Church
to which he belonged. Few, if any, of
the ministers of the Church have ever
done so much to supply, consolidate, and
strengthen its deserted and sore-tried
congregations in the eastern parts of
the Provinece as Dr. McGillivray did.
For years he laboured alone, dividing his
time among all the congregations belong-
ing to our Church in the county of Pic-
tou. Before his death a substantizl new
dhurch, built of wood, seated for 600
people, and costing about £650, had sup-
planted the original one, and, in front of
this edifico, 2 costly mosument was ercet-
ed to his memory. It was at McLennan’s
Mountain that the first communion was
dispensed in connection with the Church
of Scotland in this county.

The present incumbent, the Rev.
William Stewart, a native of Perthshire,
Scotland, was educated at St. Andrew’s
and Edinburgh Universities, and was in-1
ducted to this charge in October, 1863.!
The number of families connected with)
the congregation is about one hundred:
and sixty, and of communicants, one hun-|
dred and ninety five. _The annusl stipend |
is $640. There is no manse.

New Grasgow.

A brief reference to this congregation
now follows in natural order.  As already
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of their property; but, for seven long:
years, St. Andrew’s Church was practi-
cully vacant. During this interval Dr. Me-
Gillivray gave such occasiona) services as
it wasin his power to supply.

In 1853 three young clergymen came
out from Scotland. Two of them were na--
tives of Nova Scotia ; Messrs. G. W. Sprott
and Alexander McLean; the third, the
Rev. Allan Pollok, was a native of”
Buckhaven, Fifeshire, son of the minis-
ter of Kingston Church, Glasgow. Mr.
Pollok received and accepted a call to this.
congregation, and was immediately induct-
ed. In 1856 the old church was taken
down and the present edifice erected on
the same site. It is a neat wooden build--
ing with a lofty spire. - It cost about.
$8000, and is seated for 800 or 900 people.
The bell cost $480. It is quite free from
debt, and was fnished by the Congrega-
tion without any extraneous aid. It ismore:

For some time after the division of
1844 it was doubtful whether the re-
manent portion of the congregation would
be able to hold together, but by the
blessing of God, under the ministrations
of Mr. Pollok the congregation so in-
<creased and prospered that some years ago
by mutual consent a portion of the con-

- gregation separated and formed a distinet
-charge at Ailbion Mines. In the summer
-of 1873 Mr. Pollok visited Scotland, and
had the honour of appearing before the
‘General Asscwbly. Shortly thereafter a
letter from him was received by the Pres
bytery of Pictou demitting the charge of
New Glasgow. This was reluctantly accept
ed ; the brethren expressing their deep
regret “at losing a brother so beloved, a
-eo-worker so faithful and a counsellor so
wise and prudent; and their sympathy
‘with the congregation deprived of a faith-
ful and beloved pastor.”

Mr. Pollok accepted the appointment of
Assistant Minister to Dr. Liishman of
‘Govan, Secotland, and discharzed with
much acceptance to the people the dutics
-of that large parish up to the date of Dr.
Leishmn’s death in September, 1874.
Subsequently he was nominated by the
«Colonial Committee to the Chair of
Charch History and Pastoral Theology in
the Divinity Hall at Halifax. The vacaney
in St Andrew’s Church, New Glasgow, was
filled by the induction, on the 1lth D.-
«cember, 1873, of the Rev. George Coull,
M.A., who had a short time previously
arrived as a Missionary from the Colonial
Comumitice. The congregation comprises
150 fumilies, 230 comununicants, 150
Sunday School Seholars and eight clders.
There is an excellent manse, The stipend
is $800.

AyrBION MINES AND WESTVILLE.

Thecongregation of St. John’s Chureh,
an offshoot as we have seen from New
Qlasgow,consists almost exicusively of min-
or3 and colliers. Their first minister was
sthe ‘Rev. Wm. M. Phillip, a native of

)

Scotland, ordained to the ministry in 1869
and inducted to this charge in 1863, when
there were some eighty fumilies conmected
with the church. After the lapse of a year
and a balf, so popular were Mr. Phillip's
ministrations, that the families numbered
161. In 1870, Mr. Phillip demitted the
charge and returned to Seotland, and is
now the parish miunister of Skene in the
Presbytery of Aberdecn. New coal mives
having bezn opened at WESTVILLE,in this
neighbourhood, a large population was
attracted to that place. For their accom-
modation a church was built in 1869,
called St. Phillip’s, and from that time the
winister of Albion Mines has given half
of his time to Westviile. The Rev. Charles
Dunn was inducted .to this united charge
in 1871, and he is now the minister.
There are about 270 families connected
with the two branches of the congregation.

Picrov.

The town of this name is situated
about three miles from the moath of an
arm of the sea forming one of the finest
harbours in Nova Scotia. The surrounding
district id excecdingly rich in minerals,
and has some of the finest coal mines in
the world. 'The first house in Pictou was
erected in 1799. TIts present population
is 3,200.

Although it is an oldish story now,
there are those still living who have a
pleasing recollection of the first minister
of the Church of Scotland who preached
in Pictou —a young Highlander who
spoke the Guelic eff.ctively, and whose
preachiug made a singulary deep impres-

j sion on the minds of hishearers. This was

the Rev. Alexander Mletcher, a native of
the Isle of Skye, and a licentiate of the
Presbytery of Edinburgh, who arrived in
1816. But he preached only four Sab-
baths. Dissatisfied with the existing state
of things, he proceeded to Upper Canada,
and was ordained to the charge of Martin-
town, by the then Presbytery of the
Canadas, in 1820. He died at Planta-
genet in the county of Glengarry, in 1836-
aged 4D,
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The first minister of St.Andrews Church
was the Rev. Kenneth John Mackenzie,
from the Highlunds of Scotlund, whose
memory is still fondly cherished by all the
agherents of the Church of Scotlund in
this Province, and whose distinguished
ability placed him in the first runks of his
countrymen. He seems to have been set-
tled bere about the year 1823, and here
he died in 1838, in the 39th ycar of his age.

The Pictou paper recording his death,
says of him:— The circumstances in
which he found the Church of Scotland
forced him intg controversy; and, to the lust
hour of his life, he was the advocate of her
rights; but his was such an open, manly
and generous opposition, that he went down
to the grave crowned with the respect even
of his encmies. He possessed the finest
order of talent, both as a public speaker
and writer.”

