The conditions  of insurince pOllCleS,
which refer to sLom(ve orlkeeping of inflam:
mables or explosives, such as benzing,
naphtha, varnish, gunpowder, ete., are too:

often over-looked by pohcy-holdels ‘Who |-

seem either not to think at all, or to think
that all the risk they can ‘pOSSibly‘ crowd
into their premises should be borne by the
‘insurance’ companies, wlhiether they have
agreed to assume such risks or'not..” Ex-
amination of the conditions and the con-
siderations involved divests them of all
appearance of
advantage, from the fact that,in nearly
every case, the keeping or storing of such

things are unnecessary, and fraught with -

undue peril to life and limb, as well as
property. Il we take tlie extreme case
of a hardwate :slore, druggist's shop, or
furnitare factory, where the. sale or the
use of such thmgs may be absolutely
necessary to the business, the fact of such
acondition 'in the fire: policy brings the
insurance company and tle assured into
direct collision : thelaller. wants that
which is as necessary. to his business as is

the insurance, and (he former has directly
- probiibited it, Both Dbeing wise, neither one-

gives way ubsolutely to the other; but the

assured states what he. requires, and how -

“he can, by isolation or otherwise, prevent
the pxolnb)ted 'utlcles flom unduly in-

hardship - or "of undue:

creasing the hazard of his risk ; whilst the
company, being satisfied as-to- the pre-
cautions for the prevention of undue
hazards, gives written - permit for the
necessary articles under an agreement as
to precautions: : But: for: this condition
being printed so0° conspicuously in-the
policy, the assured. would ‘not have:his
attention drawn to that which imperils
the safety of himself, his- employees -and
neighbors, and fires would be unnecessa-
rily increased. - We are aware that under
the system. of brokerage, which is con-
stantly growing, the companies are being
led to reject the necessary precautions in
the issue of policies, and o adopt printed
forms, under which every sort of permit
is given, without consideration or restric-
tion’; and we see, month after month, fires

‘resulting from-causes which would not be

allowed to exist if more care were exer-
cised by the underwriters. Yet, whenever

- the property is worth preserving, it is the

muinal interest of -the owner and the

.underwriter'to make such agreement: as

will prevent avoidable hazard, and tomake
the agreement in so binding a shape as will
insure its observance. . Where the property
is not' worth the adoption of: precaution
for its preservation, its owner should not
have it'in his' power to obtain insurance

“upon it; and where he objects to the

enforcement - of .- proper precautions' the

. companies should have such respect for

themselves as' to refuse  toissue :iny

has more than once argued that there is
no free trade in England because there
are duties on imports, but what is gener-
ally understood Ly free trade is to impose
no duties which will benefit a native pro-
ducer and enable him to levy an indirect
tax on the consumer. This is the principle
of the Buglish tavilt, The tea and tobaceo
duties fall on all consumers -of those
articles, and they are not produced in the
United Kingdom. The wine and spirit
duties are countervailed by excise duties
on the domestic production. 'Noaltempt
has been made to introduce the English
free-trade system jnto Canada, and it is
as to the de-
gree of  protection to be granted. It
appéars to us that Sir Johu Macdonald

“rather weakens. liis.own position by ad-
. mitting that Mr. Mackenzie is an * ab-
-solule free trader :

'Tt.by no means follows let the protec-
tionist pollcy may not -have exercised an
imporlant inlluence on the general trade
of the country, owing to the direction of
capital to the establishment of manufac-
turing industries, This question is wholly
distinet from the public revenue.. It must
bae- obvious, if any- particular article of
manufacture be taken, that if doties are
imposed high enough to ensure its home
production, the revenue must- suffer, and
protectionists do not shrink from admit-

public works and at the same time en-
courage and develop the industries of the
country. The object of encouraging in-
dustry is to check imports, and tlhereby
lo decrease the revenue. ‘The question is
far too important to be dealt with on
erroneous grounds, There is much to be
said-in favor of a protective poliey under

special circumstances, but it is vain to
deny ‘that. the tendency is to cause a re- -

duction in the revenue.
