SUMMARY REPORT OF THE WORK DONE IN THE RECORDS BRANCU
DUIUNG THE YEAR 1896.

The files, registers, index, and letter books of 1893 were received from the
Correspondence Branch early in the year. An inventory thereof was immediately
made which shows that seventy six files entered in the registers were not amongst
the papers received, of which thirty-nine were unaccounted for. This was duly
communicated to the then Acting Under Secretary of State.

The convict files of 1894 wore received at the same time. The deficiency in
this delivery was five files unaccounted for and forty-seven files charged to the
Department of Justice.

In section B of the Records Branch there were received during the year two
hundred and twenty-four requisitions necessitating eleven hundred and three
searches, fifty of which were unsuccessful and one thousand and fifty-three success-
fui.

The communications and deliveries made include eight hundred and twenty-
eight files and two hundred and twenty-five printed documents.

In section C, the work of indexing the papers of the first period has been
continued for the greater part of the yenr.

Eighteen thousand seven hundred and sixty-two papers have been indexed and
arranged in four thousand four hundred and forty-one new files.

Of the several other works undertaken during the year and in course of execu-
tion it is not deemed expedient to make any mention before they are completed.

REPORT

0F' THE

BOARD OF CIVIL SERVICE EXAMINERS
FOR THE

YEAR ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1896.

In their report for the year 1895, the undersigned, constituting the Board of
Civil Service Examiners of Canada, briefly adverted to the changes made in that
year in the personnel of the Board itself and in its environment, and had pleasure in
stating that the plan of having as Secretary to the Board an officer of the Depart-
ment of the Secretary of State was found, upon a brief experience of its adoption, to
work very satisfactorily. After the extended experience of another year, in which
the number of candidates at the Entrance Examinations was abnormally large, they
are glad to be able to confirm this expression of opinion. They are also gratified
to note that the recommendation made with regard to Mr. William Foran, who
very efficiently assists the Secretary of the Board in the work of bis office, bas been,
at all events partially, acted upon.

PROMOTION EXAMINATIONS.

These examinations (which were intermitted in the year 1895, for the reasons
Set forth in the report for that year) were duly held in the month of May, 1896, as
Prescribeo by " The Civil Service Act," at all the " centres" at which a number of
candidates presented themselves, sufficient to justify the expense involved in the
holding of a session. It is gratifying to be able to report that no irregularities or
troubles in connection with these examinations have been reported to the Board.
A charge was indeed preferred by one of the candidates from the office of the Privy
Council, in connection with the paper on " Duties of Office " emanating from that
bureau; but when the complainant was summoned to produce the witnesses who,
he alleged, could corroborate the charge, he formally notified the Secretary of the
Board thAt he desired, for reasons which need not here be given, to withdraw
the complaint in question. In fairness, then, to the other persons concerned, the
original charge must be considered as cancelled.

Appended to this report will be found sets of the papers given to the candidates
at the Pro motion Examinations, including all the papers on " Duties of Office," ex-
Cept that set for the candidates from the office of the Privy Council. In the case of
this particular paper, an Order was made by His Excelloncy in Council, upon the
6th of May, in which it was laid down that "as the duties papers of the Privy
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Council are necessarily of a confidential character, they be not published by the
Civil Service examiners, but returned to the Clerk of the Privy Council." In con-
nection with a certain parliamentary inquiry, these papers have since been sub-
mitted to both Houses, and so made public; copies not only of the questions, but
also of the official answers to them have also been printed and published, it would
seem, by private enterprise, but, in the circumstances, the undersigned had but to
follow the direction of the Order above referred to.

ENTRANCE EXAMINATIONS.

The undersigned have the honour to report that, on the usual days in Novem-
ber, personally they held, at Ottawa, Toronto, and Montreal, the preliminary and
qualifying examinations, prescribed by " The Civil Service Act," for entrance into the
public service. By the medium of sub-examiners, the said examinations were held
also at the following " centres," namely, Halifax, St. John, Charlottetown, Quebec,
Kingston, Hamilton, London, Winnipeg, Calgary, Vancouver, and Victoria. Ex-
aminations were not held at Regina and Sault Ste. Marie, no applications baving
been received by the Secretary from intending candidates at either of these "cen-
tres," within the time fixed by the Regulations of the Board for iegistering appli-
cants' names. There was one application from Port Arthur, made in good form and
within the prescribed limit of time, but it was felt by the Board that it would not
be in the public interest to make for a single candidate the expenditure neuessitated
by the holding of an examination at one of the "centres " designated by Order-in-
Council. The candidate at Port Arthur was, therefore, instructed to present him-
self at the " centre" nearest to that place, namely, Winnipeg.

THE QUALIFYING EXAMINATION AND SECOND CLASO CLERKSHIPS.

Under this heading in the Report of the Board for 1895, attention was called to
the doubt that existed as to whether third class clerks in the first division who had
to pass the qualifying examination before appointment, are required to pass a pro-
motion examination before being eligible for clerkships in the second class. ( Vide
Section 39, of Chapter 17, Revised Statutes of Canada.) The Board respectfully
submits that it is in the interest of the Public Service that this and other anomalies
in the interpretation of " The Civil Service Act" should be removed by legislation.

OPTIONS, ETC.

The number of candidates who presented themselves for the optional subject of
Book-keeping by Double Entry greatly exceeded the combined number of those who
took the other two optional subjects, namely, Stenography and Typewriting. The
work of many of these candidates was, however, exceedingly poor, showing that
they had no adequate conception of the requirements of the examination. This
remark, indeed, may be applied to many of those who presented themselves for the
Higher grade examination as a whole: a number of these candidates failed not in
one or two, but in four or five subjects of the eight prescribed by the curriculum.
On the other hand, it is gratifying to note that the work of many of the candidates
in all the subjects of the Qualifying examination was of an uncommonly high order
of merit.
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RBSULTS.

The results of the preliminary and qualifying examinations of last November,
and of the options, will be found, with other statements, in subsequent pages.

IRREGULARITIES, FRAUDs, ETC.

While the undersigned are glad, as already mentioned, to state that no com-
plaints or charges have been made in connection with the promotion examinations
and with the entrance examinations held in the year dealt with by this report,
yet an inquiry was held in December last, at the iistance of the Honourable the
Postmaster General, into certain charges of personation preferred against two per-
sons, one an employee of the Government Printing Bureau and the other on the
staff of the Minister's own department. The offences of personating and of having
consented to the personation, respectively, were alleged to have been committed in the
city of Toronto at the entrance examinations of 1892. The two persons concerned
were examined by the Board with the result that the employee of the Printing
Bureau was completely exonerated and necessarily, therefore, the charge connecting
the other person accused with him fell to the ground. The evidence of the latter,
however, was given in a very unsatisfactory way and, in a certain sense, under com-
pulsion and so as to leave an unpleasing impression on the minds of th e Examinera
that the witness's connection with the qualifying examination of 1892 might not
have been a perfectly honourable one. At the same time, no positive evidence of
guilt was adduced. The results of the investigation were duly communicated to the
ilonourable the Postmaster General.

NUMBER OF CANDIDATES.

In last year's report the following statement was made:-

"In the ordinary course of things, the recent changes in the Civil Service Act
are likely to diminish the number of candidates for the preliminary examination
* * * * *; whether or not the abolition of third-class clerkships in the
first division will affect the number of those presenting themselves for the qualifying
examination, time alone can tell."

Whether owing to circumstances outside the ordinary or not, the undersigned
are not prepared to say, but time has certainly told that the number of candidates
at the entrance examinalions of 1896, not only for the higher grade but also for
the lower, was far in excess of that of any former year since the organization of
thi8 Board. Large as the number was, it must be borne in mind that it would have
been much larger were it not for the scores of applications which had to be rejected
after the time limit for receiving such requests was passed. The Board respectfully
submits in this regard, that it is not only desirable but necessary to rigidly enforce
the rule of not receiving applications for leave to write at an examination once the
time limit advertised in this connection has been overstepped, and this, in the
interest of all, no matter what influence may be behind a disappointed applicant.

The fees received from the candidates at the entrance examinations in Novem-
ber and also deposited to the credit of the Receiver General were 83.356. Candidates
at the promotion examinations uumbered 106. Candidates at the entrance exami-
nations numbered 1,186.

100 Emery is one of the few valuable rocks not yet produced in important
quantities in America. Large amounts are yearly brought from Turkey
and the Greek Islands, where it has been quarried since history began.
Its wonderful properties wore no secret to the ancients, who used it for
cutting and polishing; but their methods of working are not certainly
known. Curiously, modern methods of mining this substance have made
no progress, and to this day ledges of emery have been heated by huge
fires, and the bot rock cracked by douches of cold water.

During the middle ages, and for many years afterwaris, the properties
of emery, while not forgotten, could not be utilized. The old art of work-
ing was lost, and ingenuity was unable to give useful forms to this in.
tractable substance. It long defied every effort. Slowly, however, emery
again came into use, firet as a polishing and cutting powder, and later, in
the form of small grains, was attached to fabrics like a sandpaper. Means
weré afterwards found to cement and mould its small particles into wheels.
Emery wheels soon came into use, their remarkable cutting properties
proving at once the great industrial importance of the invention.

Years elapsed, however, before the emery millstone could be made; but,
at length, this too was accomplished, and a practical emery stone was
brought out in England. Later, Yankee ingenuity improved upon this,
and produced the present successful rock emery millstone, which is built
up of large blocks of emery set in strong metal.

These millstones grind so fast because the emery face is always sharp,
and, as they are not damaged by heat, they can be run at high speed.

Many new uses will doubtless be found for emery; but probably it can
take no more important place than that of the emery wheel and the emery
millstone, the one cutting and polishing in the shops the hardest surfaces,
and the other grinding the surface to any degree of fineness.

AMagician's Latest Dream.

100 Nicola Tesla lias a Schome for Telegraphy without Wires.

New York, March 25.-Nicola Tesla, the electrician and scientist,
has for some time had in course of development a project for instantaneous
and simultaneous communication to ail parts of the carth. and perhaps to
some of the nearer planets. His plan does not deal with fireworks, nor
with the illumination of a large part of the earth's surface in a hope of
attracting the attention of dwellers on Mars, but depends wholly upon the
properties of electric waves. Mr. Tesla says:-

"I have had this scheme under consideration for five or six yen rs,
and I am becoming more nearly convinced every day that it is based
upon scientific principles, and is thoroughly practicable. We know that
efectrie disturbances on the sun are productive of similar disturbaices
on the earth in the form of thunder showers. Now, why is it not equally
conceivable that a disturbance on the earth's surface should produce some
tangible effect on other planets ? The transmission of disturbances on the
sun shows beyond doubt that waves of electricity are propagated through
all space.

" The objection may be put forward that sufficient electricity to create
disturbances cannot be made on the earth's surface, and that we should be
wholly dependent upon thunder storms and other phenomena of nature
for the success of our experiment. But, on the contrary, we can make all
the artificial thunder and lightning we want. There is no difficulty in
making electrie apparatus with a spark gap of a mile, and if that did not
prove effective it cnuld be increased

It may be remembered that in the despatch forwarded by Mr. Cham-
berlain last November to all the Colonial Governorson the subject of trade
between the United Kingdom and the Colonies, prominence was given to
the request for patterns or specimens of goods of foreign origin which
have displaced, or are displacing, similar British goods.

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AN INTERESTING EXHIBITION.

FOREIGN COMPETITION IN THE COLONIES.

