Although the views ol the highe
dignitary ol he Catnoli
(Murch m America on divorce and its
onsequent evils can cause no surprise
to those who know the attitude pre-
served by that Church through the
ages, the personality and broadmind-
edness of James, Cardinal Gibbons,
cannot help but nvest them with uu-
usual interest and authorjty

In many writings and sermons he
bas opposed to all sociological argu-
ments the Incontrovertible dictun

that what the Lord had ordained man
could not alter. He has followed ag
postics and men of science on thelr
ground of debate, and reasoned out
the divine law with them from the
philosophical standpoint.

‘““The first reason,’’ said he, ‘‘upon
which the rejection of divorce by all
Catholics is based, is that the Church,
acting upon the word of God, does
not recognize its existence. The Lord
bas decreed that the marriage bonds
shall be indestructible, and He alone
can sever it by taking from this lile
one or the other of the contracting
parties. Marriage ifrom the dawn ol
Hfe on this earth He made holy and
indissoluble. He established its law
of unity when He gave IKve to Adam
in the Garden of Eden, and this ideal
of marriage remains to-day t
was in the beginning

‘““With the advent of Christ, the
beautiful truth that the one woman
was made for the one man, was again
re-asserted. Polygamy and divorce had
already entered the social system,
and the Son of God raised Hissvoice
against them. He made the marrnage
a sacrament, a symbol of His own
union with the Church, and this 1t
bas remained to this day.

‘““No matter in what light men look
upon marriage and its attributes and
obligationsgall must admit that in
the last analysis 1t is upon this in-|
stitution that the entire structure of
sochety rests. Statistics recently com-
piled show what inroads into the
family have already been made by di-
vorcé in this country. The minds of
legislators and jurists are kept busy
devising new means for obtaining di-
vorces. The facility with which they
can be secured has served as an cn-
couragement to hasty marriages and
to equally hasty separations. The |
most trivial and ridiculous pretexts
now serve as justifiable reasons, re
cognized by law, for the rupture of
the marriage bond. There are even
States in which diverces can be ob-
tained without the knowledge of the
defendant. Crimes and all sorts of
excesses have been epcouraged and
committed that one party to a mar-
riage might free hims.lf from his ob-
ligations to his virtuous wife in order
0 marry sbme other woman There
are frequent instances also where the

divorce is a matter of convenience,
arranged and agreed npon by both
husband and wife. Charges are trump-
ed up which the defendant agrees not
to deny, and a judgment is rendered
for the plaintiff, who promptly en-
ters into new marital relations with
another

““And yet with all this, we crv ou
in virtwous indignation against Mor-
monism. The press
pounce it as a national disgrace and
demand its suppression. But is ¢ hris-
tlan polygamy less reprehonsib’e than
Mormon polygamy ? Is simultaneous
polygamy worse than suecessive poly-
