TAPPING WATER MAINS.
Geo. E. Caldwell, representing the H. 

Mueller Mfg. Co., of Decatur, III., is 
giving exhibitions in Canada of their 
machine for tapping a water main arid 
making a connection without the loss of 
any water or having to shut oft the water. 
The method is somewhat new in Ontario, 
but is in general use throughout the U.S. 
Heretofore the plan has been to drill 
partially thiough the pipe and then drive 
in a brass nipple, but with the new method 
the machine is placed on the pipe, which 
is drilled clean through and then the drain

is tapped into it, after which the drill is 
withdrawn and a corporation cock is in­
serted, which allows closing off at the 
main. About twenty places in Ontario 
have adopted the machine, among which 
are Ottawa, Prescctt, Brockville, Belle­
ville, Toronto. Galt, Southampton and 
Mount Forest.
