Read the Bible Through.

Many dieciples have commenced ths Christian
life 'during the last year.

Nevertheless, as they are duly
anthotized for sale, bave been no doubt compos-
ed and edited by pious men, and are sbundantly
circulated, it is worth while to give them a pass-

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A Japanese Dictionary.

The cpening of Japan to intercourse with other
nations was promptly followed by the establish-
ment of Christian Protestant missions in that
country. Several American societies entered at
once upon this work, and they had the wisdom
to parcel out the different objects that first re-
quired attention,in such a way as to avoid dupli-
cating each other’s labors. They have agreed
as to the principles on which they will render
the Bible into that strange tongue. Dr. Hep-
burn, of the Presbyterian Board, has occupied
himeelf almost exclusively with the preparation
of a Japanese and English dictionary, which is
at length completed and ready for printing. The
last number of the record contains the following
information :

* One of our countrymen, s merchant at Yoko-
hama, kindly and liberally offered to take the
risk and be at the expense of its publication ;
this expense will probably be reimbursed by its
sales. 'This work, the first and only one of the
kind, has involved great labor, but it is regarded
as indispensable to the transiation of the Serip-
tures into the Japanese language, and it will be
very useful also to missionaries and others.”

South Seas.
GLORIOUS TRIUMPHS OF THE GOSPEL,

Wonderful have been the successes of the
gospel among the nations of the South Sea
Islands. The Anuual Report of the London
Missionary Society, notices, among other de-
ceased missionneies, Rev, Geo. Platt, *“ who
went to the South Sea Islands in 1816, and
labored here for neerly fifty years. He landed
in the beginning among a crowd of savages;
but he lived long enough to witness the extinc-
tion of idolatry, the whole population brought
under Christisn instruction, and very many ex-
hibiting ths purity, beauty and grandeur of a
Christlike life.” ’

The same authority says, ** It would be -diffi-
cult, probably impossible, to find any chapter in
the history of the church, describing an over-
throw of idolatry so rapid and so complete as
that which has taken place in the South Sea
lslands. Sixty years ago there was not a soli-
tary native Christian in Polynesis ; now it would
be dificult to fiad a professed idolater in those
Islands. of Eastern or Central Polynesia where
Christian missions have been established.” For
such triumphs of Christisnity let the church
rejoice, and rally with renewed zeal for the con-
quest of the world to Christ! R.

European Progresés.

Denmark favorsreligious liberty. In ber new
constitution she has incorporated the foliowing
articles :

ART, 76.—Citizens shall have the right to
unite in a community to worship God according
to their convictioms, upon the condition that
their doctrines and conduct are not contrary to
public order.

ART, 77.—No citizen shall be obliged to con-
tribute for the support of any wership he does
not himself profess; nevertheless, every indi-
vidual who is o member of a religious commu.-
nity, recognized in the country, will be expected
to contribute toward public instruction the
amount imposed by law in favor of the National
Church.

ART. 79.—No one can, because of his religion,
be deprived of the enjoyment of his civil and
political rights, or be hindered from the accom-
plishment of any of his duties as a citizen.

said Cturch is the Holy Ghost. That this
Church is the Bride of Christ I also confess ;
and that in her is true salvation to be found,
and that no one can possibly be saved is any
other except her, 1 believe.” * How bappy the
poor Princess must have felt,” says the Pall
Mall Gacette, * as she thought of all her rela-
tives still grouping in Lutheran darkness, far
from the Holy Orthodox Church !"

Nearly all the dwelling-houses are of stone,
there low stories high, without wicdows towards
the streets. They are made up of small, darks
kind of frooms, l6oking into s court. There are
neither chimneys nor fire-places, but something
like a stone sink fixed against the wall, in which
cooking is performed, mostly by s very unieas-
o2able small quantity of charcoal. An opening
through the wall, by leaving out a stone, is theo-
retically the outlet for smoke. Sometimes, how-
ever it is provokingly perverse, it fills every apart-
ment full, at the expense of the eyes and lungs
of the faithful.

The roofs of Jerusalem houses are usually flat,
with an elevation, dome like, in the centre. All
around above the eves it is quite common to have
a fence, as it were, some five or six feet high,
made of hollow earthen tubes, the size of one’s
erm; while it protects persons who lounge,
dance, chat, and work up there from the impu-
dent gaze of neighbors, the tubes allow a free
circulation of air.

