SELECTED RECIPES.

Beet Salad.—Scoop out 'whole cooked
beets; fill shell with chopped celery
mixed with mayonnaise dressing. Serve
<n lettuce cut up with scissors.

Oyster Corn Fritters.—One pound
brown. sugar, one cup water, one-quar-
tes pound of butter, six drops lemon ex-
tracl. Boil until it spins a long thread.
Pour into bultered tins.

Cream Cheese Pie.—Mash a cream
cheese; add two Beaten eggs and a half
cup of while sugar; mix all together and
peur this filling in a pie plate lined with
ordinary pie crust. Lay on the cream
sirips of the dough, lengthwise and
crosswise, and set in a moderate oven.

Buttermilk Cookies.—Two cups light
brown sugar, one cup bulter, one cup
(scant) buttermilk, two eggs, one gup
chopped raisins, one-third teaspoonful
soda, one teaspoonful baking powder,
fleur fo mix very soft. The cookies
should be light and soft and will keep
for weeks. The secret is in using the
soft sugar.

Southern Corn Relish.—Cut from the
cob one dozen cars of corn that have
been boiled ten minutes. Chop fine one
head of cabbage, four- green peppers,
and two red peppers. To this add two
cups of brown sugar, one tablespoon-
ful celery seed, one box of ground mus-
tard, and three pints vinegar. Salt to
taste; cook twenty minutes and bottle.
Corn Croquettes.—Grate lender green
ccrn enough to make a pint. Mix with
it half a green pepper finely minced
with a small, tender cnion. Salt to
faste. Warm half a cup of milk suffici-
ently to melt a tablespoon of butter in
it, Add a beaten egg and half a cup
of flour. When perfectly_cold mold in-
w. form and fry in wire basket, first
dippin g into the hot fat lo prevent
sticking.

Kentucky ‘Waffles — These walflles,
vouched for as perfect in a book of fam-
ous old recipes, contributed by des-
cendanls of famous southern cooks, are
made as follows: Beal ~ {hree eggs,
whites and yolks separately. Add to
the yolks two pints of sifted flour, and
one pint of sour cream, slir well, then
make the batter very thin with sweet
milk Add three tablespoonfuls of mel-
fed lard, a leaspoonful of soda dissolv-
¢! in a little cold milk, then lastly the
whiles of the eggs. Bake quickly in hot
ircns.

Potato puff is delicious with ereamed
chicken. To one pint of hot mashed po-
tatoes add one tablespoonful of salt,
cne ftablespoonful of pepper, half that
quanlity of celery =alt, and hot milk
enough to moisten well. When partly
cool, add the yolks of two eggs, beaten
well, and then put in the whites bealen
stiff. Bake {en minutes in a hot oven,
and it comes out in a golden brown
meringue. That is an especially good
way to serve old potatoes that have
o be cut up a good decal in paring
them. .

Eggs for Winfer Use.—The best me-
thod of keeping cggs is lo dip each egy
in melled parafiin. When it hardens
¢n the surface examine carefully and
pcur a little extra paraffin on the spols
imperfectly covered. I’ack two or three
layers deep, small end down, in a wood-
en box; put in a cool, dry place, anl
they will keep a long tlime. Another
excellent way is to press them small
end. down in a bed of common salt.
When one layer is placed fill all
around carefully wilh the salt and place
a second layer of eggs aud continue un-
1i* the box is full. - Press the salt lgiht-
Iy but firmly to exclude the air and they
\{~i1| keep for maonths,

Sweetbreads with

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

To Use Frozen Cream—Cream when
frozen will separate and curdle when
used in hot coffee. If cream is beaten
briskly with an egg beater it will re-
turn to its original state.

Egg Beater is Cook’s Friend.—Use a
strong wire egg beater in place of a
spoon or fork in making cream sauce,
gravies, and all kinds of soft baiters.
IL saves a great deal of time and makes
things much lighter.

Two Uses for Lemon Juice.—Put a
few drops of lemon juice into water in
which fish is boiled to make fish firm
and white. A few drops added lo rice
while boiling blanches it and puffs the
kernels.

Easy to Seal Jelly Glasses.—It is not
necessary to melt a quantity of parafin
for jelly or preserves. Drop a small
lump in the glass and pour hot jelly
on it. When Lhe jelly is firm it will
be covered with the paraflin,

Boil Jelly Glass with Chicken.—In
beiling a chicken that is tough put a
common jelly glass in the keltle and
boil with the chicken. Not only chicken,
but all other fowl and tough meats will
be made tender in this way.

