The balance of the trestles and bridg-
es wers in very poor condition. Since
that time they have been re-construet-
ed or fiilled so there are no weak struc-

Regarding repairs made ho gave the
following particulars:

Norton bridge and No., 1 and No. 2
trestles répaired; Hull trestle, Little
l Ward, Big Ward, were refilled. Thorne
| redecked, Salmon creek partly filled
' and redecked, Cody trestle entirely &-
decked. At Washademoak a trestle was
! filled and a new draw bridge built. Bel-
| Jeisle trestle swas eompleted, Cumber-
land bay trestle fllad and new truss
bridge butlt. The tank trestle near.
Chipman filled. In all fourteen bridges
and trestles were repaired and rebuilt.
The total cost of the new structures
would be much greater than the cost
of those already in good condition. Tha
cost of the work would bs greater on
account of the increased cost of labor
and materials,' Since he beéame man-
ager the work of improvement was
done by him and under his superinten-
dence. Since the commission took over
_the-road part of the work had been
done by contract.

Brown Bros. got the contract. He had
nothing to do with making the con-
tract. The commissioners arranged the
matter. They discussed with him what
was needed but he did nothing regard-
ing making up the specifications. He
cubmitted regularly reports dealing
with the condition of the work. As far
as he knew the provincial emgineer,
Mr. Wetmore, prepared the specifica-
tions. They were prepared when he
first-saw them. In sp2aking of being
consulted . regarding the specifications
he said that he was consulted and sug-
gested various provisions and stood
very strong?g for keeping the road in
coperation while the repairs wer being
made. He was consulted as to the prac-
tical part but not as fo prices.

The Browns did not complete their
contract. They went to work in Sep-
tember, 1905. Gilmour Brown, one of
the contractors, went over the road
and made a report to the government.
He had to do much work after the
Browns stopped, in order to complete
work called for in the contract. There
| were bridges they had n»t touched and
i fills which had not been made. Since
then the fills have heen made but ow-
i ing to shrinkage the fills would wash
away.

Their arguments were speedily torn
to shreds by Messrs. Carvell and Mac-

Plicitly repudiated*them, and when the
only issue as to classification was be-
ing Investigated by the qualified board
of engineers appointed by statute for
that purpose.

Mr, Carvell voiced the common sense

T MORTEM INOUIRY
OF HODGINS' CHARGES

opinion of the situation by showing
how much time of the House was be-
ing wasted in the discussion of an issue
Wwhich was dead and buried some wesks
ago.

E. MacDonald, in a rarely cogent and
lucid presentation of the cast, review-
ed the evidence -adduc&d before the
committee and emphasized the illogi-
cal position taken by the opposition in
demanding any further threshing cut
of old straw.

The debate upon the Hodgins charges,
the investigation of which ended igno-
miniously in the special committee a
few days ago, was begun in the house
of commons this morning, when Mr.
Victor Geoffrion, the chairman ©f the
committee, moved the adoption of its
report.

The report recites the facts of the
case, tells how Major Hodgins failed to
substantiate the charges made in. his
letter and interview " inthe Vintoria
Colonist; and puts ‘on " récoit
Flodgins’ statement that the proper tri-
bunal to decide the questidn of-elassifi-
cation is the board of arbitraters ap-
pointed under the contract between the
company and the government. Mr.
Geoffrion briefly reviewed the result of
the inquiry and argued that the Major
having failed to prove his charges, the
committee had, under its order of re-
ference, no cepurse to pursue but to re-
port the facts to the house.

The repty -of the opposition was made
by Haughton Lennox, who argued that
the important point was that the Grand
Trunk Pacific had made more serious
charges than had Major Hodgins, and
that it was the imperative duty of
rarliament to continue the investiga-
tion of the manner in which the east-
ern division is being constructed. For
this purpose he moved that the report
be not received, but that it be referred
back to the committee with instruc-
tions to continue the investigation.

Mr. Carvell was sorry to have to
takKe up the time of the house at this
pveriod in the session with a matter
which'to his mind was dead and buried
three or four weeks ago. But as hon-
orable gentlemen opposite had decided
on a discussion, it was necessary that
he as a member of the committee
should also deal with it.  Mr. Lennox
had in his speech practically forgotten
Major Hodgins’ charges; he did not
wonder at that, because if there was a
man in Christendom the Conservative
party wanted to forget it was Major
Hodgins, whose withdrawal of the
charges had been so keen a disappoint-
mest to them.

Mr. Carvell recalled the evidence
showing how completely Hodgins had
been at sea in his statemeénts of over-
classification on the La Tuque division
of the road and as to the work done
there,-and how he had admitted unre-
servedly that he was wrong in respect
to that and other matters. He quoted
from the agreement between the G.~T.
P.'and the government the clause pro-
viding for reference to arbitration by
engineers of disputes as to over-classi-
flcation- and commented adversely
on argument by Conservatives in favor
of a committee investigating that, in
view of the clause mentioned, and in
view of Hodgins’ own contention that
this matter was one of a difference of
opinion between engineers. The mem-
bers of the committee were not en-
gineers, and if they had heard the evi-
dence and come. to & conclusion as to
‘over-classification, of what avail would
it bé in view of the fact that their find-
ing would have no weight whatever,
the final. decision resting with the tri-
bunal provided under the agrcement.

COULD NOT BE SERIOUS.

Mr. Fowler expressed gratification at
the minister's statement.
think it wculd be necéssary for the
provincial governn ent to continue
their coantributions.

Mr. Carvell gaid Mr. Fowler seem=d
to be very anxious to help his political
friends in New PRrunswick. If he
thought he could meke any ~political
capital out of the guestion of wharves
he could zo on wasting the time of
the House. The prineciple upon which
the provincial government had ucted
in the past in regard to wharvss was
a correct principle, and he was cer-
tain that the people of New Bruns-
wick woyld know what weight to at-
tach to Mr. Fowler's protestations.

He urged upon the Minister the ne-
cessity of improving the river between
Fredarictcn and Woodstock, so as to
rermit ©of its navigaticn by steamer
during at least a portion of the sum-
mer.

Mr. Fowler resented what he called
the lecture read by Mr. Carvell, and
claimed that he had repeatedly urged
a change in the federal government
policy regarding the building of
wharves on the St. John.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said he was strong-
ly impressed with the great advant-
age which would recult from the im-
provement of the river between Fred-
cricton and Woodstock, and he hoped
that when the supplementary esti-
mates were brought down provision
would be made for an immediate sur-
vey for that part of the river, with a
view of its improvement.

On the item of $5,000 for wharves at
St John, Hcn. Mr Pugsley spoke in
glowing terms of the rapidi develop-
ment of St. John as a winter port. He
had succeeded, he sald, in getting his
colleagues Lo agree to the vote of $5,900,
a portion of which would be devoted
to the building of a wharf on the
northern side, while the remainder
would be spent in dredging and other
work connectéd with the improvement
of the harbor.

Mr. Fowler—Is it proposed to extend
the breakwater ?

Hon., Mr. Pugsley said there were
doubts as to the wisdom of extending
the breakwater. One disadvantage, it
was pointed out by engineers, would be
an increase of the current in the har-
bor.

Mr. Bennett complained of the pay-
ments made to the Dominion Dredging
Company at St. John. That company,
he said, was simply a political organ-
fzation.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley sald the Company
had done theirwérk very well and he
did not think there was any fougpdation
for complaint. They did not t the
contract bpcause they were favored, as
had been’ charged by the opposition.
The tenders were public and G.S.Mayes
was the only tenderer.

Revolytionists Are

Victorious There

L . 4
Their . Own President Takes
Office—Fighting in
the Streets
-

BUENOS AYRES, July 5.—Avices re-
ceived here today state that the revo-
lutionists have been victorious in Para-
g8uay and a new goverrment has been
established. These advices have been
confirmed by a dispatch' received by
the Minister of foreign affairs from the
Argentine legation at Asuncion offici-
ally notifying the Minister that the
revolutionary party had succeeded in
overthrowing the Paraguayan govern-
ment and that several of the Para-
guayan ministers of state had taken
refuge in the legation.

The revolutionists haVe appointed Dr,
Emiliano Gonzales Naveiro president.
He had the office of vice-president in
the government which has just been
ousted.

Unofficial dispatches that the new
cabinet includes Manuel Gondra, the
Paraguayan Minister to Braszil; Dr.
Eusebio Tyala, Dr. Alvino Jara, Dr.
Rigulme and Dr. Manuel Franco, These
représent a combination of the two
most powerful parties in Paraguay, the
Liberal and Conservative, and it is be-
lieved that their .appointment will in-
sure early peace to the cduntry.

The members of the formar govern-
ment, who include Manuel Benitz, Min-
ister of the Interior; Cecilio Baes, for-
eign affairs; General Rios, war; Adolfo
Solor, finance, and Carlos Izsia, Minis-
ter of Justice, it is understeod, have
taken refuge in the foreign legations.

Fighting has been proceeding in the
?reets of Asuncion for some days past,

nd many of the public buildings have
been seriously damaged. Previous es-
timates of the killed and wounded,
however, have been exaggerated, asd
it is now believed that the number will
not exceed 500.

EMBARGO REMOVER

Scottish Dealers See
No Other Remedy

Free Admission of Canadian
Cattle Would Mean Much

to 1 hem

(Glasgow Weekly Mail).

