- ¥ how vitally different
MRS, FRANCES HODG- is each from all the
BON BURNETT. others and yet how
admirably calculated each to fit its per-
jod. Some one has suggested that ‘‘A
Lady of Quality’” is so extravagant, 8o
wildly impossible in all its up-to-dated-
ness that Mrs. Burnett must have writ-
ten it as a burlesque upon the mnew
school. But her word for it that she did
nothing of the kind, that the grewsome
thing was started in her mind by the dis-
covery of a curious remote cellar in her
London house, and later by reading let-
ters of Addison and Steele in the Specta
tor and Tattler. Mrs. Burnett has worked
hard and has made money. True to first
principles, when, as a 12-year-old miss,
she refused to have her manuscript pub-
lished without payment, stating, ‘‘My
object is remuneration,’’ she lives luxuri-
ously now in London because of her in-
dustry, good judgment and thrift. When
she married a struggling doctor in the
south she determined to give him all
possible chances in his profession, so she
wrote with amazing . rapidity, went
abroad, and thus contrived expenses of
European haspitals and colleges. Now she
is working for her only surviving child,
Vivian, the prototype of ‘‘Little Lord
T leroy.’”’ Mrs. B tt 1s a orilliant
conversationalist, with a charming habit
of saying unexpected things in clever
ways. It is estimated that her work will
bring remuneration to the extent of 10
cents a word. In her, literary ability is
certainly not inherited. Her father was
connected with some of the Manchester
mills.

Elizabeth Stuart Phelps Ward is the
greatest living American woman novelist.
She is better known as Elizabeth Stuars
Phelps. Ward is a
relatively modern
achievement. Like
Mrs. Humphry of
the same name, the
American Mrs. Ward
inherited her literary
ability. Of her father
and mother she says:
‘It would be impos-
sible to be their
daughter and not
have something to
say, and a pen tosay
it.”’ Her father was
professor at Andover, and her first story
was published when she was only 18
years old. It was, she says, ‘‘very proper,
very pious ‘and very much like what a
well brought up little girl was taught to
be, to suffer or to write in those days.'
Then came growing years, full of suedy
and vigor, and in the spring of 1868 ske
wrote a war story called ‘‘A Sacrifice
Consumed.”” And following this came
“‘The Tenth of January,'” a story of the
burning of the Pemberton mills in Law-
rence, Mass. Without doubt the most
popular of all this lady’s works is ‘‘Gates
Ajar.” That the effect of the book has
never quite died away iy evident from
its frequent quotations in houses of sor:
row and bercavement. Bright and cheer-
Yul are ‘‘An Old Maid’s Paradise’’ and
“The Burglar Who Moved Paradise,”
while ‘“The Story of Avis'’ is among the
most popular of ¢his clever woman's
works. The latter is, however, emphatic-
ally a book for women, written for and
responded to by them. Indeed, Mrs. Ward
is universally admitted to be that novelist
who has most influenced American wo-
men in this end of the century. The

‘author of ‘‘The Gates Ajar'’ is a tall,
fair, serene woman, past middle age,
with a somewhat sad if eloquent face, and
the manners of a gentlewoman. Her eyes
are deeply set, her nose too long, her lips
too drooping to suggest beauty of face,
but she is nevertheless winsome because
“‘pure womanly.”’ It is not the ‘‘new wo-

Songs acocompanied by
clapping are a source of unending de-
light, but in ordef to make the olapping
musical the claps should be alternately
hard and soft, so that the one seems to
be an echo of the other.

Tt was pretty cold yet we
were able to spend the greater part of
most days on deck. There was a
pleasant party of fellow missionaries
bound for China or Japan, and we
met an hour each day for prayer,
Bible study and conference.

