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Women Smokers
In England

A pumber of women who have adopted
the habit of cigarette smoking has increas-
ed enormously in late years. Ten or fifteen
years ago smoking among women in this
osuntry was more or less confined to iso-
Jated cases of young girls who thought it
clever or amusing and ejderly females of
the tramp class who found solace for an
uncomfortable existence in sucking on aged
oipe of unclean description.

It is very different to-day. - There are
women smokers in every class of the com-
munity, students, soclety women, shop-girils

journalists, artists. giris in business
and girls who stay at home, young girls and
married women, says Elizabeth Sloan Chos-
ser in the London Daily Chronicle. Even
the grandmothers are not beyond suspicion
although the very word seems incompatible
with cigarettes. It is, perbaps, too much
to asesrt that most women smoke, but that
a great many of them appreciate the sooth-
ing influence of what man has so long con-
sidered his pet luxury cannot be denied.
Women smokers are increasing, and at Lhe
same time man is becoming more tolerant
and more accustomed to the sight of a wo-
man manipulating a cigarette. It seems as
if woman means to smoke in spite of the
fact that the habit has been condemnad
on moral, aesthetic and medical grounds.

I have often been told by women that
they had started smoking more as a joke
apd that the habit has brown upon them
until they could not imagine existence with-
out their cigarette case. And there is wno
maere pathetic figure than the heavy smoker
of the gentler sex. Thin, anaemic, highly
strun, Iirritable, with cold, clammy hands
and stained finger tips, she is one of the
least admirable products of the woman move-

s,

She is either a grave woman or she is ig-
norant of the dangers she runs in smoking
what she calls a harmless, nerve soothing
cigarette. Thoe who argue that a woman
should emoke to .soothe her domestic wor-
ries might as well say that a girl should
take brandy or opium to counteract the de-
pressing effects of an unfortunate love af-
fair. Smoking in that sense is drugging,
the tobacco is to be regarded as a narcotic,
and all narcotics are to be avolded unless
ordered by a doctor.

One cause of the prevalence of dyspepsia
nowadaye is smoking, and dyspepsia acts
as a brake on an ambitious woman and a
blot on a pretty one. And yet few women
will belleve that the red nose of dyspepsia
18 secondary to their habit of smoking. In
strict moderatign ‘smoking 1is apparently
barmless; but what is moderation? “Four
cigarettes a day cannot possibly be the
cause of my i1l health,” plaintively asserts
the martyr of palpitation and indigestion,
but nicotine affects different people in vary-
ing degrees. Two cigarettes a day is ex-
cess for the neurotic woman, who should
never smoke at all.

When women begin to emoke they llke to
do it thoroughly, and a visit to the smok-
ing room of any of the women's clubs is
sufficient to prove to the observer that the
dangerous habit of inhaling is far too com-
mon. Most people have a hazy glimmering
of the fact that much smoking, especially
accompanied by Inhaling. is a bad thing.
The physiological effects of tobacco are
due to an alkaloid, nicotine, which acts
chiefly upon the heart, causing irregular ac-
tion and producing the condition known as
~smoker's heart. The girl who 4s an hab-
tual smoker undermincs her health and un-
fits herself for work.

A frequent complaint of the smoker is
loss of mental tone and inabllity to con-
‘centrate the attention. Nervous symptoms
will be more apparent In a woman smoker
than a man, because women’s nervous or-
ganization is of a more delicate order and
imore easily upset. That emoking, even in
moderation, is harmful to women is very
probable. There are many who assgert that
habitual smoking has a detoriating effect
on the race, and if parents of both sexes
smoke it would follow that the children
would be physically inferior to the children
of non-smokers, other things equal.

This is malnly a personal consideration.
It is not so much what we do that seems to
matter, but how we do it, and this is true
of smoking as of everything else. To
smoke in a public place lays a woman open
to the criticlsm of strangers, and although
& girl is not necessarily ‘‘fast” because she
enjoys an occasional cigarette, the true
®entlewoman avolds doing anything uncon-
ventional in publlc. If a girl will smoke
she would only do so among friends, in the
vrivacy of her own house and, preferably,
in a gathering of women and of women who
emoke themseélves.