About the year 1841 Rev. Kobert Wil-
liawson became minister of this charge who
officiated until 1844, when,like a good many
others, he returncd to the old country and
was inducted to the parish of Knockbuin,
Sutherlandshire. After this there occurred
a Jopg vacancy, relieved at different inter-
vals by the two deputations fro .. the parent
church and the assiduous ministrations
of the late Rev. Dr. McGillivray till 1849,
when the present minister, the Rev. An-
drew Walker Herdman, M.A, arrived, to
find himself the sole Minister of scven con-
gregations.  After supplying the vacancies
within the bounds for some time, he nder-
took the charge of St. Avdrew’s Church,
and was inducted theretoin 1853,  Since
that date, the progress of the congregation
aswel inspiritual as material prosperity has
been uninterrupted ard most sati: factory.
The p::ople commenced by building for their
minister acomfortable manse on an clevated
site overlooking the harbour, comwanding
one of the finest views in Nova Scotia. It
cost about §3000. Morc receantly, they
undertook & great work iu‘the crection of
their splendid new church, which is uot
only an ornament to the town but one of
the finest ceclestastical edifices in the Pro-

vince. It is comstructed of brick with
stone facings, and flanked with stone but-’
tresses. with a central tower in froat, ter-
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minating in a spire 120 feet in heizht.
The size of the main body of the building
is 78 feet long by 50 feet wide,and it is com-
fortably seated for one thousand persons.
The interior is very tastefully finished, the
roof being supported by clustered columns
with moulded capitals from which spring
groined arches. There is a spacious base-
ment affording ample accommodation for-
the Subbath School and occasional meet- -
ings. The cost of this structure was about.
$25,000 which has been all paid. There
are upwards of 200 families connected with
the congregaticn and above four hundred:
communicants.

The district over which these congreza-
tions extend was first set’led in 1819 by
emigrants from the nort.. Highlands of
Scotland. For years they were destitute
of statcd religious ordinances, and’seldony
heard the Gospel preached. But the peo-
ple did the best they could for thewselves
by mecting on the Sabbath Day in some-
central place, joining in prayer und praise,
and having a sermon read from some of
the * orthodox authars ™ by the best
readers among them. Thus they continu-
ed till 1836,when the Rev. William Suth-
erland came among them and took chasge
of the joint congregation till 1843, when.
he confined his labours to Farltown alone.
Although licensed and ordained by the
Church of Scotland he refused to join any
Presbytery in this country. Butitisducto
him to say that his memory is greatly
revered to this day by the people of Earl-
town, by whom he was estcemed a devond
and faithful minister of the Gospel. Indeed
it scems questionable whether any other sa
pious has been scttled, before or since,
within the bounds of the Presbytery. He
had no worldly polish, but in rent worth he
was every iuch a true man. e died in
1848, and the place was again deprived of
ministerial services.  But the people did
not forsake the assembling of thewselves to-
gether.  They met as aforetime for worship
and to hear sermon, receiving also occa
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sional services from the Presbytery until
1852, when the Rev. Alexander Mackay,
M.A,, arrived among them.

Nevertheless, Earltown and West Branch
have as yet declined to be merged in “the
Presbyterian Church in Capada.”

The congregation are free of debt and

ness and Satherlandshires. Yet, even
here, * the language of Paradise” is no
Jonger the vernacular. It is fading away
before that of the Sissenach. But what
of that? There remains the ancestral
piety of the people, who are said to he
more than usually well versed in Seripture,
devout, strongly attached to the Charch
of Scotland ; remarkable for uprightaess
of character an< regard for religious ordi-
nances. In both congregations there are
aboud 250 familics, of whom about 1350
belong to the West Branch. “The churches
are respectively scated for 750 aud 700,
and are well attended, not only on Sab-
haths, but at the week-day prayer meet-
ings and other occasions also.

Their first pastor was the Rev. John
Macrae, now the parish minister of Stor-
naway, Seatland, who was settled here in
1827.  His winistry will not soon be for-
gotten in Picten County, for he was a
power among the peopiz.  Daring the last
montis of his ministry he hardly once
preached, exeept in the open air, because
no building could contain the thousands
that gathered around him.
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No pecple on the face of the earth,itis
well known, so instiuctively give them-
selves up to hero-worship as the Highland-
ers, and of all Highlanders none are more
demonstrative than Highlanders in the
Colonies. It is superfluous to ask the
reason why. With an imperishable love
of their native mountains and glens, and
an undying memory of sacred scenes amd
as~ociations in the land where their fore-
futhers sleep, how could it be otherwise?
As the captive Jews hung their harps
on the willow trees and wept by Bubel's
stream, while they thought on their loved
Jerusalem, so the peeple of East River,
and of Pictou county, had accustomed
thewselves to say, “ how shall we sing the
Lord’s song in a strange kind 7”7 And as
onc and another of their mini~ters, who had
often caused their heart-strings to vibrate
with the vhythm of their dear Gaelic ton-
zue, left them and desoluted their sanctu-
aries, such parting scenes as is now refer-
red to were as true to nature as when the
elders of Eplicsus in the apostolic days,
Kuceling on the sea-shore, fell on Paul’s
ncek and Kissed him, *f sorrowing most of
all that they should see his face no wore.”
Independent testimony miikes Mr, Mace-
rac onc of the foremost champions of the
Kirk in her times of trial and disruption
in Nova Scotia. It ulsc tclls us how he
and the Rev. Mr McKichan of Barney’s
River threw themselves into the breach,
amd urged with ability that the impend-
ing division wnd dismcwberment of the
infant Church should not take place, but
that the Colonial Church should declare
itself distiuct from the Scettish Church,
and how this was oniy carried against them
by a small wejority.

On his reiurn to Scouland in 1844:

BARNEY’'S RIVER.

The Rev. Dugald McKichan was the
first minister settled in this congregation.
His incumbency at that time was of three
years' duration, commencing in 1827.
The Rev. Alexander McGillivray, who
‘succeeded him in 1832, was fresh from
Scotland, and full of missionary zeal.
During the first two years of his pastorate
Lochaber and St. Mary's, constituted part
of his charge, but for the three succeeding
years he restricted his stated ministra-
tions to Barney’s River, and at the end of
that time he went to McLennan’s Moun-
tain, which will long be associated with
the memory of his name. “ Will ye no
come back again?” said the people to
their first minister; and back again the
.Rev. Dugald MeKichan came, in 1844,
but he left them again for Scotland, in
the trying time of eighteen forty-four.