The exhibition of specimens of goods of foreign origin imported into the colonies
was opened on Monday in the rooms of the London Chamber of Commerce. Although
the intention of the Colonial Office was that such information as might be forwarded
in answer to Mr. Chamberlain's despatch of last November should be accompanied,
in the case of the samples sent to England, by explicit explanations of the grounds
on which British exports are being displaced by foreign goods, this request bas not
in all cases been complied with, although in the case of Triuidad ample details have
been given, and interesting statements made in reference to the reason why Britain
bas been losing ground in her competition with other nations. Trinidad sends a
comprehensive selection of the articles sent to that part of the West Indies from
different parts of the world. It would appear from what is set forth by the author-
ities of that place that the importation of clothing from Germany and France is
equal to 75 per cent of the whole, British made articles belonging to this category
being too heavy for the climate and too costly. The trade in piece goods is said
to be

NEARY WHOLLY BRITISH;

but in the case of china and earthenware, although the superiority of British pro-
ducts is generally admitted, the wares are described as "too good for the market."
In regard to turniture, British goods are regarded as holding the palm, but are con-
sidered to be too massive and expensive, and too liable to the attacks of tropical
insects to command much favour. Great Britain is popular with reference to the
better class of cutlery, although Germany bas a preponderance in the cheaper goods.

Constitution of Canada.

The Executive Goverrment is vested in the Crown, and is exorcised by a
Governor General .appointed by the Queen, assisted by a Privy Council chosen and
summoned by himself. The seat of government, until the Queen shall otherwise
direct, is Ottawa.

The supreme legislative power is vested iin a Parliament, consisting of the
Queen, a Sonate, and a flouse of Commons. The Sonate consists of 81 members
nominated for life ny the Governor General, and so chosen that 24 belong to Ontario,
24 to Quebec, and the remainder to the other provinces of the Dominion. The
qualification for senator is the possession of property worth $4,000, age of thirty
years, and residence within the province for which he is appointed. The flouse of
Commons consisted originally of 181 elected members, and has been raised by addi-
tions on the accession of new provinces and by the increase in population, to 216;
92 representing Ontario, 65 Quebec, 21 Nova Scotia, 16 New Brunswick, 5 Manitoba,
6 British Columbia, 6 Prince Edward Island, and 4 the Teriitories. The basis on
which the number of members alloted to each province is regulated, is that Quebec
shall always have 65, and the other provinces a pioportional number according to
their population at each decennial census. There is no property qualification.
Each member of the Sonate receives $1,000 per annum, and each member of the
Commons $10 a day during the session, with a maximum of $1,000 per session. A
Parliament lasts five years if not sooner dissolved. Election is by ballot, with a
franchise almost equal to manhood suffiage. The session usually extends from
February to May.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit herewith a report upon the Department of
Public Printing and Stationery for the fiscal year ending 30th June, 1896, and,
according to usage, the transactions of a portion of the service have been reported upon
down to the end of the calendar year.

There was during the whole of the year just past an unusually hcavy pressure of
work upon the department. Two sessions of Parliament have been called in the past
twelve months, and have thrown a very large mass of urgent work upon the Bureau,
besides which, a large amount of extra work was rendered necessary by the fire in the
West Block, for a large number of blaik books and forms were destroyed, which
required to be replaced with the utmost haste.

The work of the department has been incessantly increasing, and not a year lias
passed for five years when some new work or new duty has not been imposed upon it.

In previous reports submitted some years ago, I respectfully urged an enlargement
of the building. It is now full, and more operatives cannot be put into it. In order to
meet every requirement, there should be a power of temporary expansion, so that in
cases of emergency extra space might be available for extra hands.

The copy for the departmental reports was sent in very late, and nothing but the
late session of Parlianent prevented the want of theni being felt. I beg most respect-
fully to record my belief that whenever Parliament again meets in January, all the
reports will be behind time, and the discussion of the estimates will be delayed. Many
of the reports were later than ever before. The time for preparing the reports should
be during the recess, but if they be deferred until Parliament meets, the current work
of Parliament must necessarily take precedence of everything of a departmental nature,
no matter how urgent the latter may be thought to be.

While upon this subject, I have the honour to point out that it would be of great
advantage if books and pamphlets not needed for Parliament were held over to be
printed during the recess. The work could be much better and more quickly done, and
it would not block the Bureau at a time when the requirements of Parliament are
pressing. No doubt there are occasionally urgent cases which must be met, but three-
fourths of the printing is marked " rush," " immediate," " urgent," and it frequently
happens that work so marked has stood in type for months without the proofs being

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returned Thus it happens that while for six months of the year the building is not large
enough to contain the number of men required, there are other times when a number of
men have to be laid off for want of work. It is evident that all work should be done as
quickly as possible, but the habitual use of words denoting urgency, detracts from their
legitimate force, and often delays other matters of real importance. Nothing is done at
the Bureau for the outside world. All the work is government work, and the public
service gains nothing by such exaggerations. They often, on the other hand, injure the
public service by delaying work which is essentially necessary.

The statements of the Accountant give full details of the receipts and expenditures.
The Canada Gazette shows a profit of $559.07 on the year. The usual comparative
statements are given, showing the increases and decreases in the expenditures of each
department. There are also statements showing the cost of advertising and of litho-
graphing and stamping, through the year. The report of the Superintendent of Printing

gives details of the quantities of work done, and the report of the Superintendent of
Stationery shows the lists of distribution of statutes and public àocuments.

Beyond these, nothing of special importance remains to b, commented on. The
regular reports are now all done, and that of this department was postponed until the
last, so great has been the desire to meet the requirements of the other departments.

JOINT LIBRARIANS OF PARLIAMENT

S ESSION 1897.

To the Honourable the Speaker of the Senate:

To the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons:

The joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to report as follows for the
period which has elapsed since the close of the session in October last.

In their last report, the Librarians were able to state the acquisition, for the Library,
of the Journals of the Legislative Assembly of Nova Scotia from 1802 to 1840.

Since last sesbion they have procured the Journals of the Legislative Council of
New Brunswick, from 1786 to 1836, and of the Legislative Assembly from 1810 to 1816.

The Journals of the Legislature of British Columbia, not obtainable in print, are
in process of being copied for the Library, and we have received type-written copies for
the years 1856 to 1860. The series will be continued (and duly indexed) till it is com-
pleted to the point at which the admission of British Columbia to the federation of the
Dominion of Canada took place.

Now that the Library Committee has finally decided, by its adoption of the Libra-
rian's report of last year, that the estimates voted for the Library shall not be taxed for
the purchase of " Exchanges," the Librarians hope to be able, from tiie to time, to supply
or to complete collections, such as those just mentioned, hitherto wanting or imperfect.

The attention of the new members of the two Houses is directed to the fodowing
rules which have been passed, after due discussion, by the Committee and approved of
by Parliament during the last few years.

1st. That bound volumes of newspapers shall not be removed froin the Library
room, except when in demand, during a sitting of either House, for the purpose of
debate; and that the volumes, when so sent into the Chambers, shall be returned at
the close of the sitting.

2nd. That the following books, viz :-1. The Debates of the Imperial Parliament;
2. The Law Reports; 3. The Law Reviews; 4. The Debates of the Dominion and of
the Colonies; 5. The Parliamentary Papers of Great Britain ; 6. The Statutes of Canada
and the Provinces ; 7. Works on Parliamentary Government and Practice; 8. Statisti-
cal compilations ; 9. The Congressional papers of the United States, and similar works
which are constantly in use among members, should not be permitted to be taken from
the Library except for use in debate and 'during a sitting of either House; and that the
Librarians be instructed to procure the return of such books at the conclusion of the
sitting of the House.

The strict observance of these rules will result in an increase of general convenience.
The Committee of 1893 which pssed the rules above quoted added the following counsel ;
" Your Committee, however, consider it desirable that the attention of'members should
be called to these rules and that they should exercise their privileges with due regard

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to the interests of the Library and with reasonable consideration for the convenience of
fellow members in respect to the number of books taken out at any one time and the
period for which they are retained."

The additions to the Library during the recess have had, as usual, some relation to
the public questions of the day. Thus, works and pamphlets which relate to Tariff
questions, the Temperance question, Trade questions, &c., will be found in their places.

The necessity of having in many cases a nuiuber of copies of many works in sudden
and general demand, makeq inevitable inroads on space, which is almost exhausted, and
on the grant of money, which, it may be noted, has remained stationary during many
years, though the increase of periodical publications, learned society transactions, statis-
tical compilations, new editions, and books of reference, not to speak of literary pro-
duction in general-has gone pn with an embarrassing rapidity.

Several important works have been added to the Canadian Section since last
session. Among them, the Book of common prayer and administration of the sacraments
and other rites and ceremonies of the Church, etc., translated into the kohawk language, by
Captain Jo8eph Brant, London, 1787. This rare book, printed in English and Mohawk
on opposite pages, is of considerable interest to Canadian bibliophilists. It is quoted in
London at £18.18, but was purchased for the library at a very reasonable price.

The Journal oy Captain William Pote, jr., during Ais captivity in the French and
Indian wars is an important contribution to the history of the intercolonial wars. Pote
was taken prisoner whilst in command of the schooner Montague, engaged in carrying
artificers and supplies to fort Annapolis Royal (1745). The French sent him to Quebec
where he remained a prisoner for two years.

During his captivity he kept a journal which after being lost one hundred and
fifty years, was discovered in Genoa in 1890.

A small pamphlet of the greatest rarity was also obtained during recess. It is
named : All Canada in the hands of the English, or an authenteck journal of the proceed-
ing of the army under General Amherst, from Oswego to the reduction of Montreal, 8
September, 1760. Boston, 1760.

Its title explains the subject of this leaflet.
During the year 1834, organisations, called Comités constitutionnels, were formed at

Montreal and Quebec for the purpose of promoting political changes in that province.
The proceedings of the said Committees were procured and placed in the Library. They
will contribute valuable information to the sources of Canadian history prior to the
troubles >f 1837.

The list of donations will as usual be presented.
The Catalogue of accessions during the year is completed and will be distributed

immediately.

Mortality.-The death roll is below that of preceding years, numbering but 8 in an
average population of 1,314, and being less than one ialf of one per cent of the total
number in custody during the year. Of the 8 deaths which occurred, 5 were at
Kingston, 2 at Dorchester and 1 at St. Vincent de Paul. There were none at Manitoba

or British Columbia. An epidemic of typhoid fever visited St. Vincent de Paul, but,
notwithstanding insufficient hospital facilities, only one of the forty-four cases proved
fatal.

Classification of Crimes.-An examination of the list of offences shows that about
twenty per cent of the offences were against the person, seventy per cent against pro-
perty and ten per cent against the public generally. About one-third of the total
number is for larceny. Prisoners guilty of murder or of manslaughter constitute about
five per cent.

Previous Occupation.-A striking feature of the returns, in this regard, is the
undue proportion of those who have not had the advantage of a training in any trade
or profession, and who consequently have been seriously handicapped in the race for
existence. Common labourers constitute about four per cent of the population of the
country, but embrace thirty-six per cent of our convict population. Practical farmers
and skilled mechanics constitute a very small percentage.

FINANCIAL.

In making comparisons with the cost of similar institutions elsewhere, critics
are frequently misled by the dissiinilarity of the systems by which the institu-
tions are maintained. I have before me the returns of prisons in various countries,
states and provinces, in none of which is the aggregate expenditure shown in the tables
of cost. In some cases all expenditure outside of that for ordinary maintenance is
omitted. In several cases the charges for lands, buildings, walls, prison equipient,
discharge expenses and industries, made under separate authority, are not shown in the
per capita tables of expenditure. In others heating, lighting, and other ordinary work-
ing expenses, are omitted ; or the expense of industries (including the salaries of
instructors) are, in whole or in part, made a charge upon revenue, and not included
as expenditure. An examination of the returns of state prisons will show that the
maintenance of a large proportion of the convict population is made a direct charge upon
the municipalities from which the convicts were received ; thereby greatly reducing the
net expenditure of the institution, though in no way lessening the actual cost to the tax-
payer.