While looking through one of the tubes, to
gratify a very commendable curiosity—viz, to
ascertain what other people were about at the
top of the next domicile—I not unfrequently
met a black, sparkling eye opposite, intent upon
the same laudable exploration.

So narrow are the streets of Jerusalem an
sgile man might leap across from onme bouse to
another, and thus perambulate considerable por-
tions of the city. Being badly paved with round
stones, great and small, regardiess of fitmess, and
very commonly speckled so as to sppear sprink-
led with blood, they would be insufferably filthy
were it not for the tremendous showers that
wash them.occasionally. Then, again, they are
up hill and down, and prodigiously crooked.

There being ueither street-lights at night, nor
people moving about when evening sets in, Je-
rusalem is particularly gloomy and quiet, save
the batking of dogs.

Shops abound, but are small, and with bardly
stock emough on hand to load a wheel-barrow:
Most of the groceries sre exhibited in baskets.
A dealer in dry goods sits on the floor and
reaches down what is called for. Bankers, who
are nothing moze or less than money-changers
m-ybamniain‘hdoot-nyl,bythddoof
a wooden chest, on the open lid of which their
riohes stand in petit piles.

In the doorways, as one is passing along,
sheep, calves, etc., are often bung up by the
heels to be slsughtered. I bave had to scud ec-
casionally to prevent being drenched with s
stream from the juglars of beasts thus suspend-
ed. It seems to be a law_that each one must
Jook out for himself in Jerusalem, since neither
brooms, emptying buckets, or tapping veins are
kept beck an instant to let a stranger pass.
Meohanics are considerably numegous, They
make pipes, as all good Mussulmen smoke per-

potually, as though it were the greet business of|

diameter—such as they place their dishes upon—
six inches or so from the floor, keep a large num-
ber of worknen constently hammezing. Shoes,
soft, large and ugly, are made principally in par-
ticular streets.—Corns_seem unknewn to the
wearers of those great feet coverings. Red
moroceo boots, 100, and yellow bootess for ladies,
with pointed toes, is another branch of necessary
industry. Tinmen, carpenters, crockery-men-
ders, barbers, antiquity-makers, horee-shoers,
saddlers, blackemiths, and jewe! manufacturers,
are the prominent tradgs in active demand. But
there is neither tast nor finish in anything.
Carpenters don’t understand makisg anything
plumd ; docrs are askew, windows on different
levels, and, in short, mechanical efforts are wret-
ched epecimens of skill. Stability is more sp-
parent in the cat of clothing than in anything
else. Men wear gowns, held together by sash-
es, and women wear troweers. Eachleg is a
huge petticoat, immentely gathered in over the
hips, held in place by sa¢h and shawl. The qual-
ity of the lady may be inferred by the quality of
the materials of her dress, . Shawls enter lsrge-

ly into the composition of female wardrobe.

Men shave the bead, but cultivate astonishly

large besrde—black, mottled, gray and white.

Dignity is measured by what grows on the chin,

and not by the eiz: of the brain. They subsist

in Jerusalem on mutton, poultry, eggs, olive-oil,

cqffee, and delicious fruits—always ebundant and

cheap, compared with New York, Boston or

Philadelphia prices. Jaffa, the Joppa of the Old

Testament, sends immense quontities of delic-

ious oranges, sweet lemons, melcns—sweet and

rich as nectar—besides other good things in

abundsnce, almost daily to Jerusalem. It is not

far from forty miles distant, from whence droves

of donkeys are constantly wending their way up

bearing wooden trays on'their heads, filled with
onions, squashes, radishes, figs, grapes, etc., ac-
cording to the season: while with one hand they
studiously cover their fuces with a bit of cotten
cloth as an npofogy for a veil. Modesty demands
concealment of the featuros of a female, but so-
ciety cares nothing about any other incidental
exposure of person.

" The inbhabitants of Jerusalem are mostly Arabs,
and Arabic is the language of the city. How-
ever, there are Jews, Greeks, Maltese, Italiens,
a good many Turks filling official positions, some
French, Copts, Persians, and a small representa-
tions from all over the world. Next to the Ara-
bic,Italian is heard most frequently ; still Frenchs
German, and English are spoken to a !imited ex-
tent. French is the language with which a trav-
eller may circumecribe the globe, and iﬁhrin%ly
find somebody to understand him, while all the
other languages of Europe or Asia are but incom-
prehensible jargon to the msjority of ears.