Save Kilchen Table.—Keep one or two
Liocks of wood or squares of oilcloth
10 put on the Kkitefien tuble to stand
saucepans or baking {ins on while their
cenlenls are receiving atlention, as Lhis
precaution will save the lable from be-
coming blackened by them.

Recanned Fruit.—When canned (fruit
bubbles over or oozes out, emply the
fiuit inlo a granite basin, putting in
two-thirds of a cup of cold waler, and
heat slowly, letling it steam uncovered.
bring lo a boil and skim, then at the
eénd of ten minules put in two-thirds of
a cup of sugar. As soon as it is all dis-
sclved put in can,“using a new rubber,
and it is as good as al first.

Saving the Boiler.—When the boiler
is dried and veady o put away after
the week's wash, set it on the stove,
and while hot rub it all over the inside
and around the seams with laundry
soap. It prevents rusting, and the boil-
er will keep new and last much longer,
All the soap is not lost, either. as it is
dissolved in the waler for the next
week's wash,

Renovating Old Silk.—Old silk reno-
valed in this way will relain its lustre
and look as well as when new: Put
two ouncesof alcohol, a tablespooniul
of mucilage or strained honey, a round-
ad lablespoonful of soft soap (dissolve
a.small piece of good quality in water),
and two cups of soft waler in a boltle,
and shake until well mixed. Sponge
the silkk on both sides with the mixture,
rubbing well, and then shake up and
dewn in a tub of cold or cool water,
neither rubbing nor wringing. Hold
vy the edge and Rap off the water, pin
the edges to the line, and while still
dump iron between cloths or paper
with an iron only moderately hot.

Mend Old Baking Pans.—Small round
holes often come in, baking and roast-
ing pans, kettles, ete. To mend these
¢el one of the small copper rivels which
are used in mending harness and may
Le bought at any hardware store. Place
Lii- rivet in lhe hole, with the flat side
underneath, allowing the other end o
project through. Then place the pan
on something hard, such as back <f
range, and with a hammer pound f{he
projecting end flat. This will stop the
Lole perfectly, and ab praclically no
cest. I knobs to pol and pan Iids come
off, put a screw through the hole left,
ead downwards, and thread a cork up-
on the projecting serew. This will never
gel hot and will last a long time,

“GUT” BY HIS MAJESTY

TEE DIRE PENALTIES OF OFFENEL-
ING ROYALTY.

An Unintentichal~ Oficnce Is -Usually
Readily Pardoned by the
Kiag.

There is no greater social offence
than to do anything that incurs the dis-
pleasure of the King or Queen. The man
or woman who does so inlentionally
ceases to be recognized by their Majes-
ties, and this means social extinction.
The offender's name, no matter what
his or her rank may be, is struck out of
the visiting-list of every person in so-
ciely; if the offender be a man he is
asked fo remove his name from every
club of any standing to which he may
happen to belong; no man or woman ¢’
social repute will know him, and if he
is in the Army, Navy or Diplomatic Ser-
vice the best thing he can do is to re-
sign, for he will find himself cut dead
by every one of his brother-officers, says
[L«ndon Answers.

It need hardly be said that their Ma-
jeslies are always loath to inflict on
anyone the penally which a public
avowal of their displeasure entails, and,
in fact, never do so unless a person of-
ferds wittingly. It is considered a ser-
icus offence fo violate any of those rules
of etiquelte which their Majesties ex-
pecl people whom they honor with their
acquaintance at all times fto observe
scrupulously in their presence.

THE AMERICAN'S ERROR.

If you fail to observe these rules, it is
not considered any mitigation of the of-
fence to plead ignorance of them, for all
who come. into social contact with Roy-
alty are supposed to make themselves
thoroughly familiar with these obser-
vances.

On one occasion a fegv seasons ago, &
lady whose name 'was well known
among American hostesses in Londf)n
was honored by an invitation to a din-
ner-parly at Buckingham Palace. A few
days before the dinner. the lady wx‘pte
to the Queerr asking if she might bring
4 guest who was staying with her to the
dirner-party. - This was an outrageous
violation of eliquette. The lady's request
was refused, though, of course, the re-
fusal was couched in the most courteous
terms, but her name was never again
included in the list of Royal invitations,
and it soon got known in society that
their Majesties did not wish to meet her.
The result was that the lady was drop-
ped absolutely and completely out of
sceiely, and she shortly afterwards gave
u5 her London house and left for the
country.

FROM SOCIETY TO SOLITUDE.

There was a peer who, a couple of
years ago, presuming on his friendship
with the King, took an unpardonable
liberty wilh his Sovereign. The King
haa arranged to he the peer's guest from
Saturday to Morday, and as is custom-
ary in such cases, a list of the other
guests the peer proposed asking was
submilted to his Majesty. Two of the
names on lhe list were unknown to the
King, and his Majesty asked that they
might be omitted from the party.