Beef has gone up in price, and if we
are to believe an expert it is only a
matter of time befcre it will be found

\necessary to enforce a further increase,

The only remedy for the present state
of affairs, according to the National
Federation of Meat Traders’ Associas
tions, is that the - present embargo
should be taken off Canadian store
cattle, which would permit of the stoc)
being brought into this country an
fattened on British pastures. The rise
of a penny in the pound is a serious
matter to thousands of families whose
weekly buydget has to be framed on the
most economical lines, and if another
penny of an increase takes place many’
homes will require to do without their
“Sunday joint.” The British farmer is
ceasing to rear cattle for the market
since the restriction was placed on
“Canadians.” When he was able to
rut large numbers of Canadian cattle
on his pastures to fatten he did =&
good trade, but now it does not pay
him to do anything in the way of
cattle raising from the calf, which is a
long and uncertain business. Siwteen
years ago our farmers could purchase
young stock from forelgn countries,
and fatten them and placs'them on
the market. This can no longer be
don. In 1896 parliament, following the
advice of the Minister of Agriculture,
passed an act prohibiting the inmportas=
tion of live cattle except for slaughter-
ing at speclal ports. This step was
taken to prevent the spread of faot-
and-mouth disease and pleuro-pneu-
monja, While the intention of the
Board of Agriculture was no doubt ad-
mirable, .and severe measures were
then necessary, there ‘iz a growing
feeling that the law might now be re-
laxed in favor of “allowing Canadian
cattle into the country. It is contend-
ed that Cenadian cattle are as healthy
as our own, and entirely different from
the cattle which at one time came
from the Argentine. Time and again
Canadian statesmen have - protested
against the slur thrown on their cattle
industry, and as Canadian young stock
are really wanted for our pasture
lands, and the price of beef is at such
an advanced figure, and likely to be-
come higher still, the government
might well consider the whole ques-
tion. Free admission of Canadian cat-
itle would mean a valuable addition to
our food supply. Canadian farmers,
for climatic reasons, cannot bring
thelr stock to perfection, but would
gladly--send them over here in un-
limited numbers to be fattened up for
the markets; and as the enhanced cost
of one of the staple articles of food_al-
ways presses hardly upon the indus-
trial community, more especially when
trade is bad, it is not at all unlikely
that the Board of Agriculture will be
asked to remove their embargo. on the
importation of Canadian cattle to this
country.

' Heroic Effort to Save Silas
Carson’s Life Proves
Unavailing

MONCTON, N. B, July 7.—The com-
,munlty at Boundary Creek was shock-
,ed last evening by the news that a
young man.named Silas Carscn had
pbeen drowned while bathing in the
\Petitcodiac river. The unfortunate
i¥young man had besn working at
{Boundary Creek. The weather was in-
itersely hot and about seven o’clock
in the evening Carson and others went
‘down to the river to bathe. The tide
‘was running:in swiftly and Carson,whae
fwas unable to swim, got into deep
water and was quickly carried off his

ifeet.  All efforts to save him were un-
yavailing and up to nine o’clock this
{evening the body had not been recov-
'ered, though a large searching party
{was at once organized. The sad affair
Ehaa cast a gloom over the entire com-
rmunity.
! Young Carson belonged to Upper
fTurtle Creek. Carson was about 23
Layears of age and was working with
‘e Dbridge crew on the I. C. R. at
{Boundary Creek. When he went into
ithe water he claimed he could swim a
little. but when swept off his feet by
the swift running tide it was found
that he was unable to keep afioat.

One of his companions who could
swim went to Carson’s assistance and
jsucceeded in getting him by the hair
lof his head. The drowning man im-
' mediately grabbed the rescuer about
!the body and both went to the bottom.
i'The rescuer found that he was unequal
I to the task »of saving young Carson
under such circumstances and he was
. compelled, in order to save his own
vlife, to abandon Carson. He was much
,exhausted with his strugglé and barely
'able to reach the shore. Arsearching
tparty will go out tomorrow morning
®nd drag the river for the body.

“ON DOUBLE  CHARGE

§T. JOHN’S, P. Q.,, July 7.—Hon, P.
- H. Roy, president; P. I. I’Heureux, ex-

BRUTAL MURDER
IN MONTREAL

MONTREAL, July 7. — Montreal’s
Chinatown was the scene of a cold-
blooded murder early this afternoon,
when an unknown man was shot dead
by a2 man with whom he h#d a row
last night.

Tong Kee, keeper of a barber shod
and opium den at 111 Lagauchetiere
street west, stated that three men
vigited his place last night and asked
forropium. This was refused them and
a little later Kee heard them fighting.

One man was stabbed in the hand
and head and left vowing that he
would have revenge , This afternoon
two of the men again visited Tong
Kee's and were followed later by the
man who had been stabbed.

He had one arm in a sling and his
head banda®td. Entering the room
where the two were seate® The fired,
killing his former comrade instantly.

The other man fled and the murderer
also escaped. All were well dressed
and appeared to have plenty of money.

of a fruitfyl day's” work in the Com-
mons today. .

The premier also-announced that two
chief items yet to come were, a resolu-
tion endorsing the principle of the ex-
tenslon of the boundaries of Manitoba,
Ontario and Quebec, and the voting of
preliminary supply towards the con-
structign of the Hudson Bay railway.

It is understood that when the pup-
plementary estimates are brought
lown tomorrow or next day a substan-
tial amount pvill be included for a sur-
vey of the proposed railway to Fort
Churchill. It is the government’'s de-
sire to ascertain accurate data as to
the proposed route and its potentiali-
ties as a necessary first step toward
the construction of the road which will
be undertaken with as 'little delay as
possible,

The resolution endorsing the proposal
for the extension of provincial bound-
aries will probably be accepted with-
out much debate by the House. The
details as to area to be taken in and
Manitoba’s request for a larger provin-
cial grant from the federal treasury in
lieu of granting of Dominion lands on
the same principle as was adopted in
the cases of Saskatchewan and Alberta
will be dealt with later,

The government programme for the
remainder of the session was announc-
ed by Sir Wiifrid when the House
opened this morning. The Prime Mih-
ister decided that the new business
still to come included supplementary
estimates, ratlway Ssubsidies, a bill re-
specting the Quebec bridge, some reso-
lutions necessitated by the creation of
new courts in nerthern Ontario, and re-
eolutions regarding the boundry of
Manitoba, Ontario ard Quebec to the
north. He stated thess measures were
practically already and would be laid
before parliament. The civil wervice
bill was then taken up in committee.

The Civil Service Act again came up
and was finally passed.

Several amendments affecting classi-
fications and salaries of inside service
were moved by Hon. Mr. Fisher and
accepted. “The amendments were for
the most part of a technical character,
not altering in any important pesrticu-
lar the main features of the bill as
originally brought down. The only
amendment of “any general interest
that was carried was the addition of
the following clauses:

PROHIBITS PARTISAN WORK,

No officer, clerk or employe in the
civil service shall be debarred from
voting %t any Dominion or provinci
election*if under lawe governing sam
he has right to wvote, but every
such -officer, clerk or employe is pro-
hibited from engaging in partisan work
in connection with any such election.

In amendment on motion to go into
supply Mr. Lancaster moved, that the
House consider his bill regarding pro-
tection at level crossings on railways.
The Senate, he sald, had again de-
clired to pass the hill as passed by the
Commons and its reconsideration in the
Commons would only come up under
the government’'s orders. The amend-
ment was defeated by, 83 to 42.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, replying to Mr.
Foster, said the government had issued
a loan through the usual channels in
London of £5,000,000, or $25,000,000 in
round figures. It was a period of be-
tween four and five years at 2% per
cent. It was chiefly to refund a loan
maturing in November, but some of it
was for other purposes. So far as the
government was concerned the loan
was entirely successful.

The house then went into committee
on the estimates of the railways and
canals . departnient. A question was
raised as to some remarks made by
Hon. Mr. Graham with reference to
the Hudson Ray railway project.

“I did say,” the ministered answered,
“that the Hudson Bay railway would
be constructed,and it will ke construct-
without delay.”

“When,” queried Mr. Bennet.

“Without.delay,” the minister reiter-
ated.

Mr. Bennet complained of a total ex-
penditure of over $3,000,000 in improve-
ments at the harbor and an elevator
at Port Colborne, some 3$287,000 being
asked in this year's estimates.

Dr. Reid thought the money expend-
ed in an elevat>r at Port Colborne
would have been better spent in en-
larging Welland canal.

Mr. Kemp s€aid it should be borne in
mind that the St. Lawrenee canal sys-
tem was the regulator of freight rates.
With a 25 feet depth in Welland canal,
they would-be able to carry all the
wheat from the west to the seaport, he
thought. But he urged that there
were too many transpertation projects
before the country. In his opinion be-
fore going ahead with big expenditures
on them experts should investigate and
report uron the most feasible and
cheapest rcute of carrying grain from
the head of the lakes to seaports. That
having been decided upon, work should
be concentrated upon and completed.

EXPENDITURE AT HALIFAX.

. On the Intercolonidl Railway items
the Minister of Railways stated in re-
ply to Hon. John Haggart that the to-
tal amount expended on increased as-
commodation at Halifax to the end of
March was $3,233,000, and it was esti-
mated that $500,000 more would complte
the works there.

Mr.Stanfield asked whether it was the
intention -of the department to start
building a new station at Truro this
year. :

Mr. Graham said that plans whre be-
ing considered now. He did not know
what they would be “able to do this

vear. Owing to the season being 8O,

very advanced a lot of work would
have to be curtained.

Mr. McLennan complained of lack of
station accommodation for passengers

not sit silent in the House while this
abuse of people he represented was go-
ing on.

Hon. Mr. Graham said that £ the
honorable gentleman would drop him a
line he would see what he could do
with .the C. N. R. and I. C. R. to rem-
ery the complaints.