We left Vancouver on Monday, and
arvived at  Yokohama—a distance of
some 4,400 miles-—the following Mon-
day. Wedo not, however, claim to
have exceeded in speed the Kuiser Wil-
helm, for a Monday between the two
mentioned was lost at sea. Ask one
of your bright school boys or girls to
explain this.
Oci. 28th, after 17 days and nights
spent upon the ses, we landed at
Nagasoki, and it did scem good to sib
down tu a table where the things re-
mained stationary, and to sleep in a
real bed once more. We were de-
tained here until Saturday, Nov. 6th,
awaiting the Higo Marn to take us on
our way. This is a Jepanese, ship,
with Japanese officials and all, and,
like the Japanese, she was very polite,
bowing quite too much to suit us, our
whole party being made quite sea-
sick therefrom all day Sunday. Mon-
day we bad a pleasant respite at
Fusan, but Tuesday we wrre sea-sick
again, children and all, suffering more
thau at any time before, and we were
only to glad to land at Chemulpo the
following morning, Nov. 10tb.  This
was the unniversary of Sherwood’s
first arrival in Korea four years ago-—
a coincident which we trust means he
is going to prove a real little mission-
ary, aud help take his papa's place as
the native Clristians have priyed.
And, baby Edith, too, will no doubt do
her share. Koreans are very fond of
childeen, and they always |n|"ove a
great bond of atfraction.

1t does seem a great privilege to be
back in the work in Korea again—the
tield consecrated by our most precious
gift. We liaye received tokens of
greeting from Pyaug Yang. Dr. Foll-
well sends pictures of the Hall Memor-
inl Hospotal and wiites I exiend to
you my sincerest congratulations upou
your return to this country which lies
so near and dear to your hearr. 1
am sorry I cannot be ut Chemulpo to
welcome you in person, but I lopk~tor-

and rejoicing with you in the wonder-
tul growth of the Gospel in Pyang
Yang.” Rev. Nuble writes: * Wel-
cowe back to Korea, I wish you were
coming right to Pyang Yang, we need
you so much. The Koreans keep ask-
* When will Mrs. Hall be hero?”’

We are very grateiul for the gifts
we _have received from Canadiun
friends toward the Memorial Hospital
in Pyang Yang. We trust you will
continue to remember this hospital
from year to year.

Sherwood is also
veing initiated in Korean ~flees—they
are always fond of newcomer’s. He

my pants.”

As you no doubt already know,
Oct. 12th Korea changed her name
from the Kingdom of Chosen to the
Ewpire of Dai Han (Great Han).
The court astrologers were consulted
a8 to the most lucky time for the
king to assume the title of Emporer.
Three . o'clock in the morning, the
time selected, was marked by a drench-
ing rain, which could hardly have en-
tered into their wise calculations. An
altar, called the " Altar of Heaven”
was built on the site of the reception
ball where formerly Chinese awmbas-
sadors were entertained. Oxen, sheep,
and pigs were sacrificed, and His
Majesty in the yellow robe assumed
the title of Emperor of Dai Han.

Even from this short account, it
may be easly gathered that the god
of this word i8 blinding Korea, that
her increased greatness is in name
ouly, and that her great need is the
light of the glorious gospel of Christ.

Beyerly, Mass., is 184 years old and is
the first and only house of worship the
society has ever had. The Second parish
of Beverly is one of the old societies of
the county. When incorporated by the
general. court in 1718, it was as the
“precinct of Salem and Beverly.” Ob-
jeotion has been ynade on the part of
oertain Beverly le to the separation
of the parish.

The first meeting toward forming the
society was held in November, 1718,
and a committee appointed. At a later
meeting the sum of £350 was raised to-
ward building a meeting house. The
house was built and finished and dedi-
cated the following year.

Originally it was 50 feet by 40. In
1771 & porch wasadded to the front end
by Caleb Dodge at his own expense. In
1751 a steeple was built and a 400
pound bell was purchased. Two years
later Robert Hooper gave & bell to the
church, The house was placed on its
present site in 1837, when it was en-
larged and thoroughly remodeled.