There are people who consider a girl pe-
cullar if she smokes a cigarette. Then why
shock their susceptibilities by what 1s, n
their oplnion, the brazen display of an un-
womanly act? Others are as much sur-
orised at the woman who don’t smoke.
“Only the middle class British watron is a
non-smoker nowadays,” I have been told,
and can only reply that the opinion of the
average middle class British matron is
generally a very sound one. The modern
young mother and her cigarettes Is some-
thing of a novelty even yet. If she pays

,Drover. attention to her house and her
nurddfy Bhe Wil not have much time to
waste In smoking.

Wheatever ho Dy sy on the subject, in
‘_hls‘ heart 3! hearts the average man dis-
#&pproves of women smoking. It may be
inherent selfishness, it may be association
and a éeneitive regard and desire to keep
his womenfolk unspotted from the world;
the fact remains that 90 per cent. of men
prefer women not to smoke. The few who
do not mind have generally a sister, wife
or womeén friends whom they particularly
respect. and who has succumbed to the fas-
cination of smoking. How often we hear a
man declare, I do mot mind girls smoking
at all, but I should not like my wife to
smoke cigarettes.”” A masculine inconsist-
ency which has no reason behind it!

ero are women who smoke not be-
cause thoy care for it. hut under the mis-
taken impression that it is smart, and there
are girls who smoke only because their
frlen_ds enjoy it and consider them old
fashioned if they don't. These {ypes never
smoke to excess, and generally give up the
habit when they attain years of disretion,
Some women smoke because they honestly
enjoy not s0 much the smoking itzelt, but
the feeling of good fellowship which smok-
ing in congenial soclety produces.

Man is the victim of bad habits in his
sleep as well as in his waking hours.

Snoring is, of course, the commonest,
if not the worst, of sleep’s bad habits.

There are a
dozer patented devices that, holding the
mouth shut tight, prevent the enore.

Grinding the teeth is a disagreeable
habit in the same rocm with anyone who
emits, at regular intervals, this hideous
sound. The trick is said to be incurable
but a rubber cap worn on the teeth ren-
ders the grinding almost moiseless.

Nervous persons  sometimes leap in
their sleep a foot or more in the air,
shaking the bed an dthe whole room. The
man who gives eight or nine of these
leaps in the course of the night soon
bacomes un intolerable bed-fellow. Nerve
tonies and cxercise should be preseribed
for him.

Nasal whistling is a habit less easy to
eure than sncring. The slecper keeps his
mouth closed, but breathes with a dis-
tressing sound through his nose. 'The
sound resembles a low whistle, and, heard
in *he small hours, is guaranteed to mad-
den.

ARTIFICfAL ICE MAKING.

Five Million Tons Turred Jut Yearly—
$50,000,000 in the Pusiness,

Few American trades have grown o
rapidly in recent years as artificial ice
making. The conditions of ice supply
and the number of factories requiring
ice in enormous quantities seem ta pro-
mise a further extension of the busi-
ness. It is limited to no particular State,
but has been most generally and most
largely developed in the south.
In 1870 there were four artificial ice
making plants in the United States. In
1880 there were thirty-five. In 1830 there
were 200. In 1900 there were 800. There
are now considerably more than 1,000.
The capital invested in them is more
than $50,000,000, and the amount of
ice they turn out in a year is in excess
of 5,000,000 tons, of which 1,500,000 tons
is manufactured in the Southern States.
The original artificial ice plant es-
tablished in the United States was in
New Orleans in 1866, and the intention
of its propectors was declared to be to
supply artificial ice in the territary south
of the ice line, which is south of the
North Atlantie, New England, Middle
and Northwestern States. By degrees ice
plants have been established ir the terri-
tory supplied with natural ice, breweries,
hotels, restaurants, packing houses and
hospitals having refrigerating plants.

For several days the druggist, who is a
lover of flowers, has had upon his front cases
bunches of sweet peas of a varlety grown
originally in California. Each morning after
opening up the store he has found collected
around the base of the vessel containing the
peas quite an accumulation of dead flies.