With what tenacity of life a Pictouan
congregation can hold together ! Fourteen
years elapsed before another minister was
settled among them, and, when he came,
he found them still singing to the old tuac
“If T forget thee, O Jerusalem! let my
Tight hand forget its cunning.” It was
on the seventeenth of February, 1838,
that the Rev. James Mair was inducted ;
he only remained three years and a half;
when the tempting offer of Martintown,
in the Glengarry country lured him to the
West.  Nearly cight years he was the
minister of that important coneregation.

verance of the saints, if not the patience
of Job. Their present pastor, the Rev.
Alexander J. McKichan, inducted on the
22nd September, 1864,—is a son of their
first minister, who studied at St. An-
drew’s and Aberdeen, and who was for a
time the parish minister 6f Kinlochleu-
chart, Scotland. There are at present
seventy-two families at Barney’s River, in
connection with the church. In thesesre
142 communicants. About two-thirds of
the original families joined the Free
Church in 1844, and the harassing va-
cancies that have since occurred greatly
strengthened the congregation of that
church which enjoyed all along the ser-
vices of a faithful minister of the Gospel
in the Rev. Mr. Blair.

SALTSPRINGS AND GAIRLOCH.

Until recently these large and impor-
tant congregations were united. They
have therefore a common history, dating
from the year 1822, when the Rev. Hugh
McLeod began his ministrv in this part
of the country. After his removal from
the Province, the Rev. Donald Macin-
tosh secems to have had the pastoral over-
sight of the district in which are now four
or five large congregations; but he weunt
home in 1844, and received a presenta-
tion to the parish of Urray in the Presby-
tery of Dingwall.  He dicd the minister
of Eddleston, on the sccond of July,
1859.

With the exception of oceasional servi-
ces from Messrs Talloch and Christie, and
from members of the Preshytery, the
charge remained vacant until the arrival
of the Rev. Alexander McLean, now of
Belfust, a native of the county, who
had studicd for the ministry at the Uni-
versity of Aberdeen.  Though long
deprived of a pastor, neither of these con-
evegations could brook the idea of being
separated from the old Kirk of Scotland.
Again and again tiey besought the Colo-
nial Committee {0 send thewm a minister,
and great was their joy when, after nine
years waiting, they nad sct over them a
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man after their own heart, who could
speak to thewm in the language of their
forefathers, He was accordingly inducted
.their minister in 1853, taking charge
also of two other—the West Branch and
East River—congregations. The result
might easily have been foreseen. Mr.
McLean's health gave way, and, at the
end of four years, he was compelled to
resign. Two years afterwards, another
stalwart native minister undertook the
arduous task—the Rev. Alex. McKay,
now of Eldon, Ontario,—who liboured
with the utmost persevercnce and assid-
uity from 1859 till 1867—when he too
was obliged to snccumb.

Years before this time, the East River
congregation had secured a minister of
their own. Now it was resolved that Salt-
springs and Gairloch should each set up for
themselves., Accordingly, the latter, with
the spirit of true Highlanders and loyal
Kirkmen, drew themselves up full length,
and, with the promise of $720 annually,
called as their iirst pastor the Rev. Neil
Brodie, then lubouring in Cape Breton,
as a missionary from the Colonial Com-
mittee. This gentelman was settled over

. them in September, 1868, and coatinucd
to Jabour among them until October, 1874,
when he accepted a call from Lochiel, in
Ontario, where he still ministers. At Gair-
Joch they have a commodious and hand-
some church: as yet they have uo manse,
owing perhaps to the fact of theirlate pastor
being a bachelor, © fair, fat, and forty.”
They are equal, however, to the task of
providing one when it may be wanted.
The congregation isa compactand desirible
one, free from debt, and frec from *isms.”
The people arc kind, liberal, and thorough-
ly loyal. They have always had, aund
still have, a preference for the Glaelic; they
have expressed a preference too, in refer-
ence to the Union, to remain * us they
were.”

The same year, a little carlier, the
people of Saltsprings set their affections
on a young mative minister, the Rev.
William McMillan, formerly of Barltowe.
The attachment was mutual, dud ended
in his induction in the month of April.
Since then nothing has transpired to mar
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the happiness of either. On the contrary,
mutual confidence and affection has
strengthened the boud between pastor and
people. As clerk of the Synod, and in
other ways, Mr. McMillan has already
rendered important services to the church
at large; but a greater work than he or
any of his brethren in the Presbytery of
Picton have yet accomplished remains to
be done. If it might so be that one so
gifted, and so deservediy popular in the
county, should be the honoured instru-
ment of presenting the subject of Union,
haypily consummated elsewhere, in such a
way as to commend it to the honest con-
victions of the large and iufluential con-
gregations by which he is sourrounded, and
who do not as yet see eye to eye with us in
this great matter, there would be awaken-
ed sentiments of joy and gratitude through-
out the length and breadth of the Domi-
nion.

To the leal-hcarted Highlanders of
Pictou is dedicated this humble effort to
tell their children, and their children’s
children, the story of their love aod
aliesiance to the Kirk of Scotland. With
profoundest respect for their loyalty and
consistency we can still address them iu
the linguage of Christian affection,—
#*Come with us” dear brethren !—with
your big hearts full to overflowing with
respact for the old church we all love so

» well,—come with us: you will do us good :

and we will doyougood. Without abating
onc iota of loyal sentimicnt,—come with
us, ministers and people! Forgiving and
forzetting the past, us becomes the follow-
crs of the loving Siviour, let us together
pray for the peace of Jerusalem.
Behold! how guod a thing it is,
And Low becoming well,

Together such as brethren are
In unity Yo dwell,

Our Own Church.

The Rev. Robert Muir, the con-
vener of the Colonial Committee, and
his estimable travelling companion,
Mr. Playfair, of Abercorn, reached

Montreal on Sabbath morning, the
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29th October. Though just oft a long
voyage, both cheerfully consented to
preach. Mr. Muir officiated in 8t
Andrew’s Church in the morning,
and in St. Paul's in the cvening.
Mr. Playfair preached in St. Andrew’s
in the evening. There was but one
opinion as to the thoroughly cvan-

elical character of their dizcourses.
g‘hey are both eawnest and able
men, and well qualified to form a
just estimate of the things they have
seen and heard in this country,
and they had excellent opportunities
of informing themsclves in regard
to the position and prospects of
the Church in Canada. At Halifax,
Pictou, and Charlottetown, they met
with the leading ministers and mem-
bers of the church  In Montreal
they were fortunate in timing their
visit when a large number of the
members of the General Assembly’s
Committeo were in town. They
visited Kingston and Hamilton, and
preached in St. Andrew's Church,
Toronto. Before leaving our shores
they might be able to say, « Veni,
vidi, vict.” We feel that they have
done us good.