In drawing comparisons of cost with other institutions, it is necessary to take
into account the different methods of treatment adopted. In many of the prisons,
with which, f rom time to time, comparisons have been made, it will be found that ex-
penditure has been curtailed at the expense of humanity and morality. When the
civilization of Canada shall have so far retrograded as to permit a restriction of prison
diet to "mush and bulls-head broth," in order to save the cost of rations; a number of

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convicts to occupy the same cell in order to economize expenditure for buildings and
working expenses; the adoption of the " chain gang " system, to save cost of surveillance;
or allow our convicts to be " farmed out " to contractors, where they would be liable
to the abuses which characterized African slavery, there will then be little difficulty
in meeting the comparisons which are occasionally drawn.

The policy of permitting prison products free access to the open market can be
referred to more appropriately under the heading of "prison labour," but it is a matter
to be considered in connection with comparisons of cost.

The following tables include the expenditure by all departments of the government,
and therefore the total cost.

REGINA JAIL.

The reports and statistics in connection with this institution will be found in
Appendix " M." It is the only regularly constituted jail in the Territories, and is used
for three distinct purposes :

lst. As a place of detention for persons awaiting trial.
2nd. As a place of detention for lunatics awaiting transfer to the asylum.
3rd. As a penal institution for convicts under sentence.

Owing to the various purposes for which the jail is used, the population is fluctua-
ting. At the date of the attached report there were 29 inmates, of whom 6 were
females. The following table shows the average daily population, annual expenditure,
and per capita cost during the past three years:-

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During the past year the title of the lot upon which the jail is situated was
transferred to this department. As a result the uncert ainty which formerly existed as
to the extent of the jail property has been set at rest, and farming operations have
been considerably extended.

The provisions of the Penitentiary Act do not apply to Regina Jail, and as a con-

sequence, there are, at the institution, a number of convicts serving sentences of two

years and upwards who are anxious to be transferred to the penitentiary in order that
they may obtain the advantage of the provision for earning vemission. Lt may be that

the disadvantage in this regard has been taken into account when the sentences were im-

posed. If not, the grievance would seem to be well founded.

I have had no opportunity of visiting this institution, since the date of my last
annual report.

PRISON LABOUR.

The insufficiency of suitable work for the convicts is a serious detriment to the
proper management of the prisons, and it seeins extremely desirable for financial,
disciplinary and reformatory reasons that some change should be made in the existing
policy in this regard.

It is somewhat of an anamoly that the prison authorities should be expected to enforce
sentences of "hard labour " upon thirteen hundred convicts, and, at the sane time, that
they should be restricted in the means of enforcement to the routine requirements of
a half dozen institutions. It is to be assumed that when a sentence of " hard labour "
is pronounced it is intended that it shall be enforced ; the economical and disciplinary

management of the prison, as well as the physical and moral well being of the convicts,
require that it be enforced ; and yet, in deference to public opinion, the means available
are so restricted as to render enforcement impossible.

The products of our shops being restricted to the internal requirements of the
prison, their operation frequently entails financial loss. This is especially the osse at
the smaller institutions where the value of prison requirements, in particular lines, is
not equal to the cost of maintaining the shops and providing instructors. The convicts
receive benefit from the instruction given, but the institution suffers direct financial
loss, and receives no value for the convict labour.

In connection with the question of convict labour I may be permitted to quote
from a memorandum, with reference to the employment of convicts, which I submitted
to the department a few months after assuming my present duties:

" This question is the principal difficulty in connection with the adminis-
tration of the penitentiaries. At present there are about forty convicts engaged in
the manufacture of binder twine, and about half that number engaged in making pails
and tubs, but the only employment available for the remaining twelve hundred convicts
is that connected with the requirements of the various prisons. It is submitted that
the work required for the prisons could be performed by about half that number, and
that there are, therefore, about six hundred men whose services are available for any
new work which may be found for them.

"The policy of engaging in the manufacture of articles which compete on the open
market with the products of ordinary industry would seem to be defensible only on the
ground of necessity ; and the question which presents itself is whether, or not, such

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necessity exists. In this connection the opinion is respectfully submitted, that if the
government will, but adopt the policy of patronizing its own workshops-thereby
utilizing the labour of its own wards-there will no longer be any necessity for intro-
ducing, or continuing, industries, which compete with the products of ordinary industry
in the open market.

" There are many articles required for the use of the various departments of the
public service, which could be supplied from the penitentiaries, but which are not so
supplied, because of the reluctance of departmental officials to accept prison made
goods.

" Among the articles required by the government which could be supplied by the
prisons, are:

"Mail bags, of all grades and descriptions.
"Boots, caps and uniforms for the militia, military schools, letter carriers and

railway mail clerks.
"Uniforms for conductors on government railways, custom officiais, fisheries pro"

tection sevice.
"Boots, stables suits and saddles for mounted police, clothing for the Indians and

industrial schools.
"Pails, brooms and tinware for the lighthouse and coast service.
"Wire fencing for government railways, and for other railways which are subsi-

dized by the government.
"Freight cars of all descriptions for government railways."
"Objection nay be urged that prison-made goods are inferior and therefore

unsuitable, but this objection can be met with the assurance that the prison authorities
shall guarantee satisfaction as to quality and finish. If the system should be adopted,
it must necessarily be introduced gradually. It would in some cases necessitate the
employmient of a different class of trade instructors, and additional appliances in the
workshops ; but with proper facilities for carrying on the work there is no reason why
substantial work of the kind indicated should not be done in the prisons.

" An objection that may be anticipated is that, to supply goods which replace-those
made in ordinary industrial establishments would be as injurious indirectly to the
trade as though the products of the prisons were placed on the open market. It rust,
however, be admitted that a goveriment has the moral right to supply its requirements
from its own resources. Further, it would seem difficult to justify the expenditure of
public funds for labour which can be supplied without such expenditure. If the head
of a department were to put the work of his department to tender, and award it to the
lowest outside bidder-while leaving his stjff in idleness and on salary-his position
would seem quite as defensible as that of a government which pays for labour which
could be performed by its own wards.

"The question of prices is one which it is not necessary to consider in connection
with the adoption of the policy. Whether the prices at which the work shall be
procured be high or low, the profit would accrue to the government, and the expendi-
ture would be placed beyond criticism.

"It may be also noted that the operation of the present system of procuring
government supplies gives profit and employment to but a limited number of tradesmen
and operatives, while the practical effect of the proposed system would, by saving
expenditure, distribute the profit among all Canadian taxpayers."

The question of prison labour was considered by the dëpartmental committee on
prisons, whose report was presented to the Imperial parliament in 1895. The recom-
mendations of the committee may be summarized as follows:-

(a) Unproductive labour to be abolished whenever possible.
(b) Association for productive work and technical instruction to be extended

gradually, and with due caution, throughout the prisons.
(c) Productive prison industries to be increased as much as possible, especially as

regards gardening, farming and land reclamation.
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(d) Every effort to be made to secure additional orders from government
departments.

(e) Prisoners to be enabled to earn something continuously during their sentence.

Referring to recommendation "d" the directors of convict prisons, in their report
for 1895-96, state:-

" Considerable success has already attended the efforts of the prison commissioners
to secure additional orders from government departnents. The admiralty, war office,
post office, office of works, and the office of the metropolitan police have all been
approached, and we feel sure that we may rely on their cordial coöperation. Many
additional orders have already been booked."

In my last annual report I referred to the advantages to be derived f rom agricul-
tural labour, but as this employment is available during a comparatively short portion
of the year, it need not necessarily interfere with the adoption of a system of government
workshops for the manufacture of goods required for the various departments of the
service.

CELLULAR TREATMENT.

The prison of isolation at Kingston still continues to exercise a wholesome restraint
upon the incorrigibles at that penitentiary. This prison was originally intended for the
reception of incorrigibles from all our penitentiarigg but the cost of transfer has
rendered this impracticable as regards the more distant institutions. It is extremely
desirable that a number of isolated cells should be constructed at each of the other
prisons. Their construction would involve a comparatively small outlay, but should be
planned and supervised by an experienced prison architect. The experiment of cellular
treatment having proved successful at Kingston its extension to the other institutions
is respectfully suggested.

HABITUAL OFFENDERS.

The recidivists or "repeaters " constitute a considerable percentage of the convict
population, and, as a matter of course, the prison authorities learn much regarding
their history, associates, and criminal tendencies which would be of advantage to the
Dominion and municipal police if a proper and regular method of communication were
established.

If a bureau of crime records should be established in connection with the Domi-
nion police, information supplied by the prison authorities could be disseminated and
utilized in the interests of justice and public safety.

In this connection I may be permitted to refer to the success of the anthropometric
system of identification, which has, for some years, been in use by the police of Paris,
and which has more recently been introduced into England with satisfactory results.

The register of habitual criminals which was formerly kept by the directors of
convict prisons, in England, has, recently, been handed over to the Metropolitan
police. In addition to this, officers at each of the convict and local prisons have been
instructed in the " Bertillon" system of measurement; and all prisoners coming within
certain sections of the Prevention of Crimes Act are measured, and the records of their
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measurement transmitted to Scotland Yard. It is respectfully suggested that the adop-
tion of a similar system in Canada would facilitate the identification of those who have
adopted crime as a means of existence.

In discussing this cubject I respectfully call attention to the suggestion contained
in my report for 1895, as to the advisibility of legalizing the imposition of indeterminate
sentences on habitual offenders. At present, notorious criminals are released with the
almost certain knowledge that they intend to commit crime, and yet there is no means
provided by which the public can be warned or protected.

It is respectfully suggested that the criminal laws should be amended so that the
sentence imposed in the case of a third or subsequent conviction shall be indeterminate,
except by the exercise of the prerogative of Executive clemency; and that in the evenj
of discharge by such means the offender shall thereafter be required to report his location
and movements to the police, under penalty of rearrest and reimprisonment. The
iethod of police surveillance might be similiar to that in force in England, Belgium and
other countries with regard to prisoners on parole or probation.

PAUPERS AND LUNATICS.

In the distribution of responsibility defined in the British North America Act it
does not seein t'o have been intended that paupers and lunatics should be maintained
at the Federal expense. Neither does it seem to have been intended that a peniten-
tiary should be utilized as a poorhouse or a mad-house.

As a matter of fact, however, a considerable number are from time to time received
at the penitentiaries, who, through mental or physical weakness, are incapable of per-
forming labour of any kind, and who consequently languish, during the whole period of
their sentence, in the prison hospital or the insane ward. In such cases the purposes
for which penitentiaries were established is abused, the object of a penal sentence is not
realized, and the unfortunates are deprived of the care and treatment which could be
supplied in institutions specially fitted and provided for such cases. This mis-direction
of justice which has been the subject of repeated complaints on the part of the prison
authorities in Canada, has recently been the subject of comment by the directors of con-
vict prisons in England. In their latest report they state :-

" Many lunatics find their way into prison as the result of the operation of the ex-
isting lunacy laws, and of the difficulties thrown in the way of certifying to the ex-
istence of insanity. To certify that any person is insane is a responsibility not lightly
to be undertaken, and, if possible, to be avoided altogether. The madman is con-
sequently allowed to wander around the country until he commits some crime, perhaps
an indecent assault, or arson, or " wilful " damage, or riotous conduct, or even more
serious crime."