The Marriage Ring.
Archbishop Whitgift says :—* It is not mate-
rial whether the ring be used or not, for it is not
of the substance of matrimony ; neither yet a
sacramental sign, no more than the sitting at
communion is; but only a cteremony of the
which M. Buder saith on this sort: ¢ This dere-
mony is very profitable if the people be made to
understand what is thereby signified ; as that
the ring and other things first laid upon the
book and afterward by the minister given to
the bridegroom to be delivered to the bride, do
siguify that we ought to offer all that we have
to God before we use them, and acknowledge
that we receive them at his hand to be used to
his glory. The putting of the ring upon the
fourth finger of the woman's right hand, to the
which, as it is said, there cometh a sinew or
string from the heart, doth signifly that the heart
of the wife ought to be united to her husband;
and the roundness of the ring doth “signify that
the wife ought to be joined to her husband with
a perpetual band of love, as- the ring itself is
without end.’” The authority of Bucer was
cited because his name had great weight among
the Paritans, as he was a continental divine.

“ The use of the ring,” says Farrar, * botk in
espousal and marriage, is very ancient. Clement
says, ‘It was”given to the woman not as an
ornament, but as a seal, to signify the woman's
duty in preserving the goods of her husband,
because the care of the house belongs to her.
Others call it & pledge of mutual affection, or
a token of the union of the hearts of the wed-
ded in love.”

Jeremy Taylor, in his exquisite sermon om
the Marriage Ring, speaking of the husband’s
love to his wife, says: *‘ Above all the instances
of love, let him preserve toward her an inviola-
ble faith and an unspotted chastity ; for this is
the marriage ring, it ties two hearts by an eternal
band ; it is like the cherubim's flaming sword,
set for the guard of paradise.”

In the service of the Church of England it
reads thus: * And the priest taking the ring
shall deliver it unto the man, to put it upon the
fourth finger of the woman’s left hand. And
the man holding the ring there, and taught by
the priest, shall say: With this ring I thee
wed, with my body 1 thee worship, and with all
my worldly goods I thee endow: In the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost. Amer.”

The ring being left on the fourth finger of the
womaa’s left hand, the wminister, in proncuncing
them man and wile, spezks of them as * pledging
their troth either to other, and declaring the
sam2 by giving and receiving of a riog, and by
joiniog of hands.”

As might be expected, the Puritans were as
much offended with the sccoxd clause as with
the first in the formula ; and Whitgift, Hooker,
and others, took psins to show that the hus-
band’s worshiping, that is, honoring his wife
with his body, was not cnly no idolatry, but a
daty binding by spostolieal authority. The
objection, however, bas descended to our times.
The Llangollen (Wales) Advertiser, of Jung 21,
speaking of s wedding, says: “ The marrisge
service went on uninterruptedly until the placing
of the ring. Clergyman: ¢ With this ring 1
thoe wed’ Bridegroom: ¢ With this ring I thee
Y

wed.’ Clergyman: ¢ With my body I thee wor-
ship.” Bridegroom: ‘No, indeed, I can’t say
that; I will worship no one but God.’ . Upoa
this the clergyman closed the book and walked
off toward the door; but on the entreaties of
| the bride and bridegroom, and on his promise
that he would repeat the words, the yeverend
| gentleman kindly returned to the altar, and pro-
| ceeded with the lessopy but to the surprise of
|all present, whenfe read; ‘ With my body I
[ thee. worship,’ the bridegroom said, as before,
| “I protest against it’ THe bride: ‘O do say
{the words.’ Bridegroom: ‘No, I cannmot
' say such words. I protest against it The
clergyman for the second time closed the book
| and left the church, and the couple were obliged
to return home in exactly the same relationship
as they had left it, namely unmarried. The fol-
lowing day, however, another effort was made to
effect a union at the same altar, and, we are
glad to say, with better success, the bridegroom
repeating every word after the clergyman, with-
out makisg any .objection. The church was
more crammed on this occasion than the first;
and in the gladness of his heart and the heat of
his first love, the bridegroom threw s bandful of
silver among the the crowd in Churck-street,
and at last threw his purse.”
We presume, in the interim, some one satis-
fied the happy swain that there is nothing idela-
trous in the worship demanded.

laid on the baok without any reference to * the

accustomed duty te the priest and clerk,” and
the contracting formuls runs thus: _

“ With this ring, a token of and pledge of the
vow and covenant now made between me and
thee, I thee wed, in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Ghost.”— Nashville
Christian Advocate.