They were, however, present, and the
peer explained their presence by stating
that he had already asked them when
h= had sent the list to the King. Such
an offence was quite unpardonable; the
King declined ever lo meet {he peer
again, and the nobleman soon found
{hat an ancient title and high position
cculd not save him from the penalty
which taking a liberty with the Sover-
cign enfails.

His name was removed from the list
of members of every club he belonged
tc , invitations he had received to various
houses of people in his own rank were
‘cancelled; and he was asked to resign
his caplaincy in his county yeomanry.

MAKING GLASS BEADS

TEE INDUSTLY IS OF MUCH IMPOR-
TANCE AT VENICE.

Composition of the Pastes Used Is Jea-
lous®y Guarded as a Trade
Secret.

FFormerly Venice was the only place
where glass beads were made. It was
asserted that there was no possibility of
making lhem elsewhere owing to some
climatic influence, and the chemical
omposition of the local sweet and salt
sands. Manufactories, however, now
exist in France, Bohcmia and Antlwerp.
Seme years ago a factory was also es-
tablished in India.

The process of making glass beads is
as follows : First—The vilreous paste is
ccmposed and is then fused in the fur-
nace. Second—The canna or long, thin,
perforated tube, is ‘made by the Mar-
garitai, for producing the round small
alobes of glass of different colors, or
imitation of pearls, coral and precious
slenes. Third—The rounding and work-
ing of glass pearls is done at the flame
of the lamp. The first operation is con-
sidered the most important, as it pro-
vides the material necessary for mak-
ing all kinds of beads, and requires some
technical knowledge and great practice,
as the preparation and composition of
tke various pastes are

JEALOUSLY KEPT SECRET.

It may, perhaps, be ¢f interest to see
tbe general character of a bead faclory.
The furnace conlains five or six large
earthen vases, divided one fiem  the
other so that they may be differently
heated, according {o the various compo-
sitions which are poured inlto them.
The operations for making the canna
[arata, or long hollow tubes to be con-
vérted inlo beads, and the canna mas-
sicia, to be reduced ;into pearls, are
these: The vilreous paste is reduced
into long glass tubes, inore or less thin,
accprding to the different thicknesses of
the beads to be made, bul in such a way
that the hole in the middle of the tube is
always maintained.

The work is execuled by the foreman,
who has under his orders two assistants
and four workingmen, called tiradori.
Gne of these assistanis dips the end of
an iron rod about four feet long into
one of the vases conlaining the mollen
paste of the required color. e then
rcells it on an iron table to reduce it in
a cylindrical formy, and malkes a round
hole on the upper part of the paste.
Affer this the foreman takes the pod in
hei hand and heals in lhe furnace the
portion of paste altached to. its end by
giving it a few turns, and sees that the
hole made is

EXACTLY IN THE CENTRE.

H: then promptly attaches another rod
ic the upper part of the paste. Tho two
rods are at once delivered 1o two tira-
deri, who, running speedily apposite
directions, reduce the molten material
into a very long thin tube, which pre-
serves the hole in its centre for all its
lenglh,

The g'ass fubes are then divided ac-
cording to their thickness, and cut in
small  pieces. Such picces are then
sifted and put in iron tubes with sand
und coal powder, and by turning them
in the furnace (he pieces are made
round.  The pearls are then polished by
placing them in a bag conlaining some
sand and shaking them for some lime.
They are then separatéd from the sand
by a sieve and pul in another bag con-
taining a portion of white bran, and
again shaken, when they hecomo ex-
tremely brilliant, and after being sifted,
are ready for sale.

American Postal Official Regards Holy-
head as Best Port in United
Kingdom.

In the race with the mails across the
Allantic, in the present age of rush,
every second saved is precious, and
ccean postoffices are the very latest
lime-saving device,

Special oflices have now been estab-
lished on many sleamers, where marine
postal clerks sort the mml al sea, and
have it ready immediately on the ar-
rival of the boat. This saves from
lwenty-four to fortycight- hours' work
for the clerks ashore,

The wiwole question of accelerating
the mail services on the liners is now
being carclully considered by the inter-
national -postal authorities,

J. T. McCleary, an - assislant post-
masler of the United States, has just
rcturned to New  York after a round
l¥ip t¢ England and buck on the While
Star liner Celtic. and has reported «n
Wt working of the new system.

In his 1eport  just issued, Mr. Me-
Cieary expresses his opinion that Holy-
Lead is the best English port for ocean
postoffices 1o touch. as he.eensiders it
to be the besl distribution(point in this
country,

QUEENSTOWN'S FATE.