He divided this
into two parts. Cash expenditu gov-
ernment section, Moncton to ipeg,
$124,403,219. Seven years’ interest at 3
per cent not compounded for the period
‘during which G. T. P. is to_mse this
section without paying rent, $26,124,~
678; interest at 3 per ¢ent. for three
additional years during which rent is
not collectable unless earnings are suf-
ficient, $11,196,290; estimated cost of
Quebec bridge, $14,422,238. Interest to
be paid by government = without re-
course on mountain section, $9,639,400;
cost of terminals at Moncton,
Quebec and Winnipeg, including
shops east of Winnipeg, $5,470,000;
total cash exvenditure,. $191,305,823.
Guarantee on bond issue ¢n mountain
section G. T. P., $46,140,000. Guarantee
on bond issue on prairie section sam¢
$11,908,000. Grand ageregate, $249,353,-
823. ‘In closing his statement, Mr. Bor-
den said this was a staggering amount,
in view of the present conditions.
Without taking into consideration any
other of the calls upon the treasury of
the country, the debt of Canada, now
about $265,000,000, wonld be $450,000,000
by the time the road was completed.

Hon. Mr. Graham, having on request
of Mr. IFoster earlier in the day fixed
tomorrow for his own statement on
this matter, made no reply to Mr. Bor-
den. In the interval the $20,000,000
item in the estimates stands.

Dr. Daniel asked about double track-
ing of the Intercolonjal from St. John
to Hampton, which he said had been
promised last year.

Mr. Graham stated that he was in-
formed that there had. been surveys
for double tracking on that portion of
the line. :

In connection with a vote of $570,000
for locomotive and car shops with
equipment., Mr. Crocket called atten-
tion to the terms of the contract for
the construction of a sewer at Monc-
ton, and. criticired <he arrangement

made by Mr. MacKenzie with Mr.
Wallberg under which the latter was
to be paid for actual outlays on work
and fifteen rer cent, over and above.

CHECK ON EXPENDITURES.

Mr./ MacDonald, Pictou, said that the
method invariably resorted to by rail-
way companies in- makirg contpacts
was to keep a check on actual expen-
ditures and allow fifteen per cent. gs
a reasonable - amount of profit. He
agreed that Mr. MacKenzie should not
assume too much respoencsibility, and
he would await Mr, MacKenzie’'s ex-
planation of the agreement. But there
was no politics in the question.

Mr. MacKenzle had been an official
of the department under the Conservas~
tive regime and was no doubt a cap-
able official. It was simply a question
of whether Mr, MacKenzie had exer-
cised his judgment fairly. If he had
assumed too much responsibility in re-
gard to that expenditure it would be a
matter for the minister to deal with,
but meantime ‘he’ did not think the
members of the opposition should im-
pute anything in the way of wrong-
doing. R el

Hon. Mr. Graham explained that it
was after the contract was let for the
locomotive and car shops that it was
found necessary to have a proper
drainage eystem and in his wisdom as
engineer Mr. MacKenzie had made the
arrangements referred to with Mr.

If, he stated, the governient in
its wisdom will draft a law and then
submit the law to a plebiscite of the
people with a definite. undersfanding
that if the people vote for it it will be-
come law and be enforced, then we
will help roll up a majority of at least
five to one in favor of the law.

The report of the propagation com-
mittee showed excellent work by Prof.

DR. PUGSLEY AND MR. FLEM-

It is unfortunate for Hon. Dr. Pugsley

ileast. The prime desire of Mr. Hazen,
; Mr, Flemming and their colleagues is
to to do injury to Dr. Pugsley—person-
mily, politically and financiallv—by
every means In their power; and theiv
action In this matter of his claim
against the province indicates clearly
not”unduly scrupuious
regarding the fairness of their methods.
But Dr. Pugeley’s misfortune is fin-
ancial only. He is apparently to lose
the money this province owes him; nhe
has no legal méans of collecting it and
the present government isclearly deter-
mined not to deal with the case equit-
ably. But in the ~ourt of public opinion,
where justice is not shackled by legal
.technicalities or political prejudices he
has honorably won his case. Even
these who may not sympathize with
him personally must admit that his
course throughout this controversy has
been that of a man who sought noth-
ing more than justice, while his oppon-
ents in the government have acted as
men determined not to deal justlv.
Thys Dr. Pugsley gains more and the
government loses more by far than the
amount of cash, involved in the dis-
pute. )

“Immediately after the present gov-
ernment - took office Dr. Pugsley pre-
sented his bill for services rendered
end money exfended dlring his term
‘ams Attorney General outeide the rexu-
lar quties of his office. This claim had
been admitted by the late government
and money on account had been ad-
vanced, but no definite settlement had
been made. Learning that the. new
governnient disputed *his claim Dr.
Pugsley wrote to the Provincial Secre-
tary offering to submit the whole af-
fair for arbitration to any barri;ter of
high standing to be mutually agreed
upon. In Tresponse Mr. Flemming
hypocritically pretended 'to agree to
the arbitration proposgl, but insiste
upon naming the adjudicator himself;
selected for the position a political
friend and constituent of his and re-
fised to submit the whole of the claim
even to his friendly judgment,

The letters which have passed since
between Dr. Pugsley and Mr. Flem-
ming, including the two published to-
day, aro simply amplifications of the
variant view of the two on this
point. Dr. Pugsloy quite properly an-
gists that he shall have some voica in
the selection of the arbitrator—the re-
fersnce otherwisa would not be arbi-
tration at all—and that the whole claim
ahall be submitted. Mr. Flemming
persistently demands the privilege ef
naming a political associate as referee
and insists upon eliminating Dr. Pugs-
ley’s charges In connection with the

FIRE INSURANCE RATES

Two or three years ago a certain
Bhedule of fire insurance rates was in
effect in St. John. At that time the
system of fire protection including both
wader service and departmental cquip-

. ment, was below the standard which

the civil debt,

shoyld exist in a city of this size. Yet
{the insurance companies managed to
‘'do ‘a reasonably profitable business.
For their.own benefit and, it must be
admitted. for the benelit of the e¢ity, a
very material advance was made in
the rates. A portion of this advance,
it was announced, would be .remitted
when two chemical engines were added
‘to the equipment. The engines were
bought and the promised’ reduction
made. The remainder of the increase
,was to be collected until improve-
ments were made in the water service.
&t ah enormous cost the City of St.
John has installed whst 1s practically
R new water service, and as it stands
sven the most searching tests, the un-
derwriters have declared themselves to
be satisfied. The construction of this
new service has added considerably to
and has increased the
Burden of taxation. The insurance
rates will now be reduced. But the re-
duction in fairness to the city should
be not only that amount which was
originally added, but something more.
"The increase was made chiefly for the
purpose of forcing the. eclty to adopt a
ibetter aystem of protection. St.John
today is in an infinitely better position
ithan it was three years ago and insur-
anee rates should be -corraspohdingly
[Jower. It is not enough for the insur-
yanoe men to demand only that schedule
which formerly existed; they should
Tnake allowanoces for the incraased effi-
f:ncy of the gervice and place their

rates mubh. lower than when the pro-
tective gystem was faulty.—St. John
Star. :

PROVINCIAL ADVERTISING

The - Telegraph avers that “twe or
three organs of the provincial opposi-
tion criticise the Hazen government for
inserting an advertisement in The
Standard .of Empire.” The $Sun has
noted no, such criticism and -certainly
has not joined in it. Believing thor-
oughly in the value of newspaper pub-
lieity for any enterprise desiring public
patronage the only fault we have to
find with the government in this regard
is based on the size and nature of the
advertisement aforesaid. It occupies
less than half the space taken by the
provinces of Manitoba and Saskatche-
wan, directly above it, and compares
very untavorably in matter and make-
up with the advertisements of Nova
Scotia, Alberta and British Columbia,
which surround it. But what we have
ventured gently te eriticise is the action
of the Hazen government in causing
the insertion, apparently ir connection
evith this advertisement, of paragraphs
fatuously flattering to itself, its accom-
plishments and particularly to its pre-
mier, the Hon. Douglas Hazen. In
the last issue, in the'guise of a cable-

gram from Fredericton, appeared, for’

instance, the following: ‘“The provin-
cial government’s energetic progressive
policy, introduced by the Hon. Douglas
Hazen directly he took office, is bear-
ing good fruit, and has already proved
a notable stimulus to development,
both as affecting existing industries,
particularly agricultural, and new set-
tlement, and the launching of new en-
terprises.” Is it fair to the people of
this province to spend their money for
the propogation of such tommyrot as
this? From every province in the Em-
pire there are. published weekly in The
Standard paragraphs of general inter-
est, presumably emanating from offi-
cial .sources. Of all these the govern-
ment of New Brunswick is the only one
to use its opportunity for self-glorifica-
tion, and thereby to make .itself and
the province which it rules ridiculous
in the eyes of the British world.
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STONES AND GLASS HOUSES

A writer in the Vancouver Sunset
(Independent Conservative) expresses
keen regret at the refusal of Sir
Charles Hibbert Tupper to re-enter the
political field, because, as he claims, Sir
Hibbert and Mr. R. L. Borden are
gbout the only Conservative leaders
/'who could go to the country clean
handed, who would not be on their de~
fensive in answering charges of graft—
I referred particularly to Foster and
Fowler in this regard.”

There is the Conservative position, the
impossibility of Conservative success
in the coming electiog, in a nutshell.
For lack of a policy, for lack of ground
for criticism of the government’'s ad-
ministrative record, they have delib-
erately chosen to conduct a campaign
of scandal; to appeal for a popular
verdict against the government on the
plea that the government is dishonest;
that Liberal leaders and members and
rank-and-file have used their political
power to plunder the people, to join
in a wholesdle scheme of graft—the im-
plication being that if the Conserva-
tives were given the reins all these
evils would be put away. Angd against
the grafter leaders—Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, Mr. Fielding, Mr. Aylesworth, Sir
Richard Cartwright, My, Patterson,
Mr. Scott and the rest of the pirate
crew—they place as their champions
Foster and Fowler, convicted in open
court and condemned by public opin-
ion for the same dishonorable offenses
they charge against the government.