For the firet day or o he regarded the maass
of defunct dipterous insects as an accidenal
wathering in the neighborhood of flowers,
dut curjosity prompted him later to watch the
conduct of the few flies left in the store. It
was observed when the peas were freshly
picked that immediately after their being
placed In the vases those flies in the vicinty
swarmed upon the petals and proceeded to
fasten themselves there. Shortly afterward
they fell from their positions dead.

It s presumed that the odor of the peas at-
tracted them first and that afterward they
abeorbed some pqisonous exudation that the
flowers poseess and dled In conequence. So
far as known the gm possess no toxic effect
upon the hyman being.—Springfield Journal.

IS PRAISED.

Addresses at the Methodist General
Conference. s

Dr. Sutherland Will Withdraw His
Resignation,

Agreement Reached With the Mission-
ary Committee,

A Montreal despatch: “There is no
country on the face or the earth that
has as good a Lord’s Day act as the
Dominion of Canada.” In these words
of praise Rev. Dr. Potts, President of
the Lord’s Day Alliance for Canada, ad-
dressed the Methodist General Confer-
ence to-night, referring to the measure
passed at the last session. of Parlia-
wment.

The report on missjons came up imme-
diately afier routine business this after-
noon.  The preumble being left over,
the clauses were taken up which divide
the department mto two branches, home
and forcign, and that there should be
one fund und one board.

Rev. Dr. Sutherland explained that his
proposal differed from ihat by provid-
ing for one policy as well as one fund
and one board.

Mr. N. W. Roweii, K. C,, spoke for
s0me time in moving the adoption of the
clauses of the rcport. “When you take
chosen men to put on your committee on
Missions,” said Mr. Rowell, *and they
sit down for over ten hours and all pa-
tiently and seriousiy and earnestly deal
with it and produce this as the result of
that efiort, I think this Conference
should hesitate before they decline to
accept it, until there has been the full-
est and frankest discussion of the whole
thing.”  (Applause.)

Ur. Sutherland had complained yester-
day that he lacked the co-operation of
the board. “I find from the Discipline,
however,” said Mr. Rowell, “that the
> Methodist Church hag always retained in
its own hands, through its elected board,
the power to determine the policy in the
administration of its great departments,
(Applause). Whether rightly or wrong-
Iy, our General Conferenco has never
seen fit to give over to any one of its
exeeutive -officers the responsibility and
obligation of determining the Chureh’s
rolicy. The only suggestion I have
reard is there might be difficulty in man-
aging the office staff, Well, if the work
i3 s0 large perhaps we could afford to
provide two office staffs.

THREE LEVIATHANS WERE LAUNCHED

London, Sept. 24.—Three leviathdns
are to be launched from various ehwp-
yards in Great Britain to-day. They
are the H. M, S. Shannon, the longest
ammorad cruiser in the world; the Mau-
retania, the new Cunarder, a sister ship
and @gntical to the turbine steamer
Luisitata, and the Wihite Star liner
Adriatie, which, next to the two Cun-
arders, is the largest ship afloat.

The Adriatic will be the first of the
trio to take the water. She is the larg-
est vessel ever built at Belfast. Her
displacement is 40,000 tons, She is 710
feet long, 76 fet 6 inches beam, and 59
feet 6 inches deep, Her igross tonnage
is mearly 25,000. The general lines of
this vessel ar similar to the Baltic, and
she has all the improvements seen m the

line. The Adriatic has nine decks and

The Adriatic cost $3,750,000. The
Shannon is the longest British armored
cruiser afloat, having & total length of
490 feet. Se will carry four 9.2 inch

and will have five torpedo tubes. Her
tonnage is 14,600, and her contract speed
23 knots,

The Shannon is the eighth of her name
in the British navy. The seventh Chan-
non recently went to the serap heap.

The Mauretania, the second of the
Cunard turbine flyers, and sister ship to
the Lusitania, is 770 feet long, with a
breadth of 88 feet. She will be propelled
by turbine engines of 70,000,000 indi-
cated horse power, driving four shafts,
each of which is fitted with one three-
bladed propeller of Manganese bronze.
The Mauretani complies with the Admi-
ralty requirements as an armed cruiser,
and will be fitted for an armament of
twelve 6-inch guns.

Mr. Gill said that the libels were the
culmination of a series of wild state-
ments and wild attacks against all sorts
of persons extending over several years,
and directed against anyone from whom
the accused was unalle to cbtain money.