The Rev. Simon S. Stobbs, of
Lugar, Auchinleck, has also come
from the land of Buruns this summer
on a visit to the United States and
Canada. Mr. Stobbs preached in New
York, and also in St. Andrew's and St.
Paul's Churches, Montreal, and was
not & little surprised with the size and
splendour of some of the Presbyterian
churches in this new country.

The people of London, Ont., and its
neighbourhood, have been favounred
with a visit of that eminent divine,
the Rev. Dr. John Hall, of New York,
who officiated on a recent Sabbath in
the North Dorchester Charch in the
forenoon, and in St. Andrew’s Church,
in the city, in the afternoon. On both
occasions, although there was not time
to blow the trumpet loud or long, Dr.
Hail preached to overflowing audiences
in his usual eloguent aund cffective
manner. On both occasions, too, he

had the Rev. James Gordon, M.A., for
his curate, conducting the prolim-
inary services.

During the meeting in Montreal
most of the pulpits were supplied by
members of the Committec—inter alia,
Messrs. Grant, Sedgewick, Patterson,
Bennett, from the Lower Provinces,
and Drs. Topp and Snodgrass and
Messrs. McLaron,D.J., Macdonnell and
Smith, of Toronto, and K. Maclonnan
of Peterboro.

The committee appointed by the
General Assembly on correspondence
with other churches, with power to
appoint delegates, has named the Rov.
Geo. M. Grant as adeputy to represent
this church at the next meeting of the
Goneral Assemblies of the Church of
Scotland and the Free Church. Mr.
Grant is understood to have accepted
the appointment. .

A very successful Sabbath-school
festival came off at Beacnsureniin
connection with the St. Andrew’s
congregation some time ago. The
arrangemonts were all that could be
desired. The speeches were short and
to the point. S\Vh:u. better commen-
dation is needed ?) The proceeds
came well up to $50—“in aid of the
fund for repairs to church property.”

The Presbytery of Huron have ex-
pressed their satisfaction with the
proposed amalgamation of Knox
church and St. Andrew’s church in
GopericH. The intention is to have
one English church in the town, and to
organize the country sections horeto-
fore connected with the town into
three mew congregations, the two
collegiate ministers having these four
churches under their juvisdiction.
The Geelic-speaking poogle are to have
the use of St. Andrew’s Church.

Rev. Hamilton Gibson has express-
ed his intention of resigning the
charge of Bayrisnp and Varna, and
retiring from the active duties of the
ministry. The Rev. John Gordon of
Paisley has also resigned his charge.

Ata special meeting of the PrEsBY-
TERY OF WHITBY the resignations of
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Messrs. Ballantyne of Whitby and
‘Calder of Orono and Kendal were
taken into consideration. After hear-
ing commissioners from both congre-
gations the Presbytery consented to
anceept Mr. Buallantyne's resignation,
but not without expressing their high
-psteem for him personally, their ap.
preciation of hisscholarly attninments
and gentlemanly bearing, and their
admiration of his self-denial. We have
anly room for a single sentence of the
resolution adopted by the Presbytery.
but it is enougi) to shew the fine spirit
manifosted by all concernod in the
transaction. “The Presbytery feel
thankful to the llead of the Church
for the good work Ife has enabled
Mr. Ballantyne to do for the second
Presbyterian Church of Whitby. He
found it feeble and strugeling, but, by
his able and faithful labours, he has
raised it to comparative strength and
to actual independence.  His resign.
ing the pastorate of such an attached
and grateful people is a sacrifice laid
on the altar of Union, that illustrates
the usefulness peculiar to Christianity
and cannot fail of its reward.” We have
no doubt that such a minister will soon
find an enlarged ficld of usefulness.
Mr. Calder was induced to withdraw
his resignation.

SaugeeN PREsBYTERY.—At an ad-
Jjourned meoting of this reverend
Court, held at Durham on the 3lst
August, a call from Centre Bruce and
Underwood to Rev. Geo. McLennan
©of Knox Church, Minto, was taken up.
Mr, McLennan having intimated his
acceptance of the same, the Presbytery
agreed to the translation. The
trial discourses and other exercises of
Mr.J. H. McAlmon were heard and
sustained, and his ordination to Mark-
dale congregation appointed.

Trr PRESBYTERY OF MANITOBA meot
at Kildonan on the 18th August by
adjournment. Portage la Prairie and
Burnside were constituted a charge un-
cer the pastoral care of Rev . Mr. Bell.
High Biuf and Portage Creek were
erected into a second mission field and

the Rev. Mr. Stewart put in charge,
and these two clergymen were
appointed to preach alternately “in
Woodland, Ossowo, and Poplar Point,
each once in four weeks. Rev. Mr.
Frazer was appointed to Palestine,
Golden Stream, Woodside and West-
bourne. The Presbytery agreed to
send a missionary to Xmerson and
other settlements on the Red River.
Mr. Flett, the Indian missionary, was
examined by the Presbytery and
licensed to preach the Gospel. He
was afterwards ordained.  Arrange-
ments were made for the ordination of
Mr. A. Stewart to labour in Fort Pelly
and the Swan River district. It is
clear that this far-off Presbytery is
puiting on its armour—preparing to
do its share in ministering 1o the
spiritual wants of the great North-
west ag well as Manitoba.  There is
no question about the beneficial work-
ing of the Union in Manitoba.
Lixpsay.—At a wmeeting of this
Presbytery, reference was made to a
local union of congregations in Fene-
lon likely to be productive of much
good. A call from Cambray and Fene-
lon, having been sustained in favour of
Rev. Mr. McDougall of Cow Bay, Cape
Breton, was ordered to be transmitted

" to the Presbytery of Sydney. The re-

signations of Revs. Messrs. Murray
and Panton, the two Presbyterian
ministers of Lindsay, were next dealt
with.

parting with these brethren.

Although Ais work is his best
monument, this memorial is in every
way becoming, and a graceful expres-
sion of a loving people’s personal es-
teem for him.

Rev. Messrs McColl and McCunn to dis-
pense the sacrament of the Lord’s sup-
per: Mr Herdman to preach on the
17th October, and Mr. McMillan on the
21st November.

DEATHS.