To impose a sentence of hard labour on one who is physically or mentally incapable
of compliance, is a wrong against the individual, and an imposition upon the institution
which is taxed with his support.
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CLASSIFICATION OF CONVICTS.

In my previous report I called attention to various grades of criminals, or the
different degrees of criminality, which are i epresented in our penitentiaries. The three
general classes, which represent about equal proportions of the inmates, are:-

1. Those, who, in their normal condition, are law-abiding and industrious, but who
are suffering the penalty of some overt act committed during a temporary lapse of self-
control.

2. Those who are thriftless and devoid of moral principle, and who have adopted
crime as an easy means of livelihood.

3. Those who delight in crime and who spend their days and nights in planning
future exploits in it.

The aggregation of these various classes in our prison workshops and convict gangs
is, alike, a wrong to the less'criminal conviet and an injury to the State. There is, I
think, little doubt that the congregate svstem of prison labour, without proper
classification, tends to increase rather than to diiinish the number of real crimi-
nals. It becomes necessary, therefore, to consider how a proper classification may
be effected, and by «'hom it should be made. At first sight it would seem reasonable
that the head of a penal institution could, from continuous observation, make the neces-
sary distinction and division. It will, however, be found that such is not practicable.
The warden's decision in such a matter must necessarily be arbitrary, and would incite
discontent and difficulty among the more restricted grades. His judgment would,
naturally, be guided by the conduct of his wards; and conduct, in this case, would be
the most unsafe guide that could be followed. It is usually the " first offender " who
feels most keenly the restraint of prison rules, and his conduct record, therefore, would
compare unfavourably with that of the experienced criminal.

Proper classification, in so far as the present convict population is concerned,
seems difficult ; but as to the future inmates it seems desirable that such additional
power should be vested in the judge, who imposes the sentence, as will enable him to
indicate the grade of the offender. The question of granting such power is respectfully
submitted for your consideration.

PRISON CLOTHING.

Some years ago the parti-coloured prison clothing was abolished and a less

distinct and graded system adopted. Experience has shown the present system to be
extremely expensive, cumberous and unsafe. The number of separate suits which
may be required involves undue expense-the arrangement and care of the large number
of extra suits requires storeroom, labour and supervision that might be utilized to better
advantage-and the lack of sufficiently distinctive patterns, in·the first and second grades,
is such as to facilitate escape.

I respectfully suggest that one sufficiently distinctive pattern be substituted, and
that "fair " and "good " conduct be indicated by special stars or buttons which may be
attached or detached as the conduct of the convict may warrant.

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WARDENS' CONVENTIONS.

A serious drawback to the improvement of the penitentiaries is the intensely
local character of their methods of business and discipline. There seems to be
an impression in the respective localities that the penitentiary is not a Dominion insti-
tution, but a local appropriation for the exclusive benefit of the community; and that
the phtronage and general administration of the penitentiary should be in strict accord-
ance with the desires of those who are thus able to indicate its requirements after an
inspection of the exterior of its walls. The influence of this localism permeates the staff,
is a serious hindrance to improvement, and prevents uniformity in methods of ad-
ministration. There is not one of our penitentiaries but has points of excellence
which could with advantage be introduced generally. It is difficult, however, to induce
a warden to make any radical change, inasmuch as it seems to him to involve an acknow-
ledgment of the superiority of his brother officer elsewhere.

In order to remove this difficulty, I respectfully submit for your consideration the
propriety of establishing a system of wardens' conventions which might be held, annu-
ally, during the period of holidays allotted to those officers- The business of such con-
ventions would consist of a conference with the inspector, and a mutual interchange of
opinions and experience as to the methods of business, regulations, discipline, struc-

tural arrangement, convict labour, rewards and punishments, dietary, and generally all
matters pertaining to more uniform, economical and efficient methods of prison admin-
istration.

The organization might, if deemed expedient, be extended so as to include provin-
cial inspectors of prisons, and wardens of metropolitan jails; and thus constitute a
Canadian Prison Congress of experienced and practical penologists.

The effect of the proposed systein would tend not only to more uniform, efficient
and economical methods of administration, but would incite an esprit de corps which is
essential to success.

AID TO DISCHARGED PRISONERS.

The provisions of the Penitentiary Act, with reference to the treatment
of prisoners on their discharge, is perhaps more liberal than those applicable
to prisoners discharged from similar institutions in other countries; but in a large
percentage of cases the liberality of the government is misplaced benevolence. In
too many case:% the small grant of money which is intended to assist the discharged
offender in making a fresh start in life, becomes a temptation to indulgence and excess,
which tends to a fresh start in crime. Under existing conditions a warden is required
to furnish a convict, on his discharge, with a new suit of clothes, a sum of money suffi-
cient to defray his expenses to the place at which he received his sentence, and, in
addition, such further sum of money, not exceeding twenty dollars, as the warden may
deem proper. In the case of an " accidental " inmate, or of one who is anxious to re-
form, this provision is reasonable; but in the case of a professional criminal, or habitual
offender, it merely affords the means by which he may add to his degradation.
When the discharged prisoner steps across the prison threshold he is a free man,
and there is no legal provision to ensure the subsequent oversight which I have indi-
cated. In this matter there seems to be necessity for more close connection and coöp-
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eration between the prison and police authorities, and also necessity for such an exten-
sion of authority as will enable the police to prevent the misapplication of the funds
supplied to discharged prisoners.

It is, no doubt, impossible to devise any system of assistance which will be free
from abuse, but the experience of other countries would seem to indicate that the estab-
lishment of Prisoners' Aid Associations, in the principal centres of population in each
province, and under one general management, would afford the safest and most efficient
medium through which G;overnment aid could be given.

SIR,-I have the honour to present the annual report of this penitentiary for the
year ended 30th June, 1896.

Showinîg a decrease of 13 in the prison population during the year.
The number of recommitments lias been the saine as last year, viz., 29.
I am happy to be again able to say that there has been no escape of convicts

during the past year.
It affords me great pleasure to state that, with few exceptions, the conduct of the

convicts has been good. The majority of them realize the benefits of obedience, disci-
pline and industry, and appreciate the privileges arising therefrom.

The table showing the distribution of convict labour indicates the various industries
in which the prisoners are employed.

The trades are beneficial to those who are desirous of learning them, as they are
thereby enabled, after their dis'charge, to utilize what they have been taught, in making
respectable livings.

The work done here is nearly all for prison use.
Two incorrigible prisoners were, in April last, sent to Kingston penitentiary to be

placed in the cells of the prison of isolation.
During the year it was also found necessary to transfer to Kingston a convict who

had beconie hopelessly insane.
The school is efficiently carried on, and is productive of much benefit to the

prisoners of whoi a good number evince an interest in being taught.
The sanitary condition of the prison is very good. Although our prison was

yisited by an epidemic of typhoid fever, for which we were ill prepared, I am happy to
state that only one case proved fatal.

Several improvements have been made to the penitentiary property by convict
labour, viz. :-

Another section of 125 feet of boundary wall and a tower were built during the
year. Work was also started on the front gate, which will be finished next year, should
no unforeseen delays occur. When completed, this wall will in architectural appearance,
length, height and solidity, surpass any prison wall to be seen in Canada.

A stone drain emptying in the creek, 150 feet long, was built, and the ravine filled
with stone rubbish.

Forty convicts are at work levelling the prison yard, and fifteen thousand loads of
stone rubbish carted away to the creek.

18
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Convicts were also employed pointing, with cement, a further section of the boundary
wall.

The flooring of the Roman Catholic chapel was renewed in part.
Two of the tenement houses were thoroughly repaired.
The sheds of the brick yard were also repaired.
New windows, with double-windows attached, were placed in the Protestant

chape], keepers' hall, Roman Catholic vestry and in the offices of the deputy warden
and of the chief keeper.

Those intended for the school-room and front offices are now ready and will soon be
placed in position.

The vegetable garden has been improved and enlarged by filling the remainder of
the ground near the piggery with fourteen hundred loads of arable land, and is of great
value for the prison.

Fourteen acres of barb-wire fence were put up on the farin and moreover eight
acres of stone fence were built along the tramway line.

The farn was further improved by drainage and cultivation which will later on
bring in good returns.

As soon as the boundary wall and gate are completed, the next building to be
erected should be a substantial fire-proof stable, with coach-house, harness-room, etc.,
attached.

The present building is unsightly, mars the appearance of the workshops, and
besides being unhealthy is also a source of constant care to avoid a conflagration which
would cause serious damage to the workshops. The best and most convenient site to
locate the stable would be in the corner of the yard near tower No. 3 and close by the
n>rth gate leading to the gardens, farm and quarry.

A new hospital will also have to be built, with all modern éonveniences, for, as you
know, our present hospital is badly located, ill ventilated and without the proper
accommodation for the treatment of contagious diseases.

To be in keeping with our fine boundary wall, the antiquated stone wall facing the
street will have to be pulled down, and replaced by some nice iron railing on cut-stone base.
The street could be widened a few feet and a permanent stone or cement sidewalk made
along the whole frontage of the prison grounds.

Should it be decided to introduce electric lighting for the penitentiary buildings
and grounds, which would by far be more convenient than the present system, it will
become necessary to either enlarge the present water-works building or build a new
boiler-house, with coal-sheds to receive an additional boiler and the dynamos required.
I would suggest that the new building be erected nearer the dyke, as this would avoid
going through the warden's garden.

Last year our hay crop was good, our root crop very abundant, but owing to grass-
hoppers no oats were harvested.

This year the crops look well, but there will be very littie hay owing to the drought.
The revenue in cash deposited to the credit of the Receiver-General amounts to

$1,308.07, and the earnings of convicts to $59,535.35, for the past year.
The expenditure for the year is $88,50C4.16. By deducting from this the revenue

deposited, and the sums paid for items which should not be charged to ordinary
expenditure, the real expenditure for the maintenance of convicts would be $80,113.06.

The average number of convicts for the year was 397.
The average cost for maintenance proper is $201.79.
By taking into account the earnings of conviets, amounting to $59,535.35, the

expeaditure would be reduced to $20,577.71, and the yearly cost of each convict to
$51.83 or, per diem, 141 cents.

I have inuch pleasure in again being able to report favourably on the conduct of
the officers who, as a whole, are zealous and have been attentive to their several duties.

Since my last report some changes have taken place in our staff; first the death of
our Protestant chaplain, Rev. Canon James Fulton, whose death was as sad as it was
unexpected. Then the resignation of guard Boyer, by reason of age and ill health.
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Rev. Canon John Rollit was appointed Protestant chaplain and Mr. V. Lortie was
called to fill the vacant post of shoemaker instructor.

In closing this report I beg to offer my most sincere thanks for your kindly
assistance on several occasions during the year.

DORCHESTER PENITENTIARY.

DORCHESTER PENITENTIARY, lst July, 1896'.
SIR,-I have the honour to submit my annual report, with the usual returns, for-

the fiscal year ended 30th June, 1896.
On the 30th June, 1895, there remained 167 convicts; received since, 77 males

and 3 females, total 80; discharged during the year, 53, deaths, 2, total, 55, which left
remaining at. midnight on 30th June, 1896, 188 males and 4 females, total 192
prisoners, being an increase of 25.

The total e.xpenditure for the year just closed was $46,953.24, as against $46,584.83
for the previous year, an increase of $368.41. The statutory increases for the past
year amounted to $240. The salaries of a matron, two additional guards and one
teamster aggregate $2,000, and an increase in the cost of fuel to $352. We have
now to depend on ooal altogether for fuel, our wood supply having become exhausted.