Annihilation.

It is ascertained, and is capable of the clearest

proofs, that the simple elements of whish all

substance is composed, cannot, by any conceiv-

able means, be destroyed. They may indeed be

80 changed as to present not the least resem-

blance to their previous forms ; they may be so
mingled with other bodies that their identity

cannot be traced ; they may be dissipated into

invisible vapor, and be apparently annihilated ;

but we learn from the scienee of chemistry that,

in every shape, the same elements remain inex-

tinguishable and unaltered. The phenomena of
solutions afford some of the most obvious illus-

trations of complete change produced in bodies

without causing their annihilation. If a piece of
silver be immersed in diluted nitre, in & short
time the silver will be eatirely dissolved. Its
hardoess, its lustre, its tenacity, its specifio gra-
vity, all the charaocteristics which distinguish it
8 a metal, are gone. Its very form has vanished,
and the hard, splendid, ponderous opaque metal,
which, a few minutes before, was immersed in
the mixture, is ‘apparently snnihiiated. The
liquid, however, remains as limped as before ;
it presents no difference in appearance to indicate
a change. What, then, has become of the solid
piece of silver which was placed in the liquid ?
Must we conclude that it is sanihilated P Put
some pieces of copper into’the solution, and the
silver will re-appear, and fall to the bottom of
the glass in small Lrilliant metallic crystals.—
Though solution is one of the simplest processes
of nature, the limited faculties of man will not
permit him to comprehend the mode in which
it operates, 'lhere is mot one phemomenon of
nature that the mind of man can fully compre-
heund, and, after pursuing the inquiry as far as
the mental capacity will admit, be is obliged to
confess that there is an operating pcwer beyend
the reach of his comprehension.

How Mosaics are Made.

A correspondent of the Morning Sun describ-
ing nightoming in Rome, says : )

“But the Mosaics seem to absorb the most
time and money in the least space, unless it be
the solid gold decorstions.—We saw & table,
last week, less than six feet in dismeter, said to
have cost two hundred thousand dollars, requir-
ing the labor of & large number of men for fif-
teen years. Upon entering the hall where this
kind of work is done, I could not doubt these
figures, Suappose, for instance, s thousand of
the hardest and most expensive stones, which
will take on a high polish, to be cut into pieces
three-sighths of an inch thick. - These pieces
are cut.the other way into small pieces like shoe
pegs, and where the shading from one color'to
another is sudden, these pegs must not be larg-
er than o needle. Now the artist cuts and puts
in these little pieces, selected aocording to their
color, so as to give the celoring wanted, as dis-
tinct as theugh painted.—These pisces or pegs
must be fitted so closely that lines of separation
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set upon end, side by side

shades of color are necessary ; and in order to

Work in Venice.

The accounts which have been received from
various Quarterly Meetings, seem to be upon
the whole more indicative of spiritual success
and progress than we bave had for the last few
years. Many Circuits have been refreshed with
“ghowers of blessing,” and many more can
cheerfully take up the words of omejof our
choicest and most hope-inspiring hymns, and
83y :

“ Lo, the promise of a shower
Drops already from above.”

In several Circuits a considerable proportion
of those who have been recently gathered in,
will appear in the Report to Conference, as
members on trial, and on this list, when the re-
turns are made up, we shall probably fiad an
unusually large number. Should this be
we shall have to be careful lest the good work
should be hindered and marred by sectarian
selfishness and pride ; for unquestionably one of
our greatest perils, not merely as Methodists,
but as christian communities generally, lies in
this direction. We are sadly prone to be look-
ing at prosperity on one hand, or the lack of it
on the other, too much as it affects the public
reputation of a particular Body, and too little
as it bears upon the wider and far more impor-
tant question of the interests of the kingdom of
Christ. It cannot be disguised that this is a real
source of weakness to the Churches of this
country ; and perhaps Ged would grant to us
to gather more fruit if there were less of a dis-
position to make an ostentatious parade of it
We have all good reason for searchings of heart
on this matter : it is so much easier to say, * Not
unto us, O Lord; not unto us, but unto 'tby
name give we glory,” than deeply to feel it and
thoroughly renounce self;—the sectarian self
and the individual self.