This decision/ if acted on, will spell
Ih¢ doom of Queenstown as the mail
vort of call, and put Plymouth also out

\When the Atlanlic boals were slower
and the mails smaller the disembarking

Receipts of live stock at the City Mar-
ket since last Friday, as reported by the
railways, were 97 carloads, composed of
1694 cattle, 361 hogs, 1294 sheep and
lambs and 117 calves. The quality of
cattle offered as fat was no better, to
say the least, but many dealers stated
that they never saw as few good on the
market, considering the number offered.

Trade was dull, with prices lower than
at the Junction on Monday. Several
drovers who had cattle at the Junction
market on Monday took from 15 to 25¢
per cwt. less than they were offered at
that market, here to-day.

Two of the leading commission firms,
it will be seen, only report 19 cattle that
sold at $4 per cwt. and over. This fact
shows the condition of the market. Both
these firms report many cattle unsold
at the close of the market, and it looks
like still lower price:%\v

Exporters—None were offered with
the exception of a few bulls, which sold
from $3.25 to $3.75 per cwt.

Butchers — George Rowntree, who
bought 10 loads for the Harris Abattoir
Company, reported prices as follows:
Steers, 1100 to 1200 Ibs., $3.60 to $4.15;

" good cows and mixed cattle, $3 to $3.50;
. fair to medium cows, $2.50 to $2.85; can-
; ‘rpers, $1 to $2 per cwt. : :

2% Feeders and Stockers—Choice quatity
wellsbred feeders are scarce, not enough
to supply the demand, at about the same
prices as last week, as follows: Steers of
best quality, 1000 to 1100 lbs., $2.40 to
$3.70; common to l‘ncdium, at the same
v c{ghts. sold at $3 to $3.25. Light feed-
crs and stockers of common to inferior
quality were plentiful and almost un-
saleable. Light feceders, 800 to 900 lbs.,
of good brecding qualities, were worth
from $2.50 to $2.75; stockers, 500 to 700
Ibs. each, of common to inferior quality
(castern cattle), were hard to scll and
prices were quoted at $1.75 to $2.50 per
cwt.

Milkers and Springers—Good to choice
milkers and springers were in demand at
$40 to $50, and some of the extra quality
sold up to $55 and even $59 was paid;
common, light cows, $25 to$35 cach.

Veal Calves— Good to choice veal
calves are scarce, and wanted at good
prices. Prices ranged from $2 up to $7
per cwt., the latter price being for choice
new milk-fed calves. The bulk sold at
$4.50 to $5.50 per cwt.

Sheep and Lambs—Prices unchanged.
Export cwes sold at $4.25 to $4.40; lambs
at $5 to $5.50, and a few selected ewes
snd wethers sold at $5.60.

Hogs—Receipts light. Mr. Harris re-
ports prices steady at $6.25 for sclects,
and thin, light, unfinished hogs at $5 to

THE CASH SYSTEM.

We have taken the liberty of copying
this letter from a western hardware
merchant to the public and believe that
it covers the situation in this country as
well as in the west.

Having done business in| this district
for about six years, I have come to the
conclusion that the credit system is very
badly abused, and for the good of all
concerned, it is time that promiscuous
credits are stopped. It is without doubt
an injustice to all concerned. From the
standpoint of a merchant, I can say that
it costs a merchant a gruilt deal more to
carry a customer than he receives in in-
I mean by this, that the interest
the 1. :rchant pays is more than the in-
terest the customer pays and the mer-
chant loses his discounts, which
are more than the interest. Beside this
the bad debts, which are bound to ac-
cumulate, make it a losing game for the
merchant. How about the customer ?
When a man gets credit he buys many
an article that he could get along with-
out and would, too, had he to pay the
cash down. The result of this is, that
when he gets through the scason he has
so many delgs that he can only pay a
portion of them. Then he goes to his
creditors and tells them he is only able
to pay part part of his obligations and
wants to be carried over until next fall
for the balance, and there’s the rub.

How can the merchant pay hisbills in
full if he does not get his moncy. The
customer says “Oh, but 1 will pay in-

terest.

cash

|| terest.”  Yes, but how does that pan

out when you wish your notes renewed
for a year and expect the merchant to
go to the bank and borrow the money.
How does he have to do this? Try this
yourself and see. Then you will realize
what the real cost of carrying the credit
is. lam sure when you consider well,
you will agree with me that the credit
business, in the way it is conducted, is
an injustice to all. It simply means
a muncy
lender to his customers and at the same
time must pay spot cash for his goods
when the wholesaler demands it.

The banks are the real loan agents and
naturally it would be much better for the
farmer to make these loans from the
banks until the crops are off and it would
be much better for both parties.