LAURIER AND THE ““SURREN-
DER"

Conservative journsls are hailing their
party’'s belated acceptance of the pro-
posal male by Sir Wilfrid Laurier
nearly two months ago for the settle—
ment of rthe election bill dispute as a
“back down” and a ‘‘surrender” on ths
part of the government. Campaign ma-
terial is admitiedly scarce and even
opposing politicians can hardly blame
the fcllowers of Messrs. Borden, Foster
and Fowler for seizing al' that offers:
but even their sore poverty does not
fairly excus» the extent of their mis-
representgtion ir 1his matter—misre-
r:esentation as silly as it is flagrant,
in the face of officially recorded facts.

The election reform bill, which has
caused all this disturbance, was pre-
sented to parliarent by Hon. Mr.
Aylesworth on May 8th last. - Protest
was immediately made to the first
claitSe of the measure, which provided
that in Manitoba and in unorganized
districts in Ontario and Quebec where
the voting lists are not made up auto-
matically from the municipal assess-
ment  rolls, as elsewhere, but are
framed on a systam of registration per-
niiitirg graiss partisan discrimination,
the ‘lists shoull be revised by federal
officials prior to each federal election.
In Manitoba the nsed for this revi-
sion was the greater because of the
fact that the provincial constituencies,
for which the lists are prepared, Go not
in many instances coineide with the
federal constituencies, so that the
voters must be redistributed in their
proper ridings prior to each federal
election.

It was suggest2d by Western Conser-
vative members that it wculd be fairer
to bave this admittedly necessary re-
vision made by the Manitoba judges
than by specially appointed federal of-
flicials. Sir Wilfrid promptly acceded
to this. Subsequently, in consequence
of promises that existing injustice to
Liberals in the framing of the lists
would be remedied by the Manitoba
government — promises whieh have
since been fulfllled by Premier Roblin
whe has amended his system so as to
permit more time for judicial revision
under provincial authority—Sir Wilfrid
agreed still further to limit the appii-
cation of the act so that the authority
of the judges, under federal jurisdic-
tion, would cnly extend to the re-allo.
cation of the lists in the overlapping
constituencies.

This was all nearly two months ago,
before the obstruction really began.
It was on May 12th, only four davs
affer the bill had beén introduced, that
Sir Wilfrid made- this offer, which, as
repeated by Mr. Aylesworth this week,
is greeted as Liberal capitulation com-
pelled by recent obstruction.

In his speech that day the premier,
after making clear that all he desired
was ‘‘a law that would remove the con-

trol of the elections both from the
Grits and the-Tories so as to give sat-

isfaction to both Grits and Torles,” de-
clared that all which was apparently
neeessary-to accomplish this in Mani-
toba wae that “there should be some-
body, in the case of overlapping, to
allocate the names according .to the
dlvisions.” Said he, in answer to a
question by Mr. Foster, (these quota-
tions are taken from the official re-
port): “If the polling divisions are not
divided by the boundaries of the Do~
minion constituencies I do not see any
reason for intervention; it is where
they are divided, so far as I can see,
that the necessity for intervention
arises.”

Later, following 8ir Wiifrid, Mr.
Foster took pains to make assurance
doubly sure on-this point . Here  is
the Hansard report of two questions
he put which, with the premier’'s an-
swers, settle the point definitely.

“I put two questions to my right
hon. friend in order-that we may be
clear upon this. The overlapping is to
be interpreted as referring' to the
polling sub-divisions which are cut by
the boundary of the federal constitu-
ency and to no others?”

Sir Wiifrid Laurier—(Hear, hear).

Mr, Foster—“And this work contem-
plated in the first section is to apply
to that kind of polling division and to
no other? There we are agreed.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier—Hear, hear.

Could anyt@ing be plainer than this?
There, two meénths ago, is the declara-
tion in unmistakable language that the
government desired revision of the
Manitoba lists only in districts where
the confliction of provincial and fed-
eral ridings made revision necessary;
and that in these cases they were will-
ing to have the revision conducted by
Judges.

But at that time the Conservative
party refused absolutely to accept this
fair proposal. They fought it with all
their strength. For over a month they
deliberately held up the public busi-
ness for the declared purpose of forcing
the government to withdraw the clause
in toto, to desist altogether from the
effort to amend conditions which they
themselves had admitted' needed
ren\edy. On the floor of the House
trey openly asserted that not a dollar
of supply would be voted unless the
government acceded to their demand in
this regard.

The government stood by the Pre-
miler’s first offer, trusting to the com-
mon-sense and fairness of the people
to judge the dispute justly. And their
trust was justified. Under the pressure
of public opinion the obstruction ceased,
and the opposition, sobered and chas-
tened, allowed the bill to go into com-
mittee. Then, as reported in The Sun
yesterday, Mr. Aylesworth formally re-
prated Sir Wilfrid’s suggestioh in al-
most the same words.

And this suggestion, which a few
weeks ago was furiously refused,
against which the obstructive tactics
of over a month were openly ‘directed,
is today hailed by the Conservative
Press as a Liberal “backdown’ under
fire. Considerable latitude is allowed
in politics for humbug, but this is
straining the easy rules too far.

Whatever the politicians, Liberal or
Conservative, may have designed or de-
sired, the outstaunding fact throughout
the whole of this controversy has been
the absolute and unquestionable im-
partiality of Sir Wilfrtd Laurier's atti-
tude. His plea and his effort has been
for justice, for conditions which would
“give satisfaction to both Grit and
Tory, so that when an election takes
place, sooner or later, the voice of the
people, absolutely untrammelled, may
be given expression to.” Always a man
of large outlook and equitable . intent,
he has grown in stature as the years
have brought him more power and
more responsibility. As head of
the government of Canada he is more
than a party leader; ghe looks more to
the good of his country than to the ad-
vantage of his party. Doubtless his.
desire for natural justice and broad
equity has led him further in this mat-
ter than is pleasing to extreme Liberal
partisans. Certainly he has not gone
far enough to suit the extreme Con-
servative partisans. But party lines
are lecss tightly drawn today than a
decade ago. Men give more heed to
both sides and think more than they
used to. The number of those who
may be classed as independent; who
judge- political leaders and policies on
their merits, discounting the rival
claims of journalistic hacks, is increas-
ing. And to these, to all who can see
through party blinders, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier's course throughout this dis-
pute—his fairness, his wise moderation,
his judicial consideration for the rights
of even his most inveterate and un-
scrupulous enemies—must appeal fore-
ibly as evidence of the honesty and de-
pendableness of this man who will soon
appeal to the people of Canada for a
renewed expression of confidence in his
ability to give this Dominion good
government.
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EDUCATION FOR AVOCATION

We hear much, these material days,
of the *value of manual training in the
public schools, much of the necessity
of providing boys and girls with in-
struction which will prove of practical
use to them in their imminent task of
earning a living. And it is good and
sensible talk. None will decry the
benefit of training the youthful hand
and eye as well as the purely mental
processes. In the efficient development
of technical instruction lies one of the
most important problems before pres-
ent day educationists. But the value
of education is not all in its practical
side, in its possible conwversion into fut-
ture dollars and cents; and there may
be danger than in considering too
closely the utilitarian feature of public
school training we may lose sight of
something of greater. value. With this
thought in mind, Dr. N. C. Shaeffer,
superintendent of public instruction for
tho State of Pennsylvania, pressed upon
the National Educational Association
in sessid® at Cleveland last week the
thought that preparation for a life
which is truly worth living cannot, for
the sake of financial gain, afford to
neglect or ignore the things of the mind
and the joys of the higher life.

‘“What the school can do to fit the
pupils for the scveral callings by which
they will’ earn their. itvelihcod,” he
said, “is 2 question which is now more
than ever befcre engaging the seribus
attention of c¢ducators throughout the
civilized world. This question is so
important and all-absorbing that there
is danger of losing sight of the other
equally important question: What can
the school do to make life "worth living
during the hours in which the indi-
vidual is not engaged in rthe struggle
for bread ?

“The laboring classes are striving to

get an eight hour day. In some cases
they have already won this concession.
"Whether the 'victory shall prove a
blessing or a curse will depend upon
the way in which the remaining hours
of the-dday are spent.  If the hours
which are not, devoted to work and
sleep are spent{in dissipation anad riot-
ous Hving, the glght hour day will prove
8 curse instead of a blessing.

“I have 'no‘ gquarrel,’” ‘he¢ éontinued,
“with the toilers who seek recreaiion.
Our insane' asylums are filled ~with
farmers’ -wives whose work was never
done, .who went through a ceaséless
round of drudgery seven days in thHe
week year after.year, until the .nerv-
ous system broke down and .the indi-
vidual sank into hopeless insanity. It
is . the. inexorable demand of - human
nature that it shall seek and have re-
lief” from the -drudgery of piece work
in. the shop and the .factory. What
keeps me awake at night is the thought
thait . if these toilers had been .taught
at  school how to use and enjoy a good
book, they would seek recreation and
enjoyment by \1sitlng the public library
instead of going tc( the roof garden_
and the sgloon.”

It is not easy to nmp out & curricu-
lum that ahall fit puplls for work in
all the various industries that furnish
employment; for some of these, hrew-
eries and distilleries for instance, pub-
lic opinion w214 not tolerate prepara-
tion at the public expense. But all
ean agrea upon the desirability of
fitting pupils to enjoy the things of
the mind and the higher life, on the
importance of teaching the right usa
of books, on the -supreme . duty of
training the boy and the girl to think
the bost thouvghts of the best men as
these are enshrfmed in art and litera-
ture.. The pupil whe is taught to think
the thoughts of God as these are ex-
pressed in the starry heavens above
us, in the moral law within us and in
all nature about vs, tastes the joys of
a life which 3oes not turn upon what
we  eat and drink and the’thousahd
things that money will buy.