The defendant’s father had been em-
ployed for years by the Iate Marquis of
Salisbury, and she had acted as organist
at the daily scrvices at Hatfield House.
Mr. Gill cited several acts of kindness
the Cecil family had shown her. They
had even helped her in obtaining a church
living for her husband.

Police Inspector Drew testified that
15,000 copies of the pamphlet had been
found in the defendant’s possession,

Lady Gwendolen Ceeil testified that
she remembered the dcfendant as an
organist. She said that in August last
one of her brothers showed her the
pamphlet.  She denied absolutely that
there was any truth in the allegations
made in it.

The defendant, who conducted her
own case, cross-examined Lady Cecil,
the latter maintaining that she had had
no child, and strenuously denying the
alleged intimacy with the chaplain. %\[rs.
Stanley, after first supplying the jury
with copies of the pamphlet, addressed

the court. She asserted in a rambling
manner that she had been the victim of
a loathsome libel for 14 years, and that,
in consequence, she had lost places and
had suffered terribly.

The defendant, continuing, talked so
fast that only such terms as “ruin” and
“persecution” could be heard. She ad-
mitted that she had no documents to
prove her charge; but she said that a
lady member of the Cecil family had
confessed to her the guilt of Lady Gwen-
dolen.

The witnesses Mrs. Stanley called ad-
dueed nothing to substantiate the allega-
tions madein the pamphlet.

The jury found the libels untrue and
that the plea of justification entered by
the defendant had not been proved. Mrs,
Stanley was sentenced to six months’
imprisonment and the documents in the

INSANE DRIVER.

EXPLANATION OF THE RECENT
ENGLISH RAILWAY WRECK,

Victims Total Twenty-six—Accident Was

aster, Train Running at Excessive
Rate of Speed.

London, Sept. 24.—The wreck of the
Great Northern express at Grantham
yesterday, in which 10 persons were
killed and 16 injured, was a repetition
of the Salisbury disaster. The train
passed through the station at Grant-
ham at a speed of 40 miles an hour and
took a short, sharp curve beyond the
station at that rate, whem the regula-
tions prescribe that the curve shall not
be taken at a rate greater than 10
miles.

As yet there has been no satisfactory
explanation as to why the train. took
the curve at such great speed. It has
been suggested that the engineer mo-
mentarily suffered from mental aber-

ration, and instead of stopping
Grantham, as he should have done,
passed through, against the signals.
The railway oficers do not believe that
the brakes failed.

Few of the dead and injured have yet
been identified. The engineer and fire-
man are buried beneath the wreck of
the locomotive.

Among the killed was Director Phil-
ippon, of the Northeastern Railway
Company.

BANK CLERK SHOT AT.

BANK OF COMMERCE AT KINISTO,
B. C,, ROBBED.

The Assistant Heard the Burglar at
Work and Came Downstairs— He
Tried to Seize the Robber, but Nar-
rowly Escaped Deadly Bullet—

83,700 Stolen.

Kinisto, Sask., Sept. 24— At 8
o’clock last evening the Bank of Com-
merce was robbed in the absence of the
manager. The assistant, Mr. Hickman,
thought he heard a noise and came
quietly downstairs and made for the
safe. Immediately he was fired upon
by & man in the shadow. Hickman
made a plunge to grab the assailant,
but received another shot just grazing
his left temple. The robber then made
his escape, securing about $3,700.

The burglars who robbed the Bank
of Commerce here last evening are be-
lieved to have got clean away - with
their booty of $3,900, and have prob-
ably gone south. Mounted Police are
busy on the case, and, while there is
as ivot no clue, they hope to land the
desperadoes ' soon. The accountant,
Mr. Hickman, who was reported to
have been slightly wounded when he in-
terrupted them in their safe blowing,
escaped injury beyond having his face
scorched by powder from the revolver,
fired point blank at him.

SCOTCH TRAIN
OVER BRIDGE.

Many Passengers Pinned Bencath
Debris.

Of Ten Taken From Debris Five
Have Died.

Disaster Accompanied by Harrowi n
Conditions.