Tiomas Carsnoryw,—A most excellent and
worthy man, aud an elder of Mr. Morison’s
congregation at Ormstown, dicd last April. 1le
was still in what may e called the prime of
life, being little over fifty years of age.  He was
most zealous in every thing pertaining to the
Church ; faithful jn duty ; large-hearted and
libsral in whatever was uadertaken for the
cause of the Gospel. The church can ill afford

. to lose such men.

David Beruuovsk.—This well-known citizen
of Montreal died, somewhat suddenly, at the
residence of his son-in-law, Mr. Alex. Ewan, on
the 22nd September, in the 75th year of his age.
Mr. Belthouse was a native of Leeds, England.
He first came to Canada in 1817, and syent most
of his lifc in Mountreal. He was the pioncer of
our Ocean Steamship Compan es. At his insti-
gation a Liverpool firm engaged in the enter-
prize, and when the first line of steamers—the
Genova, Lady Eglinton, and Sarak Sands—com-
menced plying to the St. Lawrence, in 1853, he
was appointed Agent for the Company. Ever
honourable and upright in business, he was
also, from conscientious conviction, a sincere
and consistent Christian. Possessing a culti-
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vated intellect and refined tastes, this fine old
English gentleman was of a genial and affabic
disposition, beloved in the social circle and
respected by his fellow-citizens. He was for
many yenrs a member of the St. Paul's Charch,
Montreal.
THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN
CANADA.
AN IMPORTANT MERTING.

The Committee of the Preshyterian
Chureh in Canada, appointed by the Gen-
eral Asscmbly, constituted in Montreal on
the 15th June last, to mature measures
for the next Assembly, met in St. Paul’s
Chureh . on tlic first of September, and,
after deliberating for eight days, concluded
its proccedings-at a late hour on Wednes-
doy evening, the 8th ultimo. The sub.
jeets which engaged the attention of the

Jommittee were varied and important, hav-
ing reference to the following matters,name-
ly: Eeclesiastical Procedure, Parliamen-
tary Legislation, Synodical Functions and
business, Missionary and other schemes,
Colleges, Eiducation for the Ministry, Ex-
amination of Students, Admission of
Ministers from other Churches, Amalga.
mation of Ministers' Widows’ and Orphans
Funds, Agency, Periodicals, Clerkship of
the Gene al Assembly, Mode of Eleeting
the Moderator of the Assembly. Upon
these and other subjects the Committee
had instructions to consider in detail and
to report. to the next annual mceting of
the General Assembly such recommend-
ations as might appear to the Committee
to be of practical impertance and utility.
THE PERSONNEL

of the Committee, being composed of the
representative men of the four Churches
recently united, formed, it is needless to
say, such a combination of brain-power as
it is seldom found possible to concentrate
upon given subjects. The whole numnber
appointed by the General Assembly was
eighty-cight, of whom sixty-six were Min-
isters. There were in actual attendance
sixty-one members, including twelve lay-
men. They came from the four Provinces
of Ontarin, Qucbee, New Brunswick, and
Nova Scotia, implying a journcy, coming
and going, of between fiftcen and sixteen
hundred miles on the part of several of

the members, The colleges were strongly
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represented. Drs. Cook, MacViear, Snod-
grass and Caven, the Principals respect.
ively of Morin College, Quebee; the Mon-
treal College ; Queen’s University, Kings-
ton, and Knox College, Toronts, were
present, as were also Professors Gregg and
McLaren from Toronto, and Mackerras
from Kingston. Of Doctors in Divinity
and Law there were, in addition to the
learned Principals, Doctors Taylor and
Jenkins of Montreal; Topp of Toronto;
Bell, Walkerton ; Bayue, Pictou ; Proud-
foot, London; Waters and Beunett, St
John, N.B.; Patterson, Nova Scotis;
Cochrane, of Brautford, and MeNish of
Corawall.

The Rev. Dr. Topp, the Convener of
the Committee, presided over its delibera-
tions. The Rev. P. G. McGregor, of
Halifax, and the Rev. John Gray, B.A,,
of Orillia Out., acted as Sceretaries. The
late Church of Scotland in tho Maritime
Provinces had but one representative pre-
sent, the Rev. Geo. M. Grunt, M.A.,
who 15 however acknowledged to be a
host in himself. In addition to the abova-

THE ORDER OF BUSINESS.

The subjects appointed by the General
Assembly for consideration having been
announced by the chairman, it was agreed
to take them up consecutively for discus-
sion und, that, when the Comuiittee should
be seized of the whole matter and had re-
ceived such explanations as the members
were able to give of the practices hereto-
fore followed by the respective-churches
previous to the Union, that then it should
be remitted to sub-committees to consider
in the light of the information thus ob-
tained, aud having also the mind of the
whole Committec upon the various sub-
jeets—the different matters in detail, and
to embody their couclusions, in a report
to be submitt «d to the general Committee:
and by it to be veconsidered, cluse by
clause, before its adoption.

For example, in regard to the question
of establishing a Ministers’ Widows’ and
Orphans’ Fund for the United Church,
statements were made by parties officially
connected with the scveral pre-existent.
Funds, setting forth their respective cap-
itals and other sources of rcvenue, their
modes of administration, the number of
annuitaats; the amounts paid to each, &e.,
With such data, the Committee were in a
position to discuss the merits of each and
to arrive'at certain conclusions. With
these for their guidance, the sub-committee
procceded to formulate the outlines of an
equitable plan for the United Church.
This in tarn being considered by the
General Committee, and amended, was
finally adopted, and ordered to be sent up
to the General Assembly in the form of a-
recommendation.

THE RESULTS.

It follows, necessarily, that the work of
the Committee was simply of a preparatory
nature. It hud not the power to make a
single enactment.  But, tuking for grant-
ed that its membership fairly represented
the mind of the different scctions of the
Church, it will be found that important
and valuable service has been tendered by



the suggesting of practicable measures,
and thereby facilitating the transaction of
business at the next meeting of the As-
sembly, when there will in all probubility
be present a constituency so large as to be
otherwise unmunageable for overtaking
the amount of business that will be
brought before it. The following are un-
derstood to be some of the more impor-
tant recommendations of the Committec:
1. That the mode of electing the Mod-
erator of the General Asscmbly be by an
open vote of the members composing the
court at its first sederunt. (In the
Church of Scotland branch, usc and woat
had vested the nomination of the Moder-
ator in a so-called College of ex-Modera-
tors. In the C. P. Church the Presby-
teries had the privilege of nominating.)