Our revenue for the year was $4,317.70.
The per capita cost is $259.20o
We have, during the past year, erected for the staff 6 kitchens, 3 semi-detached

wood sheds and 6 cow stables, leaving double that number of these buildings yet to
erect. These we expect to complete in two years.

We have cleared and have under crop this year about 22 acres of new land and
the brush on 10 acres more cut down and burned, the stumps will be taken out this
fall and next spring. a

To have a sufficient supply of water for the use of the prison and the saw-mill, I
had to cut off the supply to the officers cottages from July 9th till August 23rd, and
again from February 18th till March 16th. In the dry seasons the supply is not
sufficient for the consumption at the prison and at the officers' houses. There is
another spring much nearer than the present one that mnight be utilized for the staff.
It *ill require about 1,800 feet of 4-inch pipe to convey the water from the spring to
connect with the present system near the cottages. A reservoir of about 30,000 gallons
capacity ought to be built. The present supply is sufficient for all the needs of the
prison at all seasons of the year. When the water is turned off to the cottages, it is.
hauled to them. This operation takes a yoke of oxen, an officer and three prisoners.

By an Order in Council, dated 14th August last, Dorchester Penitentiarj was
appointed a military prison, under the Army Act, and there were 7 military prisoners
received here during the year.

The female prisoners are now being kept here, instead of being sent to Kingston
Penitentiary.

Mrs. Kate Matheson was appointed matron on the 12th February and, after taking
some time to consider, declined to accept the position. Mrs. Clara Bartlett was then
appointed and entered upon her duties on the 19th May.
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There were two deaths in the prison last year, one from an injury received while
working at a saw in the mill, the other from disease of the lungs. I am glad to be
able to state that, with these exceptions, there has been no serious sickness in the prison
during the year.

I had a small house built out on the farm, near where we are clearing up the new
land, for shelter for the prisoners when it rains, and to eat their dinners in while
working on that part of the farm, as too much time would be lost in coming to the
prison for their dinners.

Professor Saunders, Director of the Experimental Farm, Ottawa, and Col. Blair,
late Manager of the Experimental Farm at Nappan, N.S., paid us a visit on the 16th
October last. They went over the farm and discussed farm matters with our farmer.

Although last summer was very dry all our crops were fairly good.
With your approval I purchased a pair of team horses.
Our chapel organ, I regret to say, often gets out of order and gives us a good deal

of trouble and annoyance. I am convinced that the material used in its construction
was of an inferior quality, and the workmanship has not turned out to be of that class
that should be expected in an instrument made to order.

Two prisoners-John Doyle and John Reid-made their escape while working on
the farm on the 31st July last, were recaptured four days later, by one of our officers,
seven miles distant from the prison.

The price of pails is so very low, the pine out of which the pails are made is so
scarce and faulty, and the cost of bringing it by railway so heavy that the pail industry
is not very remunerative; but it gives employment to a number of prisoners that it
would otherwise be difficult to find work for. I can find employment in fine weather
during the summer months for a large number of prisoners, but there are always some
who have long sentences that cannot be taken outside the walls to work without a
serious risk ; and taking this class of prisoners outside for the sake of giving them work
adds to the cost, as additional officers must necessàrily be employed ; and then there is
a limit to outside work, too.

The plot of ground used as a graveyard before and up to 1887 v'as not a desirable
spot for several reasons, and some of the old residents of the village asked me not to
bury any more there. After I heard what their objections were, I promised them that
I would not do so, and that I would remove those that had already been buried there.
I selected what I considered a more desirable spot, which has since been used as a
burial place, and I had all the bodies removed from the old to the new graveyard,
which was set apart on the 25th June last.

We have two or three incorrigible prisoners who ought to be kept in solitary con-
finement, they are hardened criminals and have been in prison most of their lives.
They have a very bad influence over other prisoners, they make it a point to get the
ear of the newcomers, especially the younger prisoners, giving them very bad advice and
continually getting them into trouble while they themselves escape punishment. It is
extraordinary the influence two or three bad prisoners have in a prison, they appear to
pollute the whole atmosphere of the institution. They destroy all the reformatory
influences. I would recommend that these incorrigible prisoners be sent to Kingston
as fit subjects for the solitary cells there.

To have good results in a prison there should be plenty of work and, if possible, of
a renumerative character as no man, be he criminal or free, has any love for that which
is or has to be performed merely for using up muscular force. Every convict should do
a good day's work, not two or three to do one man's work, otherwise they get into
indolent habits that stick to them when they go out. When a prisoner finds that he
has to work as hard in a prison as he has outside, to get a living, he will think twice
before he commits a crime. I fear that the committing of a crime is thought too
lightly of, and there is too much sympathy for those who do so. I believe that the
chief dread a majority of those who come into a penitentiary for the first time have, is
the punishment attached to suich a place, but when they get there they are agreeably
surprised to find the treatment is something, a majority of them never experienced
before coming here. Well fed, well clothed, good bed, the building heated by steam,
the saine temperature all over the building, regular hours, plenty of good reading matter
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and very light work to do. They no longer have that wholesome dread of a penitentiary,
and when they go out they again return to their evil ways and associates with less fear
of the consequences than before and in too many cases they become habitual criminals.

There is a very bad class of criminals that frequent these provinces of late years
during the summer season with considerable success, called tramp burglars and safe
blowers. They are old in crime, ready to commit murder if needs be, and they never
expect or desire to be anything else than what they are. They no sooner get out of prison
than they are to work again at their old trade. This class of criminals should be
severely dealt with both in sentence and discipline as they are the cause of a great deal
of anxiety and worry on the part of women and children thoroughout the country
districts, whose husbands and fathers are often times away from their homes for weeks
at a time earning an honest living for their wives and little ones.

The Honourable Sir Charles H. Tupper, then Minister of Justice, paid us a visit on
the 9th August, inspected the prison shops and grounds and expressed himself pleased
with his visit. He was interviewed by about 40 prisoners.

Two additional guards and one teamster were appointed in July last.
I have much pleasure in being able to report the sa-.e good feeling as formerly

existed ampong the members of the staff.

MANITOBA PENITENTIARY.

STONY MoUNTAIN, lst July, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit my annual report for the fiscal year ended
30th of June, 1896.

The movements of convicts during the year were as follows:-

From the accountant's statenents it will be noted that the per capita cost, per
diemn, has been reduced by 6 cents, from $1.26 to $1.20. Owing to our small population
our per capita keeps up, notwithstandiug a reduction has been made each year since
I have been in charge.

Considerable repairs and improvements have been made to the prison.
A large portion of the basement (kitchens, bakery and closets) has been laid with

concrete, and the drainage and piping refitted. This work has been superintended by
Mr. Shead, plumber, who has made a first-class job of it. The remaining part of the
basement should be treated in the same manner, and an iron staircase, from the
basement to the prison, put in instead of the old wooden one, as a protection in case
of fire.

The passage way in the piggery has been laid with cement and concrete. I would
recommend that the whole of it be done in the same way.
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Comfortable quarters have been fitted up in the prison for the deputy warden.
A part of the roof of the prison has been relaid with tar paper and tar composition

renewed. The roofs of other parts of the buildings are leaky and require overhauling.
The roof of the warden's house bas been lowered by the removal of the top story.

A verandah bas also been added. Some alterations and repairs are required inside to
make the house habitable. I may add that the warden bas not had a house to live in
during the four years he bas held office.

The stable yard, previously surrounded by a dry stone wall (a most delapidated
one), which was falling away, has been fenced with wire.

A new kitchen has been added to one of the officer's quarters.
A new boiler, smokestack and pump, have been placed in the laundry. This

outlay has helped, considerably, to raise the per capita cost.
The following buildings have been painted, viz. : Granary, piggery, coal shed and

stone shed.
The whole of the outside of the prison building requires painting, to preserve the

wood work and add to its appearance.
Two iron gates have been made in the blacksmith's shop, one being placed at the

front entrance of the prison, and the other in the attic of the hospital. Gratings have
also been put over some of the fanlights in the doors.

Our reserve has been enlarged by the purchase of three quarter sections. Before
this additional land can be made productive a great deal of work will be necessary to
break and fence it. In that connection I would again recommend that a number of
convicts be transferred from Kingston Penitentiary. We can now find profitable work
for a greater number than are now at our disposal.

Our acreage under crop this year is as follows: Barley 20 acres, wheat 65, oats 50,
potatoes 10, turnips 2, summer fallow 7, total 154.

We sold 91 bushels of seed grain to farmers at 60 cents a bushel, and I believe we
could have disposed of much more had it been circulated, in some local paper, that we
were selling. If we have a surplus next year I would suggest that some method be
adopted to let the surrounding farmers know, with a view to supplying them with seed
grain.

The following buildings are urgently required :
Granary. The building now used is far too small to store the quantity of grain

raised. It was erected for a coal and wood shed about twelve or fifteen years ago, and
lately turned into a temporary granary. At present I have to store the wheat in the
stalls of the warden's stables.

Store house for flour. As we now produce our own flour, a suitable warehouse is
necessary. At present I have to utilize the penal cells for that purpose, which is very
inconvenient, as of course the cells may at any time be required. I have also had to
store the storm windows there this year, there being no other place available.

Implement and wagon shed. This is badly needed, for these valuable articles are
now exposed to all weathers, greatly to their injury.

Carpenter and blacksmith shop, with paint shop above, is also a necessity. The
present shops are too small and the blacksmith's shop will be on the outside when the
wall is built. There is no paint shop, which makes it inconvenient when implements
and wagons require painting.

A slaughter house is also needed for the slaughtering of pigs, and as we now raise
all our own pork, a smoke house is required in connection with this.

A large root house is wanted. Those now in use are situated in the farm yard, in
a very low place, and are too danip. The new one should be built on the west end of
the garden, on the high ground where the soil is gravelly, this being a more convenient
place and ensuring the preservation of the roots.

Our telephone line between here and Winnipeg, requires partially rebuilding,
probably to the extent of one-third. It is often out of order for days, owing to the fact
that many of the poles, which have not been renewed for 15 or 20 years, having become
rotten and fall here and there.

Our train service is very unsatisfactory ; trains come three times and sometimes
only twice a week, and they leave Winnipeg too early in the day to bring out the
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eastern mail of that day. In consequence of this, Ottawa mail sometimes lies two or
three days at Winnipeg for the next train. In the spring, we are frequently cut off
entirely from communication with Winnipeg. The trains fail to reach us, the roads are
too bad to travel over, and our telephone out of working order. During the greater
part of this wet summer the usual road was almost impassable. .

The steam fitting of the main part of the prison has about seen its day. It was
put in some 17 or 18 years ago, and the pipes have become honey-combed with rust,
entailing constant work in stopping leaks, springing up in all directions. I would
recommend that a new heating service be put in.

We have still four insane convicts, one of them especially, Dunsterville, gives
considerable trouble by his outbreaks. It would be a relief to see them removed.

We have been supplied with half a dozen Marlin revolvers. They prove satis-
factory, and I would recommend that this make be issued to all the staff, in order that
only one kind of ammunition be necessary.

Referring to the inspector's last annual report. I note a paragraph regarding the
separate libraries in the penitentiaries by which many of the works are duplicated in
the same institution. I quite agree with the inspector's views on this point. A change
could well be made in the method of arranging the library which would be beneficial in
many ways.

As you are aware, all the officers' uniform, and boots, together with all the outer
and under clothing and boots for the convicts, are made by the convicts themselves, as
also the clothing given to the latter when leaving.

I might suggest that a considerable saving can be effected by the substitution of
woven underwear for that at present issued to the convicts here.