Proposals recently introduced into Parlia-
ment for fresh legislative measures relating to
the observance of the Lord's Day, are again
bringing this grave and difficult question into
public notice. Viscount Amberley, the -eldest
son of a noble father, Earl Russell, has, we are
sorry to say, brought into the House of Com-
mons a Bill, the objeet of which is to give legal
sanction to Sunday lectures, accompanied by
Musical Entertainments. Should this Bill be-
come law it will greatly strengthen the members
of a party called the  Sunday League,”—more
correctly, however, the ¢ Anti-Sunday League,”
—who hkave long been making strenuous efforts
to obtain the opening of the British Museum,
the Crystal Palace, and other places of public
recreation and amusement oa the Sabbath.
Lord Amberley will doubtless find many sup-|
porters, but it is scarcely probable that his Bill
will get through both Houses.

Another measure before the House of Com-
mons takes the right side, and that, too,in a
very important direction. It proposes to close
all public-houses-on the Lord’s Day for the sale
of liquor to be consumed on the premises, and
alsp greatly to restrict the sale in the case of'
.itsdoor customers. Such legislation, while not

“gecuring all that could be desired, would accom-

"y

“plish most beneficial results both with respect to
religious interests and public morality. It re-
minds us of what Solon once told the Atheniams,
that he had not given them the best laws abso-
lutely, but the best he could devise under exist-
ing circumstances.

The question which of all others continues to
occupy the greatest share of public attention, is
the Government Referm Bill. Politically it is
the all-absorbing topie of the day. The debates
upon it in Parliament are read with the utmost
eagerness, and week after week the subject
seems to-attract greater interest. It is freely
and largely discussed Ly the public press
Reviews, Magazines, Newspapers, representing
every school of political opinion, are looking at
the extension of the suffrage from every imagin-
able point of view. The Bill of the Government
is actively opposed by the Liberal Party, on the
ground, as they allege, that the extension of the
franchise which it offers would in point of fact
increase the number of voters to so small an
extent, that the measure entirely fails to meet
the demands of the case. Mr. Disraeli has
made several concessions in order to try to
conciliate the opposition, and_hitherto he has
been sufficiently successful to secure a majority
in his favour. On Thursday last, and again on
Friday, the House went into Committee on the
Bill, and a debate was raised on one of its main
principles which was sustained with great ability
and spirit-on both sides. Mr. Gladstone moved
an amendment, the result of which was awaited
with intense excitement. Hour after hour the
discussion was carried on with unabated energy,
and was not brought to a close until nearly two
o'clock on Saturday morning. Some furty
members of the Liberal Party went over to the
Conservative side, and thereby gave the Govern-
ment a triumphant majority, and advanced the
Bill another stage. Mr. Gladstone has since
declared that this dissection from the Liberal
ranks has decided him to retire from the leader-
ship of the Party. Th¢ Reformers are every-
where indignant that he should have been thus
deserted and their cause so unexpectedly be-

trayed. Meetings are being held with a view
to strengthen the Liberals in the resistance to
the farther progress of the Bill which they pro-
pose to make. Qpe of these took place on an
immense :cale at Birmingham last Monday.
Thousands of artizans flocked to the town from
the surrounding district. The vatious trades
walked in an imposing processiom to'the place
of meeting, which was a large piecg of waste
ground in the suburbs. It is calculated that

more than a qu-rter of a million of pereons
were present. The vast concourse was divided
into eight sections, and the people were ad-
dressed from eight different platforms by various
The proceedings were of a very

character, but the most resolute deter-
mipation was expressed not to cease from
agitation, until a much larger exsension of the
franchise was obtained than that proposed by

and the most significant feature of the case is
the alliance which the English tailors have

statesmen need much wisdom to determine
where to yield and where to be firm.