Education for avocaiion is quite as
important as education for vocation.
“Man shall not live by bread alone,”
{s a maxim spcken by the greatest
teacher of all the ages. He who Him-
self earned bread and supported His
mother by working at the carpenter’s
bench, did »ot mean that we should
despise the arts which make bread;
but His example and XHis teachings
clearly indicate that a lifo worth lv-
ing involves far more than mere edu-
cation for a vocation.

GLAD TIDINGS

We are greatly cheered to learn, from
a message cabled to the Standard of
Empire by Its distinguished New
Brunswick correspondent, that ‘the
provincial government’s energetic pro-
gressive poliey, introduced by the Hon.
Douglas Hazen directly he took office,
is bearing good fruit, and has already
proved a notable stimulus to develep-
ment, both as affecting existing indus-
tries, particularly agricultural, and new
settlement, and the launching of new
enterprises. The cutlook is very bright
here now.” In the near future we
hope the correspondent will inform an
ddmiring Empire more definitely re-
garding the details of the Hon. Doug-
las Hazen's energetic progressive
policy and its good fruit., It . would
interest even the people of this prov-
ince to know just what new enterprises
have been launched, what new setile-
ment has taken place and what exiSt-
ing industries, particularly agricul-
tural, have been mnotably developed
since March 3rd last. The Hon. Doug-
las [Hazen, having given the Standard
of Empire a largc advertisement, is
entitled to sumething more than these
very vague statements in the way of
reading notices.
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THE CENTRAL RAILWAY AGAIN

The commissioners appointed to in-
quire into the affairs of the Central
Railway made a day’s run over the
road last week and apparently have
confided to newspapers supporting the
provincial*government their impréession
that it is a line of the cheap and nasty
sort, its construction affording strong
ground for suspicion that the money
paid for its construction was wasted or
worse.

It will be remembered that shortly
before the recent provincial election a
number of the late government's
friends looked over this road and were
very favorably impressed with it.

The moral apparently is that when
men begin to study an object with a
pre-determination to be pleased, they
are likely to be pleased; if, for one rea-
son or another, they have made up
their minds (or have been instructed)
to decide that criticism is necessary,
ground for criticism is easily found.

Gtill, the commissioners would  win
more respect and confidence if 'they
would be more careful to conceal their
prej'udice.

As to the actual condition of the
Central Railway, it has never been al-
leged that it is other than a branch
line, shoddily built in the first place.
Who was to blame for the flaws in the
first construction we do not know; and
it matters little even to the muck-rak-
ing politicians, for all who had to do
with that work are either dead or out
of bublic life. What confronted the
late government elght years ago was
a road rotting to/piecés, dangerous in
the extreme to the travelling public,
and becoming increasingly useless as
a transportation agency.. Every man
or company which had endeavored to
operate it had lost money. Private
capital would not look at it. The gov-
ernment was flatly confronted with the
choice, whether to let the road rot into
utter uselessness or to put public
money in it and try to save it from the
scrap heap. By a guarantee of its
bonds a company was induced to take
hold; later more- bonds were guaran-
teed and as the inability of the comr
pany to make good.became apparent
the government practically foreclosed
the mortgage and took over the road,
placing it in the hands of an independ-
ent commission for .operation.

This commission took hold vigorous-
ly. Its work involved. heavy expense
at the outset. Most of the road was
practically rebuilt—new ties, bridges,
rails—the rolling stock was increased,
the traffic developed, until within a few
yvears the system was revolutionized
and placed on & reasonably paying
basis. For the past two years it show-
ed a surplus of revenue over operating
expenses and, with another year of
similar management, would have paid
the interest on its bopds.

Taking
everything into consideration, subsi-
diés, bond guarantees, repairs, rebuild-
ing, everything—even the ‘graft” the
government hopes to find—the Central
has only cost this province about $14,000
per ml{e. And this is only aboit half
the’ sum 'the Grand Trunk Pacific
through" similar country, will cost. The
.contract price for the G. T. P. from
(‘hlpman te Moncton is $20,000 per mile
for only the roadbed and rails and the
abutments of the bridges.

As it stands today, or rather as it
was when the late government let go,
‘the Central Railway represents a
mighty gnod bargain for ZXhe province,
and a great opportunity for the future.
The present government has its doubts
ot the bargain and is spandingpublic
memey lavishly in the effort to justify
its suspicions, and Incidentally to get
evenr with some political opponents.
That’is within its privilege, if the peo-
ple are_willing. But The Sun desires
respectfully :to repeat its sugges-
tion that there is more profit
in building for the future
than digging in the past. Now that
the inquiry 1is fairly under way, it
should not last long and, whethor it
sueceeds or fails in its poli-
tical pursuit, we hope sin-
cerely that it will soon be over and
that then the goyvernment, whether
elated or again disappointed, will get
down to business.

LAURIER AND THE SQUARE
DEAL

It is not'always easy to play fair In
- politics; and it is doubtful i fair play
in politics always pays, for the mo-
ment at least. The rules are notori-
ously lax and the unmpire careless if
not indifferent, and trickiness, more or
less related to foul play, is so common
that the players on both sides expect
it, prepare for it; and when a captain
insists upon playing the same as any
other game s played among gentle-
men, by the book and honorably, his
opponents are apt to become suspici-
ous and his own side to become sore.

Witness the conduct of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier throughout the controversy
over this election lists business. There
is no doubt that conditions as they
were in Manitoba were not only con-
ducive to unfair discrimination against
Liberals but actually operated unfair-
ly. Innumerable instances of this
have been presented, many of them
conclusively proven. It was natural
that the Liberals having the power at
Ottawa to remedy these conditions in
Manitoba should desire to apply the
remedy; and it is not unnatural that,
smarting under past abuses which they.
had suffered, they should desire to give
themselves the whip hand for a while.

We do not believe that the much dis-
puted clause 1 of the Election Reform
Bill was disigned by Mr. Aylesworth to
operate unfairly against western Ccn-
servatives; hie honorable reputation as
an upright jurist and an honest nan
discounts that thepry. But in that pro-
vision,, as he introduced it, giving to
specially appointed federal officials the
authority to revise the Manitoba lists,
to add and to strike off names and to
redistrihute the provincial voters in the
federal constituencies, there was
ground for the Conservative claim t}-at,
even if not so designed, it would give
partisan officials power which they.
might abuse. The Conservatives were
quite willing that their own friends !
Manitoba should possess this 1ower,
but they were determined that their
Liberal opponents should not pcesess
it. Extreme Liberal partisans on the
other hand were openly desirous of
wielding the authority their opponents
had previously held.

Sir Wilfrid listened to both sldes and
took the middle courge; the course =
man would take who desired no impro-
per advantage for either party, who
desired only a fair field for both; the
honorable course. His alm, he raid,
was to devise a law which wruld be
fair and satisfactory t> h>ith Grits
and Tories. So taking the matter ir‘o
his own hand, he amended the ciruse
in dispute so as to give the recessary
power to readjust the lists for {cderal
purposes to a board of julges. | This
proposal he made two moaths ago,
wevithin a week from the original pre-
sentation of the bill.

At first it met with little favor. The
Conservatives absolutely 1eZused to
consider it, refused to accept anything
save the continuation 2f conditions as
they were—conditions they th2mselves
had admitted to be unfair—started
their reckless course of obstruction and
threatened to keep it up all summer
unless the government backed down.
From his own supporters tire prolest
was almost equally vigorous. But be-
tween the two fires Sir Wilfrid kept on
his calm judicial way, letting his own
partisans fret, letting his opvonants
protest, knowing that he was right and
trusting to the honesty of the Canadian
people: to bring the opposing rccal-
citrants to their senses.

Events have proved his trust was well
founded. Gradually under pressure of
public opinion the obstruction ceased
and the Conservative attitude changed,-
until tc-day they are‘hdiling as a sur-
render for the government and. a vie-
tory for themselves the precise pro—
posal which two months ago. they .vig--
orously denounced and refused to con=-
sider. \

Among the more extreme of his own
partisans Sir Wilfrid- is still -having
trouble, however. The Manitoba Free
Press, which, speaking for the Lib-
erals of that province, bitterly resents.
this settlement, whieh, it affirms, sacri-
fices them to the vicipus injustice of
unscrupulous opponents—protests. al-
most to the point of rebellion, intima-

QUEBEC FOR LAURIER

La Patrie, Hon. J. I Tarte's old
paper which of late has pursued am in=
dependent course in politics, favoring
the Nationalist party and warmly sup-
porting Mr. Bourassa, publishes in the
issue which reached St. John yester-
day an article which will have a cold
water effeect upon the hopes of those
who have been building upon Bou-
rassa’s advance predictions of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s loss of prestige and
influence in Quebec. This article, the
leading editorial, is an eloquent eulogy
of the Premier of whom it declgres
that “there will be but one voice to
proclaim. his patriotism and his quali-
ties as a statesman, and that will be
the vojce of the whole people.”

La Patrie says that, although the
Prime Minister’is a very well man, it
{s more than probable that the next
Parliament will see his retirement.
“The crowning of his career of Prime
Minister depends, of course, upon the
verdict of the electorate at the com-
ing eiections” it continues- “But we
are convinced that Sir Wilfrid can
await that verdict with confidence be-
cause; the people, conscious of the
generous support which they have
given him during the past twelve
years, will still remain faithful in this
the most solemn occasion of his life.”