London, Sept. 24.—The crowded Scotsh
express train on the Great Northern
Railway, leaving London last night, was
wrecked outside of Grantham at mid-
night. Five bodies have been taken from
the wreck and the life loss is believed to_
be large,

The train should have stopped at
Grantham, but failed to do so. Shortly
aftér passing the station, the train left
"the rails and jumped a bridge. The en-
gine and several coaches were dashed
over the embankment, the engine turn-
ing turtle. Several coaches immediate-
ly took fire.

There are many passengers beneath
the debris. Of ten extricated five have
died. The number of lives lost is mot
known, but it is believed to be llrge'
Many were iniuried. At last accounts
the coaches were still blazing and the
fire brigade had beem called out. The
dead and injured as yet have not been
identified.

At the spot where the express was
derailed there is a curve, and it is sup-
posed the brakes failed to act. The
train appears to have gomne up a siding,
smashing the parapet of the bridge,
which was completely shattered.

A later report states that the engin-
eer and fireman are dead under the
engine, that t he superintendent of the
mail car is missing and that seven in-
jured persons have been taken to the
hospital.

Prof. Garre narrated successful experi-
ments in the transplantation of blood
vessels from one living animal to anoth-
er. He had also transplanted blood ves-
sels from animals that had been dead for
an hour and a half to live animals.

; vessels from living human beings, blood *
vessels could be taken from freshly am-
' putated limbs and transplanted to cases
where large tumors had been removed
or where otherwise tying up of la
i blood vessels resulted fatally to parts

PARALLEL TUBES,

RAILWAY TUNNEL CONNECTING
WINDSOR AND DETROIT.

' Most Complete Scheme Approved by the
| Canadian  Railway Commission—
5 Work to Commence at Once,

| Ottawa, Sept. 24.—“Without excep-
tion the most complete tunnel scheme I
ever saw,” is the opinion pronounced by
Chief Engineer Mountain upon the plans
of the eDtroit River Tumnel Company,
which have just been approved by the
Canadian Railway Commission. The pro-
ject, which is to cost between seven and
ten millions of dollars, provides for the
construction of two parallel tubes of
iron to rest 65 feet below the surface of
the water on beds of concrete and to be
flanked by concrete walls. These will
give double tracks to enable the Michi-
gan Central and Canada Southern trains
to cross beneath the Detroit River.

The tunnel proper i3 to be twenty feet
in diameter, and its roof will be forty
feet below the water, and the tracks will
be laid upon huge beds of cement. The
approaches on either side will be 18 feet
high by 16 feet 6 inches wide, while the

, Width of the portals will be about 60
; feet.  The length of the tunnel. actually
under the river will be 2,625 feet. Omn
. the east side there will be an approach
of 3,200 feet of tunneling and 3,300 feet
"of half-tunneling. The west approach
will consist of 2,135 feet of tunneling and
1,540 feet of half-tunneling. There will .
"be a 2 per cent. grade on the west side
and 1 1-2 per cent. grade on the east.
It is intended to sink the iron tubes
in sections, and then rivet them togeth-
er and pump the water out.

The trains running either way through
the tunnel will bhe propelled by electric
motors, which will prevent gases from
generating and simplify the problem of
ventilation. The tunnel will be run from
the Michigan Central station at Detroit,
cross the river at the old ferry slips and
connect at Windsor with the Canada
Southern Railway. The plans are said
to be the most detailed and' finished ever
geen in Canada and were prepared by
W. J. Wilges. chief engineer of the New
York Central; W, .J. Kennean, chief en-
gineer of the Michigan Central, and H.
A. Casson. The work will be commenc.
ed right away. :

The Two Great Commandments.—Mark 12:
28134 and 38-44.