I1I. HOME MISSIONS.

That there be one Bourd of Minagement
for the whole Chureh, consisting of forty-five
- members, of whom one-third shall belong to
the Synod of the Maritime Provinees ind
theremaining two-thirdsto theother Syneds
of the Church, including Manitoba; that
the Committee be correspondingly divided
into two sub-sections for the transaction
of business within their respective dis-
tricts, empowered to act separately, but to
report jointly to the General Assembly.

That the Fund to be administered by

" the Board shall consist of two parts,
(1,) the Home Mission Fund proper, for
the support und extension of Mission
stations throughout the Dominion; (2)
the Fund for supplementing orgunized
congregations unable of themselves to
provide fully for the maintenance of
ordinances.

That the support of Manitoba College
shall in the meantime be a charge on the
Howe Mission Fund,

That congregations not self:supporting
bui able to pay at least $400 annually
toward stipend, und at the rate of $450
per communicont or $6 per fumily, may
be supplemented by the Board ; and that
the minimum stipend, exclusive of manse,
from all sources, shall be $700 in all
such cases. (This recommendation is to
the effect that separate collections sheuld
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be taken up throughout the church
annually for the Home Mission Fund, and
for the supplementing of small congrega-
tions, and that no settled minister in the
church should receive a smaller stipend
from all sources than $700.) In citics
and towns this sum may be excceded at
the diserction of the committce. The
amount of supplement shall in no case
excecd what i3 necessary to bring up the
stipend to 8700, and in all cases it must
be proved to the satisfuction of the Pres-
bytery of the bounds that a congregation.
has contributed for stipend to the extent
of its ability.
III. FOREIGN MISSIONS.

That there shall be one central Fund
for the sapport of Foreign missions to
which all the congregations and mission
stations, shall be required to contribute
annually ; and one Board of Management-
annually appointed by the General As-
sembly. In the meantime however, it
is deemed expedicnt that the Fund be
divided into two sections;— (1) Ontario,
Qucbee, and the North-West; (2) the
Maritime Provinees. (This, in cousider-

‘ation of the faet that the churches of the

Maritime Provinees, at the time of the
Union, were committed to a very suc-
cessful system of Foreign Missions, esta-
blished a number of years ago in the
South Sea Islands, the West Indies, and
elsewhere.)

IV. MINISTERS' WIDOWS' AND ORPIIANS™
FUND.

Thatone Fund be ereated for the whole
church, that respect be had to the pre-
visions contained in the Act38 Viet.,
cap. 61—passed during lost session of the
Legislature of Quebee, to the effect ¢ thut-
no widow or orphan of a minister, who
had formerly telonged to the Presbyterian
Church of Canada in connection with the
Church of Seotland, shall receive a less
annuity from the fund of the United
Church than would have pertained to
them, in terns of the scale in force at the
date of Union, if the Churches bad not
united ;” that the terms on which mivisters
be admitted to the bencfits of the Fund.
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be as follows:—the payment, by each
minister applying for-admission under 35
years of age, of §8 annually; from 35 to
40 years of age, $10; and from 40 to 50
years of age, $12 annually,—application
by parties over 50 years of age to be sub-
Ject to special consideration; that the
ministers of the late Presbyterian Church
of Scotland in Canada continue to pay,
as heretofore, $12; the ministers of the
late Charches in the Lower Provinces $8,
and the wministers of the late C-nada
Presbyterian Church at the rates first
mentioned, $8, $10, and $12 annually;
that, saving the above proviso, in favour
-of the Chureh of Scotland in Canada, the
payments to widows and orphans be in all
-cases eqaal, namely, $150 per annum to
-each widow, with the additional annual
sum of $20 for one child, 836 for two
<hildren, $50 for three children, and $10
for each additional child. In the case of
-orphan children, the annuity be the same
4as to a widow until the annuitant or an
‘nuitants have reached the age of 18 years
for girls, and twenty-one for boys.

AGED AND INFIRM MINISTERS.

That there be instituted one Fund for
the payment of retiring allowances, to be
:supported by annual congregational collec-
tions throughout the Church, donations
and bequests; that ministers retiring
from active serviece, with the consent of
the General Assembly, after 10 years ser-
vice be eatitled to an annuity of $100,
and 810 a year for every additional ydar's
-service, up ta 40 years’ service, if the Fund
admit. .

COLLEGES.

In addition to the revenues derived from
their endowments, it was aseertained that
the following sums are requisite to main-
tain-the undermentioned Colleges in their
present state of cfficicncy, namely:—
XKnox College, Toronto, requires $11,000;
The 'Theological Faculty of Queen’s Col-
loge, Kingston, $§2000; The Montreal
College, $6390, and the Theological Hall
of Halifax, $5000, annually.

The opinion was very generally enter-
tained that the United Church should
aim at the permanent endowment of all its

N
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Colléges as soon as possible. 1In the
meantime it is recommended that the
deficit of revenue for the said Colleges be
provided by congregational contributions,
under the authority of the General Assem-
bly, and, to this end, that the territorial
system be adopted ; that the Synod of the
Maritime Provinces be the constituency
for the support of the Theolozical Hall at
Halifax ; that the territory bounded by
the Maritime Provinces on the East, and
by the St. Lawrence and Ottawa Railway
on the West, be assigned for the support
of Montreal College, and all the tervitory
West of the said Railway, for the support
of Kunox College, Toronto, and Queen’s
Theological Hall, at Kingston. '(Ie the
event of it being judged necessary to
augment the equipment of the said Col-
leges, by the appointment of additional
professors under the above system of sup-
port, it was conceded that Morrin College,
at Quebec, he entitled to an equitable
counsideration.

.

CLERKSHIPS, AGENCY AND PERIODICALS.

(1) Thatthe Rev.William Reid, M.A.,of
Torante, Rev. Professor MacKerras, M.A.,
of Kingston, and the Rev. William Fraser,
of Bondhead, be appointed joint clerks of
the Assembly, the two first named with a
salary of $250, and the lust named, $150
per anoum, exclusive of incidental ex-
penses, (2) That two Agents be appoint-
ed, for the management of the fnancial
affaivs of the Cnurch--their respective
duties to be hereafter defined—One in
Toronto, the Rev. William Reid M.A.,
and oue in Halifux, the Rev. P. G. Mec-.
Gregor, cach with a salary of $2000 per
annum. (3) That one periodical be pub-
lished monthly wnder the authovity of the
General Assembly as the official record of
the Church ; that it be published in the city
of Montreal, and that Mr. Croil be the
Editor; that it be supplied to congregations
at the rate of 825 per 100 copies, free of
postage, and to single subseribers for
60 cents per annum; that a comnnittee
be named to make arrangements for com-
mencing the issue of the periodical on
the first of January to be named THE
PRESBYTERIAN RECORD, with an edition
of at least 30,000 copies; and that the
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same committee be charzed to report on
the feasibility of establishing and maintain-
ing a monthly periodical suitable for cir-
culation in the Sabbath Schools of the
Church.