The latter is made of Halifax home-spun, which I consider too expensive, clumsy
when made up, and too coarse to wear next the skin. A suit of it costs, including 35
cents for labour, $2.95, and I find that strong woven underwear nearly all wool, which
would better answer the purpose, and relieve the tailors' shop of a lot of work, can be
obtained for, from $1 to $1.25 per suit, if purchased direct from the manufactures.

A man at heavy work, such as stone cutting, will wear out three suits per annum,
so that if the woven goods are adopted a saving of $5.10 per annum for men so
employed, will be made.

In the hot weather which obtains here in the summer, I have been compelled to
use Canton flannel for underclothing, but it is not satisfactory. The flannelly substance
disappears from the cotton at the first washing and leaves the latter non-absorbent, so
that the wearer is exposed to chills, and it wears only a short time. It costs $1.10 per
suit and if my suggestion is adopted will not be necessary, as the woven wear, owing
to its absorbent properties being equally good summer and winter.

On account of the few men we have the construction of the boundary wall proceeds
but slowly; the building is often interrupted by my being obliged to take the men for
other work. Still, considering the few men that have been at it, fair progress has been
made; in fact good progress has been made.

The conduct and industry of the convicts has been very good. I am again pleased
to report that there have been no escapes since I took charge four years ago.

Mr. Fitzsimmons, deputy warden, who was transferred here in August, 1895, has
given me every support and has been of great service to me.

Other members of the staff have discharged the duties of their respective offices to
my satisfaction.

I inclose the usual reports and statements.

BRITISH COLUMBIA PENITENTIARY.

NEW WESTMINSTER, lst July, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit herewith my first annual report of this peniten-
tiary for the year ending 30th June, 1896.

Showing an increased population of three during the year. There has been one
recommitted.

I am sorry to say we have lost one of the most able and efficient officers of our
.staff, Mr. D. C. McGillivray, who died of bronchitis, March 3rd, 1896.

I am pleased to state no deaths have occurred amongst the convicts nor any escapes.
The discipline of the institution has been well maintained, and the conduct of the

convicts with very few exceptions has been very good.
The school is progressing very satisfactorily and there is an average attendance of

2·07 and the convicts seem to appreciate the efforts made to improve them, especially the
Indians and Chinamen who are very quick at learning.

The work carried on here during the year has been more in the shape of repairs
and improvements.

The warden's residence and ail the officers' quarters have been painted and
repaired, which had not been done since they were built, which is about eight or ten years
ago, and were in a very bad state. Alterations have also been made in the wash house
by putting in new skylights and steani heating apparatus for baths, &c., and we are
now able to do all the shaving, bathing, and washing of clothes in the same building
which saves a good deal of time, and the convicts while there are more under the eye of
the officers than before.

The repointing of the main building mentioned in last report has been finished,
and is considered a good substantial piece of work.

A new wagon road is now being made up the ravine to the back part of the peni-
tentiary reserve, which will enable us to haul the wood and stone much more easily and
a shorter distance than before.

The progress we expected to have made in brick making has not advanced as
satisfactorily as I would wish, but we hope by spring to be in a position to commence
making brick. Prospecting for clay and sand has been carried on, and an unlimited
supply has been found on our ground, the quality of which has been declared first-class
by experts.

Repairs have been made to the old water system by repairing the dam and pipe,
which, with a few more improvements, such as building a large tank or reservoir, in
addition to the one we are now building, for saving ail the water from wash house and
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other buildings, I have no doubt will give us sufficient water for all purposes, except for
cooking and drinking, and will make quite a reduction in our expenditure.

A good deal of repairing has been done inside the main building, such as lathing,
plastering, painting, and a new ceaient floor in kitchen.

The boundary fence has been repaired in a good many places by putting in new
posts, which have been taken from the reserve, but it still requires a good deal more
done to it.

The unsightly hole in front of the building has been filled in level with the field,
also a greater part of the cribbing along the railway track in front of the reserve.

In conclusion I would say that the conduct of the officers of this institution has
been highly satisfactory.

KINGSTON PENITENTIARY.

PORTSMOUTH, ONT., 1st July, 1896.

Si,-Once more, I have the honour to present my report, this time for the year
just ended.

I have great satisfaction in being able to state that the health of the population of
this penitentiary, all things being considered, is very good.

The diseases requiring treatment are such as are met with in every day practice,
outside, and although the number admitted into hospital exceeded that of the previous
year, yet our death rate has not increased.

One cause why our number of admissions to hospital has, of late, increased is that
not a few with trifling complaints, viz.: toothache, nausea, indigestion, &c., are taken
in, in my absence, who might have received medicine and been sent to their cells. As
in former years, all complaining of being ill have the privilege of seeing me each
norning on my visit to this prison, and those who I consider require to be treated in
hospital are received into it, to the others medicine is administered and they are sent
to work.

In looking over the reports of the surgeons of the different penitentiaries of the
Dominion, for 1894-95, I find that whereas, the total number of admissions into this
hospital in that period, with a population of 530, amounted to 366; in St. Vincent de
Paul, in which were confined 396 convicts, the numbers treated in hospital and cells
was 847 ; in Dorchester, with a population of 167, no less than 265 were undergoing
treatment as above; in Manitoba, in which were only 96 prisoners, 605 were reported
as requiring medical aid, none of these being outside patients; and in British Columbia
55 convicts were received into the hospital there, the number confined in that prison
being 98.

As I stated in my report last year, all those ailing, with the exception of outside
patients, a few in the female prison, C. L. Asylum and isolated ward are treated in our
hospital, the cells here being too small in which to confine sick people.

Now if one looks at the above comparisons, it is plain to be seen that with
exception of British Colurrbia, the Kingston Penitentiary stands far in advance of all
the others, in respect to the sanitary condition of its inmates.

There remained in this hospital on 30th June, 1896, 8, three of these will, in all
probability, remain here, during their period of incarceration.

We have been altogether free from any epidemic, since my last report, with the
exception of la grippe, and I am pleased to be enabled to state, that fewer cases of
typhoid fever have occurred within the year just closed, than in the preceding one, viz.:
in 1894-95, 25 cases, in 1895-96, 8.

I have been informed by Mr. Devlin, the engineer, that steps have been taken, to
have the pipe through which the water is conveyed into this prison, carried out into
the lake a distance of 500 feet. In my report last year, I hinted at this, but thinking
it would be very expensive, and at the same time might not accomplish all it was
expected to do, recommended, that the water for drinking purposes should be boiled, or
if that could not be done, that a well be bored in the yard, near the present one, to the
depth of from 45 to 70 feet.

Had I, as surgeon of the Kingston Penitentiary, been consulted in the above
matter, I would have advised that water from the vicinity, where it is proposed said
pipe shall terminate, be first analysed, by an expert, in order to ascertain if it, the
water, there, is pure, as great difficulty was experienced in obtaining pure water for the
inhabitants of Kingston, the supply pipe having to be extended some 2,700 feet into
the lake, instead of 1,300 feet, as at first intended.

37
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Insane Ward.

Those confined in this ward are kindly treated. Mr. Evans, the keeper who, bas
been in charge since the opening of the asylum, about 15 years ago, is very attentive to
the inmates, and discharges his duties to my entire satisfaction. Most of those here are
incurable. One unfortunate man who was sent to this prison was admitted into the
ward, when first seen by me, he being insane. He is also an epileptic. I reported on
his case, shortly after his admission, but as yet, steps have not been taken for his
removal. His, was one of those cases, which should have been examined into, by medical
men before his trial, as he, being insane, should, in my opinion, not have been tried,
but sent to an insane asylum.

There were discharged from the asylum as cured, 8; improved sufficiently to
resume work, 5; transferred to a provincial asylum on expiration of sentence, 2; died,
1 ; remaining at present date, 24. Should it be the intention of the government, still
to confine the criminal lunatics in this building I would strongly urge that the old
water closets at present in use, having cast iron hoppers, be replaced by porcelain
trapped closets.

Female Departnent.

I have nothing new to report in reference to this department. The matron and
deputy matron, as in former years, have discharged their duties to the sick in a most
satisfactory manner

1, once more, call your attention to the two insane women confined here, and
would again ask, can nothing be done to have them placed in a provincial lunatic
asylum.

There have been more accidents than usual among the convicts, within the last
twelve months. One man fell from the fourth range of cells, fortunately without
breaking any bones or suffering severe internal injuries. Another had the index finger
of his left hand caught in the machinery in the binder twine, necessitating amputation
at the second joint of that finger. A third fell from a scaffold and dislocated his
elbow joint, left arm. A fourth swung hiniself from a beam in the south wing, falling
a distance of twelve feet, having hold of a rope, thinking the hook at the far end of the
rope was fastened in a ring, where it generally was secured, causing fracture of the
lower end of fibula. A fifth fell, while at work at the water tower, a distance of some
eighteen feet, fortunately only receiving a sprained wrist and a contusion of his right
thigh. A sixth had the little finger of his right hand caught in a cog-wheel in the
binder twine, in consequence of which I had to amputate that finger at the second joint.

The intercepting sewer bas hardly been long enough in operation to allow me to
express an opinion as to its usefulness.

During the past year there have not been many of the officers confined to their
homes through sickness.

The tables annexed show how many patients were treated in hospital and the
nature of their diseases.

Mr. Gunn is quite efficient in the discharge of his duties as hospital overseer.

ST. VINCENT DE PAUL, 18th August, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to subnit to you my report for the year ended 30th June-
last.

I am sorry to state that we have had more sickness this year then for years past.
From the 15th October, to the 26th January, we had 44 cases of typhoid and

gastric fever, one patient died of typhoid fever.
I beg to call your attention to the hospital which is too smali and not well ventilated

The convicts are all together and it is difficult to obtain a prompt recovery especially
when there is an epidemic. During the epidemic of last autumn, I was obliged to use
another room that was not ventilated. For these reasons I recommend a new hospital.

During the year we had six insane convicts who caused much trouble, as we have
no place in which they could follow a course of treatment. One insane convict was
transferred to the insane asylum at Kingston, and another was recommended, and the
four others cause much trouble.

During the year there were many accidents but none serious.
On the 30th June, there were three patients in hospital under treatment.
The table annexed will show you the number of patients treated in hospital and

cells. Mr. David O'Shea, the hospital overseer, fulfils his duties to my entire satis-
faction.

I am thankful to the warden and the other officers for the aid they render me in
the discharge of my duties.

DORCHESTER PENITENTIARY.

DoRCHESTER, N.B., 30th July, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit my report for the year ended June 30th, 1896.
The sanitary condition of our prison during the last year has been good. The

sewers are kept in good order, are frequently flushed, and have not given us any trouble
for some time. Occasionally a sewer requires to be opened, cleaned and repaired, but,
owing to the elevated site of our prison, we have probably less difficulty in this respect
than other buildings of this kind less favourably situated.

The ventilation of the cells is very good. It is by means of separate ducts from
,each cell; these unite in a large air-duct at the top of the block, and are discharged
through numerous ventilators at the top of the building.

The corridors and dining hall are ventilated by means of a number of windows
surrounding the cupola, which can be opened and shut at pleasure from the landing in
the hall. The draught can be increased by opening one or more windows at the sides or
ends of the north or east wings, a proceeding that takes place daily. In summer as
many windows as are required are open all day, and at night as many as are necessary.
The cells are 8 feet high, 9 feet 9 inches long and 4 feet 6 inches wide, with grated
doors, giving a capacity of 351 cubic feet. The corridors are 9 feet 7 inches wide, the
full height of four rows of cells and surrounding the whole block.

The cells and corridors are kept quite clean and free from any offensive smell and
we have never experienced any difficulty in having the temperature to suit the season.
Our steam heating apparatus continues to give every satisfaction.