It-is an unfavourable circumstance that this
political excitement .and dissatisfaction occur at
a time of considerable stagnation of trade.
Commercial- panics and foreign competition,
have seriously affected several branches of our

work altogether, and many are on “ short time.”
Three weeks ago the inhabitants of London
witnessed a sad example of this depression of
trade, and its consequent hardships. It consist-
ed in aprocession of some thousands of miserable
looking persons residing in the eastern districts,
who baving been thrown out of employ, have
no means of alivelihood, save that which they
may derive from public charity. While the
procession was slowly moving along men walked
on either side of the pavement with boxeg to
receive alms. On one of the baoners which
they bore was this inscription, “ Work is our
want—our Shipyards are empty.”

With this want of work on the ome hand,
there are, on the other, ever-recurring instances
of strikes among those who are in full employ.
In my last I mentioned a great strike of e-
drivers on one of our principal southern lines ;
since then we have had a similar strike on one
of our northren lines; and now we have on
band another strike, which threatens a serious
interruption of one of our chief trades, and
which, if prolonged, will occasion much loss and
inconvenience. More than two thousand of the
London tailors have “ turned out,” and eighty-
nine shops are thus obliged to leave off work-
ing, except as they may chance to obtain
supplies of labour from fresh quarters. The
prospects, however, of any such help in this
emergency are very small, for by means of the
Trades’ Unions throughout the kingdom, every
town sympathizes with the London men. Ubs-
der ordinary circumstances the foreign labour
market might be drawn upon, and Paris espe-
cially could just now come to the aid of London
but the fact is there is at present a great strike
in the French as well as the English capital,
and an agreement has been entered into, ac-
cording to which the tailors of one city bind
themselves not to fill the places left vacant by
these of the other. Moreover the tailors of

Belgium and Germany have signified their
approval of what those of their crait are doing
in London, and have promised to help them
with contributions. From the funds of the
tailor’s Trade’s Union the men on strike are to
receive a guinea a week ; and when their own
exchequer iails, other trades such as iron-
workers, painters, and miners, are to* furnish

This is unquestionably the most

formed with those ot the Continent. We have
here signs of kinship between workmen of differ-
ent countries, presenting a new feature in
trading communities, which may lead to very
unexpected and important results. Another

are taking part in it The London tailoresses
have been allowed to join in the strike. What-
ever may be thought-of the merits of the entire
question, into which we have not space to enter,
we shall be glad if these poor women obtain an
increase of wages; for hitherto they have been
one of our most miserably paid classes.

For-the last three weeks the great topic in
Continental politics has been negociations which
have been going on between the Emperor of the
French and the King of Holland, with a view
to the cession of Luxemburg to Fradce. Napo-
leon agreed to pay a certain siun to King
William, and Luxemburg was thus quietly, to
become a frontier fortress of France. Upon
hearing ot this contract, Prussia notified to
France that as Luxemburg was both by popu-
lation and historical tradition, far more German
tfan French she would not allow the bargain to
be concluded. France, who has been extremely
jealous of Prussia’s rapidly extending territory
and influence, was keenly irritated by this step
of her powerful rival, and a war-spirit was
roused which has ever since worn a very threat-
ening aspect. The Emperor declares his great
aim to be the maintenance of friendly relations
with Prussia, but there is a very general im-
pression that the case will not be settled with-
out a resort to arms.

Turning from political to religious questions ;
according to recent accounts from Italy, one of
the most promising fields of evangelical labour
in that kingdom, is found in the newly-acquired
province of Venetia, and particularly in the city
of Venice itself. While under the Austrian
rule, Romanism reigned there supreme ; now
the fullest liberty is granted for Protestant wor-
ship, and for the propagation of the pure gospel
of Christ, and zealous evangelists are eagerly
embracing the opportunity thus offered for
teaching the long-deluded end ignorant popu-
lation what is truly the faith of Christ. In
Venice alone seven colporteurs are busily at
work and they all report good success. No
difficulty is found in obtaining rooms for public
religious services. These places are crowded
with persons anxiously listening to the word of
truth ; side rooms, staircases, and door-ways of
public halls are thronged, and many have to go
away unable to get within the sound of the
preacher’s voice. Gavazzi among others has
been every evening addressing about 700 people
in tke noble mansion of a Mr. Swift, a gentle-
man of Irish extraction though born and brought
up in Venice. This famous Italian evangelist
has also been delivering a cotrse of forenoon
lectures. He doubiless longs to proclaim the
message of the Gospel to those that are “in
Rome also.”=Will he ever do so? Venice is
evidently greatly moved and the alarm of the
ecclesiastics may be readily imagined. Refer-
ring to the crowded services held by the evan-
gelicals, the correspondent of the Evangelical
Christendom observes, * The police are there
to preserve order greatly to the annoyance of
the clerical journals which mourn over the
dreadful state to which society is reduced, where
the very authorities stand by and protect the
development of heresy.”