La Patrie says that the election of
Henri Bourassa gave certain people to
understand that the triumph of the
Nationalist leader was an indication
that Laurier's. prestige was on the
wane, but that paper does not accept
this theory, as Mr. Bourassa stated in
his speeches that he had no quarrel
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

“We do not believe,” concludes the
article, ‘that Mr. Bourassa intends to
interfere in the Dominion election, his
attention being centered alone in the
provincial arena.”
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A DIFFICULT REFORM

It is all very well for idealists and men
Without responosibility, says The Can-
adian Couiier, to sit back and say that
the Civil Service bill does not go far
enough. “It doesn’t; but it goes a
mighty long wdy for any government
to accomipidish which has been in powsr
for twelve yeacs and, gathered about it
the inevitable incrustration of ‘bar-
nacles. The ‘boys’ behind the minis-
terial benckes have not been able to
conceal, ev:n in open parliament, how
little they like the measure; and we
may be very sure that the ministers
have felt all' this preasura before they
brought down the bill. What is heard
in parliament is only an occasional ex-
rlesion of the feesling which mmst have
been poured upon the ministers in full
stream. The change made in commit-
tée, by which the new Clvil Service
Cémmissioners were given the standing
of the Auditor Gen-ral, was itself an
act of courage which ought to be re-
cognized. We will never make much
headway with political reform of any
sort if wo constantly belittle the first
steps taken with so much difficulty by
reformers. fn this way we eraate the
impression that .they are really. more
blameworthy than if they had not tried
at all.”

THE ALL-RED AND POLITICS

The All-Red Line’ should not be fea-
tymed in party politics, says the Tele-
graph. True; and it wil not be unless
the Conservatives, because of its ori-
gin, oppose it. The project, as it
stands, is Sir Wilfrid Laurier's. It
was he who submitted to the Imperial
Conference last summer this. plan to
substitute for the presently impossible
Imperial Tariff preference the scheme
for an Imperial transportation system,
drawing the units of our wide Empire
closer together by a. subsidized bond
of steel rails and steamships.

Now
that the number of unemployed in the
States has reached such immmerse pro-
portions, and tke labor market being
fully supplied in Canada, it has beon
considered advisable to establish a sys-
tem of boundary inspection very simi-
lar to that carried on by the Ameri-
cans for some years. Already all the
principal places of entry from the
States have been covereé by officers
of the department, and as rapidly as
possible arrangements are being made
at the less important poirts. The sys-
tem is rapidly being put into good
working order and the wisdom of the
action Is indicated by the fact that
already several hundred persons have
been refused admission. The border
inspectors have power to debar all
considered physically, mentally or mor-
ally unfit or at all likely to become
public charges, any who have not in
their possession at least $25 in addi-
tion to a ticket to their destination,
and all who come from a country other
than that of their birth or naturaliza-
tion.

Last week numbers of Italians from
the States coming to engage in rail-
way work were turned back, and the
places thus left vacant will provide
tituations for some of our oountry’s
unemployed.

The transportation companies, realiz-
ing the chances ihey are taking in car-
rying passengers who do not come up
to departmental requirements are re-
fusing to ticket the greater proportion
ofl those not eligible. As an instancs

Heroism of Miss Lou Sime
Prevented a Tragedy

Audience in W. C. T. U. H:ll Thrown In‘o
a Panic—0ne Woman Prostrated

Full particulars of the lamp incident
in Fuairville W. C. T. U. rooms last
evening go to show that thoe affair was
far more serious than at first stated,
and add to the ¢redit due Miss Lou
Sime for her courage in averting what
might have been a serious catasirophe.

Some hundreds of people had gather-
ed for the entertainment. Upon the
conclusion of the programme and be-
fore the refreshments were bhrought on,
some ,of the children were playing
about the room. Two little girls, Lulu
Matthews and Sadie Stevens were hav-
ing a game of chase, when the latter
bumped against a table upon which a
lamp had been placel. The lamp was
knocked to the floor and amed up. In
an instant panic resulted. Men, women
and children screamed, rushed for the
exits, and generally lost their heads.
Some managed to get out the door and
reveral men headed for the nearest fire
alurm. In the hall thers was the great-
est excitement, and for a few moments
things looked very serious, not frown
the fire, but from the panic. Miss Sime,
who is seventeen or eighteen years of
age, wa8 apparently the only one to
Keep her head. She ran to the blazing
Jamp, and holding it at arms’ length,
carried it tv the front door, throwing
it on the street. This was done so
quickly that all danger was over bhe-
fore the men who had started for the
fire box were able to send in an alarm.
The excitement soon passed, ard re-
freshments were served according to
programme. No one was hurt in the
mix-up, but Mrs. Matthews, one of the
ladies present;, was affected so that she
became quite ill during the night and
required the services of a physician.

HON. DR. PUGSLEY REPLIES

In reply to Hon. J. K. Flemming’s
letter refusing to agree to the mutual
selection of an arbitrator to judge Dr.
Pugsley’s claims against the province
and refusing to submit to any tribunal
the claim in respect to his work in the
Eastern Extension matter, Dr. Pugs-
ley has sent the following communica-
tion: .

OFFICE OF MINISTER OF PUBLIC
WORKS OF CANADA.

OTTAWA, July 4th, 1908. °*

Dear Sir,—I am in receipt of your
valued favor of the 25th ultimo, and
am quite surprised at the attitude
which you take with regard to the ar-
bitration. I think upon reflection you
will agree with me that it is contrary
to every principle of arbitration that
one of the parties thereto should in-
sist upon naming his own arbitrator
without giving the other party to the
reference any choice,

You speak of the proposition to se-
leet one out of the seven barristers
nameély as being a lottery, to which yon
seem to be greatly opposed, but I wou
remind you that this is the way in
which jurors are chdésen, the names of
the jurors on the panel being placed
in a box, and the names drawn there-
from by the clerk. It is quite imma-
terial how any one of the seven I8
chosen, whether by lot, or by each of
us striking off thrée names, the one
remaining fo be the arbitrator.

I note th&t you use the following lan-
guage: “I have met your preposal to
arbitrate on your bill on February
22nd last, and at your request that it
be submitted to a barrister of high
standing, I consented by naming A. B.
Connell, K. C., of Woodstock.” By re-
ference to my telegram making the
proposition for arbitration, you will
see that I proposed referring my ac-
count to an arbitrator “‘to be mutually
agreéd upon.” You. 'cannot properly
call it an acceptance of my proposition
for you to insist upon being the sole
judge of the arbitrator.

With referénce to my claim for ser-
vices in connection with the Eastern
Hxtension, I have already explained to
you why I think this should be submit-
ted to arbitration, and I ang not able
to appreciate the force of your objec-
tion that I have no claim. I contend
that the province is justly and equit-
ably indebted to me for a large amount,
and in justice to me you should be will-
ing to let the arbitrator deal with my
whole claim. The case would be differ-
ent if we had in New Brunswick the
same law which exists in regard to
claims against the Dominion govern-
ment or in the province of Ontario
against the provincial government, but
as you know, we have no exchequer
court in New Brunswick, and any per:
son having a claim has no means, in
law, of enforcing it, and must rely upon
the disposition of the government to
do equity.

I note in
your letter that you wish to submit
the names of six gentlemen of high
standing in the legal profession as well
as the name of A. B. Connell, K. C,,
whom I suggested as arbitrator, and
that from the lot one should be select~
ed, and further that you wished East-
ern Extension claim included as well
as your bill of February 22nd last.

I do not think it necessary that we
should enter into any lottery arrang:-
ment to secure an arbitrator and I
cannot consent/ to Eastern Extension
claim being considered at all.

Have heard your arguments many
times in justification of the very large
sums you charged the province.

I have mel your pro-
posal to arbitrate on your bill of
February 22nd last, and at your re-
quest that it be submitted to a bar-
rister of high standing I assented by
naming A. B. Connell, K. %, of
Woodstock. If vou still wish for* arbi-
tration it is still open to you to dccept
the offer I made in my telegram of
the 29th ultimo. On being advised of
its acceptance wiil do everytbing in

my power to facilitate-the settlgment. |

British Khaki, Made wp By Chinese, is
U;ed for the Army in the
Philippines.

WASHINGTON, July 8—Secretary of
War Wright has received from certain
New England manufactarers of khaki
cloth a protest against *he use of Drit-
ish made khaki for the uniforms of the
soldiers and constabulary in the Philip-
pines. The vrotest recited that the
uniforms were not only of British ma-
terial. but were made up in Manila by
Chinese labor. these excluding not only
American manufacturers of khaki, hut
American labor in the production of
the uniforms The protest was made
through President Roosevelt, who for-
warded it to Secretary Wright, with a
request that he inquire into the sub-
Ject with a view of givina all possible
work of that kind to American manu-
facturers and artisans. Inquiry by
Secretary Wright developed the fact
that the army quartermaster at Maunila
had let some contracts recently for
khaki of British manufacture, which
was to be made into uniforms for the
Philippine constabulary and the sold-
iers stationed in the islands. The con-
tracts were made in.the usual wav by
the office of the quartermaster seneral
on the recommendation of a board of
officers appointed for the purpose.

JUDGE TUCK’S REPLY

FREDERICTON, July 7—A pleasant
incident took place at the opening of
the supreme court this morning when
Hon. W. H. Tuck, ex-chief justice, was
presented with a complimentary ad-
dress by the Barristers’ Society of
New Brunswick.

K. C., vice president of the Barristers’

To The Honorable Wm, Henry "T'uck,

At the regular meeting of the Bar-
risters’ Society of the Province of New
Brunswick, a resolution was unanim-
ously adopted placing upon the 1ecords
of the society an expression of the
high regard entertained for you as a
judge, and appointing a committee to
convey to you an expression of the re-
epect and kindly feeling cherisned for
you by the members of the bar and
their regret that the intimate rrofes-
sional relations which have for so
many years existed between ycu and
them have been severed. Character-
ized, as you wer®, at the bar, by legal
knowledge, honorable conduct ard
professional success, your eievation to
the bench was not only regarded as
well merited, but inspired a seaeral
confidence that the high standaird of
our judiciary would be maiatained.
Your eleven years of judicial activity
as a puisne judge and twelve vears as
chief justice have shown that the es-
timate placed upon your ability was
not exc¢essive and the confidaace re-
posed in your honor and integrity was
not misplaced.

weighing 230 pounds, but is now Tre-
duced to half that weight.