Commentary.—I. The two great com-
mandments (vs. 28-31), 28. Une of tae
scribes—Matthew calls him a lawyer. A
Goctor of divinity. A professional in-
terpreter of the law of Moses. “Usuaily
such a noted scribe was a teacher and
Laa a company of disciples about him.”
Came—Probably at the recruest of the
Pharisees who were determined to catch
and overthrow the Saviour. Having

perceiving—He had listened
altentively to the discussions of Jesus
with the Herodians about the tribute
money and with the Sadducees about tle
resurrection, and had been pleased at
the answers Jesus gave. Asked him—
Matthew (xxii. 35) adds, “tempting him.’
IL has been suggested that this man may
have honestly wished to test the char-
acter of our Lord’s teaching before join-
fng the conspiracy of the other Pharisces
against iim.  Abbott thinks him neither
a caviler nor a disciple, but one curious
10 see what reply so able a thinker would
make to one of *2e puzzling and theologi-
cai problems of the «day. “The question
suggests philosophic and spiritual sight
into the nature and precepts of the law.
It calls for the results of protracted and
pivfound meditation.”—Buell. The first
cemmandment— This was a disputel
question among their doctors of the law.
Some ascribed first place to the law of
sacrifices, others to the law of circum-
cision, others to the law of the Sabbala,
while some gave the distinction to the
Jaw of meats. “DBut Jesus, with much
Lctter reason, decided in favor of a com-
mandment inclusive of the whole of
piety, and leading to every holy temper,
word and work.”—Benson.

Immigration movement throuch Tor-
onto shows a falling off this month.

Mrs. William Hunter' died in Grace
Hospital, Toronto, from the effects of
burns.

Impressive services were held in the
synagogues at Toronto in celebration of
the Hebrew New Year.

Mr. Allan E. McLean, of Oshawa, drop-
ped dead in the drug store of Mr. E. A.
I.'eg-ge, corner of College street and Os-
sington avenue, Toronto.

Railway traffic experts calculate that
there are about 108,000,000 bushels of
grain in Ontario to be moved before the
end of December.

Sir Frederick Borden, interviewed by a
representative of Canada, declared that
Canada will never contribute a dollar to
thke Imperial navy unless she is in some
manner represented in the spending
of it.

The name of Mr. A. W. Wright is men-
tioned in connection with the vacancy
in the Ontario Labor Bureau. Hon. Dr.
Reaume says that nothing definite has
been decided on yet with reference to the
vacdney.

The two-year-old daughter of Michael
Geldfield, « Hebrew, living on St.Joseph
street, Ottawa, ran in front of an east-
bound street car in charge of Conductor
Consmeau last evening. The little thing
was caught by the fender, but rolled off
under the wheels of the car, and her
right leg was severed at the thigh. The
other leg was badly crushed.

The petition presented by English-
speaking Catholics of Ottawa to Mgr.
Sbarretti invoking his aid to terminate
the struggle with the Catholies of
I'rench origin, and give the former the
control of their own schools, a copy of
which was forwarded to Rome upon the
alleged failure of the Apostolic Delegate
to move in the matter, has been made
public.

A letter from the Montreal Humane
Society was read at yesterday’s meeting
of the Toronto Humane Society stating
that the Ministers of Agriculture and
of Justice had been asked to introduce
legislation similar to that in force in
New York State, prohibiting the use of
the wings, plumage or bodies of insectiv-
orous birds on hats. The Ministers have
prcmised to confer and see what can be
dene.

Rapid Progress Being Made in the
Construction West of Wii nijeg.

100 MILES NEARLY READY.

Mr. Collingwood Schreiber Has lust'

Completed Tour of Inspection
of Line From Winnipeg
West.

Ottawa despatch: “Canada will have
a remarkable railway when the Grand
Trunk Pacific is built,” is the state-
ment which was made this morning
by Mr. Collingwood Sechrviber, chicf
voustulting engineer to the Uanadian
Government.

“I have just come from the west,
where I have been inspecting the por-
tion of the line from Wiunipeg to
Edmonton. [ drove the entire distance
of the route from Portage la Prairie to
Edmonton.

“The surveyors have found a splen-
did line. It is practically straight, and
the maximum grade to the eastward is
four-tenths of ore per cent., and west-
ward five-tenths.

“As the Grand Trunk Pacific people
expect to do about as well through the
mountains from Edmonton to the Paci-
fic, and as the national transcontinental
surveyors have practically secured these
grades all the way from Winnipeg to
the Atlantic, therefore no doubt the line
will be the best of all the transcontinen-
tal lines, and capable of the most eco-
nomic administration, and handling the
greatest amount of traffic at a minimum
cost.