ECCLESIASTICAL PROCEDURE.

A report was also read and adopted
defining the questions to be put to Minis-
ters, Elders, and Deacons at their ordina-
tion and appointment; preseribing the
fermula to be signed by ministers at their
induction, the terms of the Barrier Act,
the form in which church records, reports,
and like official documents are to be en-
grossed, with other matters of detail which
do not require to ke specified. There
being no further business the members
united in singing the lust three verses of
the 122 psalm, commencing with the lines:

¢ Pray that J=rusalem may have
Peace and felicity.

Let them that love thee and thy peace
Have still prosperity.”

After which the chairman engaged in
prayer, and closed the proceedings with
the Apostolic Benedietion.

It only remgins to be added that the
proceedings were conducted throughout in
a business-like manner, and that nothing
could exceed the fine spirit and temper
which prevailed. The discussions were
characterized by marked ability, and a
tone of earnestness and coneiliation, which
not seldom rose to magnanimity. A
frank auod fearless expressisn of opinion
was honestly given—predilection for par-
ticular systems was prooounced, but 6f the
old dividing party lines not the faintest
trace could be seen. Had the members
of this Committee doue nothing more,
they might justly feel proud that they
have solved a problem hidden for genera-
tions from the wise and prudent, and
proved, beyond contradiction,— the essen-
tial uuity of thegreat Presbyterian family.

The more fully
we become acquainted with that his-

may do, if it is well managed and
popular, lo fifty thousand or more.
But that is the rub—* ¢/ 1t is popular.”
It will be, if the church chooses to
make it s0. That is to say, if infor-
mation is supplied, by those who can
do it. of an interesting kind. With
such a vast domain as we shall call
“our own,"” and such a staff of assist-
ants as we ought to have, and, above
all, looking to the Master for guidance
and direction . great as the enterprize
is, it is bound to succeed.

There iz this difficulty to be over-
come at the ouiset, to get the ear and
the confidence of the five and twenty
thousand who in Devember next will
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go into mourning for the loss of their|
own faithful counscllors who have for |
a long time visited them periodically.
That, too, is one of the sacrifices anda
not the least, we are called upon to
make on behalf of the Union. But,
when we look around and see the true
nobility of spirit that is abroad among
the churches in respect of other
matters, we doubt not it will extend to
this also. If local intelligence must!
be condensed into lesser space, it will!
have a wider spread. With an ex-
tended scope of vision we may look
for enlargement in our sympathies
and oneness of aim and purpose.
May not selfishness and narrowness be
thrust out, as we become better edu-
cated in the Apostolic doctrine,—
“Look not every man on his own
things, but every man also on the
things of others ?”

We take the liberty of throwing
out these hints, and of addressing a
copy of this number to each minister
on the roll of the General Assembly in
the hope that the prospectus which will
be issued ina few days, may meet with
a generous reception.

FRENCH EVANGELIZATION.

We have already called attention to
the claims of the French Mission work
as set forth in the Conveners circular,
and we have learned with regret that
the result, hitherto, has by no means
come up to the expectations of the

Board and the exigencies of their
treasury. Not one tenth part of the
congregations have yet responded.
We invite attention to the following

statement of the case that has been put
in our hands,

For long years the various societies went on |
sowing the seed, but were denied anything like '
an encouraging harvest. Since the advent of |
Mr. Chiniquy to Montreal *ast winter, however,
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the whole of the work has changed. It was
fortunate that he, who possesses, as no other
Protestant minister does, a huld upon the Cana.
dian mind and heart, should have visited this
Province, at a time when a grasping and relent~
less ultramontanism, in its attempt to bind
closer the fetters of its victims, had rather over-
done its part and had excited a real though con-
cealed resistance among the Roman Cathbolics.
As a consequence, there has been for months
past a constant ingathering of souls into the
kingdom of the Redeemer from the realms of’
superstition, and those conversant with tho
movement ceased to wonder when even priests
and nuns are found amongst inquirers, and
when the laity seck instruction in the simple
Gospel of Jesus Christ. Russell Hall, into-
which Mr. Tanner’s congregation moved in June
last, is now filled to its utmost capacity at
nearly every diet of worship; Mr. Chiniquy,
with Mr. Tanner and Mr. Amaron, minijstering
to the multitudes that ock to hear them. And
what is going ou in Montreal is taking place on
a smaller scale, in other places where the mis_
sionaries of the Evangelization Board have
been at work. It iz reaping time—time for the
Church to pray for the cause and seud forth
fabourers. A wide door Las been opened; if
we do not enter in and vccupy now, that door
may be closed again. At least $10,000 a year
will be required to keep our present staff of’
about 30 missionaries andte achers in the field ;
and much of this is needed at once. Mr. Tan-
ner, who was appc'n-ed general agent of the
Board by the Assembly, is now visiting the
eastern part of the Church, and will gradually
find his way westwards, infuring the congre-
gations as to the detalts of the work, and re.
ceiving their contributions. But, m antime, the
Treasurer will thankfully receive personal
contributions from such as are disposed to aid
the Board in their endeavours. Congregations
that have made collections for the scheme are
urgently requested to forward them ; while those
that have not yet made the collection are de-
cired to do so at the earliest possible moment.

ABOUT THE JUVENILE MISS!ON.

The following letter has been received by
the secretary from Miss Pigot, who has been
obliged to leave her work at Calcutta for a
time, and to ceme to England to recruit her
failing health. The letteris a very interesting
oie, and will show buth the nature of the
work and how much it is needed. The perusal
of it may perbaps siir up some of our schools
which bave never yet taken an aciive interest
in the mission to come forward to aid it. There
arc many of our Sabbath Schools which, as
schools, do not do anything for Foreign Mis-
sions, but spend the whole amount of their
weekly collections in prizes, picnics; &c. Now
would not the heads of such schools be consult-
ing the true welfare and happiness of the cbil-
dren by encouraging them to contribute of their
own to an object in which it is well that theip
sympathies should be early enlisted and train-
ed? There arc at present four or five girls at
Madras, whose names were sent home by our
Canadian Missionary, Wiss Johas, to be off:red
to any school which might be willing to undes-
take their support.  Any, therefore, previously
disappointed in their application for an orpban
10 support, can now have one assigned to them.
Our readers will, however, hear with deep re-
gret that Miss Johns bas been already obliged
by broken health to return to her home at Hali-
fax.