The water supply continues sufficient for the wants of the prison population, but
as a large quantity is required for the wants of the occupants of the 30 officers' houses,
situated at some distance from the prison and at a much lower level, I consider it Most
important that our supply should, as soon as possible, be supplemented by having a
.spring in the near neighbourhood piped so as to give the inhabitants of the cottages all
that might be required of that necessary essential to health, good water.

There were admitted during last year 77 males and 3 females. Lads under 16
years of age, 8; from 16 to 40, 65; from 40 to 60, 6 ; over 60, 1.

The general physical condition of those admitted during the year, with very few
exceptions, has been good.

Since last report we have had the female prisoners remain here instead of being
sent to Kingston, as formerly, and at present there are four female prisoners in charge
of our matron.
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The general health of the convicts has been good. We have bad two deaths, one
the result of an accident in the mill, the man coming in contact with a stave saw; his
right thigli and right fore-arm were severely lacerated and he likewise sustained severe
internal injuries, death resulting 52 hours after the accident. The other was a case of
phthisis, a young man aged 23. He had been in our prison before and was-as he
expressed it-glad to get back, as he had no friends outside who would take care of
him. With these exceptions the year's work has been uneventful. There has not been
as much general illness of a serious character, as on many former occasions during my
16 years' service, and I am happy to say that we have had no epidemic or contagious
disease visit us. There were 11 cases sent to hospital. The number of days in hospital
was 360. The number of applications for minor complaints was 1,237.

Annexed are the tables showing the number of cases treated in prison and those
sent to hospital.

MANITOBA PENITENTIARY.

STONY MOUNTAIN, 1st July, 1896.

SIR,-I beg to submit my annual report for the year ended 30th J une, 1896.
It it very gratifying that another year has gone by without having any death to

record.
A few severe cases of illness amongst the convicts terminated favourably. There

was an increase, this year over last, of minor complaints.
I have the four insane convicts, already reported, still in hospital. Two more cases

under treatment in the prison, show positive signs of mental derangement and may at
any moment arrive at that stage of the disease where they will be found to be insane.

With no facilities for proper care and attendance, these insane patients give the
warden and staff much anxious work, to prevent disturbance of the discipline of the
penitentiary.

The return shows a large number of " days of convicts in hospital." This is on
account of the insane patients. The number of days is 2,571. The total number of
prescriptions is 3,533. The annual expenditure is in keeping with these returns and
about the same as last year, which is very reasonable.

The guards and families have had rather more than the usual amount of minor
ailments. I have seen also a great deal of discoinfort amongst the women and children,

due to the defective condition of some of the quarters. For the most part these buildings
were poorly built, and being in constant use for a long time, with few repairs, they are
now very much out of repair. They are very cold and draughty in winter. I do hope that
wherever it is found necessary, the work of repair will be completed before the cold
weather comes. This will remove a just cause of complaint. A good deal of satisfac-
tory work has been done in repairing and replacing defective portions of the soil, heat-
ing and water pipes both in the prison and the hospital. This work was very much
needed. The hospital overseer, -Mr. Beaupré, continues his work to my entire satisfac-
tion. He is very kind and faithful in the discharge of his duties. My duties have been
made pleasant for me by the constant kindness and courtesy of the warden and bis staff.

BRITISH COLUMBIA PENITENTIARY.

NEW WESTMINSTER, B.C., July 1st, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit my annual report for the year ended 30th
June, 1896, together with the customary tables.

The number of patients treated in hospital is less than last year, being 25, while
the number of days spent in hospital was 585, an average of 23-4 days each patient.

Fortunately no serious cases of disease have occurred,. nor has any epidemic visited
the prison, a fact which, in view of our present circumstances, we are duly thankful
for.

No death has occurred during the year.
While the number of patients treated in hospital has decreased, a large number

have been treated in their cells, the number of prescriptions made up for patients other
than those in hospital being 944.

This penitentiary gtill suffers under the disadvantage of having no properly equipped
hospital. The place used as one has many drawbacks which have been mentioned in
former reports.

I beg to call your attention to the unsatisfactory arrangements existing for supply-
ing the hospital with medicines. The system in force at present necessitates great
delay in procuring articles which may be required. Thus, on May 26th last, I requi-
sitioned for certain drugs which have not made their appearance yet. This delay
militates against the proper treatment of the sick and places the surgeon in an awkward
position. By great good fortune no serious accident has occurred since that date, for
as this delay has kept us without an anaesthetic in the hospital for over five weeks, it
is difficult to know what we should have done had an occasion arisen which called for
the use of one.

The two convicts who were reported as insane last year are still in the prison, and
continue as difficult as ever to deal with. These men should be removed to an asylum
for the insane, as the chance of their recovery daily grows less the longer they are

48
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without proper treatment. Another man has been admitted during the year who is at
least of weak intellect, and who may develop insanity at any time.

One officer died during the year. He had been ill for some time with bronchitis,
and suddenly developed pneumonia which proved fatal in three days.

In conclusion, I have to thank the warden and other officers for much assistance
in the discharge of my dutiee, and again express my satisfaction with the manner in
which the hospital overseer, Mr. Carroll, attends to the work of the hospital.

SIR.-I beg leave to submit my report as schoolmaster for the year ended 30th
June, 1896.

The attendance at school for the year just closed has rather more than kept pace
with the increase in the prison population. The daily average was 60-75, being nearly
thirty-four per cent of the total number of prisoners in custody.

I think I may say that, upon the whole, very considerable progress in their studies
has been made by most of the prisoners who attend the school. Of course a number
are fair scholars on admission, but the ones I feel most interested in-and to whom I
pay the most particular attention-are those who were entirely illiterateat the start.
These, almost invariably, show a keen desire to learn, and it is often very gratifying
to see how rapidly they learn, often advancing from the first primer to the second and
from thence to the first Royal Reader, in the course of a few weeks. I believe they
appreciate in a much greater degree the advantages offered by the school than do
those who were possessed of more or less education before entering the prison.

I have little to complain of on the score of conduct of the pupils. On one or two
occasions, after repeated admonitions and warnings, I have been obliged to dismiss the
offenders from the school, but with these exceptions the deportment of the prisoners,
during the school hour, has been excellent.

PORTSMOUTH, 30th June, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to present my report for the year just ended.
During its course the voluntary Bible class having grown too unwieldly, I found it

necessary to divide it, calling one-half up on Tuesday and the other moiety on Thursday.
With the Friday debating class and others occasionally called, about 100 men are
brought in contact with the chaplain every week.

The hospital work has been moderate this year, my visits to patients averaging
about thirty per week.

The chapel has been beautified by the addition of stained windows. Although a
few grumbled that the money would be better expended in improving their diet, the
larger portion of the men were pleased, and I think they feel more that they are in a
place of worship than before.

The prison of isolation has now been in operation for eighteen months. When it
was first talked about, Mr. Moylan, in his report for 1889, page xiii., says: " Al the
convicts in isolation should be frequently visited by the respective chaplains, in the
event of arrangements being made to enable these reverend gentlemen to devote all their
time to the discharge of these duties, which are absolutely needed to bring about the
reformation of those in their spiritual charge. The amount of good which it is expected,
and which it is desirable that the chaplains should do cannot be accomplished under
existing arrangements, it is out of the question. Is it reasonable to suppose that the
results of the chaplains' ministrations, for a couple of hours on Sunday and a half hour
or so on Wednesday, can be as efficacious as if they were- daily and hourly among the
prisoners giving them advice, encouragement and instruction? "

Agreeing with the opening remark that frequent visits to the men in solitary con-
finement were desirable, I have made it my custom to see them frequently, paying on an
average fifty visits a week to those therein confined. I cannot leave this paragraph
without remarking that the late inspector's estimate of the chaplain's work is wholly
mistaken. For the last twenty-one years the Sunday and Wednesday services, instead
of being the chief of our work, have not been more than the eighth or tenth part of it,
and that without counting any work done at home ii the way of preparation of sermons,
letter-writing or reading. The prison of isolation has, altliough only filled to about a
third of its capacity, added about ten hours a week to my work. I think more constant
work should be provided for those therein; sitting in idleness is not desirable, and
although I make it my business to provide books for them, some cannot read and very
few care to read more than three hours.

I cannot close my report without expressing my regret at the retirement of Dr.
Lavell, to whom I am indebted for constant kindness and courtesy during many years.

SIR,-I beg to forward you my annual report for the year ended 30th June, 1896.
I regret to say that during the year that has passed the number of prisoners under my
charge has increased, and that at the present time it is greater than during any of the
former years of my chaplaincy. However, our handsome little chapel is sufficiently
large and roomy to accommodate without inconvenience the increased numbers. I
mention the fact for another purpose, namely, the expediency of providing us with
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better ventilation. Last year, through the kindness of the department, the plain glass
in our windows was replaced with costly stained glass. To prevent breakage this was
firmly fixed in its place, and only a narrow strip in the centre allowed to open. Hence
during the extremely warm weather the men complained and did not come to the ser-
vices as cheerfully, as heretofore. I have always tried to make the chapel and the
services attractive. My object has always been to make the men forget while there all
human restraint and all human suffering that their minds may be the more free te grasp
those higher eternal truths proposed to them-to consider only the restraints of religion
and the responsibility of every creature to live his life according to the law laid down.by
that great Master of all-the Creator. I hope then that when arranging for those
other improvements yon so kindly mentioned on your last visit, you will take this also
into consideration.

The number in the confirmation class has also greatly increased and now exceeds
thirty. His Grace the Archbishop intends visiting the penitentiary during the present
summer to confer the sacrament of confirmation on these men.

The warden and officers are always courteous and respectful, and are always willing
and anxious to assist the chaplains in their work.

I can only bestow commendation on the convicts for their condxct in the chapel,
and the assidúity of the greater part of them in fulfilling their, religious duties.

Except the inveterate victims of idieness, thoughtlessness, failse science aid the
stultifying sensualism which our century of license, rather than of liberty, infiltrates
from the cradle in the morals of all clsses of society, our poor coftVicts teel the necessity
of religion, practise its precepts, often take the sacraments and always in the most
edifying manner.

To help them forward in the good path we have the generous coöperation of all
the staff, of our organist so devoted although so little remunerated, and of the greatest
part of the convicts, who are always zealous in taking a part in the singing as well as
in the services, and in giving good example.

The library is well provided with books, and the convicts are more and more fond
of reading.

The school is, I believe, in the best possible condition for the instruction of those
who desire to and can profit by it. Our teacher conscientiously makes all his efforts
to push forward his pupils and I think he obtains all the success which can be expected.

In closiag the year we have 316 Roman. Catholia We had thie year 87 arrivals,
94 departures, 11 pardons ow commutations of sentence; 1 death and 2 transfeérs to
Kingstot for insanity or other cause •

W6 haI the sorrow to lose if SeptemWbe last the Reverend Canor Futton, the
Protestan chaplua- whom the mut údden death, took away frn his fmily and who
l0aves everywhere so mwany regrets; le was the most amiable old muan ow could maes.
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I owe particular thAnks to the warden, whose excellent administration and com-
plete self-devotion render my task so easy. His officers know so well how to second
him that I must testify my gratitude to them.

School.

Of the convicts under any charge, fdfteen haveattended school, the majoity showing
by their attention and diligence a desire to profit by the privilege. The subjects ta4gt.4.
spellip8, readi g, dictation, arithmetic and writing, are such as will help the men on
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their release to mske a better start again in life. Ten have availed themselves of the
opportunity here afforded them of getting some knowledge of the French language,
while five have taken lessons in English only.

Library.