: Meetings.

Mg, EDITOR—DEAR BROTHER,—In my last
communication, I merely referred to the com-
mencement of our Home Mission:ry meetings
in this city. Allow me to present some addi-
tional facts cn the subject, which bave recently
transpired.

The first meeting was of course the most ix-
portant, inssmuch as it represented a greater
number of our people than any other to be held
in the Province. One pleasing feature of the
meeting held in the Germain 8t. Church, was
the lay element among the speakers. This was
quite equal to the ministerial element, both in
numbers, words of power, and eloquence. Iam
sure that my Rev. Brethren will not think me
invidious in stating that one of the best, if not
the very best speech, was made by s Local
Preacher.

The next meetiog was Leld in Carleton, but
as the night proved very stormy the deputation
were absent, so that the meeting was in some
respects a failure.—The Superintendent however
presented the subject as well as he could to the
few assembled. The financial result was not
large, but we hope before the Methodist year
closes, to obtain by private donations a sum in
keeping with the character of this Circuit.

Portland was next in order, but [ am glad to
say eecord in results. After the Co-delegate
had in a very lucid manner, by referring to the
Minutes of Conference for three years past, an-
swered the question, “ Why are we thus called
together ” a. number of interesting addresses
were given which evidently told with good effect
upon the audience. Our last meeting was held
at Fairville. A very small congregation, but the
right kind of feeling prevailed. So that the
collection, though small, was perhaps larger than
any, considering the few present.

Many of our people seem very much surpriced
to learn that out of more than oné hundred Cir-
cuits in our Conference, not more than twenty-
five pay their Preachers all their claims ; and
that about sixty men in our ranks, have been
obliged to suffer for the last few years, a yearly
loss of from four to five thousand dollars. If
our minutes were more generally distributed
among the people, these facts would be known,
and such a state of things not be allowed to
continue.

It should however, be borne in mind, that
these heavy deficiencies arise from our having
increased our number of Ministers in much
greater proportion than the enlargement of our
membership. This arose from pressing calls
from dest'tute localities for ministerial supply
being responded to by the Conference. There
are only two ways of checking the evil,—first,
by refusing to take out any more ministers ;—
secondly, by incredising the contingent fund, as
we are now doing by the Home Missionary move-
ment. The old ‘ship has never grounded yet,
and we believe ths providence of God, and the
liberality of His people will tide her over the
present difficulty.

M. Merle D’ Aubigne on the Church
of England.

M. D’Aubigné, the well-known Geneva histo-
rian, and author of the * History of the Befor-
mation,” has written a letter on the present
position of the Church of England. He says:

The interests of Christianity and of Protes-
tantism require that the Church of ‘Eoglind
should have a good and roomy dwelling. One
of the requirementn of the present epoch is the
acquisition by the laity of their legitimate influ-
ence in the Church. Up to the present the laity
bavs been looked upon as in a state of minority ;
the day of their mejority has arrived. The
Christian laymen of England who have'the faith
of the Church, ought themselves, or by their -
preseatatives, to acquire an influence to which
they have not yet attained. In the middle sges
the gevernment of the Church belonged excle-
sively to the clergy; sizce the Reformation i
has been in the hands of the Crown. Suchsn
exclusive system does not suit our time. The
supreme direction of tbe Church should, after
God, reside in the hands of the most inteiligent,
the most pious, the wisest of the preiates, clergy
and laymen of the Church of Englaud. Anss
sembly of such men, all professing the faith of
the Church, as embodied in the srticles, .mp-
ported by public opinion, woull remove with 8
steady band the evils which mow menace the
Church, and would give it renewed vitality. The
Bishops, supported end eneoursged by this body,
and in conjupetion with it, would be enablc{d to
act without the expense and delsy of conti
litigation. The liberal pricciples which
tute much of the prosperity of the Eoglish natios
should be imprinted on her Church, snd, like the
rays of the sun, they would dispel the unhealthy
mists of the middle ages.