The coasting regulations in respect
of foreign vessels have been amended
80 that foreign vessels may tow othr
vesels or things from a foreign port
to a Canadian . pert, or vice versa, but
if they drop or part with any such
vessel or thing‘in Canadian waters,
they shall not again take them in tow
for the purpose of moving them fur-
ther in Canadian' waters. This rule
does not apply to accidental parting of
such vessel by breaking a hawser, or
if the parting takes place in connec-
quence of moving the tow in any of the
Canadian ecanals.

Boston Advertiser: Leaving Java
seven months ago, the steel hark Jo-
hanna, belonging to the Standard Oil
Co, arrived in port with a large cargo,
consisting for the most part of sugar.
The trip made by the Johanna was
over 17,000 miles. After leaving Java
the first stop was St. Helena. From
there she proceeded to Falmouth, where
instructions were found to proceed im-
mediately to America. This the crew
refused to do, and to a man, twenty-
two of them in all, mutinied. Capt
Doey, however, did not prefer charges
against them, but sympathized with
their complaints, as they asserted that
they had been on the water long
enough and did not feel like spending
six or seven months more in a trip to
America. Instead, he discharged them
and hired another crew, which includ-
ed several Americans who wished to
ship for thie country. The wanderings
of the Johanna, it is said, were due to
the change in sugar prices.

OTTAWA,.-July 6.—The. report.of the
gavernment survey made during the
past four years of the proposed Oitawa
and Georgian Eay canal was presented
to. parllamept . today by.the Minister

V&E‘(vxks. The main features
of the report.as already forecasted in
these dispatches, show that estimated
time of .construction would be ten
years, and the lotal . cost $100,000,000.
This estin ate is .worked out in most
complete and accurate detail as to in—
.dividual locks,. stretches of ‘raproved
channel, neceéssary aids te navigation,
etc. " The details. of the cost have all
been estimated on the basis: of a 22
foot waterway algng the' entire 409
miles from the.Gedrgian .Bay:to: Mon-
treal. . Taking Pert Arthur or Fort
Willlam as the starting point, the dis-
tance to Montreal via the proposed
waterway is 93¢ miles, viia Lake Erie
and the Welland canal 1,216 miles, via
Buffalo and. the -Erie canal to New
York, 1,358 miles, leaving a difference
in favor of:the Ottawa river route of
282 miles. as compared with the Saint
Lawrenge- route- and of 424 miles as

| Bodies of Two <Little Boys;

Pulled Out of a
River

MIDDLEBORO, . Mass., July 6.—In a
vain attempt to rescue.his little,chum,
Kanneth. Sturtevant, aged seven years,
from ‘drowning in the ‘Nemasket ~River,
into whichche had+«fallen while fishing
from g rock, Albert Kelly, eight years
old, lost his own Jife this afternoon.
This is the.conclusion the police and
medical examiners reached when the
bodies of the two boys were pulled out
of' the river tonight with grappling
irops. Both bodies were found in the
same place.

The lads, who were inseparable com-
panions, started off to fish this after-
noon dfter dinner, the last time they
were seen - alive.

When it was learned that the
lads had been seen fishing from the
rock a géneral alarm was sent out and
about 200 people gathered to assist in
the search, and just at sundown the
body of Albert Kelly was found, but
the body of the other vietim was not
recovered until tén o’clock tonight,

,Kenneth Sturtevant was the son of
Edgar Steurtevant, and Albert Kelly
was the son of John Kelly, both-of this
town. At the point where the bodies
were recovered the water is only about
six feet deep.

POPE PROCLAIMS.IMPORTANT
CHANGES IN CATHOLIC LAW

POPE PIUS X.

ROME, July 6.—An important ponti-
fical document reforming the organiz-
ation and working of the Roman con-
gregations was made public today. It
removes Great Britain, Holland, Can-
ada and the United States. from the
jurisdiction of the propaganda, these
countrieg’ thus ceasing to be considered
‘missionary lands.

Besides reform in the propaganda,
the pentifical decree introduces re-
matkable modifications in the other
congregations. The document consists
of three parts, the first being an apos- 3
tolic constitution reorganizing t®e con-
gregations through a more suitable di-
vislon of subjects and eliminating the
duphca.tion of authority, and the second
is a special law for the regulation of
the labors of the ancient Rota and
Segnatura tribunals,

The most important part of the re-
form is that both civil and criminal
litigations are removed from the juris-
diction of the congregations and en-
trusted to the tribunals of the Rota and

of the Segnatura, the congregations
only retalning disciplinary powers. A
new congrelution regulating discipline
and sacrament is created, ite duties
including also questions regarding
marriages, while the dogmatic side of
the sacraments remains under the juris-
diction of the congregation of the holy
office, which includes mixed marriages,
namely, when either husband or wife
is mot a Catholic. The Pope remains
prefect of the holy omce

The importance of the congregation
of the consistory of which the Pope
also is the prefect, is augmented by it
undertaking the ereation of bishops and
the surveillance and direction of the
rules of dioceses and seminaries and
also deciding questions of competence
beween the congregations.

The aribcnal of the penitentiary re-
mains only as an internal court’ for
questions of ¢onscience, all other ‘ques-
tions going to the Rota in the first in-
stance and then to the Segnatura @s a
supreme court. v :

URGES COOKING GOURSE
T0 OFFSET DRINK-EVIL

e

BOSTON, Mass.,, July 6.—“If more
general attention were paid to teach-
ing cookery in public schools there
would be fewer drunkards,” said Miss
Josephine Morris, supervisor of Bos-
ton school cooking teachers.

“I' don't blame men for . going out
nights and getting drunk when they
never have a well cooked meal at
home,” Miss Morris continued. “Why
cooking, the problem of proper nour-
ishment, is one of he most important
studies in: therschools.

“rThers i§ no wastefulness in the Bos-
ton' cooking department. We have for-
ty-thres school kitchens in charge of
thirty teachers, Each instructor is al-
lowed $12 a month for the purchase
of supplies. Certainly that is not ex-

travagant. And:the amount of work
" done -with stich a small sum of money
is really remarkable. I don't mean ‘that
each tearher spends exactly $1Z ever;
month. At the beginning of the year,
when we give instructions in the cook-
ing of cereals, the bills arc often only
$6 or $8. Later, when we take up meats
and fish, the bills may be $16. But we
average $12 a month. The teachers go
marketing and in turn teach the pupils
how to buy the most nutraitious meat
for the least mcney.

“Than we teach them not only the
cooking of'food but also the chemistry
of food and the make-up of various
foods and their effect on the body. All
branches of housework are taug 7
the cooking teachers, too, and espe
ly cleanliness in the kitchen. In fact, I
have often heard e¢xperienced ho
wives  say they never visit one of «
kitchens -without learning something
new—some Knack of preparing food or
some easier way of doing housewo

The presant gov-
crnment, he sali, has up to the present
time not given any great encourage-
ment 8o ’ar as new and better laws
are concerned, but he dcclared that the
existing laws must Dbe enforced. He
spoke unfavorably regarding another
plebiscite and claimed that the senti-
ment is stronger than ever in the prov-
ince for prohibition. If, he stated, our
Government in its wisdom will drart
a law and then submit the law to a
piebiscite of the people with the defin-
ite understanding that if the people

vote for it it will become law and bo |

enforced, then we will help roll up a
snajority Jof at least five to one in fa-
wor of the law.

The Grand Templar also reported
that tha Order was never in a health-
ler gtate than at presant.

OTTAWA, July 6.—After passing at
the morning session the government
measures respecting old age annuities,
increasing lead bounties and confirm-
ing the agreement with the Grank
Trunk Railway to set gside a site in
Majors Hill Rark, Ottawa, for the com-
pany’s proposed new million dollar
hotel, the commons spent the afternoon
with the balance of the public works
estimates for Ontario.

On motion to go into supply, Col.
Sam Hughes raised the question of
exercising more care in the naturaliza-
tion of foreigners. He pointed out the
dangers that would arise in the event
of war as a result of having thousands
of aliens in the country, and held that
foreigners should not be allowed to
enter the Dominion unless they were
brepared to become British subjects
and to fight for the British Empire,
even against their own country. He
protested against Itallans and anarch-
ists being allowed to enter Canada un-
restricted.

The House went into supply, taking
up the estimates for -harbors and riv-
ers in Ontario. ’

During the discussion Mr. Monk
said - that the government had aban-
doned  the recommendations ‘of the
transportation commisgion.

If the government wag in_earnest in
regard. to transportation matters they
would enter upon the buijding of the
Georgian Bay canal at once and ‘make
Montreal, Quebec and other ports free
ports, instead of frittering away money
in small votes as political exigencies
dictated a]l over the country.

Hon. ‘Dry ‘Pugsley said that though
the government had not in words car-
ried out the views of the transporta-
tion commission, they were doing so
in fact as rapidly as was consistent
with the resources of the country. The
government was keenly alive to the
transportation question, and he in-
stanced the great works carried on at
Montreal, Quebec, St. John, Halifax,
Victoria harbor and Tiffin on Georgian
Bay, Fort William, Port Arthur and
others, with the sole aim of improv-
ing the transportation facilities. At
Victoria and Tiffln it was hoped the
work, which would enable large lake
vessels to enter, would be completed by
Oct. 1. New ‘“Buffalos” it might be ex-
pected would spring up there, it was
believed, diverting from Buffalo, Port-
land, Baltimore and New York millions
of bushels of grain that would be
otherwise shipped by those ports.

USELE3S WORK, SAYS MONK.

To other statements made by Mr.

The *reguit was' ‘that
dredging in Ontari> ahd Quebec this
yvear would cost in the aggregate from
$175,000 to $260,000 more than would be
the cas: if last ‘year’s centracts had
been extended.

Jennett argued that the Minister
should not have renewed the contracis
at incrcased prices.

SOME COMPARISONS.