“By autumn there will be over a
hundred miles of the line west of
Winnipeg railed, and there is little
doubt the road will participate in the
hauling of the crop next year. The
settlers are going in with the road.
Their shacks are seen dotting the
prairie for the whole distance from
Portage la Prairie to Edmonton.

“The company has sixteen surveying
parties working to the west of Ed-
monton through the mountains. The
contractors are encountering some dif-
ficulty in getting labor. However,
there is mo doubt the road will be built
in a very short time.

AUTOMOBILE DUST.

Experiments Made in England to D,
Away With the Nuisance,

It is a common experience in our ad-
vancing civilization that one improve-
ment creates the necessity for others. We
no sooner begin to build model railroads
at great cost than along comes the auto-
wagon improvement or invention to undo
much of the other work and compel new
and costly methods of preserving it. We
have already noted the destructive ef-
fects of fast autcmobile driving on the
macadamized state highways, and  the
suggestion that these machines be addi-
tienally taxed to make good the damage.

‘The same problem is under active agi-
tation in various parts of England. Not
only are public protests many within
and without the English cities against
the dust nuisance in relation to automo-
biles, which spreads disease and injures
merchants’ stccks; but the effect in
wearing away macadamized roads is
causing much concern. There as with us
it is proposed to tax the damage up
against motor-carriage owners; but ob-
viously no one will be satisfied with do-
ing this and nothing more. Methods
must be devised to lay the dust and pre-
serve the surfaces of our improved high-
ways; for periodical reconstruction even
at the expense of the autoists will not do
away with the disease-scattering dust
nuisance.

80 the English are turning to oil and
similar devices for laying road dust. The
American consul at Liverpool reports
that various oil experiments are being
tried in and about that city. In the
order of giving the most lasting results
Texas crude petroleum stands first in
the Tiiverpool experiments, as far as
tried; while hot creosote oil comes next,
then a mixture of this oil with rosin and
tallow and then ordinary petroleum. The
difference in enduring quality appears
not to be great, and it is found that a
first sprinkling with any of them keeps
the surface in good crder for three weeks
and that a second sprinkling then will
do for five weeks longer—the cost vary-
ing from one-half to ore cent per square
yard. Creosote gives out the more offen-
sive odor, but it is noted that flies are
driven away from adjoining houses. The
oil largely vrevents the wearing upon
the surface by fast vehicles and the road
dries more quickly after a rain.

In Norwich, England, the district coun-
cil is experimenting with a eprinkling of
calcium chloride or solution of lime. A
hundredweight of this substance, costing
there $7.29 a ton, is dissolved in 100 gal-
lons of water. Three lengths of main
road experimented with were rendered

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§ NOXIOUS WEEDS. }
$ 4, g
Toronto, Sept. 5th, 1906.
Dear Sir,—In view of the numerous en-
quiries which are being received by the
Ontario Department of Agriculture, re-
specting the Act to Prevent the Spread
of Noxious Weeds, I append herewith a
synopsis of the Act in order that its pro-
visions may be more clearly understood,
and should be glad if you would allow
the same to appear in your columns.

The Act to Prevent the Spread of Nox-
ious Weeds makes it incumbent on every
owner or occupier of land to cut down
and destroy, when growing on his land,
the following weeds: Canada thistle,
ox¥ye daisy, wild opts, burdock, ws
often as is necessary to prevent the rip-
ening of their seed, provided that the
destruction of growing grain crops is
not involved thereby.

The operations of the Act may be fur-
ther extended by by-law to any weed or
weeds, and to any disease of grain or
fruit trees (excepting Yellows and Black
Knot in fruit trees).

In order that the provisions of the
Act may be properly enforend, it is pro-
vided that the Council of any city, town,
township or incorporated village may,
and upon petition of fifty or more rate-
payers, shall, appoint at least one inspec-
tor for the purpose. The inspector is re-
quired to serve a motice in writing on
the owner or occupant of ln{ land with-
in the municipality (or within his divi-
sion of the municipality, if there is more
than one inspector appointed), where
said noxious weeds are growing, requir-
ing him to cause the same to be cut
down or destroyed within ten days of
the service of the notice. In the event
of neglect to carry out these instructions,
the inspector shall enter upon the land
and cause such weeds to be cut down or
destroyed (uhless the land be sown with
grain), the cost of doing this work to
be charged against the land witk the
other taxes imposed by the municipality.