Miss Pigot’s letter.

Beororp, Aug. 17, 1875.
Denr Miss Machar,

i regrat much so long a delay in thank-
ing you for your kind favor, dated Feb. 5. 1
trost there may be letters shorily from your
two agents, which T shall be glad to translate
and iforward to yon. Waiting for these, I
delayed my own letter.  Hotwever, vou may be
assured that your own special work is being well
cared for. I left the same teacher that we have
hitherto had,—the school with Leah of our
Osphanage and the Kidderpere Zenanas—with
Dene Nenic.  Mrs. Calquhioun Grant, a lady
resident at Kidderpore, who supported tiwo ar-
phaus with ug, and otherwise is guite exception-
al in the extent of direct wark she does, very
rradily met my anxictics for Ridderpore.  She
at fivsl agreed to take an interest in our schools
there. and when sheknew we tanght in Zenanas
as weli, she was hersoif anxious o belp us with
these.  The Dhidha-Pamh School is also being
auiz hedped by Wic andit of the Qrphanage,
Heis = High-cast Bralimin, and has the privilege
of access to his class : and his familiatity with
Chrisiian work, T have reacon to hope, has
wronght conviction npon hilnsclf.  He g.ves the
secalar acsistance that was my share in his
Schoal. Things mare imporisat awe in as good
and safe keeping with our two orphans, i
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and Helen: under Miss Macnamara's supervi-
sion I Iuft the school prospering and working
satistuctorily.  This is ~tLe  sowing lime
only, and <0 the good lessons were ull being
taught. It behoves us to work with a special
and always sustained euergy, for, in teaching
such schools we have often reason to fear that
some little ear, hearing that day, may never
again hear the word spoken.  Every few weeks
brings us some fresh faces, and takes others
away from us, It is not like the old matured
ground, with Uime io sow, and see it settle
down, and watch for the growth and result.
But we may Lope that the old lessons may be
recalled, and bring forih fruit after the chil-
dren have gone farawasy from us. Will ourfriends
and supporters pray for such fruit from their
school, and that the teachers may be greatly
streagticned in budy and spirii ?

The school worked in the most perfect order
at my last visit.  First, on entening by the pas-
sage inio the Garden Square, 1 turned into the
bhouse. The vld woraan called the hurkqaru was
seated mn the tront, watchful that no hurt or
barus imppeued, and ready to do the errands of
all. 1t will be remembered that she brings the
children from their hontes sees them safely
vack again. A very essential person is our
hurkaru, and very helpful too.  This poor wo-
man gets only s.x shithngs per wmonth, and we
have 1o be assured also of ber thurough relinble-
ness, for childieu often come ladea wiib jewels
to amounts that she could never earn n her
whole lifetime.  And her inficence with the
mothers helps in many instances to fill the
schouol. Minds are so much on a level that
these poor women ¢can go into the wealthisst
houses, and suggest and advise the children's
being sent 1o sehovol, with a liberty of speech
and freedom of manuer not to be understoed in
this country between two such different spheres
in hife.

To cvert to our school—Helen was teaching
the more clementary classes. Thiey were engug-
cd in a Scriptute lesson from the = Peep of
Day.” 1 was ther asked w hear their cate-
chism,—pages of which they knew most per-
fectly.  Nextshe took them simultancously in
a Geography iesson, using 2 miserable old map,
well-worn, which we had to put aside 2§ past
using and almost misguidirga tie Orphanage.
These are wantis in which our friends may kelp
at distant intervals.  Afler this came the read-
ing lesson.  The different divisions had their
wniing sct before hand, so none were left idling.
Al stood beside their slates, and then division
after division came up to read, while Helen
ook the opportuuity of cach change of reading
classes, to walk round to inspect the writing
that was geing en. THhRS Duld sete wWork, so
much order as thiz.  And very impartant train.
ing this is for them, from the utter lack of order
in their homes, the lingering loitering waste of
time, and the noise and confusioa when work
has to be done. Such rig dity of rulc scems
almost too much for these haby creaturces
hardly tall enough to be out of their motbers
amms, but their marked features and deeply ex-
pressive eves, together with their natumsl

precociousness, leads us to act as with older
children. 2 -

‘The childrena of the upper:'school that Leab
teaches are ali ahout the ages of seven oreight,
and in exceptional cases so much as mne.
These are in tnee sets—class by class ocen-
pied in the same strict order, all busy, and each
class knowing what to do and when to do it.
This is quite cur Model Schoul, and few have
been so successtul anywhere,  § nussed several
faces on that last week of my visit, It was the
great marrying month, for this may be done
only at the propitious seasons, and always
after nightfall, when the stars shine out to give
accuracy to their astrological calcnlations.
Several were thus away for the marriage of re-
latives, and others getting married themselves.
Parents are in a state of preparedness fron: a
very early date, watching the chance ofa good
marriage. And they only delay, when not suc-
cessful, until the latest such date,and buiriedly
close them with what they at last can get. [t
does not take long to conclude marringe nego-
tiations.  One girl had been prowised to a de-
sirable lad, and 21l the preliminary ceremonies
had been performed of the turmeric water-bath,
and keeping the girl dyed a bright yeilow for
three days. At the last, as the bridegroomn was
being bLrought te the marringe, u dispute
securntd avout the dowry. The lad’'s father
stoud obdurate, and the bride's parcrt became
vquaily resolute. The lad might get many
another bride, but & briaegroom” was more ur-
geatly needed for the gird. The father remem-
bered an clderly man who had offered on
casier terms.  Messengers were sent w.ith the
utinost speed to him, and the fricnds who were
bringing the young bridegroom turned towards
the house of the old bridegroom, and rousing
him from his sleep, for it was past midnight, he
was hurried out and brought in due time.

: Poor children!—itis not to be wondered at

that they should be so devoid of childhood,
considering the continual bargain and barter
trere is from their carMest infancy, until the
all important marriage is effected, and theao,
alas, the Zenana walls close upon them.