I regard the library not only as a boon but as a distinct benefit to the men,
believing that it may possibly be made a potent agency in their reformation. Much, I
am persuaded, may be accomplished in this direction by gradually replacing the cheap
sensational novel with carefully selected works of fiction of a more wholesome and
instructive nature, books of travel and adventure, biography, history, and elementary
books on science.

Chapel.

The services in the chapel are marked by good responding and hearty singing, the
general behaviour of the men being, with few exceptions, reverent and attentive. At
present four of the men are under instruction preparatory to receiving the rite of Holy
Baptism.

In conclusion, I desire to acknowledge the uniform kindness with which the warden
and deputy warden have always supported me in the discharge of my duties, and also
the courteous bearing towards me of the officers generally.

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DORCHESTER PENITENTIARY.

DORCHESTER, 1st July, 1896.
SIR,-I have the honour to submit my report · as Protestant Chaplain of the

Dorchester Penitentiary for the year ended 30th June, 1896. On that day there were
117 convicts under my charge, as against 100 on the corresponding day of the preceed-
ing year.

Two of the number, under my care, died during the year, and their bodies were
reverently interred in the prison burying ground.

Nothing has occurred during the year to disturb the normal working of my official
duties; but three circumstances call for notice:-

1. The government having made the maritime penitentiary the military prison
for the garrison at Halifax, their action in this particular, has added a new feature to
the work.

2. By the same authority, this institution has had restored to it the female convict
department. As a matter of course, this has given rise to the necessity for the religious
instruction of women on week days, under the immediate eye of the matron. In this
matter, the newly appointed matron-Mrs. Bartlett-has courteously facilitated this
branch of my work, as also did Mrs. J. B. Forster as acting matron.

3. During the year a piece of ground which had been duly cleared, laid out, and
fenced, was set apart by suitable religious service as a burial ground for the interment
of the bodies of such deceased prisoners as are either without friends or without relatives
able and desirous of obtaining the remains. On the day appointed, Thursday, June
25th, the warden, chaplain, surgeon and such other otficers as could be spared, together
with the prison choir, proceeded to the lot, and then in the manner proper to such an
occasion, circumambulated the ground whilst the 39th and the 90th psalms were being
said. This done suitable scripture lessons and prayers followed, appropriate hymns
being also sung by the choir; the whole service being most reverent and impressive.

The duties incidental to chapel services, bible classes, and individual counsel have
been discharged during the year without intermission ; and we are not without evidence
that all has not been in vain.

The reverent attention during divine service, and the continued interest shown in
the bible class, are little short of remarkable. Having now summered and wintered
the " Dorchester Penitentiary Devotional Society," it is gratifying to be able to say
that, so far as we can see, there is good only resulting therefrom.

The day school continues to be a most valuable feature of our system. I have
visited it from time to time, and I wish to say that, under Mr. Gray's management, it
continues to do good work.

The general and the religious libraries are being gradually improved, and are in
constant use. The not infrequent receipt of parcels of soiled and worn out religious
denominational literature, proves that many well-meaning religiously-disposed people
outside, have no idea of the decent provision that is made for the intellectual, moral
and religious well-being of our convict population.

My relations with my brother Chaplain, Fr. Cormier, continue to be most cordial;
and I am debtor to the warden and every member of the staff for their constant
courtesy,

SiR,-I have the honour to submit to you my annual report as Roman Catholic

chaplain of this penitentiary for the year ended 30th June, 1896.
At the close of the fiscal year, there appeared inscribed on my register the names

of 75 convicts, as against 67 figuring thereon twelve months previously.
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The behaviour of the Catholic prisoners during the celebration of Holy Mass a
during any other divine service held in the chapel, has been throughout the year a
source of gratification to myself, and of edification to the officers charged with their
supervision. In fact the general discipline amongst convicts here is most commendable
especially as it partakes of that benign and paternal character which constitutes
Christian discipline. The efficiency of the choir leaves very little to be desired, and their
excellent rendition of sacred music adds very much to the solemnity and impressiveness
of the holy sacrifice.

The attendance at catechism class continues to be fair, and the interest taken
therein by its members satisfactory.

The libraries are well patronized. Some small but very appropriate improvements
have been made in the library rooms. The books received a general and good over
hauling, and now present a very neat appearance. The books are distributed regularly
and are generally subjected to no ill-usage or defacement. Under the management of
Mr. Gray the school is doing excellent work. Eminently good results must follow the
encouragement given by the government to the educational department in all our
prisons.

In concluding this report, I cannot refrain from renewing with an additional
sincerity, my appreciation of the uniform courtesy extended to me by the warden and
entire staff.

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The two convicts pardoned were Blood Indians. They developed galloping con-
sumption and received during their stay in hospital every care and attention from the
kind hearted surgeon. They left in a very weak condition, one of them, " Wolf-child,"
dying on board the train near Moose Jaw. His remains were taken in charge by the
north-west mounted police and sent on for interment at the Blood reserve.

The duties of my office have been duly performed. The general conduct of the men
has been good.

The school is fairly attended and receives the utmost care and attention froin Mr.
Beaupré and his assistants.

Mr. Durden, as organist, does all in his power to render the musical portions of the
church what they should be. He has many difficulties to contend with of one kind or
another, and deserves the hearty thanks of all concerned.

The library is much sought after, but stands sadly in need of a fresh supply of
books. None were added during the year. During the inspector's visit last year, it was
suggested that the libraries should be amalgamated. Those books treating of religious
subjects being removed to the library belonging to each chapel and issued to those desir-
ing them. In this way more books could be obtained from the same grant, as there
would not be any occasion to duplicate or triplicate (as in some cases) many of the
standard authors now in use. I am in entire accord with the suggestion and trust it
may be put into effect.

The chapel requires renovating very much. It has never been kalsomined since our
entering the building. I am aware o' the vast amount of work there is to be done in
and about the prison, but I trust sornething may be done in this respect before long.

I accord my thanks to all officers who have so kindly aided me in the discharge of
my duties.

SI,-I have the honour to transmit to you my annual report for the fiscal year
ended 30th June last.

There are 17 convicts entrusted to my care at the present time. The number has
been decreasing during last year.

Generally speaking, I can say that those who are entrusted to my care have been
well-behaved during the religious services, and have given me satisfaction.

During the month of July last, I made two requisitions for books for the library
and for the chapel. I have received neither.

READING.

Reading is a proper thing to bring back to order, men who have temporarily
abandoned the right path. But to obtain this good result, I believe the reading only
of serious and religious books can contribute. The reading must be of such a nature as
to produce a deep and lasting impression upon the soul of the reader. A frivilous
reading will produce nothing good and the effects thereof will not be lasting. The
reading of novels is of no use, and the reading of the history of adventures where fiction,
audacity, crime, are always praised, only produce deplorable effects.
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It is, moreover, necessary that the reading should be the nourishment of the soul
and of the heart. It is important that this nourishment should be wholesome and well
calculated to give strength so as to reveal the past faults and to prepare for the future.
Otherwise, the poor unfortunate convict will be no better off at the end of his tern
than he was at the be'ginning. I may add, that convicts who only read works of a
frivilous character whilst they are here, have never remained very long at liberty with-
out being recaptured, and being sent here for a second term. On the other hand, those.
who have fortified themselves by reading serious works during their incarceration, have
never had the occasion to undergo a second term.

BRITISH COLUMBIA PENITENTIARY.

NEw WESTMINSTER, B.C., 10th July, 1896.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit to you my annual report as Protestant chaplain
for the year ended 30th June, 1896.

I have in my charge at the 'present time, one convict more than at the end of the
fiscal year of 1895. At that time I had sixty-seven. Since then twenty-two convicts
have bef-n discharged and twenty-three admitted in their stead, so at the present time
those to whom I minister number sixty.eight.

Of these, two are practically incapacitated from attending religious services on
account of mental trouble. One would, perhaps, be better off in the asylum, but as
his time expires in a few month, and he has not lately appeared to get any worse, I do
not feel that he will sufler much by remaining. With these exceptions, all attend the
services and are reasonably attentive and devout. I have reason to be well satiqfied
with the altered state of mind of some, and hope that in other cases seed is not sown in
vain. Three men have been baptized during the past year, and several others are under
instruction to the same end.

Special service is held weekly for the Chinese by a Chinese catechist, Mr. S.
Jen-Yong, and a good work is being accomplihed among them.

We still suffer inconvenience through the small size of our chapel, but are hoping
to see the inconvenience removed during the year.

The convicts take great interest in the musical part of the service, and in this con-
nection, I feel I ought to acknowledge niy indebted&ness for the very valuable help given
to me by Guard H. McKee and Trade Instructor Disney.

The library is a valuable auxiliary to the work of the chaplain, and the books read
most readily are of a solid and instructive character. The old plan ot having two separate
libraries, Protestant and Roman Catholic, ha,; been abandoned during the year in favour
of one general library, excluding books with any ecclesiastical bias. This plan has
many advantages but seems likely to deprive the chaplains of the power of placing in
the handa of the convicts books inculcating definite religious truth, inasmuch as few
religious books of any value are written from a neutral standpoint.

The school, under the able oversight of Mr. Carroll, is doing a good work, particu-
larly for the Indians and Chinese. The progress made by some of these is truly surpris-
ing. Others more advanced are enabled to continue their studies in their cells.

In conclusion, I would express my belief, a belief deepened by experience, that
the penitentiary discipline and life is, in the case of most of the convicts, exerting a
very beneficial influence. Great moral help is derived from the opportunities for work
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and instruction which were lacking or neglected outside, in developing steadiness of
character and strength of will, and in isolating men from the evil influences which
threatened their lives with shipwreck.

If there exists, anong a few, a feeling of injustice, or a disposition to grumble, it
arises, not so mnuch from rebellion against the prison life itself, as from a tendency to
dwell upon the assumned disproportionateness or inequality of their sentences. This of
course only applies to a few, and the majority are quite willing to admit the justice of
their punishment and make the best of it.

SIr,-I have the honour to submit my annual report for the year ended 30th June
1896.

The number of convicts under my charge has slightly increased within the past
year. Their conduct in chapel has, at all times, been satisfactory. Generally speaking,
they have endeavoured to make good use of the advantages afforded them for the advance-
ment of their spiritual welfare. This observance of the rules and discipline of the
prison is in itself a warrant for this assertion. I do not, however, wih to be under-
stood as saying there is no room for improvement. If, in view of the class of persons a
priest h;Ls to deal with in a penitentiary, he sees reasons to be somewhat satisfied at
the goo I he has accomplished, he also knows there is still much to be desired, much to
be done.

In the work of reforming convicts, good reading, I think, acts a very potent part.
It is, no doubt, a great good to put into their hands works of useful information, of
history and of travel, but I should also like to be able to furnish those convicts under
my charge with reading matter, more wholesome in substance and more Catholic in
tone than that to be, for the most part, found in works of fiction. The average novel
is not at all calculated to elevate the mind or improve the heart, but rather to debase
and corrupt them.

The efforts of a chaplain are also, I believe, powerfully seconded where discipline
is strictly enforced and where the convic-s are treated in a humane and considerate
manner. If a convict can be made to see that the officers of the prison, though bound
to be vigilant and strict, have at heart his true interests, he is likely to be more amen-
able to his spiritual guide than he otherwise would be. If my labours have brought
forth some fruit, I consider I am largely indebted to the good wili of the officers and to
their efficient management of the prison.

Of the many convicts who take advantage of the benefits of the school, a good
number have made pleasing progress in learning to read and write.

In concluding, I beg to tender my sincere thanks to the warden and other officers
of the prison for their kindness and the assistance they render me in the discharge of
my duties.