RUSSIAN PAPER
 ENDS STORMY LIFE

Russ Suspends Owing to
Financial Ditficulties.

e

Final Blow Was Accusation  That It Was
Involved fn a Scheme to
Blackmall Banks.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 3. — The
Russ, at one time the leading . Liberal
newspaper of Russia, has suspended
publication on account of financial dif-
ficuities.

The Russ was founded in 1904 by
Alexis A. Souvorin, son of the well
known editor and publisher of the
Novoe Vremya. It placed itself at the
head of the growing . Liberal move-
ment and soon obtained a very large
circulation, while its opiniohs carrted
much welght. Of late years, however,
and especially since the imprisonment
of Alexis Souvorin for the publication
of the workmen’s manifesto, the paper
hasg veered to the radical side and be-
come sensational and often unreliable.
The circulation fell off greatly. The
business manager of the paper was re-
cently accused of being involved in a
project that had for its purpose the
blackmailing of banks, and this was a
blow to the jourral.

The Russ has had a stormy career.
During its existence it was suppressed
for a total of 107 days and 154 in-
dividual numbers were confiscated.
Three of its chief editors were impris-
oned in the four years of the paper’s
life.

Boris Souvorin, son of Alexis Sou-
vorin, reported the peace treaty ne-
gotiatioas at Portsmouth for the Russ.

CRIME IN FRANGE
| STILL EPIDEMIC

——

Death Penalty, Which Was Virtually
Abolished, Likely to be
Revived.

PARIS. July 6—The crime waye con-.
tinues to'pass over France, and murd

ders and assaults are the ordér of the
day. One day this week a daily news-
paper had twelve of its columns de-
voted exclusively to detalls &f four-
teen murders, or attempted murders,
many of which have been committed
in the capital. It is little wonder, then,
that Parisians are becoming seriously
alarmed. The police supervision is in-
adequate, and citizens are 4t the mercy
of any stray cut-throat who cares to
take the trouble . of entering their
houses.

Parliament is busying itself with the
marked growth of lawlessness. The
death penalty is still the law of the
land, but the President of the repub-
lic, bowing to the wishes of certain
well-meaning humanitarians of both
houses, has pardoned every crimipal
sentenced to death within the last two
years. The people are complaining, and
with some show of right on their side,
that while their lives are held of no
account by the band of prowling assas-
sine who infest Parls, the authorities
always hold sacred the worthless lives
of the ruffians who either stab or
stra.ngle honest citizens. There has cer-
tainly been a marked revulsion of feel-
ing on the question of doing away with
the guillotine, so much so that were
the matter to come up for discussion
in the chamber at this juncture there
would probably be a majority in favor
of the retention of the ‘‘big knife.”

The police at Reuil, a suburb to the
west of Paris, yesterday arrested a
music hall artist named Nicholas
Tschernadief on the charge of attempt-
ed murder. The previous evening the
accused, meeting a demi-mondaine, en-
ticed her into a vacant apartment.
There he gashed her with a razor,
leaving her for dead, and stole her jew-
elry, valued at $18,000. He admitted his
guflt, and said that he robbed the wo-
man because he was in need of money

to take him to London, where his wife

resides.

WHEN THE LAST

- GUINEA WAS ISSUED

With poet’s license Tennyson tells
us how “the jingle of the guinea helps
the hurt that honor feels.” It 1is
doubtful if the poet ever heand a guin-
ea Jjingle, and certainly few of the
readers of “Locksley Hall” have ever
set eyes on that coin.

And yet—such is the force of habit—
we talk about guineas and reckon in
guineas and read about the jingling
of guineas without ever asking our-
selves why & coin which is no longer
a coln persist in lingual currency, not
only poetic but popular.

FIRST GOLDEN GUINEAS. -

The last ginuea issued from the mint
bears date 1813; groats and maundies
were copied in the era of Viectoria;
why, then, has markind including the
poets, forgotten all about the latter |
and clung to the former? There seems |
no obvious reason. {

It may be because the ginuea had so !
long a reign, or because the word itself |
is '"‘catchy” or because sellers have
found realier customers for goods at
‘‘one ginuea” than for goods at ‘‘one !
pound one.”

It was in the reign of Charles II.,
10 be exact ih the year 1663 that the
first golden ginuea was brought into
the world. It was part of a'new coin-
age made In a new way, for it was
milled, a device to prevent clipping, |
which, indeed had been inroduced .in !
Elizabeth’g time but soon aba&ndoned. |

There# were five-guinea, two-guinea, !
guinea and half-guinea pietes and they
were s0 named because many of them
were made from gold brought feom
Guinea by the “Company of Royal Ad-
venturers of "England Trading Into |
Africa.”” In allusion, probably  to:
thig'‘company’s arms, the King ordered
that the pieces should wear the Imuge |
of ‘“a little white elephant wnicn wee |
intend as a marke of distinc:fon from
the rest of our gold and silver mcnies,
and an encouragement unto - the said
Company in he importin& of “‘gold and”
silver to be coined.’ H

CUT BY A DUTCHMAN:

|

On some of the coins, too, there is al
castle, and the reason of this may b= |
that in 1666 Sir Robert Holmes cap- |
tured in Schelling Eay 160 Dutch sail |
containing bullion and gold dust from
Cape Coadt Castle in Guinea, and that
this booty found its way into the mint.
The exploit is celebrated in Dryden’s
“Annus Mirabilis.”* -

It is curious, in the light of this in-
cident, that the guineas were cut by a
Dutchman named John Ruettier, who
compet2d for the work with an Eng-
lishman, Thomas S§imon, and beat him;
while a foreigner again, the French-
man Blondeau had charge of the mill-
ing apparatus. Simon was disgusted
at his defeat, and to show that he was
really the better man, made and pres
sented to the King what came to he
known as the ‘“Petition Crown.” The
King, however, ignored this appeal.

MENTIONED BY DIARISTS.

The new coinage, apparently, caused
no little stir, for the two immortal
diarists of that day both mention it.
“Now it was,” wrote Evelyn on March
9, 1664, ‘“‘that the fine new milled coin,
both of white money and- guineas,
was established;”” and Pepys tells us
how ‘‘There dined with us today
(March 9, 1663) Mr. Slingsby, of the
Mnt, who showed us all the new
pieces, both of gold and silver, that
were made for the King by Blondeau’s
way; and compared them with those
made for Oliver. The pictures of the
latter made by Symons (Bimon), and
of the King by one Rotyr (Roettier), a
German, I think, that dined with us
also.”

The guinea, moreover, or rather the
elephant upon the reverse side to that
which bore the bust of Charles II., re-
celves notice in Marvell’s prose, where
he speaks of a ‘great little animal,”
which ‘“was on a sudden turned to yel-
low and grown withal so urwieldy that
he might have passed current for the
elephant upon a guinny;” and popu-
lar ‘combinations of the word quickly
arose, such as ‘guinea-dropper,” &
cheat who practiced the trick of drop-
ping counterfeit coins, and ‘guinea-
hen,” a courtesan.

DISPLACED SOVEREIGN.

Our forefathers had much trouble
with the coinage. Sometimes they
could not get metal enough to coin;
sometimés ihe market value of the
metal used for colning was such that
men found it profitakle fo meit down
their money and sell it infbulk; some-
times, kings, notably Heury VIIL., de-
based the coinage; and, uctil milling
became the. rule, clipping was of con-
stant practice.

Silver was the sole standard until
1816, and consequently thé golden gui-
nea was Bubject- to market fluctuations
according to the conditions of the sil-
ver coin. It started its history at the
value of 20 shiliings, then rose as high
as 30, and at other times was equal to
26, 22 and 20 shillings and sixpence.

Pepys, in 1686, quotes his goldsmith
to ‘the effect -“that ginnys which I!
bought 2,000 of-not long ago that cost‘
me but 18 1-2d. change will now cost |
me 22d.; and but very few to be had '
at any price.” Parliament ﬁnally:
took the mattér up, and by Johm

Locke's advice the guinea was fixed. b

in 17.7, at %1 ghillings, at whicn it re-
mained until 1813, when it ceased to

be issued, and yielded its place to th¢
sovereign, which, by the way, it
originally displaced.

Before ‘the ship left, Commander

| Peary expressed the hope of reaching .

the northern goal before his return.
“I have done too much work in the
Arttic regions,” he said, ‘to believe that
I can make the Pole without strenuous
work. L.am not foolish enough té say
tH&tT am going to do or die, but I am
certainly going to: put into this trip
every bit of energy—mental, moral and
Physical—that I have in order to suc-
oeed in my undertaking.

“I know my path will be hedged in
by many trials and undoubtedly many
disappointments, but I feel confident as
my ship leaves New York today that
if I do not reach the Pole itself, at
least I will carry the American flag
further north than it has been carried
by any previous explorer. Unless un-
foreseen circumstances intervene with-
in the next year, I hope to plant the
Stars and Stripes at the Pole.”

As the Roosevelt swung out ino the
East river, a few minutes after one
o’clock, a crowd on the pier cheered
good-bye, while the whistles of the
river craft joined in the farewell,

On board the Roosevelt, in addition
to Commander Peary, Mrs. Peary and
their children, Marie and Robert E.,
jr., were a number of guests.

Eess fortunate were the British bark
of Yarmouth, N. S., the
schooner Paul Palmer, a five-masted
craft, and the O. H. Brown, a four-
master. The Belmont was moored by
steel cables. to the pier where the fire
started. So quickly did the flames en-

By the time the Belmont was warped
into the stream the paint had been
burned off her steel hull, her cabins
had been practically destroyed, her
life boats charred and ruined and her
spatrg, sails and rigging so badly burn-
ed as to make a complete new equip-
ment necessary. The Palmer escaped
with slight damage to her foretopsail
and forerigging, while the rigging, sails
and spars on the forward part of the
Bow  were badly charred.