Where such noxious weeds are growing
upon non-resident lands (by which is
meant “lands which are unoccupied, and
the owner of which is not resident with-
in the municipality”), it is not necessary
that the inspector should give any notice
before proceeding to cut down or destroy
such weeds. J

In the event of the land being railway
property, the notice shall be given to
any station master of the company resi-
dent in or nearest the municipality.

The owner or occupier of the land is
also required to destroy, at the proper
time to prevent the ripening of their
seeed, all noxious weeds growing on any
highway (not being a toll road) adjoin-
ing his land, from the boundary of such
land to the centre line of the road. It is
the duty of the overseer or inspector of
highways in the municipality to see that
the Act, as it relates tc the keeping of
highways clear of weeds, is properly en-
forced, and in case of neglect after notice
has been given to the owner or occupier,
the work may be performed by the muni-
cipality and the costs added to the taxes
against the land. In the event of their
being no overseer or inspector of high-
ways, the enforcement, of the Act in this
regard falls upon the clerk of the muni-
cipality.

Every offence against the Act is
punishable by fine or summary convie-
tion before any Justice of the Peace, the
fine to be paid to the treasurer for the
use of the municipality. Every inspec-

| tor, overseer of highways or other officer
' who refuses or neglects to discharge the

dutics imposed upon him by this Act is
liable, upon conviction, to a fine of not
less than $10 or more than $20.

There
arises from the automobilist the cheering
promite of having to buy oil not only to
run his machine, but to preserve the
roads which it is wearing up to be blown
away.—Springfield Republican.

The basis of all high explosives is a chemical
combination of certain nitrogenous substan-
ces, Nitrogen is an inert element, and there-
fore does not maintain a firm grip of the
substapces with which it is united, and such
substauces are sald to be unstable.

In the production of the high explocives
the object is to produce a substance which,

{ while reasonably stable under certain ordin-

ary conditions, can be put into a conditiom
of such excessive instability that it will de-
compose instanteously. The {instaneous des
composition is explosion, and it is brough@y
about with high explosives by means of ®
small detonator charge that is exploded im
the middle of the charge of high explosives
and thereby gives such a shock to the chem-
ical molecular structure of the high explos-
ive that the latent instability is involved
and explosion ensues.

A detonator for this purpose usually com-
sists of a shell containing a compound
known as fulminate of mercury, with which
is sometimes mixed a chlorate, and a de-
tonator must be of such size and power as
to be capable of bringing about this condi-
tion of molecular instability throughout the
whole of the charge to be fired, otherwise
a portion of the charge may not be destroy-
ed and may remain a subsequent danger in
a mine of elsewhere.

A safe and characteristic high explosive
of the propulsive order is the cordite which
is used in firearms of all sizes. Cordite
consists of guncoton, nitroglycerine and
mineral jelly, suitably incorporated by aid
of a solvent acetone. which is dried out of
the mixture and leaves finished cordite a8
a horny, tough substance, resembling cele
luloid in appearance,

Naturally - in the production of an ex-
vplogive the dangerous process must bo
mivimized, and cleanliness, accuracy and
and great care are required. The nitroglyoer-
ine used In cordite is a substance made by
acting upon glycerine which hkas been allow-
ed 10 absorb a quantity of N. G.; technically
is a dangerous liquid, but it can be made
safe by certain admixture of other mater-
ials.

Thus dynamite is merely Kieselgubr,
diatomaceous earth, calcined and clean,
which bas been allowed to absorb a quan-
tity of N. G. The quantity absorbed must
always be less than the capillarity of the
cellular diatoms enables them easily to re-
tain without drip or overflow. Kieselguhr,
fully charged with N. G., so that the liquid
leaks out of the compound, is as.dangerous
as the unabsorbed liquid, because whem
fully charged there is no capacity for inno-
cuous compression and the full danger of am
incompressible, unstable liquid may be de-
veloped by the most trivial cause.

In cordite, though solidity has been at-
tained, the dangerous instability has beem
80 far overcome that only by ignition can
it again be brought into action. We may
thus follow the manufacture of this article
as one of the safest and best known Fve~
